Weather is Bad But All Else is
Ready to Welcome: the Former
President Tomorrow—An. Es-
cort of Warships Arranged

New York, June 17—The weather formed
the only cloud on the horizon of the elab-
orate arrangements for $he return home
of Former President Rogsevelt tomorrow.
Today opened with a continuance of yes-
terday’s rain.: :

The Kaiserin Auguste Victoria is ex-
pected at quarantine early tomorrow
morning, Col. Roosevelt will be taken on
board a revenue ‘cutter where breakfast
will be served. He ‘will remain aboard the
cutter until the great water parade up the
harbor starts.

Col. Roosevelt will be guarded during

the celebration as carefully as if he were
still in the White Hquse. The police “are
taking unusual precautions, both on land
and, water. In the line-up there will be
about 2,000 Spanish war veterans in addj-
tion to the Roosevelt rough riders, bring-
ing the total number of soldiers and po-
lice on guard to well over 6,000.
. The soldiers are to act as Col. Roose-
velt’s escort ‘and guard. The chief work of
the police will be to keep the crowds in
order but they will also look” to the pro-
tection of all out of town visitors. Four
hundred detectivés began to scour the city
last night for every crook they could ree-
ognize. All those gathered jn will be held
until the, celebration is over.

Rear-Admiral Leutze, commandant of
the Brooklyn savy yard, will command
the warships detailed to the naval parade.
. The warships under the direction of
President Taft,” will first greet the Kaiser-
in when she comes in sight at Sandy Hook
and after firing a salute of 21 guns they
will esport Col LRnouvelt into quarantine.

Montreal, June 17—At the anual session
of the High Court of the Canadian Order
of Foresters, the High Court officers sub-
mitted their reports, which showed the
order to be in a most flourishing condi-
tion,

The High Chief Ranger, J. A. Stewart,
of Perth, Ont., said:—

“On January 1, 1909, the order had a
membership of 70,759, and there were ini-
tiated during the year 7,369 members, an
increase of 772 over the previous year.
During last year 3,652 members lapsed and
450 died, leaving the net membership at
the close of the year 73,985.

“The increase in the insurance reserve
of the order during the year amounted to
$273,367.75. The amount paid in death
claims was $463,979,66.

“The sick and funeral benefit branch
is also flourishing. During the year $144,-
321.20, covering 5,950 claims, was paid in

EDUCATION
IN THE WORK

Today’s Conference at Edin-
burgh Chiefly Taken up
VWith Strong Report From

ional Phase

Edinburgh, Scotland, June 17—“Seldoni
has the Christian Church been called ‘to
meet so great an opportunity or to respond

to such immense and varied needs,” says
the Commission on ‘Education in Relation
to Christianization of National Life’, in
its report presented taday, to the interna-
tional missionary conference. The ¢ommis-
sion recommends a wide development of
educational work in connection with mis-
sionary endeavors and warns the churches
against danger of losing sight of the pri-
mary object to seek the  complete conver-
sion of those who come within the influ-
ence of the work, instead of resting con-
tent with lower and subordinate ends of
education.

In describing the influence of missionary
work upon the national life to the peo-
ples which - has been carried, the com-
mission reports that a large proportion of
the best moral and spiritual influences of
the missions have emanated from the
schools. : -

“It is probable,” says the report, “that
the most striking public witness for Chris-
tianity hitherto borne, especially in In-
dia. the witness which has most impressed
even hostile native observers, has been the
power which the Christian . missionaries
have exhibited by means of education to
raise the lowest classes—the pariahs, or
outcasts—o fthe community. It is not too
much to say that the missionaries have
proved more than any other class a bond
of  spiritual fellowship between foreigners
and ‘natives. Whatever has been accom-
plished in the direction of realizing the
fellowship of humanity—and that is one of
the greatest of all human enterprises—has
been accomplished by no ‘class of men so
much as by the missionaries.”

The commission reports that a majority
of’ its members believe thatthe motive of
missionary education may include the phil-
anthropic desire to promote the general
welfare of the people. ;

A mirority ' does. not':agree” with ' this,
holding that to suggest:to Christian edn-
cators the vaguer philanthropic aim .would
be to direct them upon a path which. their
efforts would lose in intensity, and the
definite Christian motive would be weak-
ered. The commissioners all agree, how-
ever, that the most important of all the
ends which missionary education ought to
set ' ‘itself to serve, is ‘that of training
those who are to be the spiritual .leaders
and teachers of the men of their own na-
tion.

