The Kaiaerin Auguste Victoria is ex­
pected at quarantine early tomorrow 
morning, Col. Roosevelt will be taken on 
board a revenue cutter where breakfast 
will be served. He "will remain aboard the 
cutter until the great water parade up the 
harbor starts.

Col. Roosevelt will be guarded during 
the celebration as carefully as if he were 
«till in the White House. The police are 
taking unusual precautions, both on land 
and water. In the line-up there will be 
about 2,000 Spanish war veterans in addi­
tion to, the Roosevelt rough riders, bring­
ing the total number of soldiers and po­
lice on guard to well over 6,000.

The soldiers are to act as Col. Roose­
velt’s escort and guard. The chief work of 
the police will be to keep the crowds in 
order but they will also look to the pro­
tection of all out .of town visitors. Four 
hundred detectives began to scour the city 
last night for every crook they could rec­
ognize. All those gathered in will be held 
until the, celebration is over.

Rear-Admiral Leutze, commandant of 
the Brooklyn favy yard, will command 
the warships detailed to the naval parade.

speech on the Newfoundland fisheries • 
case today, Sir Robert Finlay, speaking for 
Britain, contested the United States daim 
that American fishermen were not amen­
able to the British colonial fishery regula­
tions on the same ground that French 
fishermen were not amenable to them 
prior to the treaty of 1904, on the so-call­
ed French shore of Newfoundland.

France, he said, had always laid dsim 
to exclusive rights and for that reason, in 
order to avoid' trouble with France, Brit­
ain had abstained from raising the ques­
tion of jurisdiction over the French fish­
eries. American fishermen, on the other 
hand, had never claimed such exclusive 
rights, and the treaty of 1818 merely 
gave them liberty to fish in common with 
the English fishermen.

Sir Robert subsequently turned to the 
question whether or not American fishing 
boats- could employ Newfoundlanders or 
other persons not of American nationality 
as fishermen. He maintained they could 
not, because in the treaty of 1818 
tion was made* of only American inhabit­
ants.

He proceeded to argue that Newfound­
land was entitled to forbid Newfound­
landers to serve on American fishing boats 
—because fishing rights were granted Am­
erican fishermen alone, and because that 
expression could not be interpreted to 
mean that American capitalist* resident in 
the United States, who sent fishing boats 
manned by foreigner* to 
Newfoundland, could be considered fisher­
men. Onlythose who actually did the fish­
ing were fishermen in the terms of the 
treaty of 1818, as the license to fish was 
limited to those who had been granted 
such license.

Sir Robert maintained further that the 
British colony could insist upon a declara­
tion being made to the customs authori- 
ties upon payment of harbor light dues 
by the Americans.

The Commis­
sion recommends a wide development of 
educational work in connection with mis­
sionary endeavors and warns the churches 
against danger of losing sight of the pri­
mary object to seek the, complete conver­
sion of those who come within the influ­
ence of the work, instead of resting 
tent with lower and subordinate ends of 
education.

‘'It is probable,” says the report, “that 

the most striking public witness for Chris­
tianity hitherto borne, especially in In­
dia the witness which has most impressed 
even hostile native observers, has been the 
power which the Christian missionaries 
have exhibited by means of education to 
raise the lowest classes—the pariahs, or 
outcasts—o fthe community. It is not too 
much to say that the missionaries have 
proved more than an}' other class a bond 
of spiritual fellowship between foreigners 
and natives. Whatever has been 
pliehed in the direction of realizing the 
fellowship of humanity—and that is one of 
the greatest of all human enterprises—has 
been accomplished by. no class of men so 
much as by the missionaries.”

The commission reports that a majority 
of' its members believe thatthe motive of 
missionary education may include the phil­
anthropic desire to promote the general 
welfare of the people.

A minority does not agree with this, 
holding that to suggest - to Christian edu­
cators the vaguer philanthropic aim .would 
be to direct them upon a path which their 
efforts would lose in intensity, and the 
definite Christian motive would be weak- 
eped. The commissioners all agree, how­
ever, that the most important of all the 
ends which missionary education ought to 
set itself to serve, is that of training 
those who are to be the spiritual leaders 
and teachers of the men of their own na­
tion.

