Toronto, June 6.—Sir Adam Beck
will be a “hydro candidate” for his
home city of London at the forthcom-
ing provincial election. Asked last
night whether he had reached a de-
cision on the invitation of the Con-
servative convention to contest the
London constituency, the chairman of
the Hydro Electric Power Commission
replied that he had decided to accept
the nomination, giving his reasons for
entering ' the campaign:— :

“Two great issues affecting the
future of the hydro electric power
system of Ontario must come up for
settlement - during* the term of the
Legislature soon to be elected. ‘It is
essential that members. of the House
shall be in possession of the best
av > § atien when these sub-
jects "come before them for considera-
tion. The matters in question are the
revision of .the Waterways Treaty, to
permit of the diversion  of

'gian Pproposals’ on

the most important meeting between
the two nations since the French en-
tered the Ruhr. -

No attenipt is made to hide the fact
that the ministers are meeting with
widely divergent views as to the scope
the conference should have. The Bel-
gians practically openly have an-
nounced their intention of asking a full
discussion of the reparations problem
as a whole, while Premier Poincare has
signified that he prgferred the Brussels
conference should deal only with the
exploitation of the Ruhr and kindred
subjects.

Belgium, on the other hand, is de-
cidedly anxious to bring the Rubr situ-
ation to a solution, whether it coincides
with M. Poincare’s policy or not.

Baldwin Last Hope.

" Prime Minister Baldwin of Great
Britain is looked upon here as the last
hope for' reaching a settlement.. The
British Premier is regarded as a level
headed man who may achieve what
.many other statesmen have failed to do,
namely, settle the reparations problem.

The resolution adopted by the com-
mission says that the advisory com-
mission on traffic in opium accepts and
recommends to the League the propo-
sals of the representatives of the Unit-
ed States as embodying general prin-
ciples by which governments should be
guided {n dealing with the question of
the abuse of dangerous drugs, and on
which, in fact, the International Con-
vention of 1912 was based, subject to
¥z following reservation by the repre-
-wenltatives of France, Germany, Great
Britain, Japan, the Netherlands, Por-
tugal and Siam.

“The use of prepared opium and the
production, the export and import of
raw oplum for that purpose is legiti-
mate so long as that use is subject to

TWO MILLION VOLT CURRENT IS

ARTIFICIAL CLOUDS

TAKEN FROM

Remarkable Feat in Laboratory
of General Electric Co.

Scientists Play With Home-
Made Lightning Which
Creates Havoc in Miniature
Village — Some Rain Pro-
duced—Flashes Measured.

Pittsfield, Mass., June 6. — From
manufactured clouds over a miniature
village artificial light of two million
volts was produced yesterday in the
‘high voltage engineering laboratory of
the General Electric Company’s plant
here. In September, 1921, a demen-
stration of the workings of 1,000,000
volts was given, but yesterday’s feat
was said to surpass any previous ac-
complishment in high voltage.

Lightning flashed from the make-be-
lieve clouds, striking the village church
steeple, the country store and occa-
sionally both at once. The sounfl of
the thunder was realistic. In some
tests even rain was produced.

Transformers were used to “step
up” a current of about 2,000 volts one |
thousand times. In the million-volt |
transformer more than 100 miles of
wire was used. .

The 4aboratory in which yesterday's
tests were conducted is a large brick
building lined with steel to prevent any
disturbances from reaching outside and
causing possible damage to the fac-
tory. :

Extension Will Provide, a
Good Auditorium — Pres-
ent Building to be Remod-
elled.

*

The proposed extension tfo the
Church of England Institute, now
under construection, will provide for a
good sized auditorium. The present
building will be remodelled and im-
proved. The funds' for the extension,
$10,500, were the gift of Senator W.
H. Thorne. The plans for the stryc-
ture were prepared by Neil Brodie and
B. Mooney & Sons were given the
contract for the work. It is expected
that . the building will be ready for
occupancy by the fall.

The whole of the available space
in the rear of the present Institute
building is being used for the extension
and a large hall, seating between 200
and 800 is being erected. Fhere will
be many alterations in ' the present
building when the work is completed.

WASTING WOOD AND WATER.

(From the Thrift Magazine)

There is at last some promise of a
Congressional interest in the much neg-
lected forests of the United States,
which it is hoped will operate toward
real comservation of our timber and
water supply. At the last session of
Congress a special Committe was ap-
pointed to investigate the forestry sit-
uation and this committee is now mak-
ing inspections in Oregon, Florida, Mis-
sissippi, New Hampshire and Michi-
gan, studying conditions at close hand
with a view"to offering practical sug-

.gestions to prevent further loss and

waste of our forest resources. Num-
erous interests have appealed to Con-
gress and ‘the President and the latter
has recently promised to consider urg-
ing an appropriation next year of $2,-
000,000 to be applied for forest conser-
vation work in various part of the
country.

