Ottawa, June 2—The following is a

seace terms received here by the government and issued to the Canadian Press:
London, June —The conditions of peace of the Allied and associated powers,
_with the exception of the militaty reparations, financial and certain boundary
clauses, were handed to the Austrian plenipotentiaries at St. Germain today.
These clauses which are not yet ready for presentation will be delivered as soon
as possible, the Austrians in the meanwhile having the opportunity to begin work
on the greater part of the treaty in an effort to facilitate a final decision.

The Austrian treaty follows exactly

the same outline as the German, and in

many places is identical with it except change in name. Certain specific clauges.
which applied only to Germany are, of course, omitted, and certain new clauses
of particular applicability to Austria are included, especially as regards the new
states created out of the former Austro-Hungarian empire,

Austria is left by the treaty a state of about six millions of people inhab-
iting a territory of between 50,000 and 60,000 square miles, She recognizes the
complete independence of Hungary, with its population of more than 50,000,000

and its area of 260,034 square miles.

Austria agrees to accept the League of Nations covenant and the labor chart-
er, to renounce all her extra European rights, to demobolize her whole naval

The New Clauses,

In the following summary, part one,
containing the covenant of the League
of Nations, and part twelve, containing
the labor convention, are idefitical with
those in German treaty, and are there-
fore omitted. Part six, dealing with
prisoners of war and graves, and part
ten, with aerial navigation, are identical
with the substitution of Austria and
Austrian for Germany and German, and
are also omitted. Similarly part thirteen of
the German treaty containing guaran-
tees of execution is not included in the
Austrian treaty.

Part Two—The Frontiers of Austria.

The northern frontier facing Tchecho-
Slosakia follows the existing administra-
tive boundaries formerly separating the
provinces of Bohemia and Moravia from
those of the Upper and Lower Austria,
subject to certain minor rectifications,
notably in the regions of Gmundand
Feldsberg and along the river Moravia.
The southern frontier facing Italy and
Serbo-Croat-Sloveno states is to be fixed
by the principal Allied and associated
powers at a later date. ;

In the eastern part (the line) passing
just east of Bleiburg crosses the Drave
just above its confluence with the La-
vant, and thence will pass north'of the
Drave so as to leave to the Serb-Croat-
Slovene state Marburg and Radkersburg,
just to the north of which latter place it
will join the Hungarian frontier. The
western and northwestern frontiers fac-
ing Bavaria, the western frontier facing
Switzerland and the eastern frontier fac-
ing Hungary remagin unchanged.

Part Three—Political Clauses,
EUROPE.

The high contracting parties recognize
and accept the frontiers of Bulgaria,
(ireece, Hungary, Poland, Roumania, the
Serb-Croat-Slovane state and the Tche-
ano-Slovak state as at present or as ul-
g:ately determined. Austria renounces
in favor of the principal Allies and' as-
sociated powers all her rights and titles
over territories formerly belonging to
her which, though outside the new fron-
tiers of Austria, have not at present been
assigned to any state undertaking to ac-
cept the settlemetn to be made in re-
gard to these territories.

THE TCHECHO-SLOVAK STATE.

Austria recognizes the complete inde-
pendence of the Tchecho-Slova state, in-
cluding the autonomous territory soqth
of the Carpathians in conformity with
the action already taken by the Allied
and associated powers. The exact bound-
ary between Austria-and the new state
is to be fixed by a field commission of
seven members, five nominated by the
principal Allied and associated powers
and one each by Austria and the
‘T'checho-Slovakia. Tchecho-Slava agrees
to embody in the treaty with the prin-
cipal Allied afd associated powers such
provisions as may be deemed necessary
to protect racial, religious or linguistic
minorities and to assure freedom of the
transit and equitable treatment for the
commerce Of other nations.

THE SERB-CROAT-SLOVENE
STATE. ;

.nformation Given at Meeting of

City Commissionets in Committee
This Morning

The mayor and commissioners at a
committee meeting this morning took up
the resolution recently passed by the
board of trade to make a grant of $5,000
for organizing and carrying out a system
of vocational training in the city. The
mayor said that the provincial govern-
iqnent was ready to make a grant of an-
other $5,000. A. M. Belding, George
Maxwell and W. K. Ganong were present
to explain the situation to the commis-
sioners. Mr. Maxwell is a member: of
the vocational training board and Mr:.
Ganong one of the citizens particularly
interested in the scheme.

Asked by Commissioner Fisher how
the amount of $5,000 from the city, as
well as the grant from the local
ment should be expended, Mll;e e
rveplied that it was ho to able te
provide for a commercx%dtraining course
in_. the- public. sehools.- “We..can make
provision for working boys and girls as
well as men and women and winter
classes could be held for young men in
courses in plumbing, motor, mechanics,
electrical works, etc.” The expense
would largely be for salaries, rent, etc.
Mr. Belding spoke of the importance of
obtaining an expert for this work.

With regard to the amount from the
provincial government Mr. Belding said
they were prepared to stand half the ex-
pense of salaries and light ‘and heating.
In London, Ont., vocational schools
which had been running since 1912, more
than fifty per cent. of the expense has
been for salaries. An expert would in-
vestigate the situation first to ascertain
what the trades and manufacturers in
the city required.

The amount asked for was expected
to carry the scheme through until the
fall of 1920.

conditions in October last:—

Metal Trades.—The metal trade was
practically at & standstill, due to the
shortage of fuel and ' raw materials,
probably not more than 40 per cent of
the plant on all branches being in gpera-
tion. /

Linen Trade—Production was 50. per
cent of the normal and was gradually
being reduced owing to shortage of flax
(due to- difficulties of transport) and
fuel. Work-people were starving and
absenting themselves from their work
searching for food.

Woolen Trade—Production was de-
creased 60 per cent owing to shortage of
wool and fuel. Similar conditions pre-
vailed amongst the work-people as else-
where in Central Russia.

Cotton Trade—Production was de-
creased 60 per cent below normal. This
applies to all branches.

Silk Trade—The silk trade is practic-
ally dead. All supplies of silk from
Italy, Japan, Central Asia, and the Cau-
casus being cut off and the stotks of silk
are now exhausted.

Paper Trade—The paper trade has
greatly decreased, probably the output of
the mills being 60 per cent of the normal.

Coal Trade—In the coal trade produc-
tion has been reduced 40 per cent. The
same cpplies to the peat industry.

Timber Trade—Tracts of forests are
being cut down for the use of the rail-
ways and industries, especially power
stations, but the shortage of labor and
disorganization of traffic prevented any
serious results being attained.. The
shortage of fuel has caused the authori-
ties to close the schools or to curtail the
period of instruction.

