Now
gew the cowboy collar-to the neck edge,
tack to position, bringing correspond-
ing -small “o” perforations in outer
back and in collar together.

The skirt is laid in pleats, according
to perforations and attached to the long
blouse. The sash and buttons are then
added, sash being finished with a large
flat bow.

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PLAYGROUNDS OR PRISONS?

There is a striking article entitled
“Prisons or Playgrounds,” in the May
issue of the Canadian Municipal Journal.
It begins by saying;—

“There is a growing perception t“lat if
the children living in the -closely con-
gested quarters of the citles and towns
are not provided with opportunities for
play the public will later on be called
upon to provide jails and prisons for the
criminals into. which the <children will
inevitably develop.”

The Municipal Journal notes the fact
that some boys recently appeared before
the Toronto Board of Control asking for
a house in which they could play, and it
quotes from a Montreal college maga-
gine a declaration that young men were
‘tired of the pleasures the streets pro-
vided. The fact is also noted that in
that great open space, the Champs de
Mars, in Montreal, children are not al-
lowed to play, as it is reserved for an
,occasional military parade or a firemen’s
display.

More striking are the statements
quoted from Mr. Edward M. Barrows
of the People’s Institute, New York, who
says that children who play in the
streets, their only playgrounds, are pun-
. ished by the law, grow up to hate the
law and its administrators, and unite in
organized gangs to fight against their
common enemy.

“The problem ahead,” says Mr. Bar-
rows, “not only for New York but for
o'her cities is the harnessing of play and
of the gang to the cause of civic and
social education.”

Mr. Joseph Lee, chairman of the Play-
ground and Recreation Association of
America, points out that the children
need some safer place than the street in
which to play, but that, “more import-
ant than the playground is the play.”
In other words, supervised play is the
great necessity. Considering the ques-
tion from the purely mercenary point of
view, the Municipal Journal significant-
ly asks: “Which are cheaper, prisons or
playgrounds?”

Considering this question In its rela-
tien to the city of St. John, we find that
there are six supervised playgrounds con-
ducted for about nine weeks in the sum-
mer, and all the rest of the children are
left to play on the streets or where they

ill, or rather where thfy may be per-
mitted to play without interruption by
the police. The result has been the or-
ganization of gargs. There are many
gangs of boys in St. John today. Some
of them are a menace to the welfare of
the community. They are a very bad ex-
ample to smaller boys, and exert an evil
influence upon them. The fact is well
known to the police, and to such of the
citizens as think it worth while to take
an interest in the welfare of the boys
who cannot attend the Y. M. C. A. and
whose parents are all too heedless of
their conduct. Sad stories could be told
by those who know of the conditions
sarrounding a considerable portion ‘of
the boy life of this city. When will the
citizens realize their responsibility in
this regard, and establish such social
conditions as will give the boys a fair
start in life? We need supervised play-
grounds all the year round. We need
sympathetic officials whose duty it would
be to keep constantly in touch with boy
and girl life, make it easier for them to
do right and harder for them to do
wrong. The mere making of laws will
not solve the problem. Repression will
not bring out what is best in a boy, nor
prevent that which is worst from coming
to the surface. Some boys and some
girls must be put away for the good of
ihe others, but the great mass only need
to be kept busy at work and healthy
play to be so influenced that they will
grow up to be good citizens. If the
greatest asset of a country is its man-
hcod and womanhood, how imperative is
the need to give the boys and girls the
opportunity and encourage them to build
character and grow up into an honor-
able and useful citizenship.

GOOD ROADS CONGRESS

The Good Roads Congress will be
opened in the Montreal Arena on Mon-
day next, and will continue throughout
the week. This city and provinece should
have delegates in attendance, to bring
back something of the inspiration and
the knowledge to be gained there. The
Canadian Municipal Journal for May, to
arother of whose’s articles on another
subject reference is made in this issue,
has some striking paragraphs in an ar-
ticle on Good Roads. It points out that
Canada has spent millions on railways
and canals, but these do not cover the
whole country, and so thousands of
miles of good highways are equally nec-
essary. The farmer is beginning to re-
alize “that if he can haul a large load on
8 good road and with less wear and tear
on both horses and wagon, the good road
gaves him money,; and if he can haul as
much in three trips to the railway sta-
tion as he could formerly in five trips,
he does not need much argument to ad-
mit that the condition of the road is of
fmancial interest to him.”

But the consumer is egually interested
.In good roads, “because as transporation
enters so largely into the cost of every-
il.ing whatever lowers the cest of trans-
portation will lower the general cest of
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living, and therefore good roads not only
add to the comfort and prosperity of the
farmer, but also lower costs to the whole
community.”

‘Will St. John be represented at the
Good Rouds Congress in Montreal? It
will be the most interesting congress
dealing with the road problem that has
ever been held in Canada. Indeed it is
the first of its kind undertaken on a
large scale in this country.

The discovery of ofl and gas in large
quantities south of Calgary will result
in another boom for that city.

Although the water at Indiantown has
fallen a few inches during the last few
days, it is still about twelve or four-
teen feet higher than at low water in
the summer and it is said by steamboat

ECOlltinllf‘ to go down as long as the
 weather keeps cool, they are afraid it
will come up again, perhaps even higher
than it is now, if the weather becomes
warm or heavy rains set in.

