t i Here on aHartford, Conn., July 22—In a tele­
phone booth in the office of the Rockville 
Trolley company, Arthur H. Rammagge 
of No. 78 Chestnut street was found dead, 
rigidly, with his left hand still holding 
the receiver to his left ear and with his 
lips close to the transmitter.

At first glance it appeared that he was 
telephoning, though he was Supposed " to 
go home at midnight. He was not alive,• 
however, and the medical examiner who 
performed an autosy, concluded that Ra- 
magge had died about 1 a.m., from electro­
cution.

The medical examiner believes that Ra- 
magge was killed by lightning coming 
over the telephone line, which was a pri­
vate wire, running to New Haven. Rail­
road officiale gave, it as their opinion that 
Ramagge was electrocuted by the tele­
phone wire becoming crossed with a high 
tension trolley feeder or with an electric 
light wire. Close investigation revealed, 
a small burn on his nose and another on 
his left palm. His features were compres­
sed and the muscles contracted. The con­
ductor who discovered him, received a 
shock when he attempted to pull the body | 
from the booth. Ramagge was 25 years 
old and unmarried.

London. July 22—(Canadian Press)—Af­
ter the cabinet council meeting yesterday 
Premier Asquith wrote a second letter to 
Lord Lansdowne, asking for assurance 
that the House of Lords will pass the veto 
bill in its original form. It is understood 
Lord Lansdowne, while himself willing to 
counsel the abstention of the Unionist 
peers from the final stages of the bill, was 
unable to give the required assurance. This 
showé that the rebel peers are still unsub­
dued and that it may yet be necessary to 
create a batch of peers to overcome their 
resistance.

It is learned that at the meeting of the 
lords, the Earl of Selbome, the Duke of 
Bedford and others made strong fighting 
speeches, urging the House of Lords to in­
sist upon their amendménts, whatever the 
government might do.

An interesting visitor to St. John is 
Nathan Green, father of Louie Green,

Mr. Green, er., has lived 
in Chicago for twenty-three years, but he 
lived' long - in St. John, and wse the first 
Hebrew to eettle in this dty. Today1 
there is quite a large Hebrew population.

Mr. Green ia in his 84th year,, bet walks 
about town with a brisk step, and is in 
excellent health.

In conversation with a Times man. Mr* 
Green said that he wae a native of Hol­
land, and when he first came to America 
there were no steamships. He came to 
•New York in a sailing vessel and wee eev 
en weeks où the voyage. Later he went 
back to the old country on one of the 
side-wheel Cun ardors, making the vuy»»s 
in twelve days, which was then thought 
a wonderful achievement.

“Now,” he said, “you can attend 
church in Liverpool on one ' Sunday and 
in New York the next.’’

When Mr. Green came to St. John 
there was a railway only as far as Hamp­
ton. All traveling was done by stage. 
There were no telegraphs, telephones, elec­
tric lights or other modern conveniences.

Speaking of Chicago, he said there are 
about 200,000 Hebrews in the city, some 
of them men of enormous wealth. Only 
two years ago the death of the first white 
child bom in Chicago occurred, and to­
day it is an immense city, steadily growing 
in population and wealth.

He was ready 
to make great sacrifice for ’ peace, but to 
have peace only by surrender of Britain’s 
position and allowing herself to be treat­
ed in vital interests as if she were of no 
account in the cabinet of nations meant 
a humiliation that a great country like 
England could not endorse.

The Times in an editorial this morning 
says that the whole country will endorse 
Chancellor Idoÿd-George’s derisive and 
statesmanlike reference to the European 
situation created by the German demands, 
which are "nothing less than a claim for 
absolate European predominance.

%The picture shown herewith is probably 
the oldest of the series presented during 
the last month or two by the Times, as 
it dates back to the early fifties, to the 
dsyà of several of the land marks of old 
days in St. .John, among them the old 
Market Building, post office, St. John 
Hotel,. and the time of plank sidewalks 
in King street. Clarence Ward, mayor’s 
clerk, who kindly furnished the Times in­
formation explanatory of the picture, said 
that it dated back to before ’56, because 
in that year the little building seen at the 
foot of King street hill on Market Square, 
which was used as a market place, was 
torn down. It is from this building that 
the square receives its name, and the

Baris House, a dry goods store, and still 
farther along the grocery stores of-Chris- 
topher Murray, John Christie, and Wm. 
Kennedy.

