Fredericton, June 6.—Intimating that
in the near future steps would be taken
to relieve the cramped condition of ‘the
accommodations at the Provincial Nor-
mal School, and speaking strongly .in
favor of continuation of a minimum
salary standard in order to keep school
teachers in the province, Hon. P. J.
Veniot, Premier of New Brunswick,
was heard in an eloquent address at
the closing exercises of the Provincial
Normal School here this morning.

Lieutenant Governor W. F. Todd pre*
sided and there was a large attendance.
The Premier and other members of
the Provincial Government were oD
the platform.

The principal, Dr. H. V. B. Bridges,
outlined the work of the school for the
year. He made particular reference to
the progress made by the French-
speaking pupils. .
Medals Presented

The Governor General’s silver megdal
for the highest professional standing
in Class 1, was presented by the Lieu-
tenant Governor to Elmer H. Wiley, of
St. Stephen.

The Governor-General’s bronze medal

Commenting on the fact that this
was the first time he had had the pleas-
ure of attending the closing exercises
at the school, Premier Veniot con-
gratulated the officials on the progress
made during the last few years.

He said that he had been informed

—
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DIVERTING ST. JOHN WATER,

In the House of Commons on June 3,
while the matter of diversion of water
from the Great Lakes by the Chicago
‘Drainage Commission was under dis-
cussion, both Mr. Caldwell of Carleton-
Victoria and ‘Mr. Michaud of Resti-
gouche-Madawaska brought up another
case of diversion, in which this city
and province are much interested. Mr.
Caldwell, after expressing agreement
.with those speakers who said that
Canada’s - rights with respect to the
Great Lakes must be maintained, re-
minded the Minister of the Interior
that nothing effective had yet been
done with respect to the diversion of
water from the St. John river to the
Penobscot by interests in Maine. This
has been going on for some years at
Chamberlin Lake on the Allagash.
The dam on the Allagash is in the
United States, but the stream is tribu-
tary to the St. John river. Some years
ago, as Mr. Caldwell explained it, a
dam was built preventing the flow of
water into the Allagash for the benefit
of lumbermen on the Penobscot. Mr.
Caldwell pointed out to the House that
‘at the present time the Government of
New Brunswick is making a survey at
;Grand Falls for the purpose .of devel-
oping. power, and the loss of water in
the case of the Allagash would be 2
. serious handicap to the enterprise. Mr.
‘Caldwell had understood that Canada
made a protest some time after the
dam was built, the result being a ten-
tative agreement that the wooden dam
should be allowed to stand, not being
of a permanent character, but that it
“should not he rebuilt. 'That should
(have meant that within a reasonable
‘time the water would be allowed to
‘return to its natural channel. The
diversion still continues, and because
of the projected Grand Falls develop-
ment, he said, “we want that water
now, possibly worse than we ever did
before, or ever would again.”

Mr. Michaud gave the House some
additional information, saying that
Chamberlin Lake is at the head, of the
Allagash, and that some Maine lumber-
men . secured authority from the
Legislature at Augusta to dig a canal
from the lake into the Penobscot, thus
diverting all the Chamberlin Lak=
water from the Allagash, and so from
the St. John.;, New Brunswick made
objections at first and for a time the
Maine Legislature refused to ailow the
company to do the work. This author-
ity, however, was granted twenty ot
thirty years ago and the diversion was
effected. Mr. Michaud said that the
loss of water seriously affected log
driving in the St. John. “I hope the
Minister of the Interior will take the
matter up,” he said. I think the hon
Member for Victoria and Carleton
brought this question up in the early
part of the session. We are very much
in earnest and we feel we have been
more or less abused by our American
friends. If we let thém go ahead in
the future, I do not know what will
become of the country.” g

This is a grievance of long standing,
and the justice of New Brunswick’s
ease seems so clear that a satisfactory
settlement of the issue may be regarded
as long overdue.

SUPPOSING A CASE.

" “Having figuratively kicked the Japan-
. ese down stairs, the United States now
®hears, from a high autherity on naval
strength, what might happen should
Japan retaliate by taking the Philip-
pines some morning before breakfast.
. Rear-Admiral Bradley A. Fiske, who
occupied a post of importance in the
American navy during the war, now
warns his fellow-countrymen that if
" they should go to war with Japan they
would discover that their fleet would
be more or less helpless so far as
effective operations in the Far East
are concerned. The Admiral says that,
of course, he “does not mean to suggest
that war is even possible,” and imme-
diately goes on to say that it is pos-
sible, pointing out that “the Japanese
and the Americans have taken atti-
tudes that are irreconcilable and that
the Japanese have virtually broken off
diplomatic relations by giving their
ambassador a vacation.” Such attitudes
and such acts,” he says, “have usually
preceded wars, though they have not
always been followed by wars” As to
the fleets, he contends that the Ameri-
can navy is not superfor to that of
Japan except approximately as five to
three in the matter of capital ships.
He asserts that it is far from being
superior in that ratio as to personnel,
and that if Japan should take the Phil-
ippine Islands “and thus force us into
war we should find ourselves in =»
ieplorable condition because of the
‘ack of trained men as well as of other
;requisites.”

