IS THE UNION BILL TO BE THROWH OVER’ |

On Monday ev onlng, in the Fortland
City Council, Ald. Connors of the Fifth
ward, who was one of the most active |
enemies of union, declared very positive-
iy that the Act, continuing the Mayors
and Aldermen of St. John and Portland
in office wonld b2 repealed by the Legis-
lature, the plain meaning of this
announcement being, that the Union
bill, which has been prepared with such
infinite labor, and for the consideration
of which the Attorney-Gen. has been hold-
ingthe Legislature,isto be thrown over |
nuntil next session and perhaps defeated |
altogether. Ald. McGoldrick, also of |
the Fifth Ward, who worked very hard
to defeat union has been going through
Portland whispering to his friends that
union was to be defeated after all. Soli-
citor General Ritchie, while justifying
his position with regard to the act re-
cently passed, to postp.ne the elections
inthe twocities, said that if anything
happened to preventthe union bill pass-
ing he would vote to repeal the
emergency act. Mr. Quinton and Pro-
vincial Secretary MeLellan said the
same thing, in almost the same language.
Mr. Michael McDade, who besides being
official reporter of the House is also
correspondent of the Telegraph, writes to
that paper that gll the members are
agreed that if the union Dbill is not
passed, the emergency act should be
repealed. Now why, the reader will
naturally ask, should such a suggestion
as this be made by three St. John mem-
bers on the floor of the House of Assem-
biy, and by persons in their confidence ?
Because, if common rumor is
to be credited, there is a design
on the part of these people to throw over
the union bill, by starting frivolous ob-
jections and blocking its passage in the
House of Assembly, thus securing the
postponement and perhaps the entire
defeat of union. We respectfully invite
the attention of the Attorney General and
ulso of the voters of this important con-
stituency to these singular rumors.

The same rumor which represents
Messrs.  Ritchie, Quinton -and Mec-
Lellan as leing untrue to the
cause of union; supplies reasons
of their lack of interest in a subject which
the people of both cities have so muchat
heart. Mr, Ritchie is said to desire to
be made Police Magistrate, and Mr.
Quinton is credited with a wish to be
Chief of Police. One obstacle | alone
stands in the way of the gratification
of the ambition of these gentlemen,which
ie that it is not thought advisable to open
this constituency at the present time.
Here is a difficulty which can only be
overcome by throwing over the union
bill and sacrificing the interests
of the public to - their own
personal advantage. If the two gentle-
men in guestion were asked to consider
the desires of the people in regardto this
matter, they would probably answer in
the language of the late W. H. Vander-
bilt: “ the public be dA——d.”

The Provincial Secretary is said to be
influenced by a different motive from
that which affects his colleagues. He
wants, it is said, to save Mr. David Tap-
ley, police and civil magistrate of Port-
land, from being legislated out of office
this year, so that the Tapley interest may
not be lost to him. There is also a
report that the Secretary has an am-
bition to become High Qheﬂﬂ' of this city
and county.

We give the rumors for what Lhey are
worth, without in any way vouching for
their truth,but in a day or two the public
will be able to judge, by the attitude of
these gentlemenin the House of Assemb-
lytowards the union bill,whether the stor-
ies that are current are to be believed or
not. If Mr. Ritchie and Mr. Quinton are
found interposing frivolous objections to
the bill, then it will be at once presumed
that they are influenced by personal
motives and not by a regard to the
wishes of the public. As the union bill
will go to Fredericton to-night or to-mor-
row morning, the people of St. John will
not have long to wait for a full disclosure
of the sentiments of the three St. John
members to whom we have referred. Tt
would be singular indeed if the wishes of
the people of the two cities, as clearly ex-
pressed by their votes, should be entirely
defeated in order to enable two men to
obtain civic offices and a third to retain,
for amrother year, an office which he is
unfit to hold. If such an intrigue as we
have indicated js it progress we are well
satisfied that the Attorney General is no
party to it, for he iga politician with a
future, and he surel¥ would not sanction
such trifling with the popular will. Such
a scheme is well enough to whisper in
holes and corners or in a select ward |
eaucus, but it has only-to be brought to
the light of day to have its rank absurd-
ity exposed. The friends of Mr. Tapley
way rest assured that he will not be
suffered to hold his present position even
if the union bill should be defeated, for |
there is such a thing as a grand jury in
this county, even if the Portland City i
council refuses to deal with the report of |
its own committee.

