Letters Wire Received Yesterday From 
Capt. Buckholtz, Who Is Ar­

ranging Deal.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)
Letters wbre received yesterday from 

Capt. Otto Buckholtz, Vho with En­
gineer Hewitt, is in England for the 
purpose of buying a steamer for the 
service on the west coast of this Island. 
Capt. Buckholtz states that he has not 
yet closed a deal for a vessel, but says 
that negotiations are in progress for 
the steamer Watchful. This is the 
first time the name of the steamer has 
been divulged by the parties interested, 
the greatest secrecy having been main­
tained so far in organizing the 
pany and in conducting its business.

By reference to Lloyd’s register it Is 
found that the Watchful is a steamer 
of 353 tons gross and 184 tons net reg­
ister. She is classed as 100 Al. She 
was built in June, 1882, and her di­
mensions are given as follows: Length, 
155 feet; beam, 24 feet, and depth of 
hold, 10 feet 8 inches. The ship is reg­
istered in Liverpool, 
with compound engines, the cylinders 
of which are 20x38 inches, with a 30- 
inch stroke.

BY UNITED STATES
GOVERNMENT TO-DAY

War Secretary Taft Made Provisional 
Governor—Will Exercise Power 

Until Peace Is Restored.

Havana, Sept. 29.—An American pro­
visional government assumed posses­
sion of Cuba to-day, when War Sec­
retary Taft’s proclamation, declaring 
himself provisional governor of the 
island was formally issued. The 
Gazette and thousands of copies of the 
document were distributed in Havana 
and elsewhere. The terms of the pro­
clamation caused general satisfaction, 
especially on account of the moderate 
terms in which it was expressed, its 
statements that the provisional govern­
ment of Cuba is undertaken only on 
account of the necessities of the 
situation, and its promise that the pro­
visional government will be maintain­
ed purely for the purpose of restoring 
peace, order and public confidence until 
a permanent government is established.

No one appears inclined to doubt the 
good intentions of President Roosevelt 
and his representatives, and there is 
no apprehension of any serious trouble 
or resistance to the provisional gov­
ernment in any part of Cuba.

While Governor Tàft has not yet 
taken possession of the palace, it is 
only because ex-President Palma will 
not be ready to vacate the official resi­
dence until Monday, and Mr. Taft 
desires to do whatever he can to suit 
the ex-president’s convenience. No 
disturbance of any kind occurred last 
night. The business interests here are 
gratified at the change of government. 
The fact that the Cuban flag has not 
been lowered is an evidence of this. 
This establishes a precedence in pro­
visional government and protectorates. 
Governor Taft’s proclamation reads as 
follows:
To all people of Cuba:

“The failure of congress to act on the 
irrevocable resignation of the President 
of the Republic of Cuba, or to elect a 
successor leaves the country without 
a government at a time when great 
disorder prevails and requires that, 
pursuant to the request of Mr. Palma 
the necessary steps be taken in the 
name of the President of the United 
States to restore order and protect life 
and property in the Island of Cuba and 
the islands and bays adjacent thereto, 
and for this purpose to establish there­
in a provisional government.

“The provisional government hereby 
established will be maintained only 
long enough to restore order, peace and 
public confidence by direction in the 
name of the President of the United 
States, and then to t hold such elections 
as may tie necessary to determine these 
persons upon whom the permanent 
government of the island devolves in 
so far as is consistent with the nature 
of a provisiqpal government establish­
ed under the authority of the United 
States. This will be a Cuban govern­
ment, conforming with the constitu­
tion of Cuba. The Cuban flag will be 
hoisted as usual over the government
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DEAD MAY EMBER
MORE IRAK BUNDED

Death Roll as Result of Storm Is Increasing 
-Property Loss Amounts to Millions 

of Dollars.
Mobile, Ala., Sept. 29.—Between 75 proper is enormous. It is contended by

some that there is not a building in 
the city which has not been damaged. 
'Some of the largest

Buildings Suffered Severely.
Christ Episcopalian church was severe­
ly damaged. The spire of St. Francis 
Baptist church was blown down and' 
every other church building in the city 
sustained some loss.

Hotels suffered severely, the Bien­
ville losing its kitchen, which was 
blown away, and the Cawthom losing 
many windows through which the rain 
poured, damaging carpets and dra­
peries to the extent of $4,000. The 
heaviest loss will fall on the merchants 
along the waterfront, who although 
warned of the coming of the tropical 
storms made no effort to remove their' 
goods. The damage to stocks is es­
timated at $300,000.

Reports of damage to boats in the 
bay and in the gulf are numerous. The 
British steamer Dorisbroke is said to 
be high and dry on Dauphin island. 
The British ship Phoenigland lies 
ashore in the lower part of the bay 
with all masts gone. The pilot boat 
Louise Harper was carried four miles 
inland.

Scranton, Miss., is said to have suf­
fered severely from the storm. Many 
houses are said to have been levelled 
and all the trees in the place have been 
blown down. No lives are reported 
lost.

At Biloxi the bath houses and the 
wharves are damaged and much of its 
tine shell road is destroyed. The 
storm is known to have

Raged With Great Severity 
all along the north coast of the gulf, 
but reports from there are lacking.

Trains are running on the Mobile & 
Ohio, and on the Southern railway," 
but the Louisville & Nashville, whose 
tracks skirt the bay, are in bad shape. 
That road last night had 2,000 men at 
work on its line but the obstructions 
are so great that it will hardly be pos­
sible to open the line inside of three 
days.

and 100 lives lost, fully two score of 
vessels driven ashore or wrecked in
various parts of the Gulf of Mexico, 
damage amounting to $4,500,000 in the 
City of Mobile and to several millions 
at outside points, is the record of the 
storm which swept over Mobile on 
Wednesday and Thursday nught.

No accurate estimate of the number 
of the casualties can be made yet and 
it is doubtful if it will be known for a 
week or more.

Grave Apprehension
is being aroused at the situation in 
Gulf ports where it is thought many 
lives were lost. Reports from this point 
are meagre.

It is declared by municipal officers 
that no lives were lost in Mobile, but 
that the deaths occured in places in a 
radius of fifty miles of this place.

The storm made its appearance in 
the neighborhood of Mobile on Tuesday 
aftei'noon, when fitful winds began to 
blow and the barometer fell. The wind 
rose steadily all through Wednesday 
and between 2 and 6 o’clock in the af­
ternoon that day blew 48 miles an hour. 
At 7.20 on Thursday morning it reach­
ed its highest speed, blowing from 
eastern quarter 55 miles an hour, the 
barometer fallirlg to 28.84. A few min­
utes after 8 o’clock on Thursday Aiorn- 
ing the wind died down and the bar­
ometer began to rise. The total rain­
fall in Mobile during the storm was 
6.8 Inches.

While the storm was at its height the 
Water From the Bay 

was driven in with great force on the 
city, the waves coming over the ends 
of the wharves five feet deep. Three 
blocks into the city the 
driven, filling every basement 
store in that quarter of the city.

While the storm was at Its worst, it 
was impossible to do anything to save 
the boats which were slowly driving 
ashore. Tugs were sent out in a num­
ber of instances, but they were not 
able to accomplish much until the 
storm abated somewhat.

Hundreds of trees were 
uprooted. Trees have fallen across the 
railorad tracks to such an extent as to 
practically suspend railroad traffic to­
ward the east of Monticello.

END OF ELOPEMENT. WHEAT ED OFMan Found Dead in Boarding House- 
Woman Says He Killed Himself.

