our fishermen, partly in consequence of
the changed methods of ftishing, which
made Canadian waters of little advantage
for fishing purposes, that Congress unani-
mouzly instructed the President to give
the requisite notice for the termination of
the tishery clause of the treaty, and go-
cordingly the arranzement terminated on
July lst, 1885, fish have
siuce been charged the same duty as fixh
brought into our markets by other foreign
tishermen. Your petitioners further re-
present that the Canadiau Government,
fully understanding that the free admis-
sion of their fish products to the Ameri-
can markets is rnecessary in order to give
their fishermen the advantage which they
have secuyed over American fishermen,
has entered into negotiations with the
Government of the United States through
the British minister to secure

which so seriou-ly injured our fishing in.
terests, either by special treaty dealing
with this subject alone or by a reciprocity
treaty including other articles. Your
memorialists respectfully protest against
treaty arrangement or legislation which
would admit Canadian fish into American
markets free of duty, except in the case of
herringa brought into our ports for sardine
packing, and ecruestly pray that Congress
will early recognize the claims ofour
American fishermen to the same measure
of protection that is accorded the other
industries of the nation. We urge this,
not simply because of the importance ot
the industry, which cannot maintain 1t
self in open free competition with the
cheaper labor and cheaper vessels and sup-
plies of the Canadjans engaged in this in-
dustry, but also especially because it is a
i nursery of seamen, from which the nation
has in the past drawn the men that have
defended our flag on the ogean in time of

Gentlemen of the Board of Agriculture :

I regret that matters over which I had
no control prevented my being with youn
at the time the Board met: ; -

1 am pleased to know that the Agricul-
tural Districts have 8o approved of your
actions 1n the ' past as to again nominate
you as their representative, the last
year’s members excepting one, being with
us. The new addition to the Board in the
person of Mr. Iuches will I am satisfied
give general satisfaction and from his
long experience as an agriculturist many
valuable suggestions may he anticipated.

I am satistied that the Board as at pre=
sent constitutel will work in harmony
with the Government in all matters per-
taining to. agriculture as they have in
the past.

I am confident that the interests of the
great industry, for whose advancement
this Board bas been constituted, will re-
ceive st your hands the most careful con-
sideration. While the scope of operations
of the Board are, by reason of the pro-
visions of the law creating it, somewhat
circumscribed, yet you will find in future,
as in the past, a wide field of usefulness
in the extensien of the work of the agri-
cultural societics, and in preparing, after
full discussion, your recommendations to
the Government in respect to stock im-
portations and other subjects which, from
time to time, present themselves for your
consideration.

Although, in some localities, there has
been a partial failure of certain crops,
the harvest has, on the whole, been
abundaut, and in quality the several vari-
eties of grains and roots are, forthe
most part, excellent. At oue time during
the summer the prospects were that there
would be a great shortags in the hay
crop owing to thé large quantity of grass
that was winter-killed, and the unfavor-
able character of the first weeks in June.
Tunely raius prevented this, and I be-
lieve that the hay crop was a fair aver-
age in most localities, and was unusually
well saved. It is to be regretted that
owing to the ice freshet in the spring, and
the unusual summer freshet, and early
frosts, the crops in some parts of Mada-
waska suffercd very severely, Much
damage was sustained by the owners of
interval farms from th{ tyo first named

causes.

The experie nce every year demonstrates

e growins, jmportance of agriculture
among the industries of New Brunswick.
In 1881, ‘according to the census, 19,922
persons ‘were emploved in the several in-
dustri;s of New Brunswick outside of
agricrilture.

Ir. the same year the number of persons
ew ployed in agricultural pursuits was over
3%,000. There can be no doubt that there
‘has been a much ‘greater increase in agri-
culture than in manufactories since 1881,
and we then see the great relative impor-
tance of farming to New Brunswick. Of
course, upou the success of the other
industries that of agriculture largely de-
pends, but from year to year the depend -
euce of the Province upon its farms is
becoming greater.

During the last year I have received
much assistance from the members of the
Board, and I have atall times during my
intercourse with you been met in a kindly
spirit, and 1 have found your aid both at
the Board aud the committee most effi-
cient.

Iu conclusion, I thank you for your
many courtesies. I may not have the
pleasure of presidiug again at your annual
meeting, but I shall ever look back with
pleasure to my association with this
Board, composed as it is and has been of
gentle.nen of an extensive knowledge of
