Next to these comes the class of 
good, oidbnrv, every day whites like our­
selves, the French, the Italians of the 
Piedmont states and the unmixed Creoles 
of all Spanish America. Add another 
eliade and you have the dark Aryans, rep­
resented here by the Greeks, Italians of 
the south, Spaniards of Andalusia, and if 
you want to go farther in that line you 
must return to the plaisance.

To say that tho satisfaction of each of 
these races or sections with the fair Is in 
inverse proportion to their intelligence or 
pecuniary interest in it would be putting 
it a little too strong, but there certainly is 
a feel ing of that soit and a very general 
feeling that somebody is going to lose 
money unless the next three months outdo 
their present promise.

That the government >considered pro­
tection to be an infallible remedy to re­
move the evils pointed out by the governor 
general’s despatch, admits of no doubt. 
But as it has been tried and proved to 
be a comparative failure, the government 
will have to adopt some other polity if it 
wishes to restore the country to com­
mercial vigor apd health. Tin great 
mass of the people are in favor of this 
course being taken by the government 
but they find that there is a strong and 
powerful combination opposed to any 
change being made in the tariff policy of 
the government. This opposition comes 
from the manufacturers, combines and 
syndicates, who, during the fourteen 
years that the N. P. has been in force 
working incalculable injury to the people, 
has been the means of bringing to them 
wealth, political power and influence, 
owing to their having had a monopoly of 
the trade and commerce of the country 
in their hands.

Since the enactment of the Canadian 
tariff the friends of reciprocity in Canada, 
as well as the United States, have not 
been idle. The late President Garfield, 
while he was a member of Congress, de­
clared himself in favor of commercial 
union. In 1887, representative Butter- 
worth introduced a bill in the Congress 
of the United States providing for reci­
procity with Canada. In the Canadian 
parliament in 1888 Sir Richard Cartwright 
represented the Liberal party in demand­
ing reciprocity with the United States. 
In 1889 a committee of the United States 
Senate gave public hearings throughout 
the country on the question of reciprocity ; 
and in March 1889, the House of Rimre^ 
sentatives passed a joint ' resolutions 
promote commercial union with Canad i. 
Although all these attempts towards 
securing reciprocity have failed, it will be 
seen that there is a powerful party in the 
United States in favor of the movement. 
The United States, like Canada, is at 
last beginning to awake to the fact that a 
high protection tariff which shuts out 
trade from other countries is a curse in­
stead of a blessing to any land. And the 
present financial crisis which has caused 
a wave of business disaster to sweep from 
one end of the union to the other will, no 
doubt, increase the number of those in 
favor of the passing of a reciprocity treaty 
between the United Slates and Canada.

There is one thing above all others that 
Canada requires, and with every passing 
year its necessity becomes more and more 
apparent, and that is the commercial in­
dependence of the country, including the 
power to make our own treaties. After 
mature consideration, the Hon. Edward 
Blake бате to this conclusion and, while 
he was still a member of the Dominion 
parliament, brought in a resolution to 
permit Canada to enter directly into 
negotiations with any British possession 
or foreign state for the purpose of framing 
commercial arrangements beneficial to 
Canad4. The resolution recited that “in 
“most of the treaties of commerce enter- 
“ed into by England reference has been 
“had only to their effect upon the United 
“Kingdom,and the colonies have been ex­
cluded from their operation, a fact 
“which has been attended with unfor­
tunate results to Canada, especially as 
“relates to France.”

