Capture of Important

Boer Camp in Front

of Ladysmith.

General French Surprised the Enemy, Who
Were Routed With Much Loss.

No Answer Yet Recelved to Canada s Oﬂ‘pr of a Second

LONDQON, Nov. 3.—A, belated de-
spatch from the British camp at Lady-
smith, Natal, adds little information
regarding Monday’s fight, except the
estimation of the Boer lesses, which
are now said to ke 95 killed and 200
wounded, mostly victims of the artil-
lery shells, which have wrought such
great ‘havoc that it is said that Gen.
Joubert, the Boer commander-in-
chief, has writen a letter to; Gen.
White, the British commander; ' pro-
testing against the use of lyddite.

According to.all acccunts, the pre-
sence at Ladysmith of the long-rangé .
naval guns and the splendid shooting
of ‘the blue jackets,have: materially
improved the position of ‘the British;

A temrporary armistice was detiared
Monday evening to allow the'collec-
tion of the dead and woundeg. ’

A despatch from Kimberley, dated
Cct. 29! says all the wounded are do-
ing well. Small bodies of Boers, about
a hundred strong,: were g¢hen’ fre-
quently seen. They arparently game
from Mafeking for the purpose éither
of assisting in the attack of Kimber-
ley or resist the advance of reinforce- .
meuts. The absence of "water causes
the Boers to continuully move - thelr
camps.

Rumors of all kinds are springing up
here. It is even asseried that Gen,
‘White has been compelled to fall back’
cn Pietermaritzburg, 1leaving his
wounded Eehind. Probably such rumors
have their origin in the recollection of
the ‘ominous silence ' which preceded
the evacuation of Dundee. But, it is
asserted, . conditions are altered, and
the British guns 1ow seem more than
equal to the artillery of the  Boers,
thus -enhancing the difficulties of an
assault upon the British lines.

Cape Town - despatch repcrts a re-
ptilse of the Boers by the’ British.

While there is a habit to assume
that newa of Boer victories emanating
from the continent cannot be true, be-
cause of the censorship, the fact is
forzotten that foreign governments
are fully privileged to send and re-
ceive cipher messages to and from
their representatives in South Africa.

TO RELIEVE KIMBERLEY.

NEW YORK, Nov. 3.—~A copyright
eabl> message to the Journal says:

LONDON, Nov. 3.—Despite the strict
eensorship concerning the movemen.s
of the troops in Africa, it is evident
that a strong column is forming at
De Aar Junction for the relief of Kim-
berley. The 1st Munster Fusiliers, the
2nd Berkshires ‘'and half of the 2nd
Yorkshire Light Infantry are known
to ‘be there, numbering nearly 2,000 in
2ll. The Munsters have been con-
verted inte mounted infantry. It was
originally intended to send an entire
army corps this way, but the critical
position of the British in Natal neces~
sitates @diverting the reinforcements
as soon as they arrive at the Cape.
The goverament hoped that Gen. White
would be able to hold the Boers in
check in Natal long enough for the
army corpd to arrive and make a dash-
ing invasion of the Orange Free State
and thence into the Transvaal, but all
of these plans are upset mnow.. Until
the conditions in Natal can be bet-
tered some of the troops must be
sparcd to help Kimberley. ‘dusord: Salis-
byry is anxious, too, about his son in
Mafeking, and every effort  will .be
made to help the two beleaguered
towns as soon as possible.

PARIS, Nov. 3.—The municipal coun-
cil today passed resolutions offering
its entire sympathy to the Boers, ‘““who
are struggling for independence,” ex-
pressing regret .that the European
powers had not intervened to prevent
the conflict; ‘and hoping that peace
would be speedily secured.

OTTAWA, Nov. 3.—The announce-
ment that communications are pass-
ing between the dominion and im-
perial authorities, with a view to Can-
ada furnishing the second contingent
for service in South 'Africa, is eagerly
canvassed here. Judging from inquir-
ies being received from all over the
country, thare are hundreds '6f men
ready and willing to be.enlisted in the
service of the . BEmpire. Up to a late
hour tonight no reply had been re-
ceived from the home authorities, be-
yond the intimation 'that the com-
.munication of the Canadian govern-
ment had been referred to the officials
of the war office. A reply is anxiously
awaited. 7

grams containing offers of service are

‘The work of equipping the second
contingent will ke far easier than the
first, ‘as the deparimental machinery
is 'now practically ‘perfeot and the
storehouses are full.

Should the second contingent go, it
is likely St. John or FHalifax will be
the port of embarkation. It is believed
tonight that for ithe present the im-
perial govemment will defer accept-
ance.

LONDON, Nov. 4—Paris and Berlin
continue to supply statements of Brit-
ish revarses, the latest being that
Mafeking has fallen.

LONDON, Nov. b.—A special de-
spatch from Ladysmith,. daxted Nov. 2,
(raorning), says :

tion in membership.  After some dis-
cussion the report was referred back,
and the correction asked for ordered
to bé made. :

Mrs. Axkkinson, the corresponding
secretary, then read her annual re-
port, which embraczd in it the re-
ports of the provincial branches, and
was generally of a most encouraging
nature, showing that the various so-
cleties had done much good work in
the cause of temperance; that mems-
bership generally was on the increase,
and that there was also an increase
in enthusiasm and enterprise. - The
membership for the present year was
shewn to be about 850. The receipts
of twenty uniors which reported am-
ounted to $8,413.72.  There; were 1,212
meetings held by twenty-two anions.
Eleven unions had been organized for
the sear, making a totai of 46, all of
which took part in the plebiscite. Dur-
ing the year 269,714 pages of literature
and 2,210 departmental leaflets were
distributed, There were.794 communi-
caticns sent cut by the local unions
by the corresponding secretary. The
report was received and adopted. Mrs,
Atkinson being thanked for her clear
statement.

