FURIOUS HURRICANE

Island of Jamaica Most
Heavily Visited by
Terrific Storm.

>

Only Six Houses Left Standing in Port
Antonio—TFive Steamers Driven
Ashore—Goast Strewn
with Wreckage.

KINGSTON, Ja., Aug. 12—The ef-
fects of the hurricane upon the island
of Jamaica were greater than at first
believed. Port Antonio, on the north
coast, was completely overwhelmed.
Only six houses were left standing
there. The United Fruit Company’s
wharves, offices, hotel and plantations
were utterly demolished. Five of the
company’s steamers, including the
Simon Dumois, Alfred Dumois and
Brighton, were driven ashore, biit are
lying in easy positions. Port Maria,
another town on the north coast, also
suffered similarly. The coast is strewn
with wreckage of local sailing vessels.
It is feared that the loss of life has
been heavy, thirty fatalities having al-
ready been reported, principally among
seamen.

The entire eastern end of the island
has been devastated. Villages have
been wiped out and public buildings
and churches demolished. Thousands of
the peasantry, rendered homeless and
destitute, are wandering about seeking
food and shelter. The destruction of
the banana plantations has been com-
plete, and the fruit trade is paralyzed
for the next twelve months. Hundreds
of prosperous fruit growers have been
brought to bankruptey and ruin,

The western end of the island, which
it was at first supposed had escaped,
also suffered considerably. New ban-
ana plantations were partly destroyed
and the orange and coffee crops were
also injured.

The Norwegian steamer Salvatore Di
Giorgio was driven ashore at Annetta
Bay and lies in a dangerous position.
Several sailing vessels were wrecked
on the north side. It is stil stormy
and threatening, and there are fears
that there may be a renewal of the
storm. Torrential rains have increased
the misery of the poor and homeless.

Thousands of houses in Kingston
were damaged, the wharves were bat-
tered and several coasting vesesls were
sunk in the harbor, Trade is practic-
ally at a standstill,

The southeastern portion of the is-
land has been completely denuded of
its crops, the rivers are flooded and
many men were carried to sea and
drowned. The present estimate is that
the death list will reach fifty. Hun-
dreds of persons were /injured and
there were numerous , hairbreadth
escapes. 'The property loss is estimat-
ed at $10,000,000.

subsidized lines and mail service shall

be to or through British and colonial
ports and territories, with a view to
establish  inter-British highways to
facilitate intercourse and promote
travel.” Premier Murray and G. H.
Dobson were appointed as represent-
atives of the board to congress.

FREDERICTON, Aug. 13.—The body
of a man was discovered floating in
the river below the raillway bridge at
noon today by the crew of the tug
Fanchon, who immediately reported
the discovery to the authorities. Cor-
oner McNally at once viewed the re-
mains, which are those of a man of
about 45 years of age. Outside of a
few commonplace articlés, nothing of
importance was found on the clothes
of the deceased to indicate his identity.
The body had the appearance of hav-
ing been in the water a month, being
in a fairly good state of preservation.
At first it was thought to be the body
of a man named Thompson, who was
formerly-employed by the John Palmer
Co.,- but a fellow workman positively
pronounced this to be false. The cor-
oner has empanelled a jury, who, after
viewing the remains, are this evening
taking evidence in the matter. So far
there is nothing but conjecture as to
the ‘identity of the unfortunate man.

OTTAWA, Aug. 12.-—-The first morn-
ing sitting of the session was ‘held to-
day, there being a fair attendance.

Mr. Charlton continued his speech
on the Grand Trunk Pacific railway
scheme. He spoke of the necessity of
discipline in the liberal party. A man
might have strong opinions, he him-
self had strcng opinions, but it was un-
reasonable to . suppose that the party
was bound to accept them. When a
man kicked over the party, as Blair
did, he lost what influence he possess-
ed in his party, The bitterness of Mr.
Blair's condemnation of the Grand
Trunk Pacific scheme convinced Mr.
Charlton that there was something be-
yond the ostensible reason given for
the former’s resignation. Mr. Charl-
ton declared that though the govern-
ment had been accused of acting with
undue haste, it had been condemned
by the leader of the opposition for not
hurrying the report of the transporta-
tion commission.

Borden promptly replied that he had
not asked for any policy whatever. He
had merely urged that if the transpor-
tation commission ' was devolving a
Ppolicy, that policy should be forthcom-
ing as soon as possible,

Mr. Charlton undertook to explain
away the declaration which he made
some years ago emphasjzing the
cheapness of water transportation as
against railway haulage. He said he
had then in mind the old style of rail-
way, not the new, well graded railway,
which he believed could compete with
water route. Mr, Charlton then went
into the financial aspect of the bargain.
From measurements of his own he es-
timates. that the road which the gov-

Winnipeg would cost $54,680,000. This
with the guarantee of the western sec-
‘tion, would make the total ¢ost to. the
‘government  $68,190,000. Mr, Charlton
warmly commended the methods em-
ployed by the Laurier government to
encourage the construction of railways.
'He _belleves in subsidies granted with-
in the limit of reason, notwithstanding
the outcry raised against them in the
coyntry.

MR. MONK REPLIED.

He pointed out that the opposition
were compelled to criticise the project
without a report on the advisability of
constructing the road. Parliament had
been promised that a special cofmmis-
sion would deal with the transporta-
tion question. Where was that commis-
sion? Not a member of the house from
the prime minister down could truth-
fully say where the road was going to
run. It was unfair to bring down such
a measure at the close of a long ses-
sion. The country would consider this
phrase of the case, and would also
weigh the fact that one member of the
government, who knew about railways,
had retited from the ministry, as a
protest against the proposal. ‘When
.the short line was built to St. John
Sir John Macdonald took the advice of
his minister of railways. Why had
Laurier not done the same? The whole
#cheme was marked by indecent haste,
and haste seemed to be the leading fea-
ture of it. Mr. Monk asked why some
ministers had not replied to Mr. Blair's
strong arraignment. No member of the
government felt equal to the task, and
80 the man who would live in history
as one whose political life was a series
of contradictions, was put up to make
a feeble effort to meet these convine-
ing arguments of the ex-minister of
railways. Mr. Monk quoted a recent
speech made by Charlton, showing
how that gentleman had strongly op-
posed the ali-rail route. A few days
ago he favored the water shipment.
Charlton then also urged delay before
the government proceeded with the
transportation commission taking over
work and was much in favor of the
the direction of the enterprise.

Mr. Monk twitted Mr. Fielding with
having had an expression on his face
during Blair's speech which wis very
simflar to that MacDuff had when in-
formed of the murder of his family.
Mr, ¥Fielding had been opposed to the
bill, and Mr. Monk supported it. It was
he who had the provision placed in
clause 20 of the bill by which the gov-
ernment could suspend operations on
the eastern section whenever they saw
fit.

Mr. Monk supported government
ownership and operation.if the railway
was to be built on the basis of a trans-
continental line.

The time had arrived when no public
aid should be granted to railways.
Aftar having spent millions on the im-
provement of waterways it was ridic-
ulous for the government to abandon
them for a new schenie.

Mr. Monk demanded to know where
Laurier secured his information as to
the beauties of the country through
which the road is to pass. Sir Sand-
ford Tielding quite contradicted the
premler’s rosy view of the country.
There was plenty of Canadian terri-

Fielding urged that the C. P. R. short
line paralleled the Intercolonial, and
no protest was made, The Harvey-
Salisbury was another parallel line,
but the people of the maritime pro-
vineces were humbugged by the road
never being constructed. The people
of the marit¥ne provinces were dis-
satisfied with the short lirie, and the
government proposed to make good the
injustice done by the failure of the
government to build the Harvey-Salis-
bury line by constructing this new
road. He urged that Sir John Macdon-
ald contemplated subsidizing from Ed-
mundston to Moncton, but withdrew it
because he felt that it would compete
with the new <Canadian Pacific road.
That was justified then, becaulie the
short line was a new road, but new
that' objection was removed. Mr.
Fielding said that Blair’s- contention
that 8t. John was the nearest port in
the east was wrong, as the nearest
port was St. Andrews. Moncton was
the best city for the terminus, because
it was the most central point. It was
not a case of one harbor, but many
harbors, and they could all be reached
easily from Moncton. .

