Paris, Nov. 2.—Mme. Marguerite 
Steiuhetl, the "Red Widow," whose 
name has been linked with the death 
of a president of France and with 
the escapades of a king that still lives 
will be placed on trial for her life to­
morrow, charged with the murder of 
her husband and mother.

This woman, the centre of a mys­
tery black with crime, and red with 
love, which has stirred France to its 
foundations, revived 
case and evoked charges of malfeas­
ance against the police officials for 
shielding her, has been awaiting trial 
In the gloomy St. Lazare prison, where 
are incarcerated women whose evil 
deeds have startled the world.

Women Barred.
At her trial no women will be ad­

mitted, according to the decision of 
M. De Valles, president of the court. 
This decree, which bars the women of 
Paris from watching the most-talked- 
of woman of France, has added to the 
rumors that envelope the strange "Red 
Widow" and her influence over men.

It ig ep acted that 
rely on a plea of insanity. She has 
been pronounced by the late Lombroso 
as a neurotic degenerate by hereidlty 
and nature, and this plea will be used 
to free her.

The story of the crime for which 
she will stand trial is but one of the 
lesser events with which rumor con­
nects her name. On the morning of 
May 31, 1908, Adolph Steinhell, 
of the best known artists In Paris, 
was found strangled In his bed.

In the next room lay his mother- 
in-law, Mme. Japy, similarly killed. 
In a third room—the room of Marthe, 
daughter of Mme. and M. Steinhell- 
was found Mme. Steinhell, gagged and 
bound

The only other person In the house 
was Remy Coutllard, the valet, who 
discovered the double murder and hit 
mistress trussed up.

Never Solved.
The mystery has never been solved. 

Mme. Steinhell at once declared that 
she had been bound by three men and 

asserting that she thought 
the latter was one of her husband’s 
models. She said all their Jewelry «had 
been stolen by the murderers.

The police gave up the case, baffled. 
Mme. Steinhell took It up alone. She 
declared she found three Turkish ov­
ercoats, taken from a theatre on the 
outskirts of Paris the night of the 
murder, which were identical with 
those worn by the three murderers.

Soon Into the murder mystery was 
dragged the name of President Faure 
of France. Ho had died mysteriously 
some years ago, and there were plenty 
to say he had met hie end In his apart­
ments in the company of Mme. Stein­
hell as stolen by the murderers. Coull-

This is the situation ns 
regarded after the event, but when llvarst took the 
tield It was open to each of the three candidates to es­
timate that the split would be to his advantage. Gaynor 
might expect that he would hold the vote of the solid 
machine democracy, while the other elements would be 
divided between the two. Hearst, with his magnificent 
self esteem, could figure out that the opponents of Tam­
many would rally to him from both parties, while Gaynor 
would get only the Tammany Hall vote, and Bannard 
only the most bigoted Republicans. Bannard might 
look for the whole. Republican vote leaving the other 
two to divide the democracy. A three-cornered contest 
is proverbially difficult to analyze either before or after 
the contest.

“I did not realize what a tragedy 

the wreck was until I was called upon 
to identify the bodies which were 
washed ashore," said John Macken­
zie, the first survivor from the wreck 
of the Donaldson Line steamer Hestla 
to reach the city, who came across the 
bay In the steamer Yarmouth yester­
day and was intervlewd by a Standard 
reported last evening.

He was the only survivor who was 
on deck when the steamer struck and 
the only one who could give a com­
plete account of what occurrefl on 
board. He was taken to Yarmouth 
on the Lord Kitchener and assisted 
Second Engineer Morgan in identify­
ing the bodies.

Ship's Papers Not Recovered.
“They were our comrades," said Mr. 

Mackenzie “and It was hard to see 
their lifeless bodies, many disfigured 
and almost .unrecognizable, 
waves had beaten their faces terribly. 
Captain Newman was not muti­
lated though his face was discolored. 
The ship’s papers were not found on 
him. and it is thought they were wash­
ed away. I attended the funeral ser­

washed ashore and left them In the 
care of Mr. H. C. Schofield.

In Centenary parlors last evening 
Dr. W. F. Roberts delivered an ad­
dress to the Centenary Young Men’s 
Club on "Medical Inspection In the 
Public Schools." The chair was tak­
en by Mr. H. V. McKinnon, president 
of the club. There was a good at­
tendance.

A resolution was unanimously 
adopted urging the importance of ap­
pointing public health officers to re­
port on existing conditions and en 
force such regulations as are avail-

Dr. Roberts in the course of an in­
teresting and practical address, spoke 
strongly in favor of the organization 
of a department of health in the pro­
vincial government.

Under this system, he contended, 
medical inspectors could be appoint­
ed in every city and town In the prov­
ince and in rural districts, each muni­
cipality could have a doctor appoint­
ed for the sajpe purpose. Under the 
provincial government the same pow­
er could be exercised as with the ex­
isting department of education.

A general discussion followed, in 
which Dr. Q. G. Melvin, Dr. J. C. 
Mott and others took part.

The Resolution.
Before the meeting adjourned the 

following resolution was unanimous­
ly adopted:

Whereas, under the existing system 
of civic administration. Insufficient 
attention is given to the public health 
and by reason of this neglect con­
ditions are permitted to develop which 
cannot be otherwise than injurious 
to the community;

And whereas, in view of the im­
portance of properly safeguarding the 
people in their homes and in.institu­
tions of a more public nature, it is 
Important that a modern system of 
inspection be introduced;

Therefore resloved, that In the 
opinion of Centenary Young Men’s 
Club it is advisable that steps be tak- 

speedily as possible toward the 
appointment of such public health 
officers as may be required, whose 
duties shall be to investigate and re­
port upon whatever conditions detri 
mental to public health may exist and 
enforce such regulations as are avail­
able in dealing with these matters.

And further resolved, that In this 
work the modern plan of medical In­
spection in the schools, which is of 
great importance, should have early 
and favorable consideration with a 
view to its Introduction;

And further resolved, that copies of 
this resolution be forwarded to the 
Common Council, the Board of School 
Trustees, and the St. John Medical 
Society.
