SENATOR COSTIGAN
DIED SUDDENLY AT
OTIAWA LAST NIGHT

In Parliament or Senate Since
Confeaeration, One of Can-
ada’s Oldest Statesmen —
Funeral at Grand Falls.

Ottawa, Sept. 29.—Senator, the Hon,
John Costigan, one of Canada’s oldest
statesmen, former = cabinet minister
of parliament or senate since Confed-
eration, died today at the residence of
his daughter, Mrs, Walter Armstrong,
152 Carling avenue, in his 82nd year.

Senator Costigan had been in fail
ing health for about a year. However,
yesterday he seemed much improved.
He was able to get up and spend the
evening in conversation with his
friends. He was quite conscious until
about an hour before he died. His
friends were encouraged by his ap-
parent recuperation yesterday 8o that
the sad mews of his death comes as a
distincet shock.

During his long residence in Ottawa,
for he has made it his home ever since

mever missed a year that he 'did not
visit his old province of New Bruns-
wick. He was a keen hunter and fish-
erman and every fall would find him
»|hunting deer in the forests of that
province. This year he again planned
to spend some weeks in the open
down there and left with his fishing
tackle early in the summer. However,
when he reached Quebec he was 80
weak that he had to return to Ottawa.
His robust health, he used to say, was
due to his vacations spent in the for-
ests.

During the past twelve years Senator
and Mrs, Oostigan have resided with
their daughter, Mrs. Walter Arm-
strong, 162 <Carling avenue, His
widow survives him and is in fairly
good health.

Senator Costigan will be buried in
the family plot at Grand Falls, N. B.

Berlin, Thursday, Sept. 28, via Lon-
don, Sept. 29 (Delayed).—The lat:st
fighting on the Somme evidently has
not shaken the confidence of the Ger-
man military leaders in their abiiity
to prevent a bfeaeh in their lines.
The Bérliner Tageblatt's special war
correspondent interviewed Crown
Prince Rupprecht of Bévaria, com-
mander of the German forces on the
fomme, Tuesday, and the Crown
Prince’s uttérances expressed com-
plete confidence in the situation ior
the present and the future.

The Crown Prince is quoted as nav-
ing said that since the offensive be-
gan the Entente Allies had gained
some ground, but there could be no
thought of this decisively changing
the situation.

Whistling to Keep Up Courage.

“1t is impossible to predict how
things will go here afterwards,” raid
Prince Rupprecht. “But one thing is
certain, namely, that we have svery-
thing prepared so thoroughly that we
are able to contemplate the situation
with equanimity, whatever comes.
The offensive will certainly not each
an early end.

“We can reckon upon an offensive
of great persistence and with heavy
attacks, accompanied Qy an enormous
expenditure of ammunition. But we
have taken precautions. Our artillery
has been reinforced, and likewise our
aeroplane corps, and our fliers aave
had fine successes in the past rew
days, although they have had hard
fighting against increased numbers.
Our artillery derives advantages (rom
the successful work of .the aeroplanes,
after having formerly been much ex-
posed te observation by hostile -via-
tors.

“Our troops have been striking with -
the utmost strength, and the enemy
has found the nut too hard to crack.
It is my distinct opinion that the
enemy is trying to force a decision at
this spot and during this year, and
he has not yet succeeded. He w’ll
have to put up with a winter cam-
paign and continue his fighting next
year.”

It is significant that the Conserva-
tive press treats coldly what the
chancellor sald. about the -intrigues
against himself. Also his outline of
the future intemaal rolicy of the na-
tion meets with the rejoinder that
hithertg it has been a case of Ger-
many and Prussia.
The Vorwaerts, voicing the feelings
of the Socialist secessionists, ex-
presses distinct disappointment over
the speech, which it says opens no
prospects for ghortening the war, but
leaves everything obscured and fozay.

Provincial Government Al-

ready Grappling with Prob-

New Brunswick has taken the lead
in this matter of land settlement after
the war and the government has al-
ready recelved an expression of ap
preciation from the economic board at
Ottawa for their labors and, the poli-
cy adopted.

