THE LEGISLATURE.

The session of the Legislative
-Assembly which opens today will pro-
vide abundant opportunities for the
Opposition to successfully challenge
the methods of administering provin-
cial affairs which the Foster Govern-
ment has been practising.

Perlig of the Alr.
(Winnipeg Tribune,)

The appalling and spectacular de-
struction of the giant dirigible, Romas,
has added another page to the some-
what catastrophic record of the be-
ginnings of aerial navigation. Three
great ships have gone smash, one in &
Swiss lake, one in an English fen,
and one at Norfolk, Virginia. This is
a high percentage of the total number
built.

It makes us wonder whether the
early history of navigation on the sea
from the time man launched his first
coraole on still water, was also punc-
tuated by such dire events. If so, the
slow development of navigation is
referrable to something more than the
inferior brain power of our savage an-
cestors. They, llke us, were dealing
with forces which they could not yet
control.

We know that the sea, instead of
being as it now is, the easiest and
cheapest medium of communication
we have, recelved a metaphorical and
poetical significance as meaning abso-
lute separation and isolation, so that
one of the glories of a better land was
described as being that “there shall be
no more sea.”

To this day, quite a large proportion
of the human race make special men-
tion in their prayers of those that go
down to the sea in ships, as if they
were still, as they used to be, exposed
to special and peculiar dangers, in-
stead of being statistically safer than
those who go on board railway trains.

As to dirigibles, it would seem as
though what might 'be termed the
blue print certainty of scientific cal-
culation had gonme too far ahead of
the corrective of actual experience. To
the average mind there is an awful
certainty about a bridge, a tower, a
foundation or a pler, They wul en-
dure what they have been calculated
to endure to the limit of any weight
or stress against them. This pro-
found faith of the individually ignor-
ant is completely justified. The work
of the engineer does endure accord-
ing to the schedule of his caleulations,

But behind the calculations of the
ongineer are centuries of exparimental
tests as well as the laws of strains
and conclusions of mathematics.
These are wanting in aerial naviga-
tion, and it looks as though the busl
ness of supplying the tests was going
to take a heavy toll of human energy
and human life.

Japanese Secure

German Secrets

Beriin, Mar. 1—German military and
naval secrets of much importance
have come into the hands of Japanese
Government - agents, according to in-
formation which has reached authori-
tative circles in Berlin, Among these
are processes for the manufacture-of
star ghells, the formuja for a contact
which the Germans used ad
vantageously .for range-finding when
time exploding fuses were unsatisfac
tory and “certain submarine plans and
secrets which have been be-
trayed to the detriment of the German
empire.”

For the theft of these submarine
plans and other secrets, which took
place several months ago in Kiel, &t
least seven (ermans have been tried
for high treason secretly before “the
Leipsic court and four of them have
received sentemces of from ' seven
months to one and a halfl years’ im-
prisonment, Four of the conviethed
men were former Germen officers the
others were employees of a. well
known German .manufacturing 'firx
which filled huge war orders,

The trials, which were held last De-

cember, gave no indication that the
Japanese Goverament was concerned,
but reports in the hands of wespons
ible  diplomatic officisls in Berlin
say:
“The defendants attempted with
some suocess to dispose of their ia-
formation to the Japanese Embassy
in Berlin.”
