London, Feb. 2.
A storm of unparalleled violence.

The British isles were visited last-night 
by one of the most violent storms ever ex­
perienced, even at this season of the year. 
The snow fell to an extraordinary depth in 
the city and country. This morning it was 
six inches deep in London, and travel was 
almost wholly suspended. Omnibuses and 
cabs ceased running, and scarcely a vehicle 
ol any description has been seen all dky.

A gale raged with great iury all around 
the English and Irish coasts. Many 
wrecks are already reported, and a fearlul 
loss of life, especially at Torquay and 
around the Scilly islands.
