THE STOLID MURDERER.

A special dispatch from Catskill, N.
¥., says that it is understood that Ernst,
the keeper whom Waltz murdered yes-
terday, was to have been his executioner
to-day. It is not, however, believed that
Waltz was aware of this fact, aud there-
by provoked to commit the horrible
crime. He was instigated ‘solely with
the hope that by the murder he would in

some way be able 1o make his escape.
The result has shown how impossible it
was, even if the intent had not been in-
stantly detected, ‘to have accomplished
this purpose... :
Previous to his execution the mother
and sister'of Wal'zcalled to ~&: him and
bid him a last farewell. “The entrance ot
his mother and sister into his cell pro-
duced no perceptible impression on
Waltz.  His‘cyes did-indeed turn as they
passed the threshold and called him by
naiue, but they turned, cither with devil-
ish malignity or from insanity, away
from them.: - They came up close to nim,
they spoke to him in pleading, pitiful
toues, but they might as . well
fi#Pe, addressed Rip Van Winkle
asleep on the top of the Cagskill
Moamtains. His. mother exclaimed,
«Joseph, be sorry for your sins and for-
give your ememies.” To this Waltz
made no reply save by a sound like a
suppressed yell. Then his sister,
modest appearing gitl of twenty-two,
addressed him. ¢Jue,” she began, ‘“you
are guing to-meet yourGod in a few mo-
ments; “will ‘you “not “remember’ Him?
You must be sorry for what you have
done, say that you are sorry for this last
deed. It will only be a little while be-
fors you die; will you not speak to me?
Now you know that I have always beeu
a good sister to you and have done for
you all that I possibly could, all that 1
thonght would make you a good boy.
Open your eyes, Joseph, and look at me
and say good by.” But to this tender
.the. coomed .man~ made .no re
sponsec, n i never for a moment alla ved
his eyes po meet those of his sister turn-
ing-on him‘with “tearful pity and love.
The mother had carried into the cell a
Catholic prayer-book, which she held
with her inger between the leaves fora
book mark, but finding that it would be
utterly uselcss to attempt to read to him
the consolatory sentences -of her faith,
she, withdrew.

*The ouly words uttered by Waltz since
he first struck down his ke€per yesterday
were in response to a question addressed
him late last night by the Sheriff. Just
ag hesvoke up from:a light sleep, into
which he lay for a little while, the officer
said to him, “Well, Joe, how do you feel
now?? The prisoner instauntly replied,
«] feel bad,”. and then after a pause,
«XNever miid now;” saying this,he main-
tained an unbroken silence, and literally
died and made no sign.

THE EXECUTION OF WALTZ.

The approaches to the jail were filled
by an eager multitude that watched the
building with painful solicitude. The
prisoner was early attired in a suit of
clean clothes, and sa$ sullenly in a corner
of his cell awaiting the hour fixed for his
execution. His mother, father and sister |
were in an adjoining room waiting for
their last interview. The former visited
her son in his cell about Y9a.m. lle
manifested no sign of recognition,
refysing to talk to any ome, le
looked at vacaney. He occasionally
startied the bystanders by emitiing a
howl like that of a wild beast. At 10 a,
m Father. Driscoll and the relatives of
the condemned man. visited him. . The
priest recited the fuuersl services of the
Catholic Church. The relatives then re-
tived and the prisoner, preceded by the
priest in his robes of oftice, accompanicd
by the jury, proceeded to the cell that
had been. prepared for. the execution.
From a hole in the ceiling, 16 feet square,
hung the fatal noose. ‘The jurors aud
representatives.of the press ranged them-
selves around the room and Waltz had
his eyes fixed on vacancy, his counten
ance-exhibiting no more intejligence than
that of a brute. His actions were those
of a man who mneither knew nor cared
what his destiny was.

With pinioned arms he was seated-in a
chajr placed beneath the noose, which
was quickly placed about his neck, and
Sheriff Conley then read the death war
rant: - Father Driscoll pronouunced the
last few words of prayer and retired,
while the Sheriff asked: *‘Joseph ‘Waltz,
haveyouanything to say why the sentcnce
of death should not be pronounced upon
you?” No reply was made, and not a mo-
tion or twitch of a muscle was apparent
from the miserable man, about whose
face the black cap was now drawn. -A
moment’s pause, and at 10.17 a. m. a dull
thud was heard from the engine of death
fu the “room: above, in response to the
signal of the Sheriff, a rushing sound as
the fatal rope was drawn rapidly upward,
and Joseph Waltz hm g suspended In nidd
air. The body shot directly upward with
but a slight recoil. The noose slipped
from - its position to the back of theq
nzck, but there was no violent motion
of the body save a slight twitching of the
hands and arms. Dr. Mackey marked
