Land the leading Irish aldermen who had

promised to attend before the sermon
being absent. .

The speeches delivered at the demon-
stration.are said to have been of the
most viclent type, and consisted of ra-
bid denuuciation of the Government, the
French members of the Cabinet particu-
larly,and the Bnglishspeaking population
generally. The Liberals were conspicu-
ous for the bitterness of their utterances.
The principal speakers were senators
Trudel and Malhoit, Hons. Mercier acd
Beaubien, M. P. P.’s, Wilfred Laurier,
legislative councillors Turcott and Beau-
dry, and Messrs. Tursel, Vanassc, Ber-
geron, Tarte and Desjardins, M. P.’s.
One speaker, Champagne (announced
and heartily received as onc of Rie¥scom-
panions in the North West) advised
French Canadians openly to-rebel as
they would never gain 31’01? rights except
by the sword. >

Resolntions were passed condemning
the murder of Riel, as the rcbellion was
in their opinion justifiable, and as he
was a French Canadian his life should
have been spared because all his race
demanded it. Mercier, leacer of the
Liberals in Quebec, stated he had writ-
ten Hon. Mr. Chaplean offering to resign
the Jeadership o! the National party in
his favor if Chapleau would throw up
his porifolio, but the Secretary of State
had replied that the Government wonld
stand or fall by its act, that none of the
French ministers would resign, and that
Riel thoroughly deserved his fate. The
manly action of the French members of
the Cabinet will receive the hearty en-
dorsation of all who honestly uphold the
laws of the country. The Goverament
will stand or fall by its action—that has
tiie right ring about it—a course which
‘will be,upheld when the heat of national
bluster has had its day, and will be more
acceptable to the public’ generally than
the ill-conceived and unwarrantable
course at present being pursued by op-
ponents and supporters or the Govern-
ment alike. What & picture will there
be presented in the Commons next
L winter, when the Hon Edward Blake,
who so loudly championed the rights of
the Oraegemen, will rise in his place as
the léader of the faction which demands
the overturn of the Government because
Ricl was executed.- A mad race for the
honors and emoluments of office surely.
Time will tell whether the new game will
work—but one thing is certain, should
the political change be effected, it will
not last, resting as it will upon such a
hollow and rotten structure as that
which seeks to shieid the criminal on the
zround of nationality.

Their own friends being their judges,
the course of the Liberals in this Riel
matter, to say the least, is marked by
unworthy motives, and is eminently
qualified to maintain the antagonism of
races in this Dominion of ours. What
dees the Witness think of it—a journal
which does not favor the government.
Let the Witnessspeak :—* From the very
first meeting held to protest against the
law taking its course with regard to the
North West insurgents, we pointed out

| that the motive was too gvidently a de-

sire to rouse race hatred against the
Government, rather than a genuine sym-
pathy with the distressed. This move-
ment was inaugurated ata time when
every motive of patriotism should have
led to the arousing of a united sentiment
in support of law anl order, and it has
been persisted in until i; has been appar-
ently successful in making an incurable
line of section between the races of the
country.

The attempt of
English Liberals to turn out Sir John
Macdonald by means of a French race
artificially aroused, is not a
worthy one.””

John Falconer, W. Cottier, Mich-
ael Banonou, D. Sheasgreen, and John
Raussell; gave evidence for the prosecu-
tion. Mr. Sheasgreen identified some of
the goods as belonging to Mr. Sargeant.
The only evidence against the prisoners
was of a circumstantial nature—their
presence near the barn where the goods
were found, on Taesday night.

Mrs. McCafferty, mother of che prison-
er, was allowed to give her evidence.
She swore that her son Thomas came to
her house just after dinner on Monday,
was there all that afternoon, all the next
night, and remained there until four
o’clock on Tuesday. She said her house
had been searched, but there was nothing
there but what she worked for.

W. Cottier was recalled to give evi-
dence as to how he obtained the informa-
tion which led him to find the last lot of
goods. lle was proceeding to give a
conversation between himself and the
prisoner McCafferty when the evidence
was objected to by Mr. Park, who quoted
authorities in support of his objections.
The evidence was ruled out.

Mr. Park made a strong appeal for the
release of the prisoners. Ile said mno
evidence had been advanced to connect
them in any way with the crime, beyond
the bare fact that they were scen at the
barn, and that they rap away, which was
a very natural thing for apny one to do
when fired at.

Mrs. McCafferty’s evidence as to the
whereabouts of her son at the time of
the robbery had not been rebutted. The
defence had clearly proved an alibi, and
there was really nothing for his honor to
do but to release the prisoners.

Mr. Masson said there was strong cir-
cumstantial evidence against the prison-
ers, and as he did not care to assume the
responsibility of releasing them, he felt
it his duty to commit them to jail, to
await their trial in January next.

Gocd Adwice.

