The effectiveriess of farm manuvie
as a fertilizer depends on a numher
of conaitions, but there are no fixec
rules for its greater efficiency. How-

| been most exact and rigid. They were

conducted under the supervision of
the Bureau of Standards here.

“That no stonc was left unturned

to check its practical suitability is
| shown by the fact that the fuel was
used extensively in automobiles, mot-
or cycles, trucks, tractors, stationary
engines and hydro-airplanes, in cold
and warm weather, under violent
variations of load, with poor and
good operators,” said Major Zimmer-
man.
1‘ Arrangements had been made for
| quantity production before the armis-
tice, much of which would have gone
to the forces abroad.

The new fuel is odorless, tasteless
; and non-corrosive. Tests for corro-
sion were made in a motor cycle that
covered 23,000 miles of variable oper-
ation. It leaves less residue of car-
bon than gasoline, requires less air or
oxygen for combustion, and develops
greater horsepower.

FOUGHT AT BATTLE
OF CAMBRAI

Interesting Letter from a North
Shore Soldier—Street Fight-
ing Was Fierce,

——
Newcastle, Dec. 4.—The capture of
Cambrai by the Canadian fortes is

vividly described by Pte. Theodore
Bell, of Derby, Northumberland Co.,
in a letter to his brother, Mr. Perley
Bell, of this town. Pte. Bell, writ-
ing from the Colchester General Hos-
pital, England, says: ;

Dear Brother:—Just a few lines to
say that 1 am back in England again,
and glad to get away from the line
for another spell. I got shot in the
chest and a piece of shrapnel in the
ankle. I am feeling pretty good to-
day and am going to get up. There
are about seven thousand wounded
here, fresh from the trenches, and I
expect to be sent to a Canadian Hos-
pital Tuesday, with several hundred
Canadian boys. I am in a large tent
and the weather is cold and damp,
and the only thing that cheers us is
the good news from the line, and
everything looks good now.
They-.s00n - repair you up here and
I don’t'$hink 1 will be sent back be-
fore Christmas. I am lucky to be
alive after the last big attack.

The noise was '
fierce, but with fixed bayonets we
started, a real mass of troops. The
Eighth was in' front, covered by the
Fifth, Seventh and Tenth Battalions.
We were close to the canal and Heinie
had his troops on the other side.. He
blew the bridges out, but we had to
make a crossing and lost a lot of men
crossing the canal. I never saw the
Germans fight like they did in the
attack. They were right on us with
bayonets, and about every four yards
they had machine guns. We kept
driving theln back from one trench to
another, but our men were falling
fast. The street fighting was fierce
and the buildings were burning all
around us. This kept up for three
days, until we reached the town called
Cambrai. Our casualties were heavy,
but our reinforcements kept coming
up. I was the only one left of my |
section on the evening of the first,
day, and thenJ jonied a machine gun
crew but it was not long till we were
blown up by a shell and I ran to No.

Highway from Halifax to
Vancouver.

Ottawa, Dce. 6.—A coast to coast
highway connection for Canada is the
ultimate aim of A. W. Campbell, who
has been appointed to submit to the
government a policy of federal aid to
the various provinces in the matter of
better roads. Talking over his ap-
pointment, Mr. Campbell said that
any poli¢y adopted by the government
would deal with transportation by
land on a very broad national scale.
