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Trinitarianisin vs. Socinianism.

SECOND ARTICLE.
Théologiens says: “If there is one ground 

stronger than another against the deity of 
Christ it is that of worship." My first 
thought on reading the above was that the 
compositor had done him injustice and he 
intended to say “for the deity," but I soon 
saw he was attempting to establish his posi­
tion by argument. As I may not have time 
to refer to every statement made by my 
friend I will try not to overlook those in 
which he places the greatest, confidence; for 
if the strongest ground gives under his feet 
I suppose 1 can claim the fortress for my 
Lord.

It is said “Christ never instructed his fol­
lowers to worship him, but lie actually re­
buked the harmless attempt to worship him 
by calling him good." When ho said to 
them “Whatsoever ye shall ask in my name 
that will I do” and “If ye shall ask me any­
thing in my name that will I do” John 
14:13-14 (Revised Ver.) he surely gave them 
some encouragement to pray to him. He 
does not' say here “the Father will do it’ 
but “I will.” This from one who professed 
to foretell the future (Matt. 24) and so knew 
that men would be led by these statements 
to pray to him and he knew too that to 
worship any but God is idolatry. If then 
he is not God he has established an idolatry 
the most widespread, though I admit the 
purest, on the face of the whole earth. But 
we arc told “he rebuked the harmless at 
tempt to worship.” In proof we arc not 
cited to the multitudes who spread their 
garments in the way and cut down branches 
from the palm trees and cried “Hosanna,” 
and when asked by the Pharisees to rebuke 
them Jesus said “I tell you if these held 
their peace the stones would immediately 
cry out," but we are cited to a young Jew 
and a lawyer by the way, who as a Jew de­
nied the divinity of Jesus and yet showed 
his inconsistency by calling him good. (Sad 
to find n\en just so inconsistent still.) Christ 
showed the absurdity of his position and in 
eti.eet said to him “You say there is none 
good but God; You deny that I am God; 
and yet call me good." And it was a con­
tradiction. Good when lie said lie was the 
Son of God and was not? one with God and 
was not? I speak it with reverence, for I 
adoie him as my God and Saviour, but if he 
was not God he was not as good as Paul and 
Barnabas, for they rent their clothes when 
the people took them for gods and began to 
worship. But Christ received the homage 
and praise of the multitude, and though he 
rebuked Thomas for his unbelief yet suffered 
his idolatry to pass unreproved when he said 
“My Loyd and in y God." Yes and he kept 
that delusion up to the very last, if it was 
a delusion, and he deceived with a promise 
of future bliss a dying thief who prayed to- 
be remembered when lie entered the glory.

But the “Lord’s prayer” is another point 
in the “strongest ground” from the Jact of 
its being addressed to the Father. But what 
if it was? Are we to expect a whole system 
of divinity in that prayer. MyJriend c. g. 
quotes a passage that speaks of (Jurist as our 
Mediator. I wonder where ip/tlic whole 
four gospels he finds Christ called the 
Mediator. And it is not necessary that he 
should. If that truth is taught in other 
portions of God’s word it is enough. So if I 
am taught anywhere in the Bible that 
Christ was worshiped it is all I want to 
know. This fact I think is established by 
the following additional proofs. After the 
resurrection, Matt. 28:17 “When they saw 
him thew worshipped him.” Immediately 
after his ascension the disciples “worshipped 
him” Luke 24:52. Again when an apostle 
was to be chosen to take the place of Judas 
prayer was offered for divine guidance. 
That prayer (Acts 1:24) 1 believe was of­
fered to Christ. For (1) the word Kurios, 
when taken absolutely in the New Test, re­
fers generally to Christ” llackett. (2) He 
selected the other, apostles, Luke'fi:13, and 
Acts 1:2. He also chose Paul to the apostle- 
ship, Acts 26:15-16 and 9:17. (3)^ The first
Christians were in the habit of praying to 
Christ Acts 7:59. That was the sin that 
enraged Saul of Tarsus, Acts 9:14, 21. 
Ananias directed Paul to call on Christ, Acts 
22:14-16. We arc expressly told in 1 Cor. 
1:2 that saints in cvcri* place called on 
Christ. And 2 Cor. 12:8-9 shows _yery 
clearly that tlic Lord Paul nraved to was 
the Christ in whose strengtn he gloried. 
He tells us also that lie rendered thanksgiv­
ing to Jesus 1 Tim. 1:12 and John says 1 
John 5:14-15, If we ask anything according 
to his will he hears us &e., “lie is even 
worshipped by beings higher than men. and 
that at the express appointment of the 
Father who has said “Let all the angels of 
God worship him” Heb. 1:6 How they do 
worship please read Rev 5:8-14 But we 
learn something more on this subject from 
that vision of Patinos. When John fell at 
the feet of an angel to worship, the angel 
said “Do it not * * * worship God” Rev. 
22:8. When he fell at the feet of Christ he 
was encouraged and told not to fear Rev. 
1:17. Was Christ a deceiver who carried 
on the deception even in Heaven or was he 
God? I choose to believe “guile was not in 
Him.” Other evidence on this point could 
be adduced, but as my friend is “only seek­
ing the truth” perhaps this will be enough. 
But let me ask when we are told that all 
men are to honor the Son even as they honor 
the Father, does it harmonize with the idea 
that Jesus is only human or even super- 
angelic? And with the plain Bible before us, 
does it require a lively fancy to picture, in 
the approaching future, the utter overthrow 
of this Soeinian error, when the enemies of 
the king of kings shall lick the dust and

