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Agriculture Mulching Trees and Shrubs.

All who hove young trees or bushes 
should read this article carefully:—

A noted English horticulturist says : 
“Mulching consists in laying a circle 
of litter around newly planted trees to 
retain the natural humidity of the 
soil.” This is certainly a very brief 
and incomplete discription of both 
the operation and the benefits to be 
derived therefrom. It is, however, 
about as much as has been claimed for 
it by tree-planters in this country, and 
for these and other reasons compara­
tively few persons think that mulch­
ing trees is sufficiently beneficial to 
pay for the cost of material and its 
application. To say that the material 
applied as a mulch is merely “ to re 
tain the natural humidity of the soil," 
is certainly claiming very little for

The total number of hogs slaughter­
ed annually in the United States is 
estimated at 30.000,000, the average 
dressed weight 175 pounds each.

Carefully gather the scraps from the 
table and give them to your fowls. 
There is no kind of feed which will 
produce a more liberal return of eggs.

The annual value of the cattle pro­
ducts of the United States is estimated 
at $700,000,000; $40,000,000 worth of 
beef and its products were sent abroad 
last year.

If what’s worth doing is worth do­
ing well, don’t lay out more fields for 
cropping than you can cultivate 
thoroughly. Then you will make 
haste more slowly and profitably.

Gate is the beat feed for horses and 
colts in all conditions. It contains 
the elements for bone and muscle, for 
growth and strength ; besides it is a 
healthy feed when ground and mixed 
with corn for other stock.

In making pickles never use vessels 
of brass, copper or tin, as the action 
of the acid on such metals often re 
suit in poisoning the pickle. Either 
a porcelain or granite iron kettle is 
the best for such purposes.

It has been discovered recently by 
medical men that " lump jaw,” as it it 
celled, or lumps found on the jaws of 
cattle, are sometimes caused by decay 
ed teeth. It is not known how much 
the poor brutes suffer with the tooth- 
ache.

A mixture of lard and snuff is the 
California remedy for lice on stock. 
This ointment does not need to be ap­
plied to the entire animal, but a ring 
of it, two or three inches wide, made 
completely around the neck, will have 
the desired effect.

Although but a short time has 
elapsed since the present system of 
testing the milk and butter capacity 
of the Jersey cow was adopted, there 
are already 700 of the breed that have 
records of butter running from four­
teen to forty-six pounds twelve ounces 
in seven days.

England has an Ensilage Commis- 
eion at work taking the testimony for 
and against this system of preserving 
food for live stock by those who have 
practiced it for the last few years. 
While the advantages of the system 
are not held to be as great as some 
of the early enthusiasts maintained 
they were, yet the general drift of the 
testimony of experience is decidedly 
in favor of the silo method of preserv­
ing food.

A Massachusetts farmer claims that 
sheep have a somewhat novel man­
ner of destroying their enemy, the 
rattlesnake, which is frequently seen 
in bis locality. As soon as one of the 
reptiles approaches a flock of sheep 
they quietly form in line and walk 
round and round the reptile, breath­
ing upon it as they pass, until the 
snake becomes stupefied and finally 
dies. He says that he has seen the 
experiment tried a number of times 
and always with fatal results to the 
snake.

In order to interest boys on the 
farm, and make their lives agreeable 
and pleasant, give them a piece of 
ground to cultivate as their own, and 
allow them to have the money for 
their productions. Teach them econ­
omy and try hard to have them in­
dustrious from a love of their occupa­
tion. A boy who is industrious be­
cause he is afraid of being punished 
can’t amount to much as a farmer. 
Such a boy won’t stay at home any 
longer than he can help it; and as 
soon as he thinks be can earn some 
thing at other occupations, bo will 
desire to leave.

A cow that kicks when milked is 
quite apt to be in other respects the 
best animal in the herd. The large 
flow of milk makes her bag tender, 
and her kicking is at first only the 
natural impulse to relieve or escape 
pain. Rough handling and brutal 
treatment will soon make a cow in­
corrigible. When the kicking habit 
begins, if a leather strap with plenty 
of boles in it is laid over the cow’s 
back and tightly buckled around her 
just forward of her bip joint, she can 
be carefully milked, and will not

Style and Action in Horses.

