Will Relieve Congestion in Build-
ings Which Are Now
Overcrowded.

I the board of education is agree-
gble, a plan proposed by Trustee Dr. R.
W. Shaw, and favored at a meeting of
the finance committee yesterday af-
ternoon, will be put into operation at
an early date. The aim of Dr. Shaw's
plan is to relieve the congestion in
several of the larger schools, and at
the same time, observe the effect of
teaching children out-of-doors for
periods lasting, say, one-half hour.

Dr. Shaw argues that pupils, partic-
ularly young pupils, cannot be expect-
ed to do justice to themselves and to
their work, when confined in the
schoolroom from nine in the morning
until four in the afternoon, with but
two short periods of relaxation. He
intimates that the play-spirit is alto-
gether too strong in the young make-
up for this, and believes that the
problem may be solved by outdoor
classes, under proper supervision.

Use Substitute Teachers.

The idea is to secure a substitute
teacher in St. Georgd's, Victoria, Lorne
avenue and Quebec street schopls—the
achools so badly crowded—who will
take charge of outdeoor classes and give
the pupils on the inside a chance to
pursue their studies under desirable
conditions. In some of these schools
there are in the neighborhood of sixiy
pupils in one room, and such a num-
ber is not conducive to good resulls,
from the standpoint of either teaching
or learning.

A batch of the pupils, 50 or 60, for in-
stance, from the lower grades, could
b? taken out for a half-hour’'s com-
bined play and -instruction rompb, and
at the end of the half-hour, another lot
could be “aired out” while the first
contingent, full of ozone and enthusi-
asm, would file into the schoolroom for
another grapple with the blackboard.
And so on, throughout the lower school,
where the congestion is most marked.

Dr. Bruce Smith Satisfied, After
« Three Examinations, That
He Is Responsible.

ENGLISH EXECUTIONER

Medical M:n’s Petition Acted
On, But Was Useless For
Brantford Halfbreed.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Brantford, Ont., Jan. 22.—The exe-
cution of James Taylor, the half-
breed, for the murder last September

of Charles Dawson, a thirteen-year-
old boy, will take place here to-mor-
row, as ordered by the court at the
time of his trial. In response to a
petition signed by 400 citizens and a
resolution passed by the Brant Coun-
ty Medical Association, asking that
an examination be made as to the
prisoner’'s sanity, Pr R W. Bruce
Smith, inspector of prisons, came here
last night and made a private ‘but
thorough examination of prisoner.
This morning he issued a statement
to the effect ihat, although it was
not generally known, he had ' pre-
viously made two official examinations
of Taylor and was satisfied on both
occasions, that, although a moral de-
generate, he was.sane and respon¢ible
for his actions, and that he should
pay the penalty for his crime. His
examination last night confirmed this
opinion, and he has therefore ordered
that the execution be proceeded with.
The hangman has arrived and final
preparations have been made for the
hanging.

The executioner goes by the
sumed name of John Holmes. He
is an Englishman 22 years of age and
has officiated at 28 hangings in the
United States .nd Canada. His last
hanging was that of Henry Love at
Owen Sound in 1912, He was also
engaged to hang Gibson, the Toronto
murderer last fall, but at the last
minute the condemned man's sen-
tence was commuted to life imprison-

Freight Barometer Shows London Little

Depression, Says Supt.
Consider Ridou

Effected by
W hittenberger— W ould
t Street Subway.

General Superintendent H. E. Whit-
tenberger, of the middle division of the
Grand Trunk Railway, stated to The
Advertiser today that the business of
London, so far as freight business
is concerned, was a barometer, had
“stood up” during the recent, depres-
sion in such manner as to make other
places of less substantial prosperity
“look sick.”

“I,ondon has certainly been going
ahead for some years, and the falling
off in freight business here has not
been nearly so noticeable as in many
other places. You have a solid pros-
perity in this city that cannot be in-
jured by times of depression. You are
in the centre of a great distriet, and I
am glad that you are coming to realize
just what Western Ontario means to
London.”

“what do yeu think of the Ridout
street subway proposal?” The Adver-
tigeir man asked.

“] haven't gone into it closely, but
that might be feasible,” said the super-
intendent. “It is a fact that there is

great difficulty in keeping the cross-
ings clear at Richmond and Clarence
street, It is simply a physical impos-
sibility to get our trains into one block.
They are not rubber, you know. The
city once had a chance to get the
tracks up and did not accept it. I do
not know that they can blame us for
blocking crossings, which we do not
want to Dblock, under the circum-
stances.

