GERMANS WILL 
LEAVE BELGIUMLondon, Sept. 26.—The 

German naval base of Os­
tend, on the Belgian coast, 
was bombarded yesterday 
by British naval forces. 
British aerial patrols over 
the fleet encountered six 
hostile airplanes and down­
ed two.

London, Sept. 26.—The British made an attack I 
this morning on a wide front in the Ypres region.

“We attacked on a wide front on the battle sector 
northeast and east of Ypres at 5:50 o’clock this morn­
ing.

London, Sept. 26.—Ger­
many has agreed to evacu­
ate Belgium on certain con­
ditions, it is declared in a 
German official statement, 
according to a dispatch 
from Berne today, given out 
by the Wireless Press.

Germany, it is stipulated, 
must have the right to de­
velop her economic enter­
prises freely in Belgium, 
especially in Antwerp.

The Total Tonnage.
Official figures on the amount of ton- 

nage available for the Allies are not ob­
tainable, but careful estimates have 
placed the total amount at about 23,- 
000,000 tons, including neutral tonnage 
used by them. These figures are near 
the danger point, according to experts, 
but there is a confident expectation 
that at an early date at least 1,000,000 
more tons will be furnished by Japan 
and the neutral countries, possibly ex­
cepting Sweden, and that sooner or 
later Japan and the neutrals together 
will increase those figures to 2,000,000 
tons. ‘

Whether the neutral tonnage will be 
employed in coastwise shipping and in 
the South American and Pacific trades 
or be required to transport war sup­
plies has not yet been disclosed.

FORMER MEMBER OF 
LONDON DEPARTMENT 
IS NOW FIRE MARSHAL

Washington, Sept. 26.—It was stated 
today that an agreement might be 
reached shortly by the export adminis­
trative board and the state department 
for placing a large part of the neutral 
tonnage into active service. The ad- 
mimstrative board is observing strict 
secrecy in regard to whatever progress 
is being made in the negotiations, but 
it is known that real headway is being 
made with both Norway and Holland. 
/More than 1,600,000 tons of neutral 
shipping is being tied up, its use made 
unavailable to either America or the 
Allies on account of Germany’s sub­
marine activities. The use of this ton­
nage is badly needed by the powers at 
war with Germany for war trade or to 
replace other shippping which could be 
employed in the war trades. _________

26 _ (By the Associated Press).--Along the northern half 
of the battle line, to the east of Ypres, where Field Mar­
shal Haig resumed the offensive this morning, the British 
have advanced at numerous places for a distance of from 
1000 to 1,200 yards. An early report, which was some­
what vague, indicated that the British infantry was fight­
ing along a line only a few hundred yards west of Zonne- - 
beke. A ,

The Germans are resisting desperately, and along a 
front of some thousand yards astride the Ypres-Menin 
road a terrific struggle is proceeding.

The line of the present battle is between points to the 
east of St. Julien and southwest of Gheluvelt. The Ger­
mans already have been pushed out of many important 
positions._

The British appear to have been extremely successful 
throughout the northern line of attack. No news is avail­
able from the sector of Polygon Wood and .the region of 
that forest.

FIGHTING FOR ELEVATION.
The most important points involved in today’s fight­

ing are the strongly held elevations between the Ypres- 
Roulers railway and the Ypres-Menin highway. Austra­
lian, Scotch and English troops were today pushing out 
into forbidden country over ground still sodden from 
rains, among concrete and steel redoubts, over elevations, 
through bits of woods choked with quick-firers. They

Washington, Sept. 26.—American officials believe there Is no Im­
mediate chance of a revolution in Germany to overthrow the kaiser. 
While official advises indicate a growing discontent within the empire, 
particularly among women, authorities have concluded that the Germans, 
so used to the kaiser's domination, will cause no upheaval until further 
casualties open their eyes to the stupidity of living under a murderous 
autocracy. On this theory Secretary of War Baker, Secretary of the 
Navy Daniels and others engaged in shaping America for a war against 
this autocracy are laying their plan, with two or more years conflict in 
mind.

Meantime official advices indicate the Vatican Is waiting for America 
“to see the light.” It is convinced that the kaiser cannot be overthrown, 
and believes American people will not stand for such sacrifices as the 
Allies already have had. The holy see believes there can be no "victor's 
peace," and predicts either a stalemate or a world revolution before both 
sides exhaust themselves.

Paris, Sept. 26.—Intense artillery 
fighting occurred last night on the Ver- 
dun front, between Beaumont and Be- 
zonvaux the war office reports.

The statement follows:
“Brief and violent artillery actions 

occurred on the Aisne front in the 
sector between Hurtebise and Craonne. 
An enemy attack on our Small posts 
north of Jouy was repulsed. Our de­
tachments penetrated the German lines 
south of Cerny, northwest of Bermeri- 
court, and in the Champagne near Ta- 
hure. We brought back ten prisoners.

London, Sept. 26.—Six persons were killed and 

sixteen injured in the south eastern outskirts of London 
in last night’s air raid.

Enormous Crowd Supports the 
Ruthless Policy of Teutons.
Copenhagen, Sept. 26.—The new 

German "fatherland party" held its 
first open meeting in Berlin last night, 
and the crowd in Philharmonic Hall 
was so enormous that an overflow 
meeting was held nearby. No Govern­
ment officials attended either meeting. 
Duke Johann Albrecht of Mecklenburg- 
Schwerin opened both meetings, and 
Admiral von Tirpitz was the principal 
speaker at each.

