Is Woman’s Body.

During the five hours that he worked
Professor Pepper obtained conclusive
evidence that the body was feminine.

The analysis so far
as the poison theory is concerned was
not completed today, but it was re-
ported that the physician found evi-
dence that at some period the woman
had undergone a surgical operation. If
this can be established the authorities
claim that they will huve gone a long
way in proving that the victim was
Belle Eimore.

New York's Wounded Mayor
Puts in Good Night.

New York, Aug. 11.—All reports this

‘morping from the bedside of Mayor
William J. Gaynor were of an encour-
aging nature, and the indications were
that the distinguished patient in St.
Mary’s Hospital, Hoboken, suffering
from an assassin’s bullet, was well for-
tified for what might prove to be a
crucial day. At 7 o’clock this morn-
ing the following official bulletin was
issued:

“Mayor Gaynor spent a comfortable
night. Temperature 100 1-5; pulse 76,
respiration 17. (Sgd.) Wm, J. Arlitz,
M. D.; George W. Stewart, M. D.”

No Bad Symptoms.

Dr. Stewart, who remained at Mayor
Gaynor's side all night, made the fol-
lowing announcement:

“The mayor awoke at his usual hour
this morning, after his usual comfort-
able night’'s sleep. Ifis temperature,
pulse and respiration are normal
There are no unfavorable symptoms.”
Mayor Gaynor's wound was dressed
at 8 o'clock this morning, following
which the following bulletin was given |
out shortly before nine o’clock.
“The wound has been dressed and
looks well. He . conversed cheerfully
and the situaticn is encouraging.
(Sgd.) Wm. J. Arlitz, M. D.; George
D. Stewart, M. D.”
No further official bulletins' will be
announced until 4 o’clock'thds after-
noon. -

A Real Breakfast.
Mayor Gaynor had the luxury of a
breakfast this morning. It consisted
of broth and coffee, with th,e addition
of an egg, the first substantial food
that has been allowed the mayor since
his injury. The patient seemed to
relish the nourishment, and to Secre-
tary Adamson, who visited him shortly
before 9 o'clock with Doctors Arlitz
and Stewart, he reiterated his state-
ment of yesterday that he was “feei-
ing fine.” Secretary Adamson said
that the mayor's temperature was
lower than yesterday. “I think it is
the lowest yet,” he added. The mayor
wanted his secretary to go over to
the city hall and look after the af-
fairs of the office. “There must be
some work to do there,” the execu-
tive said.
Dr. Stewart left the hospital after
the 9 o’clock bulletin was issued.

The mayor’s secretary, Robert
Adamson, made this statement today:

“As I understang it, the bullet, al-
though it travelled among various im-
portant vessels, and skated over thin
ice, so to speak, lodged in no danger-
ous place. The question as to why
the surgeons do not operate seems to
me very simple. They hold, I believe,
that as the bullet rests in no vital
spot, an operation at this time would
be only a sort of irritation. |

“The operation, according to what
the doctors tell me, would be very
simple. In the case of President Mc-l!
Kinley, the bullet lodged in the ab-
domen, where the circulation is not so .
active and there is a good deal of

tissue. But this is an entirely dif-
ferent case.

DOUBLE JOB SCHEME
AT DOUBLE SALARY

Toro;lo Firemen
and Constables “Work”
the Political Pull.

Toronto, Aug. 11.—A large section of
citizens and ratepayers are beginning
to realize the eurse of the political
machine in municipal politics. The
municipal offices are largely held by
Conservatives, who are used in pro-
vincial and Dominion politics. Pull
seems all that is necessary to secure a
lucrative position.

The latest demonstration
grafting propensities of the political
element was witnessed yesterday,
when the fire and light committee of
the city council gecided to grant Wil-
liam Crawford a pension from the
firemen’s benefit fund of $32 16 a
month for the remainder of his life.
He secured this on the report ot his
friends that he ‘“was physically un-
able to perform his duties as a fire-
man.” -

Some time ago Capt. Crawford was
given a position by the Ontario Gov-
ernment as inspector of public insti-
tutions in the province, at a salary of
$1,500 a year, with *“prospects.” This
reward followed leave of absence from
the fire hall for two or three months
at full pay to try the new job as a
servant of a grateful province. Craw-
ford liked it, and became at once
physically incapable of doing fireman’'s
duty. His salary and pension will give
him over $5 per day.

