HAMILTON.

Hamrvroy is situated on the south-western shore of Burlington Bay occupying a
beautiful elevation of land, gradually inclined from the water to the base of the
Mountain, a distance of nearly two miles. It is regularly laid out—the streets
broad, and crossing each other at right angles. Much care is taken, in laying out
new streets, to have them direct, broad and ornamented A few years ago, and
the ground now occupied by stately edifices, e« stly dwellings and elegant churches,
Was & quiet, rural scene. A few years earlier, and no sound broke the stillness of
the air, save the crackling of falling boughs, and the rustling of leaves. Where
how promenade the devotees of fashion in their gay attire, the wild red man
quietly roved, and yearly proclaimed himself « Monarch of the Wood.” (iviliza-
tion waved her wand over the plain, the forests disappeared, mansions have taken
the place of huts and elegance and magnificence flourish everywhere Prosperity

attends all the enterprises of our citizens, and we promise to be the first City of
Western Canada.

DESCRIPTION OF STRERTS.— )f over one hundred and fifty streets that intersect
our beautiful city, very few can be described in this brief notice.

King Street, has long been the chief street of the city. It runs through the
entire limits, from East to West. Our most magnificent trading houses are
located on this street, the retail shops occupying the north side, and principally
wholesale the other. The great trmﬁ* of the city is carried on here, and many of
the stores are of the finest and richest class 'The buildings of this street are
almost entirely of brick or stone, and very many of them are of the highest style
of gychitecture. The Bank of British North Ameriea, is a beautifully
ﬂlﬁc‘:l, spacious, and substantial building. Among the most extensive
wholesale establishments fronting on this street, may be mentioned those of Kerr,
Brown & Co., D. McInnes & Co., and Buchanan, Harris & Oo. These buildings
are prominent and imposing structures. The Anglo-American hotel, in the
Eastern part of the street, overlooks all surrounding structures, and is among
that class of buildings that always attract the attention of &he stranger. Some
elegant private residences adorn the different portions of the street. If the
original design of the inhabitants had been carried out, this street would have
surpassed in extent and beauty any other street of any city in Western Canada $
and, in fact, it is doubtful if there be more than one street in North America that
would have equalled it.* It wag originally, the design of the inhabitants that
the width of King Street, throughout its entire length, should be what it is at
James Street. Imagine what a street, two or three miles in length, would be in
such a city. Contrast it with the narrow, dismal, winding alleys of Montreal,
New York, or Boston, and you have the modern enterprise of the 19th century
side by side with the limited, sluggish spirit of the past.

James Street, crossing King at right angles, and extending from the bay on
the North to the mountain on the South, a distance of tearly two miles, is second
in importance to King. It is adorned by the finest specimens of architecture in
the city. A mong these may be mentioned the Mechanics' Institute, Post Office,
Royal Hotel, Bank of U per Canada, R. Juson & Co. Hardware building,
Canada Life Assurance lj\nnpany buildings, and St. Andrew’s Church. This
street has risen rapidly in importance until it has become one of the first business
streets in the city. Some of the most extensive dry goods, and hardware establish-

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ments are located on this street ; and the retail shops present very imposing and
attractive appearances. The only street that rivals James, in a business point of
view, is King, but James has facilities for growth which can never be removed,
and it will probably continue to advance in importance as the city advances in
wealth and commerce. In the vicinity of the mountain are many e‘]vgum private
residences, with tastefully, and richly ornamented grounds.

John Street, East of, and parallel to James, and extending from the bay to
the mountain, is sufficiently broad and central to become one of our first streets.
It is one of the prnn-ilml thoroughfares which pour into the city the vast
resources of the surrounding country. It contains & number of elegant residences,
two or three churches, one of which, the Church of the Ascension, is an ornament
of the city. On this street stands one of the most iminminy and expensive
structures in W estern Oanada, the wholesale house of D. McInnes & Co. On a rise
of ground at the northern terminus of this street stands the old Oustom House, a
brick building of some note in former years. It has its southern terminus in a
well-paved winding road up the mountain gide. The stranger visiting Hamilton
will not fail to ascend the mountain by this road ; for, from any point of it, he
can obtain a better view of the city and bay, and surrounding country, than from
any other position. Besides on this ascending street are located some of our
finest residences, and most beautiful grounds.

McNab Street, West of and parallel to James has latterly come into
distinction. Its proximity to James Street, to the Market, and to the depot of
the Great Western Railway, has given it its present importance. Some large
wholesale establishments are located on it in the vicinity of the Royal Hotel.
Several churches are located in different parts of this street, some of which are
ornamental and indicative of the growing taste and enterprise of the citizens. Its
extent is nearly equal to that of James

York Street, forming with James an angle of about sixty degrees, runs in a
Westerly direction from James to Dungurn, the late residence of Sir Allan Na ier
Macuab. It owes its Importance to its being the only highway Lborough"am
between the city and the N\ orthern and North Western portions of the surround-
ing country. At its Western terminus lie the beautifal grounds of Burlington
Cemetery The residences of some of our wealthiest citizens are scattered
along this street.

Main Street, extending from Fast to West through the entire city, parallel
to King, and next South, is broad and central. It is already a street <} much
importance, containing many eligible and beautiful sites for private residences.

Hughson and Catharine Streets are among the most important running
North and South from the bay to the mountain.

