' fivst enlargement took place in 1871, the
) second in 885. The land upon which the
anciont church was built was donated at the
close of the year 1861, by Mr. John Bugg.
Rev. John D. Gilbert states that the price
paid by Mr. Bugg for the property thus be-
stowed was $915, Mr Gilbert being witness to
the transaction. The building itself was
provided largely by the munificence of Mr.
John Gardner Walker, of the firm of R-
Walker & Sons. Other members of the firm
assisted, as did also Mr. Thos.Thompson late

of the Mammoth House, and others. The
church was opened in June 1865. Mr. J. G.
1 Walker, to whose enterprise and zeal the
¥ church chiefly owes its inception, was, dur-
| ing & visit to England, thrown from a horse

near Manchester, and run over by an omni-
bus, sustaining a compound fracture of the
isg.

Amony the present members there are some
such as Bros. Geo. Brown and W. H. Lake
who have been cornected with the church
for a very long time and formerly held offi-
cial relationships Bro. Galliers is among
our oldest and most respected officers. Sister
Mrs. Jackson of 34 Euclid Ave. has the dis-
tinction of having beén longer in connection
with our Society than any other of the pres-
ent members, and during its earlier history
much of its progress was due to the tireless
zeal of our sister and her lats husband.

But no history of this church can be com-
plete without a reeord of the work dona by
Bro Jos. . Summerfield, who took a deep in-
terest for so many years, not only in the choir,
but in every department of our church
work. Miss Dixon whose present name is
Mrs. Ralston, was for many years the organ-
ist, and together with Mr. Summerfield as
leader, achieved for our choir a very favor-
able reputation. Mr. Summerfield was suc-
ceeded in 1896 by Mr. R. G. Kirby who re-
signed in Feb, 1898 leaving a choir which is
quite as well trained perhaps as any similar
choir in Methodism. Mr.J. O. Honsberger
is at present in charge. Mr. Ryenolds, Mr.
Spacy and Miss Eva Hardy have succeeded
Miss Dixon as organisis in the order named*
the last having revained the position as also
the very high esteem of the congregation
since 1887,

The Sunday School was originally the re-
sult of a removal of one already established
at-the corner of Spadina Ave. and Richmond
St. W. This school had been under the
Superintendence of Mr. J G. Walker and
Rev. John D. Gilbert. The former continued
to superintend the school after its removal
to its present location. After his resignat-

The Ladies Aid and Missionary
Augiliaries are doing excellent work and
promise to be even more important factors in
the near future. MissLaura Wigle B, A. now
a missionary in Japan was during her Uni-
versity course a prominent member of this
church and many others have taken an im-
portant position in life who were once in our
Euclid Ave, fold. Mr. Geo. R. Newdick is
the caretaker and is among the best in
Christendom.

When the souls of all who have worked
and are working in our church have departed
this life, if there be any one of them whose
spirit will linger among these walls, tenderly
clinging to the old haunts, with a pathetic
and undying interest, yearning for the as-
sociations, and brooding over the tender
though varied memories of the long long ago,
it will be the spirit of one, who now, with
his aged partner, lingers on the brink of time,
expecting daily the angel’s call, Need I add
that I refer to our old friend James Stanley.
If the walls of these buildings could speak,
how they would echo the prayers, now turned
to praise, of those, departed from pulpit
and pew, and especially of those two, who so
recently, linked, as one might say, hand in
hand, have joined the choir invisible. How
pleasant it is to know that with our dear
pastor, we are sowing the seed, which shall
bring forth the great harvest. We believe
that although ourchurch is notoriously un-
stylish, it has bound a numerous fold with
*‘Golden chains about the feet of God.”
