The 
title of this lecture is certainly n high-sound­
ing one, and well adapted to awaken feelings 
ot patriotic pride in every inhabitant of those 
Provinces. Most people, perhaps, are not 
aware that any great number of British Ame­
ricans have gained historical distinction ; but 
that is hcaause they do not know how little 
it takes either to give a man a “ place in his­
tory," or to constitute him a British Ameri­
can. Until we read Mr. Morgan's lecture we 
were ourselves in horrible darkness upon both 
these points; hut we have now icon enlight­
ened, and it is with a sincere djslre to •' let 
our light sliir.c before men," that we proceed 
to impart our newly acquired knowledge to 
the readers ot the ‘‘ Bee."
