- TESTS OF GREATNESS.

It is difficult to’ say who is the greatest
character in history. It can bardly be ques-
tienedjthat the greatest characters in sacred his-
tory are superior to the leading actors brought
te view in profane history. The greatest
Jegislator in the annals of the race is Moses.
In military history, Joshua and David will
compare with the greatest and best command-
ers. Whie no mooarch ever approached Solo-
mon in wisdom, it may be doubted whether Je-
remiab has ever been excelled in patriotism.
The great Hebrew worthies stand up in sol-
ema grandeur amid the olden centuries, and in
the deep gutturals of their native tongue utter
their words of national wisdom in the ear of
every generation as the race advauces to the
final consummation of all things. Coming into
the pew era of history, in intellectual and
moral eminence, in the extent ot his influence
in the world of mind, as seen by the course of
thought for eighteen centuries, Paul is without
a rival. )

Shall we apotheosize the apostle of the Gen-
tiles as the greatest character in buman his-
tory ? Qur pen is strongly borpe in that direc-
tion. The question of course, turns on the
tests of greatness. A scientific mind would
paturally measure character by its attainments
in the severest studies of nature. He is great]
in the eye of the metaphysician who is .conver-
sant with every system of speculative thought
that has obtained currency in the history of
philosopby. In the estimate of _the civilian,
exalted statesmanship claims the prize of
greatness. The man of letters would adjudge
the grandest pre-eminence to him who occu-
pies the highest seat of literary excellence and
power. And thus the tests of greatness are
28 numerous as the general departments ot hu-
man thought and action.

It 1s exceedingly difficult, therefore, toreach
any point of satistaction in discussing the
thesis of hurlan greatness. And yet we
are accustomed, in surveying the vast field of
history, and in contemplating the leading
minds that give direction to events on the broad
theater of humanity, to overlook .all distine-
tions growing.out of prolessions, vocations,
ranks, spheres in life, and to pronounce one
eminent character greater than another, with-
out reference to any special claims to bonor be
may bave won in any signal emergencey.
General Cass who certainly had the best op-
portunities of estimating the chief .characters
of his generation, said emphaticaily and with-
out qualification, that General Jackson was
the greatest man he ever knew. There must
be some sure basis for our generalizations in
thus pronouncing, empirically, ‘on the claims
of historical personages to be placed in the
very van of their race.

Jt is a sure test of greatness that it _perpetu-
ates itselt in the flowing ages of bumanity’s
life. It is one thing to live in th> annals of
military glory. It is a far bigher destiny to

"live in the immortal records ot patriotism.

But the throne ot greatness® is found in those
immense circles of thought that spread beyond
the boundaries of national existence, that
circumscribe the destinies of the race, and then
o'erleaping the limits of time, extend your vis-
ion far into the scenes and beasitudes of im-
mortality. If a man’s brain bas furnished ma-
terials of thought for the best minds of his
race from geaeration to generation, if bis ut-
terances of truth live in ten thousand repro-
duced forms in the solid literature, in the con-
secrated institutions, in the God-adoring pray
ers, and io the devotional breathings and mel-
odies of civilized bumanity, then by the eternal

laws of influence be sits on the very throne of

greatness., Ilemonstrably true will this be il
bis life-bistory bas illustrated bis deepest and
loftiest enunciations ot truth and goodness, i
his example bas enshrinec all the heroic virtues,
it his practical activities have inflaenced the
very courses of history and civilization, and if
the inspiration of bis name and deeds has awak-
ened the enthusiasm of the sacramental hosts
of the good, and bas struck terror into the
ranks of apostate spirits in the invisible realms.
There is only oze name in history of whom ali
this can be pre-eminently affirmed, and that
Dame is associated with the personal appellation
of the Divine Human Savier; by a voice from
the depths of datkness: Jesus I know, and
Paul I know, but who are ye?

_ Can any pen analyse this character? In part
it may be done, but the soul power of the man,
¢qual to all the emergencies of his more than

her sex in literature in the English language
bas written eloquently on the character of St.
Paul. The seraphic Fletcher poured his lov-
ing soul of thought and devotion into his por-
traiture of the great Apostle. The commenta-
tors bave sought to do justice to his merits as
an inspired writer. Two late English writers

St. Paul have rendered the noblest tribute to
his name, and memory, and greatness that ex-
ists in any language. We know not that poetic
genius ever assayed an elaborate description of
his militant missionary conquests. "Art bas at-
tempted its idealization, but we have nothing
from the bands of the masters at all expressive
of his intellectual majesty and moral sublimity.
We hesitate at writing a line in professed
delineation of this greatest character id history.
Paulbad a mind of singular clearness, of
comprehensive grasp, of profound and tuitive
His logic was equal to his intu-
itions, and his eloquence evenly balanced bis
reflective and discursive and thought-seeing
taculties. Thoroughly accomplished in his edg-
cation ; exalted in ancestral digaity ; bold, jre-
solute, decisive in the native elements of char-
acter; strong in will, ardent in purpose, | radi-
ical in his plans and methods, energetic
in action, uaconquerable in perseverance he
appears on the scene of action as Christi-’
anjly came in historical contact with proud
Judiasm, as the very personification ot the
new era  See with what awful zeal and
impetuousity he set about the work of destroy-
ing the new faith ere it should overthrow the
whole empire of Judaism ! And when the r.di-
auce of the glorified Nazarene, eclipsing the
b igbtness of the meridian sun, tell upon bis
pathway of persecution, see with what docility
and promptness he yields'to the coavictions of
bis judgment. As, through the power of evi-
dence, the lion becomes the lamb, see what
sincerity. what honesty, what nobility of soul
are revealed in his character. Once enlight-
ened, he rises at once-above the power of pre-
judice, of education, of ambition, instantly
obeyin: the higher principles of his nature.
*“ When it pleased God to reveal his Son in me,
immediately 1 cooferred not with flesh and
blood.” We here see the sublime power of
greatness in this man.
Acd bere is the unerring test of greatness.
That a man should promptly obey his convic
tions, that he should 1ise above all the preju-
dices ot his age and nation, that he should com-
mit himselt to the course of Providence, and
bequeath his life and soul in ardent service to
humanity and God, and set his eye and heart
on the crown awaiting him at the close of the
centuries of haman history. O, this enthrones
character in the immortalities ot thought and
religion and heaven. The cross! It is the con-
secrated symbol of greatness.—N. W. ddvo-
cate.

OPENING THE CAMPA1GN.

The next six months are, in many churches,
the period of barvest. Our richer friends will
bave returred irom their sea-side vacation, and
our poorer brethren will, during the long eve-
nings, have better opportunities for attending
our meetings ; and therefore we look for larger
meetings and less distracted thoughts. In the
country, the harvest operations no longer ‘en-
gross attention, and in the town, for the most
part, evening services have more attraction.
Between this month and the spring much may
be accomplished it pastors and churches have a
mind to work. The time bas come: are the
men ready to avail themselves of it? We
judge it seasonable to give a word of exhorta-
tion_this mdnth, and we trust our readers will
oot only suffer it but accept it. No onecan
prescribe rules for other men, yet those who
bave actual and large experiece may give use-
tul hints.

We take it for granted that all are resolved
that the season should be improved to the
utmost, and all done that can be done to secure
thie blessing. Let this be spoken of publicly
in the pastoils-discourse, aad regarded as being
as much a settled fact as the gathering in of the
barvest in its due season. It is important that
ministers should at once call gpecial attention
to the usual prayer meetings, by mentioning
them from the pulpit, with a special request
that they may be wellattended, or better still,
by a sermon upon the topic; stirring up the
pure minds of the brethren by way of remem-
brance. It may be exgeedingly beneficial to
hold a special meeting after one of the'Sabbath
services, or to impress the minds of the people
with the commencement ot the winter campaign
by some extraordioary meeting for prayer and
exbortation.  Every one of the members of
a congregation should be made to feel—
** Whether 1 help or hinder, whether I unite
in effort or am idle, whether I get a blessing or
remain indiffcrent, the minister in  God's name
has summoned the church to seek a gracious
visitation ot the Holy Spirit, aad be acts like
aman who will not rest without it.” Let the
trumpet give a certain sound that every warrior
may prepare himselt for thé battle. A lively.
hopetul, prayertul commencement will give tone
to all that follows.

