From the ad Iress of the Right Hon. Chairman, 
we learn that the Scriptures have been rendered 
into 148 languages or dialects; all these havn,been 
reduced to printing, and of the number 121 had 
never before appeared in type. The combined 
Societies of England and of the Continent have 
oirutilated nor less than 43,000,000 copies of the 
holy Scriptures, in whole or in part ; and the re­
cords of inspired truth have, it is believed, within 
the present century, been rendered accessible to 
about 600,000,000 of the human race. Of the 
languages so reduced to printing, five-and-twenty 
existed previously only in an oral form ; they had 
no alphabet, and were not reduced to wrjjing 
until the period when they were worked upon 
by the Intellect and the powers of your agents. 
Let this, fact bo treasured up by those who are 
talking so much about the march of intellect ; 
let them say whether within the whole range of 
intellectual power there is anything which show? 
more of mind, of thought, of capacity, than the 
fact that five-and-twenty oral languages should 
have been reduced to writing, and that thu* 
there should have been devised means by which 
five-and-twenty nations may hive free access to 
the unspeakable riches of the Word of God.

Asylum for the Insane.
There is a prospect of the erection, ere long, of 

an Asylum for the Insane within the Province of j 
Nova Scotia. Tbe Provincial Legislature, at its 
late session, passed a grant of fifteen thousand 
pounds towards this object, which amount, con­
siderable as it is, we doubt not, will be supple­
mented by the donations of hundreds and thou­
sands of our population, if the grant be not suffi­
cient To argue the necessity of such an Institu- 
lion, would be only the work of supererogation ; i 
we regret the necessity is so pressing, owing to 
the large number of persons in various parts of 
the Province labouring under the distressing ma­
lady of insanity. Christian principle, and sym­
pathy for this class of sufferers, alike dictate the 
propriety of placing within their reach those 
means, which, in tbe case of many others have 
either effectually cured, or greatly mitigated the 
disease. We shall be glad to hear of decisive 
and vigorous steps having been taken, in behalf j 
of the accomplishment of any object, of which 
tbe attainment has been so long deemed desirable.

Fredericton Correspondence.
I must still add something supplementary to 

my former statement respecting the revival of the 
work of God in this city. On last Sabbath, 
April 3rd, I baptized three adults, and received 
twenty-eight persons on trial for membership, 
who came forward and professed their desire for 
such relation in the presence of a very laige con­
gregation. One of these was powerfully con­
vinced of sin at the#first public reception, and has 
since obtained mercy. The total of those thus re­
ceived on trial will be now about two hundred 
and fifteen. We have still a blessed influence 
resting upon all our services. I cannot soon for­
get the sacramental service of last Sabbath even­
ing. Not less than three hundred communicants 
surrounded the table of the Lord—many of them 
of course for the first time—and all of us, I be­
lieve, felt that it was good to be there. Our Sal - ; 
bath-school presents a new feature every succeed­
ing Sabbath. A spirit of increasing desire for , 
Biblical knowledge is spreading We have them 
of all ages up to fifty in attendance, and our Bi­
ble classes alone, number about 100 in attend- 
dance upon them. The total number present last 
Sabbath for instruction, was 307 I greatly ques­
tion if the whole mission-field presents in a 
small population of not more than 5,000 so in- ; 
teresting and prosperous a school as ours, and the 
materiel for conducting it in every department is 
first rate and unexceptionable.

Long Reach Correspondence.
Judging from the promptness with which you 

attend to all matters connected with the work of 
God, that you take a deep interest in the cause 
of missions, I transmit to you a short account of

The congregation on this occasion was respect- 
•bly large, and in the absence of my Superinten­
dent, the Rev'd. Mr. Cardy. we were favoured 
with the presence of our much respected chair­
man, the Rev'd. Mr. Kniout. R. Salter, Esq. 
e-iiiiy vuaiiuian, imruuucea the business of
the meeting with a few appropriate remarks ; 
d'er which the Rev'd. Mr. Knight delivered a 
very serious and interesting address, which could 
■ot tail to awaken in the minds of tbe audience 
eeiings of deep sympathy for their perishing 
fellow men. There were several other addresses 
lelivered on the occasion, to which tbe audience 
istened with deep attention.