The report calls attention to the urgent
needs for educatoinal work in many lands.
especially in Japan, China, India, Africa
and the Mohammedan world.

The commission recommends union of
effort in the study of educational prob-
lems. It says that each great division of
the missionary field should have a board
of education in which Christians of all de-
nominations should unite for a thorough
study of educational conditions and tasks
of the region.

Another recommendation is for union in
the maintenance of educational institu-
tions. ‘“The commission is deeply impres-
sed,” the report says, ‘“with the convic-
tion that in many instances all the Chris-
tian bodies working in a given region
should combine in the maintenance of in-
stitutions for higher education.”

A third recommendation is that mission-

ary board take more pains than they have [

done in the past to use their men and
women in the most effective way. ‘“This
can be achieved. for example,” the com-
missioners say, “‘by giving them the op-
portunity of earning a knowledge of the
country of their adoption and something
of its traditions and its capacities before
they become immersed in their work, and
by seeking to put men and women to the
work they are best qualified to do, and not
wasting those pre-eminently qualified for
one kind of muched need work on taske
which many others could perform equally
well.”

«THE REAL KNOCKERS”

The Standard has caught Hon. Dr.
Pugsley red-handed in the perpetration of
& new form of iniquity. The minister of
public works is now “knocking” St. John.

* The Times-Star pointed out yesterday
that the Standard itself was a “knocker,”
and could not permit an item of good news
concerning the development of the city
to-pase without an attempt to discredit it
or to minimize its importance. The proof
was found in the Standard’s treatment of
the statement of Mr. C. M. Hays that the
Grand Trunk Pacific expected to haul
western freight to St. John mnext winter,
by utilizing portions of the Grand Trunk
and the Intereolonial. The Standard ridi-
culed the statement, and practically charg-
ed Mr. Hays with mnking\ statements he
knew were not true. Today the tory or-
gan returns to the attack upon what it
terms “unfounded statements” and ‘‘bogus
announcements,” and couples these phrases
with «the name of Dr. Pugsley. In the
course of a long article it says:—

“Some politicians W »nder why the peo-
ple of St. John are sometimes incredulous
when they are promised large things. One
reason is that the people of St. John have
heard so many lies of this kind. The peo-
ple would like to believe. They ‘are natur-
ally sanguine and hopeful. But the com-
munity has been so ‘knocked’ by political
adventurers, who have sought power and
office on false pretences, that they find
their credulity unequal to current de-
mands. It is time this miserable system of
fraud were brought to an end.”

Let us examine this statement. Dr.
Pugsley stated that the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific would come to St. John, and that
Courtenay Bay would be developed. Did
he state the truth—or wastit false? The
Grand Trunk Pacific has already secured
a site for its terminals on Courtenay Bay,
and is surveying a route for a direct line
from Chipman to St. John. Courtenay
Bay will not only have the terminals of
this railway, but also a dry dock and ship
tepair plant. The Standard and Dr. Dan-
iel ridiculed the statements of Dr. Pugs-
ley, and jeered at the mere suggestion of
developments at Courtenay Bay. Who were
the “knockers?”

Consider also the developments in the
main harbor of St. John. Since Dr. Pugs-
ley became minister of public works the
federal government has taken over the
work of harbor development on the west
side. One new wharf is nearing comple-
tion and dredges have been at work for
many months preparing the site for more
wharves to be constructed by the govern-
ment, as part of a great and comprehen-
sive plan of harbor works to be carried on
from year to year. The harbor channel
is aleo being dredged. Is this the work
of a “knocker?”’ Are these statements
“lies?”

The Standard asserts that it is time an
era of candor and truth were begun. Why,
then, does not that journal candidly and
truthfully. admit that it and Dr. Daniel
were all wrong in their former assertions
about Courtenay Bay, and that they have
dome a gross injustice to a minister who
has done more in a.few years:for the ad-
vencement of this port than the Conserva-
tives did in their long period in power?