The report calls attention to the urgent 
needs for educatoinal work in many lands, 
especially in Japan, China. India, Africa 
and the Mohammedan world.

The commission recommends union of 
effort in the study of educational prob­
lems. It says that each great division of 
the missionary field should have a board 
of education in which Christians of all de­
nominations should unite for a thorough 
study of educational conditions and tasks 
of the region.

Another recommendation is for union in 
the maintenance of educational institu­
tions. “The commission is deeply impres­
sed,” the report says, “with the convic­
tion that in many instances all the Chris­
tian bodies working in a given region 
should combine in the maintenance of in­
stitutions for higher education.”

A third recommendation is that mission­
ary board take more pains than they have 
done in the past to use their men and 
women in the most effective ivay. “This 
can be achieved, for example,” the com­
missioners say, “by giving them the op­
portunity of earning a knowledge of the 
country of their adoption and something 
of its traditions and its capacities before 
they become immersed in their work, and 
by seeking to put men and women to the 
work they are best qualified to do, and not 
wasting those pre-eminently qualified for 
one kind of muched need work on taskc 
which many others could perform equally 
well.”

i a hiEE you one of those people who think that vices and virtues, or 
commonly go by those names, a#e north and south poles?

Because they aren’t.
You may think that you can put all the vices in one box and label 

them “vices,” and all the virtues in another and label them “virtues,” 
and set them side by side and that they will never jump over into each others 
compartments.

But they will.
We have as great a person as Goldsmith’s authority for a character, “e’en 

whose failings leaned to virtue’s sjde.’
__________ And we all know an unselfishness that is so extreme as

to be selfish in its appropriation of all the self-abnegation 
in sight.

And there is also a less popularly recognized example, 
in the sympathy that is so exaggerated that it is decidedly 
more a vice than a virtue.

Which is what I started to talk about.
It is this “sympathy” that starts and circulates and 

signs petitions to commute the life sentence of the convicted 
murderer.

There is in a Massachusetts prison a man named Jesse 
Pomeroy who is undoubtedly the worst type of degenerate. 
While hardly more than a child himself, he enticed two chil­
dren away from their homes and cruelly tortured and muti­
lated them.

He was put in prison, but before long was released
------------------ through the efforts of a “sympathetic” woman—I am sorry

to admit it is more apt to be a woman who runs the virtue 
of sympathy into a vice. This time, besides mutilating and torturing several 
more children, he killed three. _ \_

He has been put back into prison, sentenced for life. That his abnormal in­
stincts still exist was pleasantly shown recently when his request for a cat as a 
comrade and pet in his solicitude was granted, and he tortured the animal to 
death at the first opportunity. And yet every now and then some sympathetic per­
son starts a movement to get his sentence commuted.

It is this “sympathy” that calls justice cruel when the good of all demands 
I that some man should be made an example of.

It is this sympathy that completely spares the modem substitutes for the 
rod—and thereby completely spoils the child.

It is this “sympathy” that refuses to step on the worm that destroys the 
beautiful trees and vegetation.

Real genuine sympathy is about the most beautiful quality a man or woman
have, but this sloppy, mushy, short sighted, indiscriminate emotion that dares 

to call itself by that name isn’t sympathy.
How can it be anything good when it places a little present suffering above 

much future happiness?
How can it be anything good when it places the welfare of a single individual 

above the welfare of the community?
It’s just plain hysterical sentimentality.
And if, wherever you meet with it, you will characterize it by that name, and 

treat it as such, and avoid it as a contagious disease, you may pat yourself on 
the back for having helped to discredil a very discreditable imposter.

Cover with pastry when cooked 
enough. Can be eaten hot or cold.

STEAMED BROWN BREAD.
One cup white flour, 2 cups graham, 2 

teaspoons soda in 1 cup sour milk, % cup 
molasses, 1 teaspoonful salt, Vz cup hot 
water. Steam four hours. I steam mine 
all day. Have it hot Saturday night with 
beans.