As it is well known, our forests have
lcng been slaughtered in a shameful
manner. In consequence many of our
water supplies have been ruined at their
sources and with the vanishing forest
has come enormous increase in the cost
of building material -and pulp wood.
New York State at present produces
about half of the news print paper

‘| made in the United States and its pro-

duction of pulp wood is second only to
that of Maine. In spite of this about
50 per cent, of the raw material used
in New York pulp mills comes from
other states, adding to the cost of pro-
duction through freight charges. It
is said the waste in freight alonc 1s
cquivalent to three times the amount
of the bond issue of 1916 avallable for
purchasing forest lands in the Adiron-
dacks and Catskills, It would be
enough to reforest all the waste lands
of New York State within a period of
two years.’

New York and other states have al-
ready given splendid forests for park
urposes and our forests are protected
from fire to some extent but not suf-
ficlently. The annual fire loss still runs
into millions of dollarg’ waste, and
most of these fires are s rted through
carelessness. It is also well known
that unpardonable waste is caused
through the neglect of our forest lar}ds.
The trees are allowed to grow entire-
ly too close together for their rapid de-
velopment and no provision is made
for removing either decayed trees or
those that have fallen. When a large
{ree falls it usually injured and over-
turns many smaller ones and fallen
trees also materialy assist the spread

of forest fires.

LAWNS AND LAWN MAKING.

(Written by Mr. James E. Carter,
Guelph, Ont., for the Canadian Hor-
ticultural Council.)

Damaged lawns should be repaired
as soon as possible in the spring, so
that the grass will get a good start be-
fore the weather becomes warm. Early
spring is also & good time to make new
lawns, although it is sometimes better
to grow some cultivated crop like pota-
toes and do the actual seeding in Sep-
tember. This will depend upon the
character of the soil.

Not infrequently' bullding operations
result in a large amount of stiff sub-
soil being spread over the surface of
the ground. The best plan to follow
under such circumstances is to plow
or spade in a heavy application of
stable manure which has become well
rotted,” with a liberal application of
bone meal added.

Bare patches in established lawns
may be restored by scarrifying the soil
with an iron rake and spreading grass
seed thickly. Depressions in the lawn
can be removed by cutting out the
turf and adding good loam, replacing
the turf level with the rest of the sur-
face, A good dressing of bone meal
and wood ashes will help to keep the
grass in conditlon throughout the
summer. Nitrate of soda acts more
quickly and is especlally vaiuable in
giving a deeper color to the grass. It
is best applied just before or just after
a rain, so that it will not draw moist-
ure from the grass tissues. Fifty
pounds is about the right amount for
a quarter of an acre. If bone meal and
wood ashes are used the two should
total the same amount.

Rolling is of great benefit to an es-
tablished lawn, especially in early
spring when the ground is soft. The
use of a heavy roller will serve to iron
out ™any inequalities in the surface
and press small stones into the ground
out of the way.

If a new lawn is to be made, the sur-
face must first be made perfectly level.
It is understood, of course, that deep
working of the soil and the addition of
fertilizers must have been preliminary.
Lawns are expected to endure for
many years, but they will soon run out
if the grass roots have only a few
inches of good soil in which to feed.

Plenty of seed should be used in
starting a new lawn. Care should be
taken to apply the seed evenly. The
best time for seeding is generally
cither in the morning or near evening
on a day when there is little or com-
paratively no wind. The lawn should
be tampered or rolled after seeding, to
bring the seeds into close contact with
the soil.

For quick results, sod may be used,
and steep banks and terraces should
always be sodded rather than seeded,
as should also the edges of roads and
walks along a newly-made lawn. It is
important that the sod be cut as thin
as possible and kept clean and free
from weeds, and that the ground be
properly prepared before it is laid. «Sod
properly cut and laid grows very
easily, provided it is set firmly in the
surface of the ground by the use of a
roller or tamper and is thoroughly
soaked with water until established.

Grass should be cut as soon as it is a
few inches high, care being taken to
see that the mower is very sharp so as
not to pull out any of the grasses. This
cutting should be continued through-
out the season, and it is particularly
essential to have the grass short dur-
ing the winter.