Agriculture.—The only exception to
this condition of under-production is in
agriculture, where extraordinarily high
prices for food products has stimulated

MOVEMENT FOR
- A WAR INQUIRY

Resolution at Washington to lnvesti-
gate Expenditure by War
Department

Party Leaders Approve it — Re-
publicans May Extend Inquiry to
President’s War Fund and War
Risk Bureau

Washington, June 2—Republicans have
made their first move in congress toward
their proposed investigation of war ex-
penditures. A resolution, approved by

the party leaders, was introduced by,
Representative Graham of Illinois, call-|

ing for the appointment by Speaker Gil-
lett of a special ‘committee of fifteen
members “to investigate fully all con-

tracts and expenditures made by the war,

department or under its direction dur-
ing the present war.” Early actiog on
the measure is planned by the Republi-

Although calling for the appointment
of a special committee, party leaders
said the resolution merely contemplated
enlargement of the standing house com-
mittee on war department e di-
tures, consisting of four Republicans and
two Democrats, and headed by Mr.
Graham. Provision for the larger com-
mittee, Floor Leader Mondell said, was
made “because there are a number of
branches in the department which it may
be.deemed wise to examine separately”
through sub-committees.

“The purpose of the investigation, as
in the case of all the committees that
will undertake work of that character,”
added Mr. Mondell, “is accurately stated
in the legislative programme promul-
gated by the Republican conference at
the beginning of this congress, as to such
investigations as to inform the people
of war expenditures, and serve the pub-
lic interest.’”

The resolution was referred to the
rules committee, headed by Representa-
tive Campbell of Kansas, who said he
anticipated that the resolution would be
called to the attention of his committee
next week.

Party . leaders intimated that the in-
vestigations might assume a wider scope
than inquiry, merely, into the war de-
partment. It was said that the commit-
tee might later investigate expenditure
of the $100,000,000 war fund given to the
president for discretionary disposal, and
also for an investigation of the war risk
insurance bureau.

Addresses were delivered by Jas. L.
Sugrue, Peter C. Sharkey, John O’Brien
and Fred Campbell yesterday afternoon
at a meeting of the teamsters, chauff-
eurs, stablemen and helpers. The team-
sters’ union, which is only eleven months
old has a membership of more than 800.

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EARLY CHINESE POETRY

(Specially for the Boston Christian
Science Monitor.)
The morning glory climbs above my
head, i
i Pale flowers of white and purple, blue
and red.
I am disquieted.

Down in the withered grass something
i stirred,
‘I thought it was his footfall that I heard.
1 Then a grasshopper chirred.

'T climbed the hill just as the new moon_

'! showed,
I saw him coming on the southern road.
My heart lays down its load.

It is difficult to realize that such words
as these, rich with the wisdom of Brown-
ing and the sweetness of Shelley, lovely
with the song of nature in each line,
and seeming to sing as modern a lyric
as Miss Lowell, were written in the
tenth century before the Christian era.
But the poet is an ageless man—the
world’s greatest sharer—the philosopher.
He maintains the beauty of the world;
ilinks the 'centuries, the fallow periods
He endures, re-

jwith the productive.
tains advances.

There are two sorts of literature—
and so many' more that there are few
iboundaries—active and contemplative.
And I hayve.found in reading early
Chinese poets that, while writing of ac-
tive moments and of dramatic condi-
tions, and because they were a contem-
plative people, they were always able to
ipresent these moments wmh an honesty
ithat poets often evade. Of course this
ifact of contemplation is true of many
,Orientals, but the Chinese contribution
i to oriental literature is unlike that of
Persia or Japan or India. It is too un-
sweetened to resemble the poetry of Per-
sia, too universal to be like the Japan-
ese, and too direct to counter-part In-
dian writing. !

Unstidied Poetry.

It has been said of the early Chinese
writer that he did not know he was a
;poet, Ang that he had no “style.” His
‘mind was occupied with the actuality
{of the thing about which he desired to
‘speak, possessed by its most honest as-
pect. He was the echo of an incident.
The Chinaman sounds a conservative
poet, an unemotional transcriber. His
words are direct, and if he employs a
Isymbol it is a quotidian sight. He has
'lived in too perfect a harmony with na-
ture to be otherwise than simple. He
:has meditated under an ascending moon,
measured the stillness of a pool, remem-
'bered the chirr of a cricket to assoclate
them with what the spirit knows, link
them with the sorrow of a friend or his
‘own gladness. It is this power to con-
template, to listen, to understand nature
that made to endure the Chinese poets
,of the ten centuries before the Christlan
era.

Peach blossom after rain
Is deeper reds
The willow fresher green;
Twittering overhead;
And fallen petals lie wind-blown,
Unswept upon a courtyard stone,

Sympathy With Nature,

This is no adventure, no climactic tab-
ulation of emotions. It is the sympathe-
tie listening to, the pleasure in seeing,
the thinking about, nature. That a
peach blossom is more red after rain is
a ‘delicious fact without importance to
many people; but to the poet it is a
reason for the summer shower—and his
own content. Realism in poetry is more
often than otherwise unpoetic, it at-
tacks the ugly, the man-made, main-
tains and exalts it, and may exist foz
its own sake alone in recurrent “schools.”
Realism in this early Chinese poetry,
while it may be preoccupied with fact,
finds its emphasis for beauty in the har-
mony of nature rather than in disson-
ance. These poets are passive realists,

! receiving their impressions from a foree
| without themselves and giving these

notes forth again, not as their own ac-
hievement or as personally recorded sor-
rows, but as sort of data on life itself.
They do not intentionally turn from
the romantic or fail in idealism; rather
their realism becomes, when expressed
in- words, the inevitable romance of na-
ture. These Chinese poets have the sen-
sitiveness of a rare civilization and the
innocence of eager children. All sub-
Jjects to them are clean, life is pure,

The moon is shining on this borderland,
Just as it will be shining on Lung-
tow,
The sea is very quiet on the sand; '
I wonder what the folk are doing now.

The wild geese settle with the same old
cry,
The moonlight sleeps upon the thres-
hold stone.
The millet in the field is shoulder high,
;And my young wife goes up the path
alone,

The Benefit of Clannishness,

The Chinaman writes his love songs
to his wife and when they must be sep-
arated he sees her, in his vision, at home.
The instinct of the Chinese for the pres-
ervation of the family is almost as pow-
erful today as it was 8,000 years ago.
The grandfather is more important in
the household: than the grandson. His
. well-being is considered; his mainten-
ia,nce is the affair of the younger mem-
bers of the family, who will be, in their
turn, supported by their sons and grand-
lsons. This clannishness and the slow
|awakening of the Chinese women to
their share in national life may be rea-
i sons for the present separation of China
| from international power, but they haye
| retained for the poet the national indi-
| vidualism which is for him such a rare
fabric.

The two forms used to hold the trans-

nese poets. Each is a realist, each tells
us that poetry is not an exotic luxury,
and each shyly plays on a flute a theme
which might have been sounded in an-
other land on a penny whistle. And it
is a fact for conjecture that a certain
number of modern poets have taken the
early Chinése lyrics for model and con-
sciously ‘attuned themselves to the na-
ture that /the -celestial possessed by a
fine and fructuous contemplation.