The sight is one which may never be
seen again in a lifetime, as the water
has not been so high since 1887, but at
that time it was between four and five
feet higher than it is now.

Opposition Offers Amendment to
Bill—E. M. MacDonald’s Vig-
orous Attack—Hon. Mr. Gra-
ham Suggests That Promoters

Ottawa, May 15—A great fighting
speech against the government’s Mac-
Kenzie & Mann aid proposals came
from the Liberal side of the house to-
day from E. M. MacDonald, of Pictou.

It was folowed by an amendment to
give the government resolution the six
months’ hoist. ;

This is,- under the rules of the house,
the only amendment possible upon the
resolution stage of the proposed legisla-
tion. It indicated the Liberal opposi-
tion to the whole bargain. On the sec-
ond reading other amendments will fol-
1 embodying the views of Liberalism
ad to the proper remedy to be applied
to the existing situation brought about
by the financial operations of MacKen-
zie & Mann.

Tonight the debate was adjourned by
A. K. Macl.ean, of Halifax.

Tomorrow non-contentious legislation
will be taken up, and on Monday the
debate will be resumed. A vote is ex-
peeted on Tuesday.

Some of the opposition amendmentis
wer foreshadowed in the speech of Hon.
George Graham this afternoon. Mr.
Graham proposed first that MacKenzie
& Mann should be compelled to pledge
their personal securities and assets in
the road which they asked the govern-
ment to assist. 'He further proposed
that if aid were to be given at all, the
government should have complete con-
trol until such time at least as the road
was on a safe basis, and the present
operators had satisfied the people that
they could run it.

POPE'S BLESSING TO
KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS
(Boston Globe.)

Late last night IL.ouis Watson, state
deputy of the Knights of Columbus, re-
ceived a cablegram from His Eminence
Cardinal O’Connell, conveying the bless-
ing of Pope Pius X to the members of
the Knights of Columbus in America.
The cablegram was in response to one
that had been sent to the cardinal by
the state council which met in conven-
tion in this city on Tuesday.

The sending of the cablegram, which
conveyed words of loyalty and devotion
to the cardinal and through him to the
Holy Father, from the members in this
state, occurred at a most appropriate
time it would appear. According to re-
ports from Rome late yesterday Cardin-
al O’Connell reached Rome on Tuesday
evening and yesterday he was received
in audience by the Pope.

Has Never Seen -

MONUMENT T0 RISTORI

Tribute to Memory of Noted Italian
Actress — The Disaster Which Has
Overtaken the Holy Grail

Rome, May 16—The elder of the
Pope’s sist ers, who is ailing, is to try
the alr of Castelgandolfo, where the
Pontiff has a summer villa which he has
never eeen.

The papal villa at Castelgandolfo was
for years the favorite summer residence
of numerous Pontiffs, but has not been
visited by a Pope since 1869 when Plus
IX went there. There is nothing magni-
ficent about it, with the exception of the
view, but the garden is beautiful and the
air is selubrious. The most important
room in the house is the bed-room ot
Pius IX, which is preserved just as it
was when he was last there.

From the balconies of the villa the
Pope’s sister will look down on the beau-
tiful Lake of Albano, perched above
which is the moni built by the last
of the Stuarts, or, in the other direction,
the copula of St. Peter’s across the plain
crowning the Eternal City.

It has been decided tKat the monu-
ment fo Adeélaide Ristori, Italy’s great-
est actress, the funds for which were
rajsed by international subscriptions,
shall be umyeiled at Cividale del Friuli
either on August 80 or September 6.

Adelaide Ristori’s name may be re-
membered in the United States where
she appeared with Booth during the sea-
son of 1884-85. Her last réal appearance
on the stage in New York was in “Ma-
rie Stuart,” played at the Bowery Thes-
tre with a German company. erghe was
called the most beautiful Italian woman
of her time.

Both religions devotees and art lovers
have learned with regret that the recent
reports of the b of the “Holy
Grail” beyond repair at the Cathedral
of Genoa are true, although satisfactory
explanations of the aecident are still
lac| . Ome expert who ascribed the
breaking of the ancient basin te damp-
ness in the cathedral is popularly sus-
pected of shielding someone who acci-
dentally broke the vessel.

While it is doubtful that this basin
is really the sacred cup sround which so
much legendary romance of knighthood
days was woven, it has been accepted
as such by a large number of Catholics.

The vessel was brought to Genoa in
1101 by Guglielmo Embriaco, among
the spoils of the conquest of Caesarea.
Tradition then said, and has since been
followed, that in this octagonal cup, cut
from what ed to be a flawless em-
erald, Chirst drank at the Last Supper,
and later in it Joseph of Arimathea pre-
served the blood from Christ’s wounds at
the crucifixion. )

Napoleon Bonaparte carried it off to
Paris, in 1897, and it was then tested
and found to beé of glass. It had slight
ornamentation and appeared to be fin-
ished with the tool as in gem engraving,
while the color and transparency were
perfect. When reclaimed by Italy it was
so badly packed that it was broken in
the return apd mended with gold filig-
ree. Once before it left the cathedral, in
1819, when it was given as security by
the town of Genoa for money needed

for military defense. Eight years passed|

before it was returned.