At the corner of Germain and King is 
seen the Vernon dwelling house, ifrhich be­
sides being used by the yVefrions for a 
residence was also occupied downstairs by 
Dr. Livingstone, who conducted an apothe­
cary shop, and in use as well in another 
portion as a post office, with John Howe 
as postmaster. This building constructed 
of brick, was the means, at one time, in 
forty-nine of cheeking a disastrous fire 
which spread from North Market street, 
as it is called nowadays, to the corner .of 
Germain, sweeping all buildings before it. 
This was responsible for the presence of 
several small shacks in the picture. The 
Vernon building is that where Oak Hall 
business is conducted, the bifilding was 
sold only the other day to A. H. Han- 
ington for 250,000.

The remainder of the buildings farther 
down the street are indistinguishable, 
with the exception of a pawn-shop kept 
by John Anning. A sharp scrutiny of the 
picture will disclose the old-fashioned 
plank sidewalks in use in those days, 
when there was little talk of permanent 
paving streets or widening them, or other 
matters discussed so commonly today.

TWO-CENT POSTAL RATE 
FROM GREAT BRITAIN

New York, July 22—The Kramer Con­
tracting Company has bought from the 
Henry Morgenthau- Company the plot 
71.10x100, at the southeast corner of Lenox 
avenue and 111th street. The buyers con­
template the improvement of the property 
with a theatre. The plot was bought by 
the selling company at the auction sale 
of the Pinkney estate holdings last May 
for $65,000. Joseph Keller is to build 
theatre at the Fifth avenue end of the 
block, as recently announced. It is un­
derstood that negotiations are pending for 
the leasing of the parcel just sold to a 
syndicate, which will manage the new 
theatre.

Washington, - D. C., July 22—(Canadian 
Press)—The American Federation of La­
bor has inaugurated a vigorous campaign 
to raise money with which to conduct the 
drfence of the McNamaras, charged with 
dynamiting the plant of the Los Angeles 
Times. In addition to a general appeal 
through the press of the country, it is 
planned to augment, the fund by the sale 
of buttons bearing a picture of J. J. Mc- 
Mamara and 
Stamps carrying a photograph of McNa­
mara and designed to be used on the back 
of envelopes also will be offered for sale.

TELEGRAPH WIRES CUT
AND STOLEN BY CHINESEBrussels, July 22—A petition has been 

forwarded to Herbert Samuel, the post: 
master general, by the British Chamber 
of Commerce in Belgium, praying that the 
question of postage rates between the two 
countries may be considered, and that it 
may eventually be Id (2 cents) instead of 
2V£d (five cents).

The request meets with the approval 
of a large number of people and is sign­
ed by many members of the Belgian parlia­
ment, influential people, and heads of 
numerous business houses. It is further 
hoped that the charge for telephone mes­
sages between London and Brussels and 
Antwerp may be so altered as to agree 
with the rates charged between London 
and Paris.

It is anticipated that any loss incur­
red in the event of the proposed charges 
being adopted will soon be made good by 
the increased correspondence and com­
munication.

Tokyo, July 21—Figures published in 
Tokyo show that in 1909 there were 340 
cases of cutting and stealing of telegraph 
wires on the South Manchuria Railway 
by Chinese, 108 cases in 1910, and forty 
cases in the first five months of 1911. In 
addition there were eleven attempts at 
train-wrecking in the current year. The 
Japanese speak of increasing their rail­
way guards in Manchuria unless the 
Chinese exercise greater vigilance.

While one bears a good many stories of 
women of title who not only accept, but 
even demand and extort large ,suma of 
money as the price of introducing Ameri­
cans, and even natives, into smart society, 
it is relatively seldom that any one of 
them is ever brought to book.

This is, however, what has just taken 
place at Dublin, in connection with some 
bankruptcy proceedings against Miss 
Cecilia Bell, of County Leitrim. Among 
the witnesses called by the counsel for the 
creditors were Sir Edward and Lady Brad- 
street, the former a graduate of Trinity 
College, Dublin, a civil engineer, a county 
court judge of County Tyrone, and a de­
scendant, through his mother, of the first 
Duke of Leicester, while Lady Bradstreet 
is of Italian origin, hailing from Algeria.

The Bradstreets have been in Ireland 
since the ' days of Cromwell., from whom 
John Bradstreet, the founder of the fam­
ily, obtained substantial grants of land in 
County Kilkenny. The baronetcy was be­
stowed by George II. in the first half of the 
eighteenth century. Sir Edward is the 
seventh holder, and makes his home at 
Castilla Clontars, an outskirt of Dublin.