He says Japan wants the Philippines
because they flank her communications
not only to America, but to China and
India. If they had those islands they
would then possess all of the long chain
of islands that guards the coast of
Asia and would command all the coast
of China and the routes to and from:
India and America. He pleasantly
observes that many American naval
officers agree with him in being sure
Jana~ ranld take the Philippines and

that, while the United States would be
bound by every principle of honor and
of international responsibility to try
to. retake them, its ability to do so
within any reasonable time is extremely
doubtful. If Japan had the, Philippines
the American fleet, deprived of that
base, would have to go to the coast of
Asia, more than 5,000 miles from bases
on the United States west coast, and
more than 3,000 miles away from the
solitary dry dock in the Hawaiian
Islands and engage the Japanese fleet
close to its own bases. Admiral Fiske
says the American fleet could not
approach the Japanese coast because of
the mine fields, and in case of damage
to ships, which would be inevitable,
there would be no available dry dock
within 38,000 miles. He wants more
ships and more aircraft, of course.

He" thinks it his duty to say that
“even if war is not to come, the
American people ought to realize that
we are unprepared for,it if it does come,
and that we shall have to fight the war
alone instead of with the assistance of
the British and the French.” Interest
in Admiral Fiskes views is increased
by the fact that for some years he
occupied a position in the navy which
called for study of the problems pre-
sented by a possible war with Japan.

There scems no likelihood at present
of war between United States and

possibilities in both countries does not
improve the relations. It must be hoped
that such discussion will soon subside,
in which case the outlook for another
international conference to limit arma-
ments will be much better.

A JOYOUS TIME.

How Newfou:ldland enjoys _itself
when it has an election may be seen
from this headline, which appears in a
St. John’s newspaper over an account
of a meeting of the free and enlight-
ened and lively electors held on the
evening of May 8l:— |

“Flanmre of Indignation Sweeps Over
St. John’s When Drink-mad Gangsters
Are Used to Disgrace City.”

The headline adds that police were
engaged before and during the meeting
in protecting switches and electric
light wires around the building in order

It was considered desirable that any"
slaughter that might ensue should not
be carried on in the darkness. The
outsider’s interest in this meeting—and
there have been many like it during
the last few weeks—is not in the merits
of the candidates or the virtues of any
cause, but merely in the methods
which the St. John’s newspaper de-
scribes. By way of introduction and
in commenting upon the meeting it
observes: “Never in the history of
St. John’s, nor in the history of poljti-
cal or public meetings in this country
since the ‘day Newfoundland got
responsible government, has the intel-
ligence of a people been so insulted or
so trampled in the gutter of rowdyism
and indecency as it was last night in
the Majestic Theatre.”

'The meeting was held in order that
certain Liberal candidates might ad-
dress their fellow-citizens. This seems
like an ordinary event that should
occasion no excitement, but we judge
from the printed word that, while
some present wished to hear the spe;
ers, others wished to hang them. g At
all events, the writer says that as a
result of the meeting “the city last
night stood dumbfounded with sur-
prise that such ruffianism and such
absolute savagery could rear its ugly
head in a civilized community in this,
the twentieth century.” One of the
orators was a Mr. Fitzgibbon, whose
efforts were unhappily marred by
some dissenters who are described as
“a gang of the enemy’s followers,
primed with liquor, which took up a
position, in massed formation, on the
inside corner of the gallery.” What
happened to Mr. Fitzgibbon is rathet
difficult to discover, so remarkable are
the statements made concerning his
performance. In the first place we are
told that he “delivered & splendid and
stirring address.” In the next senténce
the writer says that “it was impossible
to get anything like a connected ac-
count of Mr. Fitzgibbon’s address
because of the continual interruptions,
obscene remarks and general disorderly
conduct” of the enemy’s cohorts. In
spite of the fact that it was impossible
to follow the orator’s remarks, the
newspaper says that they “were re-
veived with thunderous applause by
the intelligent and decent section of
the audience.”