THE PROPOSED SU GAR REFINERY. |

Plans and speuﬁcahons have been re-

ceived here for the sugar refinery, which |
it is proposed to erect in this city, and |
are now engaging the attention of these ‘
|.xp1mhsl~x who are expected to invest in | ‘
the schéme.

| machinery complete and all of the most |
modern class, will cost, it isestimated |
about $150,000. Such a refinery as it is
proposed to erect will do a business of
about $1,500,000 annually, and farnish
employment toa very large number of
people. That St. John is the Lest place
in Canada fer a sugar refinery cannot
be - doubted. There are already
two sugar ' refineries in the
Maritime Provinces, one at Halifax,
the other at Moncton and both pay hand-
somely, but neither is so advantageously
situated as a refinery in 8t. John would
be. The sea voyage from the West In-
dies to Halifax is precisely the same as
to St. John, and the raw material can be
landed at one place as cheaply as'at the
other. But here the equality ceases.
St John can obtain its fuel from the
Springhill, Joggins or Grand Lake mines
much more cheaply than Halifax can
bring coal from Cape Breton or Pictou.
Again for the Upper Province trade St.
John has the advantage over Halifax of
277 miles in the land carriage of the re-
fined article, and the same advantage
holds good whether Quebec, Montreal
or  Toronto is the objective
point. St. John also can command the
whole sugar business of western Nova
Scotia from Annapolis to Cape Sable, and
| it can meet the Halifax article on more
| than equal terms at Amherst. The
Moncton refinery labors under the dis-
advantage of having to carry its raw
material 89 miles if landed at St. John or
188 miles if landed at Halifax. Its coal
must all be carried by rail from Spring-
hill, a distance of 71 miles or from the
Joggins a distance of about 70 miles, so
that the average price of coal is dearer
than at St. John. The refined article to
go to the upper provinces has to be carried
89 miles farther than the refined sugar
made at St. John. The only points
where Moncton could compete with, St.
John are in the North Shore coun-
ties and in the county of Westmorland,
and the only points where Halifax could
compete with this city in sugar making,
are in Eastern Nova Seotia and Cape
Breton. These considerations will no
doubt have their due weight with capit-
alists in inducing them to subscribe
their money for this promising enter-
prise. The subsidy granted by the Dom-
inion governmentto a line of steamers
running from St. John to the West
Indies, insures a steady supply of the
raw material for the- refinery and this
point being settled and the special ad-
vantages of St. John being shown, ali
the rest is simply matter of detail.

THE HARVEY-SALISBURY LINE.

We are well pleased to see our
esteemed contemporary, the Sun, follow-
ing the lead of the GazeTTE in condemn-
ing the proposal to build the railway
from Harvey to Salisbury as a govern-
ment work, and to make the Fredericton
bridge free, while no similar provision
is made with regard to the railway
bridge here. The Sun very properly
points out that the government, in ask-
ing Parliament for $2,000,000° to build
this road, is assuming a much larger
obligation than the $63,400 a year for
twenty years, which was originally set
apart for this portion of the Short Line.
The force of this objection is further
strengthened by thefact that it is evident
$2,000,000 will not be sufficient for the
work, and that $3,000,000 oreven a larger
sum, will be needed for the construction
of the road and  the ' purch
of the bridge But the real
point of the matter is not the amount
but the principle involved. Tf the con-
tract made between the government and
the Canadian Pacific Company required
the Jatter to build thisportion ofthe line
this contract should be enforced. But if,
asseems be the case,there is no such obli-
gation on the Canadian Pacific Company
then the whole matter should have end-
ed here. There is neither reason nor
common sense in the government assum-
ing an obligation of such magnitude, as
the construction of this  road
will involve. In view of what
they have witnessed the poeple
of St. John may very well assume, that it
is the settled policy of the government
to neutralize the natural advantages of
St. John over Halifax as a winter port,
by the most lavish expenditure of public
money. On this point the Sun very traly
remarks :—