Paterson, N. J., Sept. 28.—Two pistol 
shots ringing out in quick succession in 
a fashionable boarding house on Summer 
street here early to-day revealed the 
tragedy of a man lying dead in a room 
with a bullet in his head, and a woman 
cowering in the corner screaming and 
wringing her hands, wrhich were bleed­
ing profusely. The woman said she was 
Cora Page, and that the man was Floyd 
Bingham, and they had eloped from 
Binghampton, N. Y.

According to the story of the woman, 
who first claimed that she was the dead 
man’s wife, Bingham had killed himself 
while despondent over his lack of money 
and after he had attacked her with a 
pair of shears. Bingham was unsuccess­
ful in finding employment here and the 
couple frequently quarrelled, 
after a dispute of unusual violence, Bing­
ham tried to stab her with the shears, 
the woman declared, and she defended 
herself. In the struggle her hands were 
badly cut, and she was forced to grapple 
for the scissors to save herself from 
more serious wounds, 
man gave up the struggle, seized a re­
volver, pointed the weapon at his head 
and fired. He missed his aim, and the 
second time he pulled the trigger the ball 
entered his forehead and pierced his 
brain. He appeared to have died almost 
instantly.

The Page woman admitted that she was 
married and that she had deserted her 
husband. The police say she is about 30 
years of age and of attractive appear­
ance.

ESTIMATED AT EIGHTY-FIVE
MILLION BUSHELS

Crop Would Have Been Larger but for 
the Hot Wave In 

August.
To-day

Ottawa, Sept. 29.—The trade and com­
merce department has received a report 
which indicates the wheat yield in Mani­
toba, Alberta and Saskatchewan. It is 
placed at eighty-five million bushels 
from 4,500,000 acres. It is said that the 
yield would have been considerably 
larger, but for the hot wave in August, 
which was very severe. About six mil­
lion bushels of the new crop has been in­
spected. Of this 25 per cent, is No. 1, 40 
per cent. No. 1 Northern, 15 per cent. No. 
2 Northern, or 80 per cent, of the yield 
high grade. The fine weather is facilitat­
ing threshing, etc. Some damage from 
frost is reported from the Regina coun­
try.

GOVERNOR BULYEA OF

ALBERTA GIVES OPINION

Describes Growth of Adjoining Province 
and Mentions Facts Regarding 

Northern Fertility.

(From Saturday’s Daily.).
“ The growth of Alberta can best be 

gauged by the recent census,” said His 
Honor George H. V. Bulyea, Lieu­
tenant-Governor of that province this 
morning. “In 1900 the population of the 
new provinces, if I remember rightly, 
was about 169,000; the census of this 
year gives Alberta 185,000 and Saskat­
chewan 272,000. This is a satisfactory 
indication of how things are progres­
sing. The Grand Trunk Pacific ex­
pects to be in Edmonton next spring 
and to be in a position to help carry 
the wheat crop of 1907. Surveys are 
practically completed from Edmonton 
eastward, and to the west there are 
a large number of parties working and 
surveying the different passes through 
the Rockies. The Canadian Northern 
is also building two new branches out 
of the Albertan capital. One runs to 
the north about 90 miles having its 
terminus at Athabaska landing. This 
means that supplies can be sent dowh 
the river to Fort McJAniray in flat 

" bottom boats. Westwteç#! from Ed­
monton the same company is rapidly 
building towards British Columbia, 
This year a branch is being construc­
ted to Stony Plains. On this they are 
laying rails this fall."

“Do you know anything of that por­
tion of British Columbia west of the 
Rockies?” queried a Times reporter.

“Well, there are a number of people 
from Edmonton who have visited- the 
Peace river valley," said His Honor, 
“and they ail bring back good ac­
counts. Large portions have fairly 
good land and there are many swampy 
meadows that can ■ be drained. The 
country is also very rich in timber and 
minerals.

"About growing wheat—?”
“Wheat can certaintly be grown 

there. It is successfully cultivated 
250 miles north of Edmonton and vegi- 
tabies also in the same locality. People 
generally have a very strange idea of 
the climate in that country. Of course 
wheat cannot be grown in the mount­
ains, but on the prairies it may safely 
be said that it can be raised much 
farther north than is generally sup­
posed.

“You ask about coal. I hardly think 
Alberta requires to look to British 
Columbia for that. The Crow’s Nest 
fields run in the south west corner of 
Alberta and great development is now 
going on. There is splendid hard coal 
at Anthracite, near Banff, and Leith- 
bridge coal has been used by the C. P. 
R. for many years. In Edmonton the 
local market is practically wholly sup- 
lied by coal mined in the immediate 
vicinity. I understand these measures 
extend into the Peace river vally in­
cluding that portion of British Colum­
bia.”

Coming back to the question of set­
tlements in the north, Governor Bul­
yea said—"There are settlements 
springing up as much as 400 miles 
north of Edmonton, and therefore It 
can be easily seen that the Peace river 
valley in your province must be avail­
able for agricultural purposes. Mr. 
Macdonald, who recently arrived in 
Edmonton after surveying the Domin­
ion reserve in that district gave a 
very good account of it, stating much 
of it was arable."

His Honor, immediately before com­
ing to Victoria, spent some three 
weeks in the Okanagan Valley. "It is 
a great fruit country,” he said, “there 
will be a very large crop coming from 
there next season. Speaking of fruit, 
I visited the Victoria exhibition yes- 
terady, and was much pleased with the 
fruit shown there. There is no doubt 
that the prairie must look to British 
Columbia for its fruit supply and, from 
what I have seen, your province is well 
able to meet the demand. It will short­
ly require a much increased acreage, 
however.”

Governor Bulyea travelled this sum- 

also attracted his admiration. Hemer,
spoke enthusiastically of the mining 
districts, again mentioning fruit when 
referring to the vicinity of Nelson. "But 
you have one of the most beautiful of 
cities here," he concluded.

Every 
building in the post is seriously dam­
aged, and some have been destroyed 
completely. No casualties so far as 
known.”

Capt. Lawrence S. Miller, command­
ant of Fort Barrancas, Fla., reported 
that three enlisted men. are missing 
from that fort, that Fort McRae was 
almost totally destroyed, and that Fort 
Pickens suffered severely.

Sear-Admiral Capps said to-day that 
all of the vessels sunk at Pensacola 
probably can be raised and repaired, 
but that the work will require much 
time and money.

Day’s Sitting in Vancouver. miniHIED MilVancouver, Sept. 28.—Barney Martin 

was the only witness examined this 
morning before the shipping office com­
mission. He denied ever having shang­
haied anyone, especially the man Gil­
lespie, who wrote letters alleging that 
Martin or some one connected with his 
boardinghouse had done it. Martin said 
he saw Gillespie at the time he shipped 
on the Segura, and was certain he not 
only was not shanghaied, but was per­
fectly sober. Mr. Laird, of Victoria, had 
written a letter to Vancouver In conse­
quence of information he received from 
Capt. Davies, of the Segura, In which 
he (Laird) drew the conclusion that 
Gillespie was simply using this allega­
tion to- get clear from the ship, Martin 
denied having shanghaied a youth 
named Rolin Ferrer, and swore he had 
never heard of him.

Mr. Bird, on behalf of the Typogra- 
■ phical Union, asked Martin if he had 
any connection with a red brick cottage 
on Market alley In the rear of Laura 
Scott's Dupont street house. He Indig­
nantly repudiated the suggestion of 
Mr. Bird that he ever steered any sail­
ors Into any house on Dupont street.

New York, Sept. 27.—Arma Tashjian, 
an Armenian who was arrested last 
night and charged with the murder of 
his brother, Marker Markarian, con­
fessed to the police to-day that he 
killed his brother. He said that he 
threw his brother’s head into the Hud­
son rivef. A part of the dismembered 
body of Markarian was found in a pit 
near West 36th street on Sunday. The 
head, legs and part. of the arms were 
missing, and as the head has not yet 
been found the identity of the body 
was unknown until Tashjian confessed.