During its discussion in parliament Sir 
John A. Macdonald and Sir Hector 
Langevin raised the disloyalty cry. In 
consequence of this, the resolution was 
defeated by a vote of 101 to 58, although 
six of the government supporters voted 
with the minority. It would be a fortu­
nate thing for Canada if Sir Hector 
Langevin and the loyal contingent who 
have seats in the Dominion parliament 
were to emigrate to the land whose inter­
ests they consider paramount to all others, 
and secure seats in its parliament. That 
would give the people of Canada an oppor­
tunity to elect as their representatives 
men who would consider it to be their 
duty to legislate for the political and com­
mercial advancement of Canada in prefer­
ence to that of any other country. Until 
the people of Canada realize the necessity 
of their taking this course the interests of 
the country will be neglected and sacrificed 
by the Imperial, as well as the Dominion 
governnent. How well the British gov­
ernment, in its treaties with foreign 
countries, looks after Imperial interests 
«and neglects those of Canada, is shown 
by the operations of the German and 
French tariffs upon the following 
articles

The Mark Lane Express says of the 
depression in British agriculture:

The disaster to British agriculture is 
more widespread in its ruin and hea.t- 
rending effects than would be the lose of 
at least twenty ships like the Victoria, 
and yet it goes on without a word 
sympathy from Parliament, or the 
slightest attempt to throw out a legis­
lative life buoy. Lex those who doubt 
our assertion just con.-і 1er a few facts. 
The deficiency from an active crop of hay 
in E-igland alone in the two years 1891- 
92 was no less than £15,000,000 sterling, 
while if our crop this year ii two-thirds 
less than an average one, the loss—at £4 
per ton, on which the above is computed 
—will be over £20,000,000. If we divide 
this loss by two, we have nearly £18,000,- 
000, or enough to purchase eighteen such 
vessels as the one whose lues the whole 
nation is deploring, and this gigantic loss 
is from one crop alone. This year all our 
crops are failing us more or less, and the 
total loss of income to the agriculturists 
of this country, from all these sources, 
emnot be far short of £2 per acre; and as 
rheie are over 24.000,000 acres under 
cultivation in England—where the dis­
aster of the year is more felt—it follows 
that the losses from th:s source alone 
cannot be far shuit of £50,000,000, the 
value of fifty fully equipped ironclads.

Mr. Skinner began his argument in reply 
at 2.30. He saiJ in opening that some re­
marks having been made as to the findings 
to be made, he would submit that the duty 
of the court was to submit the evidence and 
also to report what facts in his opinion had 
been proved before this commission. This 
question had been determined to be of pub­
lic interest and the duty of the commission 
er was merely to report the evidence and the 
conclusions arrived at by him. Ho wanted 
to direct his honor’s attention to the com­
mission and he did not wish to be under­
stood as claiming what should be found, but 
merely to direct his honor’s attention to the 
commission and leave it entirely with his 
honor to decide. He differed from Mr. 
White that the legislature vas not competent 
to form conclusion. - He held the hgisla- 
ture to be the highest court of the land, and 
it was well to maintain that ideal at least. 
He defended Rev. Mr. Thomson against the 
attack made by Mr. White, and directed 
attention to the fact that it was the duty of 
the solicitor-general to produce evidence iu 
this case as the duty of any other person.

Proceeding to discuss the immediate ques­
tion, Mr. Skinner submitted that the evi­
dence disclosed a large question, and this 
had been admitted by Mr. Lawlor in his 
opening remarks when he said that the tak­
ing away f.rom Catholics their right to have 
separate schools was regarded by them as a 
wrong. This commission cannot proceed 
under the idea that the law was wrong.

The court—Suppose the children went to 
a different building and the teacher followed 
after school and then imparted the religious 
education ?

Mr. Skinner—That would separate the 
matter from any school association. The 
moment this kind of thing is adopted the 
tendency is to sectarianism. The noon hour 
had been chiefly used for catechism teach­
ing, and this was claimed not to be a school 
hour. This, he claimed, must be held to be 
teaching within school hours, just as much 
as the recesses are.

The court—I think there is a distinction 
between the noon hour and the recess time 
in this sense.

Mr. Skinner- The recreation hour 
a time when all teaching was to cease, and 
the Protestant children had a right to re- 
main in tho school-house if they wished.