The presidant’s annual address was
read by Mrs. McLeod. After wel-
coming those present, the report dealt
with many of the great events of the
past year. The president referred to
the better state of feeling existing be-
tween the two English-speaking coun-
tries, and also referred to the peace
cénference. She regretted that while
the conference for universal peace was
hardly concluded, war should have
broken out in Africa, end that our
own Canadian yourg men should have
been  despatched to fight in a far-off
ccuntry. Referring to the prohibition
rlebiscite, the president said that,
while the victory at the polls was
gained, there was no legislation given.
Since -the liquor trafic was protected
by law, tie fight against it must be
made in the halls of the legislature,
Members of the union throughout the
land were urged to keeép up the good
fight against the use of liquor, and
also opium and -tobaccto. There were
causes for thankfulness to the Hea-
venly Father for mercies bestowed on
them during the past year, but there
were often conditions of affairs exist-
ing that perplexed’ the Christian. In
the Philippines the natives had a na-
tural horror of liquor. The American
soldiers were allowed credit to  the
extent of half their pay at the can-
_teans, and soon after their arrival Ma-:
nila was filled with rum shops. The
fight against the liquor traffic mnst
be waged fiercely, yet with due regard
for the. h of the enemy, for
his fortresses were strong and his
outposts were in every city.

At the outset the lady observed that
it was a great pleasure for an oriental
like herself to come to this city and
see the hills and the rocks so sug-
gestive of Mt. Lebanon.

ON TO QUEBEC

The Railway Journey of the New
o * ;*'; L .-.

As Told by One of Themselves While the
Ineidents Were Fresh in His Mind.

(From ithe Sun’s Special Correspond-
ent.)

That part of the above fraternity
whose homes and affections are located
in and about Canada’s Winter Port,
arrived safely at Point Levis late on
the afternoon of Oct. 27th, and with
frowsy looking heads thrust out of the
right side of the car windows, gazed

| acnbss the St. Lawrence, and up to

the frowning fortress city, whose grey
buildings rose tier above tier, ancient
and modern, domed with tower: and
spire, and higher still to the cannon-
gizt citadel, wliere British power as-
serted itself on that memorable au-
tumn day loag years ago.

They .razed and commented; then
nudging each other, expressad their
wish that those rugged heights were
held by hostile Boers. Somebody sug-
gested that this was deserving of three
cheers. It was unnecessary to dis-
cuss the advisability of putting this
matter to vote; so three rapid cheers
in rapid time were discharged into the
Quebec air, shortly followed by a
tiger. So much for the general spir-
its and temperament of the troops at
this, the conclusion of the first stage
of their journey.

Our entire route had lain thus far
through a country whose citizens had
manifested their loyalty and: intense
enthusiasm' over the volunteers by
blazing bonfires, suppers, music and
hearty farewells at nearly every town
and village through which the special
passa3d. Good fellowship = prevailed
upon the train. Pipes came forth, to-
bacco at its heels, and  through
shifting * banks” ‘of blue‘smoke, -yarns
were exchanged, sengs were bellowed
out and anecdotes related. Magazines
and papers of a respectable age filled
a box that stood in one of the 'rear
cars, and this was eagerly sought out
and its contents criticized. An old
Munssy was picked up by a colossal
volunteer, clad in the blue of the ar-
tillery. He was, or rather had been
smoeking, asing for that luxfQry a curly
briar pipe; but:the tobacco in its bowl
had been allowed to’grow cold, and a
grey crust of ashes now crowned what
was left of the weed unsmoked. Some-
thing in the journal caught his earnest
attention, he bent lower over the print-
ed page, and preseatly \insérting a
forefing=r under the corner of the page,
turned it over.

of the Boer Ypresident became now 2
quivering fragment of cinder, which
was presently ground upon the fioor
under the mighty foot of the volun-

Crossiag from Point Levis, we land-
ed at Quebec, and, headed by the Gar-

- We mixed with the volunteers from
Upper Canada and Quebec, silently
took their measure, at theisame mo-
‘ment loudly  proclaiming eterndl
friendship, and confusion to OCor
Paul and his legione.

Just the white heélmets'of a few
of the South Afrnican contingent, de-
tailed for some petty duty at the
steamer - Sardirian, which had ' just’
come down river to the wharf of em-~
barkation. .And for days every hurry~
ing train was pouring into the ecity
hundreds of people who wanted to see
the final marshalling of those little
white dots and to wish. Godspezd to the
men who were about to deave . their
ocountry’s shores to girdle the world in
the bonds of a common empire. Yea.
seen from ithe height of the Citadel h
they were ofily moving pointsin'a ai
tant plane, but near at hand they were
scns, husbanhds, fathers, brothers and
frisnds. In the streets t:he’beo'p‘le
ed of nothing else; in the hotels,’ nﬁ%
and all the meeting ‘places of
there waus but the one topic.”