He did not think St. John would lose
anything by the new road, as new
traffic would go ,there, and Halifax,
too, would benefit. Mr. Fielding in-
formed Blair that he need not worry
about the Intercolonial railway, which
would be well looked after,

Continuing after dinner, Mr. Field-
ing joined issue with those who claim-
ed that the Intercolonial was a poli-
tical line. If we could only have one
line he would hold the present Inter-
colonial. Mr. Fielding laid great stress
on the bonding privileges argument
advanced by Laurier, and declard that
Canada should be made independent
of the United States. If one line did
not bring about that result he would
favogwanother. Mr. Fielding discuss-
ed the distance from Quebec to Monc-
ton, and said that an air line between
the twé points would be 386 miles. For

BADLY INJURED.

United States Battleship’ Massachu-

setts Met Severe Accident.

BAR HARBOR, Me., Aug. 13.—The

injuries to ihe battleship Massachu-

setts caused by striking on Egg Rock
shoal yesterday are mdre serious than
the first examination indicated. Not

only are the forward compartments
full of water, but the ship is leaking
farther aft, and divers have been  at
work all day trying to locate the de-
fective part. The collier Lebanon and
a government tug have been along-
side nearly all day, and have taken on
board all the ammunition, anchors and
heavy stores in order to lighten the
ship forward. She now floats in a nat-
ural position, but is drawing about
ten inches more water than usual. Con-
sidering the great weight that was
taken from her by the collier and tug
it is very evident that an enormous
quantity of water must be inside her
in order to put a ship of her size down
ten inches. Lats this afternoon the
Indiana, Massachusetts, Lebanon and
Hartford came down to the lower har-
bor and anchored. The Massachu-
setts anchored near Bald Porcupine. It
is said that the object in changing was
to get into more shallow water, where,
in case the watertight bulkheads gave
way, or the leak becomes more seri-
ous, the ship would not sink in deep
water. Captain Eaton has not been
instructed as to what will be done
with the ship, but it is evident that
she will remain here until the extent
of the injuries can be definitely
learned.

Turkey Blamed in the Present Sudden
Outbreak—Trying to Check the

Revolutionary Movement.

SOFTA, Aug, 12. — The reports from
Bulgarian official agents iIn Macedonia
show that affairs are rapidly growing
worse. The fact that the Mussulman
population is becoming excited and
congregating in the mosques, is re-
garded as a bad feature, indicating
the possibility that a massacre may
occur within a very short time. It is
feared that such a massacre - would
cover a wide area and include both the
large towns and the villages and that
the Turkish soldiers would prove in-
capable of restraining the fanatic
Mussulmans, even if they desired to
do so, which is by no means certain.

The officials here blame Turkey for
the present sudden outbreak.

The Bulgarian government is said to
be ‘particularly displeased with Tur-
key’s action because it had urged the
porte to leave the villagers in peace,
belleving that this would result in stav-
ing off the trouble tNll next year, as
the {(nsurgents seemed to entertain
hopes that the powers would soon in-
‘tervene,

The government also charges Turkey
‘with doing less to prevent the insur-
gents from crossing the frontier than
Bulgaria.

It is everywhere declared that the
present ministry is doing its utmost to
check the revolutionary movement, but
the situation is reaching a point where
circumstances may prove too strong
for the cabinet. The growing econo-
mic depression in the country consti-
tutes a dangerous factor in the situa-
tion.

The ministry is confronted with a
complicated problem. The return of

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BLAIR’S
Ex-Minister

“Spoke Strongly, Because He Felt Strong’ly”---_An Ottawa
Despatch Says It Was the Speech of Blajr’s Life---A :

' OTTAWA, Aug. 11.—For three hours
this afternoon and a couple of hours
tonight Hon. Mr. Blair in a business-
like speech, which was in sharp con-
trast to the empty and flowery phrases
of Laurier, replied to the premier's an-
nouncement of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific scheme. Blair was in fine fettle,
and as he scored his late confreres and
upset all predictions that he had been
called off, he was enthusiastically ap-
plauded by the opposition, while the
liberals were dumbfounded by the rak-
Ing they received. Some of his refer-
ences to Laurier were pretty cutting,
and when he referred to the premier’s
oratory as being of the aubtion store
order the recipient of the compliment
eppeared visibly annoyed. Blair drove
home his arguments without mercy,
and made what is generally admitted
the effort of his life.

OTTAWA, Aug. 11.—On rising Hon.
Mr. Blair was received with loud oppo-
sition applause. In opening he said:
Some two or three weeks ago I an-
nounced that I would take this occa-
sion to explain my ' resignation from
the ministry. It would be quite a task
under any circumstances to condemn
& measure introduced by a govern-
ment of which I have so recently been
& member, and there must be circum-
stances attending such a condemna-
tion which will favorably affect many
friends and colleagues with whom I
have been politically associated. I
am, however, pleased fo take this op-
portunity to exonerate Sir Wilfrid
Laurier from the charge frequently
brought against him since this diffi-
culty originated. That he has been
charged with having made suggestions
that having the opinions I entertained
with respect to the railway scheme the
government has decided upon, I should
have remained a member of the cab-
inet and silently continued to act as
his colleague in the administration. I
may say that this suggestion did not
emanate from the premier.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has laid before
parliament and the country a state-
ment of reasons in defence of the
measure, and he has given us to un-
derstand that this scheme was one de-
vised to ensure to the people of this
country a great transcontinental rail-
Wway which should ensure to the people
both east and west the shortest and
cheapest route for traffic.

If these conditions prevailed I might
well be glad that such a project had
been entered upon by the Canadian
government, and it might well excite
enthusiasm on both sides of politics.
But speaking for myself, while I am
impressed by the singular ability the
first minister displayed and with the
fact that all had been said by him
which could possibly be said by any-
body in defence of the cause, I was
still entirely unconvinced, and objec-
tions in my mind %higainst this entire
mmeasure were still as urgent as ever.
(Opposition applause). . “

r “THE GOVERNMENT,”

continued Mr. Blair, realized that the
Ineasure was one without parallel in
- the history of this country, and being
determined also to carry it through,
if possible, it was observed that almost
- the first feature of it to which Sir Wil-
frid Laurier had addressed himself was
%o the charge that it was being press-
ed with undue haste. Laurier had not
Menied that time had not been taken
for consideration, that the government
did not wait until they had exhausted
all the means in their power to find out
the conditions of the country which
khis railway was to pass. He admit-
ted that they had rushed headlong into
the proposition. The prime minister
had gone on to say, “To those who urge
upon us the policy of ‘tomorrow, and
tomorrow, and tomorrow; to those who
tell us, wait, wait, wait; to those who
advise us to pause, to consider, to re-
flect, to calculate and to inquire, our
answer is, no, this is not a time for
deliberation; this is the time for ac-
tion.”

Mr. Blair went on reading extracts
from Laurier's speech, in which the
premier spoke of the flood tides being
with us, that the question of the Grand
Trunk Continental railway was not of
tomorrow, but of today, and winding
up with a petition to heaven that we
be not too late. These phrases, Mr.
Blair repeated in a tone of marked
sarcasm. What, he asked, did the pre-
mier mean by a flood ‘tide that leads
us on to fortune, and that time does
not wait ? “I say in all respect to the
right hon. first minister, ” said Mr.
Blair, “that while it might not be as
poetic it would be quite as accurate
to say that Senator Cox cannot wait.”

SPEECH IN COMMON

Will Fight Laurier and His
Railway Masters to Very Last Ditch.

Pacific Iniquity Deal.

Mr. Blair asked in what way our na-
tional life would be destroyed because
the country took time to reach a just
conclusion in a matter of such tremen-
dous enterprise, .

He could not understand why the
Premier should appeal to heaven, or
why our interests should be affected,
becavse when we take action on a
question, we should see the end and
understand the conditions and the re-
sponsibilities,

PARLIAMENT AND THE COUN-
TRY,

Mr. Blair declared, had a right to de-
liberate before imposing such a heavy
burden on the neck of the country.
It was only just to the people of Can-
Aada that they should have a chance
to talk it over, and see what course
should be pursued. The other was a
condition of hysteria rather than calm
reascning. It was sentimental exalt-
ation that has inspired this enter-
prise.

Mr. Blair then spoke of the skill with
which Sir Wilfrid Laurier had succeed-
ed in working on the anxiety and
Zrousing. the fears of his followers. He

ad succeeded in convincing them that
the country was confronted with a
yawning abyss, that it was on the
verge of a precipice into which it
might be precipitated any moment.

After having brought them to the
yawning precipice, Sir Wilfrid told
them, “We have been able to save you
from this disaster; we are going to
give you an all-Canadian line.” Sir
Wilfrid had told Jais followers, “Luck-
ily, up to this moment we have es-
caped the danger of losing our bond-
ing privileges granted by the United
States.” Mr. Blair asked for the calm
judgment of the house and country
on this point. After having had privi-
leges extended us for so many years,
with a large number of American rail-
ways depending on Canada for traffic,
and with American shipping carrying
Canadian goods to and from the Unit-
ed States, was it likely that the gov-
ernment - would cancel those conces-
sions. Why at this date, asked Blair,
does Sir Wilfrid feel impelled to scent
danger? Why this frenzied haste and
impetuous rush, when we feel that we
need not fear the action of a friendly
nation?