1t is proposed to form communities
along the line of the National Trans-
continental Railway and steps will be
taken immediately to choose suitable
locations for these communities. It is
the intention of the boards when they
have made a selection of a site to
have the soil given a thorough analy-
sis by experts in order that they may
be sure it will be suitable for their
purpose.

In a short time the boards will
choose the site of the first settlement,
and have the test of the soll made this
fall o0 as to be in a position to:take
care of any desiring to participate in
this scheme should the war finish this
winter,

A committee was appointed to draft
rules and regulations governing these
centres and will report at the next
meeting of the boards when the regu-
lations as adopted will be submitted
to the governor in council as requir
ed by the act.

Bri tish Colonies All Ovet e Clcbe Are Doing Their
Bit to Help Motheland in Her

Hour of Need

of the\ Dominions.

A Convincing Answer to German Prediction
that “Far Flung Empire” Would be Dis
membered — Unity of Purpose Sole Aim

¥

(By Phillip H. Patchin.)

London, Sept. 24—It has often been
sald that one of the things Germany
counted on in the Great War was de-
fection in the British Empire. The
Irish situation was to have embarrass-
ed Britain, as was rewolt in South
Africa and in India. None did. After
@ year and a half of war there was an
Irish rebellion, but its greatest effect
has been internal political turmoll,
while the war goes right along withs
out interference. There was a revolt
in South Africa, but South Africa took
care of that herself, and England went
on sending troops to France, as many
really as she was then capable of
training and equipping. India has
proved loyal. As a whole India is
strongly loyal and Indian troops fight
for the King-Emperor on three contin-
ents,
Britain’s “far-flung Empire” did not
topple apart as was predicted by Ger-
many. Instead, it surprised itself, al-
most, by its unity of purpose, The re-
sult is going to be a closerknit Em-
pire than ever, a federation, in fact, of
colonies and Mother Country, an amal-
gamation of four and a half hundred
millions of most diversified people, all
with their say as to their government
and their destinies.

Anxious &o Fight Common Enemy,

The sun néver stops shining on Brit-
ish soll somewhere or other, and since
August, 1914, it has never ceased to
shine upon restless Britishers and rest-
less natives in every quarter of the
globe who were making their way here
or there to don khaki and fight the
common enemy. It is one of the won-
derful things about this war—this rush
to the colors in all quarters of the
globe, from Wei-hai-Wei to the Falk-
lands, from South Africa to Vancouv-
er, from the Seychelles, Zanzibar, In-
dia, Ugande, Saskatchewan, the Gold

supplies have been great. It is im-
possible to tell how many Indian
troops are engaged, There are still
some in Europe, many in Mesopo-
tamia, others in East Africa, and In
North China, Hong Kong, the Malay
States and elsewhere, still others are
doing garrison duty and thus releasing
the white regiments, India'g treasure
chests have been opened and money
furnished for ‘the prosecution of the
war while the gifts of Indian Princes
and potentates to the Red Cross and
to other things have been character-
ized by true Oriental magnificence.
Colonies and protectorates of Great
Britain have been discovered since
the war was begun which probably
had been forgotten by many English-
men. They have all participated to
the fullest extent possible. The con-
tingent from the West Indies must now
number about 13,000. Some of these
fighters are in Europe, others in
Egypt. The men came from Jamaica,
Barbados, British Guigna, the Wind-
ward and Leeward Islands, the Ba-
hamas, British Honduras and Trini-
dad. :

Then, too, merchants living there
have subscribed to raise and send
home bodies of men for enlistment in
British regiments. Bermuda sent
ninety Europeans who have been at:
tached to the Lincolnshire Regiment
and there is a force of 250 more to
join the Royal Field Artillery. The
far-off Falkland Islands, which are
almost south of South America, have
done their bit, furnishing a volunteer
force of 140 volunteers which did ef-
fective work in a scheme of defence
against the squadron of von Spee, Cey-
lon, the Strait Settlements, the Malay
States, all have sent every avalilable
man.