The Rev. Father Biggs, P. P. of Bt.
Patrick’s Church, Halifax, has just re-
turued from a three months’ trip throngh
the Western States in search of health,
feeling greatly benefitied by the trip.—
To a reporter of the Halifax Iferald he
gave an account of what he had scen,
in the course of which he gave some
sensible advice to those who look anpon
the United States as tbe Eldorado of
their aspirations and ambitions. The
pertinent remarks of Father Biggs apply
to other places besides Halifax, and
ougnt to have a good effect. Inresponse
to the reporter’s yuestion—‘* How are

times in tbe States?”” the Rev. gentie- |

man said :-~*¢ People talk of hard times
in Canada, but we don’t know what
hard times mean, when compared with
the existing depression and distress in
the United States. KEverywhereI went,
except Chicago, and even there, though
not to the same extent, there were lond
complaints about hard times and dulness
of trade; and the worst feature is that
there is no bright outlook for the fature.
People are losing hope. Wages arc low
and expenses are high. All those I met
who had left Halifax, as a rule, declared
that they were no better off then they
were when at home. Those who do get
work in the States have to work very
hard, and the hours of labor are very
long. I say*to you, as I shall publicly
rdvise my own people ‘ don’t go to the
States with the expectation of bettering
yourselves by the situations you may
obtain there.” A great many who leave
Halifax could get work here if they want-
ed to; but they leave what could be (and
would be if they stuck to it) constant
and remunerative employment at home
to become idlers and loafers in the States.
I was assured while away that a large
proportion of the loafers in the great
American cities to-day, especially eas-
tern cities, were * from down east.” My
advice to our people of all classes and
creeds is this ¢ Stay at home and build
up your own country; don't be afraid of
work. Honest labor in Halifax is infin-
itely better than loafing in Boston. In
the past I have often helped young men
and women to go to the States. Bat I
never will do 80 again. One remarkable
fact I noticed while away was that the
great majority of domestics in hotels or
private families were Catholics. I made
it a point to enquire the reason why, and
was assured by the proprietors that they
gave Catholic girls the preference be-
cause as a rule they were virtuous and
honest. I made careful search for the
old typical Yankee, added Father Biggs
in conclusion, but failed to discover
him. In his place is growing up a nuble
nation, remarkable for its good aud
great qualities, and most coanspicuous
for its hospitality and kindness to all
strangers.”

Potrifactions.

Quarrymen in their work of digging
out blocks of stone often bring to light
curiosities which test the u.most belief
of the beholder in the fuct that they were
so-dug out. Live frogs hive been dug
out of what appeared to be solid stone,
and many other equally twonderful
stories are told as to the position in
which fossils and petrifactions are
found. A few days ago workmen at the
quarry of Messrs. Treen & Fish, while
excaviating some twenty or more feet
below the surface, unearthed some
specimens of woed which in the lapse of
years had become harder than the sand-
stone out of which it was quarried.—
There is no doubt of these specimens
being petrified wooul, but the wonder in
our mind is where those ‘“cut nails”
whicih were said to bhave beco found in
and about these petrifactions came from,
as but few yecars have elapsed sincg cut
nails came into common use. One of
the pieccs shown us appeared to have a
thick layer of gum or resin along it
whica had also become petrified but of a
different color to the remaining portion;
being of a light shade.

THE BURMESE CAMPAIGN.

Paris, Nov. 11.—La France com-
menting on the reporied declaration
of war between Buarmsh and Great
Britain, makes a violent attack upon
the latter power, and says: * The
British expedition to Burmab, is
rcally aimed at France.” It thea
urges M. DeFreycnet, Minister of
Fore'gn affairs, to ** unite with Rus-
sia to stop English territorial ag-
grandizement.”

Loxpon, Nov. 11.—The embark-
ment of Brivish treops forming the
Barmahb army of iovasion proceeds
rapidly., The Goorkhas holding the
frontier have been reinforced and a
considerable British foree is now well
in the enemy’s conntry. The column
for theeapture of Nisgyan is 12,000
aud is accompanied Dy an elephant
battery of sevén pounders. The
main celumn embarked and embark-
ing for bombardment of Minhla ports
includes besides British battalions of
infantry, four battalions of pative
infantry from the Madras presidency,
second battalion of Liverpool Regi-
ment, First Battalion of Royal Welsh
Fusileers, second battalion of
Eleventh Royal Infantry, ninth bat-
tery of First Brigade Royal Artillery,
Cingqueports division, trgether with
oce Bombay and one Panjaub Moun-
tain battery detachments of Royal
Epgineers, and three companies of
Madras and DBombay Sappers.
Each of thke battalions of infantry
sent to the front numbers from 800
to 1,000 men. These troops will
effect a junction with the British and
native battalions previously quarter-
ed on or near the frontier in British
Burmah in anticipation of hostilities.