1 have dwelt long on this point because 
my friend did not deny my position that 
worship proves the divinity of Christ- but 
lie endorses the statement by. saying it is 
“one of the strongest grounds.” Some of this 
evidence I know lias not escaped the notice 
of my learned friend, for lie lias called atten­
tion to Acts 7:58-59 and informed us that when

Êives “calling upon the Lord and saying.
ord Jesus,” &c. I do hope Théologiens as a 

sucker for truth will weigh this evidence im 
partially and not act as an advocate for one 
side; and I believe hois too honest to under­
take to break down the very evidence that 
he lias called honest,and into whose mouth lie 
lias put the testimony that he wishes to have 
borne: That Christ is worthy to receive wor­
ship, see Rev. 5:12.

Reference is made to the Athanasian 
Breed. I am not the apologist of the creeds 
I swear no allegiance to man in matters of 
religion. I have no John Knox or John 
Calvin or John Wesley to quote or glory in, 
and I want none (Possibly I do sometimes 
refer to John the Baptist hut you know he 
was a Bible character.) “The Bible and the 
Bible only is the religibn of a Protestant.” 
Caro should be exorcised lest its truth be 
received in the light of human creeds rather 
than in the light of the Bible itself. It needs 
no human coloring. “It is folly to paint the 
diamond. ”

But we are told “the doctrine of the 
Trinity is not only a mystery, but an ab­
surdity. “That it is above reason I admit, 
that it is contrary to reason cannot be shown 
till it is fully comprehended,and that to man 
in this state of being is impossible. But 
the full comprehension of the attributes of 
deity is equally impossible. They are above 
reason are they therefore absurd! The only

legitimate inquiry is: <Ts the doctrine of the 
Trinity taught in ifytBible”? If so it is to 
be taken as God’s own account of Himself.

From the term “only begotten Son of God” 
Théologiens concludes Christ has his ex­
istence from the Father and so is not self- 
existent. To this I reply first when Christ is 
called “God’s own Son” and only begotten 
Son” he is referred to in a sense different 
from this in which other beings even angels 
are called his sous. In Rom. 8:42 Christ is 
called God’s own Son” and in John 5:18 he 

called God his own Father” (Revised Ver.) 
and wo are told why he did so, “making 
himself equal with God.” But, 2nd,Théologi­
ens is no doubt aware this text John 1:18 
has a different reading in ancient MSS. 
Why is not this spoken of as a “Trinitarian 
forgery?") I will quote a Unitarian authority 
of no less standing than Ezra Abbot in reply 
to my friend. “It has long been known to 
scholars, that important critical authorities 
instead of the expression “only begotten 
Son” have the remarkable reading “only 
begotten God.” The MSS. that contain it 
though not numerous are of the very highest 
rank, including both the famous Vatican 
MS. and the newly discovered Codex Sinai- 
tievs of Tischendorf. This reading is also 
found in several of the ancient versions. 
Critical Essays, page 2^1. Though Mr. Abbot 
took . several pages to reconcile this with 
Unitarianism, yet here is an honest state 
ment of fact. My friend knows too the 
Revised Ver. gives in the margin “God only 
begotten” instead of “only begotten Son.”

Two objections are taken to our Lords 
divinity from John 6. From ver. 57 “I live, 
by the Father” we are told “he owes his 
existence to the Father ” But a similar 
expression is found in John 5:26. “As the 
Father hath life in himself even so gave In­
to the Sop also to have life in himself.” But 
Christ is not there speaking of His divine 
nature, nor of his human nature, but of his 
authority to quicken and raise the dead and 
judge the world. The fact of his saying God 
had given him this power does not prove him 
to be inferior to the Father. Appointment 
to office does not prove the appointee is infer­
ior in nature to the power that appoints. E.g. 
the Prest.of Mt. Allison lias been appointed to 
the office by his brethern, but in that he 
only received authority to do what before 
the appointment he was fully able to do. 
And suppose John 6:69 should read the holy 
one of God” instead “Son of the living God,” 
is not not the fact that lie was the Son of 
God taught elsewhere? Did not Christ affirm 
it of himself? see John 10:36.

Stress is laid on John 14:28 “The Father 
is greater than I.” That statement was in­
tended to comfort the disciples in view of 
his departure from them. And as we often 
speak words of comfort to the bereaved 
based on the fact of the better condition of 
the departed, so Christ comforts his dis­
ciples here. As Prof. Stuart says “they 
ought to rejoice at his exaltation to bliss and 
glory with the Father.” It cannot be shown 
that Christ was here comparing nature with 
the Father, and not condition. And they 
ought to rejoice at his exchanging the sorrow 
of earth for the joys of Heaven. But on the 
other hand could we imagine a sane man, 
but only a man standing up to comfort 
others, and lie does so by saying seriously 
God is greater than I am.” Would you not 
think such a man an egotist?