Breeders of cattle have long sought 
to established fixed types as charac­
teristics of their strains, and these 
have been so carefully bred that seven 
different families of the same breed 
partake so strongly of the idea in the 
mind of the breeder that we recognize 
the family whenever wo see the ani- 
mal. This but serves as an illustra­
tion of what can be don.e by systema­
tic breeding. Each year the peculiari­
ties of each breed are becoming more 
distinct, so that we do not compare 
individual members of different breeds, 
as much as formerly, but take the 
standard of each or the basis. We 
know that in each a different object is 
being sought after, and that a butter 
test of a Jersey and Hereford, would 
be as unfair as a beef test of a Here­
ford and Jersey. When we enter the 
horse department all this seems 
changed, and the style, build, action 
and disposition of a Knox, Almont, 
or Morgan excels or falls as the one 
standard is met.

Here is rocm for improvement, and 
the removal of one great cause of 
injustice, both io judging, and compar- 
ing different breeds. It would not bo 
just for a breeder of thoroughbred 
running horses to bring bis standard 
to bear upon our trotting stock; 
neither is it just to discriminate so 
little between difference in disposition 
and temperament of the different 
strains, but at tbeir comparisons, for­
get too often that these are controll­
ing influences in making up the 
animal. So long as there is any in­
dividuality manifested in breeding, so 
long should the animals bred be judged 
by the standard of the breeder.

He who fails to stamp upon his 
colts some fixed type, illustrating the 
purpose of his labor, is not the man 
to succeed in the business. There 
must bo an object worth striving for, 
a purpose to be attained, and perma­
nent success follows a fixed course of 
breeding. Promiscuous breeding, 
even though it be the mingling of the 
best families will always give uncer 
tain results. This year more than 
over we are realizing what has been 
done by the few who have bred sys­
tematically for years. In the trotting 
records which are being made by the 
representatives of a few families, we 
find that, as a rule, the horses have 
been carefully bred in direct lines, 
and under a strict observance of the 
laws of breeding. We bave but to 
study the lines of breeding of the 
noted butter cows to find complete 
illustrations of what should be done by 
our horsemen.

In public or private, the types of 
the several families should be kept in 
mind by the man who passes judg 
ment on another's horse. Judge a 
Knox from a Knox stand-point and an 
Almont from an Almont, but don’t ex­
pect them to bo alike in any leading 
characteristic, for if this were so, we 
could not long maintain the ground 
we now occupy as breeders of choice 
horses. The greater number of 
families established and the more 
rigid the lines of breeding of each, 
the better for all, and captious criti­
cisms should be lost in the general de­
sire to secure the best.

especially in all hot and naturally dry 
climates. In mulching newly planted 
trees, or those set for some years, wo 
not only prevent suffering for want of 
moisture during the dry weather in 
summer, but enable them to obtain 
those elements which they require for 
nourishment and growth. In select­
ing a material for mulch, one of a 
fibrous nature, or at least one that 
will not become compact and hard, 
after being beaten some by heavy 
rains, is always preferable to any 
other, The more plant food the 
material contains, the better, and for 
this reason course litter from the 
stable or barn-yard has no superier for 
this purpose. Meadow hay may be 
ranked next in value, then straw, corn 
stalks, bog bay from low lands, and 
thence downward in the scale to pine 
or basswood shavings and sawdust. 
Almost an material that will shade the 
surface of the soil, and admit air and 
water, will prove of great benefit to 
newly planted trees, and frequently 
restore to health the old and feeq|e, or 
those stunted in growth from lack of 
moisture at the roots, and those ferti­
lising elements that can only be ab­
sorbed and utilised when presented in 
a liquid or gaseous form. Even small 
stones may answer.

Strawberry Culture.

Successful strawberry culture de­
mands a thorough cleaning after 
bearing, and craefully culture during 
the remainder of the summer. Old 
strawberry beds are not profitable. 
To weed and cultivate an old, neglect­
ed bed is a thankless task and much 
more laborious than the preparing 
and planting of a new one. Although 
some varieties will continue to bear 
for four ur five years, yet it proves 
seldom profitable to take off more than 
two crops from the same planta.