“It is possible that this subway at
Ridout street would greatly relieve the
situation. There would be no objection.
to going into it at any rate.”

Some time ago The Advertiser com-
menced an agitation for a subway at
Ridout street, the idea being to cut
down the gas house hiil, and to build
stone walls on each side, providing for
the possibility of the tracks being
raised. All South London street car
traffic could be routed this way, and in
case of bleckades .many of the cars
from the southeastern lines. could be
diverted. The subway would aid in re-
lieving the whole street railway situa-
tion.

That the Government appoint a com-
mission at once to study and report on
the whole question oppertaining to town
planning, housing, abolition of slums,
metropolitan areas, laying out of streets,
and other kindred problems, and that
this information dissiminated amongst

department having jurisdiction over all
municipalities, and to whom must be
submitted all of the above problems
with others that may arise.

Ncvembers Storm Accountable
for Nearly All Losses—Ten
Vessels Vanished Entirely.

[Canadian Press.]
Detroit, Mich., Jan. 22.—The Yyear
1913 wasa record-breaker for the Lake
Carriers’ Association, both in veolume
of business and in disasters, according
to the report of William Livingstone,
president of the organization, submit-
ted at the annual meeting today. Presi-
dent Livingstone in his report also re-
ferred to the Wilson-LaFollette sea-
men’s bill, which if passed, he said,
“would work great hardship on the
lake fleet.” The second wook in No-

vember was responsible for the great
casualty reeord of the year. During
that time 235 lives were lost in the
series of storms that swept all the
lakes, according to the report. ;
“More ore, coal and grain were moved
in 1913 than have ever been moved
before,” said Mr. Livingstone, “and the
rates such that the business was profit-
ably handled. Five cents more was
paid on ore and coal to Lake Michigan
ports than the rates prevailing in 1912.
The grain rate was somewhat lower
than the average for 1912, but was
nevertheless profitable. The ore move-
ment totalled 49,070478 gross tons,
which was 1,634,701 more than the
movement of 1912.

“Up to -November, casualties had
been few and unimportant. No modern
vesscls had been destroyed, and the
loss of life was the lowest in years,
namely nine.

“In the second week of November,
during the terrible storm, eight staunch
ships, representing the best of Amer-
ican, Canadian and British shipyard
practice, had totally disappeared on
Lake Huron, and two more had disap-
peared on Lake Superior, with a total
loss of 235 lives. Not a soul was saved
on any of these 10 ships. Six of these
total disappearances were vessels be-
longing to our association. In addi-

Moyes, former president of the Ontario

West Shore Railway, was not able to
tell the Ontario railway and municipal
board two weeks ago what had become
of the $200,000 unsecured bonds of the
company, it appears that on Nov, 10,
1912, he took delivery of $165,000 un-
secured bonds from the Dominion
Bank in Toronto.

unsecured bonds had been deposited
with the bank for safe keeping.

Joyce then declared that $165,000 of
bonds had been given to Mr. Moyes
on Nov. 10 last, under an order signed
by A, J. Patterson, of the Huron Con-
struction Company, and Mr. Moyes’
$15,000° bonds remaining in the bank’s
possession were said to. be held on
account of the Provincial Steel Com-
pany and Huron ~onstruction Com-
pany. These were impounded by the
boarzd.

The balance of the $200,000 bonds
were then found to be in the hands of

OTTOWA PAYS
 HIGH TRIBUTE
T0 DEAD PEER

Both Houses Adjourn Out of Re-
spect to His Memory.

ADDRESSES BY LEADERS

Premier Borden Reviews Lord
trathcona’s Life.

[Special to The Advertiger.]

Ottawa, Jan.h 21.—The four leaders
of the two houses today paid tribute
to the worth and works of Lord Starth-
cona and to show fitting respect to the
close of a wonderful life, the Senate
and the House of Commons adjourned
without the transaction of business.

In the Commons, Premier Borden
and Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in the Sen-
~te, Hon Mr. Lougheed and Sir George
Ross eloquently voiced the virtues of
the great High Commissioner.