Admiral von Tirpitz pointed out that 
the submarine warfare is Germany's 
legal right, and that Belgium now has 
her just deserts. Belgium, the speaker 
declared, was always England's bridge- 
head, and that Germany must do her 
utmost in preventing England from be­
coming Belgium's protecting master. 
Admiral von Tirpitz further declared 
that peace without a heavy war in­
demnity meant Germany's defeat and 
the victory of Anglo-American capital­
ism. Admiral von Tirpitz was greeted 
enthusiastically by the audience. Among 
the speakers was Dr. von Wolfgang 
Kapp.

The Rhetnische Westfallische Zei- 
tung of Essen recently announced the 
formation of a new “patriotic party." 
the leaders of which are Duke Johann 
Albrecht of Mecklenburg-Schwerin, 
Admiral von Tirpitz and Dr. von Wolf- 
gang-Kapp.

Sergeant Elliott, who until 
he joined the local headquarters sub 
staff as a member of the C.M.S.C., 
was a well known London newspaper 
man, was present at the reunion on 
the Invitation of Capt. Chester But­
ler and Sergeant Harry Atkinson of 
this city. Both wore members of 
the 7th Regiment quota of he First 
Contingent.

The letter follows:
Bramshott Camp, England, Aug. 11.- 

What’s left of the original 1st Battalion, 
Canadians, foregathered in 4th Reserve 
lines here last night in a reunion 
smoker. Roll call showed 110, includ­
ing fifteen officers. After Givenchy, 
in June of 1915, 147 answered to their 
names, out of TOO who went into the 
fight. But some few have returned to 
Canada, about 30 are still fighting in 
France, and still others have given 
their lives since Givenchy.

Handshaking was a big feature of 
the evening. Men who had not met 
since Ypres were reunited. There 
were stars and crowns and chevrons 
a-plenty, and commonest of all were 
the little strips of gold braid denoting 
wounds. One or two of the “Old Boys" 
attended in hospital suits. One wore 
the scarlet cap band and tabs of the 
staff. But the regimental badge C-1 
and blue shoulder straps were every- 
where.
'Officers, N. C. O.’s and men drafted 
into the 1st Battalion since it crossed 
the Channel were not privileged to at­
tend. The gathering was strictly 
“originals,” an exception being made, 
however, by extending an invitation to 
a former London newspaperman, which 
was promptly accepted

LONDON MEN ACTIVE.
London men were active on the com­

mittee which arranged the gathering, 
composed of Capt. W. C. Butler, Re­
cords Office London, England; Lieut. 
Harold Fox, London Ont.; Lieut. D. 
H. Douglas, Chatham, Ont; Sergt, 
Harry Atkinson, London, Ont.; Sergt.- 
Major F W. Hall, St. Thomas, and Pte. 
F. Edgecombe of Halifax. The little 
printed announcement issued described 
thia as the second annual reunion of 
1st Canadian Battalion Old Boys now on 
duty In England. Capt. Butler brought 
quite a large party down from London. 
Corp. "Bud" Fisher is author of a 
little verse printed on the back of the 
announcement card:
“Away on the broad Canadian lands

We were trying to make our pile 
Felling timber and tilling the soil.

Far from the dear old isle.
When rolling across the ocean wide 

The beat of war drums stirred
The Motherland spoke to us, her sons. 

And the boys of Canada heard."
It would take a Kipling to write the 

story of that gathering. Lieut. Douglas, 
who presided, introduced Lieut Clarke, 
who referred to the first reunion, held 
at West Sandling more than a year 
ago, and attended by about 60 "Old 
Boys." ,

“The spirit of the boys then was 
great," he said, "and I can see it still 
exists. From a first pioneer to the first 
fighting unit I wish you luck in the fu­
ture." ■

FELT MORE LIKE SINGING.
Major W. J. A. Lalor, M. C., who 

served as a lieutenant in the old 1st, 
toasted "The 1st Battalion,”' and Capt. 
Butler replied in a brief speech which 
was warmly applauded. Then the 
healths of the four companies were 
toasted, but the spe ch-making was al­
most nil. The men felt more like sing- 
ing, somehow. But anyone who thinks

they sang thrilling war songs is away 
out These men rushed to the colors 
more than three years ago tor service In| 
a war which many people thought would: 
end in a few months. Of the 110 pres­
ent last night, five have seen Canada 
since 19141 Think of the longing the 
rest must have to see home and loved 
ones! So they sang the old songs

Sergt.-Major Whitfield led In the 
.song that shall live for ever. ‘Home, 
Sweet Home,” and everybody shouted, 
“good old Bob!" Corp. Gibbs sang 
‘Mother Machree,” and a lively one 
which ended up:

"We come from Walkerville;
Never worked and never will;
We are the Walkerville boys.”

Pte Hancock sang, "In Friendship’s 
Name"; Lieut. Clarke, “Canada, Dear 
Canada,” and ‘‘Gee But It’s Great to 
Meet a Friend From the Old Home i 
Town," and Pte. Dilks, “Don't Be 
Angry With Me, Mother." Everybody 
joined In ‘Tack All Your Troubles in| 
Your Old Kit Bag.” Jolly songs, but 
something about it all that brought 
tears to your eyes. Three years of 
war these men have had, and still 
they cannot be spared, even for fur- 
lough to Canada, Not that they 
whimper about it. Hear Lieut. M. J. i 
Alken, a gallant Owen Sound officer, I 
who wears three wound stripes, re-s 
sponding to a toast to the "Machine 
Gun Section:

WOKE CANADA UP.
"I have not enjoyed anything so 

much," he said, "since we were milling 
Into old Quebec going back to Canada 
over a year ago. I greet every man 
here as a hero, because I know some of 
the things the men of the 'Fighting 
First' have gone through. I would like 
to remind you that your work is not 
done yet. I know you get fed up hang. 
Ing around These recruits come over 
and treat you as if you were recruits 
too. You are expected to set an example 
to these raw recruits. I spent about 
four weeks, every-night on the platform 
in Canada, and I told them back there 
what you boys here have done. I could 
call you by name. Some of you I did 
name, as I told them little things you 
think nothing of—gone and almost for­
gotten deeds. Ought to have won the 
V. C. for you, but they are none the 
less great because they have not done 
so. These things wakened up some of 
the slackers. They realized that they 
had the body of a man and started out 
to do their part. And there is a big 
work you can do to teaching these men 
around here to be soldiers. Our officers, 
we were proud to follow them. They led, 
they sdid not drive us. Thank God we 
did follow them, and did our duty. The 
first man to the 1st Battalion to win the 
V. C. paid his life for it, Mr. Campbell 
of Mount Forest."

LIEUT. COOKE TOASTED.
Lieut. W. N. Cooke of London, Ont., 

acknowledged a tout to his "cracker 
jack" bombers, and Capt. Scruton, of 
Toronto, who Joined the 1st in 1915, pro­
posed the health of Brigadier-General 
F. W. Hill of Niagara, the battalion's 
first commander. Then came a silent 
toast to the absent ones. Captain J. S. 
Beaumont introducing this most fitting­
ly.

"Our lives remain to us," he reminded 
his comrades. "We joined to give them 
if necessary: and to uphold the honor of i 
those who died it is necessary, perhaps, 
for us all to go back. For it does appear 
they have given all and we very little. 
There are many names you can mention. 
You all remember the name of Becher. 
(Hear, hear). We remember other very 
gallant men who died, men who have 
paid dearly for the freedom we enjoy. 
When you go back I want you to keep 
these men to mind, that we may be 
revenged."

After “God Save the King," they broke 
up shaking hands, to meet next year in 
grimly falling numbers, for Canada has 
not sent men to replace them. As I 
said, they do not complain, but one lean- 
faced, brown-skinned youth, who has 
been three times to France, returning 
wounded each time, came to me and 
asked, plaintively, "Do they still have 
hot cakes over in Canada?"

The special committee of the city 

council dealing with school assess­
ments met yesterday afternoon in con­
ference with the separate school board 
and the board of education, relative to 
the division of assessments for school 
purposes for unincorporated companies. 
Incorporated companies must declare by 
resolution of the directors how they 
wish their assessments divided between 
the public and separate schools, but in­
corporated companies must arrive at 
some agreement..

Controller R. W. Shaw and Ald. J. J.

It desired to 
take no advantage. Mr. Rowe expressed 
himself similarly on behalf of the board 
of education.

It was decided to leave the matter 
of division to the school boards, each to 
send a resolution to the council cover­
ing its desires. It la expected that 
the division shall be equal, 50 per cent 
of the assessment to each board. That 
was thought to be a reasonable ar­
rangement.

The school boards will get together 
shortly and send to the council resolu- 
tiona embodying this arrangement.

Of these 29, fourteen fell on or before 
the thirteenth day and hence, taking 
14 to 25 days for incubation period, 
were not derived from the original case. 
The remaining fifteen occurred on or 
before the thirtieth day of the first case 
(14 on or before the twenty-first day), 
and hence were infected on a 14-day 
basis not later than the 17th day of 
the first case (14 of them not later than 
the seventh day). Hence the error in 
making- the mumps isolation period 
three weeks would be zero. It might he 
made two weeks, so far as this evidence 
goes, with an error (taking 14 days’ in­
cubation) of but 4 per cent. Allowing 
25 days’ incubation to extreme cases, 
this error would disappear, and 7 days’ 
isolation would prove entirely adequate. 
I would feel no fear in releasing cases 
of mumps having a normal temperature, 
no sore throat or nose bleed, no swel­
ling of the glands or orchitis, in two 
weeks, or even less in light cases.

In real measles, 451 families were ex­
amined. In 143 families subsequent cases 
occurred totalling 164. Of these 164 
subsequent cases, 32 occurred on or be- 
fore the eighth day after the original 
case and hence, taking 9 to 11 days as 
the incubation time, could not have been 
infected from it. Of the remaining 132, 
sixty-nine occurred on the ninth or 
tenth day, and hence may have been in­
fected from the original case or from 
outside. Of the rest (63 In number), 60 
showed development on or before the 
21st day of the infecting case, and 
hence, taking the shortest incubation 
period. of nine days, they were infected 
on or before the twelfth; all but two on 
or before the ninth day. The remain­
ing three developed on the 23rd, 33rd, 
and 34th days respectively.

Hence, two weeks' isolation of measles 
would have allowed only three cases to 
develop from persons too early released 
on a nine-day incubation period;- only 
two cases, allowing for 11 days’ incuba- 
tion. Therefore on this basis the error 
Is 2 per cent or less—quite as good as 
bacteriological release by two cultures 
in diphtheria.