On the list of the works department
many Conservatives who are in re-
ceipt of pensions from the firemen, the
poiicemen and other funds, are to be
found in the army of civiec employees
in easy berths at big salaries. The
climax is reported to have been reach-
ed when two of the city policemen
obtained leave of absence from the city
force and put in the time as special
constables for the Grand Trunk dur-
ing the strike at $3 per day. During
the exhibition a number of employees
of the city hall and parliament build-
ings may be seen working the double
Job scheme at double salary.

MAKE BOGUS COIN

Secret Service Men Bare Methods
of Massachusetts Prison.

Boston, Aug. 11.—How three in-
mates-of the state prison at Charles-
town were able to construct a coun-

terfeiting outfit and manufacture
spurious half dollars has “een discov-
ered by secret service officers.

Ever since July 21, when the state
prison officials discovered that coun-
terfeit half dollars were in circula-
tion in the prison, and that some had
got outside, an investigation has been
in progress. At that time it became
known that Patrick Hanley, of Lynn,
who is serving a 25-year sentence as
an habitual criminal, was involved.
Tonight it was announced at the
office of the United States district at-
torney that two other prisoners, whose
names were withheld, had béen found
to be accomplices of Hanley, and that
the cases of all three would be pre-
sented to the federal grand jury next
fall,

The counterfeiters obtained from
unknown sources some scraps of tin
and lead, a jeweler's cruicible and
some plaster of paris. One of the trio
has a knowledge of electricity, and it
was he who devised the means of
melting the metal. He cut in on the
electric light wires in Hanley's cell,
attached two pieces of carbon and
placel them on a small sheet of iron
covered with fireproof cement. On
the white-hot carbon the crucible was
placed, the metal was melted and the
coins were manufactured in a plas-
ter of paris mold. It is suspected
that there was an accomplice outside
the jail who assisted in the distribu-
tion of the coins and the supplying
of material for their manufacture.

SOME TRICK T0
WING MAN BIRD

Gen. George W. Wingate Says
Riflemen Would Be “Up
Against It

New York, Aug. 11.—General George
‘W. Wingate, of Brooklyn, for 25 years
president of the National Rifle Asso-
ciation of the Uniteq States, has been
making a detailed study of chances
which an aeroplanist would have in
time of war againsta corps of skilled
sharpshooters. He sums up his con-
clusions in the following statement:
“In shooting at an aeroplane mov-
ing with a rapidity probably exceed-
ing that of a swallow on the wing,
and darting up and down and sud-
denly changing its course in much the
same fashion that a swallow flies, a
rifleman, must accurately determine
its distance, direction and speed.

“This is so different from ordinary
rifle shooting that only those riflemen
who are familiar with the use of shot-
guns know how a rifie should be aim-
ed to hit an object moving in the air,
and the sighting of a military rifle is
so absolutely different from that of a
shotgun that very few of those who
actually know what they ought (o do
are able to do it with any certainty.
While I myself have often fired with
a rifle at large birds flying, I can re-
call but one hit.

“The army is introducing shooting
at moving objects, which when carried
out will work a reformation in this
respect. But even then, and assum-
ing that the sights on the military
rifles are simplified so as to permit
it to be done rapidly, it must be some
time before any large number will be-
come proficient,

“We are making one form of feather
nearly two yards long_in some cases,
to be arranged round the crown of a
large hat. Other large plumes are
sold in sets of three. The most fash-
ionable colors are shaded greys, chin-
chilla, which will be worn on chin-
cilla toques in the winter, and blues,
from royal to navy. But the feathers
now sent over are of a much better
quality than formerly. There has been
a great increase in the supply from os-
trich farms. With the demand for fea_
thers, ostriches, too, have become more
expensive, and the farmer now has to
pay $5,000 a pair for birds.

“As for the reason of their popular-
ity and increased cost, ostrich plumes
have had a great vogue this summer
in Paris, and, of course, Paris rules
in the fashion of millinery medes.
Moreover, more women in England
wear feathers than in former years,
and now the ostrich feather trade is
not confined to the best milliners.
There has been g great increase jn the
demand for the cheap feather of the
small tradesman.

“American wamen, too, have helped
to make plumes more expensive. At
the April auction one-half of the whole
quantity put up for sale was purchas-
ed by American buyers to take over
to the United States. Fewer feathers
therefore were left for the English
market, and the demand now being
greater than ever, ostrich plumes are
bound to become even more expensive.
However, many ribbon and flower
trimmed hats a woman possesses, gshe
must have at least one plumed hat, as
that is recognized as the correct wear
for smart occasions.”