Few cities furnish to men of wealth and taste so desirable sites for private
residences. The slope of the mountain side is adorned with costly dwellings, which
have sprung up asif by magic, and they farnish quiet retreats for the man of
business and toil. Men have grown rich in the traffic of our youthful city, and
have sought retirement here. This slope commands a delightful view of the bus
city below, and the blue waters of the bay and lake beyond. Here is our « Fift
Avenue,” and far superior is it to the famous gathering place of the millionaires
of New York city. 7Their prospect is limited to massive walls and paved streets,
while we look upon a beautiful country and bright waters,

Puniic BurLpines.—A ttention has been Called, briefly, to some of the most
prominent, public buildings in the city. Some of these deserve a more lengthy
notice, as representing the taste, the enterprise, and refinement of our citizens, in
the midst of a rapid and almost unprecedented advancement. It is usually the case

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in cities of rapid growth, that comfort, convenience, and beauty of architecture
raceive but little aftention, These are left for the second or third generation who
inherit the wealth of their ancestors, But in our city, taste, refinement, regard to
health and convenience have kept pace with its growth,

The Church of the Ascension, situated on John Street, is built of Hamilton
stone. Its archifecture is beautiful, and Structwre massive. |t belongs to our
Ornaments, and jts spire, now in course of completion, renders jt the most promi-
vent feature of the Southern portion of the city,

St. Andrew's Church, situated on Upper James Btreet, lately erected, is s
magnificent structure, 1ts spire is built of Ohio sandstone, an excellent building
stone, soft and easily worked into any form. 1t is, by far, the most ornamental of
our churcheg Cost, probably, $40,000.

Two new churches, about to be completed, on McNab Street, are ornamental
and costly. One of these is brick, erec /

On the corner of John and King Streets is the wholesale warehouse of ).

Itjs five stories in height,
im'luding the basement, and has a front on King Street of 60 feet, and on John
Street of 130 feet,

The Anglo-American Hotel, on King Street East, is one of the most imposing
structures in Western Canada. It is built of brick, five stories in height, and has
a frontage on King Street of about 130 feet.

The new Market Buildings, which are soon to be erected, will not be
surpassed by any similar stractures in Oanada. They will have a front on four
different st ts, —Merrick, James, Y ork and McNab, Judging from the plans
udo&tpd hy,ﬁw Oity Oouneil, they will be the pride of the city

The residence of Sir Allan Napier Macnab, called Dundurn, in the Western
portion of the city, is a pleasant location, and will furnish a delightfal home for
the unfortunate deaf and dumb, for which, it is gaid, the Government is nego-

D. O. Gunn, and Jose ph Flint, Esqs., and those of the Great Western Railway.

The saw factory of J oseph Flint, in the Eastern portion of the city, is the only
one of significance ‘in the Provinees. We clip the following notice of it from'the
Christian Advocate of Dec 23, 1857: « With the exeeption of a small businesy
in Montreal, thig is the only Saw Factory in Canada. It has been established &
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lttle more than two years, and has been under
8 very experienced workmian. Mr Flint, the

annually, from $40,000 to g.’»ﬂ.(l()(t worth of work. Every description of Saw is
munafactared here, from the large circular, measuring fu cireumference 18 feet, to
the smallest, 9 inches : and from the large cross-cut, to the smallest hand-gaw The
principal portion of the work is performed by machinery, the whole of whic,
driven by an engine of 50 horse power, the largest in the city. There are about
50 varieties of punches or dies used, for as many different kinds of saws. The
matetial is of the best English Oast Steel. It comes in plates of Proper thickness,
dnd after being cut to the size required, the nmrhiner.v is set in motion, and as
rapidly as the workman can keq-p his picee of plate muving, the punch ecuts out
the teeth. The saw is then taken to a large farnace, where it undergoes the

weess of tempering ; it is then dipped in a composition, which serves to make jt
{::rd and elastic. After it has been straightened on an anvil, it ig ground ‘and

lished by machinery, and is then ready for the ﬁniﬁhing department. Here it
18 filed, and by a Ahpzflt stroke of the hammer, every other tooth is inverted—it
is then ready for the market.”

The Hamilton Spectator has a brief notice of Mr. Gunn’s Locomotive and
Steam Engine Manufactory, which we take the liberty to copy. “The works
have now been running steadily for sixteen tmonths successfully, and have turned
out first class small stationary steam engines, and locomotives second to none in
use in this country. Two large first class freight engines, of Hamilton manufac-
ture, are on the (ireat Western l(:uilwny. five firsf class passenger engines are on
the Grand Trunk l{uilwny, two more are finished, and will g0 to the same road in 8
few days ; there are four more in a forward state of construction, for the same
company, and material is on hand for the construction of several more, The
uquhlinhq,u'm keeps from one hundred to one hundred and fifty men and boys,
mechanics and laborers, in constant employ, and is capable of working double that
number.”

BY-LAW NO. OXXVIL
ON MARKETS.

Be it enacted, That no person shall sell, or offer to sell, any meat, poultry, eggs,
butter, cheese, fruit, fresh fish, flour, wood, grain, wool, pelts, hides, or other kind
of provisions or agricultural produce, within the City oFeHa.milu»n. at any place
but the Public Markets, without having first paid the Market Fees thereon, }hem
inafter mentioned, and ‘that no person but Butchers ghall sell any meat in less
quantity than by the quarter, and such Butchérs shall not expose any meat for
sale at any other place than the Market Stalls, or at such other places as ‘the
Oouncil, by resolution, shall t them leave to gell at ; provided alwa ys, that
no foes shall be charged on wheat intended for manufacture within the said City,
or on wheat or flour intended for exportation.