Thus, having cried unto the Lord for
stréngth, the church should each week make
some distinct inroad upon the territory of the
arch-enemy. We assume that her Sabbath-
schools, ber Bible-classes, preaching stations,
tract districts, open air evangelisations, &nd so
on, are all maintained in first-class vigor, and
that grace rests on all the workers ; what we
bave to propose is extra and beyond all this;
we suggest that some new effort beyond all that
is alreadly done should be made every week be-
tween Sabbath and Sabbath, or oo the Lord's
day itselt. For instance, in the departmeot
of tract distribution, could not a number of.
selected tracts be produced at the meeting
for prayer, paid for by the gifts of all, and
then distributed to all for dissemination all
over the district during the week. Upon these
might be printed the name of the place of wor-
ship, and the time of the services, and thus a
double end might be answered. To give pub
licity to our services would greatly tend to in-
crease our congregations. In large towns tens
of thousands do mot eves knew of the exist-

we mean. Is there yet room for more children
in the Sabbath-school? Then let the meeting
for prayer at one of its gatherings, consider
mainly the school, and plead for a blessing upon
it, and let the godly persons there present agree
to scour the neighborbood and briog in all the
stray children. It the pastor and superi )

ent would come prepared with a map or plaa,
with districts marked out, they would probably
find sufficient persons volunteeriag to do all the
needful child-hunting, and the whole meeting
would feel a far-greater interest in the Sabbath
school than it bas ever done before. Or to
carry our plan ioto snother department, it
rooms in cottages, parlors in larger houses,
and such- balls as can be hired, were engaged
as advanced posts for evangelists’ services, so
that fresh ground were broken up by all the
preaching power of the church, and such ser-
vices were held here one week, and there
another, in each case assailing a fresh part of
the ensmy’s wall, we little know what good
would follow. We must not be deterred by
the idea that we should be thinning the congre-
gation at home, or diminishing the central
power. God bhas ways of recompensing and
takes care that the liberal church shall be made
tat. We bave had too much of centralising;
God means to divide, and so to increase and
cooquer. We fish one pond till there are no
more fish left that are ever likely to be caught,
while the same amount of effort elsewhere
would, humauly speaking, be far more remu

nerative. We must launch out ioto the deep.
We have dragged the shallows agaio and again,
with much wear and tear to the net, and ver)
small results; who knows what shoals of great
fishes are swarming in the waves further from
the shore

Each week, then, we suggest some distinct
effort in advance, publicly announced and
prayed over, and ro;cognized as the effort of
the church, or that part of it which answers to
the pastor's call, and gathers at the couscil of
war beld weekly at the priayea-meeting. Real
work should be dene, not talked abcut.

Meanwhile the cougregation should be, by
God's help, vigorously plied with the Gospel.
Within ber own suburbs the chu:ch should make
it hard for sinners to be at ease. Appeals
should not oniy come from the pastor, but trom
all the members. Whichever way the uncon-
verted turn they should be confronted with ex-
postulations, entreaties, invitations, and warn-
ings. Frequent seasons should be set apart
for inquirers; the pastor and officers should
lay themselves out to converse with all persons
under concern of soul. No one should find it
difficult to unbosom his doubts, or relate his
struggles after pardon ; all experienced believ-
ers should be upon the watch to lend their aid
If the undecided will not come to us we must
g0 to them ; the members of the church must
individually see to them one by ome; but the
bulk of them will come to an interview it pro-
perly invited, gnd it their first venture shonld
prove profitable they are pretty sure to desire
a second. Love all on fire with holy zeal must
make the meetings pleasing, and induce the
timid to take courage, the retiring to be less
backward, and the selt-condemned to be mere
at ease in the company of believers. What
sweeter work is there than to speak to an
audience gathered on purpose to learn the way
of salvation? Sweet as it is, few find it easy
to discharge the work aright. One goes away
from such gatherings sighing and crying be-
cause one's heart is not more tender and one's
mind more wise in soul-winning. No one can
calculate the personal influénce of a beloved
minister whep be comes side by side with a
seeker and pleads with bim alone. Under God
it is like one ot our old three-deckers lying side
by side with an enemy’s man-of-war and pour-
ing in broadsides of red-hot shot ; you may see
the vessel under fire quiver from sterh to stern
and its sttempts at reply grow fainter and
tainter at every round. Ministers who bold no
such meetings, and give souls no opportunity
for private discourse, are surely unaware of
their duty, or ignorant ot their power.

'During the sacred crusadg & course of ser-
moaos upon the first truths of the Gospel would
be peculiarly appropriate, and if all hearers
were urged to bring friends with them it would
be well. For the seat-holders to give up their
seats occasionally, and to make it public that
working men were welcome, would be a hope-
tal experiment. If this were done once a
month, and all the seats could be filled with a
new set of hearers, what a blessing it might be.
Where it bas been tried it bas been attended
with the most admirable results. At any rate
the preacher must dwell largely at this time
upon arousing and soul-saving topics. He
must preach Jesus most distinctly, and the plan
ot justification by faith as clearly as words can
put it. I'he more advanced truths can wait
awhile, but the rudiments of the Gospel musi
be laid before men's minds, if peradventure
they may believe and live. Every sermon
should have a warm side for sinners, and never
be concluded without the proclamation of free
grace, This, backed by believing prayer which
secures the co-operation of the Holy Spirit,
will not be without its effect. After each ser-
mon aunouace that inquirers will be immediate-
ly seen, and encourage them to stay behind.
Also publish frequently the way of joining the
Church, and urge secret believers to confess
their Lord. N

It will be well that the young should have
peculiar attention paid to them. Mothers’
prayer-meetings sfould be in full force, and
why not fathers’ prayer-meetings too? These
last must be beld-at-very-convenient times, or
they will be s failure, as our experience has
shown. Meetings for prayer for the young
themselves, if well conducted, will be eminently
beneficial. There are young believers in the
charch who would feel at liberty to pray at such
meetings, and their example would, by God's
bleesing, influence other youths. Addresses
should also, at this seasob, be given to the

In
this fiald we reap not bécause we do not sow,
or beacuse we sow /without faith. If day-
schools could be visited also by the minister to
tell out the common salvation, precious souls
would doubtless be his reward. Private sem
ingries, 83 well as the more public schools,
should also have a visit from the workers in the
church. !

The church-officers and all the leading work-
ors should come together often during this time
of Zion's travailing, both for mutual encourage-
ment and uaited prayer; the pastor’s presence
would be s stimulus at such meetings, and
therefore should not be lacking so long as time
snd strength hold out. One such assembly
beld an hour before the regular prayer-meet-
ing, bas just been conveped at the Tabernacle
and it bas made our beart sing for joy. The
church members also should come together
alone, and stir each other up to increased love
and good works. Why not more of such meet-
ings ? Why is not the church-meeting utilised
to a far greater extent ? It might be and must
be. To break bread together at such times
would also be very proficable, and tend much
to the sustenance of spiritual strength.

Every believer should be doubly on the alert
in watchiog for souls. None i that congrega-
tior: should be able to say, ** We attended that
place, but no one spoke to us.” There should
be much band-to-band battling with unbeliev-
ers, for this mode vt wrestling with sin is great-
ly blest, and 1t is the duty of all who are them-
selves partakers of the divine life. If all mem-
bers of the cMrch became seckers of souls,
they would with God’s blessing all become win-
ners of souls. This would yield a season of
increase such as cur presént experience has not
enabled us to realise. O that the Lod would
send forth real power into our midst! We
need not great talents or intense excitements;
with what we already have the battle may be
woa if . the Lord will put bis Spirit within us.
The ox-goad, the jaw-bone, the sling -and-stone,
and the ram's-horn trumpet, bave each been
nade an irresistible weapon; with God the
instrument is little, his might is everything.
Ooly lot us be strong in faith, full of zeal, and
very courageous for the Lord our God, and the
Lord will bless us. Brethren, our marching
orders are—FORWARD !