On Tuesday evening, professing to have some 
* the apostolic spirit, if not in the apostolic line, 
we followed the Apostle’s example, and met in a 
arge upper room in the house of XV. B. McKee!, 
Esq., where we are accustomed to hold religious 
■ervices. The meeting was opened by the Key’d, 
hairman with singing and prayer, when Isaac 

Hsviland, Esq., being called to the chair, brought 
licfore the meeting the business of the evening 
in a short but suitable speech; after which we 
lad from the Rev'd. chairman, to mv mind, one 
if the most interesting missionary speeches to 
which I have listened for years. He was follow 
lid by our good brother, R. Sailer, Esq , from 
Carleton, whose address breathed the spirit of 
leep piety, as well as sympathy for his fellow 
men. He was succeeded by Mr M. Thomas, 
whose earnest address gave evidence that he yet 
loved the cause of missions. Mr. T. Giltnour, 
from St. John, favoured us with some serious 
ind interesting remarks. He was followed bv 
Mr. R. Tweedy, who delivered a very effective 
speech, and who, by the earnestness of his ad­
dress, not only removed all doubt as to his firm 
belief in tbe truths he uttered, hut showed very 
tilainly that he possessed distinct ideas and stro g 
convictions of Christian obligation with reference 
to activity in the cause of God. A few remarks 
from the writer closed, what is regarded by some, 
is one ot the most interesting missionary meet 
ngs ever held in that place.

On Wednesday morning pressing business re­
quiring the attention of til? chairman, bo return­
'd to St. John. Indisposition prevented Rev'd. 
\!r. Cardy trom rendering us his valuable aid, so 
tliat wo were thrown almost entirely on our own 
resources. However, at the appointed time, we 
issembled in our neat c In pel in the Jerusalem 
settlement, when the business of the evening 
vas brought before the meeting by T. Harrison, 
Esq, who occupied tbe chair. Hère we provi- 
lentially met with Mr. Lockcy, a good Baptist 
brother, who rendered us very valuable aid. 
I he several addresses were marked by energy 
of mind and force of thought—and the attention 
paid by the audience showed they took a deep 
interest in the object of the meeting.

On Thursday evening we assembled at the 
appointed hour in our chapel at Coote Hill. 
The audience was large and attentive. We 
were agreeably surprised on finding present 
Brother Salter, who had come to sympathize 
with us, as well as to render us bis aid. Thomas 
Harrison, Esq., again occupied the chair, and 
seemed to feel a deep interest in the meeting 
A short account of the operations of the Wes­
leyan missionary society was given by the resi­
dent minister, after which Messrs. Lockey, Salter
and R. Tweedy delivered effective addresses._
The most interesting feature connected with this 
meeting, was the mission-boxes of three youths, 
which contained tbe noble sum of £2 la 3d., and 
we hope that the blessing of God may rest upon 
those children, and that they may be "long spared 
to labour in this good cause. I think our mission­
ary receipts, at the least, will be twenty-five per 
cent over those of last year. During the year 
which is drawing to a close, we have had indica­
tions of the divine regard. To Goa be all the 
praise.

The man who bas at his command the 
thousands of gold, fits up his establishment 
in gorgeous style, furnishes it with all the 
luxuries of cushioned chaire and sofas, and 
marble tables, and soft carpets, and silver 
goblets, and fair women. This is an ex­
change office. The merchant's exchange 
that. There the rich man may go and 
lounge away his hours. The clerk may 
there excliaiige his economical habits, for 
speudrilt propensities ; his honorable situa­
tion tor poverty and disgrace ; his virtuous 
soul for one festered with debauchery ; his 
health for consumption ; his unstained hand 
tor one blood red with the life of his fellow ; 
life lor death ; For his palace, the banker 
may receive a hovel ; for his domestic hap­
piness he may procure social misery ; tears 
for smiles ; groans for joyful exclamations ; 
his flourishing business for ruin.

Stimulated by a laudable desire to accom­
modate themselves to the peculiar circum­
stances of their fellows, are these who put 
up an exchange post on a less grand teale. 
The substantial wooden ebair ; tbe strewed 
floor, the rust covered stove, supplies for 
him, and bis customers. These are the 
exchanges lor the people, the great mass of 
men. Here the “ bit” may buy what in the 
larger establishment, the dollar connot pur­
chase—bankruptcy. For tbe poisoned glass

Prudence, care, gold, prosperity are here 
offered for the tire water, and champagne 
politely christened pleasure.

from biking and cracking ; and, if it is ne­
cessary to water the tree» in summer till 
fairly started, u will prevent the water front 
quickly evaporating. Bui, in general, il 
will be better not to water the trees at all.
I bare never hrund watering, unless slight­
ly over the foliage or wood, if the tree is 
long of growing, do any good during ihe 
prevalence of dry weather ; but on the con­
trary, 1 have found il to do great injury.— 
During wei weather,though it may look ridi­
culous lo say so, it is sometimes very bene­
ficial ; when sufficient rain ha» not fallen to 
penetrate the ground thoroughly,then ia-thr 
time to give them a good watering, so as 
to reach to the roots, and then the evapora­
tion will not be so injurious as during the 
prevalence of long continued drought.