The people of St. John are not being
artfully buoyed up by false hopes. The
city has entered upon a new era of pro-
gress. The Conservative machine and its
organ cannot detract from the credit due
to Liberal policy and the loyal devotion
of the minister of public works to the wel-
fare of St. John, for the benefits that have
come and are coming to the winter port.
The wailings of the disappointed organ of
the Conservative machine fall unheeded
upon ears that hear more cheering sounds.
Predictions at which the Standard scoffed
are being fulfilled. No sane man expects
wharves and warchouses and dry docks to
spring up in a night. It is enough to
know that they are assured, and that
within less than a decade St. John will be
in the enjoyment of the full fruits of a
progressive and enlightened policy, wisely
designed and faithfully carried out by a
Liberal government.

THE SHORE LOTS

A determined effort is being made by
some of the aldermen to prevent the trans-
fer of the west side lots to the C. P. R.
There does not seem to be any reason for
a resort to abuse of the railway corpor-
ation in a discussion of the subject, unless
those aldermen who adopt that method
have no well-founded arguments and mere-
ly desire to arouse prejudice by the time-
worn plan of sowing the seeds of suspic-
jon. The transfer of those lots will tend
to the development of terminal facilities
on the west side, or it will not. It is a
business proposition. :The government
offers to construct a sea-wall and to con-
struct sewers. The C. P. R. will under-
take to develop the property in propor-
tion as the other work is done by the gov-
ernment. The minister of public works
regards the proposition as one that will
enstire satisfactory development. The
aldermen who oppose the transfer do not
offer any alternative prospect. The most
bitter opponents of the plan are also bit-
ter opponents of Dr. Pugsley. It is most
unfortunate that politics should enter in-
to a matter of this kind, affecting the de-
velopment of the transportation facilities
of the port. The C. P. R. is represented
as making efforts to get into Halifax, the
implication apparently being that the
company proposes to desert St. John, but
before going seeks to prevent any other
company from getting access to the water
front at this port. This is mere folly.
Practically all of the winter traffic thus
far has been carried by the C. P. R., and
St. John is its freight port. Its business
here must continue to increase. It is here
to stay, whatever it may do in the matter
of developing additional business at Hali-
fax. The attempt to prevent further ne-
gotiations for the transfer of the lots is
not business, but politics.

MEAT PIE. . -
Buy two or three pounds of the chea
cut of meat mixed with fat. Have it cut
in thin slices, cut into small pieces, season
with pepper and salt and roll in flour.
Roll up and lay in deep basin, sprinkle
more flour after dish is filled. Put cold
water in until meat is well covered. Cover
with old plate and bake in a moderat¢
oven four or five hours. Be sure to add
water if needed so there will be plenty oi
gravy. Cover with pastry when cooked
enough. Can be eaten hot or cold.

STEAMED BROWN BREAD.

One cup white flour, 2 cups graham, 2
teaspoons soda in 1 cup sour milk, 14 cup
molasses, 1 teaspoonful salt, % cup hot
water. Steam four hours. I steam mine
all day. Have it hot Saturday night with
beans.

OMELET.

Three eggs, yolks beaten to a cream and
whites beaten stiff. Add level teaspoon
flour to yolks and pinch of salt. Mix in
whites lightly.  Heat pan, grease with bat-
ter and turn in eggs. When well risen set
in oven to brown on top. Can be spread
with preserves or minced ham' sprinkled on
top.

DELICIOUS ‘HASH.

Use corned beef or boiled beef and po-
tatoes, the quantity of potatoes being larg-
er than that of meat. If you care for
onion, put in a small one. Then into your
frying pan put a generous piece of butter
and your meat, potato and onion, mixed
well together. Pour over this milk enough
to moisten well. Don’t fear getting too
much as it soon cooks away, and the long-
er you cook the hash the better. = Of
course season to taste,

A vote of thanks to each was
passed.

The greetings of the Nova Scotia con-
ference were received. The educational an-
niversary was held at 3 o’clock, Dr. Inch
in the chair, Rev. W. G. Watson submit-
ted the report of the educational fund,

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest
Land Regulations.

ANY person who' is the sole head of a
family or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, or Alberta. The applicant
must appear in person at the Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the dis-
trict, Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied by
him or by his father, mother, son, daugh-
ter, brother or sister. -

In ‘certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.20
per acre. Duties—Must reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months in
each of six vears from date of homestead
entry (including the time required fo earn
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate fifty acres
and erect a house worth $300.00.

DEATH OF

Stricken in Depot Just After