A good lawn will usua‘ly carry
through the season without any arti-
ficial watering, but if water is applied,
the soil should be saturated to a good
depth and then not watered again until
thoroughly dry. The general custom
of a daily superficial’ sprinkling is
most injurious. .

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A CRIMEAN VETERAN

(Sussex Record)

With the death of Patrick James
Clarke, of Vancouver, B. C, on May
19th, at the home of his son Joseph
Clarke, there passed away another vet-
eran of the Crimean War.

M. Leger, Linguist,
Acclaimed Hero

- By Slavs, Dies at 80

French Scholar, Impressed By

Polish Hymn in Graveyard,

Studied Languages, Wrote of
Slavic People.

Paris, June, 6.—Louis Leger, honored
recently by Slavic countries on his
eightieth birthday, died the day after
the celebration. Leger, knewn as friend
of ‘the Slavs, was born in Toulouse.

_Sixty years ago, when the Slavic
world was. little known to France,
iLeger commenced to learn. the lan-
guages of these people.  His interest
was first aroused in May, 1863, when
he attended a service at Montmorengy
Cemetery condticted by the Poles in
honor of some of their soldiers buried
there. During the service a religious
and patriotic Polish hymn was sung
so fervently and ~with such stirring
rhythm that it brought tears to the
eyes of many in the audience.

Leger was deeply moved, and he
asked what the song was. A copy was
given to him, and that night he Wwent
to work with a dictionary, and next
day made a fair translation. His inter-
est in the Polish language grew, and .in

y a.few months he had mastered it. He

then turned to other Slavie languages,
and in two years he learned Russian
and the language of the Czechs.

THE BOY'S FUTURE

Vocational Guidance and Ed-
ucation are Essential —
Notable Report Submitted
to World’s Conference, Y.
M.C. A, :

Portschach, Austria, June 6.—Is your
boy in or headed for that group, com-
posing three quarters of the world’s
workers with hands and brain, who
are misfits or ill-trained? What is being
done and should be done to meet this
and related problems is dealt with in a

presented yesterday to the Sec-

) ond World’s Conference of Y. M. C. A.

workers with boys by ‘an international
vocational commission.

A section of the report dealing with
the vocational statts of boyhood in the
United States was prepared by C. C.
Robinson of New York City, author of
voeational books and secretary of the
International Committee, Y. M. C. A,
for work with employed boys. His re-
port is based in part on a serles of
special hearings, the participants in

which ineluded college and university |

professors, school teachers, editors,
business and industrial managers, lab-
or leaders, specialists in mental hy-
giene, and representatives of the
church, national societies ‘and Govern-
ment bureaus. .

A hearing at Boston, Mr. Robinson
reported, brought heated discussion
over the influences of machine indus-
try on the life of workers. At New
York, discussion centered chiefly on
the kind of preparation schools should
give boys before entering work. At
Chicago, differences between vocational
guidance and education in the cities
and rural regions were emphasized.
The largest hearing, both in numbers
‘and variety of representation, was. at
San Francisco, where the junior high
school and the private school for teach-
ing trades gcame in *o'r strong com-
mendation. Labor representatives fav-
ored continuation schools and spoke

\ strongly against working boys trying
to attend school at night.

Approximately 5,000,000 boys, 14 to
20 years of age, are gainfully employed
in . the United States, the report
pointed out. In addition, at|least half
as many more attend school\and work
part time. This is particularly true of
ambitious high-school boys even from
what are called good families, and
many boys, from poorer homes also
work part time while they are In the

. 3
grade schools. In most sections of _the Nova i

country, state laws prevent boys from
working earlier than 14 years of age,
and there is a tendency on ‘the part of
social workers to push this age to 16
years. In most states, boys who work
between 14 and 16 do so upon work-
certificates and are obliged to continue
some educational work. Twenty-one
states have formed continuation schools
for this purpose.. : i

Inereasingly; the report states, effort
is being made by educators, the more
enlightened employers, and welfare
agencies of all kinds to provide for all
boys, rich and poor, vocational guid-
ance and vocstional education. - The
whole matter of vocational guidance,
wisely done, is directed toward saving
boys from disaster.

Rapid advance has been made by
public schools in vocational help in the
past decade. Private trade schools have
made valuable contributions in pion-
eering in various types of education.
The new plan of the junior division ot
the U. S. Employment Service is a
hopeful step.

o/ Studies conducted by Mr. Robinson

among 188 boys as to their ambitions
compared with their father’s occupa-
tions show a definite tendency to move
up in the social scale.. None of the
- group chose to be day laborers, and
few are seeking -small commercial po-
sitions, most of the boys whose fathers
are in such work expressing eagerness
to enter the profession or higher com-
mercial occupations. However, nearly
as many boys as have fathers in skilled
trades desire to take up similar work,
the high pay being the attraction.