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THE KING’S BIRTHDAY.
Wherever the British national anthem
is sung tomorrow it will be sung with
special fervor, in honor of the birthday
of a king beloved of his people. No other
living monarch possesses in so large de-
gree the universal good-will of the peo-
ple. We no longer speak of them as his
subjects, since the British Empire is a
great democracy, and the king is but a
life-long president, peculiarly well-fitted
for his task. The Canadian people have
a hearty dislike for titles, but they honor
the king, and have no quarrel with por-
tions of the Empire where a titled aris-
tocracy still persists. So far as King
George is concerned, they revered his
father and his grlndmother, for the same
high qualities he possesses, and as the
years pass they find in his conduct and
that of Queen Mary constant evidences
of a high conception of duty and an un-
selfish regard for the welfare of all the
people. ‘This was made especially ap-
parent during the war, when king and
queen were constantly absorbed in pub-
lic duties, and in giving expression to
_ heartfelt sympathy for all who suffered.
The Canadian soldiers not only saw them
in England, but they saw King George
at the front, while the Prince of Wales
was attached to the Canadian headquar-
ters staff and endeared himself to all by
his courage, his modest and unassuming
manner, and his willingness to share the
dangers of the field. The British royal
family has no autocratic tendencies,  and
that is the secret of its strength when
other thrones have been shaken and their
occupants overthrown. Social and in-
dustrial disputes in England do not in-
volve the person of the king. He is
recognized as the official head of a gov-
ernmental system under which the real
rulership rests with the people, and no
resentment toward him is manifested,
even when bitter passions are aroused.
And so when there is public clamor for
a change of government or for an ap-
proach to an industrial revolution the
surging erowds can still heartily sing the
national anthem. Tomorrow throughout
. the Empire the King’s Birthday will be
celebrated with an added fervor because
of the closer sympathy of the warious
states one with another, born of their
united struggle for the triumph of the
principles of democracy.

THE ALL-NEW BRUNSWICK
LEAGUE.

St. John will welcome this evening and
tomorrow visitors from all parts of the
province, who come to take counsel to-
gether concerning ways and means of ad-
vancing the material welfare of New
Brunswick. This is a province rich in
resources of a wonderfully varied na-
ture, but its population does not increase
as it should, nor are its resources being
developed to the extent that is desirable.
The conference of the next two days
<hould have one important result, and
that is a fuller and more general real-
ization of the need of the co-operation
of all portions of the province in a for-
ward movement. The citizens of St. John
are not conscious of any desire to profit
at the expense of other communities, al-
though there are sometimes hints of a
suspicion in the minds of the people of
other sections that such is the case. It
would be extremely foolish for St. John
to pursue a dog-in-the-manger policy,
since whatever tends to"develop the prov-
ince as a whole or in any section must

also confer a benefit on the chief com-
" mercial centre. Naturally St. John peo-
ple want the city to grow and flourish,
and labor to that end; but in that they
are not peculiar. Every live community
does the same, and if ever there appears
to be a conflict of interests there is still
no reason that the rivalry should not be
friendly and that in all other matters
there should not be the most hearty co-
operafion. And so St. John welcomes its
visitors, as its own representatives will
be welcomed at some other centre in the
province a year hence; for let us hope a
permanent organization will be effected
and a general policy adopted that will
make the All-New Brunswick League a
source of inspiration and a promoter of
plans for development that will become
more and more potent for all-round ser-
vice as the years pass. It was a happy
thought to have presented on the screen
such a series of views of the province as
will make every visitor and every citizen
who sees them realize more fully what
New Brunswick posseses that is of in-
terest to the tourist, the sportsman and
the investor, and at the same time indi-
cate what our own people have as assets
when they form a promotion league and
set out to challenge the attention of the
possible investor from abroad. St. John
expects to enjoy a large development as
a railway terminus and ocean port. That
.ought to be assured by its geographical
position, and will be good for the whole
provinee. There is every reason for a
close and hearty co-operation between
all sections in order that development
may reach. out to all of them, and all
progress together along the road that
leads to growth and prosperity.In wel-
coming the visitors the city will show
them the evidences of recent growth and
of good prospects.

The great men who are today assembled
in Paris represent what is best in demo-
cracy and the people trust them. Upon
them lies a heavy burden of responsibil-
ity, for they hold the keys of the future
of the nations. Foremost among them
are the men who speak for the Anglo-

Saxon race, the great leader in true

democracy.

pased that it had been cut in order that
it might more easily be disposed of. It
was bought by Henry Thomas Hope, a
London banker for $65,000, with the re-
sult that he soon found himself in finan-
cial difficulties. His daughter, to whom
he presented it, was married to the Sixth
Duke of Newecastle, who left it to her
brother, Lord Francis Hope. Under the
influence of the diamond or something
equally sparkling, hé married Miss May
Yohe, a vaudeville actress, and had
nothing but trouble, The pair lived most
unhappily, until she eloped with Captain
Putham Bradlee Strong, son of a former
mayor of New York. She figured in a
seccnd divorce and loudly blamed the
Hope diamond for all her. woes. Lord
Francis seemed to believe that the stone
brought ill-luck, so he sold it to Joseph
Frankel, a New York jeweler. He soon
met_reverses and then Jacques Colet, of
B ;Pn.ris got the stone.

After he had gone insane and commit-

- ted suicide the gem fell into the hands
5)f Prince Ivan Kanistovsky. He gave
it to Mlle. Ladu, but this did not prevent
him from being assassinated by Nihilists.
Mlle. I_Ja(‘iue,was slain by a lover. The
next victim 'was Simon Monchalrides, a
Greek, who perished soon after becoming
the.owner of the diamond, in a runaway
acc}dent that also destroyed his family.
Selim Habib, a Persian, was the next
volunteer. On his way to Constantinople
with the diamond his ship was rammed
‘but both Habib and the jewel escaped,
probably because he was not the real
owner, but merely the agent of the Sul-
tan of Turkey, who is said to have paid
$400,000 for it. The sultan handed over
the gem to the royal jeweler for repol-
xshmg. and soon after finishing the job
the jeweler was put to death. Abdul
then lavished the diamond upon Salma
Zubayc}a, a favorite of the harem, a
short time before he murdered her. Then
came the _Turkish revolution, and once
. more the jewel disappeared only to turn
up in the trusty keeping of Hebib, who
had a.ls'o a story of how it got into his
possession. He sold it in Paris for $80,-
000 and soon afterward it was purchased
by the man who sold it to Mr. McLean.

SALMON OUTPUT OF B, C.

« EXCEEDED ELEVEN MILLIONS
‘ For an off year the 1918 British Co-
! lumbia pack of salmon will exceed any
year in the history of the province. The
value of the pack will amount to about
$11,500,000.