Examination of Sir Edward and Lady 
Bradstreet showed that Miss Bell, who had 
been a mere casual acquaintance until 
January of last year, and who is twenty- 
eight years of age, had taken up .her re­
sidence with them and had presented 
them with a pair of horses, a brougham 
and a Victoria, several thousand pounds 
worth of jewelry, costly carpets and hang­
ings, besides checks of considerable size, 
payable to" Sir Edward, to Lady Brad­
street, and to their twenty-year-old son, 
Gerald.

Pressed for an explanation, both Sir Ed­

ward and especially Lady Bradstreet de­
clared that these presents had been givn 
in return for the latter’s introduction of 
Miss Bell into all that was best in Dublin 
society, and for her presentation at the 
vice regal court, that is to say, at Dublin 
Castle.

hints for new Brunswick

.New Brunswick may learn something 
from British Columbia. Take the matter 
ef fruit growing, for example. At the an­
nual meeting of the Victoria board of 
Lrsde, Acting Premier Young delivered an 
address in which he said:—

“The department of agriculture has six 
horticulturists in the field giving demon­
strations in care and management, and the 
inspection of all imported nursery stock, 
tad spraying regulations are being rigidly 
enforced. The government has established 
demonstration stations on Vancouver Is­
land for the education of fruit growers in 
the most approved methods of establishing 
tad conducting orchards.” 

li Of the general work of the provincial 

department of agriculture, Hon. Mr. Young 
said:—

“We are assisting and encouraging the 
agricultural industry generally by grants 
df money to Fanners’ associations tad in­
stitutes, the Fruit Growers’ association and 
Agricultural Fairs associaton, each receiv­
ing an annual grant of $3,000. The Farm­
ers’ institutes now number fifty-seven, with 
a membership of’about 6,000, and the Wo­
mens institutes, lately inaugurated for the 
purpose of co-operative work- in domestic 
science, hygiene, and all that makes for 
health and comfort in the home, are prov­
ing very successful. There are now twenty- 
$vo of these with over 700 members. The 
Work of the department of agriculture has 
been greatly extended, and now in addi­
tion to institute lectures, orchard demon­
strations, inspection of herds and dairies, 
officers of the department are conducting 
thirty fruit packing schools, holding winter 
short courses in agriculture, stock judging 
contests, fruit packing contests, inspection 
of apiaries, and performing many other 
minor but important duties for the bene­
fit of the farmers.”

There should be a suggestion in all this 
for the New Brunswick department of ag- 

j riculture. But there waa another interest­
ing matter to which Hon. Mr. Young re­
ferred. He said:

“The government is doing everything 
possible to induce capital and population 

. by keeping up a1 persistent publicity cam­
paign and increasing the vote for immigra­
tion every year. During the last year the 
bureau of provincial information and the 
agent general’s office distributed over "half 
a million bulletins, reports, pamphlets and

volution tonight appears to be an accom­
plished fact. Greet Britain in the future 
will be governed practically by the house 
of commons, with its hereditary upper 
house possessing only a veto with a time 
limit of two years. The peers find their’ 
one gleam of hope in the predictions that 
the next Conservative government 
overturn Asquith’s revolution and restore 
the old conidtions, but the radicals are 
confident that in such matters the hands 
of the clock will never turn back.

Yesterday the future career of the veto 
bill was apparent to all politicians and its 
acceptance by the house of lords not doubt­
ed. Premier Asquith dispelled all clouds 
today by communicating informally to Mr. 
Balfour, leader of the opposition in the 
house of commons, the substance of an an­
nouncement which he will make in that 
house on Monday. His letter, which Mr. 
Balfour communicated to the meeting of 
lords this afternoon was brief and to the 
point. The prime minister stated that the 
king had agreed to take such measures as 

necessary to secure the passage of 
the bill, and brushed aside the lingering 
hope a few peers have cherished that the

Royal Interest In 
Visitors From 

Dominion

I: last meeting the Maritime 
Medical Society has gone out of existence, 
and while it certainly ■ did good in many 
ways, especially m its early days, in later 
times it resolved itself in a meeting of the 
medical men of the province in which it 
was held. Our New Brunswick society 
certainly ought now to take on increased 
vigor. It is to be hoped that the attend­
ance in future will be largely increased.

A letter has been received by the sec re 
tary of this society from the Canadian 
Medical Association, urging us to affiliate 
with that society.