Mr. Duffy was to speak next, and
tried to do so, but, says the account:
“The language from the gang in the
gallery was frightful, and a numbet
of men in the lower section of the hall,
their sense of decency and citizenship
outraged beyond further endurance, got
up from their seats to go and - make
short work of the drunks who were
creating the disturbance, but, fearing
serious results from this course, the
candidates persuaded these men to keep
their seats, otherwise bloodshed might
have resulted”” Mr. Dowden followed
Mr. Duffy and “he was given a tre-
mendous ovation.” So far, so good,

The account contains much more of
the same character, but enough has
been reproduced to demonstrate what

was, and with what dignity, calmness
and good will some of the people of
Newfoundland carry on discussion of
their political questions. In less for-
tunate and enlightened countries politi-
cal meetings are sometimes marked by
both excitement and bitterness.

Sunset tomorrow will usher in the
Jewish festival of Shabuoth, or Weeks,
which is the second in the cycle of
three pilgrim festivals ordained in the
Pentateuch, says an article issued - by
the tract commission, central Confer-
ence of American Rabbis. In ancient
times, when the Hebrews inlmbited
the Holy Land, this festival was agri-
cultural in character, marking the be-
ginning of the wheat harvest. Its

After the Hebrews had been driven]
out from Palestine this festival nat-,
urally lost its agricultural significance, |
and it therefore assumed in post-Bib-
ligal times an entirely new meaning.
It came to mark the anniversary of
the greatest event in the history of |
Israel, namely the giving of the Ten
Commandments at Mount Sinai.
Thus while Passover marks the birth-
day of the Jewish people, Shabuoth |
marks the birthday of the Jewish re-
ligion. If we compare Jewish history
with American history it could well be
said that if Passover commomerates
the Declaration of Jewish independence,
Shabuoth comnrémorates the accept-
ance of the Jewish Constitution.

The Jew, continues the article, is
justly proud of the Decalogue which
has been accepted by all civilized!
humanity and which, in spite of its
antiquity, cgntinues to be the basis
of all law cthics. At the synagogue
the service of th~ festival of Shabuoth
includes, in addition to the T'en Com-
mendments, also the reading jof the
chapler from Exodus immediately pre-
ceding them. Here the Jew is remindea
that the purpose of the ten basiz laws

to make of Israel “a Kingdom of
priests and a holy nation.” . The
Hcebrew who had beer liberated from
Egyptian serfdom was told at the fool
of Sizai that he must exchange the
service of Pharaoh for the service of
humanity. This lessomy is still em-
phasized today so that the burden of
Shabuoth is that the Jew must con-
tinue to be “the servant of the Lord.”

Italy suffered waridamages to the
xtent of about t billion dollars.
That damage has now been repaired.
Before the war the wealth of the coun-
try, measured in gold, was not quite
twenty-two billions. Now it is twenty-
one and a quarter billions. Her pre-
war annual national income was three
billion nine hundred million. Now it
is estimated by some Italian- econom-
ists at five billion three hundred mii-
lion. The Bankers’ Trust Co. of New
York considers it to be three billion
four hundred million.

Consider that Italy was war torn
She suffered the destruction of towns
and cities. Furthermore her recuper-
ative power was not potentially as
gredt as that of Germany.

And yet Germany, which was never
invaded during the war, does not send
out any such record of recuperation
as comes from Italy. Germany had
a greater potential recuperative power
than Ttaly and she had no war devas-
tation within the empire to make good.

MUCH VARIETY IN
CUSTOMS DEBATE

Liquor Warehouses and Liq-
uor Smuggling Figure in
Ottawa Discussion.

Ottawa, June 6.—A day spent on
customs estimates brought House dis-
cussions in supply which varied from
imported coke to export liquor ware-
houses, from the dumping duty to a
new ctistom house for Toronto. On the
export liquor warehouses Hon. Jacques
Bureau, Minister of Cus‘toms, declared
that licenses for such warehouses were
not issued except on the recommenda-
tion of the Provincial Government con-
cerned. J. Morrison (Progressive, Wey-
burn) said that it was a case of “pass-
ing the buck”—a charge which Mr.
Bureau vigorously denied.

From Progressive ranks came a plea
that the dumping clause should be
eliminated or sparingly used and there
was a reference to its effect on Cana-
dian apple growers.

.Hon. H. H. Stevens urged that re-
tention of the dumping clause was es-
sential to British Columbia fruit grow-
ers.

All customs estimates were eventu-
ally passed.

Main Vote $7,262,000

The main vote of $7,262,000 for the
Department fo Customs and Excise;
was divided under five different heads,
including $5,720,710 for salaries and
contingent expenses of the several ports
including pay for overtime of officers,
and temporary buildings and rentals.

Mr. Church said a new customs
building was needed in Toronto. Mr.
Bureau agreed with this.

H. C. Hocken (Conservative, West
Toronto) said that there were a large
number of customs ports in Canada
which produced no revenue. There
were 37 of these in Nova Scotia, 28 of
them in Quebec and the same condi-
tion ran throtgh other provinces.