The ministers of the crown greatly
underrate the feeling in this and the
nelghborm§ counties if they suppose
that while lavish outlay is made to over-
come the disadvantages of Halifax, and
while the trade of that city is assisted by
the heaviest steamship subsidies ever
paid in Canada, noresentment will be felt
here if St. John is left to compete unas-
sisted with her bounty fed neighbor. The
truth is that this winter port matter is
more important to the peopte of St Jflohn
and its neighborhood than any party
question and it is proper that the govern-
ment should know it. No Canadian
minister will ever be able to convince
our business men that the claim they
make for the city is not just nor will any
politician find it possible to teach them
that it is their duty not to resent unfair
treatment. This journal which has
some knowledge of the sentiment
entertained by the best and most
influential friends of the government in
this part of the provimce,is convinced
that a failure of the government to meet
the fair claims of St. John, especially
since such lavish expenditure is' to be
made for Halifax, willnot find defenders
among the leading liberal conservatives
either now or at the next election. There
are many who have made and would yet
make great personal sacrifice for the
overnment whose leaders they have so
ong supported. But they cannot sacri-
fice their city.

It is a pity that the Sun had not used
this bold method of dealing with the
subject a little earlier, but better late
than nevér. The Board of Trade should
be called together for the purpose of
giving expression to the views of our
merchants and business men on this
important matter.

Mr. Haggart’s bill to amend the postal
rates has been altered in some of its fea-
tures, but as passed yesterday in com-
mittee is still a very unsatisfactory
measure. Under it, in cities where
there is a free delivery, the rateon
drop letters isto be two cents instead
of one as heretofore. The rate on photo-
graphs and printers manuscript is to be
doubled and there is* to be
a compulsory registration of letters be-
lieved by the post master to contain
valuables. Against all this the only offset
is the increasejof the weight limit of asin-
gle letter from half an ounce to one ounce.
The bill, instead of being a measure to
reduce postage is really to increase it
for there are five hundred drop letters
mailed to every single letter that exceeds
half an ounce in weight.

The people of the county of Restigouche
have contrived to get along without a
newspaper for a century or more, and
now they are likely to have two. The
Pioneer which was started two or three
weeks ago under the editorship of Mr.
Bruce Macdougall, attacked the manage-
ment of Mr. Schreiber on the Intercolon-
ial, and for this offence Mr. McDougall
was promptly dismissed.

What was Done in Parliment Yesterday.

ase | . Orzawa, April' 9.—Hon. Mr.Tupper
mmlg’ra reading of the bill}

amending the Fisheries Act, which pro-
hibits netting for salmon in tidal wat~
ers, and Mr. Weldon, of S8t. John
raised the question of its constitutionality
and argued that it would disastrously
affeet St. John’s river fisheries.

Mr. Ellis moved the six months’ hoist
of which he had given notice, and argned
at some length against the bill,

Mr. Mitchell asked Hon. Mr. Tupper to
state his reasons for this measure and
by whom it had been applied for.

Hon. Mr. Tupper declined to be cross-
examined at this stage.

Mr. Mitchell then denounced the bill
in all the moods and tenses as inspired by
fly fishermen mostly foreigners. There
was not a single petition from our own
people asking for it.

Hon. Mr. Tupper in reply read from
Hansard of 1883 to show that Mr. Mitch-
ell thén advocated a Dbill of like im-
port. From 1967 to 1882 the department
proceeded on in the idea that the fishing
act should be construed just as this bill
seeks to make it, and it was the license
issued by* Mr. Mitchell when minister
which gave rise to the litigation
over riparian rights such as the
Queen v. Robinson of St. John,
which resulted in the courts decid-
ing that the act did not apply to New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia at all. He
said that Mr. Ellis had misunderstood
the government’s object, as the bill was
in the interest of the tidal fishermen by
protecting the spawning grounds. He
argued that the falling off of 23,887 1bs. in
the catch in the tidal part of the St. John
river in 1888 from the grevious year, and
also of 23,198 1bs. in the non-tidal water
of the same river showed the necessity of
prohibiting the netting of these fish. He
replied at some length to Mr. Weldon’s
remarks, as tothe unconstitutionality of
the proposed legislation, and submitted
that no radical change was effected.