Tashjian withstood the operation of 
the police system all last night with 
fortitude. ’ This morning he was first 
arraigned in the Tombs court and then 
taken to the morgue. On looking at 
the parts of the body of his brother he 
broke down and said, according to the 
police, “I want to tell all; I did it." 
He then made- a confession to Police 
Inspector McLaughlin. He said that 
he killed his brother because he was 
the “meanest and stingiest fellow he 
ever saw.”

Last Saturday night, he said, he 
quarrelled with his brother over money 
and Arma told Markar that he was too 
stingy to live, that he would be better 
off dead, that he made a god of his 
money and that when he died he would 
try to take It with him.

“I made up my mind to kill him that 
night," said Tashjian. “He went to 
sleep and I stabbed him in the neck 
while he was asleep with that knife," 
pointing to a knife found by the po­
lice.

Pensacola, Fla., Sept. 27.—The worst 
sea storm and hurricane that the Gulf 
coast has exprienced in a century be­
gan last night and is still raging late 
to-day. It is reported that many lives 
between the city and navy yard have 
been lost, but the report does not ob­
tain credence. It Is known, however, 
that many streets in that section, are 
under five to ten feet of water, and 
many women have been taken from 
second storey window's.

The estimated • property damage is 
Every house in Pensacola

New Orleans, La., Sept. 28.—The first 
hopeful reports since the storm abated 
here early last night was brought in 
by a Grand Island train which came up 
the bank of the Mississippi from a point 
of about 70 miles below the city. The 
trainmen reported that they had seen 
no serious damage, although at several 
places the water was an inch deep 
over the rails.

New Orleans, which apparently was 
on the eastern end of the hurricane, 
suffered damage to. property of 
about $76,000 which includes the loss 
of several coal barges all but two of 
them empty, which foundered in the 
Mississippi river. The remainder of the 
damage was done along the shore of 
Lake Pantchart and along the railroad. 
The telephone service In the city was 
badly crippled by the blowing down of 
poles.

-New York, Sept. 28.—The World to­
day says: Ivan Ivanovitch Norodny, 
chief executive commissioner of the 
Russian military revolutionary party, 
is here to establish headquarters In 
America for the revolution. He comes 
to solicit one million signatures to a 
petition to the Czttr, praying for lib­
erty, Justice and amnesty; He comes 
upon a mission of education to disavow 
the bloody acts of terrorists.

A mild mannered man is ..Norodny, 
about 40 years bid, whose face tells the 
story' of‘his suffering. Twenty years 
ago a happy "husband, owner of several 
estates and a man of consequence in 
Finland, the land of his birth, to-day 
he weeps for his wife, confined in an 
asylum, the victim of the brutality of 
the Cossacks, he prays for the repose 
of the sould of his eldest born, slain by 
the same Cossacks. Four years In a 
Russian prison left him a physical 
wreck. Most of his fortune has been 
confiscated by the Russian government.

"I come to solicit names,’’ he said 
last night, while1 seated in his rooms in 
the new Hotel Albert. “I shall present 
my petition first to the five Americans 
best known in Russia. They are Pres­
ident Roosevelt, Mark Twain, Wm. J. 
Bryan, Thomas A. Edison and Miss 
Kane Adams, of Hull House, Chicago.

“I have here prepared a propaganda. 
In part it says: ‘On behalf of 160,000,000 
of people I cry out for help. We re­
quire nothing but active and sympa­
thetic moral support. Oceans of blood 
were spent to free the black slave. 
Millions upon millions of my country 
are suffering a worse slavery. We 
despise anarchy and every form of 
violence.
Czar, not a war.of blood, but a war of 
education, a war of moral suasion. The 
Russian peasant hungers for learning, 
for books, for teachers, for Christian 
missionaries. This is the war I would 
wage on the Czar. This is not the time 
for fire and sw'ord.’ ”

Was Responsible for the Salisbury Rail­
way Disaster.

Telephone, telegraph 
and electric light wires are among the 
mass.London. Sept. 28.—Excessive speed, 

which caused the engine to overturn, it 
has been decided by the Board of Trade 
inspectors, caused the Salisbury railroad 
disaster of July 1st last, in which up­
wards of a score of Americans lost their 
lives.

The report issued to-day says that all 
the evidence points to the fact that the 
speed was at least twice as great as auth­
orized by the company, and possibly it 
was as much as seventy miles per hour. 
Harrison, the guard of the train, is cen­
sured for not applying the continuous 
brake when he knew the speed was dan­
gerous, which would have greatly re­
duced the speed of the train. The board 
found no evidence to support the alleged 
charge that Americans or anyone else 
were in the habit of tipping the engineers 
of the steamboat expresses in order to 
get them to increase the speed.

The waterfront is strewn with 
wreckage for miles on either side of 
the city, and vessels are piled on the 
wharves or where the wharves once 
were in utter ruins.

ion should be laid out and sold to aid 
in the construction of the road." Then 
quoting a section of the "Terms and 
Conditions" bearing on his contentions 
on behalf of the Dominion government 
Mr. Trutch goes oA: 
statement made in the preceding para­
graph, It now becomes necessary that 
an understanding be arrived at with 
the government of' the province by 
which the Dominion may receive an 
equal area of lands available for farm­
ing or economical purposes in lieu of 
those which, on investigation, may be 
found to be unavailable within the 
forty-mile belt, and the Dominion gov­
ernment urgently request the concur­
rence of the government of British 
Columbia in . the following arrange­
ments: i.e., That such territory situate 
within the forty-mile belt referred to 
in the section of ‘Terms and Condi­
tions’ above quoted as may be found 
on a thorough examination and inves­
tigation useless for farming or other 
valuable purposes, may not be regarded 
as properly forming part of the land 
consideration, to be received by the 
Dominion, but that the same be elim­
inated from area in the belt de­
scribed, and that an equal area of land 
suitable for farming or other valuable 
purposes be selected elsewhere in the 
province in lieu thereof. The area to 
be selected outside of the belt men­
tioned should, in addition, include a 
quantity of land to represent that in 
the Fraser River Valley and elsewhere 
along or in the vicinity of the railway 
line which may be found to have been 
already disposed of by the province, or 
with regard to which valid claims may 
be preferred as also to cover the de­
ficiency caused by the international 
boundary on the mainland and' the 
coast line on Vancouver Island re­
spectively falling within the forty-mile 
belt."

The reply of the Walkem government 
to this demand was written on the 4th 
of May, 18S0. It was practically a re­
fusal to consider the matter, although 
the Dominion government was request­
ed to “define the lands which they 
might consider valueless for agricul­
tural or other econbmic purposes; to 
indicate the lands which they might 
desire to secure in lieu thereof; to state 
how they proposed to deal with such 
lands if ceded to them, the committee 
deeming it essential that this should 
be done in order to prevent, as far as 
possible, an extension of the serious in­
jury and loss already sustained by the 
province by the withdrawal from set­
tlement since June, 1873, by special re­
quest of the Dominion, of a valuable 
tract of 3,200 square miles of land on 
Vancouver Island for railway 
poses."

BETTER TERMS AND
MISREPRESENTATION.

Nar-During the present month the repre­
sentatives of the various provinces*" of 
the Dominion will meet at Ottawa rep­
resentatives of the government of Can­
ada for the purpose of discussing the 
present status of the confederation com­
pact and the future financial relations 
of the provinces with the central gov­
ernment. The conference Will be a very 
Important one, and if practical results 
are to follow, the delegates, it is 
scarcely necessary to point out, must 
endeavor to clear their minds of all 
sectional prejudices and to consider 
the various subjects in a broad, liberal 
■end tolerant-spirit.