This, indeed, is so much 
the general opinion that it is questionable 
if it is not unanimous. The Cit zen 
(Conservative), The Journal (Independent) 
and The Free Ріезз (Liberal) unite in 
condemning the regulations. The Citi­
zen says “It may possibly be too early 
to draw these large inferences from the 
necessarily imperfect information 
ed by the cable, but it appears at pres­
ent as though the arbitrator had given 
us the shell and handed over the kernel 
to Uocle Sam.” Tne Journal deals with 
the award at length this evening, and, 
after holding that the regulations nullify 
the advantages of the decision on rights, 
concludes as follows 
another instance of the unsatisfactory 
results of Cana lian interests being in the 
hands of British diplomatists.
Hannen, the British arbitrator, gave his 
vote for the regulations in opposition to 
the Canadian arbitrator. The Bering 
Sea dispute could apparently have had 
little worse result for Canada than this 
under any conceivable circumstmces. It 
has been the fashion of those opposed to 
Canadian independence to ask, ‘How safe 
would Canada be against the States with­
out British backing ?” and this question 
has constantly been asked in special con­
nection with this Bering Sea dispute. Let 
us ask now, “Could Canada have well 
had the que.tion settled more injuriously 
to herself ?” If, undeterred by respect 
for Britain, the Unite! * States j>ad 
said to little Canada, “Go to blazes, 
Bering Sea is ours, 
propose to do about it ?”
would have apparently been little 
worse off than she is now. ” Singularly 
enough The Free Press strikes the same key, 
and says;—“From such ‘protection’ as that 
which has been accorded to our interests by 
Lord Hannen Canada may well ask to be 
delivered. The rights of the Dominion were 
once more sacrificed to placate the Ameri­
cans. The lesson of the Bering Sea arbitra­
tion is that Canada should have the right to 
deal directly with foreign notions.”

The Bathurst Schools.
[Continued from last week. ]

Mr. White said that after the able 
argument of his associate counsel, Mr. 
Lawlor, he did not feel that he was called 
upon to speak at any great length. He 
claimed that it was the duty of his honor 
to find wherther there was infraction of 
the law where such was charged. He was 
surprised at the contention of the oppo­
site side that his honor should report only 
the facts proven and let the legislature 
decide whether there had been an infrac­
tion of the law. When it is understood 
that these questions involve matters of law, 
surely it was the duty of Court to so find. 
This, he claimed, was evidence of a weak­
ness of the case made out. The complain­
ants had availed themselves uf the full 
scope of the commission, and in their 
effoit to designedly keep alive this 
agitation, the whole county of Gloucester 
has been ranscaked, and had gone back 
years and rescued their alleged grievances 
from the dust of forgetfulness and laid 
them before this commission. There had 
been a keen scent м find out something, 
and it was fair to infer that everything 
that could be found had been brought to 
light. A great deal of irrelevant testi­
mony had been put upon the record, 
but this he argued should not affect the 
decision. The charges might be divided 
into two classes. The first charged the 
trustees with unfairly, unjustly treating 
the minority, and possibly with an infrac­
tion of the law; and the second class, 
which charged wrong doing to the board 
of education. In the province, with all 
its teachers and school boards, it would 
bo strange if there were not some cases of 
wrong doing and infraction of the law. 
As to the bulk of the charges in the 
present complaint, the board of education 
first heard tf them through the present 
case. Charges had been made in the 
public press, and it was fair to infer that 
if these charges had been real they would 
have been laid before the board. The 
second class was different, and the board 
knew, he alleged, just how great had 
been the efforts to harmonise matters, 
and to see that the minority had just 
treatment. The board welcomed the 
charges against itself in order that the 
public may know how utterly groundless 
these charges were. As to the first class 
he held that if/any real infractions had 
taken place щіеу should be corrected. 
While he v/as rnsreas a member of the 
board of ellu 
stood that Anything he 
as counsel.? The powers of the board 
were statutory and are limited by the law 
creating them. The law left to boards of 
trustees large discretionary powers. The 