‘Why was this argument put forward?
It must be because there is an absence
of real, good, substantial arguments
to sustain the case that .his honorable
friends feel that they are called upon
to appeal to prejudices, and arouse the
passions of the people of Canada in
order to put through a measure which
upon merits they would have no hope
of carrying. -

What foundation was there for the
statement that our conditions when
this road is built, if it ever is built,
will be any different from what they
are today? What foundation for the
statement that we are imperilled by
reason of the possible action of a fren-
zied people if frenzy should ever seize
the inhabitants of the American re-
public? Canada now had a railroad
which travarses this centinent, and
raijlroads ir the province of Quebec,
both of which can be made use of, and

{ there is no need of going across Amer-

ican territory even if any of these fan-
cied restrictions were imposed by the
American government.

b2 HE WAS LOATH

to acknowledge to the world at large
that the Canadian people are at the
mercy of anybody. He was loath to
acKnowledge that Canada had any
need to protect herself against any
such action. He did not think there
was any such thing as the question
of bonding privilege. He trusted and
hoped no man’s judgment in Canada
was going to be influenced, in consid-
ering this measure, by the fact that
this bogie, bonding privilege, had been
raised.

The next leading proposition put for-
ward by the premier was to be an all-
Canadian route and that it was a na-
tional and commercial necessity re-
quisite for the commercial develop-
ment of Canada. If the people were
to acceptthis inference and this argu-
ment their judgment would be unques-
tionably misled. There is already a
Canadian national line from ocean to
ocean, one part of which at any rate
is owned by the government,

There was one such line now, sub-
stantially there were almost two. The
real truth was that the premier had
found the ground as to a transcontin-
ental line on all Canadian territory
cut from under his feet and had
brought forward the bonding privilege
to prevent the ground from crumbling
away beneath him. :

You might build a sentimental line,
but you should call it such. If you are
building for commercial purposes, you
should say so; but the premier did not
appear to be entirely willing to eall the
line eithen onc or the othen, Unless

.sidered,” declared Mr. Blair,

)

there was some need why should the
people of this country be saddled with
an obligation of ome hundred millions
and with a liability really somewhat
larger.

Another reason advanced by the
premier was that the country was cry-
ing out for another transcontinental
line. On this point Blair declared
that his own ears had been open. He
had been a willing listener and he had
not heard any very great outcry for
another transcontinental line from
ocean to ocean, He did not know
Whether that cry had reached others,
but at all events it had not reached
him. It was barely six months since
this question was first mooted, and
that was not a long time. For nearly
€évery portion of that six months par-
liament had been in session, when the
time of the ministers was taken up,
and when he personally had most im-

portant legislation on his hands.
Under the circumstances, was this a
season when persons should endeavor
to take up a proposition of such enor- !
mous magnitude. To dwell upon it forl
2 moment would show how reasonable H
the suggestion was. Bonding privl-‘
lege up to that time did not impress
anybody. The imperious need of an
all transcontinental line had not forced
itself upon anybody’s mind up to that
time. But the contract had now been
entered into between gentlemen repre-
senting the Grand Trunk Pacific and
the government, and parliament was
given either the alternative of. swal-
low the entire thing or refusing it.

BLAIR ASKED

whence came this irresistible pressure
which says that the government must
drive this scheme through now. It was
never mooted, and the government
took no action until the Grand Trunk
conceived it to be in their interest that
such a project should be liberally aid-
ed by parliament for them, That was
the secret of the scheme's origin. All
other considerations ‘fell upon unheed-
ing ears. There had been no demand
for such a raflway from British Co-
lumbia, the West, Ontario, Quebec or
the maritime provinces, There had been
no press agitation, Blair said, before
this scheme was brought up; no plat-
form agitation, no discussion in parlia-
ment, and no demand from members
urging the government to take such a
course, It was misleading, therefore,
to say that the cry of country led to
this action.

Blair pointed out also that when the
scheme was first suggested, the Grand
Trunk did not ask for the railway
which is being projected. They mere-
ly asked aid for the road from North
Bay to the coast. These other features
had apparently become necessary be-
cause bonding privileges were in dan-
ger of suspension and other dire evils
threatened the country. He ventured
the opinion that there was not a min-
ister in the government, or a member
of parliament who fe't that Justice
could be done to a question of this
magnitude during the present session
of parliament,

“The whole proposal stands ill con-
It might
be found that after this policy had
been allowed the government has com-
mitted a huge blunder and a great
mistake, They ,might find when it
had gone on that it should not have
gone on, and that mature eonsidera-
tion should have been given it. Mr.
Blair admitted the necessity for a
western road. He pointed out, how-
ever, that the government this ses-
sion had guaranteed the bonds of the
road owned by Messrs. Mackenzie and
Mann after two years’ consideration.
If the government really wanted to se-
cure a road which would guarantee
freight to Canadian ports, they should
have continued the Intercolonial to
Georgian Bay. (Long and continued
opposition applause.) %

That would - involve government
ownership, and he appreciated that
many of his former colleagues were
Dot in sympathy with that movement.
He regretted the unfortunate visit of
Sir Wilfrid to Depot Harbor. It had
left on the premier’s mind an impres-
sion fatal to government ownership,
which no amount of argument would
erase, Others had not visited Depot
Harbor, and he could not explain
their opposition in any other way than
by thinking that when they were In
opposition they had become imbued
with feelings of antipathy towards the
I C. R, which they could not now
shake off when the Intercolonial had
been extended to Montreal, Blair had
in view a further extension to Geor-
glan Bay, but there ‘were other voices
more potent than his which would not
take up this'scheme. Mr. Blair said
he would not undertake to enter upon
an elaborate justification of the policy
of government ownership,. but there
had been a marked and rapid growth
of rublic opinion in favor of the exten-
slon of the policy of government own-

ership. (Applause from qpposition.)

The experience of the T. C. R., so far
from militating against this poliey,
v-as ‘directly in its favor.

IF THE LIBERALS HAD BEEN
ANXIOUS

to hear the wishes of the western
country they would have heard that
no policy would commend itself to their
judgment so heartily and enthusiast-
cally as one to give them a govern-
ment owned railway through their
country. Laurier had spoken of the
disadvantages of the Intercolonial,
and probably what he stated was cor-
rect, because of ils circuitous route.
But becaus: that was tha fact with
respect to the Intercolonial, it did not
follow that It should be the case with
ali extensions, because the more pro-
ductive territory 't was extended into
the better it wouv'd be for the Inter-
colonial. The I. C. R. had had to con-
test with the C. P. R. Last year when
the C. P. R. were barred because ow-
ing to the cattle embargo they could
not carry cattle, as their line ran
through Maine, the traffic had to g0 by
the I. C.' R. Although St. John was
259 miles further from Montreal than
the C. P. K. route, yet they carried
double as many cars cver the I. C. R,
bZr reason of good track and equipment,
in less time than the C.P.R. He claimed
that the I. C. R. could hold its own
with any railway. His idea was that
shipments should be taken across the
lakes, and this could be done for fully
six weeks longer than by the system of
St. Lawrence canals. His first' desire
then was: that the government should
take over the Canada Atlantic railway
and make it a part of the Intercolonial
system. The Canada Atlantic could be
got on reasonable terms, and with a
moderate expenditure of money the
Intercolonial could be extended to
Depot Harbor, running through our
own territory, picking up traffic where
people wanted to have\ it picked up,
and giving us an outlet and gateway
through our own ports. (Cheers). In
addressing himself to the present
scheme from Quebec westward, he was
not going to say it was a project which
had not much to recommend it. He
would not be opposed to the immedi-
ate construction of that line if all the
necessary information was forthcom-
ing. He would heartily favor the con-
structjon of a line by the government
and its operation by the government,
ptovided they had taken precaution-
ary steps to make immediate investi-
gation and due consideration instead
of plunging headlong into an unwise
and unbusinesslike measure. (Oppo-
sition cheers). Necessary information
could have been secured in a couple of
years at the utmost, and two years is
no great time in the lifetime of a peo-
ple, but as the government was plung-
ing into this matter now we might ask
what was going to be the outcome. If
it should turn out that the settlement
could not be supported, if there was
nothing to. attract trafic, if the re-
sources were not such as to make it
worth . while to open up the country,
then what- a calamitous blunder the
government was making. (Loud oppo-
sition cheers).