Malay States Sent Battle Cruiser.

The Malay States  contributed a

Coast, St. Helena and the Bahamas, in
an endless stream, all ready to fight
There is doubtless not a city of size
in all the world, except enemy. cities,
that hasn't furnished an exiled Eng-
lishmen, while no end have come from
all sorts of out-wof-the-way places. And
every last one of the colonies, depend-
encies and protectorates has furnish-
ed its quota. It isn't quite so remark-
able that the Englishmen have been
stirred to strife as that the native pop-
ulation of British colonies have been
inspired to khaki, or whatever other
fighting dress is furnished them.

In the Strand any day there may be
seen the Canadian and Australian, the
Maori, the South African, saunter-
ing about seeing the sights, either
back from France on leave, or, perhaps
just in from over the world and about
to go across the Channel, Now and
again there is™an ebony face under
the cap of the King's uniform—a sol-
dier from the West Indles, while often
there are Indians.

Not only in men have the colonies
done great things—they have furnish-
ed some of the finest fighters of the
war—but they have contributed much
in money and in provisions, thus ligh-
tening the heavy-enough burden of
Great Britain.

Canada and Australia, of course, be-
ing the largest, have done the most.
Canada's forces will ultimately num-
ber half a million men. Australia has
already furnished three hugpdred thou-
sand. South Africa has done nobly.
At the commencement of the war she
undertook her own defence, and thus
released for Buropean service the Im-
perial regiments stationed there South

East Africa, where General Smuts is
now using them in a successful little
war for Germany's last colony, and has
sent fnany more than 10,000 men to
Europe, where this month some of
them did wondrous work in Delville
Wood during the Big Push.

The West
African Frontier Force jumped to 6200
men while a regiment of 800 called
the West African Regiment wag rais-
ed, 7000 men altogether, besides thou-
sands of carriers. The East Africa
Protectorate Uganda and Nyasaland
have always a force kmown as the
King's African Rifles which numbered

Far-off Fiji
ralsed two contingents of sixty each
and sent them to fight in Europe,
In munitions and supplies the colon-
ies and dominions have done magnifl-
cently.

In Canada it is
estimated that there were 200,000
men engaged in munition works. Also,
the Dominions have supplied the
equipment of their own troops. An
official report says:

“But perhaps even more important
than the output of munitions is the
assistance which the Dominions and
Colonies have rendered in enabling
His Majesty's Government to control
in a large degree the world's supply
of some of the most important com-
modities, e. g, wool, meat, wheat and
a number of metals, so as to secure
supplies for Great Britain and her al-
lies and to divert them from channels
tl.rough ‘Hch they might reach the
enemy.’

Sir Edward Morris, Premier
of Ancient Colony, Saysall
‘Men Needed Can be Se-
cured Voluntarily.

Sir Bdward Morrls, prime ministet
of Newfoundland, and a member of
the Imperial Defense Committes, ac-
companied by his wife, passed through
the oty last night on his way home
from a visit to the battle front in
Rurope, He was most optimistic re-
garding the outcome of the war, and
declared that nothing less than & com-
plete victory over the central powers
would satisfy the Allles. ' This, in his
opinion, he said, would mean the pull
ing down of the Hohenzollern house
and the division of Germany into the
kingd which existed previous to
the war of 1870, the complete restora-
tion of Belglum, Serbla and France,
along with an indemnity for damages
infligted and the cost of the war,
mier Morris arrived in Quebec
on Saturday from London, but was
called to New York on business. He
sald that he had the pleasure of visit:
ing the firing line, shortly aftér the
grand offensive of July lst, mear Al
bett, in the Frecourt district. Only a
short .distance from where the party
was shells were bursting. He stated
that the Canadian hospital at Bou.
logne was the last word in efficlency.
“What is the feeling in England re:
garding the length of the war and the
terms of peace?” queried The Stand-
ard representative,

until Germany has been defeated and
the restoration of the small countries
has taken place.”