There are 7 records of the Jews, (who
«turoly understood their ow„. *,"a
so knew what Christ said) charging him 

ith blasphcny for making himself equal 
with God. If lie did say to them “you mis­
understood mo” the reader can see it for 
himself. Wo arc told “it is the very thing 
he did sav,” Matt. 9:3,26:65, Mark 2:7,14:- 
64, Luke 5:21, John 5:18, 10:36. When I 
am asked “who but a pinched and hide­
bound Jew grasping at straws” would sup­
pose Christ claimed deity from the expres­
sion “I and my Father are one” I confess 
myself without a reply. The thought is 
too high and classical for me to grasp.

If I understand Théologiens, when Christ 
id “lie that hath seen mo hath seen-the 

Father” he only meant moral qualities and 
Christ could not be God for no man has seen 
God at any time and Christ was seen. 
Granted that God as spirit could not be seen. 
Still is it true that the Godhead never as­
sumed a form and was seen by men,” see 
Gen. 32:30 when Jacob said of the man with 
whom he wrestled “I have seen God face to 
face,” a mV Ex 3 “The angel of the Lord ap- 
pearedtrto him” (Moses) “in a flame of fire 
out of the midst of a bush * * * and God 
called to him out of the busli put off thy 
shoes * * * I am the God of tin Father the 
God of Abraham * * * amrUod said to 
Moses 1 am that I am and say to the 
children of Israel I am hath sent me to you, 
who was the I am but the Son who only re­
veals the Father John 1:18 and said to tlic 
Jews before Abraham was “I am.”

Because he said John 5:30 “I can of mine 
own self do nothing” showing the union 
between himself and the Father to be so 
close that he does nothing independent of 
the Father, Théologiens argues ne was not 
God. But in that same chap. ver. 19 Jesus 
said “Whatsoever things he (the Father) 
doetli these also doetli tM Son” Here is no 
limit. All that the Fat Her docs the Sou 
does, could there be any higher declaration 
of his equality with the Father and yet he 
does nothing independent of the Father, 
for they are one.

I sco nothing so very difficult in Matt. 
13:32. If the human and divine natures both 
meet in Christ, and if they are essentially 
distinct while inseparably united, then it is to 
be expected th|f some passages should clear­
ly announce Ins divinity; otlieis as ideally 
his humanity, while others may include 
both. But if Jesus was not divine then 
those passages which declare his divine 
nature must either be rejected as spurioui 
“forgeries,” or be explained away by the 
arts of criticism. Which horn my friend 
will take I leave him to choose. Perhaps he 
will begin with an exegesis of Heb. 3:1-3 
when the Hebrews are asked to “consider 
the Apostle and High Priest of our con 
fcssibii even Jesus, “who is said” to have 
mqre honor than Moses as he who builds the 
house has ifiorc honor than the house, for 
every house is built by some one but he 
who built all things is God. And remem­
ber the God who built all things is the 
Apostle and High Priest of our confession,” 
unless “the grammatical construction is 
loose” again, but to help the grammar we 
are told “by him were all things created,” 
t*c. .

What we have just said of the divine and 
human natures meeting in Jesus is to my 
mind the explanation of such passages as 
Matt. 26:39. As a man he suffered and as 
a man he asked to have, the cup removed. 
Alfred has said of John 17:3, “The very 
juxta-position hero of Jesus Christ with the 
Father is proof by implication of our Lord’s 
Godhead. The knowledge of God and a 
creature could not be eternal life. Such an 
association of the one with the other would 
be inconceivable.

Fear of trespassing on the space of the 
editor and the patience of the reader forbids 
all the attention this subject seems to de­
mand. But just let me, too, “open the Bible 
at random” and read Titus 1:2, “the message 
wherewith I was instructed according to the 
commandment of God our Saviour.” Titus* 
2:13, “looking for the blessed hope and the 
appearing of tlic glory of our great God and 
Saviour Jesus Christ.” Rom. 9:6, “Christ 
* * who is God over all blessed forever." 
Matt 1:23 “call his name Immanuel which 
is interpreted Goil with us.” Acts 20:28, 
“Feed the Church of God which ho pur­
chased with his own blood.” 1 Peter 3:17, 
“Sanctify in your hearts Christ as Lord.” 
John 1:1. “The word was God,” Luke 
1:16-17, “Many of the children of Israel 
shall ho turn unto the Lord their God. And 
he shall go before his face * Heb. 1:8

“Of the Son ho saith thy throne, O God, is 
for ever and ever.” 2 Peter 1:1, “the 
righteousness of our God and Saviour Jesus 
Christ.” Col. 2:8, “In him dwelt all the 
fulness of the Godhead bodily.” (Robinson, 
Greenfield, Donnegan, Liduell, and Scott 
&c., give for Godhead “deity”)* '***

If my friend was taking evidence in 
court and one gave a positive affirmative he 
would require just as positive testimony to 
rebut the statement. These say positive­
ly, “The word was God. ” The Bible 
is not a riddle and God does not deny him­
self. Those passages quoted by Theologicus 
could all be explained from the human side 
of Christ, but if he is not divine also, how 
do we explain these?

Neither is it necessary for me to prove 
that Jesus while here on earth was in the 
full exercise of all the Divine attributes. 
We are told in Phil. 2:6-8 that he counted it 
not a prize to be on an equality with God; 
but he emptied himself, etc.” This lan­
guage implies more than just taking an 
humble place. And just as the sun is ob­
scured when eclipsed, but still is the sun, so 
Christ may have retained while on earth 
only enough of the Divine to enable him to 
complete the work of redemption.