New beds may be made by renew­
ing one-half the plante every year. 
In some soils strawberries may be 
grown on the same ground for many 
years if liberal manuring is given. A 
successful grower renews one-half bis 
plants every year, having bis rows 
two feet apart and planta in the rows 
one foot apart. Plants set out two 
years ago are spaded under immedi­
ately after bearing, incorporating at 
the same time a heavy dressing of 
composted manure. The ground is 
raked over occasionally, so as to kill 
every weed as soon as it germinates.

The rows planted one year ago are 
hoed and cleaned, and all runners re- 
moved except one or two of the strong­
est from each plant, which are layer­
ed io the loose soil. As soon as the 
young plants are large enough they 
are taken up on a damp or cloudy day 
and carefully transferred to the new 
bed without disturbing their roots. 
They will bear a very good crop next 
season and a still better one in two 
years, while the next summer they 
furnish young plants for the other 
half of the bed to bp renewed in the 
same manner.

We are likely to have a new era Ip 
temperance reform, brought about 
through the agency of un article that 
has heretofore possessed little value 
as an article of commerce. We refer 
to that product of the dairy heretofore 
generally classed among the refuse or 
slops and disposed of as food for the 
pigs—buttermilk.

Those who have wont to indulge in 
cocktails, sherry cobbles, punches, 
and other strong drink mixtures, as 
well as beer whiskey straight, have 
discovered that buttermilk is a plea­
sant and wholesome summer drink. 
It is sold over the bars of saloons and 
restaurants in largo quantities, the 
establishment of creameries having 
thrown an ample supply of a superior 
article on the market.

It has also been discovered that 
buttermilk, in a remarkable degree, 
satisfies the craving for strong drink 
and enables a man to endure fatigne 
in warm weather better than any 
other drink he can use. Tho pro­
prietor of a bar, who disposes of over 
a dozen pailfuls daily, says it is re­
markable how quickly the appetite 
for it increases after the first glass 
He thinks it is destined to destroy 
more drinking than prohibitionists 
can ever do.

“ I have," said he, “studied chemis 
try since wo took to selling butter- 
milk, and I know that lactic acid is 
one of the chief agents that gives 
acidity to the gastric juice of the 
stomach in health. This is the acid 
of sour milk, and, therefore, one of 
the best summer diet drinks that one 
can use is buttermilk. It satisfies the 
cravings for acids by giving to the 
stomach a natural supply, and at the 
same time furnishing in its cheesy 
matter a good supply of wholesome 
nutrition. If housekeepers would get 
tbeir milkman to serve them with a 
daily supply of buttermilk, to be 
drank occasionally as a substitute for 
ice water, they would find it highly 
beneficial; for, next to strong drink, 
there is danger in drinking too much 
ice water during the hot weather.— 
American paper.

Cutting and Curing Clover.HATS AND CAPS. Good, well-cored clover is good 
feed, especially for sheep; but when 
black and dusty it is hardly fit to 
place before stock. Under ordinary 
circumstances it can be bad clean and 
bright, as well as otherwise. If the 
mower is started in the morning, run 
it till noon or later, and rake and pot 
op the clover in cocks before yon quit 
the field at night. It will care almost 
as much there during tho night, by 
heating, as in the day-time, and it will 
leave tho blossoms and leaves all in- 
tact; exposure to a hot son causes 
them to fall off, leaving only the bare 
stalks to go to the stack or mow. 
Early in tho morning, when the dew 
is off, torn out tho cocks, shake 
up the clover once or more before 
dinner, and immediately after it will 
be ready for the barn. Some prefer 
to mow late in the afternoon, lolling 
the clover lie in the swath over night, 
to be stirred, raked and hauled in the 
following day ; but if a heavy dew or 
rain falls during tho night, the hay 
will be black, and stock will eat it less 
eagerly. Near the cities clover is 
often sold in small bundles to be fed to 
city horses as a kind of “ dessert,” or 
alternative. It can bo made highly 
profitable to anyone conveniently situ- 
ated.