In the Commons, Premier Borden
asked the members to join in paying
a tribute to the memory of Lord
Strathcona, a great Canadian who
though born in the motheriand, con-
secrated his life to the service of the
Dominion. After reviewing the won-
derful life of Lord Strathcona in Can-
ada, to which he came a poor Scottish
boy of eighteen and where he won
from the wilderness fortune and fame,
affluence, power and dignity. Premier
Borden said:

Inspired By Sense of Duty.

“I have known many men in my
life time who were imbued with a high
sense of duty, but I don’t know of any
man more profoundly inspired by a
sense of duty than was Lord Strath-
cona. Time did not dim the fresh-
ness of his spirit, the vigor of his will
or the strength of his purpose. No
man more than he had a high pride
in this country or was more deeply
concerned in the honor, dignity and
interests of Canada. The example of
his life may well be an inspiration to
all Canadians and to all men in the
empire.

As a fitting tribute to his memory,
Premier Borden moved that the House
adjourn.

Left a Trail of Sorrow.

Sir Wilfrid Lavrier was cven more
eloguent. “Since Sir John Macdonald
he said, “I do not know that there has
been any Canadian who on departing
this life left behind him such a trail
of sorrow as Lord Strathcona. He is
mourned by his majesty the King.
whose personal friend he was, by peers
of the realm in whose illustrious house
he had an honored place, by the
authorities of commerce and finance in
the commercial metropolis of the world,
‘who found him an equal, by the poor
of London to whom on repeated occa-
sions he was the incarnation of benev-
olent providence by the pecple of
Scotland, the land of his birth, from
whora he never completely severed his
connection, and in Canada by all
classes of the community, rich and
poor, high and low, of every creed and
race.

Created a Profound Impression.

“This universal sense of sorrow is
a tribute bestowed only upon men of
strong personality, and to this class
he undoubtedly belonged. The secret
of this regret so universal and so deep
may be found in the fact that where-
ever he passed, whether amongst the
Indians of the forest and prairie or
the most eminent political and com-
mercial men in Canada, or the high-
est peers in London, he created a
deep, lasting and profound impression.

Never Spoiled by Success.

“He came to Canada when only
eighteen, more than years ago,
with the sound, practical education of
a Scotch lad, and more than a full
lsharv of the characteristics of his
{ race, keen business courage, caution
and firmness, never loud and assertive,
never failing to stand strong as
adamant against all reverses, and
never spoiled by even the most phe-
nomenal success. He came as a junior
clerk to the Hudson Bay Company,
and rising step by step became gov-
ernor of that historic company on the
death of Sir George Simpson in 1860.

“It may be fitting to remark, that
since the amalagamation of the Hud-
son Bay Company with the Northwest
Company in 1821, almosti one hundred
years ago, that powerful institution
has been ruled by only two men, Sir
George Simpson and l.ord Strathcona.

Saw Future of Rupert’s Land.

“When Rupert’s Lana was acquired,
Donald Smith, as he was then, had
a paramount influence over those dis-
tant territories, and witheut that in-
fluence, the transfer which was not
without bloodshed would have been
even more tragic. His services in thiy
connection never properly were ap-
preciated. To that time and Some
time afterwards, the policy of the
Hudson *Bay Company was to keep
these distant lands purely as a hunt-
ing ground, but the keen business in-
stinct of Lord Strathcona told him

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NO RELIEF,

The speech of the Finance Minister
makes It very apparent that under
the present administration no relief
may be expected by the people of
Canada, so far as legislation is con-
cerned. He practically admitted that
tariff revision would benefit the United
States, thereby contradicting those
Conservative papers that have been
trying to make us believe the people
of that country had received no ad-
vantage from their new law. But
then, he reminds us, that Canada is
one hundred years behind the United
States, and what suits our neighbors’
condition will not help us. - We can
well remember how the republic has
been held up to us as a model to be
copied in our fiscal system. It had
prospered under high protection;
therefore we should follow its ex-
ample. Now that our neighbora have
geen the error of thelr ways we must
cling to their old follies, because they
are a hundred years ahead of us. If
that means anything it means that we
must walt a century for tariff reform.
We doubt if anyone of us will have
much interest in mundane affairs a
century from now.

Is there no remedy proposed? Yes,
have confidence in the future, and
educate the farmers so that the earth
shall bring forth abundantly. Con-
fidence is a good thing to have. But
it will not lower the price of beef. It
vﬂll not feed the hungry. It will
not give work to the unemployed. It
ls, in the present case, like the belt
the starving Hottentot binds around
his waist. It helps him to bear the
panes of hunger, but it does not put
food in his stomach.