In German measles, a large personal 
experience of this disease amongst sol­
diers shows that one week is all suffi­
cient to prevent spread. In mumps, 
similar evidence shows three weeks am­
ple: indeed, too long. Im scarlet fever, 
on the other hand. I can quote case after 
case where the disease arose from pa­
tiente released much later than even 
6 weeks—up to 14 weeks, where ear dis­
charges were present—and I do not 
think that even the cleanest cases 
should be released short of 5 weeks, and 
only then if everything, temperature, 
ears, nose, glands, etc., have been abso­
lutely normal for at least one clear 
week. Where there is the slightest sug­
gestion of sore nose, throat, ears or any 
open wound or discharging area of any 
kind, patients should not be released. I 
am beginning to think that acute gland­
ular enlargement itself to reason for con­
tinuing isolation.

Remarkable “cuts” have been made in 

the established periods notably by New 
York City Board of Health.

I have watched our vital statistics in 
London, Canada, during my term as 
health officer, have experimented with 
shorter periods, and have come to some 
conclusions which I wish to offer. Let 
me first, however, emphasize how much 
a week more or less of isolation means 
to the community by pointing out that 
the reduction recently made by the pro­
vincial board of health in measles from 
three weeks to two weeks applied to the 
22,000 cases of measles reported during 
the year saves about 400 years of isola­
tion and about $44,000 in cash, not to 
speak of other advantages, such as les­
sening absence from school, reducing the 
number of concealed cases, etc. Amongst 
soldiers, the saving possible to the na­
tion of money and time otherwise lost 
in unnecessary isolation is remarkable. 
Thus 20,000 saved a week apiece means 
half a million dollars saved besides the 
time; the latter equivalent to complete 
isolation in idleness of a whole bat­
talion for five months.

The method of investigating the 
length of the infectious period which wo 
have used is this:

London property owners see in the 
early enforcement of the military ser­
vice act an additional reason why the 
members of the city council should 
bend their endeavors to eliminate ex­
travagance and waste, and why the 
taxpayers should at every opportunity 
put the curb on needless spending.

War conditions have aggravated a 
situation that has attained the pro­
portions of a very serious problem 
within the past few years, and accord­
ing to declarations of - real estate 
owners rents must go up to compen­
sate the landlord if there is any fur­
ther increase in the amount demanded 
by the city tax collector. In fact, 
they assert, the taxes are already at 
a level that make a general increase 
to all tenants absolutely unavoidable.

But for the man who owns his own 
home, and who has no means of in­
creasing the income of his property as 
taxation advances, there is little com­
fort in the situation, and each new 
spending fest indulged in by the city 
councillors incites him to demand re­
trenchment.

Drain on Taxpayer.
Since the outbreak of the war near­

ly 200 London soldiers have died in 
battle—198 to be exact—according to 
the figures compiled at the office of 
City Treasurer Bell yesterday. The 
city of London insured these men when 
they entered the Canadian forces, and 
the dependents of the men have been 
paid $125,000 in insurance benefits. But 
the increase in the strength of the 
Canadian army brought with it an in­
crease in the number of Londoners 
employed in the actual field of battle, 
and thus the number of casualties is 
vastly greater for the past year than 
in previous years. The city of London 
is now compelled to set aside $107,607 a 
year to provide this insurance, and be­
yond question the amount will ad­
vance seriously as soon as the first 
draft of 100.000 men is called out under 
the military service act Thus the 
cost of insurance will multiply, and 
the burden of the taxpayer will be 
proportionately increased.-

Grand Headquarters of the French 

Armies in France, Sept. 25.—By the As­
sociated Press.—Capt. Roeh, the initi­
ator of the German shock units, re­
ceived rude counter-shocks yesterday, 
when, with a specially-selected model 
battalion, he attempted to drive the 
French from positions extended from the 
northwest corner of the Fosses Wood 
to the eastern fringe of Caume Wood, 
on the Verdun battlefield.

Sprays of liquid flame and a furious 
grenade attack, followed on a terrific 
German bombardment of the French 
lines, but the French troop, undismayed 
by this, went out to meet their assail­
ants and beat them back with bayonet 
and hand grenades, until the Germans 
were forced to return to their own 
trenches discomfited.

There were many hand-to-hand com­
bats between the lines, where the Ger­
mans now lie thick. Not an inch of 
territory was reconquered by the Ger­
mans, despite their extraordinary efforts 
to regain ground in the neighborhood 
of Hill 304, which would be of immense 
advantage to their observers.

Other Germans attacks facing Bezon- 
vaux and to the south of Beaumont 
were intended to distract the attention 
of the French from the real German ob­
jective. Here the Germans came face 
to face with French colonial battalions, 
who hurled the enemy back whence they 
came, inflicting a large number of casu­
alties and maintaining the entire 
French line inviolate.

That the police department Is. doing 

everything in its power to stamp out

“Female street characters, who take 
men to certain houses where they are 
assigned to roams and no questions 
asked, form the big problem we have 
to solve,” continued the chief. “It is 
easy to suspect certain places as being 
houses of assignation, but in order to 
get convictions we must have evidence. 
This is not as easy to secure as some 
persons imagine. If we act without rea­
son we lay ourselves liable to an action 
for damages if we arrest persons with­
out getting sufficient evidence to con­
vict.” -

“The criminal code does not make 
immorality a crime, and as a conse­
quence the problem is a hard one to 
solve, as we have nothing to get con­
victions upon except vagrancy and dis- 
orderly charges,”

London. Sept. 26.—One of the most 
daring escapes from internment camps 
was effected yesterday at Kegworth, 
Nottingham. Twenty-two German 
prisoners, including Capt. Muller, who 
commanded the cruiser Emden, and 
Lieut. Otto Thelan, disappeared 
through a tunnel extending from a 
hut in the camp to a point outside the 
barbed wire fence. How the tunnel was 
dug is a mystery.