Amendment to Immigration Law
Gives G. T. Pacific Large
Number of Men.

Fort William, Ont.,, Aug. 11.—The
latest amendment to the immigration
law, legalizing the bringing into Can-
ada of farmand railway laborers un-
der contract, already is having its
effect in New Ontario and the wheat
provinces.

Since the Fort William and Port
Arthur immigration authorities re-
ceived official notice of the new regu-
lations, a few weeks ago, hundreds
of laborers who could not, under the
original act have come to the Domin-
ion, are members of Grand Trunk Pa-
cific construction camps.

Contractors say the new law is a
boon to the west generally, and em-
ployment agents are raking in com-
missions such as they never before
dreamed of. For months the big
railway contractors have had on file
with Twin City labor agencies orders
for all the laborers they could get.
Notwithstanding that the wages offer-

ruling scale on the American side, even
in the busiest seasons, the employ-
ment agents were unable to supply
the demand for help, it having been
unlawful to bring laborers from the
United States.

It is different now. Almost since
the amendment to the immigration law
went into effect, local employment
bureaus have had representatives in
Duluth, St. Paul and Minnesota with
the result that scores of men under
contract are arriving on nearly every
passenger steamer,

LED TO HIS DEATH
Fatal Accident to Sarnia Fire-

man at Kelly's Siding
Investigated.

FELL BENEATH WHEELS

Was Climbing Over Car in Order to
Learn Something About New
Engine.

“That the deceased, Edwin J.
Martin, came to his death e ine
morning of the 9th instant, by fall-
ing from the top of a box car at
Kelly’s Siding.  The remainder of
the crew of the train are exoner-
ated from all blame in the matter.”

The above verdict was returned - last
night by the jury, which, under Cor-
oner Ferguson, investigated the death
of Edwin J. Martin, of Sarnia,

The ambition of the two young fire-
men to learn all they could about en-
gines seems to have been indirectly
the cause of the fatality at Kelly's
Siding on Tuesday morning, in which
Martin lost his life.

Fireman Hawthorne’s Story.
Fireman Hawthorne, of Windsor,
was the principal witness. He told
the jury that he had been ordered to

take a dead engine to the Stratford
shops, ang that his duties were simply
to see that the machine got there in
good shape. After oiling thoroughly
he went ahead to the locomotive which
was pulling the train and got Engineer |
Gray’'s permission to ride with him.
Soon afterwards he asked if he might
be allowed to fire as far as St. Marys
as he had never hag a chance to work!
on a Mcgul. Meantime Martin seems to
have made up his mind to go back and
see the dead engine which was of an-
other type, for after asking the brake-
man about the cars and without say-
ing anything as to what he was going
to do, he took the brakeman’'s lantern
and started back. There were four
cars between the tender and the dead
engine, The third was a large box.

'MIDDLESEX PIONEER
PASSES TO HIS REST

Mr. Charles Laughton, of Ek{rid, Dead
After Long lilness.

On Wednesday, Aug. 33, another of
the pioneers of Middlesex passed to
the great beyond in the person of Mr.
| Charles  Laughton, of Ekfrid. About
four months aco Mr. Laughton was
i stricken with a fatal illness, and de-
spite all that medie:d skill and faith-
tul nursing could do. he gradually sank
until the end came, He was the see-
ond eldest of a family of seven bro-
i thers and one sister, and was born on
April 23, 1835, on lot 26, con. 8, Lon-
don Township. His parents were Eng-
lish, having c¢ome to Canada about
1828 tfrom Hottingham. About 1853 the
family moved to Yot 3, con. 14, Town-
ship of Metcalfe, where the subject of
this sketeh continued to reside for
nearly forty years. In 1892 he took
up his residence with his son, Ed-
ward, on lot 9, con 4, Ekfrid, where he
resided until his death. Early in life
he united with the Baptist Church on
the Lobo and London town line, and
although living six mileg distant, it
Was a rare thing to see his place vae-
ant on the Sabbath Day. On coming
to Metecalfe, there being no church or
minister of the Baptist persuasion
conveniently near, the Laughton fam-
ily, along with some others, invited
the late Rev. Wmnm. Savage, a Method-
ist, to start holding services in that
community. The result was that a
large Methodist congregation sprang
into existence, with which Mr. Laugh-
ton united, and to which he remained
a faithful and consistent member to
the last. In 1836 6he maried Deborah
Thompson, a native of Halton County,
Four years ago they celebrated their
golden wedding, there being a num-
ber present who were also at their
marriage 50 vears before. Besides his
aged widow, who survives him, he
leaves to mourn his loss his three
sons, viz., John E. and Edward A,
of Ekfrid, and Samuel C., of Met-
calfe, all of whom were at his bed-
side when he died. He had reached the
ripe age of 75 years, 3 months and 11
days. He was ‘a Liberal in polities,
and had been a constant reader of The
London Advertiser for 33 years,