That no person shall exercise the trade of a Butcher within the said Oity with-
out being previously licensed by the Mayor so to do, who is hereby authorized
to issue Buch license under the City Seu{; and any person selling meat by the
carcase or quarter, or in less quantities than quarters, shall be deemed a Butcher
for the purposes of this By-Law, and that the duty on such license shall be at
the rate of five shillings per year, and all licenses shall expire on the first day
of June or the first day olPeDeoember in each year, and that no persons, excgpt
Butchers, shall sell in less quantities than by the quarter.

H
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That from and after the passing of this By-Law no person shall bring into, or
leave about the Market, any hides, offal, or any refuse or animal or vegetable mat-
ter that might oceasivn ‘nuisance.

That no person shall buy any article of provision, food or produce in the said
Oity, on which the Market Fees are hereby required to be paid, for the purpose
of reselling the same, or any part thereof, until after twelve o'clock, noon ; nor
shall any person forestall or engross any of the aforesaid articles of provision, food
or produce within this City, until after that hour.

That no person shall expose, or offer for sale within the City, any tainted or
unwholesome meat, poultry, fish, or articles of food, and that it shall be the duty
of the Olerk of the Market to inspect all meats and other articles of provision so
exposed for sale, and if any such meat or other articles of food shall be found so
exposed for sale, to prosecute the offender, and to inform the Mayor, or one of
the Aldermen or Councillors, of any such tainted or unwholesome meat or other
articles of food found within the City. And that it shall be lawful for him, under
the direction of the Mayor, or any one of the Aldermen or Councillors, to seize
and destroy all such tainted or unwholesome meat, poultry, fish, or other articles
of food so found, whether the same has been exposed for sale or not.

That the Market Stalls shall be offered for sale annually to the highest bidder,
but not under upset prices, which price shall be fixed from time to time by reso
lution of the Council, and all leases of and terms in said stalls shall expire on the
first day of June in each year, and if the stalls should not be sold at such annual
sale, or if any stall shall become untenanted during the year, it shall and may be
lawful for the Council to sell or let the same, either by public sale or private con-
tract, and for such price and period as the Council s{mll think proper, provided
such period shall not extend beyond the first day of June, then pext following ;
and the rent or price of such stalls shall be payable monthly in advance to the
Chamberlain, murif any Butcher shall neglect to Fay such rent for one week after
the same is demanded by the Chamberlain, his lease and term in the stall shall
thereby be forfeited, and such stall shall thereafter be sold to the highest bidder.
That each stall shall be numbered before it is sold, and shall be known by such
number.

And that no person leaving a stall or standing in any of the Markets of the
Oity, shall underlet or assign it, or place or leave any one in the same under pre-
tence of taking charge thereof, without the consent of the City Oouncil, and an
such act shall be a forfeiture of all interest such person had therein, and it nhnﬂ
be the duty of each Butcher to keep his stall in a clean and sweet state ; and that
no Butcher shall expose for sale any meat, except in his stall, subject, however, to
the approval or consent of the Market Committee for the time being.

T{)ut it shall and may be lawful for the Chamberlain of the Uity to issue a
warrant, and for sach purpose to use the City Seal, directed to any one of the
City Constables, to seize any Butchers’ meat in any Market Stall for the arrears
of rent for such Market Stall, and in case such rent shall not be paid within six
hours after such seizare, and notice thereof in writing put, up in three places in
the Market, specifying the meat seized, the cause thereof, and the time the same
will be offered for sale ; such Constable shall sell such meat, or so much thereof
as will satisfy the said rent, to the hi bidder. Provided always, that it
shall not be lawful for the meat of a subsequent lessee of a stall to be seized for
the arrears of rent of a previous tenant. thereof,

That no butcher, huckster or grocer shall, on any pretence, directly or indi-
rectly, purchase or comtract for, or canse to ‘be purchased or contracted for, any
kiod of meat, provender, &rovidona or produce before the hour of twelve o’clock,
noon, of any day, in the Oity or Markets.

That' no butcher or other person shall keéep any dog or bitch in or about the
Markets or places designed for the salé'of meat.
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That no person shall sell, or expose for sale any goods er chattels by A uction
in said Market, or in the Market grounds, or in any of the streeté immediately
adjoining or opposite the same, after the first day of June, 1856 :

That it shall be lawful for farmers and butchers to sell meat by the quarter or
in greater quantity in the Market grounds after the first day of June, 1856,

That whenever any butcher has obtained permission from the City Council to
sell meat elsewhere than in the Market, such huteher shall pay for such permit
five shillings per amnum, to the Clerk of the ( ity Council, at his office, and such

butcher shall be liable to all the provisions ef this By-Law and for the payment
of any fines that may be imposad en him for his violation of the same
That no person shall keep a slanghter-hause within the the ( ty, or the liber

ties thereof without special resolation of the Council in that behalf nor play at
any game, or lie down, or sleep, er behave in a diserderly, neigy or riotous man
ner, nor wse profane or obscene langnage, or etherwise coundect himself in an

offensive manner, in and about the said Market or Market groands

That the Market shall be opered every morning (Runduys excepted,) by the
Clerk of the Market, at six o'clock, between the first day of March and the first
du} of November, and at seven o'clock during the rest of the year, and shut at
four o'clock every evening all the year round, except Saturdays, when the Markets
shall be kept open till mine o'clock, P. M

That all hay and straw, brought to the City and exposed for sale, shall be
brought near the Hay Scales, and the persons bringing the same shall place their
wagons, or other vehicles, in such place and order as the Clerk of the Market
shall direct.