A CALL TO HOLINESS PRECEDES A
CALL TO THE MINISTRY.

“ Be yo clean that bear the vessels of the Lord.”

It gives me pleasure to be informed that my
correspondent is & ** youug itinerant.” Your
calling, my dear brother, furnishes opportuni-
ties for usefulness which an angel might covet.
Were an angel permitted to enrobe himselt in
human form, and bear a message from the
King of kings to dying, perishing mortals,
would be not be looked upon as a favored one?
The angel seat to Cornelius was not endued
with authority to preach Christ, but only to
direct the attention of Cornelius to a more
favored instrumentality, one to whom bad been
committed a dispensation of the gospel.

To my dear brother such a dispensation bas
been committed. I am, indeed, most thankful
that you have, thus early in your ministerial
career, been brought to feel so deeply the force
of the.commaand, *‘ Be ye clean that bear the
vessels of the Lord.”

You speak of the importance of tarrying at
Jerusalem until endued with power from on
bigh. The ideas seems to be not only sanc-
tioned by Scripture but by the teachings of the
Spigit on the bearts of those who are called to
minister in holy things. I bave been placed in
circumstances to be made acquainted with the
early exercises of a number, who, I believe,
have been called of God to preach the gospel;
and I cannot recall to memory one, whose mind
has not beea powertully arrested to the impor-
tanee of personal boliness as a definite blessing,
peedful to be enjoyed as a preparation to the
ministry. I also remember that but few of
these, comparatively, really tarried until they
were thus endued with power from on bigh.
They rested a little short of the mark, and,
with an indefinite experience, began to be en-
grossed with cther matters preparatory to an
entrance upon the ministry, which gradually
assumed a place in the mind absolutely more
commanding, and consuming tg the energies ot
both body and mind, than the attainment of
holioess. /

The saczed duties of this most boly calling
being 1hus entered upon with a heart conscious-
ly not wholly purified, these brethren bave
gradually lost their keen perception of its im-
portance as a doctrine. It is not to be expect-
ed that s minieter in this position will take
special pains to aurge the attainment of holiness
as a definite blessing, the direct witness of
which should be enjoyed. Itis *‘out of the
"sbundance of the heart” that ** the mouth
speaketh.”

In vain mav such an one imagine that his
theoretical knowledge of the subject may sup-
ply the deficiency. In a variety of wiys is the
success of his ministrations hindered. The
people are much more likely to tollow bis faith
than his instructions. The experience of his
flock will be graduated by that which his own
example presents ; and thus probably in every
age of the world it may be said, ** Like priests,
like people.” ‘

It the gemeral indefiniteness in the Church,
in relstion to this attainment, may be thus
accounted for, how earnestly ought we to pray
and labor in spint, that they who bear the ves-
sels of the Lord may indeed feel the weight of
the admoanition, ** Ye that bear the vessels of
the Lord, be bholy !” To me it seems as if the
more general experience of this grace were
scarcely to be expected, unless the work **begin
at the sanctuary.” )

At different times, in urging the necessity ot
present holiness on the members of our charch,
it has been said, ** And why does not our min-

While laboring with these my beart in its
yearnings said, O, how many of these wander-
ers might now have been in the highway, bad
they only been early urged, by example and
precept, to leave the principles of the doctrine
of Christ, and go on unto perfection.—Copied
Sor the Provincial Wesleyan by A. M.

A GERMAN ME 'HODIST CONFERENCE
IN SWITZERLAND.

From the Watchman.

The *‘ Minutes ot the Counlerence ™ of the
various Methodist bodies, however uninviting
to the general reader, torm an interesting study
to the student of Methodism in its various
branches. There will be found a wonderful
rameness in the order of business, and in the
topics under review, as well as the arrangement
of the ** Minutes ” themselves. These volumes
differ, however, in size. The largest is certain-
ly the ** Minutes of Several Conversations,”
&c. This year it bas again added to its bulki-
ness, having reached to 417 pages. Perbaps
the smallest of these documents lies before ‘us.
It appears in a tract form, and consists of 44
pages only. It is called ‘* Verbandlungen der
17 Sitzung der Jabrlichen Missions Conferenz
voa Deutschland und der Schweiz der Bischo-
flichen Methodistenkirche, gebalten in Zurich
vom 27 Juni bis 4 Juli, 1872,” which being
interpreted, may read for ‘‘ Minutes of the
seveateenth sitting of the Annual Mission Con-
terence ot the Methodist Episcopal Church for
Germany aod Switzerland, held in Zurich from
June 27 to July 4, 1872.” It gives an abstract
of the business on each of the respective days,
after which follow the questions according to
the M. E. Book of Discipline, with the answers
affixed. Then there are the ‘* Stations,” List
of Standing Committees, &c. ; Reports of Con-
terence Committees on the following objects:
Theological Institution, Instruction of Children,
Book Concern, Political Corporation Rights,
Chapel Fund, Mission Relations to Parent
Cburcb, Sabbath Observance, Bible Society,
Sunday-schools, Tracts, Education of Minis-
ters’ Children, and others, Worn-out Ministers’
Fund, &c. After these reports we find: Pian
of study for preachers on trial according to
their year, and addresses tg the Conterence,
one from the Evangelical Association,the other
from the French Wesleyan Contference; and,
lastly, the list of preachers with their place ot
residence, arranged according to the years they
bave travelled. Appended to the pamphlet is
a tabuiar statistical list, giving full information
respecting state of the mission, funds, &c.

This ** German " Conference, as will be
seen, includes Switzerland —that is, the Ger-
man-speaking portion of it. Here the work
bas been remarkably successtul. One-third the
number of Church members connected with the
Conference is Swiss. The Zurich Circuit
counts a larger number of members than auy
otber. In this fine 0.d town the Conterence
this year was beld, and thither. the bretbren
came from che shores of the Baltic and North
Sea in one direction, from Saxony in the east,

of Germany. Tbe ** yearly Conference " con-
sists of all travelling preachers, and about
filty were present. A lew years ago it was
our privilege to visit one of these Conterences,
and witness the brotherly greetings, and inter-
esting proceedings, and services which mark
these annual gatherings. This year's assembly
was remarkable by the absence of one well-
known faze. The Rev. L. S. Jacoby, the
tather and tounder of this German mission, who
for twenty-two years had been laboring among
his countrymen in ** journeyings oft,” has dur-
ing the year retired to the Uuited States to end
bis days in his adopted couantry, and has since
been appointed to a ‘‘ station " amongst the
large German population of St. Louis. No
bishop from America being present this
year at the Conterence, the Rev. C. H. Doring
was elected President. The Rev. E. Gabharet
was chosen Secretary. Besides several Ameri-
can visitors, & deputation consisting of three
preachers of the Evangelical Association—the
other American branch of Methodism laboring
in Germany and Switzerland—were present
They brougbt an address from their Conferénce,
and were received most beartily. Oa both
sides the desirability of a closer union betweea
these kindred bodies was dwelt upon, and a de-
putation was sppointed to the next Conference
of the association. The Rev. W. Schwarz
was also appointed as a deputation to the dis-
trict meetiag of the Wesleyan Mission in War-
temburg to be held next May. Seven preachers
were received on trial. Six- were taken into
fall Connexion, besides others elected to the
offices of deacon and elder, to receive ordina-
tion as 300D as & bisbop visits the Conference.