The holes for planting the trees in, should 
be three lo four leet to diameter, and eigh­
teen inches to two feel deep, unless in on- 
drained clayey subsoils, as before staled.— 
If the subsoil is bad, it should be thrown 
out. and rich earth or compost, pui in place, 
in which the iree should be planted, so as 
to be not more than an inch deeper after 
the sod has settled, thin it was in the nurse­
ry ; and as the earth is filled in, the tree 
should be gently shaken, so as to make the 
fine earth fill up all the interstices about the 
roots Alien the bole is about Iwo-tlnrdi 
full, the earth should be trod around the 
roots lo firm the nee, and if in spring, a 
bucket of water ahould be thrown into the 
hole, which will cause the earth to settle 
equally about I lie roots. The rest of the 
earth should then he filled in loosely, with­
out further treading; and if the tree ia in 
an exposed situai ion, or large, il should be 
slaked to keep it from blowing about ; il in 
sheltered situations, and the trees are small, 
they will not require staking. I have never 
staked a tree I planted yet, and have found 
no need of doing so. Where necessary, the 
alake should be placed slanting, aud tied lo 
the tree with a rope, or other soli bandage, 
which ahould be wound two or three limes 
round the steijf of the tree before tying it 
to the alike,to prevent injury from rubbing.

After the trees are planted, the soil should, 
for several yens at least, be thoroughly cul­
tivated with root crops that require manure, 
such as potatoes, beets, canots, turnips, and 
other vegetables; but care must be taken in 
planting iheae crops, not to have any ol 
them within three or four feet of the trees. I 
have seen a fine young orchard, planted with 
great cate, nearly all killed the first year bt 
foolish greediness in allowing the hills of 
potatoes to lie planted close up lo the trees. 
This apace round each Iree should always lie 
kept tree Iront all crops, and regularly lined 
and dug, as, if large weeda are allowed to 
grow up round the trees, they are as hurtful 
nr more so, than crops, or grisa. When 
n-ce»»«ry, from any circumstance, to lay 
Ihe orchard down ia grata, a space of from 
six lo eight leet in diameter, according to 
the sue of the tree, ahould be kept clear of 
grass and weeds, b) digging and hoeing 
IC|ieati'dly.

In no case should grain crops lie sown 
in an orchard, sa they are the most injuri­
ous that could be put into il. Indian Corn 
might tie planted, but it must he kept a 
considerable distance from the tree», aud n 
is mil neatly so good as tow lined crops'— 
Carr. Montreal Wilnttt.

Planting and Cultivation of 
Orchards.

Orchards should not be planted on ground 
where water stands at any season of thr 
yeir. If not imeinled to be underdrained, 
open drains should be made so as lo carry 
off ad surisce water ts it tails; after which, 
Hie laud should he thoroughly ploughed 
sud iinuiur-d. The best way lo do this, is 
io subsoil pluugn it first, thru trench plough 
it, to incorporate ihe manure thoroughly ;

strip of Isud, eight feet wide, should be so 
■ rested where ihe rows of trees are to be 
placed.

Making Butter.—We exirsct the fol­
lowing Horn Ihe Report of ihe Essex Coun 
ly Ac''cultural Society ss giieu ill tile tran­
sactions shove referred to.

Our milk is strained into ihe pans, and 
allowed io stand from ihiriy-six lo forty- 
eight hours, hi a cool, darkened room, on 
ihe first fliair of ihe house ; rxc-pi in Au 
gusi, when it is kept in a cellar, un­
der a wing of ihe house. The cream is 
tskrii off inlo un puis ; is sailed a linle, 
and slirred every day. We churn twice 
each week during Ihe summer. B-fnir 
enurmng, the butler-milk is thoroughly 
worked out by the baud, ahd the butter i« 
sailed to suit Ihe taste. The day following, 
ihe butler worked over again, and prepared 
fur the market. Iu laying down butter for 
the winter we use stone jars. After pack­
ing it down very cloeely, we sprinkle salt 
and loaf sugar, between each layer of but­
ter. In this way our bulier baa kept per­
fectly sweei through the season.