A five-year occupational® study of
hundreds of high school pupils, both
boys and girls, revealed that the boys
of comparatively low intelligence chose
vocations far beyond their powers, only
9 per cent. being engaged, at the end
of five years,'in occupations as favor-
able as was their original preference.
“Rither the girls chose more wisely as
to fitness,” says the report, “or else
they were more moderate in their am-
bitions. Even in cases of higher intel-
ligence, the girls seem to have a much
better percentage than the boys.
Doubtless this situation will improve in
time, some of the boys reaching posi-
tions moré favorably comparable with
their schoolboy ambitions.

“The situation is an explanation of
the justification of the blind-alley job,
the vice of which consists in staying
too long in that particular place. Many

guch jobs have a proper place in a so-

cialized economic order; they are im-
portant cogs in the commercial and in-
dustrial machine, and if only used tem-

rarily, serve a purpose in enabling

“paring themselves for something bet-
ter.”

As a result of repeated: complaints
about the pasteurized milk, complaints
saying that the milk had been tam-
pered with, that it had had 'some of the
cream removed from it and that it was
not the same as it was before pgsteuri-
zation, a Times reporter yésterday
paid a visit to the Purity and Pacific

Dairy plants and watched the process.
He also saw a series of test reports by
an inspector of the Board. of Health
made on regular milk samples showing
that the milk had not lost any of its
cream.

It is apparent even toy the least ex-
perienced that it would be practically
impossible to tampey with the milk, for
it is run through a continuous system
of pipes and vats from the time it
{leaves the can to the time it is bottled
and capped by machinery and stored
in a cold storage room to awalt de-
Jivery. .

The r?orter watched the cans being
taken off the milk car in which they
were brought to the city. The mulk
was then tested for any sign of acidity
or sourness and, if mecessary, .was
given a chemical test. It was dumped
into a tank where it was automatically
weighed, each of the producers being
credited with the. amount of milk
poured out of his cans. This tank was
-coupled with a pipe through which the
flnid was mped to a 10,000-pound
storage tanglkept at a temperature of
about forty-four degrees Fahrenheit
by cooling coils running through it.
When this tank held enough to com-
mence on the milk was sent through
the clarifier, a circular machine work-
ing on the principle of centrifugal force
which not only removed any dirt which
might ibly have escaped the gauze
strainers but also forced out any fibrin
or waste tissues which might be pres-
ent. The bow! in this machine re-
volves at a speed of about 4,000 revo-
lutions a minute, and the machine has
a capacity of 12,000 pounds an hour.

Pasteurfzation Starts.

The pasteurizing proper then com-
menced. The milk was pumped through
two heating colls which gradually
brought it to a temperature of about
182 de to prepare it for the final
process. From here it was sent along
a pipe into the pasteurizing vats, where
it was raised to a-temperature of 144
degrees and kept there for thirty min-
utes. The heat of the milk in the vats
was regulated by recording thermom-
eters, set for a maximum of 144 de-
grees and kept there automatically. By
means of the recording thermometers
it was possible to see at a glance how
long the fiuid was at a certain heat and
to know when to pass it to the coolers.
The milk was kept at an even tempera-
tude throughout by a revolving coil,
also used to gool the fluld if it should
pass the exact 144 degree mark. The
value of these automatic thermometers
is especially great in view of the fact
that milk heated to a few degrees
above the 144 mark loses some of its
component parts.

When the milk had remained at this
temperature for thirty minutes it was
pumped to the cooling coils, three in
number, which gradually reduced the
temperature of the milk to between
forty and forty-four degrees. It was
thien carried to a storage tank kept at
the same temperature until the tank
held enough to allow the commence-
ment of the bottling. All this time the
milk had not left the continuous line of
pipe and tanks and it still went along
this to the bottling machine,

Automatic Bottler.

The bottling machine filled and
capped the bottles jabsolutely without
the need of their being touched by,
hand. The empty bottles were started
along a conveyor on which they were
held under a number of spouts on the
eircumference of a revolving drum
through which the milk was gradually
poured into them until, at the end of
the. revolution, the bottle was filled to
the top without froth. Immediately it
left this circular drum it was brought
under the capping machine, where tops
were forced in, and it was ready to he
crated and stored.