During the year 1,616,157 cases of sal-
mon were put up by British Columbia
canners. This is 58,672 more than the
figures for 1917. Although the total
pack shows a large increase over that of
1917, the percentage of sockeyes and red

[springs canned was only 21, the balance
| being made up of lower grade fish.
Skeena River carried off the banner for
the largest pack of sockeyes during 1918,
while the Fraser River, which has been
the most noted district for sockeye sal-
mon for years, dropped to 16,849 cases,
the next to the lowest sockeye pack in
the province. Vancouver Island canned
more red springs than any other place,
but the big pacy from these canneries
was in chums, pinks and cohoes. The
Fraser River made its highest mark in
chums.

Whatever the new year develops it is
certain that fishermen will not be paid
the handsome prices that were paid dur-
ing 1918; nor will the canner receive the
high prices which he got for his pack
from the British government.

Protection of Minorities.

In a series of special clauses Austria
undertakes to bring her institutions into
conformity with the principles of liberty
and justice and acknowledges that the
obligations for the protection of minor-
ities are matters of international concern
over which the League of Nations has
jurisdiction. She assures complete pro-
tection of life and liberty to all inhab-
itants of Austria without distinction of
birth, nationality, language, race or re-
ligion, together with the right to the
free exercise of any creed. All Austrian
nationals without distinction of race,
language or religion are to be equal be-
fore the law. No restri¢ctions are to be
imposed on the free use &f any language
in private or public, and reasonable
facilities are to be given Austrian na-
tionals of non-German speech for the
use of their language before the courts.

Austrian nationals belonging to racial,
religious or linguistic minorities are to
enjoy the same protection as other Aus-
trian nationals in particular with regard
to schools and other educational estab-
lishments and in districts where a con-
siderable proportion of Austrian nation-
als of other than German speech are resi-
dent, facilities are to be given in schools
for the instruction of children in their
own language and an equitable share of

purpose. These provisions do not pre-
clude the Austrian government from
making the teaching of German obligat-
ory. They are to be embodied by Aus-
tria in her fundecmental law as a bill of
rights and provisions regarding them are
to be*under the pro‘action of the I.eague
of Nations.
Part Four—Austrians Rights Outside
Europe:

Austria renounces all rights, titles and
privileges as to her own or her allies ter-
ritories to all the Allied and associated
p@wers and undertckes: to accept what-
ever measures are taken by the principal
Allied powers in relation thereto. The
clauses as to Egypt, Morocco, China and
Siam are identical, after the necessary
modifications, with those of the German
treaty, except-that especially in the case
of China, there is not need for so great
dctails.

Note—In paragraph three the area of
the empire of Austria-Hungary was
omitted from the cable despatches. The
figures given here were obtained by add-
ing together the area of Austria and
Hungary as given in the 1919 edition of
‘Whitaker’s almanac.

St. Germain, June 2—The Austrian
representatives arrived at 12.22 o’clock,
entering the chamber by a rear entrance.
The delegates were .attired in conven-
tional morning dress. The Austrians
were escorted in by an Italian officer.
Upon their arrival the session was
formally opened by the announcement
of the head usher. Premier Clemenceau,
president of the peace conference, imme-
diately began his address.

M. Clemenceau spoke for only three
minutes. The hall was densely packed,
many of the secretaries having been ad-
mitted to the chamber, and the dense-
ness of the throng detracted somewhat
from the impressiveness of the ceremony.
Dr. Karl Renner, Austrian chancellor,
and head of the delegation, began an
address in French. He opened with a
complaint at the delay in the presenta-
tion of the peace terms. He declared
the Austrian republic was entirely free
from the Hapsburg dynasty. It would
never have declared war itself, he as-
serted.

The entire peace treaty was not pre-
sented to the Austrians today and the
fifteen days’ stipulation with regard to
their reply therefore refers only to the
portion of the terms handed them at to-
day’s session,

The vocational training board, Mr.
Belding said, consisted of seven persons,
four of them members of the public
school board. It was his idea that the
other three should consist of a labor re-
presentative, a representative of local
manufacturers and one representative
versed in domestic economy. It was
hoped to be able to start the work in
October of this year.

Commisisoner Fisher asked regarding
the opportunity for people living outside
the city to take advantage of vocational
training and was informed that accord-
ing to the act they could get this educa-
tion by paying for it.

It was expected that the public school
building could be used and in the case
of motor mechanics a garage could be
secured. These classes were being held
during the winter months in nearly all
the towns in Nova Scotia,

It is hoped that the movement would
so develop that a vocational high school
would be possible so that students ready
to enter high school could be given a
business course if they so desired it.

Com. Jones asked if this vocational
training could not be included under the
public school system.

Mr. Belding said that the proposed
plan would not cost any more and would
Jeave the vocational training in the hands
of an independent boatd.

In answer to Com. Bullock, Mr. Beld-
ing said that the present domestic
science and manual training course
would come under the new vocational
training board. The vocational . board
would have the same powers as the
school board.

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BRITISH WILL
OPEN TRANS-
 AFRICA LINE

Germany's 800-Mile Railroad,
Link in New Through Route
To Belgian Conge

Built up Before the War—“Harbor
of Peace” Scene of Many
Cruelties, the German Terminal
in Captured Colony

One of the early fruits of peace in Af-
rica will be the restoration of the steam
highway east and west across the con-
tinent that was completed just before
the war began, writes Cyrus C. Adams
in the New York Times. This steam
river and rail route connects the mouth
of the Congo on the Atlantic with Dar-
es-Salaam, capital of the former German
East Africa, on the Indian Ocean. The
names Dar-es-Salaam means “The Har-
bor of Peace,” but its name did not save
it from attack and capture a few weeks
after Germany began her ruthles war,
when British warships shelled the town
and. knocked to pieces the eastern ter-
minal of the transcontinental highway.

Germany had built a railread 800 miles
long between Dar-es-Salaam and Lake
Tanganyika. She also built at home a

‘ ‘staunch steamer named the Emden,
Pwhich was carried in pieces to Dar-es|
Salaam and shipped on the railroad to
Lake Tanganyika, where the vessel was
put together and launched to be the
ferry between the German shore and the
Belgian side of the lake. The Belgians
had built a railroad from the lake up
the Lukuga Valley to the Congo and
had circumvented by rail two unnavi-
gable stretches in the upper river. This
was the completion of the steam route
across Africa from sea to sea. The work
was finished almost on the day the war
began, and the first fruits of the great
enterprise will be gathered in the new
era of peace,

The treaty of peace deprives Germany
of all her colonies. The most promising
of them are the four in Africa, where
Germany had centred ‘her largest col-
onial enterprises, and in her development
work she expended most money snd
labor upon German East = Africa, the
finest of the German colonies.

been designed, and may be in process of
constriction, according to William Din-
widdie, an unofficial investigator of the
aircraft industry. The project is cloak-
ed in much secrecy, but Mr. Dinwiddie,
in his article on “Air Travel Possibili-
ties” in the June Century, reveals some
| of the details of -the design of the huge
plane, which, because it has no parasite
resistance from struts and wires, could
ﬁrohably cross the Atlantic in twelve
ours.