There are many reasons why this should 
be done. The main obstacle against it is 
the formation of our society which is a 
provincial institution, having fqr its legal 
existence the duty of meeting yearly to 
appoint members to the medical council 
of New Brunswick, in case of vacancies, 
consequent to the death of members, or 
from their term of office having expired. 
On that aa a base a superstructure was 
placed, viz.:" the ordinary New Brunswick 
Medical Society.

The ordinary society makes its own laws 
and bye-laws, but the medical act gives 
the right to vote for members of the medi­
cal council to every registered practition­
er of the province. The New Brunswick 
society can join the Canadian Medical As­
sociation, but cannot take away from a 
registered practitioner that right, whe­
ther he, as an individual joins the Cana­
dian Medical Association or not.

Advanced Cases of Tubercules'*

I wish to call the attention of this so­
ciety 'to the advanced add incurable cases 
of tuberculosis. In-St. John it is estimat­
ed that there are about 1,100 cases in all 
stages. Several hundred of these must be 
advanced and incurable. Unless means 
are taken to educate these to the danger 
of spreading the disease, and to isolate 
them aa far as possible, all efforts to 
the incipient cases will be more than bal­
anced by the spread of tuberculosis by 
the more ignorant and careless of these 
advanced cases. In order to get good re­
sults from the present crusade against 
tuberculosis, much more effort will have 
to be directed against these cases than ia 
being done at present.

Nearly all the efforts are being directed 
to the cure of incipient cases, and the in 
curable cases are left to go on spreading 
the disease, especially in homes where 
poverty, ignorance and carelessness pre­
vail. But more must be done. A large 
number of those having tuberculosis, re­
quire to be removed to hospitals for ad­
vanced and incurable cases, both for hu­
manity’s sake and for prevention. The 
public are being educated to be afraid of 
the disease, and at the same time no pro­
vision is made for those advanced cases, 
who have no homes, and who, in many 

will not be received into boarding­
houses or hospitals. They are placed in 
as bad a position as if they wery lepers, are 
In a much worse position, because lepers 
will be provided and cared for by the 
province.

This matter is too large to be dealt 
with by voluntary subscriptions, as they 
vary greatly from time to time. The pre­
vailing opinion is, that in the end, hos­
pitals for advanced cases of tuberculosis 
will hâve to he provided by the domin­
ion,—provincial and municipal, authorities, 
in the same way as they now provide' 
asylums for the insane, general hospitals, 
and alms houses. In the meantime, while 
we delay, the advanced and incurable cases 
keep on spreading the disease, and make 
possible the large yearly death rate from 
tuberculosis.

The measure passed last year by the 
Hazen government in regard to the ap 
pointment of medical health officers, un­
der certain conditions, in cities and towns, 
is legislation which is already producing 
good results. The municipality of the 
City and Cbunty Of St. John, took im­
mediate action on the new measure. St.
John is now provided with an enthusias­
tic and competent medical health officer, 
who has just.returned from Montreal with 
the degree of D. P. H.

jourBecause of the valuable suggestions it 
contains, the Times here gives in full the 
address of Dr. A. F. Emery, president of 
the New Brunswick Medical Society at the 
annual meeting held here this week. It 
follows:—

In looking up a subject to bring before 
the medical society at its annual meeting, 
it seemed at first, as if every theme had 
been taken up and thrashed out thor­
oughly at former meetings. But the sub­
ject of medicine does not stand still. Con- 
tinually, methods are changing, due prin- 
cipally" to discoveries in the departments 
of pathology, and bacteriology. Old me­
thods of treatment have to be discarded 
or presented to the patient in a different 
form. New methods of treatment are be­
ing advocated and experimented with, such 
as the serums, and the vaccines. This is 
especially marked regarding the vaccine 
of typhoid fever, which, at first used to 
prevent the disease, especially in the ar­
my, is now being tried with apparently 
good success in modifying and curing the 
disease.

Salvarsan or 606 is added to the list of 
valuable pharmaceutical products; what 
its true value is will soon be known, as 
it is being thoroughly tried all over the 
medical world. The many changes in the 
practice of medicine, the longer courses 
at the medical schools, made necessary by 
more complicated subjects, compel the 
busy practitioner to devote more time to 
the study of medical papers and books, 
in order to keep pace with the ever in 
creasing demands for more accute medical 
knowledge.

In regard to means to improve ourselves 
medically, we, in New Brunswick, are 
somewhat handicapped by not being direct­
ly connected with a medical school.