Smuggling of Liquor

The minister replied that these ports
were necessary as part of the pre-
ventive service. They were necessary to
prevent liquor smuggling and other
smuggling. Liquor was smuggled into
Canada from the U. S. These ports
A1d not produce-revenue but they sent
revenue to other ports.

J. E. Harris (Conservative, East
York) said that a lot of liquor was
being shipped in bond to Newfound-
land, Bermuda, Cuba, Mexico and
other places. i

In the case of some of these ship-
ments the boats carrying them re-
turned to the Canadia® port in one,
two or three days and got other car-
goes. He asked the minister whether
landing certificates were received before
the cargoes were released from bond,
and whether any protests had come
from governments of those countries
to which the liquor was consigned,
protesting that the certificates were not
genuine. s

Mr. Bureau said that landing certi-
ficates were obtained before cargoes

were released from bond. There had |

Reen no representations such as Mr.
Horris indicated. In certain cases the
department had doubted the genuine-
ness of some of the landing certificates
and had sent them to the Government
of the country to which the goods were
consigned for investigation. Tehy had
been found to be genuine.

ASK HIGHER TARIFF,
NO PREFERENCES

Manufacturers End Annual
Session—Lt.-Col, Hatch
New President.

Montreal, June 5—The Canadian
Manufacturers Association at the clos-
ing session of its annual meeting here
this afternoon adopted the following
resolutions:

Favoring immediate increase in tariff
on finished products and when that has
been accomplished negotiations be-
tween Canada and other countries, es-

pecially those in the British Empire,
directed toward reciprocal preferential
tariff agreements;

Requesting the Dominion Govern-

ment to cancel the British preferential
tariff or to increase Canadian tariff
rates to equalize the difference between
cost of production in Canada and in
the United Kingdom;

GRAIN CONVEYORS WILL BE PROVIDED
AT SAND POINT FOR NEXT WINTER'S
BUSINESS, ANNOUNCEMENT TODAY

Word to Board of Trade from Public Works Minister is
Confirmed by Alex, Gray, Resident Engineer—
Cost About $125,000.

That additional grain conveyors
would be provided for the coming win-
ter season at this port was the cheering
word made public this morning
through the Board of Trade and Alex.
Gray, resident engineer of the Public
Works Department.

The Board of Trade received a letter
from Hon. J. H. King, Minister of
Public Works, stating that Parliament
had under consideration the granting
of an appropriation for the erection of
grain conveyors to No. 16 berth, and
also for Courtenay Bay harbor im-
provements. It was understood that
dredging operations are to he carried
on in Cousvenay Bay.

Mr. Gray, when asked about this,
was able to confirm the announcement
that the grain conveyors would be ex-
tended to No. 16, and said the work
would be completed in time for the

i opening of the winter port season and

they would be connected with the new
C. P. R. elevator. The estimated cost
of the work was about $125,000, Mr.
Gray said, and the work would be done
by contract.

Repairs to Trestle.

Good progress was being made on
the repairs to No. 3 trestle, it was re-
ported this morning by A. Belyes,
superinterident of harbors. He said
that next week it was the intention to
start the work on No. 5 trestle, and
this was quite an extensive job, as it
was necessary to go down about 50 feet
below street level for a distance of
about 300 feet. He said that at the
present time about 40 men were em-
ployed, and next week there would be
another 35 or 40 men at work.

One crew of men are engaged in re-
newing the planking of the Reed’s
Point wharf.

BYRON C. TAPLEY
CLOSE T0 DEATH

Former St. John Man in a
Runaway Trolley in New
York Crash.

From letters to friends in this
city it is learmed that Byron C.
Tapley, formerly of St. John, and
for the last ten years a resident of
New York city, was one of the vie-
tims in a runaway trolly collission
which occurred on May 14, on the
viaduct at 155th street, New York.
He boarded an Ogden avenue car 1n
Amsterdam avenue. From that

point for half a mile is a steep de-|
{ cline to the 156th street bridge over |

the Harlem river. The car was a
one man affair, the motorman acting
as conductor as well. It was oper-
ated by the front door, with the rear
door barred and closed rendering
exit in that way impossible.

All control of the car was lost
from the top of the grade—-power
gone, and both brakes wuseless.
Two autos were slashed on the way
down and the car sped on like a
shot out of a gun until it struck a
crowded 163rd street Crosstown car
at the foot of the grade, driving
the other car half way into the
Ogden car. The impact was fright-
ful. :

30 Hurt.

Thirty persons were injured, some
fatally, and the cries [rom those
hurt and dying, he writes, were
enough to turn one’s hair white.

Mr. Tapley was cut and bruised
in twenty places. He writes that
he has effected a satisfactory settle-
ment with the company.