British Columbia has long claimed 
that the terms of the union, in the light 
of experience, have not proved equit­
able in their effects. The grievance 
was taken up in the first Instance by 
representatives of the Liberal party, 
who, after a careful analysis of such 
data as was available, held that the 
case for “better terms” had been such 
ns to call for an investigation. 
Conservatives w^re very discreet in 
their utterances until after the advent 
of tiib government of Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier, when the light began to percolate 
and they finally did perceive that there 
was something in the demand for more 
liberal financial treatment on the part 
of the Dominion. Now it may be said 
that the province is practically unan­
imous on the subject. Ih fact, the 
present government of British Colum­
bia may be fairly described as “ram- 
pagious" in its demands—so utterly 
unreasoning and unreasonable that its 
leading organ has gone the length of 

-publishing what may be described as 
ak “travesty" or “burlesque" on the 
political history of the province in the 
evidently mistaken belief that thus it 
was either establishing a strong case 
on behalf of the provincial govern­
ment or setting up something that in 
some mysterious way would prove the 
undoing of the Dominion government 
in case it turned a deaf ear to oift sup­
plication.

Premier McBride will, we understand, 
be one of the representatives of the 
province at the meeting shortly to be 
held at Ottawa to consider the matter 
of “better terms." Before taking h\ 
departure we would exhort the Premier 
to clear his mind of all the arguments 
his organ has-advanced in support of 
the claims of British Columbia, because 
we can assure him, or he can assure 

Xÿimself by an examination of_ docu­
ments in the archives at the govern­
ment buildings, that they will not bear 
investigation, and if they are put for­
ward they will surely prejudice his 
entire case.

The cost to the province of the con­
struction of the E. & N. Railway, for 
seme inexplicable reason, has been 
made the principal plea for amendment 
of the terms of union. A few weeks 
ago the Colonist said:

“Just what it cost British Columbia 
to get the E. & N. railway, which 
should Have been built without cost to 
us, is a little difficult to determine. 
At current government prices, the land 
in Peace River, which is among ‘the 
best in the province, is worth $5.00 an 
acre, or $17,500,000. It could be sold en 
block to-day to a syndicate for that 
sumi The 2,000,000 acres of land on the 
Island—land, timber and coal—is worth 
er would be worth to-day at least $12,- 
500,000. So that in round figures we 
gave up assets worth $30,000,000 for a 
railway which cost less than $3,000,000 
tc build, and which we were entitled 
tc receive for nothing—for a railway 
which cost the Dominion, including 
what was paid in connection with the 
drydock, about $1,100,000.

Here to-night were present 
captains of industry, people representa­
tive of the great commercial life of 
Canada. (Hear, hear.) This fine at­
tendance of so many prominent busi­
ness men of Canada could not fail but 
impress the Governor-General. As to 
the toast, he confessed he was not able 
to deal as ably with it as he would 
wish. He referred to the time when 
Ontario 'was covered with virgin for­
ests, most of which have now disap­
peared. Some would say that British 
Columbia was the greatest producer of 
lumber. (Hear, hear.) This province 
had perhaps the largest area of timber 
of any province, yet the time had come 
when the rapid depletion should be 
stopped, and the forests made a per­
manent source of revenue. He made 
reference to the

Great Extent of Forest Wealth 
which might be converted into pulp. 
This one feature had impressed him 
and the great necessity of conserving 
the forests. This, however, was only 
a small instance. As a result of the re­
cent convention of the Forestry Asso­
ciation at Ottawa, legislation Was pass­
ed creating a forest reserve in the two 
new provinces of the Middle West. This 
was onts great step toward the conserv­
ing of the timber resources. He ex­
pressed, his strong sympathy with the 
objects of the association.

E. Stewart, president of the Forestry 
Associatibn, was gratified to note the 
change in public sentiment in regard 
to forests. The Germans and many of 
the nations of^Eurdpe regard forestry 
as a mark of 'cïvilàfeîon, and. told of 
the visit to Canada'of an ovër-forester 
from Baden, Europe. When that gentle­
man asked where he could see the for­
ests of Canada, he was told by a clerk 
that this was a civilized country and 
we had no forests. Forest revenues 
meant not only a supply of timber for 
lumber purposes, but also a supply of 
water. Fur farms, he said, was pos­
sible. These might be cultivated, and 
with them fur bearing animals and 
fish. (Applause.)

Overton Price said .the greatest im­
pression he would carry home with him, 
was that the United States will have 
to hustle to keep abreast of Canada in 
forestry.

John Hendry conveyed the thanks of 
the association to the Governor-Gen­
eral for the inspiration of his attend­
ance and the address which he made. 
He assured His Excellency that he 
would find no heartier welcome in any 
part of the Dominion than in British 
Columbia. (Applause.)

The

FAIR LECTURES.

We have received several communi­
cations protesting in vigorous language 
against the “broncho busting" exhibi­
tions given at the fair. As all the 
shows, major and minor, are now mat­
ters of history, it is not necessary to 
publish the letters in question. At the 
same time, we believe the protests are 
well taken, and should receive consid­
eration from the management of the 
fair. It may be that the condemnation 
of our correspondents is too sweeping, 
because the riding of several of the 
"busters” was really worth seeing as 
demonstrating the skill that may be 
acquired in sitting upon the back of a 
bucking horse that has inherited from 
its ancestors many tricks designed to 
bring about the downfall of mere 
bipeds who ■tfrould become its masters. 
The objectionable feature of the “bron­
cho busting" exhibition, from the point 
of view of people who object to cruel 
treatment of animals, was to be found 
in the fact that most of the horses had 
apparently been thoroughly broken or 
"busted" before they arrived here. 
Their subjugation was so complete that 
they were quite reconciled to the mast­
ery of their riders and prepared to ac­
cept life along the lines laid down by 
their conquerors. But of course “ex­
hibitions” could not be given that 
would be satisfactory to the majority 
of people with horses whose rebellious 
spirits had already been subdued. 
Therefore it was necessary to inject 
life, or “ginger’Mpto them. The "devil” 
in thg bronchos had to be aroused in 
order to demonstrate human ability to 
exorcise him and send him back to the 
place from whence he came. In pur­
suance of this object, it is claimed by 
many that the spurs were used too 
freely—that to torture animals into a 
frenzy of terror for the purpose of 
making a holiday for a multitude is not 
a feature that ought to be connected 
with an exhibition. And we are not 
sure that the point is not well taken. 
The objectionable features in connec­
tion with the broncho contests over­
shadowed the good. This fact should 
be remembered in arranging for special 
features next year. There is not a 
shadow of doubt that if the “broncho 
busting” contests had taken place 
under private auspices they would have 
been speedily stopped by authority.
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But the Walkem government passed 
and one less careful of the interests 
of the province succeeded it. The de­

British Columbia was a rich product 
and a tempting prey to any predatory 
nation. It was the largest province, 
perhaps the richest, and the most 
sparsely populated province of the Do­
minion. At the present moment the 
protection of the British fleet enabled 
Canada to develop her nationality in 
perfect freedom in any direction that 
her people might desire." The Prime 
Minister of Australia, Mr. Deakin, had 
said that Australia should undertake 
its duty toward the Empire by under­
taking as far as possible its own de­
fence. He endorsed that expression. 
But, he asked, from where was1 the 
enemy to come? British Columbia had 
been likened to Switzerland. It was 
equal in area to twenty-four Switzer- 
lands. It should follow the example of 
Switzerland and teach every boy at 
school how to repel invasion should it 
ever come.