essence of the law left to the district 
very wide scope of power to be exer­

cised by the majority of the ratepayers. 
While the law obliges the trustees to hire 
teachers, and they may have a common, 
grammar or superior school as they see 
tit. The trustees may be compelled to 
provide sufficient school accommodation, 
but the board of education could not com­
pel the trustees to run a superior or a 
grammar school. He went on to argue 
that the minority, of necessity, in any 
government or association must be more 
or less dissatisfied. When it is charged 
that the board of education had been 
remiss in its duty, it should be remember­
ed whether the board had power to deal 
with the charge and must deal with every 
grievance in a general way. Taking up 
the first section, he said the wording was 
ambiguous and might seem to mean a 
good deal; but, when analyzed, did not 

much after all. He claimed that

Proceeding to the charge that Protestant 
children were compelled to kneel and 
themselves, he claimed that the evidence of 
Ida May Eilis was worthy of belief, and the 
court must form the opinion that she told 
thr truth.

If Bishop Rogers did not 
want the religious benefit of there sisters 
why was he so anxious to get them ? But 
Bishop Rogers did not want simply these 
teachers because they were Catholics. If 
that were all there could be no objections. 
The whole position shows that the purpose 
of bringing these sisters was to put the 
school under control of the church. He 
submitted that the Protestants would never 
allow their children to be taught by Sisters 
of Charity in their garbs, nor would they 
send their children to convents. Nor was 
this a question of millinery, as the solicitor 
general would have the court believe. 
When the young were taken and put under 
the influence of any sect there was nothing 
so strong and so powerful as this. The 
sisters were a living ritual. They believed 
that it was a ho’-- t’ ir-g rot to marry.

Shall we Ever Reach Independence ?

VI.
As the Conservative party at the 

general election of 1878 had ridden into 
power while bestriding the National 
Policy steed, its shrewd and able lead­
er, Sir John A. Macdonald, after 
mature deliberation, decided that there 
was only one course for his ' party to 
pursue if it desired to retain power and 
that was to introduce and carry 
through the Dominion parliament a 
protective tariff. In consequence of 
this decision, the government intro­
duced a new tariff bill, which, after con­
siderable discussion, was carried in par­
liament by a large majority in April 
1879. According to the bill some raw 
materials were placed on the free list 
but nearly all the articles which had 
hitherto paid 17J percent, were made 
to pay 20, 25, 30 and 35 per cent., 
while on all articles not enumerated, a 
duty of 30 per cent, was laid. With 
this ‘те-adjustment” of the tariff, the 
Conservative party announced that the 
manufacturing, commercial and farm­
ing interests of the country were per­
fectly satisfied and in the course of a 
very few years the whole country 
would begin to reap the benefit that 
would result from this wise and far- 
seeing policy of the government. The 
manufacturers, they declared, had re­
ceived ample protection; the West 
India merchants had received all that 
they had asked for ; the tea merchants 
could import directly and the farmers 
would not be compelled to compete 
with those of the United States because 
the produce of the latter лю longer 
entered Canada free of duty. In his 
budget speech, when introducing the 
new tariff, the Finance Minister, Mr. 
Tilley, said that the Dominion had 
hoped in vain for a renewal of the 
reciprocity treaty. Having waited 
twelve years, without effect, for such 
renewal, the government had deter­
mined to impose a protective tariff. 
But as to articles named which are the 
natural products of the United States, 
including lumber, if the United States 
government should take off the duty 
in part or in whole, the Canadian gov­
ernment would be prepared to meet 
such a move with like concessions. He 
also declared that the tariff discrimin­
ated against the United States more 
than against the mother country.

In the British House of Commons 
Jolfn Bright enquired of the govern­
ment whether Canada had the right to 
pass such a tariff without the permis­
sion of the Imperial government. In 
reply Sir Michael Hicks-Beach said 
that the Canadian government had 
power so to act under the British 
North America Act of 1867. The 
London Times, in commenting upon 
the Canadian tariff and this assertion 
of the colonial secretary, declared that 
the sooner the Canadians left the 
British Empire the better. In the 
dispatch forwarded by the Marquis of 
Lome, governor-general of Canada, to 
the home government, it was stated 
among other things that “the present 
“government were returned by a large 
“majority in September, 1878, the issue 
“at the general election being a revenue 
“versus protective tariff. A protective

Mr. White continuing said that if the 
grading was not according to law, it was 
because of the action of the Protestants 
themselves in refusing to send their children 
to the Sisters at the public school buildings, 
and anyway he argued the grading was as 
perfect now as it ever had been previous to 
the establishment of the convent schools. 
Proceeding he claimed that Rev. A. F. 
Thomson, who had made the charge, had 
failed to give evidence himself or produce 
any one else to sustain the charges. He 
(Thomson) said just as little as he coaid.