He was entitled to ask, as every
member of the house was entitled to
ask to have the evidence before him
and to be satisfied he was not commit-
ting a grave error which would tell
disastrously on the future of the coun-
try. People did not know, they had
not been informed, and therefore the
project should wait until they had been
informed. .

MR. BLAIR THEN REFERRED

to the first page of the bill, wherein,
as a special feature, is set forth the
necessity of a line to be used as a
common. railway highway. This was
the fundamental basis of the scheme
and was used to convey the specific
idea that the transcontinental road
was not be a railway owned by a cor-
poration, but a government railway,
available for nll other railways which
might desire to use it. The prime min-
ister himself took this view, because
in commenting on that clause regard-
ing running rights, he had said: “So

.that under this agreement an Interco-

lonial train can leave St. John or Hali-
fax and proceed all the way to Port
Simpson. Mr. Blair regarded this as
evidence indisputable that this whole
project had been undertaken without
consulting anyone who knew the first
thing about rajlway business. Such a
scheme of running arrangement was a
railway impossibility, but there it was
in the contract just the same. He be-
lieved that if the government had con-
sulted the general manager of the
Grand Trunk railway, he would have
pointed out to them the utter absurd-
ity of any such arrangement, Fancy
an Intercolonial train starting out
from Halifax or St. John and going
through to Port Simpson over this na-
tional highway without a stop! Or
would the train proceed by degrees,
stopping at intervals to give time to
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eat and sleep, to change engines and
8o forth. . It would mean that every
railway using the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic would have to have its own restau-
rants, ite own engine houses, and its
owa rest houses for its men. It would
be very comfortable, but of course im-
possible, The only practical way to
conduct such a line would be for all
the companies using it to agree on a
commission who would provide all con-
veniences. Running rights could only
be given for short hauls and it was an
impossibility to talk of giving running
rights over thousands of miles. What-
ever advantages great or small might
come from government ownership, he
.believed these advantages were greater
than some people supposed, but they
could not be secured unless the gov-
ernment also operated the line. In-
stead of doing this they were handing
it over to the Grand Trunk Pacific for
fifty years—two generations. They
would say that we have put some very
fine clauses in the contract. It is no | in
earthly use. There can be no advant-
age commensurate with the loss of in-
dependent hands. It was perfect | st
moonshing, misleading the people, to
try to make them believe that various
railways would use this road in com- | di
mon. (Opposition applause.)

THUS ONE BASIS it
upon which the pProject was being
pushed forward with such terrific
speed was absolutely opposed to the
basic principles of railway operation.
(Opposition applause). On the other
hand a commission to operate the
road which had no interest in compet-
inig railways would have the confid-
ence of all railways, The only way id
they could use it would be to bring
their loaded cars to the point of inter-
section and hand them over to the
commission managing the road, who
would transmit them to their destina-
tion. (Applause). ko

Dealing with the prairie section Mr.
Blair said a curious condition of things
had developed in the project that the
principle of government ownership was
abandoned there. He failed to under-
stand the move himself. He faileq to
reconcile the government’s action with
anything calculated to serve the wel-
fare of the general public, and it was th
the public for whom they were acting.
The suggestion that the new road
would immediately attract to that |
country millions of people was, Mr.

Mr. Talbot — Beyond Connors.

Mr. Hughes (Victoria)—There have
been no surveys made for the routes
spoken of. I care not what the hon.
gentleman says,

Mr. Emmerson — The hon. gentle-
man does not know all that there is in
the Railway Department.

Mr. Hackett — A short time ago I
asked the government what they con-
templated doing for Prince Edward Is-
land in connection with this matter. I
received no reply. Whether they de-
sire to treat us with silent contempt or
not I do not know, but I am here to
raise my voice in favor of the people
of Prince Edward Island, and I take
the position that the government
should do something in connection with
this bill which is now before parlia-
ment. We know very well that the
company is a mere shadow, that the
substance stands behind in the shape
of the government, and I would like
to ask the government what they con-
templated doing for Prince Edward
Island in connedtion with the matter.

The Minister of Finance — I do not
know that there is anything in this
bill showing what the government are
going to do for anybody. This bill is
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to incorporate a company. There is
absolutely not a word in it stating.
what the government are going to do.

Mr. Hackett — I have'an amendment
to move in connection with this mat-
ter.

Mr. McCarthy —. There are three
amendments before’the chair now

Mr. Hackett — Dispose ‘of one or
two of them and then I will bring my
amendment forward.

Amendment to amendment (Mr. Em-
merson) agreed to.

Mr. Hackett moved in amendment to
the amendment:

The company may acquire and oper-
ate the railway from Sackville on the
line of the Intercolonial Railway to
Cape Tormentine in New Brunswick,
and in the event of so acquiring the
sald railway shall’ construct a pier at
Carieton Point in Prince Edward Is-
land, place suitable steamships on that
route and maintain efficient communi-
tion summer and wlnte_x; between
Prince Edward Island and the main-
Jand. ?

Mr, Deputy Speaker — An amend-
ment must be relevant to the clause
under consideration. This amendment
is not relevant.

Mr. Hackett — I must submit to
your ruling, but is it the desire of the
government that my amendment be
overruled? I invite the Minister of
Finance to come to my rescue. He

.knows very well how matters are in

Prince Edward Island, because he has
been there, and he has made very
strong promises to the people. This
company is only the shadow, the gov-
ernment is the substance. In the bill
the company is empowered to acquire
vailways and build steamships, and it
is most unfair to me that I should be
ruled out of order, when my amend-
ment is perfectly germane to the whole
bill, and also, I believe, to the clause
under discussion.

Mr. Hughes (Victoria) — Moved:

That the amendment be amended by
striking out the words  ‘or Graven-
hurst.’

If you pass this clause without strik-
ing out ‘Gravenhurst’ it will give pow-
er to the Grand Trunk Railway Co. to
interfere with the construction of the
Canadian Pacific Railway from Toroh-
to to Sudbury and the James Bay
Railway from Toronto to ‘Wahnapitae.

Amendment (Mr. Hughes) negativ-
ed.

Mr. Hughes (Victoria)—Inasmuch .as
there are some radical changes in this
bill, it should comply with the rules of
the house and be referred back to the
Raflway Commlittee.

Amendment to the
agreed to.

Mr. Wilmot moved:

That after the word ‘Moncton’ on
page three, line eleven, the words ‘or
the city of St. John’ be added in sec-
tion twelve.

Mr. McCarthy — When the hon. gen-
tleman gave notice of this amendment
it was understood that: the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway were going. to
build the Quebec and- Moncton divis-
ion. In view of the fact that tha.gov-
ernment fs going to build the section
this amendment will come more pro-
perly as an amendment to the govern-
ment measure.

Mr. Wilmot — Is it to be unchange-
able, like the laws of the Medes and
Persians?

The Minister of Finance — This mat-
ter was fully threshed out before the
committee and voted down, and I do
not suppose we will want to discuss it
again at this late hour.

Mr. Wilmot — The Minister of Fin-
ance is incorrect in stating that I
moved this amendment in the Railway
Committee. My amendment in the
Raijlway Commiittee was that it should
be built to St. John, and this amend-
ment makes it Moncton or, S{. John.

The Minister of Finanee — I accept
the correction, but the substance is
the same.

Hon. Mr. Haggart — Now that the
government is to build that Hivision
of the railway, this amendment would
come more properly as an amendment
to the government measure,

Mr. Hughes (Victoria) — It would do
no harm to move it now.

Amendment (Mr. Wilmot) moved.

Mr. Monk — One of the reasons giv-
en by the prime minister for the build-
ing of the eastern section of the main
line by the government was that it
should be thrown open for the use of
other railways as well as the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway. Does that ap-
ply to these branches which are to be
built in Ontario, Quebec and New
Brunswick by the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic Railway? Will all other companies
have running powers over these
branches?

The Minister of Finance — The con-
tract has no reference to branch lines;
it only refers to the main line, The
branches will come under the General
Railway Act.

Mr. Clancy — These lines are in no
sense branches of this railway as. a
government road. They are really
main lines constructed by the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway.

The Minister of Finance — I rather
object to discussing the government
scheme on this bill; but I may antici-
pate the discussion to the extent of
saying that they will be branches of a
leased line. The Grand Trunk Rail-
way Co. have a lease of that line, and
as 1 they desire to construct
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branches.

Mr. Clancy — It seems " to me that
you might as well say that any road
that crosses the Grand Trunk today
and that is leased by it is a branch.
It is not a branch at all, but another
road.