I might refer too to many passages where 
the names given to Jesus and to the Deity 
arc used interchangeably: such as in Rev. 
22:6, “The Lord, the God of the Spirits of 

1 the prophets, sent his angel to show unto 
his servant the things which must 'come to 
pass.” Rev. 22:16, “I Jesus have sent mine 
angel to testify unto you those things.”

I might also ask how are we to account for 
his own statements of his omnipresence, e g. 
Matt. 18:20, 28:20, John 3:13.

Here I beg to close for the present the 
evidence on the part of my Saviour’s Divin­
ity. But will the reader and Theologicus 
please indulge mo in a few remarks.

(1) I cannot think my friend is satisfied 
with his own removal of the difficulties in 
John 1:1. He tells us “the Epistle was 
written to refute the views of the Gnostics, 
&c. I am told Jciomo and Eusebius say, on 
the other hand, it was written principally to 
vindicate the Lord’s Divinity against Ccrin- 
thus, who denied it. Now let us ask the in- 
pired writer “ Why did you write it?” Hear 
his answer, John 20:31 : “These are writ­
ten that ye may believe that Jesus is the 
Christ, the Son of God, and that believing 
ye may have life in his name. ” In the light 
of that statement, now read the first chap­
ter, y«-a, the whole Epistle.

(2) If Jesus was God and “counted it not 
a prize to bo on on equality with God, but 
emptied himself, taking the form of a ser­
vant, being made in the likeness of men ; 
aiyl being found in fashion as a man, he 
humbled himself, becoming obedient unto 
death ; yea, the death of the Cross, Phil. 
2:6-8, (New Version.) Then his condescen­
sion tills me with an admiration I have no 
language to express. But if ho was not God 
and “only a creature of God” then his con­
descension was nothing amazing. Other 
men and even good men have suttered cruci­
fixion and were not immortalized by it either. 
But on the Soeinian view the cross has made 
Christ the hero and filled earth and heaven 
with his praise by men and angels. Such glory 
any man could count ample pay.

(3) Again, if Christ was not divine, Chris­
tianity is worse than Mohammedanism,being 
a greater system of idolatry. Then the Soe-

Excellency Ametli Ben Anictli Ambassador 
from Morocco to the English court, fora un­
ion of their bodies. They addressed the 
Mussulman as follows, “worshippers of the 
sole supreme deity,” .and spoke of Moham­
med as “raised up of God to scourge with 
the sword tlic idolizing Christians.” See 
Dr. Horsley’s letters to Dr. Priestly, letter 
16, page 30/, ed. 3. If any prefer Moham­
med to Jesus the road is open before them to 
that goal in Socinianism. Reader which 
will you choose?

(4) If I have said anything in this discus­
sion that may seem harsh I beg pardon. I 
am jealous for the Lord of Hosts, out I have 
the kindliest feeling towards all men and 
especially to Théologiens. I sec nothing to 
be gained by rejecting the deity of Jesus. 
So for as this life is concerned I have foiled 
to notice more real-piety among Socinians 
than in Trinitarians. I see nothing to he 
gained for the future for “every spirit whtcli 
confessetli not Jesus is not of God” 1 John 
4:3 amL “whosoever denieth the Son the 
same hath not the Father lie that confessetli 
the Son hath the Father also 1 John 2:23.
I am anxious that men shall “kiss the Son” 
and “flee for refuge” to the only hope 
Christ. Then shall we know the blessedness 
of having the indwelling God, Son and 
Father, for he has said John 14:23 “If a 
man love me * * my Father will love him 
and we will come unto him anil make 
our abode with him and I pray that all 
you readers while running the race set be­
fore us may be “looking unto Jesus the 
author and perfecter of faith.”

Niagara Falls.

The White Rlbboners’ Holiday.

After a week i f uncea-ing mental

Murk Twain’s de­
scription of the falls and hacknion is 
well known. When he said that 
“the falls were high, but the hack- 
man’s charges were higher"—ho 
might have added that their descent 
upon strangers was as rapid and al­
most as overpowering as the mighty
...» i „XT-____ rto . oUsp
from the car than we were surround­
ed by exalted whips and clamoring 
tongues, Cobmen rushed pell-mell 
from every nook and cab-stand. We 
etired behind our brave leader* who 