Winnipeg can still claim the honor of 

having placed the youngest volunteer in the 
field during the rebellion in the person of 
William Trimble, who joined Col. Smith’s 
battalion on its organization, being then only 
thirteen years and ten months old. On pre- 
senting himself for enlistment. Dr. Orton at 
first refused to accept him, but finding him 
to be well-drilled, having been trained in the 
Dufferin school, Toronto, and of good physi- 
que, he finally passed him.

This young soldier is the 
grandson of William Trimble, proprietor of 
the Fermanagh Reporter, Enniskillen, Ire- 
land, and a relative by marriage of Captain 
Grahame, Dominion immigration agent in 
this city. He was born in Montreal, on May 
1st, 1871, and is now 14 years and 2 months 
old, and is a credit to his Irish lineage.

Riel to Poundmaker.
The following is a copy of Riel’s letter to 

Poundmaker and signed also by the rebel 
council :—

Sr. ANTOINE, April, 1885.
"To the Metis and Indians at Battleford and 

vicinity :—
Since you last heard from us important 

things have happened. The police have at- 
tacked us. We encountered them. God has 
given us the victory. Thirty Halfbreeds and 
five Cree Indians met and combatted with 
one hundred and twenty men. After thirty 
or forty minutes’ fighting the enemies de- 
sorted their field. Praise God for the success 
He has given us. Capture all the police you 
possibly can ; preserve their arms; take Fort 
Battle, but save the provisions, munitions, 
and arms. Send a detachment to us of at 
least a hundred men. In the name and for 
the love of God and of His Son, and St. 
Joseph, and St. Jean Baptiste, we will be able 
to accomplish wonders."

This letter is the best possible proof that 
Riel incited the Indians to rebel.

A Terrible Death.

A CHOLERA STRICKEN PRIEST BURIED 
ALIVE.

A terrible episode of the cholera epidemic 
is reported from the stricken district in Spain. 
A devoted priest who had laboured zealously 
among the infected people was finally pros- 
trated by the scourge himself. The disease 
passed through all its regular stages, and the 
priest, apparently, died. The frightened 
people who were about him made only a 
hasty examination of the body, and hurriedly 
placed it in a coffa, screwed down the lid and 
left it over night ready for burial in the morn- 
ing. When the bearers came in the morning 
to remove the body a fearful sight presented 
itself. The coflin had been upset, and had 
fallen from the table to the floor. The body 
had twisted around and partially doubled, 
showing that is had been writhing in mortal 
agony. The face was appalling in its expres- 
sion of hopeless horror. The hands were 
bleeding, and the finger nails had been torn 
off in the awful strugle. It was evident that 
the unfortunate priest had been coffined alive; 
that he had recovered consciousness during 
the night and had made a long and fearful 
struggle to burst the walls of his ghastly 
prison, until he had become too weak to 
struggle longer and had then been slowly 
stifled. He was certainly dead when found 
in the morning, and was hastily interred. It 
is feared that many cases of premature burial 
may have ocevrel during the past epidemic 
in conseqn nce of the great fright among the 
people, which causes them to get rid of the 
dead at the earliest possible moment.

Sir Moses Montefiore’s long life was only 
extraordinary because he was an extraordin- 
ary man, living in a land where extreme old 
age is very rarely found. We had in Canada 
in 1881, when the last census was taken, 209 
persons who were more than one hundred 
years old. Ontario had a 106 of them, Qne- 
bec 50, Nova Scotia 34. New Brunswick 12, 
Prince Edward Island 8, Manitoba 2, and the 
Territories 1. So that a Sir Moses in Can- 
ada, though of course an object of veneration, 
would not be regarded as so tremendous a 
novelty as he was across the water. The 
Canadian climate, despite its severity, is con- 
ducive to old age. We had in 1881 166,000 
people between the ages of sixty and sevents, 
81.000 between seventy and eighty, 24.000 
between eighty and ninety, and 2.790 be- 
•ween ninety and a hundred. Nobody need 
feel downright old here until he has seen a 
century of life.