And it is good policy to educate the
farmer. Scientific agriculture will
eventually have good results. But
what about the .present need? We
have been spending money for some
years in providing agricultural
schools, aiding farmers’ institutes,
conducting experimental stations, giv-
ing the farmer every opportunity to
increase his knowledge, and make his
work more profitable. But that has
not yet brought down the high cest
of living.

Confidence and education are very
good things. But neither one of them,
nor both of them combined, will re-
lieve the present situation. Apparent-
ly, however, we will have to be sat-
{sfied with them. Food free from
taxes is only the thin-end of the wedge
that will damage protection, and even
the thought of it is abhorrent to the
Finance Minister and his colleagues.
There is no public demand for a
downward revision of the tariff, he
tells us. He would not hear it if
there was. It was always understood
that he entered the Government as the
representative of the protected and
financial interests that helped to de-
feat the Liberals. It is not to be ex-
pected that he will hear anything, say
anything, or do anything, contrary to
the wishes of hls constituency.

WHY SHOULD UNTRUTHS WORRY
HIM?

Mr. Pratt, the member for South
Norfolk, makes the silly charge that
Mr. Proudfoot, by bringing on his
famous expose, was responsible for Sir
James Whitney's illness. But if it
were true, it was Mr. Hanna's actions
that brought on Mr. Proudfoot’s
charges, which were made in the in-
terests of the public, so should not
the blame of the Premier’'s illness be
laid at the door of his colleague?

In fact, as somebody
has pointed out, the one man of the
ministry who could break away and
carry many with him, would be the
chancellor, a point that had been over-
looked. There is no doubt but that
Mr. Lloyd George could provide a
platform that would prove tempting,
and his marvellous attraction as a
leader would do the rest.

But with his radical land reform
scheme about to be put into force he
is not likely to retard it by bringing
on temporary political chaos.

SOMETHING GAINED,

THE VANISHING MINISTER.

Another session of parliament has
opened, and the Hon. George E. Fos-
ter, the oldest and in many respects
the ablest member of the Government,
Is absent. Whenever the representa-
tives of the people meet in Ottawa
Mr. Foster is shipped out of the coun-
try. Why? He is Minister of Trade
and Commerce.. There is no commer-
cial :'emergency" that calls for his
absence in some foreign country when
parliament meets.

It a trip off somewhere is advisable
in the interests of our trade—and it
is possible that it might be—why not
let Mr. Foster attend to it during the
recess of parliament? The other min-
{sters have their junketting spells
during recess. When the session
opens they are on hand to speak for
thelr departments, and get thelr esti-
mates for -extravagant appropriations
passed. Why does not Mr. Foster
have a chance to do likewise? Doubt-
less there is a reason for it. Perhaps
his colleagues are more comfortable
when he is out of the way.

Perhaps he has a feeling of con-
tempt for some of the cabinet appren-
tices, and does not take the trouble to
conceal it. Perhaps he does not agree
with their policies, or lack of policies,
and prefers to be at a safe distance,
where he will not be required to ex-
press an opinion. Perhaps he Is a
little ashamed of his compulsory
right-about-face on the naval ques-
tion—though as an old Tory politician
we should not expect him to be
ashamed of anything political exigen-
cies might require. Perhaps—a great
many things. But in the meantime
the country may be justified in asking
why it pays a servant who does not
do his work; why it keeps a watch-
dog who is not even allowed to bark.

THE GREATEST OF BOOKS

To the Editor of The Advertiser,—
Literature has been defined as the best
expression of the best thought reduced to
writing. In the insistent clamor of
modern bibliography and the ever-in-
creasing stream of books that issues from
the press of the world, the marvellous

vitality and value of the two collections
of Jewish literature and Christian litera-
ture known as the Bible is often over-
looked.

If, however, anyone will take time to
look above the dust and turmoil raised
by the claims of other writings, even
those which claim to be literature and
not merey books, the phenomena con-
nected with the Bible are truly astound-
ing.

So far from having its day, that book is
more widely circulated, more extensively
sought after, more ecommented upon in
one year, than the most popular book of
any other character that has ever been
written.