Nine of the prisoners were recaptur­
ed, including Captain Muller and Lieut 
Thelan. The latter made three previ­
ous escapes. With Lieut. Emil Teh- 
mann, another of the recaptured pris­
oners, he fled from the detention bar- 
racks at Chelmsford last May. The 
Germans made dummy locks of card- 
board, substituting them for the locks 
on the cell doors. Dummy figures to 
deceive the sentry were made from 
bedclothes and some of their own gar­
ments. To make these figures more 
realistic they were decorated with 
shocks of hair from their mattresses.

Ottawa, Sept. 26.—While the recent 
order-in-council provides for the issue 
of war service badges to honorably dis­
charged soldiers and those who have 
applied to enlist before August 10, 
1917, and who were rejected as medi­
cally unfit, the militia department will 
not be ready to make distribution for 
a few weeks u

Must Fill Out Forms.
When the time for making applica­

tion arrives this fact will be given due 
publicity in the press throughout the 
country. Applicants will apply to the 
officer in charge of war service badges 
at the headquarters of the military dis­
trict in which they reside. This of­
ficer will furnish them with forms, 
which are to be filled in and returned, 
to him. This applies both to those who 
are in possession of badges issued by 
the Canadian Patriotic Fund and, who 
are applying for registration of their 
badge, and also to those who have 
never received a badge and who are 
now applying for same.

Conditions Necessary.
Men who have been rejected as 

medically unfit for service should also 
apply to the above officer for instruc- 
tions. In order to receive this class 
badge, men must be medically unfit at 
the time of making application, and 
the fact that they were rejected six 
months or so ago will not of itself be 
sufficient.

There are now 36 cases in hand, two 
of septic sore throat, five of measles, 
sixteen of scarlet fever, thirteen of 
whooping cough and one of infantile 
paralysis. . , 1.

Twenty-two cases are being treated 
at home and fifteen cases at the hospi­
tal The latter are two of septic sore 
throat nine of scarlet fever, three of 
whooping cough and one of infantile 
paralysis. Fourteen homes are under 
quarantine.

Ex-County Auditor W. D. Stanley Dies 
at Victoria Hospital Today.

William D. Stanley, for 25 years one 
of the Middlesex County auditors and 
one of the best known residents of 
Lucan and Biddulph, died in Victoria 
Hospital early this morning. The late 
Mr. Stanley had been ill for some 
months, and his death was not unex­
pected.

A life-long resident of Lucan village, 
he was one of the heaviest realty own­
ers in that community, owning the 
Opera House and the main block of the 
village, in addition to considerable 
other property in village, township and 
in the West. For many years he was 
a partner of his uncle, the late Charles 
Stanley, and latterly had been head 
salesman of the Canadian Bag Com­
pany.

Besides his widow, Mrs. Belle Read 
Stanley, one son and one daughter sur­
vive. They are Mrs. (Dr.) Campbell 
of New York, and Cecil of Calgary. 
Five brothers also survive. They are 
Dr. Hugh M. Stanley of Brantford, 
and H. A., G. A., B. W. and James of 
Lucan.

The late Mr. Stanley was a promi­
nent member of the I. O. O. F. and 
of the C. O. F. He was known through­
out the entire county, having taken the 
greatest interest in national and muni­
cipal affairs. Hon. W. J. Hanna, food 
controller of the Dominion, is a cousin, 
as is Miss Margaret Stanley, lady sup­
erintendent of Victoria Hospital this 
The funeral will be held from the un­
dertaking rooms of John Ferguson’s 
Sons on Thursday afternoon at 2 
o'clock. The services will be conducted 
by Rev. William Lowe of Lucan, nad 
interment will be made at Woodland 
Cemetery.

Petrograd. Sept. 25.—Gen. Soukhom- 
linoff, in his closing speech at the trial 
for high treason, claimed that the four 
years he spent at the war office were 
insufficient to properly organize the 
Russian forces Nevertheless he sent 
a huge number of effectives to the 
front which the Government, natur­
ally, was unable to supply properly, al­
though the mobilization was carried out 
brilliantly, and it compelled the Ger­
mans to retrace their steps from Paris 
just as they were about to achieve its 
conquest.

“I may, perhaps, have been guilty of 
mistakes, but before God and the 
Fatherland I have no crime with which 
to reproach myself," said the former 
minister of war as he burst into tears.

There were impassioned speeches at 
the close of the trial. M. Kazarinoff, 
counsel for Mme. Soukhomlinoff, de­
clared that the trial ws not a judicial 
process, but a protest of the Russians 
against the nation’s unpreparedness for 
war.

“What role could a woman, a young 
woman, play in this bloody affair?” he 
asked. “All the evidence we have is 
that she ordered ten hats in one season 
and wore diamonds and rings."

He made an impassioned appeal to 
the jury's war sentiments, saying most 
of the war charities were organized by 
his client. Pointing to a gigantic 
guardsman who, with fixed bayonet, 
stood beside Mme. Soukhomlinoff the 
advocate exclaimed in conclusion: ‘This 
woman is innocent before society, be­
fore the Fatherland, and before thee, 
thou glorious Russian soldier."

Mme. Soukhomlinoff then addressed 
the court, and in a voice choked with 
sobs, declared vehemently: "We are not 
criminals, neither I nor my husband.”

The jury then retired to consider the 
fourteen indictments submitted to them.