On Friday, Aug. 5, his remains were
interred in the Springfield cemetery,
which is situated on the old Metcalfe
homestead, on which he lived so many
vears. A large concourse of SOrrow-
ing relatives and friends followed his
remains to the grave.

Secialistic Plan of English Lib-
erals Meets With General

Favor.

L

London, Aug. 10. — The Earl of
Carrington, minister -of agriculture,
announced this week that the Gov-
ernment intends to establish a sys-
tem of co-operative banks for the

benefit of the small farmers. This
announcement has created bitter-
ness among the Unionists, who ac-
cuse - the Liberals of stealing their
thunder. The policy was advocated
long ago by the Unionist party, and
Mr. Balfour in 1909 incorporated
the idea in a speech which he de-
livered at Birmingham. The plan
which he set forth then was incor-
porated in his party’s platform.
The Earl of Carrington is a model
landlord. He owns 23,000 acres
of land. During the last Unionist ad-
ministration he induced Parliament
to pass the small holdings bill, and
this law has revolutionized seni-
ment in the country in favor of
the restoration of England to a
peasant’s proprietary. This was one
of Carrington’s ideals when he was
governor of New South Wales. He
has succeeded in reforming the
land laws and the consequent di-
viding of huge farms into small
holdings.

It is to be assumed that the credit
of the new banks will be arranged
along the lines of the Australian plan,
under which the Government, with
simple and easy conditions, advances
as much as $2,500 to clear and fence
lapd, for irrigation, etc. The loans
are repaid in installments when tne
country is prosperous. While Car-
rington’s scheme is socialistic, the
newspapers of all parties commend it
highly.

CLASHING VIEWS
OF PASSION PLAY

What Viola Allen and Goorge
Tyler Think of Famous

Drama.

London, Aug. 10.—What a difference
the point of view makes! Is the fam-
ous Passion Play at Oberammergau a
great thing or is it not? Look on both
those pictures and judge for vourself
whether it is worth while going to
see,

Miss Viola Allen, a distinguished
American actress, left for New York
after attending the performance of the
Passion Play, and before embarking
told me what she thought of it. Just
before her manager, Mr. George C.
Tyler, started for home, he also con-
fided to me his opinion of the Passion
Play, which he had witnessed previ-
ously. Neither of them knew what the
other had to say.

“What the inhabitants of a little
village of 1,500 souls have accomplish-
ed in giving with atmosphere, dignity
and reverence, a stage performance of
the greatest and most sacred of the
world’s tragedies, is little short ot
marvellous,” said Miss Allen. “It is
so well done that my attention was
held every minute of the eight hours.”

“These mountaineers do not attempt
more than they can do well, and every
one concerned, down to the tiny chil-
dren, is excellent and earnest. But
they have 277 years of tradition behind
them, and it has become the life and
aim of the village. They are constant-
ly doing other plays, mostly of simple
0Old Testament stories, to keep them-
selves In training for the great event
which comes once in ten years of their
lives.”

“In all honesty it should be said,”
continued Miss Allen, “that in spite of
the immense financial advantages ac-
cruing from these performances, the
people of Oberammergau themselves do
not appear in the least degree com-
mercial. There seems to be absolutely
no competition. They all work together
for the good of the village and not
tor the advantage of the individual.

“A most absurd thing would be to
try to compare the stage work of these
earnest, simple villagers with profe-
sional acting. I would not care to see
the Passion Play presented by any
other than the people of Oberammer-
gau. Taken away from this mountain-
ous village, the play would lose its up-
lifting charm.”