That when any wagom, or other vehicle, shall be brought te the Market, con-
taining any articles te be sold or retailed eut of such wagon or vehicle, the person
bringing the same shall place it in such order, and take the snimals drawing the
same therefrom, and remove such wagom or vehicle when the articles are sold out,
as the Clerk of the Market shall direct.

That such wagon or other vehicle shall be, at all ‘times while standing in the
Market, in charge of the owner thereof, or of some person having charge of the
same, and that in case puch person or persons shall refase to sell the articles con-
tained therein, he shall immediately, on the request:of the Olerk of the M arket,
remove his wagon or vehicle away from the mi«; Market stand.

That every merchamt, retailer, trader, and dealer in merchandise or property
of any deseription, which is sold by measure or weight in the City of Hamilton,
and the liberties thereof, shall cause the weights and measures used by him, her or
them te be sealed and Marked by the City Imspector of weights and measures, and
if any of the said persons shall use any weight or measure for weighing or mea-
suring any article for purchase or sale whieh be not sealed, as herein provided,
such person shall forfeit and pay a fine to the Oity mot exceeding five pounds.

7{;? all weights and measures sealed by the Inspector shall be made to con-
form to the standard of this Province, aud shall be marked and sealed by him.

That it ‘shall be the duty of the Inspector (in addition to the {)I‘U\Ih’i()llﬂ in
Act 12th Vie, Cap. 85,) and he is hereby suthorized to inspect and examine, at
least twice a year, all weights and measures used by any of the persons aforesaid,
and if any such person shall refase to exhibit any such weights or measures to the
Inspector, when required so to do by him, or in any manner obstruct such Inspec-
tor in the performance of the duties hereby enjoined upon him, such person ml
be liable to the nalty hereinafter mentioned.

That it slmlmye the duty of the said Inspector to make a registry of all the
weights and measures inspected and examined by him, in which he shall state the
ndme of the owner or owners of the same, and the street in which they reside, and

whether such weights and measures are according to the standard of this Province,
and to deliver a copy of such registry to the Clerk of the City Council every half
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year, and therein to report the names of all owners whose weights and measures
are incorrect, or who shall refuse or neglect to have their weights and measures
sealed and marked

That no person shall sell, or offer, or expose for sale, in the market or market
grounds of the City, any butter except by weight, nor in less quantities of less in
rolls of half a pound weight each, or if the butter be contained in tubs pails or
firkine the same shall be sold by weight

That the purchaser may demand that the roll or rolls of butter be w ighed at
the time of delivery, and that the vendor shall weigh it accordingly.

That all butter offered or exposed for sale by the roll under weight shall be
forfeited to the use of the Oity, and the vendor shall be subject to the penalty
hereinafter mentioned.

That the Market fees shall be sold and accounted for in such & manner (and
the person purchasing the same shall be the Clerk of the Market, who shall give
security to the City Council of the City of Hamilton for the payment of the pur
chase money, and in such proportions and at such period and for the general per-
formance of the duties of his office as the City Council of the City of Hamilton
shall, from time to time, previous to such sale thereof, by resolution adopt,) pro-
vided that i such Clerk shall wilfally break any provision of this By-Law, or wil
fully mishehave himself in his office, he shall be not only liable to be fined for such
offence, but, on conviction thereof, he shall also forfeit his said office, and the City
Council may thereafter re-sell the said Market fees for the remainder of the year.

That no person shall go to meet uny one bringing any such article to market, for
the purpose of buying, or proposing to buy, or inspect any such article, nor shall
any person buy or propose to buy any of the aforesaid articles within the City,
from any one bringing the same to Market, unless the seller has obtained a ticket
from the Olerk of the Market, as hereinafter mentioned

That all persons bringing any of the aforesaid articles, or any live animals, to
Market for sale, except hay and straw, and before they offer any part thereof for
sale, shall pay to the Clerk of the Market the following fees, ‘according to the

That the Clerk shall give to every person bringing any of the said articles to
Market for sale, upon the market fee being paid thereon, a ticket marked with the
day of the month, and the initials of the name of the Clerk of the Market, and the
amount paid, which ticket the seller shall show to every person purchasing from
him, when required to do so; and when the Clerk shall weigh a load of hay,

Police
Magistrate, or any Alderman, be fined a sum of money not to exceed Five Pounds
with costs, and it shall and may be lawful for the Mayor, Police Magistrate, or

T'o Regulate the mode of Licensing Inns, Taverns, Ale and Beer Houses, dec.,
and for the good governance of the same when Licensed.