The one exception reterred to where the sta-

tistics showed a decrease was in the number of
local preachers, which was vue less than the
previous year’s. To English Methodists it will
appear indeed strange that the proportion ot
these useful laborers in Methodism should be
80 extremely small when compared with this
country. There is no doubt that this class of
agency is greatly needed in some of the large
German circuits, many of the villages of which
can only be visited occasionally. A large in
crease in the number of local preachers would
result perhaps more than anything else in the
extension and consolidation of the work in
those parts. The Conference was enabled by
an extra grant of 3000 dollars from’ America,
for the extinction of chapel debts, to apportion
sums of 100 to 400 dollars to thirteen different
churches. A small beginning bas been made
toward establishing a chapel fund from which
loans have been made to several chapels. The
support of the ministers has still to come prin-
cipally from America, but, as, will be seea by
the statistics, the members contribute largely
to this and other objects connected with the
mission.

Several important resolutions affecting the
work in its various departments were discussed
and adopted. Among others “might be men-
tioned those which referred to the establishment
of a seminary for preachers’ children and others.
Mr. J. T. Martin, of New York, by whose
munificence the Frankiort Theological Institu-
tion was lately erected, has already contributed
1000 dollars for this new undertaking, and the
General Conference lately held ia Brooklyn
authorised the collecting of subseriptions among
the American Churches for this purpose.
Amongst the deliberations of the brethren the
Book -room received its due share of attention.
The Evangelist is to appear weekly, instead of
fortnightly as at present, and is to add the
functions of a newspaper to that of its present
Methodistic and religious character.

THE NEED OF FELLOWSHIP WITH
GOD.

In all men's deepest feelings they do acknow-
ledge—it is an instinct irrepressible—that the
one thing needful tor them is a loving inter-
course with God. All other things we need only
qualifiedly, as wealth, or friends, or learning,
or the arts of life; but this one thing we do
need absolutely. It were by itself essential
bliss ; yea even in the loss of all worldly good.
That aseured fellowship with God must exercise
and satisfy the exact seli-bood of a man, is a
very intuition with all men. Whereas all worldly
good, without God, does but leave us restiess
and aching still. All the things thou canst de-
sire, the passions gratified, the appetite regal-
ed, the inebriation of power, the ministry of
art the wonders of science, the glow of thought
sentiment ard sensibility, enterprise, friend-
ship, the tamily, the State—all these things
if without God, are only, ‘‘ a triumph of the
pulse, a dance of the spirits, a froth of joy,
leaving the soul more vapid than before.”

Serious-minded men know it to be so. Nor
is it any mere thinking of God that will satisfy
us { neither the searching out and admiring ot
his wonderful works, but only the personal
méeting with God. A man will give his lite-
time to the study of a butterfly, or a rock, or
a star, and fondly claim that be is conversing
with God; but vainly thus will be whisper
peace, peace to his soul, whea theré is no
peace. That butterfly was but a beaming
forth trom God—not God himself. A light
from yonder mansion is shining into the outer
darkness, and a poor, homeless stranger on
the street thi ks it beautiful, looks at it wist-
fully, and all the more wraps his tatters about
him in the shivering blast of a Winter's
night. But, see ! another wanderer is in the
street. The long-lost son of the house has
returned, his step is at the door, he eaters, the
thout af welcome greets bim, loving arms
are all around him, and a father's beart is
beating next his own. What a difference be-
tween the two because that one-element of
filial fellowship! Even so the religious con-
sciousness, 1f a personal embrace with God,
is a vagabond in rags and darkness, although
in the midst of the marvellous works of God;
and the sense of responsibility to God goes
sbivering along his lite. Besides, if now we
stand aloof from God, he will hereafter say to
us, ** Depart ye cursed !" while it be and we
do come together now, he will say to us:
*Come ye blessed.” Oh! surely a present
fellowship with God is the very chiefest
of our blessings ; and how should we bound
forward to it, seeing that we csn bave it by
simply drawing nigh to bim by faith in Jesus
Christ.—The Witness.

We publish the above in full, names except-
ed for several reasons. In the first plase we
do not believe that the case stands alane. We
have heard of too many others, some of them
reflecting on the good name even of doctors of
divinity, Of the latter class was that ot one
who used & stolen sermon when preaching as
s candidate for settlement in the vicinity of
Boston - He has never preached in this region
since. A atudent of ours once passed to us a
sermon for critcism. We soon found ‘ourselves
criticising one of Andrew Fuller's best. We
dou't thiok he ever repeated the act. We
criticised him and spared the sermon.’
While, however, we fear that such things
are practiced often enough to demand public
notice, we believe that they are compari-
tively of very rare cccurrence. We fhave the
fullest confidence in the good sense agd moral
integrity of the ministry in general.

In the second place, we desire td call the
attention of our theological professors to the
matter. The semioary suffers, and every stu-
dent consected with it suffers when a thiag
of this kind oocurs. The people dgn't know
whom to trust.  The better the youug preach-
er does, the more likely he is to be suspected.
Let the professprs put it in its true light before
the young men, as downright stupid dishoges-
ty, and a proof of utter unfitness merally and
intellectually for the sacred office.

In the third place, we wish to suggest that
this sort of thieving is particularly uusafe. The
Spartan was allowed to steal, it be showed wit
enough to conceal it. But in this case, the
thiet himselt exposes his stolen goods—parades
them before the public, and calls special at-
tention to them by their very excellence.
Moreover, in these days, when the distinetion
is lost between city and country, when every-
body reads, and the smallest village has its
literary men and women, it must require more
than Spartan shrewdness to cover up the theft.

In the last place, we wish to let it be seen
just how the people feel about this thing.
Of course apologies can be found for sermon
stealing; just as they can for sheep stealing.
But the people see the thing as it is, and woe
to the culprit whom they catch atit.— Waich-
man and Reflector.

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OUR MISSION TO JAPAN.

It appears to be the will of Providence

that we should take part in the vigorous
efforts about to be made by Protestaotism
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to preach Christ to the Japanese.

The Committee of the Canadian Wes-
leyan Missionary Society has resolved to
send one or two missionaries to Japan ;
and the fates have decreed that an organic
upion shall be effected at an early dav be-
tween our Copnexion and that of tl.e Wes-
leyan Methodists of Capada. Hence we
may with good reason begin to talk of our
coming mission to Japan.

The progress of this enterprise will be
watched with deep interest by British North
American Methodists. The Japanese, un-
like many other heathen peoples, are evi-
deotly destined to a great future. They
are not fated to perish before the advance
of the Eoglish-speaking race, fike the North
American Inciaos and the Islanders of the
grest Soutbern Sea. They ure eharacter-
ized by natural endowments of < high
order, They are splendidly rituated to
play a noble part in furthering the iuteresis
of civilization in the Basteru Hemisphore.
They are sweepiog onwards with gigantic
stridess  Tho chaoge thet hae boea wrought
amoog them within a few years past is
without a parsllel in the history of the
world. '

There is a probability that the keowledge
of the English laoguage will be diffused
among them with astonishing rapidity, and
that by the Divioe blessing grand results
will be accomplished among them by zeal-
ous and wisely-directed Christian labour.

Methodism will probably be strongly
represented on the Japan mission field.
The Foglish Wesleyan Missionary Society
will doubtless send a vigorous evangelical
contingent thither, and the Methodist Epis-
‘eopal Chureh of the United States will cer-
tainly take up a strong position there. The
Jast named body will enter the field under
bighly favourable circumstances. The
Jups are disposed to cultivate friendly rela-
tions with the American people. A nbum-
ber of their distinguished mea bave already
visited the United States. Mauny of their
promising youth are goiag there to be edu-
cated. These are getting to understand
bow commanding is thg position of Metho-
dism in that country. The fact is not like-
ly to be forgotten when they meet with
some of its zealous agents in Japan by and
bye. No doubt Japua is destined to be
Christianized sooner or later, and it seenis
certain that Methodism will be privileged
t0 1ake a promiuent part in bringing about
that desirable result. It is pleasant to auti-
cip-li that our own branch of the great
Methodist family will coutribute its quota
ot service toward accomplishing the blessed
task.