A trip into the storage room remind-
ed the reporter of winter. The tem-
perature was just above forty degrees
and the room had just been partly
filled with pasteurized milk, necessi-
tating the ‘opening of the doors. This
kept the milk at a goad cool tempera-
ture until it was ready for delivery the
next morning.

Cleansing of Utensils.

Another very important part of the
pasteurization process that was shown
was the matter of the cleaning of the
bottles and the cans in which the milk
was brought to the plant. The bottles
were placed neck down in cases or
crates, and these were automatically
fed through the bottle washer. This
machine was made in three parts. In
the first a stream of water at a temper-
atture of about 120 degrees was forced
into the bottles by means of an elec-
trically-driven pump. From this com-
partment they passed to one in which
a special alkaline solution at a tem-
perature of about 170 degrees was
forced through them and then they got
their final wash with clean water at
about 185 degrees. The whole work of
washing the - bottles took about five
minutes from the time they entered the
machine at one end until they left at
the other, thoroughly sterile.

The big eight-gallon = cans 'were
washed in a circular machine by a
washing solution and water at a tem-
perature of about 185 degrees and then
were dried by a blast of hot air which
left no trace of moisture in them to
cause any possible rust.

The power in the plant is electrical,
and the heat for the pasteurizing coils
is supplied by two twenty-five horse-
power boilers.

The storage room fs kept cool by a
system of ammonia and brine cooling
solutions, and there is a ‘special ele:-

County Milk Separate.

A feature worthy of note ¥ u'll" ihe
St. John County milk was pasteurized
by itself and kept separate on account
of requests from those buying milk
from St. John County dealers that they
should get the same milk. The Kings
County milk is also kept separate.

The claim that cream is remcved
from the milk during the process is
ridiculous on the face of it, as there is
no practical opportunity for any re-
moval of the milk from the system
from the time it leaves the cans until
it is packed in the storage rooms for
delivery. In contradiction {5 this
claim, also, there is a report of tesis
made just recently by the inspector of
the Board of Health personally, show-
ing that the milk contained the same
"Tamount of butter fat when it was
given to the dealers as it had when it
arrived at the plant. Thig test cov-
ered samples of Yhe product supplied
by ‘each of the milk producers both
from St. John and Kings Counties.

All the milk which is returned to the
plant by the dealers is put through a

cream separator and the cream is used
to make butter in a ],arge churn set up
in the same plant.

iingland Swept By
‘Epidemic’ of Hail,
But li’s~ ‘Not Bad’

ONE WEEK ONLY |55, A Smell & Compared

Lands, Where Much Damage
Is Often Caused.

London, May 20 (by mail)—Not for
many years has England been swept
by so many hailstorms as recently, de-
clares a “London Daily Express” cor-
respondent. Day after day hardly an
hour has gone by without a sudden
chill blast and a spattering of little
pellets of ice from the leaden heavens.

We may thank our stars that our
hail is seldom a serious menace, how-
ever, as it is in many other coyntries.
In the south of Austria there are fre-
quently hailstones as big as golf balls,
that rip the foliage from trees, kill poul-
try and stun peasants working in the
fields.

Big hailsones are nearly always ir-
regular and jagged in shape, which
considerably augments their menace.

as big as walnuts, have been known to
fall at Chepstow, Leeds and Kelso and
even bigger ones at Liverpool. For
some reason or other big hailstones
rarely fall in the London area. The
record London stones have been no
larger than filbert nuts.

The biggest stones fall in the hottest
weather, or, rather, when the greatest
contrasts of temperature occur simul-
taneously with the blending of warm
and c ayers of air. The greater the
contrast the bigger the stones.

The worst British hailstorm on re-

cord was that which raged intermit-
tently all over England and Wales on
July 8, 1893. Stones almost as big as
tennis balls fell at Richmond, Yorks,
and in the Harrogate region. It was
the greatest day British glaziers have
ever known. A hundred thousand
panes of glass were smashed in the
Harrogate neighborhood alone.

The mystery of colored hailstones
has never been satisfactirily solved.
Red hail has fallen in many lands, and
in Russia pale red and pale blue sto
have fallen simultaneously. One in-
teresting theory is that the stones are \
tinted by extra-planetary dust scatter-
ed high up in the air by meteors.
Claims have been made, in support of
this contention, that salts of nickel a'gl
cobalt have been found as a residuc
when colared hailstones had dissolved
and evaporated.

Postal cards signifying that Walker
had lot his sense of hearing and speech
were found in his pocket.

New York, June 5—In al editorial