Lift 50,000 Pounds.

“A 800-foot wing span, bat-wing, can-
tilever airplane would be capable of lift-
ing an effective load of from fifty to
seventy thousand pounds; that is, dead-
weight freight closely and carefully
packed to approximately twenty-five
tons could be’ transported in the mon-
ster. Twelve hours, or even less for
transatlantic flights, may sound like ihe
romances of Munchausen, but the non-
parasite-resistance airplane of the bat-
wing type, or some modification of its
form, is firmly believed by certain air
engineers to be the final solution of the
airspeed problem.

““There are a number of very radical
plans in the hands of designers of air
craft that are expected to revolutionize
the whole art of flying, and which, it is
hoped by the more enthusiastic leaders,
will give us air transportation on a truly
economic basis. The designs embrace
the double conception of reducing air re-
sistafice and thereby decreasing gas con-
sumption, together with construction
which will give strength and freight-
carrying capacity.

Built on Bat Lines.

“The best of these ideas, and the
which will probably be next in the
rapid advance of the art of flying, is ap-
parently a huge monoplane, without a
strut or a stay-wire or a fuselage or an
"undercarriage visible in flight. It is just
a mammoth wing or wings, i you like,
something in_the nature of a bat with
its head removed. ;

“It is to be .built on the cantilever
bridge principle. At the nose of the for-
ward centre of the plane, in a large
plane, this bridge work will be five or
six feet high, tapering each way to the
extremities of the wings. From the
front to the back or from the head to
the tail the same cantilever bridge con-
struction is used. Toward the tail the
machine narrows, or it may be cut out
into & definite tail feature, like the pres-
ent plane. The tail of the machine is
equipped with the usual balanced rud-
der and elevators.

| Sucks Air Through.

“The engines and propellers are
spaced equally apart from the nose of
the machine. The radiators, instead of
being vertical, are placed in a nearly
horizontal position, so that they offer
little resistance to the air, and the wind
rushing over them sucks the air through
them, instead -of pushing it through, as
in ah ordinary plane.

“The undercarriage, or landing wheels,
make their appearance only when the
machine is on the ground or about to
land. Once in the air they are prompt-
ly pulled up into the body of the mach-
ine, to reduce wind  resistance. The
whole of this structure is covered with
fabric or metal sheets.

“In flight we have a huge, headless
pair of wings, with the front edge round-
ed in a graceful curve, stretching side-
wise to almost featherlike edges on the
ends, and backward in a slightly bowed
curve to the tail controls. As it purring-
ly cleaves the air there will not be a
thing in sight except the burnished
wings of this monster. It is suggested
that the cantilever plane can be built
water-tight, so that, except in extremely
severe weather, it can float safely on the
surface of the ocean indefinitely if ad-
versity forces a watery landing.”

Would Cause Overwhelming De«
mand for President’s Candidacy,
Says Cummings

Chicago, June 2—That the League of
Nations covenant is the paramount is-
sue, before the American people today
is the unanimous. conclusion of the
Democratic National committee, which
met here. The committee, further to
emphasize its position in the matter,
called upon Congress for an immediate
vote of aproval of both the covenant and
the peace treaty.

Chairman Homer S. Cummings of the
committee emphasized the importance of
the isuse from the Democratic stand-
point by declaring that failure of Con-
gress to approve the covenant might
force President Wilson to enter the arena
for a third term on this one issue.

“While I do not consider the League of
Nations covenant a party issue at this
time,” said Chairman Cummings, “I do
say that it would strengthen the pres-
sure on the president to run again if it
should be defeated in the senate.”

Mr.. Cummings also, in a formal ad-
dress, declared the league covenant the
“greatest document of human liberty
ever prepared.”

During the process of commending the
covenant, ex-President Taft shared hon-
ors with President Wilson. ‘The mention
of Mr, Taft’s name evoked applause.
Mr. Cummings referred to him as a
great patriotic American.

THE “ONE BIG UNION”
AMONG MINISTERS

Montreal, June 1—Rev. J. S. Clendyn-
ren, ex-president of the Montreal Meth-
odist conference, addressed candidates
about to be ordained for the ministry in
St. James church this morning. In the
course of his address he pointed out that
the ‘“one big union” to which ministers
belonged was that of the brotherhood of
human life.

Ready For It.

Ottawa, Ont., June 1.—Messages re-
ceived late tonight states that prepara-
tions are about completed by the civie
authorities and citizens of Vancouver to
meet any emergency there. The charter
of the Policemen’s Union prohibits the
engaging in sympathetic strikes. There
is a strong belief that the soldiers will
condemn the strike action, but in any
event will remain for constituted au-
thority.

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SPAGNUM MOSS
DRESSINGS MAY
CONTINUE N USE

The complete report of the war work
in sphagnum moss for the Red Cross
Society in the province of New Bruns-
wick has recently been compiled by
William MecIntosh of the Natural His-
tory museum and is in part as follows:

“In the summer of 1916 Dr. John B.
Porter of MecGill »University sent
samples of the mosses found in Eastern
Canada to Britain for approval and as
it was late in the season before definite
reports werg obtained from the samples
comparatively little ~vork was done that
vear before the begs were frozen over.
In the spring and summer of 1917 the
work was continued by the Canadian
Red Cross under the direction of Dr.
Porter and although no very large num-
ber of dressings were made bogs contain-
ing suitable moss were located and the
organization was perfected. On May T,
/ 1918, Dr. Porter, accompanied by Prof.
R. B. Thomson of the University ‘of
Toronto, visited St. John for the pur-
pose of investigating bogs in the vicinity
and moss of excellent quality was found
in considerable quantity. .

“On the following day a meeting of
the Red Cross Society was held at which
Dr. Porter said that the British Mili~
tary authorities had asked the Canadian
Red Cross to supply sphagnum moss
dressings for the use of the British
wrmy, and a committee was formed for
the purpose of carrying on the work

through the Red Cross Society in New
Brunswick, the following being named
as members: Lady Tilldy, Mrs. John
A. McAvity, Mrs. Fred. Harding, Miss
Elsie Clements, Mrs. Harold Lawrences
Miss Dorothy Jones, Miss Hazel Dunlap
and William McIntosh. The commit=-
tee, organized on May 8, 1918, at once
prepared for active work.

“Canada was asked to provide 20,000,~
000 of the moss dressings but only 1,000,~
000 was promised and Neéw -Brunswick
was asked to supply one third of these.
A call for assistance in gathering the
moss was sent out widely and Mr. Pea-

cock, director of the home efficiency -

clubs, had his staff of teachers acted as
agents.