We are, at a long distance from medical 
centres. Several attempts have been made 
to remedy this, hut so far nothing tangi­
ble has been accomplished.
U. N. B. Post-Graduate Course

It is iea that a medical college could 
not be thought of as the field is far too 
limited. A post graduate course of study 
under the guidance of the New Brunswick 
medical society; or a post graduate course 
of study forming an extension series of 
medical lectures under the control, and 
attached to the University of New Bruns­
wick, have both been suggested.

This connection with the University of 
New Brunswick, would give the post grad­
uate course a status, and make it provin­
cial in character. The lecturers could be 
drawn from outside, as well as froth With­
in the province. The importance of this 
subject is Well worth the consideration of 
the society.

An increased interest in the subject 
of tuberculosis is being taken all over the 
world. Efforts are principally directed 
to the erection of sanatariums for incip­
ient and curable cases, and for the dis 
tribntion of literature to educate the peo­
ple to a knowledge of its dangers, and 
how to prevent it spreading. In New 
Brunswick, through the efforts of the local 
government and the generosity of Mrs.
Jordan, a sanitarium is being prepared at 
River Glade, N. B., for the reception and 

of incipient cases, and as a centre for 
the distribution of information in regard to 
tuberculosis.

tional number of Canadians in Britain 
this year stimulated interest in political, 
social and- financial circles regarding the 
affairs of the dominion, the knowledge ac­
quired will require, time to soak in to have 
its full effect.

Col. Ray, the mayor of Port Arthur, 
was only one of the recent visitors to re­
mark upon, the inability of the average 
Briton to realize what the territorial ex­
tent of the dominion really is, the differ­
ence in the climate of various areas and 
the extent of the resources in minerals 
and undeveloped water-powers, as well as 
in agriculture. Most noticeable of all is 
the scepticism with which the true story 
of the rapid growth of villages into towns 
and of towns into cities, within one or 
two decades and the consequent abnormal 
rise in real estate values is received.

The facts adduced by such men as May­
or Ray, Mayors Guerin of Montreal, San- 
for Evans of Winnipeg and Geary of 
Toronto, sound too much like a fairy tale 
to the stay-at-home Briton, particularly to 
the old fashioned spinster aunt and parson 
executor types of investors who control 
so many millions among them, but whose 
hereditary instincts lead them to look 
upon any investment which brings in mote 
than the tTraditional 3 per cent of consols 
or government annuities—with suspicion.

"Come and see for yourselves,” was the 
natural retort of the Canadian mayors, 
and the best net results of the boom of 
interest in1 the ' dbmihion will doubtless 
come about through a largely increased 
drift of tourist travel from Europe toward 
Canada on the part of the type of finan­
cial advisers who are most trusted by the 
classes of the community alluded to.

Undoubtedly, ultra-conservative tenden­
cies, are breaking down among the old- 
fashioned types of bankers and brokers 
who have had time- to realize that those 
Canadian government securities, which

discloses that conditions from the consum­
ers’ standpoint are not as good as last 
year and inquiries do not hold out any 
promise of a betterment. True, butter 
and eggs show a slight improvement, but 
potatoes and some classes of meats are 
high, and berries have been almost double 
last year’s figures. Generally the dealer 
will tell you that there is not much 
change, but a little questioning from this 
one and a little from that one results in 
more knowledge.

The following retail prices will give some 
idea; eggs that sold last year for twenty 
to twenty-one cents now bring nineteen 
cents, but are likely to go to twenty-two. 
Butter that last year sold for from twenty- 
two to twenty-six cents, now brings from 
twenty to twenty-four, but it, too, is like­
ly to climb. Potatoes are decidedly high; 
where they could be purchased last year 
for $1 and some times $1.25, they cannot 
be secured now for less than $2 and $2.50 
a barrel. The new potatoes are coming 
in at $1.25 a bushel, said to be about equal 
to last year’s opening price.

As for meats, beef by the cut is four­
teen to twenty cents, as compared with 
sixteen and eighteen last year. There is 
not much domestic beef. As one dealer 
expressed it, “there seem to be no cattle 
in the country.” Lamb keeps up well, 
and is high, bringing fourteen to twenty 
cents, as against fifteen and eighteen cents 
last year. Fowl are selling for $1 and 
$1.50, and are scarce. The price shows 
little chance from last year. Pork at fif­
teen and sixteen cents, shows no change, 

does veal at twelve to sixteen cents.

f Modern Institutions
The introduction of the street car and 

the more extended use of electricity are 
matters of yesterday to Mrs. Palmer. The 
appearance of the “General Smyth” and 
the “Water Witch” was a revelation to 
her and her young friends so many years 
ago.