It had been asked on Tuesday what

Future of Canada 
would be. When the time was ripe the 
citizens of British Columbia should 
have as great a voice as the citizens of 
Middlesex or of Devonshire in Imperial 
politics. It was an idea he would com­
mend, that Canada as one of the five 
sister nations should join in the gov­
erning power in proportion to their 
respective powers of defence.

In­
stead of there being a flat rate of 310 
all round he wishes a graduated license, 
based on the value of the property oc­
cupied. This has been discussed re­
peatedly, and Is believed to find favor 
with the majority of the municipal 
officers of the province.

Aid. Fell’s motion reads as follows:
“That the legislative committee of 

this council be Instructed forthwith to 
place Itself In communication with the 
officers of the union of municipalities, 
with a view to concerted action In seek­
ing amendments In the next sitting of 
the legislative assembly to the Muni­
cipal Clauses Act, more particularly in 
seeking power to the councils of cities 
having over 10,090 Inhabitants to im­
pose, in lieu of the present general 
license tax of 310 per annum on busi­
ness, a general license business tax not 
exceeding 10 per cent, of the annual 
value of the business premises occu­
pied, such rental value to be based on 
5 per cent, of the assessed value of 
land and full value of Improvements,, 
together with special license taxes 
where this mode does not equalize the 
burden of taxation and retaining the 
existing license taxation In other re­
spects, and in seeking the incorpora­
tion of clauses of the Ontario Muni­
cipal Act to give enlarged powers of 
self-government to cities,, and general­
ly as to all necessary amendments 
which affect the city municipalities- 
throughout the province.”

Notice is also given by Aid. Fell on 
behalf of Aid. Davey, chairman of the 
special committee on liquor licenses, of 
a motion per leave to introduce the 
“Liquor License Regulation By-Law.” 
This will radically change the existing 
system. Three by-laws dealing with 
sidewalks are also to be introduced by 
Aid. Vincent; the Street Paving Local 
Improvement By-Law, 1906, (No. 1); 
the Permanent Sidewalk Construction 
(No. 13) Local Improvement By-Law, 
1906, and the Street Pavlhg Local Im­
provement By-Law, 1906, (No. 2.) Aid. 
Goodacre gives notice of the "Return 
and Additional Assessment Permanent 
Sidewalk Construction (No. ’ 11) Local 
Improvement By-Law, Ï906.”

A report from the city assessor pre­
sented at the last council meeting, 
showing many inequalities in previous 
assessments renders this by-law neces­
sary.

Aid. Hall is preparing for the elec­
tions, and gives notice: “That the 
usual notification to license holders and 
householders of requirement to quality 
as voters at the ensuing elections for 
Mayor and aldermen be advertised fol­
lowing the precedent of previous 
years.”

The Mayor also gives notice that he 
will move "That the seal of this cor­
poration be affixed to the agreement 
with Dr. Hannington for the tempor­
ary occupation of a site on Aldermere 
farm, Millatream, as prepared by the 
city solicitor.” This may be taken as 
the first actual move in the newly pro­
jected water supply as the 
mentioned is proposed to be used for 
testing the amount of water available 
in Highland district.

BUYING IN VICTORIA.

AH Furnishings Poesibe For the New 
Empress Hotel Will Be 

Purchased Here.

Everything suitable that can be pro­
cured, in Victoria for the new Empress 
hotel, both for furniture and decora­
tion, will be bought in the city, was the 
announcement made by Hayter Reed, 
manager in chief of the C. P. R. hotel 
system, to-day. He also said that the 
furnishings will cost $250,000.

Mr. Reed arrived in the- city yester­
day accompanied by Stewart Goodson, 
who will assume the management of 
the new hotel upon ife completion. The 
reason for their visit is to fix definitely 
upon the scheme of decoration and fur­
nishing for the big structure facing the 
James Bay causeway.

“I cannot yet give any particulars 
regarding the furnishing of the Em­
press hotel,” Mr. Reed said this after­
noon. “We are here to fix upon these 
matters. There will be many styles of 
furniture used; certain suites being ar­
ranged in the manner of different pe­
riods. One could not possibly give any 
details of an expenditure of a quarter 
of a million dollars until everything 
was completely thought out.”

“Will any of the furniture be pur­
chased locally?1' asked the reporter.

“Yes,” replied Mr. Reed, “you can 
say that everything it is possible to 
procure in Victoria will be bought 
here.”

Both the gentlemen mentioned are 
accompanied by their wives. Mrs. Reed 
is a recognized authority on furnish­
ings and is retained by the C. P. R. to 
superintend installations of this char­
acter besides advising on purchases.

If the Japanese seal hunters were as 

good marksmen as they are strategists 
the seal rookeries of Behring Sea would 
this year have been depleted of prob­
ably half the herds which annually 
migrate to those far distant islands. 
The Victoria sealing schooner City of 
San Diego, Capt. ffolger, which return­
ed to port at 6 o'clock last evening in 
the fore rank of the home coming fleet 
of sealers brings news of a sharp game 
played by the sealers of Japan to de­
prive the lessees oi the Pribyloff and 
St. Paul islands of the fruits of pri­
vileges which they have for so long en­
joyed' to the envy of those who have 
to hunt the little fur bearing animal at 
sea. As is well-known the Japanese 
have year by year been increasing 
their fleet until this year Capt. Folger 
says it numbers in the neighborhood of 
twenty-five schooners. They are un-, 
restricted in operations by any of the 
terms of the modus vivendi, compelling 
Canadian vessels to use spears in kill­
ing, are not obliged to keep without a 
sixty mile zone around the Pribloff and 
St. Paul islands, and are permitted to 
use almost any sort of fire arm. Thus 
favored the Jap schooners formed A 
cobine which, if successful, would have 
seriously militated against the Victoria 
schooners, while it might have had 
grave results for those who control the 
business on the; islands. Forming a 
cordon around the islands the Jap ves­
sels lingered off shore in waiting for 
the herds to pass them en route to the 
rookeries. Being permitted by interna­
tional law to go within three miles of 
the coast, they were thus in a unique 
position, and in a way to secure im­
mense catches. But their plan, though 
brilliantly conceived, failed, 
herds of seal passed their vessels and 
through inexperience comparatively 
few were killed. Indeed it is doubtful, 
Capt. Folger states, If the Japs did 
well as the Canadians. They shoot wild­
ly, and made so much noise as -to 
frighten most of the seals away before 
many were captured. But if their tac­
tics failed this year they may not

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POTTER PROCESS FOR
TREATING ZINC TAILINGS

Important Notes by Dominion Commercial 
Agent Regarding Discovery of Mel­

bourne Metallurgist.
Large

As much interest is apparent in Bri­
tish Columbia regarding the treatment 
of zinc ores the following extracts 
from the current weekly report of the 
department of trade and commerce re­
garding Cne potter process may be use­
ful. It will be noticed that an easy 
laboratory test is Included in the re­
port which is the work of D. H. Ross, 
commercial agent in Australasia. The 
report, in parts, reads as follow's:

“Considerable intej-est has been 
aroused throughout Canada and the 
United Ctales by my report of March 
19th last—Weekly Report No. 118—upon 
the successful treatment (discovered by 
a Melbourne metallurgist) of enormous 
quantities of zinciferous tailings which 
had acqumulated around the zinc-lead- 
silver mines in Australia. At the re­
quest -of the department of trade and 
commerce further details are sent here­
with.

“The process discovered by Mr. Pot­
ter consists of Immersing the tailings in 
a hot solution of sulphuric acid—con­
taining from one-half to one per cent, 
of strength—which raises the sulphides 
to the surface whilst the gangue sinks 
to the bottom. The sulphides can be 
skimmed—or floated—off from the top 
of the spitzkasten whilst the gangue is 
drawn off from the bottom of the ves­
sel.