The court—You might h«ave got the facts 
by cross-examination from him.

Mr. White—It was not our duty to get 
the evidence. Passing over a number of 
charges which he said had been exhausted 
by Mr. Lawlor, he argued that the increased 
assessment of $350 in the town was not 
largo in view ot the fact that 80 additional 
pupils were being educated, and that the 
cost per capita, was less than formerly.

The court—That would necessarily follow.
Mr. White argued that it was an element 

to be considered. To educate these chil­
dren just as the complainants wished, one 
additional teacher would have to be em­
ployed. The same thing was tr-ue of the 
village schools. The actual cost of running 
the village schools was only a little over 
$100 above what it had formerly beta. 
The charge that the convent schools had 
been established for the benefit of the Catho­
lics had, he claimed, utterly failed for want 
of proof. The charge that the school regu­
lations had been illegally altered when going 
through the press was another of the same 
class, and he had felt that his learned friends 
opposite would have abandoned it.

The court (sarcastically) —Perhaps Mr. 
Skinner would apologize for not having done 
so. (Laughter.)

Mr. White then proceeded to justify the 
board of education in making the alteration 
complained of, and that such change had 
been made for the express purpose of 
abling the board to grapple with this very 
question. To have left it as first drafted 
would have made the regulation unwoik- 
able. The charge for teaching the catechism 
in these schools way disposed of by the same 
argument advanced by M-\ Lawlor. After 
referring brie fly to a number of other sec­
tions he claimed that the trustees had power 
to adopt the use of any prayer iu their 
schools, and the use of such prayer in any 
school would not be an infract.on of the law. 
This question was narrowed down to 
whether in any such case, the trustees had 
exercised a wise discretion. The use of the 
prayers adopted by the Bathurst trustees 
was no infraction of law. He then discussed 
the charge of teachers compelling Protestants 
children to kneel and cross themselves, and 
argued that the evidence of Ida May Ellis

lie rn u li-.ted the charge made 
uy Mi. Vv lu e mat he had covered up the 
case with rubbish, and denied the correct­
ness of such. Then Mr. White says the 
charges are utterly groundless.

Mr. White. —Oh no, 1 do not say that to 
all the charges.

Mr. Skinner.—1 am glad to have that ad­
mission, and he pointed ont that Mr. White 
had said it was unfortunate to refer to the 
sisters as religious teachers. His (White’s) 
mind seemed to have a cant and he was 
making these remarks to get him back to 
his intellectual balance, for Mr. White, 
member of the board of education. The 
sisters would not attend the Normal school, 
and therefore it was useless to contend that 
they stood in the same light as other 
teachers. Mr. White, he* said, in his en­
thusiasm had gone even farther than Mr. 
Lawlor, when he alleged that the board of 
education had strained their powers to get 
these matters settled, and had charged that 
the promoters were anxious to make martyrs 
of the sisters. Could it, he asked be said, 
that because they wished the sisters to carry­
out the law, that this would make martyrs of 
them. This he claimed was only acting 
for fair and honest justice. If the law 
wrong, why not say so and give the other 
remedy ami let each party have their own 
schools. After reviewing the efforts of Mr. 
Fowler and ldmself to bring witnesses be 
fore the cou'v juud get all the grievances 
complained of brought to light, he argued 
that his honor might with ail fairness re­
commend that their expenses be paid by the 
government. He closed his argument with 
au eloquent appeal to the court, couched in 
the most gentlemanly terms, but still from 
the strongest point of view from his side of 
the case. P
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to hear a man talk sense.