Mr, Hughes (Victoria) — I presume
that the interpretation is that the gov-
ernment may also build these and make
a present of them to the Grand Trunk
Railway Co.

The Minister of Finance —~"We' will
think of that by and by.

Mr, McCarthy — The next amend-
ment of which I have given notice is
as follows, which I move as an‘addi-
tional clause: £

The directors of the company shall
have power to enter into an agree-

ment or agreements with the govern-

ment' of Canada or with commission-
ers authorized to enter into such agree-
ment on behalf of the government of
Canada, respectimg - the construction
and operation,.of a ' line of. railway,
or any portion thereof, to be
the property ‘of the government, be-
tween the city of Moncton, in the pro-
vince of New Brunswick, and the city
of Winnipeg, in the province of Mani-
toba, provided, ' however, that such
agreement shall not take effect until
it has first been approved of by a ma-
Jority of the votes of the shareholders
of the company, present or represented
by proxy at any annual meeting or at
a g#pecial meeting of the shareholders
duly called for the purpose of consid-
ering the same.

This is simply conferring upon this
company the, power to .make the lease
provided for in the government scheme,

Hon, Mr. Haggart—I-think the usual
course is to require a ‘two-thirds vote
of the stockholders.

Amendment agreed to.

The Minister of Justice—I wish to
add an amendment giving the company
all the powers necessary to carry into
effect the agreement entered into be-
tween them and the government.

Amendment agreed to.

Mr. Fowler—I wish to add a clause
of which I have given notice. I beg
to move in amendment that the fol-
lowing clause be added:

That all freight originating in Can-
ada and received along the line of the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway, intend-
ed for export across the Atlantic, shall
be shipped through Canadian ports,
when the route is not otherwise spe-
cially engaged by the shipper, and the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway shall
carry all freight to an eastern Cana-
dian seaport as cheaply as to any Am-~
erican port on the Atlantic seaboard.

There is in the agreement, I under-
stand, a clause to that effect, but not
in this particéular bill. As the govern-
ment has seen fit to recognize this
proposition as a good one by adopting
it in the agreement, no doubt it will
be accepted in this bill.

The Minister of Finance—This is one
of several matters which were men-
tioned before the railway committee,
and the view that I took and others
was that they were probably matters
to be considered in connection with
the government contract, but .not to
insert in a private bill. The matter
has been fully dealt with in the gov-
ernment contract, quite as fully as my
hon, friend desires, and I do not see
that any good purpose could be served
by putting into this charter the clause
he suggests.

Mr. Fowler—I cannot agree with the
hon. gentleman. He claims that the
government have provided in the
agreement a similar clause, but we
have the absolute right to attach this
condition to the charter. The company
are asking for a charter, and this
committee has the right to impose any
obligation we may consider in the best
interest of the country. The hon. gen-
tleman has not given any reason why
this amendment should not be accept-
ed.

The Minister of Finance—There are
two points in opposition to the hon.
gentleman’s views. If it were neces-
sary and proper to put this condition
into the company’s charter, I should
prefer other words. The words in the
agreement serve the purpose much
better than those of my hon. friend,
and if we had to put this in the com-
pany’s charter, I would like to see the
words more carefully chosen, My other
objection is that they are out of place
in the charter. We cannot reasonably
impose this obligation on the company
except in connection with government
aid.. I do not say that we have not
the power, but it would be unreason-
able to use it. It is only in connection
with the government aid that it would
be reasonable to impose a condition of
this character. And in the act giving
government aid the matter is dealt
with.

Mr. Hughes (Victoria)—But suppos-
ing the company runs branches from
all along the leased line or from the
line west of Winnipeg, according to
the logic of the minister this clause
would not apply.

The Minister of Finance—As a mat-
ter of fact, this does apply to branches
too.

Mr. Hughes (Victoria)—Branches
constructed without government as-
sistance? .

The Minister of Finance—Without
having anything to say as to whether
government assistance is given or not.

Mr. Hackett—Before the bill is re-
ported, may I ask, Mr. Chairman,
what became of my amendment?

Mr. Deputy Speaker—There were
two objections to it—oneé that no notice
had been given of it, the other that it
was not relevant, in my opinion, to the
question under discussion.

Mr. Hackett—Will you allow it to
stand as as order for consideration?

The Minister of Finance—The hon.
gentleman (Mr. Hackett) ' could give
notice of it for the third reading.

Mr. Hackett—I will leave it in your
hands as a notice, Mr. Chairman.

Mr. Fowler—I think there were some
other amendments of which hon.
members gave notice.

Mr. Deputy Speaker—The mere giv-
ing of a notice does not bring these
amendments before the committee,

Mr. Fowler—But, Mr. Chairman, you
read some that were not moved.

Mr. Deputy Speaker—I presented Mr.
McCarthy's, because he is the promo-
ter of the bill. But if hon. members
absent themselves from the committee
and expect that I will place their am-
endments before the committee, they
are likely to be disappointed.

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THE READING OUT OF MR. BLAIR.

Not many months ago Senator Ellis
showed some degree of independence
in the Dprovincial -election contest.
‘When it was proposed to read him out
of the party on that account the editor
of the Globe made a strong stand for
liberty of thought and speech.

Today Senator Ellis and the Globe
are with the exterminators and ex-
communicators. Mr. Blair has ven-
tured to oppose a government mea-
eure. The former minister of rail-
ways is convinced that the rallway
bill is an unwise measure. For that
reason he has withdrawn from the
g(;vefrnment and is opposing the con-
tract. = Mr. Blair has been in the
Laurier government more than seven
years and has, of course, supported all
the legislation and works of admin-
istration for which the government is
responsible. As yet he has not indi-
cated a difference of opinion with his
party and his late colleagues except
on this one question. Since his resig-
nation he has been giving the govern-
ment all the help he could with the
railway commission bill

The Globe does not say that Mr. Blair
has taken a wrong course on the
railway question. On the contrary, it
admits that Mr.- Blair “has not lost
“in reputation through the country
“for having taken a position in opposi-
“tion to' the government when his
“views of the publi¢ interest require
* this of him.”

But for this craditable act of inde-
pendence the Globe asks the liberals
of St. John to drop Mr. Blair and get
another candidate. This is simply a
demand for his expulsion: from the
house of commons, because he acted
in accordance with his view of the
public interest. The Globe explains :

But the railway question is a practical
one in politics. It will be an issue at the
polls, and the liberals of the city of St. John,
the party supporting the government, will
have to view the matter from that stand-
point. They will‘try to send to parliament
from the city a government supporter on
this vital and important question. It is
pretty certain, therefore, that they must
seek at least one new candidate. Many per-
sons undoubtedly regret the necessity, but
it is a necessity not created by the party it-
self.

Consider this proposition. The lib-
erals of St. John must not judge the
railway question on its merits. They
are not at liberty to pass upon it. They
must look at it from a government
standpoint. If the government is
wrong, they must still back up the
government. If Mr. Blair 1is right,
they must still thrust him out. St.
John liberals are forbidden to have
opinions of their own on a question of
the gravest importance to their city
and port. They must not permit their
representative to have opinions of his
own, Never was more abject and
complete effacement of reason, con-
science and individual liberty demand-
ed and commanded.

It is not shown that the measure
which Mr. Blair condemns is a good
one. There is no statement that the
views expressed by ‘Mr. Blair are
wrong. Thesé considerations are elim-
inated altogether, “The party sup-

porti,  the government” in this city
is not'ytvised to study the question.
It is not“,&r_-ld to do what it believes to
be right af¢ ‘wise. It is simply ordered
to endorse th> government and expel
Mr. Blair with\ut regard to right or
wrong. !

This from Senator Eilis and the
Globe! This demand for personal ef-
facement from the man and the Jour-
nal who a few months ago declared
their own independence. Evidently the
liberty which Mr, Ellis claims for him-
self is not to be common property
among St. John liberals.: In view of
the attitude of the Globe since Mr.
Blair gave up office there is reason to
fear that the independence of that
journal was only an independence of
Mr. Blair. The party whip in other
hands seems to be acceptable enough,
and the instrument can be vigorously
cracked by the same person who a
short time ago was at the other end
of the lash. :

But how does this strike the St. John
liberals? Mr. Blair is certainly carry-
ing out the wishes of some of the lead-
ing men of the party in St. John. The
views which he expressed on Tuesday
have been emphatically expressed by
the most. influential members of the
party to which Senator Ellis now ap-
peals. They are asked not only to
abandon and condemn the policy which
they have affirmed in the board of
trade and elsewhere, but to .condemn
and punish Mr, Blair for saying and
doing at Ottawa the things that they
requested him to say and do.