was quite equal to the occasion. 
Her quiet dignity soon quelled the 
strife, and arrangements were made 
that the parly should Be first driven 
to a restaurant for dinner, afterward 
to every place of interest around the 
falls for a reasonable sum. The 
first point was Groat and Luna islands. 
The Three Sister islands are connect­
ed to Goat island by rustic bridges, 
where one can easily alight and ex­
plore the pictu-esquiv surroundings I 
on ftfot. The descent to Whirlpool 
rapids is made by cars constructed 
for the purpose, worked by water 
power. Looking down the steep de­
scent, one naturally feels a little 
timid, but the conductor gives the 
assuring words, “you will be jnet as 
-afe ladies as if you were sitting in 
your own parlor.’’ Without wishing 
to doubt his word, we did not feel 
quite so secuie as under the house 
roof, but willing to tun the risk, and 
felt well repaid by the magnificent 
grandeur of the scene below. There 
is a similar descent from Prospect 
park where one can view the Ameri­
can fall from its ba*o and got a 
clearer idea of its, height. Those 
who prefer can walk up and down 
on 280 steps. Here one can cross 
to the Canadian sh^re in about alO 
minutes. The voyage is short but 
rather perilous in appearance. The 
small, rightly named steamer, Maid 
of the Mist, is aknost continually 
crossing and re-crossing, but we pre­
ferred to ascend by the way wo 
went down and standing on the 
stone pier of the Park at the point 
where the waters descend. Here wo 
heard the sad story of the tragic 
ending of a woman’s life, who, but 
a week previous had stood where 
we werq now standing. A woman 
of apparently 45~ years, richly 
clothed and fair to look upon, was 
observed drinking freely from a 
buttle, with a small cup that she 
carried. After doing so she put 
down the bottle, laid off her bonnet 
and defiberately stepped over the 
railing into the descending torrent, 
He body was severed by the fall and 
was shortly recovered, but had not 
yet been identified. Whether she 
had become crazed by the drink, or 
had taken it to fortify herself for the 
awful deed, can never he Known. In 
either case she went into eternity 
with reason gone and soul destroyed 
through strong drink. The lesson 
was taken to heart, and the white 
ribbon became fairer to the eye, and 
dearer to the hearts that throbbed 
beneath it. After seeing all could 
be crowded into one day, we gave 
the last lingering look upon one of 
the most wonderful creations of 
nature—one of Lite most awe-inspir­
ing of all God’s works, Niagara 
Falls—and thought with Mrs. Sigour­
ney : “Thou dost speak alone of God 
who poured thee as a drop, from his 
right hand, bidding the soul that 
looks upon thy fearful majesty be 
be still, be humbly wrapped in its 
own nothingness, and lose itself in 
Him."

—The French Senate Committee, 
which had the matter in charge, has 
approved the bill for the relief of the 
Panama Canal Company.

—A weekly paper, to be called 
the lleview, is shortly to be published 
at Rickibucto, by Mr. S. B. Pater­
son, jr. The paper is to bo a six 
column quarto, and promises to be 
independent in politics. The first 
number will appear about the 15th 
of August.

—The encounters tbathave occur- 
ed near Arquin, between the Egypt 
ian troops under Col. Woodhouse 
and dervisfies have proved very dis­
astrous to the latter. Thus far 900 
of the dervishes have been killed 
and 700 others have either been 
taken prisoners or deserted.

—The net earnings of the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway for the month 
of May were $380,588, being an in 
crease of $145,547 over the corres­
ponding month of last year. The 
total net traffic receipts from Janu 
ary 1 to May 31, were $1,449,960 
as compared with $722,921 over the 
same period last year.

—Conservative estimates “on

—Returns furnished to the Finance 
Department, Ottawa, up to the end 
of June show the revenue for the 
month to have been $3,162,163, 
and expenditure $2,047,599, and for 
the twelve months give the follow­
ing figures : Revenue, $37,396,501 ; 
expenditure, $31,635,023. Thife 
leaves a nominal surplus of $5.761,- 
478, but the interest charges for 
tbo last half year have |et to bo 
deducted. The net debt on June 
30th was $233.575.430, a decrease 
of $904,087 in the month. The ex­
penditure on capital account in June 
was 8277,564, and for the year, $4, 
808,738.

—The Dominion Government has, 
upon the recommendation of the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, 
decided to send experts to tbo pun 
ci pul fishing stations of Scotland 
and Holland, for the purpose of ex 
amining and reporting upon the 
herring fishing industry of those 
countries, where rapid strides in 
the improvement for catching, cur­
ing and packing have been made, 
tho Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies, in taking those steps, is follow­
ing the example of those countries, 
where much assistance has been 
rendered to the fisherman by their 
Government.

—The Royal Gazette contains no­
tice of application for letters patent 
of incorporation by the St. John 
Syrup Company (Limited.), Object : 
The manufacture and sale of syrups, 
glucose sugar, farina and any other 
of the various products derivable 
from starch and starch-bearing 
crops.

The electric exhibition, to be 
held in connection with the Carni­
val, will be one of the most impos­
ing displays ever made, as most of 
the electric manufacturing compan­
ies in the United States will exhibit 
their specialties. Nothing of the 
sort has ever been attempted in Can­
ada before, and the programme pre­
pared by Mr. A. A. Knudson will 
not only be of great interest to 
scientific men, but will prove most 
attractive to the general public. 
The exhibition is intended to illus­
trate the resources and capabilities 
of electricity, and some oftbo effects 
that will bo shown with the incades- 
cent light will be of marvelous beau­
ty. Reduced rates have been secur­
ed by all lines of travel,and a bureau 
has been established at St. John to 
provide lodging and board for those 
at a distance who make application. 
The programme for the ten days 
that the Carnival is to last includes 
& monster trade procession, base 
ball, cricket, lawn tennis, lacrosse, 
and athletic tournaments, regattas, 
horse races, mammoth marine pag- 
ent and pyrotechnic display on the 
harbor, military parade, band con­
certs, torch light processions etc. 
In addition to these attractions and 
the electric exhibitions, there will 
be theatrical entertainments every 
evening by well-known companies, 
and, in short, nothing will be left un­
done to make tho Summer Carnival 
an event to be thoroughly enjoyed 
and long remembered by all who 
see it.