Psychologists are constantly drawing
our attention to the value of good and
great thoughts. The Bible literature has
proved its value and interest in a way
unparalleled and yet there are still many
who hesitate to give this literature even
an equal place with Shakespeare in the
modern school curriculum. It is some-
what difficult to understand this attitude.
A teacher might conceivably be out of

sympathy with the best thoughts express-
ed in Tennyson or Shakespeare, and yet
no outcry would be raised at placing
works by these authors on the school cur-
riculum, on the ground of that lack of
sympathy. But when it comes to the
study of the Bible as literature, or even
parts of it, a cry is at once raised, and
if it is to be read in the schools it must
be without note or comment, except pos-
sibly so far as & few extracts may find
their way into readers, or & few biographi-
cal sketches of old wortd patriarchs an_d
kings, may find a place with other primi-
tive stories of by-gone ages.

1f the school curriculum is over-crowd-
ed, is it not worth while revising it, se
that not only the children who have
not attained to the high school may study
the Bible, but also those attending our
secondary schools may be taught some-
thing of the great thoughts expressed in
the best language that this book contains?
We do not advocate a compulsory study of
all portions of the Bible, but it is difficuit
to exclude such literature as the gospels,
Fand some of the narrative portions of the
Old and New Testaments, and some of the
sublime poems therein contained on any
rational basis.

And when we go a step further and try
to estimate the vaule to mankind of the
lofty teaching and sublime ideals which
are found in every page of the Bible, we
are still more at a loss to understand
the objection.

It is true that the Bible is read and
taught in the churches and Sunday
schools, but it is only a proportion of the
community that attend church and Sun-
day school regularly, and the recent social
survey of the city shows a vast difference
in the total numbers attending school
and the enrollment of all Sunday schools,
a discrepancy that does not exist in the
separate schools and the Sunday schools
of the Roman Catholic communion.

VWhen we look at our wealth of English
literature more closely we find it steeped
in allusions to the Bible narratives and
language, and it is difficult to see how
there can be an adequate appreciation of
that literature without a fairly full ac-
quaintance with that which lies behind it
and has inspired some of its noblest ut-
terances. :

Looking still further afield, we observe
that the enthusiasm for thie Bible has
actually given a literature to peoples who
had none, whose very languages were not
even reduced to writing till the advent
of the missionary who gave up years of
his life to acquiring the language orally,
and compiling grammar and dictionary,
that he might translate portions, if not
the whole of the Bible, and give to savage
and untutored peoples the lofty ideas and
noble thoughts which it contains.

There is something truly inspiring in
the ideal which has been definitely adopt-
ed by the British and Foreign Bible
Society to put this literature within the
reach of every man in the world. Much
of this work has been already accomplish-
ed. In the hundred years last past, over
six hundred languages have received the
book and it is probable that the remain-
ing two-thirds of the work of translation
for the whole world will be completed in
much less time.

es turn to this society for the Bible in the
fields in which they work, or to publish
the translations made by their agents, it
can readily be seen that all Protestant
churches owe a debt to its enterprise and
a contribution to its support.

The ideals of international peace, of the
brotherhood of man, of the abandonment
of colossal armaments, of -the rescue of
the degraded and faillen, and of countless
philanthropic enterprises, are drawn from
this marvellous and vital literature.

The public meeting in the interests of
this work which is announced for Thurs-
day evening should be worth while at-
tending.

idea that the music was written by
Dr. Bull, a copy of “An Ayre,” ~in
which the rythm and melody were
very similar to “God Save Our Gra-

loyal song it became used many years
ago, and was so popular that it was
appointed as the National Anthem of
England and her colonies,

THE CHILD’S SASH.

Those who have experienced diffi-
culty in having a child keep her sash
in place after it is put on will ap-
preciate the pair of buckles pins made
for the purpose of keeping the sash
in position.

This safety-pin belt buckle comes

Federals Will

Start Legal

Battle on Major Leagues

Sioning of Killifer By Phil

adelphia National League
4

Club Will Be Taken to Courts—ILajoie
Decision May Figure in Case.

Chicago, Jan. 21.—The decisive battle
of the baseball war of 1914 may be
fought in a federal court. This was in-
dicated today by persons close to the
promoters of the Federal League, who
served notice that they would fight any
attempt of clubs in organized baseball
to sign their players.

The legality of the reserve clause in
the contracts of National and Ameri-
can Leagues will be the point over
which the battle will rage, but when or
where the contest will start was not
made public. Definite plans for the
conflict, if it comes, have not become
generally known.