IF, AS AN Ottawa dispatch asserts, 
1 practically no whiskey is being 
manufactured now in Canada for bev­
erage purposes and the distilleries are 
being utilized to provide alcohol for use 
in the making of high explosives, and 
for other industrial purposes, there can 
be no good reason for longer hesita­
tion in prohibiting the manufacture of 
whiskey in the Dominion. There is a 
demand, a strong demand for such an 
order, and to bow to this would remove 
the stigma which, at present rests on 
the Government of being afraid to of­
fend the liquor interests.

While the making of whiskey was the 
great or sole activity of the distilleries, 
it was possible for the Government to 
demur against the requested prohibition 
on the grounds that it meant financial 
ruin for those who owned the plants.

of free competition. This condition of 
commerce has been dead as the dodo 
for some years.

(New York Giants.)
You can't tell by its size how hard a 

mule can kick, and you can't tell what 
“Buck” Herzog will do in a world series 
by his season's percentage.

That's because Herzog is the ginger- 
jar of the diamond. He has personality 
plus, the old pep simply oozes out of 
him and his midde name is “scrap." 
Don't rely on the dope in figuring 
Herzy for the series mix. He has a 
bad habit of kicking the percentage 
figures through the roof in a crisis and 
rising to an emergency like a hungry 
hobo rises to the call for dinner.

This was proven in the 1912 world 
series against the Boston Red Sox. 
Herzog had hit only .263 that year over 
the season's play, yet he was one of the 
dominant factors in prolonging the 
series to eight games, and almost cop­
ping it for the luckless Giants.

He weighs only 160 lbs., "soaking 
wet,’’ ag the boxers say, and is about 
5 feet, 10 inches tall, yet he challenged 
Cobb, who outweighed him 30 lbs., to a 
bare knuckle fight last spring and gave 
Tyrus quite a Tot of trouble.

Herzog is the winning type of player, 
He is a whirlwind fielder, fast on the 
bases and by his aggressiveness and 
personality raises the efficiency of any 
club he is with at least 10 per cent. He 
has a keen baseball brain a fine pair 
of fielding hands and although this 
season he has tickled the pill around 
only .230, is always a bad guy in a 
pinch.

EDWARD T. COLLINS.
(Chicago White Sox.),

Wise old Connie Mack is responsible 
for starting Eddie Collins on his bril- 
liant big league career. Back in 1906 
he heard that Columbia University had 
a second baseman who was as much like 
the average college player as Walter 
Johnson is like a Texas League pitcher.

They called him “the wonder" at 
Columbia, because of his speed, flashy 
fielding and batting punch. Mack 
signed Collins to a Philadelphia con­
tract while Eddie, was still a student, 
and the latter played under the alias 
“Sullivan."

He was the star college player of 
1904-5-6. In 1906 and 1907 he held down 
the bench for the Athletics, learning big 
league ways and forgetting a lot of col­
lege baseball. In 1908 Eddie jumped in­
to the Athletics' lineup, playing second 
and third base and shortstop, hitting 
.273 in 102 games and stealing eight 
bases.

It was in 1909 that Collins flashed 
forth as a brilliant star and practically 
made the Athletics' infield. Playing 
second base he massaged the horsehide 
for a .346 average, stole 67 bases and 
covered all the ground the law allows. 
Since his first year as an Athletic reg­
ular Collins has never hit below .308, 
and in 1911 he had the astounding 
average of .365 for 132 games.

Columbia Eddie Is probably the most 
brilliant second baseman who ever 
slammed the pill on a runner going into 
second. He has shown brilliantly in 
every world series he has played in 
with the famous Athletics, and is a 
brainy, self-confident player. They 
used to call him “Cocky Collins" around 
the circuit because of his superb self- 
confidence.

In speed and batting ability he stands 
head and shoulders above every second 
baseman in years. His superiority this 
season, as far as averages go, hasn't 
been so pronounced, as he has hit below 
.300 most of the year, but there is still 
quite a gap between “Cocky" Eddie and 
the next highest second baseman as far 
as physical ability goes.

Eddie was born in Millerton, N.Y., 
May 2, 1887, is 5 feet 9 inches tall, and 
weighs 165 pounds.

Shortage at Minneapolis Flour 
Mills To Be Relieved. LONDON. Sept. 25.—The following 

summary on the campaign in German 
East Africa was issued today by the 
British war office:

"The enemy remaining in the field at 
the beginning of the month of Septem­
ber were in three principal groups. The 
first was in the Mbebkuru valley; the 
second was in the Lukel valley and 
southwest of Lindi, and the third was 
based on Mahenge.

"On September 19 the British advance 
in the direction of Kilwa was resumed 
and the enemy driven north of the 
principal passes over the Mbebkuru 
River. He evacuated Mihambia, re­
treating to Mpingo.

“Simultaneously we attacked a larger 
German group at Ndessa, compelling 
the enemy to evacuate that town. The 
enemy was retiring on the Mbebkuru, 
pursued by our main columns, when 
he found his retreat barred by our 
Nigerian infantry, south of Ndessa, and 
in severe fighting, in which the enemy 
suffered heavy losses, he was dispersed 
into small parties.

“In the western area we engaged the 
enemy at Mpondas and the Ligamba 
hills, 33 miles southwest of Mahenge, 
while the Belgian forces are approach­
ing Mahenge from the north."

MINNEAPOLIS, Sept 25. — Frank 
L. Carey, representative of the Food 
Administration Grain Corporation, an- 
nounced today that Canada, having a 
surplus of wheat right now, will send 
500,000 bushels to Minneapolis this 
week, thus relieving the wheat short­
age, which prevented local flour mills 
from operating to capacity.

The Canadian Government recently 
placed an embargo on the shipments of 
wheat, with the proviso, however, that 
the Canadian food controller could order 
such shipments if such action was 
deemed advisable. More wheat will be 
obtained from Canada later on if re­
quired, said Mr. Carey.

Sept. 25.—Regula­
tions governing the exportation of gold, 
silver and currency, announced today 
by the federal reserve board, indicate 
that the Government will restrict such 
exports to the maximum degree, ex­
cept where they cannot be avoided in 
settling trade balances.

The amount of gold which persons 
leaving the country may take with 
them was fixed at. $200 for each adult.

Will Protect Public. 4.
“Against the other price-raising 

factors. against competitive buying, 
by foreign governments, against un- 
equal distribution of resources, against 
speculators and greedy middlemen and 
wasters, the public will be vigilantly 
protected. But with wages better 
than ever and unemployment un- 
known, with the purchasing power of 
a dollar in the food market very little 
lower than its purchasing power in 
the labor market, the middle and well- 
to-do classes of Canadians still buying 
luxuries, really cheaper food would for 
the present be disastrous. The classes, 
really poor, need no exhortation to 
economize. The squander of provisions 
would defeat the very objects for 
which the food controller was ap- 
bonLet those who see only their own 
immediate interests, in the price of, 
say, eggs; those who find their motors 
a burden, or their margin for amuse- 
ments interfered with owing to the 
price of butter; those who seek pub- 
lic favor by crying out against mid- 
diemen; those who—by the way —de- 
cline to co-operate with the food con- 
troller because he cannot lend his of- 
fice for the promotion of this or that 
propaganda, study for a moment the 
complexity of connection and cross- 
connection in the economic fabric. Let 
them observe not just the first, but 
the second and the third effects of the 
legislation they ask.

"It may be said by the hasty that 
the food controller is defending the 
big interests or that he condones a 
condition in society, which at the same 
time he blames for causing high prices. 
But it is not so necessary that he 
should be proven free of prejudice and 
disinterestedness, as it is important 
for Canadians to realize the truth of. 
their condition. The thoughtful, the 
public-spirited and the just-minded 
men and women who constitute the 
great bulk of our country’s population 
would be quick to understand me 
when I say that the food controller 
will be among the first to welcome 
any reduction of the cost of our mid- 
dieman system if, and when, the Can- 
adian people show that they under- 
stand the price and are ready to pay 
it—to accept, temporarily, ruin to every 
city and town in the country."

OTTAWA, Sept. 25.An excessive 
number of middlemen is the -greatest 
obstacle to the reduction of prices, 
and under present conditions the adop- 
tion of a drastic policy of arbitrary 
price-cutting would mean "temporary 
ruin to every city and town in the 
country,” according to a statement to- 
night by W. J. Hanna, food controller, 
in an interview with the Canadian

and the market became weak as a re- 
sult of the large supply. Every load 
was disposed of, however, before the 
close of the morning at $10 to $11.60 a 
ton. A smaller offering was to be seen 
today, but the market for fodder con- 
tinued draggy. It is expected that the 
price of hay will decline substantially 
shortly, particularly if the present large 
offerings continue,

Oats are scarce at unchanged values, 
ranging from $1.80 to $1.90 a cwt

Vegetables and fruit were the fea- tures of the market Tuesday, and some 
slight changes were recorded. Potatoes 
sell briskly at unchanged rates, although 
an advance over prevailing values will 
undoubtedly be shown within the 
month, as the offering is becoming less- 
ened from day to day. Tomatoes are 
selling at stationary prices, the report- ed damage inflicted upon them by frost 
being overestimated, as very few bush- 
els were ruined from frost. 1 Cucumbers 
are selling at a brisk rate. The pickling 
variety of cucumber advanced consid- 
erably last week, owing to the frost. 
All offerings of this vegetable sell now 
between 50c and 60c per hundred. Other vegetables remain unchanged and prac- 
tically all kinds are normally plentiful.

Fruit continues to be the big attrac- 
tion on the market, peaches featuring 
the fruit offerings every morning. For 
the first time during the month the 
supply of fruit fell off to a slight extent 
this morning. However this was not 
noticed to any degree as the purchasers 
were few and the market generally 
draggy.

Dairy products and livestock remain 
unchanged. A very firm market is 
quoted for butter, cheese and eggs, 
while live hogs and dressed pigs sell at 
firm prices and fair demand.

Honey is plentiful at all times, al- 
though the price is abnormally high. 
Market officials state that there is no 
reason whatsoever for the price of the 
honey to be 80 steep as the district pur- 
veyors have enjoyed a large production 
this year.

Grave Misconceptions.
‘‘I find,’ said Mr. Hanna, ‘and the 

gentlemen who so ably, earnestly and 
disinterestedly are assisting me, find, 
that very grave and mischievous con- 
ceptions of the duties and powers of 
the food controller exist in the minds 
of a number of Canadians. This num- 
ber is not large, and I had hoped that 
with the passage of time most of the 
misconceptions to which I refer might 
of themselves have been cleared away. 
Since, however, they persist, and ap- 
pear at times to be fostered by writers 
who have perhaps been too busy to give 
sufficient thought to the problems they 
discuss. I deem it a duty to the public 
to make the following statement:

“Unless the consumers in the cities 
of Canada signify their willingness to 
face a complete disruption of trade, and 
a breakdown of real estate, and the 
utter demoralization of labor conditions 
in their cities, the food controller can- 
not possibly accede to the demand made 
in some quarters to ‘cut prices down,’ 
to ‘sell food at cost,’ or, as it is other- 
wise expressed, to ‘do away with the 
middleman."