So much for Miss Allen. Now listen
to her manager, who selects her plays
for her and the people to act in them:

“All my life I have been taught to
consider the Passion Play a religious
festival, and I approached it with a
sincere spirit of reverence,” said Mr.
Tyler. “Well, 1 found it the rottenest
graft I ever met. Imagine my feelings
when 1 found the representative of
Christ selling his autograph for two
marks or as much more as he could
get.

“It is no more a religious festival
than any Bowery 5-cent picture show.
They have a stage manager from Vi-
enna and scenery from Berlin, and they
play to 20,000 marks a show, and as
often as they can, at that. As a money-
making scheme, promoted by a com-
munity of yaps, it is great; as a pro-
fessionally managed and theatrically
mounted production, it is punk, and
that’'s the only word for it.”

Fif-
teen hundred natives sailed for the
west in five ships during the month
just closed and many more are pre-
paring to follow.

The consul-general said today that
none of the emigrants had visited the
American consulate, and in all prob-

gbility would not be allowed to land
in the United States.

BROOKINS HURT IN -
SAVING SPECTATOR

Aviator Hurls Cra't to Earth
When Crowd Is in Path.

Asbury Park, N.J., Aug. 10.—A seri-
ous mishap to Walter Brookins, in
which the daring Wright aviator was
painfully but not dangerously hurt,
marred the opening day of the avia-
tion meet here. Brookins was dashed,
stunned, to the earth, when the ma-
chine suddenly turned turtle after he
had been forced to swerve the airship
suddenly to avoid crashing into a
crowd of spectators, Seven other per-
sons, among whom the machine
tumbled were injured.

NEGRO MASS MEETING
DENOUNCES LYNCHING

Attitude of White People Follow-
ing the Fight at Reno
Relerred To.

. Washington, Aug. 10.—Armed with
fiery resowutions agopted at an excit-
ing mass meeung, a committee of pro-
unnent negroes of this city today
began work on a plan to induce all the
negroes of the United States to join in
a protest against lynching and race
riots in the south, and to uemand pro-
tection and equal rights in all parts
of the country.

Texas was denounced and the whole
south was arraigned; the supreme
court of the United States was in-
veighed against, and the newspapers
of the country were attacked, amid
scenes that at times bordereq on a
riot. The race war at Palestine, Tex,
was the chief cause of the protest.
Recent lynchings in Florida and the
attitude of the white people and the
press following the victory of Jack
Johnson at Reno were among the mat-
ters most prominently mentioned. No
such meeting was ever held in Wash-
ington beiore, and it is looked upon
here as the most serious proposition.
Among the negroes present were fed-
eral ofliceholders, many of whom out-
rank white men in the service, and |
some of whom have white women as
their subordinates,

Those Who Took Part.

Several of the most prominent
speaKers were negro preachers. Negro
lawyers and other leaders of the race
took an active part. The meeting was
held in the Metropolitan Baptist
Church, which was crowded to the

10 the great
novelist’'s present-day admirers it
is pointed out that Dickens did not
live to draw one-tenth of the
profits from his books and re-
ceived no royalties whatever from
America. Besides all this, three ot his
children ang his seventeen grandchil-
dren are in comparatively poor cir-
cumstances. It jis estimated that,
allowing for loss and the wear and
tear of the 24,000,000 copies of
Dickens’ works that have been
issued, two cents royalty on each
copy, would realize a  half-million
dollars. But this is recognized as
impossible, and it is therefore sug-
gested that every owner of pne of
Dickens’ books buy a Dickens
stamp for each volume, thus certi-
fying that the royalty of two cents
has been paid.- The stamps would
be put on sale throughout the
world in 1911. It is proposed that
the sum thus raised be handed to
the representatives of the Dickens
family, to be used as they may see
fitt A strong committee will be
formed to handle the matter.

Mezieres, France, Aug. 11.—M. Le-
blanc’s good fortune in the cross-
country aerial race continued on the
third leg of the course today. Al-
though he experienced a great deal of
difficulty he was the first to arrive at
the post. The day's flight was from
Nancy to this town, a distance of
99:36 miles. The leader’s time was
one hour, fifty-eight minutes and
three seconds.

Leblanc, barring accidents, is prac-
tically sure of winning the race, al-
though M. Aubrun and M. Legagneux,
who completed the first two laps in
single flights, still have a chance.

Aubrun reached here today, two
hours after Leblanc had landed. M.

TRANSFORMING STATION
T0 BE WELL MANNED|

Plans of the Commissioners Pro-
vide Economical and

Efficient Stait.