2. Be it enacted, That no person or persons shall sell spirituous or fermented
liquors, in quantities less than one quart, or keep an Inn or House of Public
Entertainment, or house for the sale of Spirituous I,iquom or of Ale, Beer, Cider,
or any fermented Liquors, or any Victualling House, ordinary Eating House, or
other Establishment of like nature, within the City of Hamilton, or the liberties
thereof, without having first obtained a license for that purpose.
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8, That the mmmber of licenses for the keeping of places of Entertainment in
the geeond clause memtioned, in the City of Hamilton Jml], on or before the 15th
day of February, in each year, be fixed by resolution of the Municipal Council of
said City

Provided that showld the Council omit in any year to fix the nember of
licenses to be issued, within the time above mentioned, then the number to be
issued for such year, shall be the same as the year immediately preceding.

4. That any person or persons who may be desirous of procaring a license for
any of the purposes mentioned in the second clause of this Ly-];uw. shall cause a
notice in writing, in the form contained in schedule A. to this By-Law annexed,
to be given to the Police Magistrate of their intention to apply for such license, at
least six clear days immediately preceding such application, and before the day
appointed for the meeting of the Inspecters a copy of which notice shall be

osted up in three public and conspicuous places at the least, during such six
SBys, and which notice shall contain the names of two parties willing to enter inte
a bond, in the penalty of £20 each, for the due ebservance by such applicant of
the rules and regulations contained in this By-Law, or any other By-Law to be
passed for the good gevernance of places of Public Entertainment. And upon
the receipt of such notice, the Police Magistrate shall make diligent enquiry into
the moral character and habitual sobriety of such applicant, and of the suﬂirwn'?'
of the sureties by him, her or them named ; and upon being'satisfied that such
applicant is a fit and proper person to be entrusted with a license, and of the
responsibility of the two sureties so offered for the amount of the penalty, may, at
the expiration of the six days, grant a certificate in the form in the annexed
sehedule, marked B, subject to the regulations aforesaid, as to number and other
conditions ; and shall direct the Inspector or Inspectors of Houses of Public
Entertainment, for the Ward im which such License is sought, to inspect the
premises of the applicant. And the Inspector or Inspectors, upon the production
of such Certificate and Notice, shall duly examine the said premises and certify
the extent and accommedation of the same, and that the house to be licensed is
necessary for the accommedation of the public in the locality for which the license
is required, which certificate shall be in the form in the annexed schedule, marked
C., and shall caunse such Certificate to be returned forthwith to the Police Magis-
trate, who shall endorse thereom the date of the receipt of such certificate, and
shall file the same, together with the notice of application and the certificate of
character in some safe and convenient place in his office.

5. That the Inspectors of Houses of Public Entertainment shall meet at the
office of the Police Magistrate, at 10 o’elock of the forenoon, on the 1st day of
March in each year, the same being a Judicial day, or upon the first judicial day
thereafter, for t)}w purpose of ascertaining the number of applications for licenses

in that behalf ; and upon the execution of the Bond in the form marked D, in the
annexed schedule, by the said applicant, and the two sureties a proved of by the
Police Magistrate ; and if the number of such applications nhalll exceed the num-
ber of houses permitted, as aforesaid, then the Inspectors shall determine to
which of the said applicants licenses shall issue under the conditions hereinbefore
mentioned, having a due regard to the convenience and advantage to the publie,
and the necessities of the locality in which the houses of such applicants may be
situate ; and such directions shall be endorsed on the several uppli('uli(m& and
signed by the Inspectors present at such meeting, and shall remain in the custody
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Provided always, that no such permission shall be endorsed upon any license,
unless the applicant shall Lyroduce the assent to such removal, made in writing by the
Police Magistrate, and such hanse shall possess the accommodations required by law.

9. That the selling of articles of small value, and giving to the purchaser
thereof any wines or spirituous or fermented liqmw\\, shall be deemed a sale of
liquors under the provisions of this By-Law.

10. That the act of any servant or Ipemon in the employ of any Inn or Tavern
Keeper, or Ale or Beer House or Sa oon, or of any person residing therein, in
contravention of the clauses of this By-Law, either with or without the consent of
the party to whom suc¢h License is issued, shall be deemed the act of the person
licensed for such House.

11. That the sums to be paid for each and every license shall be as follows :

For eath Tavern or Inn, the sum of eight pounds.

For each Ale or Beer Houss, or Saloon, or Recess, the sum of eight pounds.

And for every Temperance House, the sum of one pound.

12. That it shall be the duty of the Police Magistrate on the complaint of the
Inspector or any other person, of the breach of any of the Rules and Regulations
in this By-Law contained, or of any other By-Law for such purpose, to cause the
party offending, to be brought before him upon summons or warrant, and to deal
with the offender as by this By-Law is provided.

13. That no Inspector shall grant a certificate for any license, unless the party
applying for the same is possessed of the accommodations required by the By-Law
in that behalf.

14. That each Inspector shall report to the Police Magistrate every infraction
of this By-Law that may come to his knowledge, on personal examination, or
from information given him by any reliable party, occurring within his Ward

15. That each Inspector shall be paid as may be fixed the Council each year.

17. That for preparing such bond to be executed by the party alppl_ving for a
license, or for any othet services rendered under this By-Law, it shall not be law-
ful for the Police Magistrate to demand any greater sum than five shillings, to be
paid to the Chief Constable, who shall account for the same to the ( ity Chamber-
lain in the same manner as for all fines received by him.