SOUND AND SEASONABLE.

The Baptist Union of Great Britain and
Irelaud recently held a session at Manches-
ter. At a public meeting held in connec-
tion with the session, Mr. Spurgeon deliv-
ered an address. In the course of it, he
gave utterance to the following weighty re-

It would be well, if intelligent
Christian men aod women, who deny them-
selves the luxury of active participation in
Chbristian work, would copy the example
of Lord Hatherley, the late Lord Hi.h
Cbancellor of Evglaod, At the receut
Church Congress in Leeds, he  offered a
paper in defeuce of Sabbath schools. In
that paper, be illustrated the utility of such
schools by facts. occurring ip his own ex-
perience as & Sabbath school teacher for
thirty-five years, This great Jawyer and
distinguished judge, amid the exacting re-
quirements of & most laborious profgssion,
found time for Sunday school work, and
pleasure and profit in its prosecution, while
oocupying s position very pear the throne.

illustration of this has lately been witness-
ed in a pilgrimage made to a little town io,
the Pyrenees ; a famous shrine of the Vir-
gio Mary. It is only fourteeu years since
this pluce sprang into notoriety, on account
of the miraculous appearance of Mary to a
peasant “girl, in_order to stamp with her
auhority the recently promulgated doc-
trine of the Immaculate Conception. The
delusion is still maintained, and this
year special efforts have been made to get
up a pilgrimage on a very large scale, that
extraordinary attention might be drawn to
the embarrassed position of the Holy
Futher, and payers offered to the Virgio
Mary for the restoration of his temporal
power, the punishment of his enemies, »\l)}i
the triumph of the Roman Church,  Politi-
eal ivtrigues and aspirations also bad a
part in this movement, and the priests have
givec strong evidence that they desire {uch
a change of governmeot as will bring ioto
power.s me Ruler aecordiog to their own
beurts, and restore to them the palmy days
of old wheu they were supreme, and gov-
ernment and people prosirate beneath their
feet. It is estimated that 40,000 people
joined in this"demonstratiou & d flocked to
the services, processions, and extravagant
ceremouies specially arranged for the occa-
sion. Miracles have been wronght to con-
firm the wavering, and as much capital as
possible will be made out of this display of
medisval folly.

Another terrible railway accident has
occurred i the North, not very far from
Carlisle It is the old and sad story of mis-
mavagement, crowding the lines with heavy
mineral traffic, and at the same time rus-
ving express trains at high rates of speed
and drawn by first class .engines. The
goods train was late, and had to be further
delayed for the purpose of shunting several
wagg ns. The express train was also much
behind time, and the station master appears
1o have been under the impression that it
must have passed| and acted accordingly,
but unfortunately without makiog enquiry
of the man in charge of the sigoals. The
goods train was standing on the down line
in obedience to the orders ot the station
master, and the signal man, igrorant of
what had been doue, indicated that all was
clear aud safe, so that the express, travel-
ling at the rate of forty mi'es an hour, aod
drawn by two engines, dashed at undimio-
ished speed through the goods train, and an
awful crash, attended by distressing loss of
life, was the sad result. Eleven were in-
stantly killed, and many badly wouonded.
‘I he destruction of property was ou a very
large scale, the station being in part toro
down. ~ Very great blame is attached to the
uufortunate statiou master, who is now in
custody oo a eharge of manslaughter, bui
more blame is to be laid upou the Directors
who ciowd their lives with au ever increas-
ing amouut of heavy traffic which must
necessarily consume much tiwe io shunting
aod in makiog up the trains, und oo the
very same lives are running their fast traios
laden with precious li e, and striving to
maiotain the highe-t possible rates of speed.
The tamed block system is averting some
of the uccidents on our great railways, but
there 18 yet great veed for more Govero-
ment interveution and oversight than has
hitherto beén ufforded.

Aaq explosion in a coal mine, near Dews-
bury in Yorkshire, bas occasioned the loss
of pearly forty lives. It is a repetition of
the old story. The swift sand fierce explo-
sion away down in the dark recesses of the
mine, destroying all withiu its deadly raoge,
aud vomiting up the shaft its masses of
smoke aud rubbish, proclaiming beyond the
possibiiity ot doubt the fearful work it ha
wrought. In due time the veutilation is so
tur restored as to permit explorations to be
made. A few ure f.und alive, but the
great majori'y working at the time of the
accident have perished, and in many,in-
stances were 8o dread ully burned aud muti-
lated as to reuder identification impossible.
Great suffering results trom such a calam-
ity as this, aud sorrow broods over the
stricken families. It is extremely painful
10 believe that carelessuess aud disubedience
to rules have occasioved this great calam-
ity. Mioers will descend 10 the perilous
emp'oyment with maiches: concealed upon
their persons, aud in some instances with
keys tor the purp seof opening the safety
lamps ; aod thus through the reckless im-
prudeuce of & tew, sudden destruction is
brought upoo many.

The past fortnight has been rather fruit-
ful in calamity aud misfortue. A distin-
guished Judge of one of the High Courts
of the Realm, Mr. Justice Willes, has
perished by the actjof his own haud. From
all accouuts that have appeared, the deceas-
ed gentlemen was eoutled to rank among
the most eminent in the legal profession.
He bad earved a high renowu in his ealling
at a comparatively early age, aud was re
garded as one of Eugland’s most distin-
guished lawyers. 1t uow appears that he
has struggled duriug life with a feeble sys-
tem, aud bas occasionally been a very great
suferer from disease. His increasing work
and protracted meutal toil have recently
aggravated the bodily iofiruity of the de-
ceased Judge. Uuwilling 10 accept the
waruing, hie persevered in ais course of m-
cessant work uantil the disca-e ‘:upprenud
gout) affected both brain aud heart, ond the
re-ult hus beew that he has yielded to the
tearful pressure; aud lad violeut hands
upou his own life.

that sort, but it is away from the ceutre,
Rev. Aatovio Arrighi—who favored us
with a visit about a week ago—asked me,
¢ Why we had our church so far away from
the town? Aud any stranger comiag to the
place, either as 4 casual visitor, or to re
side permavently, will at ouce ask the
same quesiion. The vet profits of the re-
cent Bazaar, is something over $300. If
it had not been for the disastrous fire which
nroke out, just when the ladiex were com-
menciug their second evening’s operations,
and laid seme of the fivest stores of our
thriity town io asheg, the profits would have
footed up to uot muh less than $400. As
it is the ladies whose uuflaggiog, and self-
denving perseveraoce and iudustry, are be-
yond all praise, are no doubt thavkful to
au appreciative public. When their eyes
look upon their new sanctuary, they will
then have the first instalment of their re-
ward.

Before closing this note, I would like to
refer to what in Mioutes of last Conference
is designated our ** Financial’ Economy.”
For several years past,. the Quarterly

And as
a proof, that tne wisdom of the step is gen-
erally’ admitted and appreciated by the dif-
ferent congregations, our last Quarter’s
come, was more than double the amount
received, at the corresponding meeting of
last year. Ou finding this result the Board
was led to adopt a Resolution expressive of
its thavktuluess to the people, and to God
to whom alooe is due the praise of every
wise thought, aud of every beueficent act.