“While the publicity and educational
campaign did not accomplith as much as
had been desired, it brought the com-
mittee in touch with many who rendered
valuable assistance. Actual collecting
was begun in May and continued
throughout the summer.

“Immediately upon the formation of
the committee, the junior issociation of
the Natural History Society offered the
services of its members; in May, they
spent two days at Smith’s Pond, and
when fifty-six bags of excellent moss
were procured. In Augusi, forty-three
members of this organization spent near-
ly two weeks at Ludgate Lake; a car-
load of very high grade mc¢ss was gath-
ered here. Later, thirty-otie bags were
obtained at Nerepis.

“Miss Elizabeth McKinnon and Miss
Anmne Orr, organized pariies at their
summer homes, and gathered about forty
bags of moss.

Collected 673 Bags,

“The total amount obtained by this
ol ization was six hundred and
seventy-three (673) bags.

“The second largest contributor, the,

St. Stephen branch, collected over sixty

bags, and their moss was the best re-|

ceived from any branch. Mrs. Vesey,
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who was in charge of the work, and[
James Vroom, who gave the workers the’
benefit of his botanical knowledge; are
to be congratulated upon their success. /

“About fifty bags of moss ' were re-
ceived from Grand Manan. These were
the largest contributors.

“In addition to the above, forty-one
bags were sent in by various organiza-
tions and individuals making a total of
856 bags of moss received from all
sources, Immediately upon receiving a
supply of moss the work of drying and
grading commenced.

“The regulations of the Board of
Health ‘closing all public meetings. dur-
ing the Spanish influenza epidemic virtu-
ally stopped the moss work for five
weeks., This was a serious setback, but,
|immediately upon the recommencement
of operations the splendid band of work-
lers carried on this branch of Red Cross
endeavor and would not permit the out-
put to decrease. When orders came to
,cease grading the work had become
! established on a systematic basis and
‘could have been carried on indefinitely.
iOn March 26, the last working day,
i sixy-two ladies graded moss in.the
! Natural ‘History Museum and the week’s
output was well up to the maximum.

“On March 27 came the word from
headquarters that no more dressings
were needed for overseas and the work
stopped immediately.

“Over 100 bags of graded moss were
on hand ready for making into dressings
and only about sixty bags remained to
be graded. )

“Although the use of sphagnum: for
surgigal dressings has been largely a're-
sult of the great war, a makeshift to
meet a necessity that had arisen, yet
there is every reason to believe that it is
not going to be discarded now that the
war is over. The inexpensiveness of the
moss and its high absorbency; its
abundance in certain parts of the
country and its superiority over the
gauze and absorbent cotton clearly indi-
cate that it is a very important hospital
appliance.

PARTY CHANGES
MIGHT FOLLOW

West Still Pressing For Real
Tariff- Relief — Position of
Liberal Ministers—Borden
and White—The Fisheries.

Ottawa, May 81.—At last the dhte‘ for
the bringing down of the budget has

been announced, after many postpone-
ments—Thursday, June 5, will be the

fateful day. Since this has been decided,

a load has apparently been removed

from the mind of the Minister of Fin-.

ance. While the budget was in process
of ‘incubation, and he was exposed to the
attacks, frontal, flank and rear, of the
hundred worried interests anxious to
have the claims and disabilities of their
particular business impressed on him, he
did not have a life of a Belgian dog,
and he showed it. tterly, he has been
geniality itself; and in the House one
night this week he crossed over and sat
for an hour with “the boys” of the
opposition, for a friendly chat. In this
and other ways it looks as though, since
the return of the premier, he had washed
his hands and relieved his mind of a lot
of little things he was carrying on his
own shoulders before,

One of the striking developmente of
this extraordinary session of parliament
has been the development of Sir Thomas.
For some time after coming to Ottawa,
there is no doubt that he was consider-
ably impressed with his own importance
as a member of the Government; and
took no particular pains to make him-
self popular. He took political life and
himself as a part of it, much too seri-
ously. But latterly, ond particularly
since he has been leading the Govern-
ment, he has made a very decided im-
pression. on the House as a whole. He
has led the house skjlfully, and has made
friends both ameng the Government and
Opposition forces. There is no doubt
that absence did not make the hearts of
the premier’s confreres in the Govern-
ment grow fonder. It is rumored that
they found Sir Thomas White’s manner
more agreeable, and whenever he cracked
the whip, they realized ‘that he had re-
ceived a cable‘that morning. . Sir Robert
Borden is completely lacking, unfortu-
nately, in that personal magnetism which
binds men to some I rva-
tives will privately admit that his dig-
nity is so intense as to be repelling; and
while they do not blame him for some-
thing which nature left out of his make-
up, they naturally do not love him the
more for the lack of it.

To be frank, both members of the
cabinet and of the House found Sir

.. Thomas White’s leadership more to their
liking; and, assuming that the premier
would probably accept one of the numer-
ous high offices with which rumor was
freely connecting his name, were all
pretty colidly behind Sir Thomas as his
early successor. Then came the premier’s
curt announcement that he was coming
back, to be premier in fact as well as'in
name; and it was couched in language
which did not make the most pleasant
recding for his understudy to give to
the House. It was almost equivalent to

This is particu-
larly true of Hon. A. K. Maclean, who
has been handymsan and work horse. of
the administration, carrying on 'several
departments since last fall. : i

There are constant rumors of impend-
ing changes in the cabinet. Some mem-
bers make no secret of their desire to
resign. For months past Crerar has
been repeating to himself every morn-
ing Heine’s line: “Will not the omnipo-
tent relent, and let this poor existence
go?” Crerar has a ‘ten thousand dollar
job as head of the Grain Growers’ Grain
Company in Winnipeg. The company is

Bu$ Crerar is the connecting link  be-
tween the western farm vote and the
administration; and while he has neither

will furnish it. The Opposition jockeyed
him into declaring in the House, not
long ago, that he still stood on the
farmer’s platform, which he himself
helped to draw up; and unless the
budget will falsify all expectations, he
cannot make it jibe with that platform.

If Carvell zlso seizes the budget as the

his old affiliations, as it'is expected he
may do, reconstruction will be on in
earnest. It is impossible for a man of
his optspoken nature to feel aa home in
his present position. There are members
of the rank and’file on the Government
side of the House who'are apt to forget
that partisan politics are now tabooed;
and ‘two hot-headed Tories from Cape
Breton not long ago launched an unwar-
ranted rear attack on ‘the Mihister of
Public Works which .did not tend to
make his position any the more comfort-
able. The break must inevitably come
some time; and while Carvell will not
do anything to embarass the Govern-
ment, he is not likely to remain after
this session. Sifton and Calder are not
expected to get out for some time at
least. They are waiting events.