INVITED TO SEATTLE.

List of Civil Causes to Come Up Here on 
Tuesday—Other Assizes in 

the Province.

“In supplementing my previous re­
port, it may be stated that the practi­
cal operation of the Potter process is 
carried out in a spitzkasten, the ore be­
ing fed into the hot solution of acid— 
varying in temperature from 160 to 190 
degrees Fahrenheit—in such a manner 
that the ore enters the solution at a 
point one-third of the depth of the ves­
sel from the top. The sulphuric acid 
solution Is kept heated in a separate 
vat and is run into the spitzkasten by 
a pipe to nearly the bottom of the ves­
sel, and in sufficient quantity to over­
flow' the spitz as well as to wash away 
the gangue, which is carried away 
from the bottom on a travelling belt. 
The overflow from the spitzkasten. 
which carries away the sulphides, is 
run into vats where the sulphides set­
tle and the solution is pumped up, made 
up to strength, and used again. The 
vat in which the concentrates are set­
tled should be provided with a filter 
bed so as to permit of the superfluous 
acid being washed from the concen­
trates.

“The ‘Potter’ process is of the great­
est service in cases where the sulphides 
and the gangue (the worthless ma­
terial) have somewhere near the same 
specific gravity so as to render it dif­
ficult or impossible to effect a separ­
ation by the ordinary methods of con­
centration. In Australia this process is 
mainly used for the recovery of zinc 
sulphides which are associated with 
rhodonite and garnet, which are nearly 
the same specific gravity as the blende. 
That the process has been most suc­
cessful is undisputable. Every mouth 
many thousands of tons of clean con­
centrates, containing from 40 to 48 per 
cent, of zinc with very low lead con­
tents, are being shipped from Australia, 
which had it not been for Mr. Potter’s 
discovery would yet be deposited In 
huge dumps of apparently valueless re­
fuse.

“The efficacy of the process as re­
gards any particular ore may be easily 
tested in the laboratory by placing a 
small portion of the ore in a large test 
tube, and adding about three or four 
times its bulk of a solution of sul­
phuric acid in water (containing say 
ÏVî per cent, of the acid) and heating 
the mixture td about 190 degrees Fah­
renheit. The sulphides will be seen to 
rise to the surface of the liquid as a 
scum whilst the gangue will be left at 
the bottom-of the test tube.”

Hon. Mr. Tempienlan then read the 
report of George E. Keefefr, as pub­
lished in yesterday’s issue, and pro­
ceeded, saying that 
scèmed an Important one, but there 
was a difference of opinion as to the 
matter of cost in deepening the har­
bor on the lines suggested. He agreed 
with almost everything Mr. Sorby 
said, although he did not think very 
large shipbuilding yards would ever be 
built in the inner harbor. The last 
speaker had mentioned the transport of 
flour to Japan, but he did tipt think 
this would affect the city unless, the C, 
P: R. ran Its railway across Seymour 
Narrows and made Victoria, the ter­
minus of the road.

He had obtained the report for the 
purpose of satisfying himself as to 
cost. If the whole project, including 
the proposed breakwater, were carried 
put it would be very high and he ques­
tioned very much that, if placed before 
the government, it would be accepted. 
The inner harbor should be deepened 
to accommodate local steamers at all 
stages of the tide. The outer harbor 
and Esquimau could be utilized for 
deep sea going vessels. He was open 
to conviction and would always try 
and assist the people of Victoria to ob­
tain Improvements along proper lines. 
(Applause.)

Senator Macdonald said he would like 
to see ships come, to Victoria harbor.

He agreed with Mr. Keefer’s report, 
and would like to get a first instalment 
next year towards carrying it out: The 
great thing, however, was 
harmony with Mr. 
arrange something that he could press 
upon the government. Altogether the 
cost was really wonderfully small. The 
total estimate was about $2,000,000, and 
this could be reduced by obtaining 
rock nearer than Trial island. Leaving 
out the breakwater the cost would be 
$3b0,000. But four per cent, interest or 
two millions would be only $80,000 a 
year. At present some $50,000 was be­
ing spent on the harbor, and the gov­
ernment should not be afraid to spend 
$80,000. He was in favor of adopting 
Mr. Keefer’s report.

Hon. Wm. Templeman asked if it was 
necessary to build the breakwater right 
away. Did not the outer wharf sup­
ply sufficient accommodation at pre­
sent? He did* not think the situation 
there was subject to storms or that 
vessels had any difficulty in effecting a 
landing. He was asking for informa­
tion as to whether the breakwater was 
required now.

Senator Macdonald said that ships 
seeking charters had to anchor in the 
Royal Roads. This was a dangerous 
position in southwest gales. Many had 
been driven ashore. The breakwater 
would give them shelter, and they 
would purchase various supplies in the 
city. Mr. Templerrjan said, in his opin­
ion. the first essential was dredging the 
harbor to its ultirpgte depth.

R. Seabrook said that the experi­
ence of R. P. Rithet & Co., with a 
breakwater had been expensive. He 
thought something more than the plans 
given in the report would've required 
to withstand the sea. His company 
had built a breakwater that was ne­
cessary to save the filling in. The first 
one had been destroyed, and ahother 
had to be built of cement, eight feet at 
base, on top of large rubble and this 
had required repairs. Nothing but the 
very best was able to withstand the 
waves. -

On the question of accommodation, 
Mr. Seabrook said there had never been 
enough ships to fill the outer wharves. 
He had only once seen six there at one 
time. No ships had ever been refused 
accommodation, and none ever had to 
wait a minute. The weather never 
prevented an immediate landing. At 
the rate things were going on there 
was ample accommodation for the next 
twenty years. Big ships could never 
go into the inner harbor; they could 
not be piloted in. Even those of 3,000 
tons could rnly be got in with a lot of 
trouble. As for danger at the Royal 
Toads; if vessels put down two anch­
ors there was never a wind on this 
coast that would drive them ashore. 
The only reason ships had been ashore 
several years ago was that they did 
not take this precaution.

Mr. Templeman said he was not, at 
present, recommending any particular 
proposal. What he would like to know 
was the draught of vessels that came 
into the inner harbor. Mr. Seabrook 
knew all about the outer wharves and 
discouraged spending a large sum for 
the present on a breakwater.

Capt. Troup said he agreed with Mr. 
Templeman in all he had said. There 
was no sense in using the inner harbor 
for ocean vessels; the outer harbor had 
quite enough accommodation for some 
time to come. What he was anxious 
to see was a depth of 14 feet inside. 
How could that be got and got soon? 
Roçks near Shoal point required blast­
ing out. and they were the chief diffi­
culty, there was not a 13-feet channel 
the entire way. Twenty-three years 
ago there was 11 feet at Shoal point, 
and now there was only 13 feet.

Mr. Templeman said that the old 
dredge Mudlark had seen Its best days, 
bat one coasting $100,000 was being 
built to replace it. It would probably 
be ready for next season’s work. He 
thought energy should be directed to 
obtaining a uniform depth throughout 
the inner harbor to accommodate coast­
ing vessels and would recommend that 
appropriations be made to çarry out 
that idea. Even If an appropriation 
of $100,000 had been obtained this year 
it could not have been spent as there 
was not a sufficient plant to use it. 
Next year should see the large dredge 
completed and a start made on the 
work. He wanted to see the harbor 
sufficiently deep for all vessels that 
would enter it and would do all he 
could to secure this.