Mr. Skinner—I am not particular whether 
you restrain yourself or not- The fact re­
mained that the influence of the sisters was 
directly opposite to the teachings and tend­
ency of the influence of the Protestant peo­
ple. The sisters are set apart, they have 
given up the world. The Protestants think 
this wr^g; they wish their children brought 
up for tne active life of the world. How, 
he asked, could children live in these 
schools and not partake of their religious 
character. Every employment of the sisteis 
was to make the schools they taught, sec­
tarian. There was a good deal of difference 
between teaching under the law and teach­
ing according to the law. The term “under 
the law” was used to denote the connection 
with the trustee».

The court—Strip the sister of her garb, 
would she not have the same right as an­
other to teach?

Mr. Skinner— Certainly; she would not be 
a Sister of Charity then.

Continuing, Mr. Skinner contended that 
the admission of the Sisters of Charity as 
teachers was a sectarian act, because these 
persi us would not come to the authorities, 
but the authorities in every case had to go 
to them. He submitted that their was no 
power in law for the board of education to 
send examiners to examine sisters in 
convents, and that the fixing of Bathurst as 
an examining station and the examining of 
sisters in the convent there was of itself a 
sectarian act which stamped the whole 
proceedings as illegal- When this question 
aiosc at Bathurst, the board of education 
passed a regulation to meet it, and sent an 
examiner up there and this he claimed was 
done without and contrary to law. It 
surely, he said, had been proved by the 
testimony that the priest had interfered 
with the Arsenault girls. The evidence 
showed the priest to be determined that no 
Catholic pupil should be allowed to leave 
the convent school and go to the public 
school without his authority? When the 
time came to set up these convent schools 
the bishop came there and a meeting was 
held and the announcement was made Ц) the 
church by the priest what children should 
attend a ml what children should not attend.

Mr. Gladstone’s recent speech to the 

deputation of the Imperial Federation 
League furnishes perhaps the best sum­
mary which has been given lately of the 
difficulties the federationists will have 
to overcome before they attain their 
object. The object of the league is to 
secure and establish the unity of the em­
pire by making it as rapidly as possible 
a great federation.

At the present time the connection 
of many of the colonies with the mother 
country is little more than nominal. 
Australia, Canada and South Africa are 
pretty nearly independent powers, and 
it is a serious question with many English 
statesmen whether the benefit Great 
Britain gets out of her political relations 
with these is an equivalent for the burden 
of responsibility and expense which these 
relations impose. She gets little or no 
profit out of her control of their foreign 
affairs, while they are constantly subject­
ing her to risks of war by %their bump­
tiousness with their neighbours. Besides 
this, these colonies are allowed to make 
tariffs, taxing heavily the manufactures 
of the mother country.

Trad3 Between Canada and. the TTnitod. 
States.

A reporter of the New York Times has 
been interviewing Mr. Henry Fulger, of the 
Kingston firm of Fulger Bros., on the ques­
tion of trade between Canada and the 
United States. As Mr. Fulger is a partner 
in an extensive shipping and general busi­
ness este blish ment he has the opportunity 
of becoming thoroughly acquainted with the 
interchange of products between the two 
countries:

“The United States,” Mr. Folger said, “is 
the natural market for the greater portion 
of everything Canadians raise, but they 
are excluded from it by the McKinley 
tariff and forced to export to Engiand. Two 
years before the McKinley act went into 
force, that is the fiscal year 1888, 1 find by 
the returns that the United States took $15,- 
000,000 worth of ceitain farm products, 
while of the same products England pur­
chased but $350,000 worth, and this not­
withstanding that United States duties had 
to be paid at the frontier on all except eggs 
and hides, whereas Eog’and admitted every­
thing free. For each commodities as wool, 
barley, horses, beans, hay, potatoes, etc., 
the States is the only profitable market the 
farmer has, and he either makes nothing or 
loses when he tries to sell across the 
Atlantic. Then, again, in spite of the Ameri­
can duties, the States is tlie chief purchaser 
of Canadian mineral-і, fish and forest pro­
ducts* A state of things which compels the 
producer to avoid his best market and seek a