ARID LANDS IN THE WEST.

—

Travellers through the Northwest
pass a good deal of country which does
not appear to be fertile. Before reach-
‘ing Calgary one passes the arid or semi-
arid belt, where there is little rainfall
and where crops cannot be grown with-
out irrigation. There is much of this
kind of land farther south, say be-
tween Lethbridge and the United
States frontier. Large areas of this
belt have been taken up by the Mor-
mons. These Latter Day Saints do not
practice polygamy. So far they have
proved to be good settlers. They un-
derstand farming the dry lands. The
system of irrigation in the Mormon
district is thorough, and the Latter
Day Saint is getting *h rather more
rapidly than most latter day sinners.
Water required to keep the land pro-
ductive is obtained from the Bow riv-
er, conveyed to the settlement by a
huge sluice which is carried over deep
chasms, past various obstacles and fin-
ally delivers the water into the small
irrigation ditches. This method is as
old as Egypt.

The Canadian Pacific company pro-
poses to embark in greater irrigation
enterprises than the Mormons or the
Egyptians have yet contemplated.
Having the- privilege of selecting over
3,000,000 acres required to make up the
original land subsidy, the company
is taking it in the arid or half arid

of Calgary.” The allotment is 150 miles

is said that the irrigation from the
Bow and Red Deer rivers will cost
$3.50 per acre, or more than $10,000,000
in all. But when the system is estab-
lished it should be possible to raise a
good deal of produce on these three
million acres.

Not only will the lands be market-
able at a good price, but the produce
will make traffic for the railway. Al-
lowing one family of five for each 150
acres this area would have a popula-
tion of 100,000, without counting me-
chanics, traders, professional persons,
loafers and others who are indirectly
supported from the land.

Those who charge Mr. Blair with dis-
playing personal bitterness in his rail-
Wway speech must have formed their
opinion from something else than the
form and substance of his address. The
speech as reported was remarkably
impersonal. It deal with the measure
and not with the ministers, There is no
disputing that Mr. Blair treated the bill
itself rather harshly. That was legiti-
mate, and the measure deserved all it
got. But there was no personal at-
tack on any one of Mr. Blair's former
colleagues, and hardly a reference that
could be construed as a personal reflec-
tion on any one of them. Those who
have heard Mr. Blair make an earnest
speech know that he has a somewhat
combative manner. But whatever con-
tempt he may have conveyed in his
style his language could not be con-
sidered personally offensive to any one,
not even Senator Cox.

MEAQURE.

Mr. Blair's speech on the Grand
Trunk bill is one of the avents of the

session. It is sure to be more fully re-
ported and to command more attentjon
than the address of Sir Wiltrid Laur-

{er explaining and defending the mea-
Sure. Mr. Blair has this advantage
over his former leader that he discuss-
ed the matter before the house while
Sir Wilfrid Laurier delivered an ora-
tion on a variety of subjects more or
less remotely connected with the sub-
ject.
and rhetorical Mr. Blair was definite
and practical. Where Sir Wilfrid was
ignorant Mr, Blair produced the facts.
Where the first minister suggested all
sorts of fanoiful motives for the gov-
ernment action Mr, Blair pinned the
ministry down to hard substantial rea-
sons. Sir Wilfrild made a hysterical
appeal ' for sudden and swift action
without consideration and enquiry, Mr.
Blair recommended a study and in-
quiry into the conditions, and some
consideration of the problem before the
country is committed to this costly
project.

NEW BRUNSWICK AND THE RAIL-~
WAY CONTRACT.

It has been hastily and presumptu-
ously claimed for the Grand Trunk
Pacific bill that it will have the sup-
port of the New ' Brunswick delega-
tion in the house of commons. One
Toronto journal has been so uncom-
plimentary as to suggest that New
Brunswick was never known to vote
against a proposition for the local ex-
penditure of public money. The op-
inion expressed by the government
press in other provinces is that New
Brunswick in the house and at the
polls will go in a body for the bill, be-
cause it promises a railway through
the middle of the province.

This calculation is rather Sffenslvely
presented by government organs. One
of these says that if New Bruns-
wickers do not accept this present they
are great fools.

If the expenditure is a proper one
and in the interest of the whole coun-
try - the people of New Brunswick
would. indeed be foolish and also un-
patriotic if they did not support the
project. But if, as Mr. Blair contends,
the expenditure is a waste of public
money, they would not be fools to re-
fuse their consent. They would be
knaves to give it.

The government organs and the
managers of the machine may yet
have occasion to correct their opinion
of this province. They may find the
New Brunswick people not quite ready
to fall down on their knees to every
demagogue who offers them public ex-
penditure and to every promoter who
wants to make money out of the as-
sumed local cupidity of the public.

To begin with it is by no means cer-
tain that a majority of the represen-
tatives of this province will support
the proposed iniquity. We know that
Mr. Emmerson is assisting Senator Cox
to carry out his design. It has been
stated by the Transcript that Mr.
LeBlanc of Kent, is also ready. Dr.
Lewis has not yet stated whether he
will follow the iead of Mr. Emmerson
or'that of Mr. Blair. Mr. Turgeon of
Gloucester, i§ an editor and in his pap-
er he has condemned the Grand Trunk
Pacific bill. Mr. Reid of Restigouche,
i8’ bitterly opposed to it, and so are
most of his more preminent local sup-
porters. It is not very clear how these
members will vote, but if they declare
for the measure the discourteous pre-
dictions of the government organs will
be fulfilled in their case. Mr. Costi-
gan may perhaps be set down as a
government man pure and simple.
But Mr. Gibson has not yet been heard
from, and Colonel Tucker, so far as he
has given a hint, has indicated hostil-
ity. Mr. Blair has condemned the
scheme from beginning to end. Mr.
Fowler has condemned several fea-
tures of the private Grand Trunk bill
with which this measure is connected,
and his amendments have been voted
down by ‘the government. Mr. Gan-
orig, Mr. Wilmot and Mr. Hale have
failed in' obtaining amendments, and
while t'hey have not had occasion to
discuss the government bill,” there: is
no reason to suppose that they will
give sectional votes in favor of it. Mr.
Robinson has not hesitated to denounce
the measure. and there is no reason to
suppose that he will hesitate to con-
demn it by his vote. ' The government
and the ‘“grafters” are liable to be dis-
appointed in the vote of New Bruns-
wick.

CANADIAN IMMIGRATION.,
(Boston Globe.)

Canada, which is getting ready to
add enormously to its railroad mileage
and is doing big things in connection
with industrial, -agricultural and poli-
tical matters, expects this year to re-

ceive fully- 100,000 immigrants.

More than 94,000 have already arrived
during the first seven months of 1903,
about two-thirds of whom are English-
speaking people. The most remarkable
feature of the movement is that 28,356
of them have come from the United
States, chiefly farmers from' our own
west who ‘have been attracted by the
rich lands of Manitoba, and the favor-
able terms offered to settlers by the
Canadian government.

The neighboring dominion is going
about the task of developing hes, re-
sources in a thoroughly business-fike
way, and her people appear to be ‘too
busy just now to give any serious
thought to the question of reciprocity
with the United States.

Goodspeed was found in his cell at
the reformatory.

As
the carriage neared the police station
a boy who served two years in the re-
formatory for breaking a window in
Queen square Methodist church
cried out: “Here they come; I know
the team.”

The carriage having been brought to
a standstill Goodspeed, who occupied
the back seat with Detotive Killen,
quickly alighted after the officer and
was taken before Magistrate Ritchie,
who said: “You are charged with at-
tempting to murder the guard at the
reformatory.” Goodspeed in a low
voice replied yes. He was therefore
remanded, a cell in the annex of the'
Jall facing the police station being set
apart for his safe keeping.

Magistrate Ritchie said after the
prisoner had been remanded that he
had not decided when the preliminary
examination would be held.

what it would guarantee, would be
liable for at least one hundred and
twenty-one millions. It was rnot ne-
cessary ‘to assume this. The financial
aspect of the proposal was next touch-
ed on.

CANADA’é OLDEST POSTMASTER.
Death Removes Owen Roblin From
Position He Held for 50 Years,

AMELIASBURG, Ont.,,  Aug. 9.—
Owen Roblin, postmaster of this place,
died yesterday at 4 o’clock. Deceased
was in his 97th year, and had been
postmaster here since 1845, probably
the oldest postmaster in Canada. He
received his commission from Earl
Lonsdale, postmaster general of Eng-
land, there being no postmaster gen-
eral irt Canada at that time.