St John, however, is not to have a 
monoply of Ihe Summer Carnival 
business, for the people of Halifax 
are determined not to bo outdone 
in this matter, and arrangements 
are progressing favorably for the 
Halifax Summer Carnival, which is 
to begin on the 5th of August and 
last six days. Halifax has the ad­
vantage of a beautiful harbor and 
the strongest fortifications in Amer­
ica, besides being the headquarters 
of the British American Naval 
Squadron, now commanded by Sir 
George Wat sen. This distinguished 
officer and General Sir John Ross, 
who commands the garrison, have 
lent their aid towards making the 
carnival a huge success. The city 
will bo bombarded by the whole 
fleet of warships, the engagement 
occupying a whole day, when every 
vessel, fort and battery will start in 
action, and the roar of cannonading 
will last from morn till eye. Many 
UlîY'fWé’part" in tin's* engag®uU9.r^ 
including several regiments of local 
militia. On another occasion the 
troops will be reviewed by General 
Sir John Ross and Admiral Sir 
George W. Watson. These and 
other military and naval demonstra­
tions will present to the spectator a 
vivid and exciting picture of actual 
warfare.

In the fireman’s tournament, for 
which largo sums are offered 
prizes, there will be representatives 
from the fire departments of many 
cities and towns in Canada, and 
some are expected from the United 
Slates. The carnival sports will 
consist of a two days’ regatta for 
amateur and professional oarsmen ; 
horse races between fast Canadian 
and American runners and trotters ; 
baseball matches between crack 
American teams ; cricket matches, 
in several of which officers of the 
army and navy will compete ; and 
general athletic competitions. The 
day and night processions during 
Carnivai week will include parades 
by the regular soldiers and sailors, 
and Militia Forces, Firemen, Odd­
fellows, Aquatic and Athletic Clubs, 
and various other organizations. A 
special appropriation has been made 
from the Carnival fund for the en­
tertainment of 250 uniformed Odd­
fellows from Boston who have ar­
ranged to visit Halifax during Car­
nival Week, and will march in the 
parades. As a band tournament is 
among the attractions, which over 
a score of bands have already signi­
fied their intention of attending, 
these will also appear in the proces­
sions, and will undoubtedly prove to 
be displays of a most imposing de­
scription.

Thé carnival programme also em­
braces a three days’ walking match, 
in which a number of professional 
pedestrians will appear; brilliant 
illumination of the ships of war, 
harbour, and surrounding city and 
country with pyrotechnic displays ; 
moonlight excursions on the harbour 
aquatic concerts; promenade con­
certs in the illuminated public gar­
dens

—Wilkie Collins, the celebrated 
novelist, has been stricken with par­
alysie, and considering his advanced 
age, it is feared he cannot survive.

—The marriage of Princess Sophia, 
of Germany, sister of Emperor Wil­
liam, to the Duke of Sparta, Crown 
Prince of Greece, will take place Oc­
tober 18.

—Rev. Ralph Breeken and Mrs. 
Brecken returned on Saturday from 
a trip to the Holy Land. Mr. Breck­
en preached to his old congregation 
in Halifax on Sunday.

—The marriage of Princess Louise 
of Wales and tjieEarl of Fife will 
take place July 27,- in: the chapel of 
Buckingham Palace. The Queen and 
probably the Shah will be present.

The Rev. D. J. McDonnell, one of 
the most eloquent of the ministers 
of the Presbyterian chtiroh in Can­
ada, will shorilv visit Neva Scotia 
where be will deliver severa. lectnres 
on the “Jesuit question.”

—Hon. John Norquay died sudden­
ly last Saturday evening. The de­
ceased was 47 years old and a native 
of Canada, being of Scotch and native 
parentage. He was at the head of 
the Manitoba government for four­
teen years, his ministry being defeated 
only a year or so ago.

—Mr. George E. Foster, Minister 
of Finance, was married last week 
to Mrs. Addie Chisholm, divorced 
wife of D. B. Chisholm, ex-M. P. for 
Hallon. Mrs. Chisholm established 
quite a reputation in Ontario as a 
graceful and effective writer on tem­
perance and kindred subjects.

—President Van Horne, of the C- 
P R., Hon. Edward Blake, Judge 
Clarke and Mr. Sanford Fleming were 
in Moncton last Saturday, en route 
for Dalhousie, where they will spend 
a few days at the Inch Arran. Their 
visit is said to be* in connection with 
taking evidence in the railway 
arbitration case.

—Miss Graves has accepted tho 
position of principal of the Ladies 
Academy, Wolfviile, offered her by 
the Governors of Acadia College 
af’er the resignation of Miss Wads­
worth at the end of last term. Miss 
Graves was formerly principal of 
the Academy for seven years, but 
resigned there years ago on account 
of ill health. The interval has been 
chiefly spent in travel and study in 
old country.

—Mr. George A. Barker, who was 
elected Mayor of St. John on tho 
11th ult, died suddenly on Saturday 
morning. Ho bad a severe attack 
of rheumatism of the heart about 
fortnight ago, but recovered and 
was thought out of danger till a few 
hours before his death, when he suf­
fered a relapse. Mayor Barker was 
a sou of Mr. T. B. Barker, tho well 
known druggist, who succeeded to 
the business conducted for many 
years by his brother-in-law the pres­
ent Lieut. Governor. He was a very 
popular man, and his funeral, on 
Monday was tho largest ever seeu 
in St. John.