The announcement of the signing of
William Killifer and possibly of Ad.
Brennan, by the Philadelphia Nation-
als, was made so soon after Gilmore
had warned the Quaker City Club that
the Federals would fight if Killifer and
Brennan were signed with it, that it
looked to the Gilmore cohorts like the
formal picking up of the gauntlet.

Federal Leaguers declare themselves
so confident that the reserve clause
will be held illegal that they predicted
tonight a grand scramble for signed
ball players as soon as a court decision
is made.

“If it comes to bidding for players,
we will be as strong as anybody,” said
Charles Weegham, president of the
Chicago Federals.

Neither Weeghman nor Tinker would
say whether court action would precede
or follow actual participation in games
by Killifer, or by Brennan, if he signs.

President Baker's announcement was
in part as follows:

“Killifer signed his contract for three
vears yesterday evening, having con-
sulted his lawyer and also his father,
who is a probate judge in Michigan. He
was advised that the Lajoie decision
covered his case exactly, and that the
Philadelphia National League Club had
prior claim to his services.

“We already have agreements with
Becker, Seaton, Brennan, Cravath and
Rixey, and their contracts will be
signed in a day or two.

“In 1901, Lajole, of the Philadelphia
Nationals, had signed to play with the
Philadelphia Americans, and the Na-
tionals sought an injunction. The su-
preme court held that the reserve
clause was binding on the players, and
that the fact that the employing club
reserved the right to dismiss a player
on ten days’ notice did not destroy the
mutuality of the agreement.

“In view of the threats that legal
action in the Killifer case would be
brought into the United States courts.
federal decisions were looked up. It
was found that Judge Dallas, in the
United States circuit court, refused to
enjoin Jim McGuire, the catcher, from
‘jumping’ from the Brooklyn to the
Detroit club.

“The court in denying the injunc-
tion, cited a United States supreme
court decision, in which it was held
that a contract which the plaintiff may
abandon at any time on giving notice
is not enforceable in equity.”

Dr. C.O. Fairbank Is
Likely to Be Next
Warden of Lambton

URGES BETTER GARE
OF YOURG BABIES

Director of lnstitute_o—f Public Health
Describes Causes of Infant
Mortality.

“What Kills Bables’’ was the subject of
an instructive lecture by Dr. H. W. Hill,

director of the Institute of Public Health,
in the institute building last night.

By means of lanterns views, Dr. Hill
showed tables of carefully-compiled sta-
tisties of Infant mortality. These statis-
tics showed that over half of the deaths
of children under five years of age tock
place at birth, and were due to pre-natal
causes. To lessen this large percentage
of deaths, the speaker advocated pre-
natal care and education of the mothers.
Of those who live past birth, about 2J per

cent die under flve years, the great ma-
jority of deaths being in the first year of
life. From the fact that he chief cause
of death during the bapy’s first year was
convulsions and intestinal trouble, Dr.
Hill showed that during this period chief
attention should be paid to the proper
feeding of the child, while after the first
yvear infectious diseases caused the largest
percentage of children’s deaths.

As to proper feeding for babies, arti-
ficial feeding should be avoided if pos-
sible, as it causes a large percentage of
deaths. In the absence of mother’'s miik,
the child should have pasteurized milk.
The health of its attendants had a great
effect upon the health of the child, and if
possible the babe should be handled by no
one but its parents. Heat and humidity
caused a great many infants' deaths, ow-
ing to the mistaken idea that the babf
must be covered
at all times.

Many valuable hints
pbabies were given by Dr. Hill, who hoped
for considerable lessening of infant mor-
talty resulting from the proper educaticn
of parents in the care of children.

THIRTY NAMES ADDED
CARNEGIE HERO LIST

{Canadian Press.] ,
Pittsburgh, Pa., Jan. 21.—Individual
acts of heroism which the Carnegie
hero fund commission has recognized
since it was established ten years years
ago were brought up to a total of 871

today when thirty names were added to
the honor roll. .

The commission held its tenth annual
meeting here this afternoon. The
awards announced were fewer than
has been the case on previous occa-
sions, and although in the past ten
years sixteen gold medals have been
awarded for extraordinary cases, none
-appear in this class in the announce-
ment today.

In eleven cases silver medals were
awarded; in nineteen _cases, bronze
medals. Seventeen of the heroes lost
their lives, and to the dependents of
thirteen of these pensions aggregat-
ing $7,680 wers granted, and to the
dependents of the other four who sacri-
ficed . themselves, sums totalling $3.000,
to be applied subject to the approval
of the commission, to the liquidation
of indebtedness or to meet other ex-
penses.