No Radical Measures.
“Such goals may be partially achiev- 

ed. How much or how little can be 
done will be made known to the public 
from time to time as I find necessary. 
But, however, great may be the hard- 
ship of present food prices, however 
popular would be the movement to have 
the Government sell fish or any other 
commodity at cost, however over- 
burdened Canada may be with the class 
of people known as middlemen—radical 
measures. cannot be promised, except 
upon such terms as I have just in- 
dicated.,

"I must remind those Canadians who 
are perhaps unaware of the facts that 
seven main factors may be said to 
govern the present prices of food.
"First. The disproportion between 

demand and supply, consumption and 
production, food cannot be cheap while 
there is such a growing disparity be- 
tween the numbers of producers and 
the numbers of consumers.

"Second. Unrestrained competition 
between the foreign buyers of food- 
stuffs in our markets.
‘Third. Unequal distribution of the 

available supplies, surplus production 
in one province being unavailable for 
provinces in which were shortages.

"Fourth. The food speculator.
"Fifth. The greedy middleman.
“Sixth. The supernumerary, unneces- 

sary and inefficient middleman.
‘Seventh. The waster.

Sixth, Greatest Problem. - 7 
‘The first of these is a world condi- 

tion and can scarcely be affected by 
the efforts of one food controller in a 
short period of time. The second has 
been corrected by the creation of cen- 
tral buying offices for the Entente 
powers. The third is being overcome 
by close co-operation with the railway

FLIERS IN RAIDS ON 

REAL WAR OBJECTIVES
LONDON, Sept. 25.—A successful 

raid by British naval airmen on the 
German airdrome at Varssenaere, 
Flanders, on Monday, is announced 
in an official statement from the 
admiralty. A fight betwen a naval 
air patrol and a German squadron, 
in which one German machine was 
destroyed and another driven down 
out of control, is reported. The 
statement reads: - ... 3

"Monday morning a bombing raid 
was made by naval aircraft on the 
Varssenaere airdrome. A large 
number of bombs were dropped, 
most of them falling among the 
sheds and hangars, and also among 
airplanes lined up on the air- 
drome. . . .,
“The same day a fighter patrol 

met a large formation of Albatross 
scouts. One enemy machine was de- 
stroyed and another driven down 
completely out of control. All our 
machines returned safely." ,

"On Monday, despite the thick 
mist overhanging the lines all day, 
our airplanes were very active. Ob- 
servation for the artillery con- 
tinued and many photographs were 
taken of the enemy’s forward and 
back areas. Four tons of bombs 
were dropped during the day on 
German airdromes north and south 
of Roulers and near Cambrai, on an 
important railway centre east of 
Tournai and upon the hutments 
around Lens and Roulers....

"At night ammunition dumps 
north of Cambrai and rest billets 
east of Lens were bombed. Three 
enemy machines were brought down 
in the fighting in the air, and five 
were driven down out of control.

That there have long been too many 
city people and too few farmers in this 
Dominion is common knowledge, but it 
is not so well known among city people 
that there are too many distributors, 
packers, carriers, wholesalers, advertis- 
ers, printers, salesmen, brokers, sub- 
brokers, deputy brokers, assistant. sub- 
deputy brokers and the whole army of 
people in the services and professions 
that wait upon the middlemen.

Too Many of Them.
"I do not say that the functions of 

these non-producers can be done away 
with, but I do say that there were and 
there are too many for each function— 
too much duplication of effort and 
equipment. In the city of Toronto, ‘in 
1910 (the last census year), there were 
less than thirty thousand actual pro- 
ducers of goods, including a large pro- 
portion of those who produced only 
luxuries. The balance of, say, the one 
hundred thousand wage-earners in the 
city of Toronto must have been either 
servants, professional men or middle- 
men. And this inflated staff of non- 
producers, not only in Toronto, but in 
every city and town, was and still is 
dependent for its wages, upon the 
movement of farm goods to the city and 
city goods to the farm—an all over- 
specialized, over-elaborated, process 
which a luxurious civilization imagines 
are necessary to its happiness.
‘While the average consumer in our 

cities is giving vent to his resentment 
against the middlemen in general and 
against the big middlemen (the pack- 
ing and distributing corporations, for 
example) in particular, he overlooks 
two vital facts: First, that he himself 
is probably a middleman of the least 
essential and least efficient sort and 
dependent for his living on the continu- 
ance of an effete economic condition, 
and, second. that any Government regu- 
lation tending by radical means to re- 
duce the middleman’s spread or margin 
of profit tends to wipe out the unneces-

the famous French aviator, is believed 
to be dead.

Capt. Guynemer to thought to have 
been killed during a reconnaissance 
flight over Flanders on which he left 
Dunkirk on September 11. Nothing 
had been heard of him since, and it 
was assumed that he had been lost, but 
not until tonight did army headquar­
ters issue a confirmatory report.

Capt Guynemer, who attained world­
wide fame by his exploits, was perhaps 
the most brilliant aviator of the war. 
He was last cited In the official French 
announcement of September 10 for hav­
ing won his fiftieth aerial victory.. An 
unofficial press dispatch a few days 
earlier said he had accounted for 52 
enemy machines. He was 21 years old.

Only a little more than two years ago 
Capt. Guynemer was a simple soldier. 
Joining the aviation corps, he rose 
rapidly in rank until he attained the 
grade of captain, winning the Cross of 
the Legion of Honor, the military 
medal, the war cross and almost every 
other honor which his country could 
bestow. /