The water commissioners apparently
have the best end of the controversy
over the appointment of Mr. McCor-
mick as engineer in charge of the
Horton street plant, and it is quite

likely now that there will be no in-
terference.

This is due to the fact that the
Springbank plant, under the new ar-.
rangement, will be almost as import-
ant a station as the Horton street
plant. Electricity will be used, and
there will be a considerably quantity
of electrical machinery to be looked
after by the engineers.

Consequently it will bhe necessary
that an electrician be placed there.

With that in mind, the commission-
ers decided to place Mr. McCormick,
the assistant, in charge of the Horton
street plant, and later name a com-
petent electriclan to succeed Mr. Mc-
Cormick at Springbank.

It was also the intention. and this
will be carrieg out, to name a couple
of electricians to assist Mr. McCor-
mick. When this is done, both places
will be adequately manned, both with
experts and administrative heads.

No fault then could be found with
the arrangement, and although Mr.
McCormick is not persona grata with
the hydro-electric commission  for
some reasons, it is confidently felt that
no criticism could be made with the
arrangement, as it would be both
economical and efficient.

Neither party to the matter will dis-
cuss the question. They claim that
there is nothing whatever to be said.

However, there is a general impres-
sfon that the water commissioners
have, up to date, quite the best of the |
argument, and when it is taken into
consideration that they have two
plants to lock after, their course seems
justified.

THE FLOWER GROWERS

Canadiar. Asscciation of Horticultur-
ists Meets at St. Catherines.

St. Catharines, Aug. 10.—A very im-
portant convention of the Canadian
Horticulturists was opened in the
Carnegie library bullding this after-
noon, delegates being present from all
parts of Canada.

Solicitor States They Can Be
Comp:lled to Erect Poles

a Uniform Height.

The city ean -compel the London
Electric Company to erect their poles
of a uniform height throughout the
city, and City Solicitor Meredith, in an
opinion expressed on the subject, ad-
vises the city to proceed against the
company. Whether or not that will be
done depends largely on the latter's
attitude, as they are, according to the
opinion, quite in this
matter.

Mr. Meredith recites the fact that
the bylaw expressly provides that in
the downtown area, the London Elec-
tric pole shall be 60 feet above the
ground, and in other sections 45 feet.
The wire clearance shall be 45 feet
downtown, and 40 feet elsewhere.

In a large number of streets the
poles run from 25 to 55 feet. In some
cases the difference in the height of
poles is very marked, so much so that
it does not require an expert judge of
distances to notice it.

As a result. the city power line, of
a uniform height of 30 feet. has been
seriously interfered with. A clearance
of 10 feet between the wires of the
London Electric and the hydro wires
woulg be sufficient, but in practically
no street can this be effected, owing
to the company’s lines. They are not
uniform, and have not been kept so.

The city consequently is up against
a serious proposition, All through the
water commissioners have shown nao
desire to act unfairly with the com-
pany, but it will be necessary in the
interests of the hydro system, which
has cost the city quite a penny, that
agree-
ment.

Mr. Meredith suggests that an action
of law be commenced to enforce the
company to keep their poles at a pro-
per height as agreed upon.

The enforcement of the agreement
lies with the clty engineer and the
board of works.

100,000,006 BUSHELS

That's a Fair Estimate of the Western
Wheat Crop.

Ont.,, Aug. 11. — “From

what I Rhave seen since 1 wired ten
days ago I am convinced that my
estimate of a yield of 100,000,000
bushels of wheat for the three prov-
inces will be found a fair one.” Thus
telegraphs William G. White, immi-
gration inspector of the
here, tonight.

Mr. White has been on a tour of
the Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al-
berta wheat fields, especially to note
the condition of the crops and the
progress of settlement. Wiring from
Lethbridge, he says from there:
“Any attempts to depreciate the crop
of Central Alberta are made with an
obvious purpose, and no attention
should be paid to them. I have
travelled by road and train, north,
east and west of Edmonton, and I
have never seen better stands of
wheat, oats and barley. It will be
found that the yields through this
section will run from 20 to 30 bushels
of wheat and from 50 to 70 bushels
of oats.”

In Southern Alberta Mr. White re-
ports partial failures, but intimates
that the extent of these has been
exaggerated and says he found the
people quite contented with even a

meagre crop after five years of abun-
dant harvest.