18. That any person guilty of any infraction of any of the p rovisions of this
By-Law, or of the Rules or egulationg therein contained, shuﬂl, on conviction
thereof, before the Police Magistrate or the Mayor, or any one or more of the
Aldermen of the City, forfeit and pay a sum of money, not less than One pound
nor more than Five f‘mmds—uno-{mlf of which is to be paid to the informer and
the other half to the Chamberlain for the use of the City, and in default of pay-
meut of the same, and the cost of conviction within the period ordered by the
convicting Magistrate, such Magistrate shall issue a warrant to levy the amount
of fine and costs by distress and sale of the goods and chattels of the offender,
and in case of no sufficient distress being found to satisfy such fine and costs, shall
commit the offender to the Common Gaol of the County of Wentworth for a
period not exceedlng thirty days.

19. That the following Rules and Regulations shall be obeyed by persons
holding licenses or applying therefor :

Ist—Fach and every person applying for Licence for an Inn or Tavern
shall have accommodation in his, her or their house for four beds at the least
besides those ordinarily in use for the family of such applicant, and shall have
four clean and comfortable beds therein, for the use of travellers and in addition
to the bed-rooms and bar-room, and rooms for the occupation of the family, shall
have one sitting or dwelling-room at the least for the use of travellers.

20d.—Fach and every Inn or Tavern Keeper shall have a Sign Board placed
in some conspicuous part of the exterior of the building or premises, with the
name of the licensed keeper thereon, in legible characters.
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3rd.—Each and every Inn or Tavern-keeper shall at all times keep and provide
good and wholesome provisions and liquors for his guests, with necessary attend-
ance, and shall take ¢ arge o® any horse, horses, or other animals, carriages, bag-
gage and goods of all travellers resorting to his house at all reasonable hours of
the day or night, and shall provide or cause to be supplied to all animals placed
under his charge, good and sufficient hay and oats, or other provender required by
travellers, and have or procure a nec essary supply of water for their use.
4th.—That no Inn or Tavgrn-keeper, or Ale or Beer House or Saloon-keeper,
shall keep a Shop, or Store, or Grocery in any apartment used for the purpose of
such Inn, Tavern, Ale or Beer House or Saloon.
5th.—That no Inn or Tavern-keeper, or Ale or Beer House or Saloon-keeper,
shall suffer or permit any gambling or unlawful games to be carried on in any part
of the premises for which his licence is granted ; nor shall he suffer any riotous or
disorderly conduct on his premises.
6th.—That no Inn or T'avern-keeper shall allow or permit any tippling on his
premises, or allow any apprentice, man-servant or hirec man, or any person in a
state of intoxication, to resort to or frequent the bar-room of his Inn or Tavern,
or abide about the premises as an idler or dram-drinker ; and if any person or
persons shall become intoxicated on his premises, he shall, without any charge for
the same, provide a sleeping-place for such intoxicated person until he become
sufficiently sober to take his departure from such Inn or Tavern.
7th.—That no Inn or Tavern-keeper, nor keeper of any Ale or Beer House or
Saloon, shall give or sell liquor to any person or persons in a state of intoxication,
nor to any child or children under the age of fifteen years.
8th.—~That no Inn or Tavern-keeper shall refuse to receive or admit any
travellers or other persons requiring it, with their horses and vehicles, demandin
accommodation at all reasonable hours of the day and night, unless his house slmlﬁ
be already full, or the person demanding it be in a state of intoxication,
11th—~That every Tavern or Inn-keeper, and every keeper of an Ale and
Beer-house, shall keep a copy of these Rules and Regulafions in such conspicuous
place in the bar-room or other most public room of the house, as may command
the greatest attention, which copy shall be furnished him by the Police Magistrate
on the granting of the license.

RELATING TO THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

2. Be it enacted, That the Hamilton Independent Fire Brigade shall consist
of one Chief Engineer, and A ssigtant Engineers, 1 Hook and Ladder Company, 1 Hose
Company, and such number of First and Second Class Engine Companies, and Port-
able Reservoirs ag may be found necessary. The Brigade to be under the manage-
ment of a Committee, to be composed of the Chief and Assistant Engineers,
Officers of Companies, and the Chairman of the Fire and Water Committee,
appointed by the City Council.

3. It shall be the duty of the Chairman of the Fire and Water Committee,
appointed by the Council, to act with the Committee named in Sec. 2 : he shall
be a member thereof, ex-officio, and shall be subject to all the Rules and Regula-
tions from time to time made by the said Fire Brigade, relating to the duties of
the said Committee,

4. The Chief Engineer and Assistant Engineers shall be elected annually, hf,
the Members of the different Companies composing the Brigade, and who shall
also elect, from their own number, their own Officers, in such manner and at such
times as they may think proper, and send the names of such Chief and A ssistant
Engineers and Officers to the City Clerk, for registration ; and the Committee of
Management, and the Companies may pass such By-Laws for their own govern-
ment as are not repugnant to this By-Law, or the general laws of the City.
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5. The Chief Engineer to have full command at all fires, and to preside at all
meetings of the Brigade and Committee of Management, and shall have the
control of all Engines, Portable Tanks, and all other Gpparatus connected with
the Fire Brigade while at fires and during the continuance of any fire, and also
all carters and others whe may be aiding in extinguishing fires ; and, in conjune-
tion with the Standing Committee on Fire and Water, he shall have the control
of all Engine and other Stations, and no person or persons whatever shall have
the power to sell, lend, or in any way dispose of any of the apparatus belonging to
or in any way connected with the Fire Brigade, except by authority of a resolution
of the Council. That the Mayor or any of the Aldermen who may be present at
any fire shall also be empowered to aid and assist the Chief Engineer, or other
()fgm'r in command, in causing to be demolished or removed all buildings, fences,
or other obstructions that may be necessary to arrest the progress of any fire. In
the absence of the Chief Eng{m-er. it shall be the duty of the Assistant Engineer,
in the order of their seniority, to have the authority and perform all the duties
devolving on the Chief Engineer. The Senior Japtain present (excepting
Oaptains of second-class Engines) to have the same power and authority as the
Chief and A ssistant Engineers, and the Ohief Engineer, Assistant, and Officer
in command of any Company of the Fire Brigade at any fire shall have full
power to order any person or persons to assist in extinguishing such fire,
and by reporting to the Btipendiary Magistrate the names of ANy person or per-
sons will'n‘ly neglecting or refusing to obey such orders, they shall be liable to the
penalties hereinafter provided.

6. The City Council shall ay all necessary expenses for the cleaning, repairing,
and keeping in efiicient order tLo apparatus of the Brigade. The Chief Engineer,
in connection with the Chairman of said Fire and Water Committee, are authorized
to get necessary repairs done to the Apparatus under his control, such accounts
to be certified to by both, and paid by Jw Council on their opder.  For new appe-
ratus the consent of the Council must be obtained.

7. That an annual grant be made to the Hamilton Independent Fire Brigade
of £400, for the better organization and support of the said Brigade, in lien of
all premiums as heretofore granted by this Council, said amount to be paid in
3:mnnrl_\- payments, to the Treasurer ‘of said Brigade, by the Ohambéerlain, upon

e order of the Chief Engineer, to commence with' the passing of the By-Law.

8. That when any member of any Company of Firemen in this City, which is

4. That it shall not be lawful to mark any load of wood No. 1 wherein there is
any dozed wood or unsqund, but such may be numbered 2, 8, or 4, as the lnpg:oc-
tor shall think fit : Proided a,lwai/;, that nothing in this By-law contained shall

ON FEES OF FIRE WOOD.

1. Be it enacted, That there shall be appointed one Measurer and Inspector

6. That every person elected or appointed to any office, shall, previous to en-
tering upon the duties of his office, take and subscribe the oaths or affirmations in
such case made and provided, and there shall be kept by the Clerk of the Couneil
a book for the insertion of such oaths or affirmations, and every person taking the
same shall subscribe the same in such book.

7. That all officers and other persons to whom the receipt of the public funds
or money of the city shall be entrusted, and who are required to pay the same,
shall pay over the same to the Chamberlain at least once a week.

11. That the salaries of the respective officers of the Corporation shall be in
lieu of all fees, and that all the fees shall be paid to the Chamberlain, and be the

roperty of the city ; and that no officer shall receive, directly or indirectly, any

BY-LAW No. LXX.
ON POLICE FORCE.

L Be it enacted, That it shall be the duty of the Police to preserve the public
peace and good order throughout the city ; to report all violations of By-laws ;
to n'[’mrt all sus?iviom rsons and places ; and generally to watch and guard the
city day and night, for the prevention of crime and arrest of offenders.

2. That during the day time it shall be the duty of the Police to sce that all
nuisances in any part of the city are removed therefrom at once ; that the wagons
are properly placed in and about the market grounds, and that good order is
maintained therein.

3. That the High Bailiff shall have the charge and management of the Oon-
stables ; and, in his absenee or sickness, the senior officer shal have like power.

4. That the Police Constables shall obey all orders and directions of the High
Bailiff or senior officer in command ;. and any refusal to execute, or contempt of
orders, shall be met with dismissal and forfeiture of & month's pay.

5. That two of the Constables shall patrol the city every night until 11

o'clock, and on Saturda nights until 12 o’clock, to see that all Inn-keepers and

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6. That each Constable shall report to the High Bailiff, every morning, the
particulars of the previous day and night, who shall enter in his register the name
of the man, and the substance of the report.

7. That in case of fire, the Policemen shall repair to the Police Office to see
that the bell is rung and the engines and reservoirs are sent to the fire

8. The Policemen, when on duty, must exhibit perfect command of temper
unmoved by any language or threafs that may be used, and his whole attention
must be given to his duty.

9. The Policemen shall arrest any person violating the law by committing a
felony or misdemeanor, or causing a disturbance of peace and good order

10. That no Policeman shall receive, directly or indirectly, any reward or fee,
or other compensation than his salary.

BY-LAW No. LXXL
ON STREETS AND SIDEWALKS.

1. Be it enacted, That every person in the actual possession, or having charge
of any house, or other building, or piece of land, or any part thereof, in front of
which there is or shall be, a sidewalk, shall, by 12 o’clock noon, of each day, except
Sundays, clear off and remove\all snow and ‘ice from such sidewalk : rovided
always, that such snow and ice shall not be thrown into the gutter in front of such
sidewalk. And, Provided also, that if he, she, or they, 'do not clean off and remove
the said snow and ice, the City Laborer shall clean off and remove the same, and
the said person shall be chargeable with the amount thereof, and upon demand of
payment and refusal thereof, he, she, or they shall, and may be summoned to ap-
pear before the Mayor, Alderman, or the Police Magistrate, and upon proof ‘of
default of such cleaning and removal by the said person or persons 8o charged, and
of the fact of clearing &c., by the said Laborer, the fair charge therefor, and the
refusal to pay the same, the said person so charged as aforesaid, shall be liable to
the penalty herinafter contained.

%. That no person shall allow snow or ice to remain on the roof of any build-
ing he, she, or t{:y may occupy, own, or have the charge of, so as to cause any
reasonable apprehension of danger therefrom.

3. That no person shall, by any animal, vehicle, lumber, building, or other
material or thing, or in any way whatever, directly or indirectly, incumber or al-
low to remain incmnbore(i or injure, or foul any street, square, lane, walk, side-
walk, road, bridge, sewer or shore, now laid out and erected within the limits of
the said City and liberties, (except as hereinafter provided with respect to build-
ings and building materials) without a license from the City Oouncil for such

puq‘“ That no person shall cast or throw, or cause to be cast or thrown, into any
public streets, squares, lanes, walks, sidewalks, roads, bridges, ditches, gutters,
drains, or sewers, within the City or liberties, any earth, shavings, parings of
leather, tin, wood, stones or rubbish, or cause any obstruction, nuisance or injury
in or to the same.

5. That no owner or occupant of any building shall cause or permit any fire-
wood, to be placed or remain on any side.or cross-walk, opposite, or adjoining his
lot, nor shall he suffer the same to be placed or remain in the street opposite his
house or lot, further than five feet from the outer edge of the side-walk, and then
only for the purpose of being sawed or cut, and not to remain more than twenty-
four hours,

6. That no Auctioneer shall, by himself or agent, sell, or expose for sale at
auction, any goods, wares, or merchandise, upon any sidewalk, or in any street,
alley, or public place in the City, nor shall any such Auctioneer, or his agent or
servant, or other person, sell any such goods, wares, merchandise, or other things
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15. That all proprietors, or occupants, or person or persons having charge of
any house or building in the city, having cellar doors made in the foot-path, or
sidewalk, opposite their premises, shall constantly keep the side-doors in good
repair, and shut after dark, hor leave the said cellar-doors open in the day-time for
any greater length of time than may be reasonably sufficient for filling into or out
of the same such goods, wood or effects as may be intended to be introduced into
or taken out of such cellar ; and during the time the said cellar door shall remain
open in the day-time for the purposes aforesaid, it shall be the duty of the pro-
prietor or occupier of said Hm'mlmﬂ to put on each side of the opening of such
cellar door a sufficient guard, to be at least three feet high, 80 as to protect pas-
sengers from injury, under the penalty hereinafter mentioned, to be recovered from
the proprietor, occupier, or person or persons having charge of any such house or
building.

I8. That any person who shall wilfully or maliciously injure, deface, or other-
wise destroy any ornamental tree or trees that is, are, or hereafter may be planted
in any street of the said city, shall, upon complaint and conviction thereof, be fined
a sum not less than ten shi“inpm, and not more than five pounds, with costs, to be
levied upon his, her or their goods and chattels ; and in the event of sufficient
goods and chattels not being found, to be imprisoned for a period not to exceed
thirty days.

19. That no person shall tiig a bell, or blow a horn, or shout, or make other
unusual noises in the streets, or other public place, without a reasonable cause.

20. That no person shall ride or drive on any sidewalk or permit any horse
or vehicle to stand on any sidewalk or crossing, or leave any horse or horses in
any street, lane, or alley untied, or fasten any horse in any étreet or lane, so that
such horse, or the lines with which the horse is fastened, shall obstruct the pas-
sage of persons on any part of any sidewalk, or drive with a sleigh without at
least two bells attached to the harness, or ride, or drive, or cause, or permit to be
rode or driven, any horse or horses or cattle, in any of the public ways, streets or
lanes of the city at an immoderate rate, or without proper caution against doing
injury to foot passengers.

21. That 1t shall and may be lawful for the street Inspector or any of the
Oity Constables to arrest any person or persons committing any breach of the
preceding section, and to carry him or them before the Mayor, Police Magistrate,
or any of the Aldermen.

22. That no person shall take or excavate any sand from any street, road or
lane within the city without the permission of the City Council, first obtained for
such purpose.

25. That any person who shall hereafter erect any building or buildings in
this city of stone or brick, shall make the party walls not less than one foot thick
in the clear, if brick, and two or more stories high ; and not less than eighteen
inches, if of stone, and two or more stories high ; and shall so arrange the joists as
to prevent their communicating fire through the wall ; That is, the joist holes
ahuh not extend o half through the wall on either side, and shall not corres-
pond but be at least four inches in the clear, the one from the other.

health.

3. That it shall and may be lawful for the City Council, by resolution, from
time to time, to appoint one or more City Physicians, resident within the city,
whose duty it shall be to examine and report to the Board of Health according
to directions of such Board, as occasion shall require, the general health of the
city ; whether any and what disease, dangerous to the public health, prevails
therein ; the cause thereof when known, and to recommend the adoption of such
means as he or they may think best, to do away with, and prevent the spread of
the same ; who, in the (fim-hur;zn of his or their duty, shall be governed by, and
subject to such rules, regulations and instructions as shall be made and given to
him or them for such purpose by the City Council or Board of Health ; and who
shall hold his or their office during the pleasure of the Council, and receive for his
or their services such remuneration as shall be hereafter established for such par-
pose by the Oouncil, or audited and allowed in the same manner that other accounts
against the city are.