succession the Congress has held its annual
meetings, with t.kens at each successive gath-
ering of the increased interest with which the |
proceedings are regarded by persons belonging
to every school of thought within the limits of
the national Church. For my ownj part I can-
not look upon this assembly, collected as it is
from every part of the United Kingdom; com-
posed of clergy and laity ot all ranks, some of
them bolding the foremost positions in Church
and State ; many who come from retiied=scenes
which are sacred to those intellectual pursuits
by which from age to age the literature ot the
Church has been enriched ; others whase lot is
cast in spheres of rctive employment, where
the inces:ant demands of public daty encroach
tatally on the time which otherwise might be
devoted to study and meditation ; many whose
opportunities for mutual intercourse are few
and far between, and whose inevitable diver
gences of opinion are upon that aetount apt to
be exaggerated ; many more who, with senti-
ments differing widely upon a variety of ques
tions, are yet united as one man in their vener-
ation and attachment tor the Church to which
we belong,—I say, I cannot look upon this as-
sembly in whieh many hundreds of the;members
ol our Church are brought face to face, and
every facility afforded them for the free inter-
chaoge of thought and feeling, without being
impressed with the greatness. of the opportun-
ity (provided obly God's blessing be upon us)
for knitting more closely the bonds of brotherly
love; for dispersing those mists of prejudice
which too otten hinder us frow godly union
and coneord ; for rectifying misapprehensions
which sre apt to grow up where men who think
earnestly upon the same momeotous questions
keep aloof from each other ; for turning to g
account the experience which bas been gained
by those who in different spheres of action.
have been striving for similar objects, and
for inciting one another to grenter zeal and
fervour in the di-charge of the vocation and
ministry to which every member ot the Church
has been ealled. We do not meet as a Church
Congress to discuss the grand tundamentals of
the everlasting Gospel. Tbere are no fresh
discoveries 10 make in what is to be received
as fundamental truth; we bave neither to re-
port nor to investigate any new developments
of the faith which was once delivered to the
saints. It is the glory of the Charch ot England
to stand in the old patbs ; we cling with unbrok-
en tenacity to the tru'h of the Gospel; that
truth which was wrapped up in patriarchial
story,prefigured inLevitical type and ceremony,
witnessed by the goodly fellowship of the
rophets, proclaimed by our blessed Lord, and
Kenlded to all the world by the glorions com-
pany of the apostles. To maintain aad to
propagaté that truth is the_grand mission of
the Church in every age, and this in order that
every soul may be directed to personal commu-
nion with Christ, who is Head over all things
to His Charch, her Prophet, Priest, and King;
her Mediator, Advocate, Intercessor. These
organic doctrines of Christianity lie beyond the
province of debate by this assembly, But
there is an ever-widening field for discussion
upon matters of suprgme importance to the
efficiency of the Church, and the adaptation of
her machinery to the shilting requir. ments of
the age in which we live. A state of great
activity (I thauk God for it) is the characteris-
tic feature of the Cburch at the present day.
‘The torpor of a past age has given place to an
awakened energy and zeal, which, if rightly
directed, may lead to the most beneficial re-
sults. We are learning by degrees the need
ot greater elasticity and freedcm in our Church
system. 1 suppose that most mev now
recognize the necessily,—it the national
Church is to'retain, or, speaking more correct-
ly, if she is to recover her influence over large
masses of our fellow-countrymen—that she
should be emancipated to some extent from
those rigid and unyielding bands of uniformity
which bave too often tended riather to im-
ede than to further the Churck's progress.
n such a state of reawokened activity, confer-
ence is of inestimable value. A bundred ques-
tions are sure tc arise, as indeed they have
arisen, for the wise solution of which nothing
is more 10 be desired than the calm delibera-
tion of thoughtful minds, and the contributions
of experience which may be imparted by those
who bave tried, each in his own sphere and -in
bis own method, to work out the problem
which tke circumstances of the Church and the
age force on our notice. -Problems, for ex-
ample, such as these—how to win back the
multitudes who from whatever cause have be-
cowe estranged from our commuaion, or what
18 woi se,estranged trom Christianity itselt ; how
to adspe the ministrations of the Church so as
to reach the largest number, and coovey the
lullest amonnt of spiritual blessing; how 10
utilise 10 the utmost the services ot ibe 'ay
members of the Church without trenching vpon
the province which is pecualiar to an ordained
ministry ; how to counteract the tendencies ot
the age, whether to scepticism in one direction,
or superstition in anothe) ; how, without the
smalivst surrender of essential truth, to culti-
vate brotherly union between all who profess
to be followers of the same Divine Master;
bow to preserve the distinction between funda-
mental truth, which we must die rather than
compron.ise, and that. which though equally
true, i# not equally important, and with which
we may safely agree to differ till the accom-
plisbment of our Lord’s own prayer, ** That
they all may be one, as Thou, Father, art in
Me, and | in Thee, that they also may be one in
Us, that the world may believe that Thou hast
sent Me.” For the discussion of topics such as
these ample opportunity is afforded by the list
of subjects to be submitted to this Congress.

Congress to come to any decision by vote upon
the questions submitted for debate. 'We meet
for free discussion. Every member of the
Congress who is a member of-the Church of
Eungland, or of any Church in communion with
her, is at liberty to advanece whatever opinion
be holds, so far as they fall legitimately withun
the scope of the matter in debate. No mem-
ber ot the Congress is committed to any opin-
ion which be does not himselt entertain. i

ferent and even couflicing views may be ad-
vanced upon the questions which are raised for
discussion ; this 1 inevitable.; 1t caonot be
expected, on many accounts it 'is not to be de-
sired, that it should be otherwise. A Chureh’
Congress, if it really answers to its name,
wmust represent all who belong to the Church.
But a national Chwrch is necessarily compre

bensive ; it can only avoid the exclusiyeness of
a sect by tolerating diversities ot opinion so far
as they do not clash with essential truth. A
Cburch Congress must therctore allow free
range for the expression of many ditferent
phases ot thought. Let ue be prepared for ihis.
Let us approach our debates in a spirit of mu-
tual forbearance and charity. By the conflict of
opinion truth is oiten elicited by being brought
o contact with others who bold different opin-
1ons on masters not affecting the foundations of
the laith, we may olten learn to correct our own
imperiect judgments, to shake off the trammels
of prejudice, 1o appreciate what 1s- excellent in
those with whow in many points we may still
differ, and to discover points of agreement
whose existence so long as we stood aloof {rom
each other we scarcely imagined.

Pearl, High, Summer, Federal Streets,
Winthop 8quare, and other Streete, embrac-
ing the most valuable warehouses in the city,
were destroyed. :

Drv gouds jobbers, shoe and leather, and
wool merchants, were almost all burned out.

Ot the banks, three were burned —the Free-
man’s National, Revere, and North Amerita.

Numerous buildings bad to be blown up with
gonpowder to stay the progress of the Hames.

The estimated loss on buildings destroyed is
one hundred million dollars, and an cqnual
smount on goods.

The fire extended from Summer Street to
within one block of State Street, burning the
rear portion of the Post Office. R

The mails bave all been saved.

Bostox, Nov. 11.—At 12 o'clock last night
there was a terrific gas explosion in W. R.
Storr's store, blowing the tront wall_ of the
store into the street, and setting fire to the
building.

Owing to the frequent gas explosions in the
stores and sewers o streets, the firemen were
deterred from going near the building tor some
time. From Storrs, the fire communicated to
the jewellery es:ablishment ot Shreive Crump
& Co., the upper part ot which building was
occupied by numerous parties, aad the whole
of this fine block was soon destroyed. One
gas explosion followed another in rapid suc-
cession, and several soldiers and firemen were
injured, some seriously.

Martba E. Hutchison leaped from a second
story window, receiving faial injuries.

The fire worked down Summer Street, de-
stroyed several other stores, but was stopped
when within one building 0+-C. F. Hovey’s
dry goods store.

Jordon and Marsh's store and Parks House
were finally saved, and at-day light the fire
was under control. :

The loss.by the great fire yesterday is vari-
ously estimated from one hundred and eighty

. millions to two bundred and twenty five mii-

lion dollars.

New Yorx, Nov. 11. p. m.—Thke fire in
Boston is now fully under control and a large
pumber of steamers continue playing on the
ruins. The number of firms and business
bouses burned out is 930 ; dwellings 60. Loss
generally estimated at one hundred million
dollars.

A large number of outside companies will
pay in tull.

Ot the seven banks berned only three failed
to settle through the clearing bouse to-day,
and they will undoubtedly be found sound when
their sates are recovered.

THOUGHTS ON METHODISM, &c.
CONTINUED.

X. Msruopist Missions; HomE axp
y FoRrmiGN.

1t has been said ** Methodism is Christian-
ity in earnest.” As such it cannot exist but in
a state of mental and moral activity and social
and religious progress. It must therefore be
missionary in its spirit aod character. The
Methodist church has slways bees a mission-
ary church, and tbe untold good which bas
been effected by and and resulted from its mis-
sions, both Home and Foreign, is seen in all
parts of the world where its standard has been
planted and its truth proclaimed.

Consider what its Home Missions bave done
and are still doing for the moral renovation and
general improvement of thousands of the poor
and neglected, in the villages, towns and cities
of England. Bebold it in its ‘divine Mission
with all the zeal and love which characterize
Christian philanthropy and gospel charity, as
an angel of mercy entering the wretched
abodes of the destitute, administering belp and
comfort— both of a temporal aod spiritual na-
ture—to the objects of compassion whom ia its
benevolence it bas sought snd found. See the
Home Missionary, in l\he sp.rit ot hl: Master,
entering into the streets and allies of the crowd-
ed city, reclaiming the waoderers, and bringing
bim again to the told and favor of the Great
Shepberd and Bishop of souls, gathering the
outcasts from the moral wastes of vice and
wickedness and the dens of iniquity, to partici-

pate in the blessings of spiritual reformation,
the companionship and kindness ot enligbtened
society, and Christian fellowship and commu-
nion with God and His people. \
But one of the most pleasing and importan
par:s ot the Home Mission work is its mission
to the Army and Navy—to the Buitish - soldier
ahd sailor. Never cauits means and energies
be employed to greater advantage to do geod,
in a work more honourable and pniuwonhy.
The Home and City Missions also of the af-
filisted Conterences of British Methodism in
various parts of the world, where they are in-
troduced and established are rendering invalu-
able services to tbe church; and they must at
once commend themselves to the prayers and
patronage, sympathy und support of the Meth-
odist pubilc. They deserve the cordial co-ope
ration and help of all who desire to see the
work ot God revive. Even in a political, ec-
clesiastical and docial point of view, they de-
serve our sanction and belp. But when re-
vived, as we view them, in their true light and
character as means solely emploved to meet
the wants of the poor and spiritually destitute,
they cannot fail to evoke their admiration and
applause, which will not only be expressed by
our lips, but by our offcrings and increased
contributions to these connexional funds.
Again, the Foreign Missions of the Metho-
dist church are in every respect worthy of our
earnest sympatby and belp. Our affiliated
Conterences and Mission Stations in various
parts of the world, as well as the vast Metho-
dist church in the United States of America with
ber missionary agencies and stations, are all in
their origin and progress the work of mission-
ary enterprise. And when we consider what
it bas done to promote and establish the politi-
cal and religious liberties of men of every class
and color, clime and country where it has been
introduced, and its benign influence have been
felt and 1ealized, we can but rejoice that it bhas,
under the auspices of Divine Providence, been
founded and flourished, and $hat we bave par-
ticipated in its blessings and are able to render
_it our assistance by our prayers, influence and
wealth. See the wonders which by the divine
blessing have been wrought by the instrumen-
talities and ag ot our Foreign Missionary
Society in the earth It would be well it the
able advocacy ot Jabez Bunting, the masterly
and convincing arguments, brilliant speeches,
powerful sermons, fervent appeals to the
British Parliameat, and the profound and lu-
cid writings ot Kichard Watson and the zealous
and abundaut labours of Dr Coke in behalt ot
our missions and the né; roes in the West In-
d.a lslands, were known by all men. See the
lite and writings of Watson, the life ot Coke
and the recently written works on the History
&c., of Wesleyan Methodist Missions through-
out the worid from the time of their commence-
ment until the present period. Books and
writings, these, worthy of our attention, stu-
dy snd admuration. The Emancipation of the
slaves in the West Iodies in 1834 was in a great
measure brought about and consummated
through the piety and zeal of the Weslcyau
missionarics, and the poluical and religious
franchive recently conceded to the coloured
people in the American States owes its origin
and development in aneminent deg ee to the in-
fluence of the Methodist church in that coun
try. But the sable sons ot Ham are not the
oaly race, or people who bave been blest by the
mission of Methodism on the great American
Continent, Millions of the Anglo-Saxoa race,
the white man of Earopesn origin and descent
bave participated in its blessings and enjoyed
its privileges. This is very evident whec we
Jook at its powerful influence in the United
States sod the Dominion' of Canada. Who
knows bow much Americs is indebted to Meth-
odism for her Protestantism and free institu-
tions of seqular and religieus leazning? Con-
sider what it bas done by its dostrine and

discipline to guard the truth of the gospel, and

to save the Protestant countries of the Ameri-
can Continent from the reiga of popery and in-

fidelity. Of course we do not wish to be un-

derstood as saying or insinpating in the least

that the Protestantism of America owes its po- | making them feel bappy and at home with their

sition and power solely to the influence of
Methodism. We wish to give to every section
of the Christian church its due meed of praise.

But it must be admitted, by all candid thinkers, |
that Methodism bas rendered invaluable service |

to the cause of truth throughout the Protestant

population and in some of the Roman Catholic i
Provinces throughout that vast country. It

bas by its spirit and example, done a great
deal to permeate other churches with its doc-
trine, inspire them with its zeal, and stir them
to renewed activity and energy. And it bas ia
a pre-eminent degree preserved the doctrines
ot Holy Scripture inviolate within its own com-
mrinion, and in this particular sense it has done
a great deal towards maintaining the doctrines
and institutions ot Christianity in their pure

‘| and perfect +tate, among the churches ct Ame-

rica. Every pulpit of Methodism is preserved
by - her theology and ecclesiastical authority,
trom the least innovation of ritualism on the
one side and rationalism on tha otber. Meth-
odism every whbere is a bulwark against the in-
siduous and withering influences of popery and
tufidelity, in all their various forms and diver-
sified colours. It admits of no compromise be-
tween truth and error, 1n any form or manner.
Neither the pedantic rituahst nor the philoso-
phical rationalist can enter the sacred office of
the Christian ministry within its pale and under
its sanction.

From these considerations and our kmow-
ledge of facts, which might, if necessary, be
here adduced to prove the tendency of some of
the Protestant churches ot Canada and the
United States towards Popery and the refined
and subtle scepticism which taints the ministry
of others, we do without reserve firmly assert
that the vitality and purity of Protestant Chris-
tianity baveto a great extent in these countries
been preserved’and waintained both directly
and indirectly through the unswerving iategri-
ty, buining zeal and boly love of Methodism.

Once more, let us just glance at the good ef-
tected in every sense of the word by the Mis-
sions of Methodism in the East Indies, Ceylon,
South and West Africa, and especially in the
Fijian and other Islands of “the South Seas,
and through the different Colonies of Australia.
And wé doubt not that it will exercise the same
happy influence among the various classes of
pevple who will make their homes in that beau-
titul and extensive country that it has in other
places of the globe where it bas achieved such
mighty victories. Methodism is already be-
come a power in Australia and will eventually
we think through the tide of Emigration from
the Methodist population of Kugland, and the
increase of native born Methodists, as human
means, together with the abiding presence and
power of the Holy Ghost, as divine means,
working with it become in that country as it
bas in the United States of America the great-
est and most influential of all the Protestans
churches. Let these important facts and con-
siderations encourage us to persevere in the
noble works of Home and Foreign Mis-
sions, and stimulate us to increase our
contributions to their separate funds. By this
we shall dd much more to send the gospel to
the beathen and accomplish its great and glori-
ous purpo es in the subjugation of the world to
Christ, when all nations aad people shall walk
in its light, and enjoy its iiberty and love!
Let us as a church aud people never lose pres-
tige, but true to the spiritual Methodism apd

most to support and propogate Methodist Mis-
sions.
XI. EsmiGraTions, &c.,

The Emigrations, Immigrations and Migra-
tions which are in different Counties continu-
ally taking place among maoy of our Metho-
dist people should receive the vigilant atten-
tion and.supervision of the Methodist church
universally. It is often said—especially in the
English Conference—** we lose a great many
by removals.” And Metbodist people gener-
ally bave been advised om leaving their
bomes either to locate in some other part of
the Nation, Province or Colony where they re-
side-or to go to some distant station of the
British Donvinion, or to the United States of
America to get trom their minister notes or
tickets of removal. Some bave complied with
this ivjunction, others have not. These notes
ot rémoval may be considered in some sense as
the outward sign and seal of their membership,
bearing the sigoature of the Superintendent of
the Circuit, they are both-usetul to prevent im-
posters on the one band and to protect good
character on the other. These notes are ex-
cellent credentials for those who receive them
as they are desigued to give the persons a for-
mal introduction to the Society ot Methodist
people where they go. It at once vests them
with some degree ot authority and places them
in a position where they can receive the kind
attention and care of the minister and leading
members of the church in that vistrict where
they intend to reside, &. But it sometiwes
bappens that many of these people, who receive
these *‘ notes of removal " neglect to preseat
them to the proper authorities on their arrival
at their new and future homes. And in too
many cases owing to a natural shyness and
constitutional diffidence of the stranger, and an
omission of duty on the part of the established
members of some of our societies and congre-
gatioos to invite the new comers to their clas-
ses, or give them for awhile a seat in their
pew, they are very often lost to Methodism and
to the ranks of the Christian church. As a
great deal has been said by Metbodists in
England and elsewhere as to the means to be
employed to retain our people amid the many
removals, which are continually taking place
in our congregations, it may not be amiss to
give a hint or two on this important subject,
inasmuch as a loss of members is not to be con-
sidered as a mere numerical decrease, but a
serious loss to the Church and Kingdom ot
Christ.

We would say 1st: In every Methodist “cir-
cuit let some of the principal members be de-
puted and appointed by the authority of the
Superintendent and o ber ministers of the cir-
cuit, wijh the sanction of the Circuit Stewards
and other office bearers to devote a portion of
their time occasionally, ia aseertaining as far as
pussibie who are intending to leave their homes
and to what place or country they are going.

II. Let, when it may be deemed necessary
and practicable, social meetings be conves ed
when these parties shall be present to receive
the prayers, counsels, &c., of their ministers
and friends who feel interested in their general
weltate. These local, valedictory services
would not fail to produce their good results
both for the present and future.

IIL Let a similar Committee also be form-
ed under the auspices of the ministers and
members of the circuit to search for and huot
up new comers and welcome them to their
ranks, finding employment for them in their
Sabbath schools, Bible Classes, Clgss Meet:
ings, 887 And on some oecasions, when it may
be deemed proper and neeessary give to some

.make inquiry into their circumstances and reli-

1iII. Let homes be found for the reception
of emigrants and others of our church in our
great sea ports and commercial depots in Can-
ada and Australia, and city and town, mission-
aries, and local comuwittees be organized and
authorized to receive strangers on landing and

gion, by this our Metbodists will be secured to
oar cburch ithmediately on their arrival in those
countries and places.

V. Let Methodist eolonization be introduc-
ed and established as far as practicable in some
of the Districts of the Dominion of Canada,
and Australia. Doctor Stevens in his bistory
of American Methodism 11 Volume 434th page
says: ** the political revolution in America by
Washington, and the moral revolution in Eng
land by Wesley, were not osly co-incidents in
time but also in purpose.” In these things we
see the overruling of Divine Providence for
good, and in the spread of Methodism in Eng-
land we bebold the Hand ot God. The miniog
and mandfacturing districts of Eogland are
Methodists, and from these districts great
numbers are annually going to Australia, Can-
ada and the United States. Many a nucleus
for a society and a circuit bas been formed by
these people, And the Methodist churches
generally in the above named countries bave
been replenished and increased, multiplied and
strengthened by additions received through
emigration irom the Methodists in England.
And it is worthy of remark, that England was
leavened with Methodist doctrine and discipline
before the great tide ot emigiation set in on
Australia which bas carried with it thousands ot
Metbodists from Englend since the year 1840.
The discovery of the gold fields in Australia
was apparently reserved for these times, and
thousands of the miners from Cornwall not on-
ly found employment there, but became useful
members ot the Methodist church. See Dr.
Jobson's ** Australia, Ballaarat Circuit.” Now
may we not suppose as time rolls on and the
world gets better that the Methodist population
in Canada and Australla will grealty increase
insomuch that it is but reasonable to suppose
and expect that the Methodist communities in
these great and flourishing Colouies of the
British Empire will for multitudes become na-
tions of themselves, and will naturally become
possessors of large portions of British territory,
and ever contiuue loyal and loving subjects of
the Royal House of Brunswick, to the throne
and Monarch ot Great Britain. If so? then
these hints are not amiss. Men of sagacious
and practical minds may find ample scope for
improvement, but let us say in conclusion on
this part, whether we or any other section or
Body of Protestants choose to pay attention
10 these things or not, there are others who
who will, and bave fo many years past. May
we not rely on the opinion of many intelligent
Protestants that the Kmigratioos and Immigra-
tion of Roman Catholics are all uader the
directicn, control and superiutendance of the
Romish Priesthood. And these things have
been arranged, planned and executed by ap-
parent indiffcrence on the part of the Romish
clergy, who bave marked out localitities and
districts for their people, in a great many in-
stances for the entire pupose of carrying into
effoct their political designs, &c.  Not that we
are 10 copy their example, or depend solely
on human means for success. But it is no
barm for us to use human meaus in co-opera-
tion with Divine Providence.

BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

The late John Fisher, of Horton, N. 8., the
subject of this brief sketch, was born in Can-
ning, June 6th 1795, and died at Waterville,
October 10th 1872, in the 77th year ot his age.

He lived, like the many, for a number of
years, without a saving knowledge of God.
The divine spirit frequently moved upon his
mind, enlightened his understanding, and
alarmed his conscience, still he disregarded
these influences, or did not 80 yield to them as
to give his heart to God. He lived marely for
the world and the things of the world.

The Lord, however, was graciously pleased,
some thirty-four years ago. to pour out His
Spirit in a copious manner, on the Horton cir-
cuit, so that many experienced the Gospel 1o
be the power of God to their salvation. Oar
departed brother was one of them. He by
faith in Christ obtained the remission of his
sins, and the renewal ot his nature by the agen-
cy of the Holy Spirit. The spirit now testi-
fied with his spirit that be was a child of God.
He no sooner became the subject of true reli-
gion, than he united himselt with the Wesleyan
church, and coutinued a member of the same
until be changed mortality for eternal life.
During the revival of religion on this circuit
two years ago, the life and power of vital
godliness were greatly quickened in his soul.
He evidenced this- by both public and private
conversation.

Although he was spared to a good old age,
death came at last both suddenly, aud to his
friends, unexpectedly.
on Tuesday morning, to all appearance unusu-
ally well for his year:, but there be was taken
sick, and died the followingeFriday. It is
great consolation to his connections and friends
to be assured that he was prepared for his last
conflict with his last enemy. One who attend-
ed upon him said, ‘- I hope you will soon be
better, 80 as to return home.” To this be re-
plied, ** I bope so, if it be the Lord’s will, but
it not, I am ready to go; I feel I am prepared.”
His afflicted partner, who was better acquaint-
ed with bis character than any other person,
said to the writés, with deep emotion, *‘ He
was a good man !”

It is not said in scripture blessed are the
dead that die on their beds, in the arms of their
friendas, in their booor or good repute, that die
suddenly or slowly, but * blessed are the dead
which die in the Lord.” This important truth
is confirmed by the immediate testimony of the
Divine Spirit: ** Yea, saith the spirit, that they
may rest from their labors ; and their works do
follow them. We bave therefore reason :o
hope that our departed brother has finished his
course with joy, and is now with the blessed
dead.