In the case of A. K. Maclean, he has
apnrently too much to do to have any
time to think of his political future. He
will play the game with the Government
as he has always played it; and will be
likely to consult his personal convenience
and interests last of all. There is no
question about “A. X.’s” popularity with
“the three estates” of parliament, which
are the Government, the Opposition and
the Press Gallery. No man is given dess
trouble in getting his estimates through
varliament, which is a fairly good test.
No man in the House is better liked.
If *here is a premature break-up of
Union Government, it will not be because
He has forced action. He will still be,
as he has always been, a Liberal; and

he will retain his own respect and that
of his associates.

The Budget.

All interest will centre on the budget
for the next week.

Mr. Maharg,
the leader of the grain growers in Sas-
katchewan, and their most ardent advo-
cate in the house, went west two weeks
ago, and carried the message to his low-
tariff friends that there was not much
to be looked for in the way of tariff
reduction this session. Since then he
has been participating in the organization
now being effected there for direct poli-
tical action. For, the farmers have at
last discovered that their attitude of
detachment and benevolent neutrality,
adopted years ago in the hope of play-
ing the parties against each other, is not
effective—particularly since Union gov-
ernment has been established. A union
of the farmers and the labor forces
would seem like an impossibility in a
general way; they are too far apart on
the subject of what should constitute a
day’s work; but it is not imhpossible that
they might get together for political
action, since their general aims are pot
so far apart. Both are out to lower the
cost of commodities. Such a union
would be a troublesome factor in Can-
adian politics, particularly for the Con-
servative party.

London, June 1—London’s threatened
police strike, for which the members of
the force voted by a big majority, has
been called off for the present. At the

DR. CUTTEN SPEAKS
OF MEMORIAL TO BE

BULT BY ACADI

Dr. G. B. Cutten, president of Acadia
University, preaching in the Germain
Street Baptist church. yesterday morning,
delivered a most impressive sermon in
the course of which he told of the desire
of the university to fittingly commem-
orate the valor of its 600 students in the
great war by erecting a new gymnasium.
Dr. Cutten was also heard at the Main
Street Baptist church and at the Fair-
ville Baptist church, in the evening, large
congregations attending all services. The
foct that the Fairville church used the
old time made it possible for Dr. Cutten
to preach twice in the evening.

Taking as his text in the morning the
sixth and seventh verses of the fourth
chapter of Joshua, which refer to the
commandment of the Lord that the
children of Israel should set up twelve
stones as a memorial of the crossing of
the Jordan into the promised land, he
dwelt eloquently on the common longing
of zll mankind for immortality and to
commemorate conspcuous deeds of hero-
ism and efficiency. The stones were
erected by the Israelites, he siad, to com-
memorate what the Lord had done for
them. - Though less than a year ago the
nations were calling upon the Lord to
stay the advance of the enemy fearing
that they would be overcome, now, in
the days .of peace, unlike the Israelites,
they ceased to realize that only by His
help was the victory won. He spoke
of the quarrelling as to which army,
what navy or which general had won the
war. Quoting from Victor Hugo’s words
in “Les Miserables” that it was not Wel-
lington, not the English army nor the
Prussians that had won the Battle of
Woaterloo, but the Lord who had gained
ihat victory. Dr. Cutten said that the
answer must be the same today. He
referred also to the communion service
in that it is a memorial to-the Lord,
given in an objective form to the
disciples, not because they would forget
their Master but that a memorial might

be established fulfilling all the ideals of |

His life.

Touching the question of the erection
of a memorial at Acadia for the boys
who had gone overseas and especially
for those who had fallen, he said that
a gymnasium had been suggested which
should have the three essentials of a
memorial, beauty, usefulness and appro-
priateness. Such a building would un-
doubtedly bé beautiful and he felt confi-
dent that if the men who had laid down
their lives were asked they would surely
sav that gymnasium would be useful,
while its appropriateness in typifying the
sporting  spirit of the Canadians must
be ' apparent to all. He said also that
Acadia University was in itself a me-
morial to the men who have worked
there and to those who have desired a
liberal education.

College Pledge.

Dr. Cutten related how the college
classes had pledged themselves to give
$6,000 for this memorial and a canvass
was to be made throughout the maritime
provinces, commencing at St. John. He
told of some instances’ of heroism on the
part of Acadia students, among them
the act of George Peck who, when he
saw his companion burning, in the ‘flames
from a phosphorous shell, lost his life
in attempting to réscue him. He also
spoke of the fact that Preston Jlsley, an
Acadian boy from the country districts,
was laid to rest with a lord on either
hand, and said that all who fought and
died for their country in their deaths
were worthy of equal honor.

In the building suggested three objects
would be achieved: thanks would be
given to God for the victory vouchsafed,
the boys of the Emipire, among them
the. 600 boys from Atadia, who had en-
listed, would be forever commemorated
and: the heroism and self-sacrifice of the

i ———————

sixty Acadian students who had given
their lives would be held in everlgsting
honor.

Dr. Cutten spoke feelingly of the
forty-seven Acadia students who had re-
ceived decorations and the five who were
specially mentioned received decorations
and the five who were specially men-
tioned in despatches saying further it
was the proud boast of the college that
the only college man in the maritime
provinces to receive the Victgria Cross
was Milton F. Gregg, a sophomore of
Acadia. St. John’s special interest in the
university, he said, was doubly strength-
ened by the fact, that three of its sons,
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Fred Manning, Rutherford Simms and
Walter Smith were on the Acadia honor
roll of those killed.

Union Rejected.”

Perhaps one of the most important
questions coming before the convention
and around which waged the most
spirited debate was that of the inter-
church world movement. Dr. J. Camp-
bell White, of New York, in an able
manner addressed the gathering as an
advocate of federation. It was expect-
ed that J. R. Mott would accompany
Mr. White, The president of the con-
vention, Dr. J. B. Bambrill, of Texas,
and one of the most predominating per-
sonalities of the south, opposed most
vigerously the idea of church union, and
the proposed federation of churches for
a programme of world activity.

A vol-
ume of applause, with storm of laugh-
ter and many “amens” gretted the vet-
eran president’s comment on the ques-
tion when he said: “We Baptists never
ride a horse without a bridle” The at-
titude of the Baptists of the south was
very unmistakable.

Invitations for the 1920 meeting were
extended from Birmingham (Ala.), and
Richmond (Va.), but a decision: was
reached in favor of Washington (D. C.),
at the First ‘church whose pastgr is Dr.

One of the most impressive and en-
joyable features of the convention was
the outpouring of vocal harmony that
made the very rafters shake. Old and
new songs were rendered with a spirit
and volume that was nothing short of
inspiring.

“Therefore be it.resolved, by the sen-
ate of the United States, that the depart-
ment of state be and is' hereby directed
to communicate such reports to the presi-
dent of the United States, and request
that he confer with the representatives
at the peace conference of the countries
where such outrages and massacres are
reported to occur and inform them that
this body and the American people gen-
erally deeply deplore acts of violence and
cruelty committed against men, women
" and children because of race or religion.”

She gave every slave
the right to buy his freedom at a low
price. The tax imposed on each hut
was only 96 cents a year. Nine German,
missionary societies established many |
schools, trained natives in better meth-|
ods of tillage, and taught them how to,
grow new crops, such as cotton} sisal
hemp, the potato, and coffee. These so-
cieties were the pioneers who really
helped the natives. Most of the cotton|
in German Fast Africa has been raised
by natives, and then sold 5,000 bales in
one year.

German-African “Frightfulness.”

On the other hand, no’ other power of
Europe deemed it necessary so fright-
fully to decimate their African subjects
as the Germans did in’ their colonies.
In their fights with Bantu tribes along
the southern border of German East Af-
rica they killed 25,000 people. All the
blacks, men and women in the service
of the government were treated as slaves
ind most rigorously dealt with,

American missionaries, listening to the
fine German band in Kaiser Wilhelm
park, Dar-es-Salaam, on summer even-
ings, have, many a time, lost all pleasure
as they have seen through the trees long
lines of slave girls, their necks inserted
st the split ends of poles so that they
should not escape, returning from their
toil on the government plantations.

On their forays against offending na-
tives the Germans have stripped the

ey contained and have carried off
nany of the women to make their black
wldiery more content. The Germans
thould have been turned out of their;
tour African colonies years ago for thel

| ground, and is highly prized in India and
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terrible atrocities inflicted upon the na-
tives. The day has now dawned for the
complete release of these millions of
blacks from the bullet and the lash ‘of
the most unfeeling of white men,

The eastern half of the plateau is very
dry. Those who think that all tropical
Africa abounds with vast forests and
high grasses pushed to excessive growth
by torrents of rain will find a very dif-
ferent picture on the dry part of this
plateau. The trees are only spindling
and scattered. What is Africa without
its monkeys? But the man is lucky who
sees a monkey more than once or twice
a month on this part of the plateau.
Dryness and sand are spread far and
wide. Still in many valleys there .i8!
grass enough for large herds of cattle. It
is, however, the costal plain, the west-|
ern half of the plateau, and a broad one
along the northern border, that contain
the greatest -potential wealth of the
former German colony, and a vast
wealth was theirs.

The rubber districts cover more than
a fourth of the country, the exports in
peace times amounting to $3,000,000 a
year; and they are expected largely to
increase when plantation rubber, now
grown only near Tanga, on the northeast
coast is widely introduced. Along -ihe
coastal plain the cocoanut palm flopr-
ishes for 600 miles and the nut is an im-

portant export.

The native are eager to sell the pro-|
ducts of their field to the whites. Nearly
all- the cotton grown by sthem:-in, the
Rufiji valley was bought for export, and
5,000 bales were shipped in the year be-
fore the war. The natives used to col-
lect wild honey and throw the wax
away. The whites taught them better,
and a year before the war the wax from
the colony sold for $471,000.

The lakes abound with fish, but the
natives are poor fishermen and do not
yet supply the home demand. The Ger-
mans firmly believed that smoking and
drying fish could be made"a profitable
industry, but they never developed it.

White stock growers say that the na-
tive sheep in the cooler’ highlands may
be crossed with the wool breeds of Eur-
ope and that wool may be added to the
colony’s resources as in British East

Our corn is a great crop all over the
colony, wherever rainfall is sufficient,
and is the chief vegetable food of the
natives. Even a little wheat is grown on
some mountain heights., Tobacco is
raised by the natives, nearly everywhere
for their own consumption.

Sesame, whose oil is used in India and
also in Germany, thrives in abundance.
The fine agricultural station at Dar-es«
Salaam, and its widely 5spread branches,
have far advanced the studies needed to
place the land industries on practical
basis. Rice and the banana are also
among - the crops whose success is as-
sured,

10,000 Blacks Built Railway,

Some 10,000 blacks graded the railway
and laid the rails on the line between
Dar-es-Salaam, the seaport. and Lake
Tanganyika. The Bantu trimes will me
the chief source of labor, and more train-
ing will give them a greater efficiency.
The native population is very dense in
the extreme northwest of the colony.

that it was the most remarkable part of

related to some of the older peoples of
the continent as the Egyptians, Abys-
silnians and some other dark-skinned peo-
ples.

The Watussi, however, while superior
to the Bantus in many respects, have
some admixture of Bantu blood in their
veins. They are tall and thin, leave
rough work for their slaves, and engage
in' no labor except cattle herding, while
their work-people provide them with
vegetable food.

German men of science studied these
people and wrote about them; but what
would have happened if the German
colonial regime had beep imposed upon
the Watussi in the tactless and brutal
fashion that has disgrédced the German
name in all four of her African colon-
jes? The proud Watussi would likely
hase been butchered by tens of thous-
ands.

Helps Cape to Cairo Line

Some time ago the British built a
branch line from their Uganda railroad
southwest to tap the rich sources of car-
bonate of soda in Lake Magati. They
have now only to extend this line about
twenty-five miles over a level plain to
the southwest to reach the far greater
source of soda .in Lake Magad, just
across the border in the former German
colony. There are also rich prospects of

England will also, be free to carry out
her earnest desire ‘to make a funda-
mental change in the route of the Cape-
to-Cairo railroad. The road had been
completed from the Cape far north into
the southern part of the Congo state
where' it serves the need of the great
copper field of Katanga. It had entered
the Congo basin and. was advancing
slowly northward when th€ management
came face to face with the great prob-
lem—how to. build' and: maintsin the
road , through ‘400" miles -gf the dense
tropical forest, with stretéhies of boggy
soil and masses of giant trees half shut-
ting out the sun and covering the
ground with debris when old trees col-
lapse or windstorms break off the high-
er branches. It was decided not to en-
ter the forest if another route could be
obtained; so a plan was: submitted to
Germany to: give her colony also the
great advantage of the Cape-to-Cairo
railroad. : %

The British asked permission to ex-
tend their line from Broken Hill, in
Northern Rhodesia, crossing into Ger-
man East Africa to the south of Lake
Tanganyika, then on' to Tabora, the
great central i station on' the , German
railroad across. the colony, then mnorth
along the west .coast of Vijctoria' Ny-
anza, placing .iné whole German colony
in close touch by rail with their very
productive west ‘coast of the lake then
on to the Nile and down its valley to
Sonnar,, where the last spike in the
Cape to Cairo railroad would be driven.
This plan would circumvent the great
forest and the long railroad would serve
German as well as British interests,

Germany said it was not her policy to
have foreign railroads extended into any
of her colonies. - She vetoed the plan.
Undoubtedly the Cape-to-Cairo rail-
road, nbw about two-thirds built, will
be completed within a few years and
the present prospects are that it will
pass through the .former German East
Africa and be entirely under the protec-
tion of the British flag.