Capt. Clarke quite agreed with Hon. 
Wm. Templeman and Capt. Troup. One 
necessary improvement, however, was 
at the railway bridge. It was a nuis­
ance; it took too long a time to open 
and close, and something more than 
man power should be used to open the 
draw. The fender, also, was not par­
allel with the line of the harbor, but 
askew.
with Capt. Troup, the mouth of the 
harbor should be looked after first.

I am satisfied will be tbe cost of the 
break-water.

In the matter of the harbor improve­
ment, much depends upon the cost of our^ 
rock excavation. It now costs us $10 per' 
cubic yard to drill, blast, dredge and de­
posit from scotvs. Mr. Sorby’s estimate 
of, I think, $1.26 per cubic yard is based 
on the cost in Montreal harbor, which I 
do not consider as a parallel case, 
difference in the nature of the rock, which 
at Montreal is a limestone shale, while 
that in the harbor and vicinity of Vic­
toria is exceptionally hard, and the fact 
that Montreal has the advantage of the 
best modern plant, will account for a 
large difference in the cost of excavation. 
We can, however, with 
drilling machine, floating derrick, and 
scows, at a cost of some $30,000, ma­
terially reduce our cost of excavation, or 
to one half the present cost. It is upon 
this reduced rate that my estimate is 
based.

We would, therefore, with an improved 
plant at a cost of $30,000, in addition to 
the new harbor dredge now under con­
tract at a cost, including hopper scows, 
etc.,- of not less than $100,000, have to 
provide for an expenditure of practically 
$2,000,000 to carry out the work in its en­
tirety. This expenditure would, of course, 
extend ovfer a number of years, determin­
ed by the extent and capacity of our 
plant, but the whole should be done on 
the lines of an exhaustive and thorough­
ly considered scheme in which the best 
interests of the city of Victoria and the 
property owners would be properly con­
served.

MUTER FAVORS form only a small percentage of the 
material required In the breakwater as 
compared with the cheaper rock ob­
tained from the quarry and could only 
be used at a certain stage of the con­
struction. I think, therefore, that it 
may practically be eliminated as a de­
termining factor In cheapening the 
cost of the break-water further than 
that it, together with the sand and 
clay, etc., represents in cubical meas­
urement the space that otherwise would 
be filled with the broken stone from the 
quarry. The entire space In which this 
excavated material can be used in the 
break-water, or between the retaining 
walls, represents 145,000 cubic yards, 
and this can only be used providing the 
break-water construction Is carried on 
at the same time, and in conjunction 
with the work in the harbor. The fol­
lowing reduction in cost is contingent 
on this arrangement :

A meeting of the owners of property 

abutting on the waterfront, the board 
of trade, the municipal council and 
others Interested was held at 4 p.m. 
to-day to confer with Hon. W. Tem­
pleman, and is in progress as the Times 
goes to press. The object of the con­
ference is the consideration of suggest­
ed improvements of Victoria harbor.

In order that an authoritative opin­
ion could be obtained Mr. Templeman 
some time ago requested the minister 
of public works to refer documents ex­
planatory of the Sorby scheme to the 
resident engineer, Mr. Geo. A. Keefer, 
for examination and report. Mr. Keef­
er has given the matter careful consid­
eration and has reported to the depart­
ment very fully In respect to the cost 
of the suggested Improvements, and 
this report was submitted to the meet- 
iiig to-day. It is as follows:

A number of property owners along 
the waterfront met' Hon. Wm. Temple­
man yesterday afternoon to hear the 
report of George E. Keefer, Dominion 
resident engineer for British Columbia, 
on proposed harbor improvements in 
Victoria and to discuss the matter gen­
erally with the Minister of Inland Rev­
enue. The meeting took place in the 
committee room of the city hall, and 
among those present were Hon. Wm. 
Templeman, Senator Macdonald, Mayor 
Morley, George E. Keefer, Capt. J. R. 
Troup. R. Seabrook, Harbor Master 
Clarke, R. B. McMlcking, J. A. Say- 
ward, F. A. Pauline, David Spencer, J. 
A. Kirk, J. Foreman and T. C. Sorby, 
secretary of the Property Owners’ As­
sociation. J. A. Sayward was voted to 
the chair.

T. C. Sorby, who made the first 
speech, said that about a year ago 
Mayor Barnard was, at a meeting, ask­
ed to appoint a committee to lay be­
fore the transportation commission the 
needs of Victoria harbor. This com­
mittee consisted of Messrs. Sayward, 
Ker, Bechtel, himself and others. 
Shortly after its appointment it met 
and decided upon certain lines. These 
were, that the harbor should be deep­
ened to 26 feet and the channel oppo­
site Shoal point be widened to 800 feet 
and thence north to 600 feet. This plan 
was laid before the Board of Trade and 
other bodies and approved of, and 
finally represented to the commission. 
The latter's report was, broadly speak­
ing, in favor of it. Senator Temple- 
man was then asked to take up the 
proposals, which he did, submitting 
them to the Minister of Public Works, 
who instructed Mr. Keefer to report at 
his earliest convenience. The munici­
pal council of Victoria was also urged 
to request the government to prepare 
estimates and begin the work this 
year. At a meeting on April 17th it 
was decided to request that the harbor 
be deepened to 20 feet from the en­
trance to the railway bridge and to 25 
feet from that point to Point Ellice. 
The council on May 28th had, by reso­
lution, endorsed these proposals.

The speaker then stated that such 
improvements would probably result in 
the introduction of shipbuilding. Each 
vessel of 800 tons represented an ex­
penditure of $60,000, 75 per cent, of 
which w'as paid in wages. This would 
mean an increase of population and a 
larger revenue not only for the city but 
also for the province and Dominion. 
There was a great shortage of ships, 
he said, on the Pacific coast at present. 
Another thing that had to be culti­
vated was export trade. Not only this 
hut import trade also. As an Instance, 
the Victoria Machinery Depot had to 
pay from $1 to $1.50 per ton for con­
veying all its freight from the steamer 
to the warehouse. This was a serious 
handicap. It was true there was a 
channel to Turpei’s ways, but it was a 
very circuitous one.

Hon. Mr. Templeman said the harbor 
question was about as old a one as that 
of the Songhees reserve. All recog­
nized the energetic actions of Mr. 
Sorby for the past five or six years. 
Some vears ago that gentleman had 
formulated a very elaborate plan for 
reclaiming the foreshore and deepening 
the harbor to 25 and 30 feet, expropri­
ating lands and making Victoria a free 
port. Mr. Sorby had been constantly 
agitating before the Board of Trade 
and at public meetings for the carry­
ing out of the work. He, the speaker, 
did not knew if this scheme had re­
ceived the endorsement of the bodies 
mentioned. The original plans had, 
however, been considerably modified 
and now one, for deepening the chan­
nel to 20 feet to the railway bridge and 
to 25 feet from there to Point Ellice 
approved of. Mr. Sorby had impressed 
the matter on him bn many occasions, 
he never lost an opportunity to press 
his scheme. His persistency was ad­
mirable. He had been very insisttnt 
on the speaker committing himself to 
the project, but he had refrained from 
doing so.

Everyone recognized the necessity of 
putting Victoria harbor in a position 
adequate for all requirements. He, the 
speaker, was prepared to commit him­
self to this but he always doubted if 
it would be wise to deepen the harbor 
to a greater depth than required for 
ships that would use it. Such a course 
would be a waste of money. The har­
bor would not be used* by large ocean 
going vessels even if deepened to fifty 
feet. Such steamers as the Empresses, 
Blue Funhei liners and the larger San 
Francisco boats would be unable to 
turn round and manoeuvre to the 
docks. He would like the opinion of 
Capt. Troup on this; that gentleman 
could correct him if wrong. However 
much the harbor was deepened no ves­
sel of greater tonnage than the largest 
sized coasting vessels would use it. 
He always had the idea that if deep­
ened to suit this trade the harbor 
would have all the tmpovements ne­
cessary. /

He understood that rihe Amur drew 
17 feet of water, the Princess May 16 
feet, and the Princess Victoria 14 feet. 
These were the largest ships, outside 
ocean liners, that came to the port. 
Would it be advisable to deepen the 
harbor more than to meet the require­
ments of these vessels? He was only 
expressing his individual opinion when

Sir:—I beg to acknowledge the receipt 
or your letter No. 281, of 20th January 
last, enclosing a letter from Mr. T. C. 
Sorby, secretary of the Victoria Pro­
perty Owners’ Association, to the Hon. 
Senator Templeman, in reference to a 
breakwater to the outer harbor and a 
general deepening and enlargement of 
the Inner and outer harbors at Vic­
toria, B. C„ with instructions to verify 
Mr. Sorby’s _ estimate of cost of the 
works contemplated, upon which I beg 
to report as follows 

The original demand for the improve­
ment of this harbor was for a depth of 
25 feet at extreme low tide. This, upon 
discussion with the property and mill 
owners along the waterfront of the in­
ner and outer harbors, has been re­
duced to 20 feet for the former and 25 
feet for the latter—on the lines shown 
on the attached sketch by Mr. Sorby, 
and upon which his estimate is based.

Breakwater.
This structure is designed with a 

view to give a sheltered area to ship­
ping and for the extension of ocean) 
wharves outside and to the southeast 
of the present outer dock, and will have 
to be constructed in the near future to 
meet the increasing demands of the 
large modern liners and freighters now 
making Victoria their point of call and 
departure. The desired area is not af­
fected to any appreciable extent by the 
proposed improvement of the inner har­
bor, as, even on the lines contemplated, 
the space will remain too contracted 
for the constantly increasing length 
and tonnage of modern vessels, and 
they will demand dockage outside.

The proposed breakwater or sea wall 
extends from Holland point to Brotchie 
ledge, a distance of 2,900 feet (say 3,000 
feet), with a depth at high tide of from 
60 to 70 feet for about half its length. 
Consequently this structure becomes 
one of grave magnitude and must be 
so substantially built as to withstand 
the heavy seas prevalent during south­
easterly gales, which are, at various 
periods, heavy and continuous for days 
at a time and, with an unbroken sweep 
of some 30 miles, pile up a heavy sea, 
requiring a very strong and massive 
structure to withstand. The design I 
submit is different in section from Mr. 
Sorby’s and is based on the Maryland 
breakwater, built to meet somewhat 
similar conditions.

My estimate for this structure Is as 
follows:

The additional depth of 25 feet asked 

for in the upper harbor is to allow ves­
sels loading lumber or going to the 
ways or marine railways—of which 
there are two capable of taking vessels 
of 2.000 and 3,000 tons respectively, 
drawing, when loaded, 24 feet—to turn 
in this deep water basin and allow 
them to go out on half or full tide.

The above estimate fs irrespective of 
other than temporary means of retain­
ing the material discharged and does 
not include permanent concrete or 
masonary retaining walls which must 
eventually be built in any complete 
scheme of reclamation or extension of 
the foreshore either by the city or rail­
way company, or by both, in conjunc­
tion with such government assistance 
as may be judged, desirable or an 
equitable division of the cost.

If, as anticipated, the Songhees In­
dian reserve reverts to the city of Vic­
toria and a portion is conveyed by it 
to the Esquimau & Nanaimo railway 
(now owned and operated by the C. P. 
R. Co.) for terminal purposes, it would 
be premature to lay down any arbi­
trary lines or boundaries to such slips 
and docks as they • may require be­
tween Songhees Point and either Pelly 
or Colville Island on the .south face of 
the reservation.

The material dredged between Songhees 
Point and the railway bridge will be de­
posited in the bay and old channel ex­
tending immediately west of the railway 
bridge to the upper harbor, which will 
hold a large amount of material, and be 
retained in place by a temporary revet­
ment wall or crib. I think, therefore, it 
would be better for us to confine our­
selves to dredging the channel shown on 
Mr. Sorby’s sketch, to the depth and 
width required, depositing the material 
where practicable on the foreshore, and 
leaving the question of the permanent 
location of the pier head or face of docks 
for a future consideration to be deter­
mined by the corporation or company 
most interested, and with a fuller know­
ledge of the character of the works re­
quired.

In my estimate it must be understood 
that the quantity of rock given as likely 
to be met with in excavation is calculat­
ed on the probable area developed by the 
additional depth exç&vated, and which 
should be determined by borings before 
the acceptance of this as anything more 
than an approximate estimate of the 
total cost of the work.

Similarly, the matter of design for the 
break-water should be submitted to one 
or more engineers versed in the practical 
construction of such work, 
having precedent and authority for the 
plan I have submitted, there are others 
that might present some desirable feat­
ures adaptable to the present case— 
which it will take some little time to 
obtain.

In the meantime the dredging to a 
depth of 20 feet can be prosecuted under 
the annual appropriations for Victoria 
harbor—leaving the question of further 
rock excavation until the area to be re­
moved is developed by the additional 
depth dredged, or ascertained by borings.

timate. My figures are based upon 
what similar work has cost us, and the 
contract price now prevalent for bro­
ken rock, which varies from $1.10 to 
$1.25 per cubic yard delivered. The 
stone would have to be obtained and 
quarried from Trial Island or Gonzales 
point and brought by water to the site 
of the work, a distance of four miles, 
and is of a very hard description.

In a revised or alternative estimate 
Mr. Sorby shows a heavy rebate by 
using the material dredged from the 
harbor in the construction of the 
break-water. I cannot altogether ac­
cept vhis premises for this reduction. 
We can use the material so excavated, 
the sand, clay and disintegrated hard- 
pan, in filling in the space between the 
two retaining walls built of loose rock 
some 3 feet wide on top with slopes of 
one to one, brought up to within 15 feet 
of low water mark, or below wave 
action, on the outer face and 11 feet on 
the Inner. The rock excavated in the 
removal of dredger and other rocks 
could be used above this level as a 
backing for the concrete blocks form­
ing the sea face of the wall subject to 
the Impact of the heavy seas. As a 
rule this rock Is so pulverized in the 
blasting that it would be unfit to use 
elsewhere, or In the nature of a pro­
tection. Mr. Sorby’s price per cubic 
yard for rock is based on the cost of 
the excavation for that class of ma-

Then it would be possible to deal 
with all the points that had been men­
tioned.

This suggestion found favor and upon 
motion it was decided to appoint a 
committee.

L. Eaton wanted an expression of 
opinion as to the advisability of collect­
ing subscriptions among the business 
men for the support of the association.

Once again Victorians showed their 
fondness for genuine sport by turning 
out in large numbers to see the horse 
races which took place tn connection 
with the exhibition at the grounds yes­
terday afternoon.

The letters which 
follow, although more or less personal, 
are given in the hope that as a result 
of the suggestion made some common 
ground of action may be reached. Any 
letters on the subject, particularly those 
which contain practical suggestions, will 
be welcomed. It is quite evident that any 
considerable immigration from the old 
land can only be handled by co-operation.

Capt. Hamilton writes:
“I have been thinking of what I heard 

in Victoria of the cry of the householder 
and the sighing of the poor ladies who 
can find no helping hand in their houses, 
and after hearing a statement as to the 
position of this help in the house I have 
come to the conclusion that I have no 
right to neglect to communicate all I 
know about emigration of useful women 
and useful people generally.