Ottawa, Out., Aug. 13.—The Department 
of Marine to-day issued its aunual shipping 
list, giving all statistics up to Dec. 31, 
1892. The total shipping on the regular 
books of the Dominion on that date was 
7,007 vessels of 964,123 tons, valued at $28, 
923,870. This was a decrease of eight ves­
sels and 41,346 tons below 1891. 
figures for the past twenty years show that 
Canadian shipping interests are decreasing. 
The highest point reached was in 1878, with 
7,469 vessels and 1,333,015 tons, 
figures for 1892, on the contrary, are the 
lowest since the full completion of con­
federation. The new vessels built last year, 
255, of 28,773 tons, were also of less tonnage 
than in any year since 1873, save in 1888. 
It was after 1878, the end of Canada’s low 
tariff term, that the new shipping launched 
first fell below 100,000 tons.

ELECTION FOR GOVERNOR IN OHIO.

The Democrats of Ohio have nominated 
Lawrence T. Neale, the lawyer of Chilli- 
cothe, who moved the tariff clause adopted 
at tbe National Democratic Convention*in 
1892, to oppose Gen. McKinley for the 
Governorship of Ohio. He was nominated 
on a straight tariff reform platform.

There are seven schooner-rigged vessels or 
boats reported ashore between Fox Island 
and Escuminac, in Mramichi Bay—one at 
Fox Island, four between McLean’s Gully 
and the Preston beacons and two at Herring 
cove. Mr. T. В. XVіlhston’s big lobster boat 
—the "Yum-Yum”—was made a wreck 
by breaking adrift and sinking near Bay 
du Vin Bridge. The long plank walk which 
rested on timber “bents” and connected the 
Bay du Vin government pier with the shore, 
was carried away. Mr. R. B. Sweezey had a 
raft containing about 100,000 s.f. logs below 
Black River bridge, which was completely 
broken up and scattered along the shore. 
XVe hear of logs in considerable quantities 
being carried, by the extremely high tide 
into the hay fields. Mr. Sweezey also lost 
a waggon and harness which were on his 
raft when it broke up. A big cedar raft 
belonging to Mr. Jas Burns was brokeq 
up and scattered for miles at Buctouohe, 
Kent County, and a large boat belonging 
to John Mooney at the same place 
destroyed at the bridge, Thos Plum’s ten. 
ton schooner was sunk at her wharf. A 
house was also blown down, fences destroyed 
and big trees uprooted at Bucfcouche.

FIGHT BETWEEN FRENCH AND ITALIAN WORK­
MEN.

Paris, Aug. 17.—French and Italian work­
men fought in Aigues-Mortes, department 
of Gard, to-day. The tight began in the 
street at noon and was carried on for nearly 
two hours. The police made repeated 
efforts to restrain the men, but were not 
strong enough to restore the peace. Ten 
men were killed and twenty-six moie were 
wounded severely. A disturbance was 
created again this evening, but was prevent­
ed by the police. Later despatches say that 
after the tight tfie French workingmen who 
had beaten the Italians started a man hunt 
for the ostensible purpose of exterminating 
the foreign workingmen. They attacked 
with knives and clubs every Italian they 
caught. The Italians fled from the town 
and most of those who had been in the tight 
took possession of farm buildings and bar­
ricaded the doors. The troops rescued them 
early in the evening and escorted them to 
the railway station, where most of tbe men 
took a train for Marseilles. The number 
of wounded is known to be forty. Ten 
dead bodies have been found, and others 
probably will be picked up in the streets 
to-morrow. All the killed and wounded 
are Italians.

seven years the people have been kept out of 
payment of the right-way. Barns and 
bridges liave been burnt by the road and no 
redress. XVoikmen, boarding house keepers 
and storekeepers are kept out of their money, 
and unless wise counsels prevail the people 
along this coast will make short shift of this 
scandalous road.”