C. Olton on  Sympathy, the

Divine: Medicine.
4 b ]

Synopsis of Remarks By Assistant Pastor of St Peters
Church, Brooklyn.

o)

The Rev. Percy T. Olton, assistant
minister of St. Peter’s Church, preach-
ed recently on ‘“‘Sympathy, the Divine
Medicine.” The text was taken from
Romans xii: 15: “Rejolce with them
that rejoice; ‘weep with them that
weep.” Mr, Olton said : :

This morning I bring to your at-
tention the divine medicine left by
Christ to His disciples for the healing
of the hurts and bruises and sore
wounds of their fellow creatures. The
Master himself made use of the pre-
scription as He walked amid the suf-
fering and need of His time, and the
pages of His biography are full of in-
stances of its power and efficacy. The
writings of His friends also contain
numerous injunctions, and commend
with much earnestness the use of this
specific,

The name by which the divine medi-
cine is known is sympathy. Like all
things that are good, it has had many
counterfeits, so that the word has
fallen somewhat into disrepute, al-
though the thing for which it stands
is better known and more widely used
than at any time in the history of
mankind,

Sympathy is the highest expression
of that great command—‘Love one an-
other.” It is the perfection of love.
It is love understanding. Love with-
out sympathy is blind, senseless, often-
times cruel, Sympathy is the spirit
of love. It animates and controls the
forces of love so that they work al-
ways for the well being of the object.
It gives insight and vision and enables
love to rise as with wings and see the
future wrong in the present good.

To interpret fully the command to
“Love one another,” is impossible un-
less we know the meaning of the word
sympathy, ' The expression of our love
for the brethren in deeds is compara-
tively easy. To be able to enter into
their feelings, to understahd and ap-
preciate the powers and influences that
aré molding the. lives of those around
us—that is the gift most to be coveted
if we are to fulfill the command—and
i® is to be found only wheré sympathy
dwells.

Sympathy is as rare as it is beauti-
ful, It does not consist in the saying
of sympathetic words. Sympathy is
not a form of speech, although it is
most often conveyed by means of
words. Speech has no value except in
so far as it is able to make clear to
others the thoughts, desires or intents
of ourselves.

Humanity is made up of hearts, and
hearts need sympathy more than gold.
A8 long as men feel and think and
desire, so long will this rule stand.
There are those who need both in equal
measure. The hungry, the naked, the
outcast, the oppressed, must be met
with the outstretched hand in which
there is the visible token of the sym-
rathy that prompts the greeting.

But there are times when the empty
hand alone is sufficient; times when
the need of the body has been cared
for, and it is only the heart that is
crying out for food and shelter and
warmth; and methinks were we to
search carefully we would find in this
world of ours more hungry hearts
than hungry bodies.

A soul possessed of a passionate love
for its fellow creatures, refusing to see
only the weakness and folly of human
nature, ever striving to break the
bonds of the captives and to bring
them to a consciousness of their place
and standing as children in the great
family of mankind. Such a . soul knows
the full meaning of the word sympa-
thy—that word which stands fora Joy
beyond expression and a pain beyond
definition.

Entirely different from these play-
things of time and events are the ones
who comprise the other division .of
needy souls to whom sympathy can
put forth her hand of healing and re-
#toration. These are the people who,
for one reason or the other, have be-
come separated from the common life
of the world. Their individuality, in-
stead of being weakened and dissolved
by the elements, has become petrified.
They seem to be passionless. Refusing
to be governed by the whim of the
hour; despising the butterfly existence
of their fellow creatures; scorning the
tricks and devices by which others
make a fair showing; seeing the tinsel
and false glitiersof that which passes
for true feeling and thinking, these
souls turn aside with a great hunger
and longing of heart which they de-
Spair of ever being able to satisfy .

The causes of this isolation vary in
each case. Some have reached it by
reason of & long and hard fight with
They found Fortune
frowning insted of smiling, and they
had to wrest from her unwilling
hands the Jaurel wreath .of victory.
The conflict hardened while it strength-
ened, and when they came to rest in
the quiet and shade of. lifs they knew
themselves to be alone. They could
not join in the play of those around,
for they had forgos§en how to play;
the jest and light talk fell senseless
on the ears that had grown accustom-
ed to the grim shout of battle.

How, often have we met men and
women who belong to one of these
classes of solitary souls and have
Judged them wrongly. We see only
the cold, reserved, repellent attitude
and put it down to pride or hardness
of heart, or some other unworthy
cause, when it is really nothing but
the mask worn to cover the pain and
consuming hunger that is eating out
their very lives. The only power that
can touch these stern rock-hewn na-
tures, and cause the pent-up feelings

-to gush forth in a tide of tenderness

and affection i the power of sympa-
thy. Not the kind of sympathy that
is rolled off the tongue in glib words
of pity, nor expressed in officious acts
of kindness, but the sympathy, 8o ten-
der that its touch soothes and relaxes,

yet so strong that its grip is felt to
the inmost soul. The silent, patient
sympathy that understands and walts,
not foreing itself upon the notice of
the one who needs it, but always ready
to give when the demand is made. The
fympathy that does not stand above
to help, but meets the brother soul face
to face and puts out the hand of an
equality in nobility, which is greater
than any claim of Superiority.

The area of contact with the life of
the world depends upon the soul's po-
wer of sympathy. For the soul that
has not developed this divine attri-
bute the world is a vsry small, narrow
place. Only among a limited number
does ‘it find a common ground and
mutual interests. It is shut off from
the rest of life as truly as if surround-
ed by walls of brick and mortar.
Btrive as it may it cannot touch the
life all around, nor receive from that
life for the satisfying of its need. The
secret of the power of some souls on
the life of the world lies simply in
this—viz,, that in these souls there is
found sympathy in overflowing mea-
sure. It is hot genius, nor intellect,
nor powsr, nor even beauty of form
or speech that'draws mankind to the
feet of some great soul. The world ad-
mires genius; it respects intellect; it
obeys power; it finds joy in beauty;
but it loves only Love—and only that
Love that 1s expressed. in .a tender,
strong, passionate, all-embracing sym-
prathy.

If we look for the centre of attrac-

tion in the matchless life of Jesus
Christ I think we will find it to be His
boundless sympathy. I doubt whether
the multitudes that followed Him wun-
derstood the half of His teaching, al-
though that teaching was so won-
drously beautiful in its simplicity. I
doubt whether they appreciated to any
extent the sinless, perfect life that He
lived in their midst, although that life
stood in so sharp a contrast to theirs.
It was not chiefly the wisdom of His
teaching, nor the glory of His charac-
ter that made the common folk flock
to His side; it was that infinite com-
passion, that yearning love, that div-
ine sympathy which drew them, and
which ever since has been drawing the
lired, sin-sick world close to the heart
of Jesus Christ.
Of the blessings that the gospel of
Christ has given to the world, sympa-
thy stands among thé chief and fore-
most. Bafore the advent of the Christ,
men had not learned how to put toge-
ther the letters that spell this word.
It was Christ who taught men “to re-
joice with them that rejoice, and to
‘weep with them that weep.” He smil-
ed at the wedding feast at Cana of Ga-
lilee, and He Wwept at the grave of La-
zarus. -He recélved the seeker after
the truth, Nicodemus the Pharisee, and
He entered the house of the seeker aft-
er forgiveness, Zaccheus the Publican.
He lived and loved and suffered, be-
cause the world needed Him. And He
asks that those who call Him Master
shall do likewise, for Sympathy is the
only interpreter of His gospel.

New York Sun Has Gone Back on Its
0ld Friend, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and
Now Praises the Dominion Oppo-
sition Leader—Recent Deaths—
The Markets.

>

BOSTON, Aug. 12.—The sporting
world is assuming prominenee just at
this time in view of the numerous
events on the programme during the
past week and for the remainder of
the month. Nearly all branches of
sports are active, particularly the de-
votees of yachting. The recent races
in Canada of the little fellows demon-
strated quite conclusively that “they
kt.ow ‘how to build boats across the

line,” as one of the Boston papers ex-
presstd it.

On Thursday, Aug. 20, an attempt
will be made to sail the first race be-
tween Shamrock IIT. and Reliance.
The races are to be sailed every day
until concluded, Sundays not counted,

off S8andy Hook. The boat which wins
three out of five races will be declared
the winner. While it is an almost im-
Posgible task to .a foreigner to cross
the Atlantic and take back the famous
America’s cup, the yachting experts in
the United States are by no means
ock-sure that Sir Thomas Lipton will
fail again. The advantages naturally
iie with the home boat, and undoubt-
edly betting will favor her before the
start of the opening event. Sir Thomas
is extremely popular in this country,
and were’he to get the better of the
New York Yacht Club this year there
would be few tears shed except in the
immediate vicinity of Manhattan Is-
land and Newport. A large number of
yachtsmen admit that a victezy by the
Englishman ‘would do much to revive
the waning interest in the sport,

It is conceded that Shamrock IIT.
behaved splendidly in her trial races,
und unless tke unforeseen develops, will
allow the production of the Herres-
hoffs no walkover: Capt. Harry Hafr,
son of the well known yacht master,
Capt. Hank Haf, says he has picked
Bhamrock III, as the winner, but, as is
well known, the Haffs are not now
friendly with Iselin & Co.

There is much interest in the big
rowing regatta on Lake Quinsigamond,
‘Worcester, on Friday and Saturday
of this week. A number of Canadians
are entered. On Friday occurs the
Jeffries-Corbett fight at San Francis-
€0, a contest which is expected to be
genuine as to its money-making quali-
ties at least.

The victory of the Doherty brothers
in the contest for international tennis
cup - at Longwood last week was
more or less of a surprise to the local
cracks, who hardly expected that the
cup would go to England. The Eng-
lish tennis leaders, Doherty brothers
and Mahony, will play in the United
Stdtes during the next ten days. The
golf enthusiasts also report ‘“'some-
thing doing.” An English team ar-
rived here yesterday and began play
today at Manchester-by-the-Sea.
There is also much enthusiasm ‘locally
In base ball. Although the Boston re-
presentatives in the National League
are falling down frequently and are
strong competitors for last place, the
Boston American leaguers are playing
well and leading, with their chances
for the present considered as favor-
able. On the whole, the sporting
world is not without its attractions at
present. -

The retirement of Liept. Gen. Nelson
A. Miles (a native of Massachusetts) as
commander of the United States army
has stirred up strife In some quarters
where it was supposed old differences
would not be revived. Gen. Miles was
retired by order of the president, the
Vvéteran of several wars having reach-

d the age limit. Miles was persona

on grata to both the McKinley and
Roosevelt administrations. ‘When
John Sherman was forced to resign his
place as secretary of state through dis-
ability, Gen. Miles, who was related to
Sherman by marriage, came into pro-
minence as an opponent of the war
office methods, particularly during the
celebrated ‘“embalmed” beef seandal,
The  anti-Miles" faction in the war

| office won' the day, although Secretary

of War Alger was forced to quit his
place. During the bungling war in
the Philippines, attended with so much
cruelty on the part of American offi-
cers, who seemed hardly more humane
than the semi-civilized tribes they
fought, Gen. Miles denounced the men
responsible for mismanagement, and
quickly found himself in hot water.
As soon as it could be done with de-
cney, the general was given his walk-
ing papers without credentials, and
now the mewspapers and his admirers
are rushing to his defente. Gen.
Miles has had a long and  honored
career in war, although he gained for
himself the eternal enmity of the south
by shackling President Davis of the
confederaey when that gentleman was
taken prisoner. When news of Miles’

relirement was receivad in Atlanta on
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Saturday confederate flags were hoist-
ed on the Georgia state house. Of
late years Miles has displayed con-
siderable vanity and in other respects
has alienated friendship in many quar-
ters. In politics he is a democrat,
but he never could be a candidate for
the vice-presideney, as has been sug-
gested, because of his unpopularity in
the southern states, where the war is
still more than a memory.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier is not_as popular
in the editerial department of the New
York Sun as he was in the good old
commercial union days, when it was
“Laurier, Wyman, Cartwright and
Farrar.” On the other hand the Sun
even went so far a day or two ago as
to commend the leader of the conserv-
ative party for the able manner in
which he handled the Grand Trunk
Pacific grab bill. In a lengthy article
denouncing railway matters in Can-
ada the Sun says: “Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, the Canadian premier, addressed
the parliament of Canada on July 30
and formally committed the ministry
and the liberal party to the support of
the Grand Trunk Pacific transcontin-
ental railway project. R. L. Borden,
the leader of the conservatives, replied
on behalf of his party, and it is quite
evident that Mr. Borden had not a lit-
tle the best of the argument. Sir Wil-
frid’s 'speech was of considerable
length, filling in solid type an entire
page of the newspapers.

““We have already commented upon
the merits of the proposed railway plan.
A point of more important immediate
interest to the American eople ap-
pears 'in’ the speeches- of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and Mr, Borden in reference
to the bonding privilege extended to
Canadian goods in transit through the
United States. Upon that question
Mr.;Borden had much the best of the
discussion, both in point of fact and of
patriotism. Sir Wilfrid advanced an
argument in favor of the proposed
line, evidently  intended as mn -appeal
to the patriotic sentiment of his peo-
ple, that the government laid it down
as a principle upon which they were
willing to be judged by friend and foe
alike, that Canada should have a
trans-continental railway  with its
terminus on Canadian  waters, and
every in¢h of it in. Canadian territory.
With all respect to Sir Wilfrid, this
savors of gallery play, an oraterical
display for effect only. The United
States has no trans-continental rail-
way from sea to sea, unless the Sun-
set ‘Route, the eastern terminus of
which is at New Orleans, be ‘counted
as such. 'We have systems and con-
necting lines which make up such a
route, but no through single line from
ocean to ocean. Although she has only
one.line where we have several, Cana-
dian or Canadian products can now
go from Vancouver to Halifax without
touching an inch of our sail.”

‘When the United States court comes
in at Bath next month, seven or eight
alleged smugglers from the New Bruns-
wick border will be arraigned. The
latest cases are those of Fred Saw-
er of Fort Fairfield, and Seymour Gal-
lant of Millinocket, who are charged
with smuggling liquor.

The movément in spruce lumber has
improved slightly of late, and quota-
tions are firmly held. Four cargoes
arrived from the provinces last week
with a total of 416,185 feet. Prices are
unchanged from those previously
quoted.

A lumber interest says:
and the coming fortnights form a be-
tween ‘seasons period in the lumber
trade, and there is almost nothing be-
ing done save clearing out yards be-
fore the fall stocking up. Most of this
is being done ' at substantial conces-
sions in price just now, this being per-
haps truer of pine than spruce. The
market, however, has a firm under-
tone, because of the statistical posi-
tion, which is this year deeidedly in
favor of the seller, owing to the short-
age of spruce caused by the fallure to
bring through a good part of last
spring’s Maine cut. Hence, if a large
or urgent order is sent in, stiff market
prices are obtained.

“In a week or two fall business
should begin and a firm market -is
looked fot, Farmers, especially, after
harvest are go6od customers <for
shingles, door fixings, etc.,, a business
very large in the aggregate. In fact,
the city business {n these days of steel
and stone construction, has become
much the less important factor in the
lumber market. That is why the sus-
pension of bullding operations by
strikers has not materially affected the
lumber trade; it is the steel men and
the quarrymen who suffer thereby.”

Live
lobsters are worth 18, and boiled, 20
cents.

FREDERICTON, Aug. 16.—Charle
Rider and Frank Hughes were arrest
ed last night on a charge of being im
Plicated in the murder of Willia.
Urquhart, whose body was found float
ing in the river on Thursday last. 1
the coroner’s inquest it transpired thaf
Urquhart was knocked down and
beaten by Rider at the St. Mary’'s end
of the passenger bridge late last Sat
urday night. About two o’clock Sun
day morning he called at the boo
house and after talking to the night
watchman a short time went out on thd
bridge closely following Thomas Ingra
ham, who preceded him only a few
minutes and who was mixed up in the
row with Rider and Hughes: This was|
the last seen of Urquhart until his dead
body was found in the river on Thurs-
day last. He had been working at St.
Mary’'s about a week past and landed
there from Houlton. His home, so he
told his fellow workers, was in Minne-
apolis, and he was an old American
soldier in the receipt of a pension,
which amounted to ten dollars a month,
He is described as having been hard
working and quiet and not liable to
pick a quarrel. While under the in-
fluence of liquor last Saturday night
the night watch at the boom house and
others who saw him say he was by no
means intoxicated, and Rider, Hughes
and Ingraham are said to have been
sober enough to know perfectly well
what they were doing,

Deceased was attacked by Rider and
Without apparent cause while he was
talking to one William Saunders, who
rescued him. Rider swore that every-
thing was a blank to him that night,
that he remembered nothing from
quite early in the evening until he woke
up Sunday morning. Ingraham, who
turned to St. Mary’s early - Sunday
morning, left on Tuesday last for Am-
erican territory, and steps will be taken

¥to have him captured.

The preliminary examination of
Hughes and Rider will be commenced
next Tuesday afternoon. Both are
Young and unmarried men, the former
being about 21 and the latter about 24,
and live in St. Mary’s.