—A curious uuiu uieii lai y upuu cue 
boasted civilization and refinement 
of the latter part of the nineteenth 
century is to be found in the fact 
that the leading daily papers of the 
Maritime Provinces devoted two or 
three columns to the disgusting de­
tails of a brutal prize fight. The 
course pursued by the papers in 
question must bo regarded as an in­
dication of the taste of a largo num­
ber of their patrons, for no news­
paper manager would be likely to 
incur extraordinary expense for dis­
patches in such a case, without a 
reasonable certainty of being recoup­
ed by largely increased sales. It is 
doubtful, however, whether the pros­
pect of gain is a sufficient excuse 
for the publication by a respectable 
journal of the full details of a slug­
ging match, which did not oven 
have the merit of being an interna­
tional contest. The dispatches are 
valuable as an indication of the man 
ner in which the law is enforced in 
the United States, for we ere grave­
ly told that the sheriff, who arrested 
the pugilists after the fight was end­
ed, entered the ring before the con­
test began and commanded the peace 
and then took a good position to 
see the fight.

—During the pest week the 
weather was especially favorable 
for growing crops throughout the 
American corn and wheat belt. The 
winter wheat harvest is well under 
way, with a good yield reported. 
Harvesling was completed in Ken­
tucky with a fair yield of wheat. 
Excessive rains proved injurious in 
the middle and south Atlantic 
states, where harvesting has been 
interrupted, much hay destroyed and 
wheat is sprouting in tho shock. 
Rain also proved injurious to hay 
and oats in New England. Cran­
berries were also slightly injured by 
cold, but other crops, including 
corn, potatoes, rye and tobacco, are 
reported in fine condition.

Division Grange Meeting.

The meeting of the Cumberland 
Division Grange, in Chignecto Hall, 
in this place, on Tuesday afternoon, 
was well attended by the members of 
the order from the different parts of 
Cumberland and Westmorland 
Counties. This meeting of the Grange 
was more than usually interesting and 
profitable. A considerable amount of 
business in connection with the order 
came before the meeting, and was dis­
cussed in a clear and forcible man­
ner. The Grange and its advantages to 
the farmers, their wives and families 
was also spoken upon, and the argu­
ments used showed conclusively the 
benefits accruing to those who wore 
members of the order. The essay read 
by Bro. Howard Black, of Amherst, 
was an admirable paper containing 
much valuable information on the sub­
ject “Does Farming Pay,” and several 
of the ideas introduced in the paper 
were spoken upon by Bros. Carter, 
Dixon, Black, George, Anderson, 
Oulton, Scanlan and Ripley. A vote 
of thanks was tendered Bro. Black 
by the Grange, accompanied with the 
request that the essay should be pub­
lished. ________

—According to estimates prepared 
by the Indian Tea Association, it is 
expected that the ensuing crop of 
India teas will reach a total closely 
approximating 107,000,000 lbs. This 
indicates by long odds the heaviest 
production yet reached, showing an 
increase of 10,700,000 lbs. over 1888 
89. 20,208,000 lbs. over 1887-88, 
and an excess over 1885-86 of 38,265,- 
000 lbs.

—The German Emperor's Nor­
wegian trip nearly had a fatal ter­
mination. While the Emperor and 
party were viewing Bura glacier, 
a great mass of ice became displaced 
and a fragment struck the Emperor 
on the shoulder, dashing him violent 
ly to tae ground. Full paatioulars 
of the accident have not been re­
ceived, but it is known the Emperor’s 
injuries are not at all serious. ,

—Most profound regret is expressed 
from political friends and political 
foes alike in Manitoba at the unex 
pected death of the Hon. Mr. Nor­
quay. Every newspaper speaks of 
him in the kindest terms, and his loss 
is generally deplored. ^ He was given 
a public funeral on Monday. His life 
was insured for $14,000, which is all 
he leaves his family.

—In Halifax harbor last week, 
lying peacefully side by side, were 
representatives of the British, Ger 
man, and French navies; while a ship 
of the Austrian Imperial navy is on 
her way to join the faternal gathering. 
Halifax harbor could easily hold all 
the men-of-war ships of the world, 
and give them room to swing at 
anchor.—Monetary Times.

An Acadian Centenarian.—The

Unitarians and Socinians.

Children Cry for

To the Editor of the Chignecto Post.
Just above West Point, the site of the 

U. 8. celebrated Military Academy, there 
is a projecting rock that has served as a 
target for more than fifty years. It is said 
that one hundred and seventy-five thous­
and pounds of lead have been fired against 
it, and fallen into the river Hudson. The 
rock as yet shows no signs of injury or 
decay, while the lead from the muskets, 
rifles, revolvers and other small arms has 
disappeared in the waters at its base. 
Orthodox Christianity, the rock which is 
the foundation of our hope for time and 
eternity, for nearly nineteen hundred 
years has been peppered with the hail from 
the small arms of Atheists, Deists, and 
other infidels. Socinus, Vulney, Voltaire, 
llume, Tom Paine. Ingersol, Savage anil 
others have poured against it their shots, 
without producing any apparent effects. 
It wil| stand those of the small fry now 
so industriously assailing it from the plat­
form and through the press.

Toanswer “Theologicus,” whose letters 
have appeared in the late issue of your 
piper in extenso, would take up too much 
of ray time and your space. A s his whole 
argument is built on the denial of the 
Divinity of Christ, I will ask the a'tention 
ot your readerg,t<> the evidence that He 
(Christ) is l oth man and God. Ir limine 
1 will place before them them the creed 
of “Theologicus.”

Ihe Si piniflns take their name from the 
founders of their sect, Lilius and Faustus 
Socinus, natives of Sienna. The latter, 
who was the principal propagandist, was 
born in 1539, and died in 1604. They 
maintain that Jesus Christ was a mere 
man, deny the existence of the Trinity, the 
native and total depravity of man, the 
Atonement, the eternity of future punish­
ment. and the personality of the devil. 
They believe that alter death the sou/ 
sleeps until the resurrection, when it will 
bo raised with the body. Unitarians are 
Spcianians rather more at large, or more 
properly speaking, astray, about the great 
truths of Christianity. The teachings ot 
Sooianians as I have just stated them are 
those defended by “Theologicus’’ in his 
own peculiar and subtile way, and if 1 
can show by his admissnn that the birth 
of Christ was supernatural, the web of 
sophistry he has so fogcniously woven 
will be unravelled, and the virus taken 
out of his articles. He says : “I will ac 
cept the teachings of the Scripture” where 
they have not been tampered with, and 
interpolated by Trinitarians. What are 
those teachings?

I will start with the prophesy of Christ’s 
incarnation Isaiah himself says the 
Lord Himself shall give you a sign : Be­
hold a virgin shall conceive and bear a 
son, and shall call His name Immanuel 
Im, with, anu, us ; and El, God. As the 
word has not been tampered with in any 
way, I presume that “Theologicus” will 
find no difficulty about accepting its mean­
ing. If he does not, I cannot well see how 
he can get over the fulfillment ol the pro 
phesy, or the record of its fulfillment in 
Matt. 1:18 to 26th verses, or of Paul’ 
declaration “that God sent forth His Son 
made of a woman,” that he was made flesh, 
and that he took part ef flesh and blood, 
ai.d was made like unto His brethern,” or 
of John, ‘ that he was made flesh.” This 
places him on a higher plane than ordin 
ary humanity, makes him more than man. 
Daniel called Him “the most holy, Mes­
siah the Prince. ” John claimed that He 
was a King. “The Kingdom ot Heaven 
is at hand. ” Ho Himself did the same and 
so did Hie disciples and in audition, boldly 
declared that his “kingdom was not of this 
world. ” What other conclusion can be 
drawn from this than that He was indeed 
a King, and that His Kingdom was the 
Kingdom of Heaven, where He would sit 
upon the Throne of His Father.. If Chiist 
is indeed a king, and His kingdom is not 
of tills world, and if, as described by Dan­
iel it is au everlasting Kingdom. He must 
be more than man, and if His Kingdom is 
the Kingdom of Heaven, where God the 
Father reigns, how can He be less than 
God?

We now come to the Resurrection. 
David saye impersonating Christ; “Thou 
wilt not leave my soul in Hades, neither 
wilt Thou suffer thine Holy One to see 
corruption.” To the disciples Ho showed 
Uinisell alive after His Passion, by many

infallible proofs, being seen of them forty 
days, and speaking ot the things pertain­
ing to the Kingdom of God. The very 
Kingdom proclaimed by John and the 
disciples, and of which He claimed He 
was the King. Peter on the memorable 
dav of Penlicost proclaimed that “Jesus, 
being by the right hand of God exalted, 
and having received from the Father the 
promise of the Holy Ghost” had given 
them the Spiritual Power to be used in 
“exalting Him above every other name.”

The Socianians and Unitarians will tell 
us that Christ was an ordinary man, but 
that admission amounts to nothing, for 
if he was only extraordinary he would be 
still a man, and would not occupy even 
as high a position as the heathens assign 
to their deities. Paul tells us that God 
rais- d Him from the dead and f-et Him at 
His own right hand, far above all princi­
pality and power, and might, and domin- 
and every name that is named not only 
in thia world but that which is to came, 
and has put all things under his feet. 
Here then we have Him occupying a pn«i. 
tion coequal with that of the Father. 
Again. Paul tells us that God the Father 
put all tilings in subjection under His 
(Christ's) feet, for in Viat he put all 
tillage under Him. He left nothing that 
was not put und>r Him.

I have appealed to the record, the teach­
ings of which “Theologicus” accepts as 
authoritative. That record declares that 
Jesus is the Son of God, and coequal, 
which as a Son He must necessarily be, 
with the Father. No intermediate place 
can be assigned Him. ns more than man 
and less than God. In the contest between 
Socinians, Unitarians and Arians, on the 
one side, and Trinitarians. Christendom 
has always given its verdict in'favor of the 
latter. In vain have tho former assumed 
new goises and disguises, their advocates 
teaching forth their impious hands towards 
Heaven have not been able to reach the 
Eternal Son of God and tear Him from 
His throne. Christianity is built upon 
the Reck—Christ, and its foundation can­
not be moved. The edifice will tower 
ever the wreck Sf time, and be the secure 
abede of he subjects of King Immanuel 
through eternity.