The
premises at Horton and Grey streets
are only temporary and an up-to-
date well-fitted store downtown where
meat will be sold to Gentile and as
well as Jewish patrons, will be open-
ed very shortly.

No Cold Storage Meat.

No cold storage meat will be sold
in the co-operative kosher shop as
meat is demed unfit for Jewish con-
sumption after it has been killed 72
hours. Prices have not yet been fix-
ed but will be as low as possible, it
was reported at the meeting last
night, as the association will not sell
at a profit, but only aims to clear ex-
e
pRabbi Philips and Rabbi Zakuta, the
two local rabbis, are working with the
co-operative association and had not, it is
alleged, some of the meat killed by them
been sent to the private kosher dealer,
he would have been entirely without a
stock.

WESTERN ONTARID MEN
IN WRECKED BUILDING

Returning London Live Stock

Men Tell of Accident at
Ottawa Exhibition.

¥. W. Porter, of the Farmer's Advo-
cate editorial staff, Richard Oke, Wil-
liam McNeil, of London, and Lieut.-
Col. McEwen, of Byron, returned at
noon today from the Ottaway Live
Stock Exhibition, where four men were
killed yesterday in a disastrous boiler
explosion.

According to their stories, no Lon-
doners were near the building at the
time the accident occurred, but A.
Rrown, of Seaforth, was just entering,
and E. Brien, of Ridgetown, well-
known in London, was inside the build-
ing. Mr. Brien was badly shaken up,
but otherwise uninjured. Mr. Oke was
on a street car on his way to the
grounds when the explosion occurred.
It was heard all over the city.

One man, who was just alighting
from a street car, saw a horse 100 feet
in the air, he declared, before he heard
the report. The horse was “Calgary
Lass,” owned by George Pepper, of To-
ronto, who lost seven horses in all
“Calgary Lass” was blown through the
roof and fel over on the other side of
the building, making a hole in the roof
of the part of the building which was
not destroyed. A. Brown, of Seafforth,
lost a number of valuable Plpaseath
Rocks.

The horses were on a floor etseetly
over the boiler, and were all romfers
and high jumopers.

E. Brien, of Ridgetown, had some sheep
injured. The sheep and swine escaped
much better than the poultry and horses.
Twenty-five or 30 horses were badly in-
Jjured or killed.

Mr. Oke had some 50 Hamburgs on ex-
hibtion, about one-third of which were
found more dead than alive. Their coops
were blown around, and the birds were
later rescued half-starved and nearly
drowned and frozen with the water used
to quench the fire which started.

The explosion occurred about 8:05
o’clock and, according to Mr. Oke, could
not have occurred at a more fortunate
time. Most of the employees in charge of
the exhibit were away at breakfast. A
poor boiler was the cause of the explo-
sion.

BESTIURANT RIOTING
HAS GOURT SEQUEL

Man Who Struck Officer Goes
Down For 15 Cays While Orig-
inal Cause of Trouble Got
" 10 Days.

Frank Nesbit, whose altercation
with a Greek waiter in the Alexandra
restaurant late Wednesday, led to a
riot call being sent into police head-
quarters that resulted in the arrest of
Edward Pritchard, Andrew Devine and
Harold Hall, was fined $5 by Police
Magistrate J. C. Judd in court today,
and, in default of payment, will spend
the next ten days in the county jail.

HAD A SUGGESSFUL YEAR

Feeling Reference Made to the Great
Loss Sustained by Rev, Dr.
Ross’ Death.

That the congregation of St. Andrew’s
is not in favor of hearing ministers for
a call was shown in a resolution passed
by the members at the annual meeting
last night.
The passing of this resolution, the mov-
er, C. R. Somerville, pointed out, would
make it easier to secure a pulpit supply,
as many ministers objected to preaching
for a call.

Made Many Repalrs

The report of the board of managers
for the past year showed that the weekly
cantributions had increased by $1,169.43,
making a total for 1913 of $9,330.31. The
total receipts for the year were $11,522.58.
Extensive repairs to the church and
additional salaries, however, increased the
expenditure by $1,700 so that the .year
closed with a deficit of $700, as against a
deficit of $300 for the previous year.

The Greatest Loss.
References to the late pastor. Dr. James
Ross, were made in the report of the
board of managers as follows:
