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ALLSPICE, GROWING AND MAKING

One of the Best Known Spices and is Produced Almost Wholly in Jamaica—
Other Sources—The Pimento Groves a Favorite Resort of Natives—
how ilie beiries are Harvested and Cured.

To all in the trade the spice common-
ly known as ‘‘allspice’ is very familiar,
says Ivor Etherington in the Tea and
Cofice. Trade Journal. The name is
merely a conventional trade term fou
the small, cured berry of the pimento
tree (lugenia pimenta); and the_spice
is so called because of its flavor Ye-
sembling a compound ol cloves, cinna-
mon and nutmeg. The tree is indigenous
to South America and the West Indies,
although it has been introduced into
Ceylon and other spice-growing coun-
tries ; but the West Indian Islands, es-
pecially Jamaica, are the principal place
of production. In fact, this spice is al-
so known to the trade as ‘‘Jamaica
pepper,’”’ though it is far more aromatic,
having a real lavor which can hardly be
accredited to the simply pungent pepper.

IJugenia pimenta is a handsome, mod-
erate-sized tree, reaching at maturity a
height of about 40 ieet, with the glossy,
dark green leaves of the myrtle family.
The essential oil of plmento, which gives
the flavor, is preseni in the leaves, as in
some other spice trees, and these when
crushed and broken give out a strong,
aromatic scent.

Jamaica the Centre.

Jamaica, as stated, is the centre of
its cultivation, and one writer in 1892
stated that there were nearly 10,000
acres of pimento trees under cultivation
in the island. It a plantation be near a
town it usually forms a favorite resort
for the inhabitants, who love to sauntel
along the “pimento walks.”

There is little cultivation required fox
the plant, and in Jamaica it seems o
thrive without much attention.

Seed, to be used for sowing, has to
have the external pulp removed by
washing, and then dried before it will
freely germinate; otherwise the pulp
dries 1o a hard outer covering or skin
and hinders germination for a long time.
But most of the trees in Jamaica are
naturally sown in bird droppings.

The Tree and its Berries.

Writing in  Cundall’s “*Jamaica in
1904, Mr. Roxburgh says:

“In Jamaica, where labor of a kind is
comparatively cheap, we can gather 1n
the spice at a price which allows of con-
siderable profit to the grower and yet
gives the laborer a very fair wage fol
his time. An erroncous idea respecting
pimento is that it will not grow if
planted by hand, but must be dropped
by “birds on the ground. The birds cer-
tainly are very fond of the ripe berries
and it is a fact that nearly all our pi-
mento trees are planted in this way, but
it is a great mistake to suppose that it
is necessary for the seed first to be
planted by a bird, for if a ripe seed is
washed and cleared of the external pulp
and then planted it grows readily.”

The pimento trees come to a fruiting
age at aboutl ten years old, but it is an-
other six to eight years before'it is full
bearing, and then it lasts for a lengthy
period of years, giving its crop regular-
ly. The flowers are on racemes or in
small bunches, and when these are fer-

tilized the fruit forms small, green ber-
ries in bunches. It is interesting to note
that pimentos are of two kinds, known
as the male and female trees, the latter
of which alone bear fruit. It is main-
tained by some that the male, or barren,
trees are useless and not necessary for
the fertilizing of the blooms on the
fruiting trees; but others differ from
tnis and state that if the males are cut
down the yield on the fruiting trees is
diminished.

Harvesting the Berries.

The berries darken in color as they
ripen, the green changing to olive brown
and finally to a shining black. The essen-
tial oil giving them their fiavor,is most
abundant just befoie they are fully ripe,
and it is then that they are harvested.
The plucking of the bunches of berries is
done by boys, who climb the tree armed
with long crooked sticks. They break
off the small fruiting branches, dropping
them to the ground, where they are
gathered in baskets by women and child-
ren. The tree is thus pruned by the pro-
cess of gathering the berries, and with-
out being thus ‘‘thrashed’ or ‘‘broken”
will not produce abundant crops.

Process of Curing.

The baskets of berries on being
brought to the factory are spread out
on cement or paved courts, called the
barbecue, such as are used for drying
cacao beans on cacao plantations. IHere
they are exposed to the heat of the sun
for drying, and are thoroughly dried and
cured in eight to ten days, being turned
or raked over eaeh day. No rain must
touch the drying berries, and they must
be taken in or protected from dews or
moisture at night. Wet damages the
berries, spoiling the bright brown color
which is the mark ol good quality. The
berries are thoroughly dry when they
rattle on being shaten, the kernel being
loosened from its woody shell. They are
then stored until the whole crop is cured
when they are passed through a fanning
machine for clearing out all dirt, dust,
twigs, dried leaves, etc.

Average Production.

“The average production of pimento
in Jamaica,” says Mr. Roxburgh, ‘‘is
about 50,000 to 60,000 bags of about
150 pounds weight per annum for the
whole island. When sold in the island,
the price is calculated per 100 pounds,
and the average price for the past five
years has been 15s. per 100 pounds. We
have known pimento during the last
.wenly years as high as 40s. per 100
pounds, and for a good many years 23s.
to 2&s. ruled as the value. Plantation
pimento will, ol course, always fetch a
higher price than settlers’ produce, ow-
ing to the quality being superior—not
from any fault on the part of the spice
itself, but from the careless manner oi
curing on the part of the settlers, as a
rule.”

A very high value was formerly set
upon pimento berries, probably because
they were difficult to obtain in FKurope.
The name ‘‘pimenta’ was given to the
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spice by the old Spanish navigators, who
thought it resembled in appearance and
pungent taste the peppers of Spain. It
was known in Britain in the early part
of the seventeenth century, for the
writer Parkinson says il was ‘‘being ob-
truded for amomuim, so that some more
audacious than wise put it in their com-
positions instead of the right,” showing
that food adulteration 1s no modern
trick. Parkinson’s ‘‘Amomum’ is proba-
bly the Cardamom spice. Allspice is now
a very general and favorite flavoring
agent in the United States and Europe,
for it is inexpensive and wholesome.

RAPID TRANSIT DESIRABLE.

Council of Board of Trade Think Trade
Requires it.

A meeting of the council of the Board
of Trade, Montreal, was held September
13, K. H. Matheson presiding. A letter
irotn one of the members was read,
which advised application to the Mont-
real Street Raillway Company to in-
crease their surface tracks. The cily
had grown considerably, and the traflic
demanded more car lines. The writer
suggested that it might be a good thing
for the board lo agitate for either ele-
vated or underground tracks, or both.
The council will take the matter up at
a future meeting.

Notification was received from the
British Chamber of Commerce, Paris,
stating that a special Canadian section
had been arranged with the object of
devoting special attention to the
Franco-Canadian trade. The chamber is
of the opinion that there is in France a
splendid field for Canadian manufactures
and products.

A report was submitted by the dele-
gates sent to the Chambers of Comunerce
of the Empire recently held in London.
Kull details of the work done were
given.

The council decided to send a letter of
thanks to the Postmaster-General for his
prompt action in making ‘arrangements
for an additional mail from Canada to
the Old Country on Saturdays.

BOILED ‘‘ROAST’’ BEEF.

American canned roast beef will eon-
tinue to Lear the labe] of ‘‘roast beef’’
nctwithstanding the faet that it is really
loiled beef. This deeision was reached
after the matter had been fully econ-
sidered by President Roosevelt Sen-
ator Hopkins, of Illinois, and Thomas
Wilson, general manager of the Nelson
Morris Packing Co., of Chigago. The
method of preparing canned roast beef
is to parboil the meat fifteen minutes
and then put it in cans and swbjeet it
to steam heat for three hours. It is of
particular value to the packers to keep
the term roast beef, otherwise Austra-
lan and South American packers, who
hzd eopied the method would profit by
the American packers being forced to
abandon it. The ecans may be labeled
as roast beef; it must also be stated on
the label how the contents were prepar-
ed and ecoked. The deecision was en-
tirely satisfactory to the packers,

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A BUSINESS MAN FOR MAYOR.

In the attitude of the fire insurance
companies towards the acceptance of
risks in Winnipeg the citizens of the
western metropolis have a practical ex-
ample of the results that are sure to
follow when the direction of the affairs
of a great and growing city is entrust-
ed to a number of professional politi-
cians. The fire insurance companies are
afraid of Winnipeg risks because of the
inadequate water supply and the water
supply is not what it should be for the
simple reason that the men in charge of
the ecivie administration were not big
enough to plan for the future. For
yvears the leading business men of
Winnipeg have shirked their civic re-
sponsibilities. When pressed to stand
for election to the ecity council they
have answered that they could not
spare the time, and, as a result, the
control of affairs has fallen into incom-
petent hands. The civic administration
for years has been marked by vacilla-
tion, hesitation and unnecessary delay,
with the result that the extension to
the various public services has not kept
pace with the rapid growth of the city.
The inadequate water works system is

not the only example of the inability of
the council to realize the necessity of
providing for the future and, in a word,
the civie administration has been one
of blundering incapacity. Affairs have
been badly muddled.-

Now the management of the affairs of
the most rapidly growing city in Can-
ada is a task that requires trained
ability of the highest kind. The posi-
tion is no sinecure, it demands a busi-
ness man of proved ability, tried in-
tegrity and indomitable energy and re-
source. Happily the citizens of Winni-
peg seem to realize this truth at last.

In the present civie erisis the citizens
in general are turning to J. H. Ash-
down, and on all sides is heard the re-
mark that if only Mr. Ashdown were
mayor a thorough civie housecleaning
might be expected and a broad progres-
sive businesslike administration would
undouhtedly be inaugurated. A r:an
of broad outlook and proved bnsiness
ability of the highest type, Mr. Ash-
down is undoubtedly the man whoin the
people of Winnipeg desire to ‘‘honor,”’
and whose assistance is required at the
present juncture.

Will Mr. Ashdown consent to be a
candidate ? We do not know. He is
not the class of man who seeks popu-
larity or who desires public office, and
to be mayor of Winnipeg would neces-
sarily involve great personal and finan-
cial saerifice on his part. But Mr. Ash-
down has always shown himself a pub-
lic spirited citizen—witness his effective
work on the Transportation Commis-
sion and on the Water Commission—and
it may be that if he is shown eonvine-
ingly that his fellow citizens want him
for mayor, and that it is essential that
some one should inaugurate a business-
like administration of the affairs of
Winnipeg—it may be that he will con-
sent. to make the big sacrifice that the
acceptance of the position would in-
volve. Winnipeg needs the services of
Mr. Ashdown, and it is to be hoped
that she will succeed in convineing him
of the fact.

COMING TO THE FRONT.

(Canada is rapidly coming to the fore
among the nations of the world. The
day has passed when those upon the
other side of the water on hearing of
Canada conjure up in their minds pic-
tures of a savage country, populated by
people who are scarcely civilized. Rather
does the name bring before them a
country which gives promise of develop-
ing into one of the greatest of nations.
The mention of the name to a business
man arrests his attention. Never before
has this country been given as much at-
tention. As a convincing proof of the
interest taken in the Dominion by busi-
ness men of other countries, it is but
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necessary to look up the trade inquiries
from abroad received by the Department
of Trade and Commerce at Ottawa. That
department is in receipt of an average
of one thousand inquiries a month from
business men in Great Britain and else-
where. When this is considered — over
thirty inquiries a day—and compared
with the number of inquiries received a
few years ago, some eight or ten a
week, the growing interest displayed in
Canada is at once manifest. Up to the
end of August this year there have been
received over eight thousand inquiries,
as compared with three thousand during
the same period last year. And it must
be remembered that these inquiries re-
ceive the best attention of the Govern-
ment, which encourages them. Quite
frequently the inquiries are for agents
wanted, and result in the appointment
of a Canadian representative. Again,
some foreign firm wishes to hear from
houses in Canada desirous of placing
their goods on certain foreign markets
as yet uncovered by them. These are
only instances known to every merchant,
but the volume of such inquiries cannot
but show that the Dominion of Canada
is rapidly aequiring an enviable place
among the commercial countries of the
universe. Her wonderful growth, par-
ticularly in the west, is attracting the
altention of the world. Her commercial
tevelopment this past few years has
been astonishing, compelling outsiders
to sit up and take notice. Business men
are beginning to see in Canada a coun-
try possessing apparently unlimited pos-
sibilities in a commercial way, and are
anxious to get in on the ground floor,
as it were, to share in the general pros-
perity.

FISH AND GAME PROTECTION.

" A valuable and public spirited work is
being done for all sections of the eom
munity by the Ontario Fish and Game
Protective Association, of which Mr. A.
Kelly Evans, of Toronto, is the ener
getic seeretary. To the hardware and
grocery trades, however, the work is of
particular interest, and where local as-
sociations are formed merchants can
well afford to help along the movement
to the extent of active membership at
least. The platform of the association
deals with many important interests
and is worthy of considerable study.

(a). That game, fish and game,
through the attraction they form to
tourists are a most valuable finaneial
asset to the province and that therefore
their protection should be encouraged.

(b). That the food fish in our waters
should be conserved and regulated tor
the good of the masses of the people and
not wasted or used for the benefit of one
small class of the community.

(e). That certain game birds and song
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and inseetivorous birds are an immense-
Iy valuable friend to the farmer in des-
iroying harmful inseets, weed seeds, ro-
dents, ete.,, and the lack of knowledge
by the publie on such subjects should be
combatted steadily,

(d). That the wild lands of the prov-
ince suitable to game and the waters
snitable to game fish should bhe ever kept
the property of the public and that the
assoeiation must always endeavor to pre-
vent the aequisition by individuals or
groups of individuals of large tracts
of territory for the purposes of forming
|‘!'i\'§|“‘ game ‘il'(‘.\'el'\'(‘:*. g

(e). 'ﬁmt the assoeiation should have
no eonneetion with polities or any poli-
tical party.

(‘anada is favored in having splendid
hunting grounds and fishing waters, and
by wise regulation the supply of game
and fish can be kept up and the tourist
trade developed to a much greater ex-
tent that at present. In this tourist
trade there is profit not only for the
supply merchants in the larger cities,
but also for the loeal merchants in the
lake distriets. One Toronto grocer
issues an extensive catalogue and makes
a large annual profit on its trade with
campers, hunters and fishermen, while
several Toronto handware and sporting
goods dealers find their trade in fishing
tackle and shooting materials one of
the best paying branches of their trade.

The development and perpetuation of
fish anl game means an inereased popu
lation ‘in the Summer resorts and re
mote distriets where sport is most
easily found. This means an inereased
consumption of canned goods] cereals
and other foodstuffs, as well as addi-
tional hardware for the cabins and
cottages erected. Extra labor will be’
required to erect these buildings and
manufacture canoes, boats and launches
for use in the rivers and lakes. Even
the farmers will benefit by the increased
demand for the products of the farms
and factories.

The proper regulation of the taking of
food fish in our lakes by fishermen and
fishing eompanies also has its interest-
ing possibilities, and the association
does well by including under its pro-
teetive wing commercial fish and useful
birds. Much eduecational work is pos-
sible pointing out the dangers of de-
stroying such valuable friends of man-
kind, and the information given on these
subjects in our public schools might he
extended considerably to the advantage
of both students and parents.

In declaring for non-political action
and in favor of conserving the public
domain the association protects itself
against being used by political wire-
pullers, in addition to maintaining a
principle which will win the apprecia
tion of all citizens desiring to see Can-
ada continue, as it now is, one of the
happiest spots in which to enjoy life to
be found on the world’s map.

EDITORIAL

BANK SOUNDS A WARNING.

A period of prosperity such as has
been experienced in Canada for some
vears past is not an unmixed blessing
That is to say, while it affords wonder-
ful opportunities for betterment to men
ol shrewdness and foresight, it also in-
creases the temptation to spend pro-
digally money which is easily made. Go-
ing a step farther, it also creates an in-
elination to assume financial responsi-
bilities, to borrow money in unusual
amounts, because prospeets for meet-
ing these obligations appear to be good.

«A mania for speculation is another
cirecumstance attending  “‘good times.”’
In the Great West this has been earried
almost to an extreme in these davs of
rapidly advaneing land values. Mer-
chants frequently eomplain that far-
mers instead of using the proceeds of a
season’s harvest to reduee their liabili-
ties, sink them in Jand speculations,
buoyed up by the hope that they; willl
quickly realize large profits.

Similar eonditions prevail in the east.
Expansion is everywhere the watchword.
Those who eannot enlarge their eapacity
on their own resourees have found the
banks competing with each other to sup-
ply the necessary money, and debts have
been ineurred whieh would evipple many
of these expansionists should the
“orowing time’’ reeeive a sudden check.

Under the e¢irenmstances, a memoran-
dum which was reeently sent out to
branch managers by the general manager
of a leading Canadian bank will be of
considerable interest and we feel justi-
tied in repeating it, for the benefit of our
readers.

This well-known financier speaks as
follows:

““Now that the time is drawing near
for the harvests of Ontario to he mar-
keted, I consider it an opportune time
to draw your serious attention to the
existing conditions of business in all
its branches throughout Ontario, and
to impress upon you. the fact that the
management of this institution insists
that you exerecise the utmost eaution in
the granting of eredits, and uneceasing
watehfulness over eredits already grant-
ed, during this period of what might he
termed a ‘revel of prosperity.” Mer-
chants. manufacturers, ecattle buyers,
grain merchants, and, in faet, all elasses
of the eommerecial community are appar-
ently straining at the leash of eredit
and it is the duty of every banker, not
only to his bank, but to the country at
large, to judiciously eontrol this finan-
cial impetuosity. I would have you
see that as far as possible the returns
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for all goods marketed this Winter go
to reduee your eustomers’ existing lia-
bilities, urging on them to ‘put their
house in order’ while this period of rich
produetion lasts, and to exereise economy
in order to start with greatly lessened
liabilities next Spring, in case bad har-
vests should be Canada’s lot next Fall.”’

The decoration of the show window
has brought out the art of the maker of
fixtures for this department, just as
the necessity for the display of eertain
lines inside the establishment has given
him ideas and suggestions for interior
fixtures.—Commereial  Bulletin and N.

‘The statistical position of Ceylon

tea is shown by last month's London
ligures to be steadily improving, for
the stocks in bond on 31st August were
-ome two million lbs. less than in 1905,
ind, though imports were smaller,
learances were 400,000 lbs. ahead of
the corresponding period last year; in
view of these facts the slightly lower
average price now obtainable is appar-
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ently entirely due to the reduced quota-
tions for common tea. On the other
hand, heavier deliveries of Indian tea
have failed to keep pace with the in-
erease in imports, with the result that
stocks at the end of last month were
fully 8,000,000 lbs. in excess of 1905—a
somewhat unsatisfactory position,
especially when it is remembered that
the poorness of the quality compared
with last year’'s standard has been to a
great extent responsible for the fall of
over 1d. per lb. in the average price."”

(COFFEE—Locally the market is un-
changed. The speculative market
abroad has experienced a drop, but au-
thorities continue to assert that prices
for the real article are going higher.
Speculators in a body, it is said, are
on the shut side, and the Brazil erop
has suffered severely from drought

DRIED FRUITS—Primary prices on
Turkish natural figs have advanced one
to two shillings within a week. The
price of Comadra figs, a Portuguese va-
riety, is unchanged, but in view of the
general advance on all fruits it is
thought not unlikely they will follow
suit. Locally, Sultana raisins are prac-
tically unobtainable. The market for
the new crop continues firm and there is
no indication of any backward move-
ment. Currants are somewhat of an
enigma. High prices are not thought to
be justified by the natural conditions,
but the advance continues nevertheless.
The situation is not a natural one, the
first factor after the crop being the re-
tention law of Greece. The Valencia
raisin market continues firm without in-
dication of any concession in price. The
local market is practically bare of
prunes. One house has some Austrians
and a quotation is made for them, but
the other quotations are merely nomi-
nal.

St. John, N.B., Sept. 19

The markets generally have not shown
much change since last report A fan
volume of Fall trade is in progress. The
root and grain crops in this proviuce
will be short this vear, owing to the
drought. The lumber trade continues
active. In the wholesale trade there is
considerable interest now in green and
dried fruit and canned goods. In the fish
market there is no change except that
smoked herring are quoted higher at 10¢
to 103c. Cheese and butter continue at
a high level.

OIL—There is no change in quotations
in this line. The demand for burning

oil is increasing as the Autumn ad
vances. Gasoline is still in good demand
and stocks light. In other oils business
is quiet.

SALT—The price of coarse salt here
is governed by the price in England
Last year the price was 53 cents ex
ship here.

GREEN FRUIT — Regarding apples,
the fruit inspector here states that Nova
Scotia Gravensteins and Pippins are not
up to the mark this year, and it looks
as- if the proportion of No. 1 would be
about one in four. Winter apples look
well.  Some Ontario apples have been

received here. Ontario grapes, pears and
peaches are now on the market. On-
tario plums are rather high for this
marketl, but Nova Scotia supplies a few.
Some California grapes are still arriv-
ing, at reasonable figures. Oranges and
lemons are in fair supply at firm prices.
There is a good trade in bananas.

DRIED FRUIT—lligher prices are ask-
ed at the coast for California prunes
and both loose and seeded raisins. Fair-
ly good stocks had been purchased for
this market before the advance. The
currant market is reported decidedly
strong. American Silverskin onions in
bags are now on the market, and may
be landed here almost as cheap as Cana-
dian. The tendency is therefore a little
easier.

SUGAR—There has bheen an advance
in price in sympathy with other mar-
hets. Dealers here are well supplied.

Midsummer has long been known as
the “‘silly season,”” the time for seaside
flirtations which run their brief and
passionate course, seldom or never re-
sulting in matrimony, the time when
the magazines ave filled with the lighter
class of fiction supposed to be suited to
the literary tastes of the people during
a foolish part of the year, the time
when the newspapeis are at a loss for
news of interest and when as a conse-
quence their otherwise dull pages are
filled with improbable but interesting
stories which masquerade as fact but
are really the product of the fertile
imaginations of reporters and news
editors at their wits’ end for ‘‘fea-
tures.”

With the beginning of September mid-
summer is a thing of the past, according
to the calendars, but the hottest weath-
er of the year came in the early part of
the month, and it is therefore not sur-
prising to find a Winnipeg contemporary
still suffering from the efiects of the
“silly season.”

In a silly editorial this contemporary
goes out of its way to cast doubts upon
the fact that this paper has been ap-
pointed, and is at the present time, the
officially recognized medium for news of
the Retail Merchants’ Association of
Western Canada. In a very foolish edi-
torial which reveals considerable editor-
ial excitement caused by the extreme
heat, the assertion is made that our
contemporary seeks no ‘‘puppet” title,
but is best qualified to be given a ‘‘pup-
pet’ title.

NOVA SCOTIA MARKETS

Halifax, N.S., Sept. 18, 1906.
The grocery markets eontinue quite
active, trade being good all around with
prices steady. Dried fruits are very
scarce and the prices high. Valencia
layer raisins are quoted at 8e¢. and 9e.,

35

and the price of Sultanas is higher than
ever before. New canned goods are very
slow in arriving and jobbers are at some
loss to understand the present econdi-
tion of affairs. Poultry is not very
plentiful yet. and the stock marketed
brings high prices, chickens and ducks
selling -at one dollar per pair for fair
sized birds. Fresh pork is also searce.
Beef is in fairly good supply, but lamb
is scarce, being quoted at 10e. and 1le.
The first shipment of Nova Seotia ap-
ples was made during the close of the
week when the steamer London City
took 3,500 barrels for London direet.

FRUIT—Native apples are ecoming on
the market more plentiful, but the stoek
offered for sale is of very poor quality.
It is thought that the late varieties will
be better. Gravensteins will be scarece
this season and it is expeeted that the
best quality will bring very high priees.
Dealers are still complaining of the
high prices and the searcity of oranges
and lemons. Jamaiecas are worth about
$S per barrel and Valencius $6 for 200
count. Lemons are $9.50 per case. Cali-
fornia Bartlett pears are $5 per box,
American Bartletts $5 to $7, per barrel
and Nova Seotia the same. Cranber-
ries are now on the market and are sell-
ing at $3.50 per bushel. Notwithstand-
ing the early reports regarding the
shortage in the plum erop, a great quan-
titv was marketed this week. The
cheap varieties, such as Moore’s Aretie,
are selling at 30c. to 40e. per basket,
while the better varieties, like Lombards,
oreen gage and ege plums are quoted at
50e. to 60c. per six-quart basket.
Rananas are selling at $1.75 ta $2.
Potatoes advanced in price during the
week, eaused by the partial failure of
the erops raised by loeal farmers who
supply the market until the late erop ar-
rives. They are quoted at 70e. per
bushel.

BUTTER AND EGGS—Both butter
and eggs are moving upwards and the
prices are expected to o still higher be-
fore the eclose of this month. The re-
ceipts of hoth are very limited just at
present, and with the approaching ex-
hibition the demand will be heavy. There
is very little good dairv butter on the
market now and what there is available
is quoted at 2le. to 22¢. Creamery is
quoted at 25¢. and large tubs of fair
quality are worth 20¢. There will be
very little loecal made dairy butter plae-
ed on the market while the exhibition
is on. Eggs of fair quality are quoted
at 20c. and guaranteed strietly fresh
eggs are fetching 25

5e to 30¢ in small lots,
the latter priece being obtained by the
market people who come to the eity onece
a week to retail their stoek.

FISH—There is eonsiderable move-
ment of fish just now and the market is
a little unsettled. High prices are be-
ing quoted by those who hold eodfish
in stoek. One firm has refused an offer
of $6 per quintal for a thousand quin-
tal lot.

PRODUCE AND PROVISIONS

CHEESE AND BUTTER BULLETIN.

Our last week’s cheese puzzle is being
rapidly solved by a substantial further
advance in market prices. There seems
to be no pressing demand to cause this
new advance, but it seems quite evident
that September made cheese have been
sold ‘“‘forward” and these contracts
must be filled at any cost.

This has been truly a remarkable sea-
son. Prices have ruled high right along.
Iiverybody engaged in the cheese busi-
ness on either side of the Atlantic has
been timid to operate for higher prices
and many operators sold goods ahead,
expecting declining prices in the near
future. Instead we had steadily ad-
vancing markets and the ‘“short sales’
have been a losing game all along the
line.

We have pointed out the real situation
in these articles right along, viz., a very
much decreased production of milk, on
account of the unusually prolonged hot
and dry Summer, and an increased con-
sumption of cheese on account of the
canned meats scare in the United King-
dom.

Recent cable advices report lower mar-
kets in Great Britain, but in the face
of this our markets show a substantial
advance in prices, which simply adds to
the puzzling situation, and it means
that if the cheese are really wanted in
Gireat Britain, the importers there must
pay current market prices here to ob-
tain the goods.

On September 1 the stocks of cheese
in London, Liverpool and Bristol were
teported at 337,000 boxes against 222 -
000 boxes last year, showing an accumu-
lation of 115,000 boxes, but the con-
sumptlive demand - is still on and our
stocks in Canada are fully that much
less.

Our receipts in Montreal were last
week 81,402 boxes of cheese and 21,914
packages of butter, against 90,775 boxes
of cheese and 25,306 packages of butter
for the same week of last year, or a to-
tal since May 1 of 1,623,116 boxes of
cheese and 486,111 packages of butter,
as compared with 1,581,381 boxes of
cheese and 587,508 packages of butter
for the corresponding period of last
year.

Our exports were last week 61,467
boxes of cheese and 12,156 packages ol
butter, against 50,125 boxes of cheese
and 26,599 packages of butter for the
same week of last year, or a total since
May 1 of 1,495,977 boxes of cheese and
293,368 packages of butter, as compared
with 1,344,385 boxes of cheese and 428,-
545 packages ol butter for the corres-
ponding period of last year.

The above figures mean increased re-
ceipts of cheese in Montreal of 41,735
boxes, increased shipments of 151,592
boxes, leaving 109,857 boxes of cheese
less in stock in Montreal than a year
ago. In butter we find a decrease in re-
ceipts of 101,397 packages and a decrease
in shipments of 135,177 packages, leav-
ing 23,780 packages more in stock in

Montreal than at the same time last
year.

With approximately 110,000 boxes of
cheese lesS in store in Montreal and
115,000 boxes more in store in the three
principal centres in Great Britain, the
statistical position regarding visible
supplies is not much altered at present,
but last year's Fall make of cheese
was undoubtedly larger than what we
can expect this year on account of the
enormous shrinkage in milk, and adding
an increased consumption of cheese this
year, the situation seems decidedly
“bullish’” and higher prices seem 1n-
evitable.

Butter is also in a puzzling position
It has been cheaper, comnparatively, than
cheese the whole season, yet stocks have
accumulated here over last year as
prices have been above an export basis,
in spite of a much reduced make, but
the weather in Kuropean countries sup-
plying Great Britain with butter has al-
s0 been hot and dry this season, and oul
short shipments. of 135,177 packages so
far this season may soon be felt so that
further orders will be sent here.

THE PROVISION SITUATION.

The quantity of Danish bacon being
marketed in England at the moment is
less than at the same time last year,
and the indications are that for a few
weeks they will run fairly light in
quantity. After that the reports that
come from Denmark are to the effect
that there will he a lot of hogs market-
ed there, which will mean a lower price
for bacon. In lreland a larger number
of hogs than ordinary are being market-
ed on account of the potato crop short
age. The tendency will be to get them
off this to other feed. Ireland’'s output
has been from 25 to 30 thousand hogs
a week, of which 8 or 10 thousand were
cured and the rest shipped live to
Great Britain for slaughter. That
means probably a million hogs in the
island for which the owners will be
seeking a new food.

Then, again, the quantities of bacon
coming from Belgium and Central
Europe are larger than usual. Trade
conditions in Kngland and the demand
for bacon, all things considered, is
good. The factor that has made the
market disappointing and upset the
calculations of Canadian packers, has
been the increased supplies of American.
I'he consumption ol bacon over in Kng-
land has been remarkably good, stimu-
lated as it has been by the decrease in
the consumption of canned meats, the
sale of those products having fallen off
almost entirely. The people have re-
turned to bacon, and consumption has
been greater than in any Summer in re-
cent years. It has now, however, been
sufficient to absorb the American bacon
on the market. There has not been, as
a result, what would be called a firm
market this Summer. The Canadian
packer has been steadily above the mar-
ket in the cost of his raw material any-

39

where from one to ten shillings per
cwt. during the past season.

There is, of course, an increased
quantity of hogs being taken all the
time for domestic pwrposes, which has
materially helped to decrease the ex-
ports of Canadian bacon. The number
of hogs utilized now for the domestic
trade in Canada is now running about
2 to 8 thousand a week the year
through. Six or seven years ago this
number was only a thousand. The to-
tal killings in Canada have been run-
ning from 15 to 20 thousand a week,
which means that a very important
percentage of it is going into Canadian
trade. The demand for Canadian meats
has been active and has resulted in the
price of hogs being unduly stimulated.

The immediate situation is that the
packers are getting almost no hogs in
Ontario Conditions are probably na-
tural, farmers not having had time
since threshing to get hogs ready for
market. Receipts at the packing houses
have been less than ever before in Sep-
tember. Advices are, however, that,
beginning next week, there will be more
hogs to come out, but there will be no
liberal supplies for 5 or 6 weeks to
come. That would seem to indicate
that prices will remain pretty nearly
the same as they are for some time.
For export the price of hogs is still
too high, but the packers hope that the
small quantity of Canadian baecon on
the English market 6 weeks hence will
lead to higher prices, but that depends
on the supplies of Danish and American.

OUR LONDON, (ENG.) LETTER.
London, Sept. 5, 1906.

A large quantity of Canadian butter
has recently reached this market in a
very bad condition. This is a matte
which calls for most thorough investiga
tion, for if Canadians are determined,
as they say they ave, to build for them-
selves 'a reputation for their butter over
here, they will have to do a great deal
better than they are doing at present.
There are, it is readily admitted, certain
Canadian shippers, whose butter is of a
very high standard, indeed a butter ex-
pert told the writer that he had handled
Canadian butter equal to the best Dan-
ish, but this faet is far from being suf-
ficient to establish a first-elass reputa-
tion. There must be greater uniformity
in quality. There are certain Canadian
factories, who are persistently turning
out mouldy - butter, and it is sueh as
these that are undoing the good work
done by those Canadian factories whose
reputation is favorably known in Britain,
The names of the culprits are known,
and, it may be said, their butters have
been examined by the Canadian Govern-
ment inspeetor here in London, and the
matter will be taken up further in Can-
ada. The Canadian officials will be do-

ing neither more nor less than their duty
in watching the defaulting shippers very
closely, and in seeing that no mouldy
butter is sent this way.

Canadians know best themselves how
this evil can be prevented. In the first
place, all factories should see to it that
their refrigerating apparatus are cool-
ed, not by ice, which damps the air, but
by cool air, which ean be regulated in
temperature to suit ocecasion. Of course
there will be those who will argue that
this invélves no small expense, but it is
a question of reputation versus small ex-
pense, and as reputation means ultimate
sueeess it is not diffieult to see whieh
alternative to choose.

If Australia ean sent to the British
markets butter free from mould, why
cannot Canada? The Canadian Govern-
went should have greater powers in the
supervision of ereameries, in the same
manner as the New Zealand Government
has contro] over its butter exportation,
and nothing shonld be permitted to pass,
about which there is any doubt. When
a man in London buys No. 1 New Zea-
land grade he knows he is getting a first-
class article.

A London importer of considerable
standing and praectical experience, has
deelared his opinion that in Canada the
cream is not collected sufficiently fre-
quent. It should be gathered at least
three or four times a week. The diffi-
culty of these frequent collections is not
being overlooked but in an industry of
sueh vital importance to Canada’s eom-
mercial standing, details of this kind
should be carefully studied. To mix
Monday’s ecream with Wednesday’s
eream is, on the face of it, a very bad
prineiple.

To quote once more a London import-
er, ‘“We feel, as regards ice in the
freight cars, that this is a mistake. The
cars should be refrigerated in one way
only—by cool air. Canadian butter de-
serves greater care both in transit and
in making, for it is of an excellent tex-
ture.”’

CURE FOR MOULDY BUTTER.

Government Inspection—G. A. Putnam'’s
Comments on London Letter.

When shown the letter of the Cana-
dian Groeer’s London, Encland, eorres-

pondent regarding mouldy butter, G. A.
Putnam, Toronto, superintendent of Far-
mers’ Institutes for Ontario, agreed al-
most entirely with the writer. He said:

‘“Yes, we should have Government in-
spection at the point of export. I don’t
see how we can be certain of uniformity
in our goods and high quality unless we
have some method of Government inspee-
tion either at eentral points throughout
the provinces or at the point of ship-
ment. Butter should be graded, and if
the future is to be considered, a mini-
mum standard should be fixed. Any-
thing below that standard should not be
allowed to be shipped out.”’

““We are doing all that we possibly
can with our faeilities, to better the qual-
ity, but since the introduction of eream
separators, it seems impossible to get
the quality as fine as it was a few years
ago. The 1eason is that the ercamery
men are making butter at as low a price
as they can and they are gathering the
cream only a few times a week, in some
cases only twice. What can you ex-
pect? Unless you get a raw material
right you eannot expect to get your but-
ter right. The real cause of the trouble
is the lack of quality in the raw ma-
terial. This is partly aue to the pro-
ducers not taking proper care and partly
to not gathering the eream often enough.
Blame, too, rests with some of the
ereamery men who are not clean and
particular enough in the handling “of
their milk. It is not so much the case
now, but at one time separator agents
told farmers that separators need be
washed out and secalded only every other
day and that the rest of the time rincing
would do. I believe it is possible to get
all our ereameries to put out a good
quality of butter. Our Ontario butter
is not as good as Quebee butter because
down there they gather the whole milk,
cream and all, just as we used to do
here and the ecreamery has control of
the eream from start to finsh.”’

“Is it possible to go back to the old
system of collection in Ontario?’’ Mr.
Putnam was asked.

‘“We could probably by that means,
eet a butter that would bring a cent or
two more, but the farmers would rather
take one or two cents less and have the
sweet milk for his calves, and likewise
save the inereased cost of hauling the
milk to the creamery.”’

FRUITS, VEGETABLES AND FISH

FRUITS,

Fruit has been passing into consump-
tion in Canada in greater volume this
season than ever before. This is the
unanimous opinion of the leaders in the
fruit trade. Next week at latest the
peach crop will be on the ebb, though
much good fruit is yet to come. - The
grape harvest in Ontario is just nicely
under way and the crop promises well.
The apple crop is still in the making,
but the outlook is encouraging for a
good average crop. There will be no
such yield as in 1896, when the trees in
Ontario averaged 934 barrels of fruit.
There has been no indication of it from
the first. Plums have been the only real
failure this season and it is not unlikely
that some California fruit will be pre-
served in Ontario. They come in crates
holding a basket and three-quarters and
will sell at $1.50. The cranberry season
is just opening. The crop promises well
both as to gamantity and quality. Ja-
maica and Valencia oranges are arriving
freely.

The vegetable markets have developed
no unusual features and prices have
varied but little.

The fish market is still waiting for
cool weather, though the oyster has
made its appearance.

GREEN FRUITS—Trade is brisk in
most lines this week. There has been
tonsmma‘lﬂ/ business done with mer-
chants in the country, while city trade
is getting larger as people get home
from the Summer resorts and their holi-
days.

Tt is
said $10 to $12 a~bharrel can be had fo
them in New Ybrk, cured as Mr. Cowie
cures them.

This year, because
of the high Japanese protective tariff
sinee the war, for the protection of the
home industry, they will pay only He.

A St. Jehn's, Nfld., exchange says:
The Atlantie Fish Co, a Canadian eon-
cern, the manager of which is Mr. W.
Duff, of Lunenburg, son of W. Duff, of
Carbonear, has recently established a
braneh at Bay of Islands and intends
packing 7,000 barrels of herring there
this Fall, for export to Canada and Am-
erica. This will be a big faetor in the
question of the disposal of the cateh of
herring taken by gill net fishing, from
which the Americans are virtually ex-
cdluded, and it is said that some other
mercantile concerns there and in his ety
wil] also go into the business.

AFTER THE BANANA TRUST.

The United Fruit Co., of Boston,
through whom the buli of the Canadian
trade gets its bananas, is being sued by
the American Banana Co., under the
Sherman anti-trust law on a $2,000,000
damage claim. Under the Sherman law
the injured paity may collect triple dam-
aves. so that the alleged liability of the
United Fruit Co. is $6.000,000. The eom-
plainants received a large tract of land
between Costa Rica and Columbia and
started erowing bananas, but their large
forece of workmen was forced to quit
work by Costa Rican soldiers, at the in-
tivation, it is allezed, of the United
Fruit Co. The erop was ruined. In ad-
dition, it iz alleged a shipload of ban-
anas were seized and the company were
discriminated against by the United
Fruit Co., who operate a line of steamers
hetween Central Ameriea and the Unit-
ed States.

FLORIDA ORANGES.

Florida orances have commenced to
move from the state in carloads and a
conservative estimate of the season’s
crop of oranges and grape fruit would
be between 3,500,000 and 4,000,000
hoxes.

My, Hich. a well known fruit dealer of
Jacksonville, Fla., reports that the grape
fruit are mueh lareer than last season.
and of a better quality. that the oranges
are mostly brights. but later will rust
and will then be known to the dealers

as the golden russet, wnreh is as good
as the brights in flavor. This season’s
crop is ten days earlier than last year
and the truit is alk in fine condition and
will be moving rapidly by Oect. 15.

PRUNES CLIMBING, TOO.

Advice te J. L, Watt & Scott Indicates
Strong Market.

The J. K. Armsby Co., Chicago, in an
advice to J. L. Watt & Scott, Toronto,
under date of Sept. 10, says:

Gentlemen,—The prune market in
(alifornia is considerably stronger, ow-
ing to the heavy inereased demand
from  Awerican buyers and the

unusually heavy demand from
forelign  buyers. Our foreign agents

cable us that the French prune crop is
running from 25 per cent. to 30 per
cent. short of the early estimates; that
the market is from 10 per cent. to 15
per cent. higher and is advancing very
fast: consequently, prices on California
prunes are out of line in comparison
with Frenech prices; in other words,
much cheaper, which explains the heavy
foreign demand.

Possibly some of our American buy-
ers do not realize that the prices of
French prunes dominate the European
market, when the French erop is short
or prices high. the foreign buyers all
look to the California article to supply
their wants and year in, year out, big or

little erops abroad, the foreign buyers
take more California prunes than the
American  buyers. Furthermore, the
shorts in California who figured that the
market would never stop declining, are
tumbling over themselves to buy goods.
Many of the eastern buyers had the
same opinion as the California shorts,
with the result that they are coming
in fast. The whole situation indicates
a gradual advanecing market during the
Fall. There is a large erop in Califor-
nia this year but it has not been gather-
ed and curing conditions during the Fall
may play a very important part in the
deal. We have had bad weather before
and it is not impossible for the present
California crop to be cut in two. The
bulk of the operators have sold their
full shipping capacity to a finish. We
are practically at a point where it is not
a question of price but simply ability
to get goods out. There is shortage in
California of box shook, owing to the
sailors’ and water front strike in San
Francisco. There is a shortage of
labels, owing to the destruction of the
lithographer’s plants. There is a tre-
mendous shortage of help: consequently
the California operators are doing busi-
ness under about every diffieulty it is
possible to put up against them.

The people who proerastinate much
longer will get their prunes about next
January. as December delivery will he
the earliest that any operator will take
their business.

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EFFECTIVE ADVERTISING

Some of she Essentials—The Writing of an Ad—Much Depends upon the Print-
er—Individuality Counts——Harmony With Store Policy—Value of System.

A vood deal has been said and written
ahout preparing advertisenments, but to
the retailer, in the small town especial-
v, looks and addresses do not always
appeal.  When the capital is small the
methods are necessarily small. It is
prineipally  to  the merchant of small
capital, therefore, that these remarks
vill be addressed.

You are not going to spend much
noney on advertising hecause you have
wt got it to spend, and you are going
o be solieitous about results. Also yon
have no time to look into ‘“1eason why”’
<tvles exeept that you hope to develop
along this line by persistent practice.

Any person who has a knowledge of
the English language can write, though
here are a number of people who write
without that knowledge. The number of
words necessary for everyday conversa-
tion has been placed at 3,000. Ostensibly
this means plain language, but the num-
her or size of words is never as im-
portant as the way the words are form-
d into elanses, then into sentenees. And
clarity of statement is so essential to a
<necessful interpretation of an advertise-
mwent that it is well worth some study.
By *“study’’ T do not mean the perusing
of hooks or the probing into theories,
hut simply working with a conseiousness
o weakness, holding to the task with
the convietion that ““anything will not
do.??

If you ecan, in your store, convinee
jeople that your goods are meritorious,
vou can eonvinee them of the same thing
hrough the press and 1each an infinitely
larger number of people. It is a matter
[ presenting what yvou have for sale in
the hest lif.{lll.

Must be Well Set.

The value of artistie typography has
cen  both  over-estimated and under-
stimated. The writer who goes to the
rouble of marking type names all over
is copy puts too high an estimate on
vpography, and the writer who never
sks to see a proof puts too low an es-
imate on it.

A good deal ean be entrusted to the
verage compositor.  He knows more
hout type and display than the average
I writer. When a writer has served his
me in the eomposing room and made
od use of the knowledge gained he is
le to talk authoritatively.

But the real trouble arises not so
ieh from leaving the choice of type to
i compositor, but from leaving every-
ang to him,  Perhaps he gets a piece
wrapping paper on which is serawled
vine names, some prices and general
latements. The compositor has first to
ize the eopy up, next to make it out,
il last to display it advantageously.
Now, the fact is an ad writer ean map
it his advertisement as he wants it to
pear in print.  When he does this he
es the ecompositor a good chanee to
cet suitable type faces and to devote

his talent towards getting balanee,
chasteness, ete.

Advertisements in manuseript look a
hundred per cent. better when written
within a ruled space. The edge of the
paper is clear and the rudiments of a
design is suggested. It does not mat-
ter what size of an advertisement vou
are going to write, rule off a space with
your lead peneil (larger than the space
you are going to have in the paper be-
cause your writing will ““spread’ more
than type) and write within that space.
Of course, when the compositor is helped
in this way, and the particulars are
legibly written, a proof is not abso-
lutely necessary.

Must Have an Individuality.

Make your advertisements distinetive.
Do not take too mueh notice of what
competitors are sayimg, for then their
expressions are apt to get intermixed
with your own. It would be impossible
for we to suggest to vou ideas that
werld be  individuality.  The moment
they left me they would cease to have
an individuality. T eannot talk thronch
vou and neither ean you talk through
vour elerk. But a theme satisfactory to
you ean he taken up by a elevk and it is
strprising how mueh of your individual-
itv can be wrapt around it.

You never take much notieé¢ of how
other merchants talk to eustomers,
Each merehant has his own way. Why
shouldn’t it he the same when it comes
to advertising in a newspaper? If vou
approach your patrons in an off-hand
way in the store adopt an off-hand style
of writing. If you employ elear-cut busi-
ness taeties as a store salesman let the
same characterize your advertisements,
and so on,

From having seen some half dozen of
their advertisements I believe T could
seleet eertain merchants’ announcements
even if their names were not on them.
Nothing but the individuality of the ad-
vertser pervading his writings could
enable: me to do that. It is hecause
writers seleet first one styvle and then
another that their adveriisements are
robbed of impressive charaeteristies.
And it 1s because other merchants choose
to be themselves always that the people
entrust their confidence to them.

Must Agree With Store Policy.

There is a great tendeney in modern-
day publicity, to misrepresent goods. It
grows upon a writer to exazgrate vir-
tues and gild weaknesses. But while
plausible statements read nicely. truth-
ful statements usually get the husiness.
By being moderate in vour newspaper
enunciations you keep in better tonch)
with your store—wmaintain harmo.y be-{
tween your outdoor and indoor pelicies
as it were. Did vou ever notice how
certain goods have bee.. advertised with
tremendous enthusiasm and how the
clerk who sold them was lifeless: The
enthusiasm of the advertising was not

misplaced, but some of it might have
been engendered into the clerk,

It is absolutely necessary that sales-
men should follow the wording of the
advertisement to the letter. 1 have
aone into a store where a elevs has con-
fessed he didn’t know certain coods were

eing  advertised at a certain priee.
[nagine the amount of business such a
clerk would personally gather in!

Must Follow Up Systematically.

That sounds like wail-order house
phraseology, deesn’t 1t? But by *‘fol-
low up’ I mean that vou should ftorn
some estimate of sales made from adver
tising and should alwavs be preparing to
push another line of zooos ““next week.”’

What you will prineipally be zoverned

by is reason, and while this somewhat
limits your scope, yvou can accomplish a
lot by being timely. The mowent it is
opportune, advertise certain lines. then
pass on to others. Artieles that sell at
a very low price, and sell quite frequent
Iy, will not have to be advertised to any

areal  extent unless vour competitor
makes some move,

It you are aunouncing a speeial  sale
through the papers you ean form som
estimate of what the announcements did
for yeu by looking into the orders. [t
you think the patronagze extended to vou
was not representative, then it s tume
to zet ont a eireular.

You eannot perfeet yvour advertising

poliey, but you e¢an and ought to know
i you are appealinz to the people by
way of “‘needs.”” if vou are presenting
your ecase in the best light, and, most
important of all, it you are wradually
but surely building up a permanent list
ol customenr s,

ADLETS.
Don’t wait till to-morrow. Put vour
ad in to-day.
Rhyme and reason—hbe sure of the
reason,

Remember, all’s well that begins well
as well as ends well,

Don’t forget consisteney is a jewel in
advertising.

Follow the lead—but be sure it'’s the
right lead.

Clara County alone there ave 3,700,000
trecs zrowinge on 37,000 aeres, 100 to the
acre. The quantity of prunes rased
there exeeeds 110,000,000 bs., more than
enough for the requirenwats of the whole
country, but the execess is needed to sup-
ply the export demand.

In September the fruit ripens and is
cathered by spreading sheets undeér the
trees and shaking the branches. The
egreen fruit is taken to the warehouse
where it is graded in size and passed
through a boiling hot liquid, in which
process if is cleaned and the outer skin
softened." It is then spread out in trays
eight feet by three feet in size and ex-
posed to the heat of the sun for three o
eight days, depending upon weather con-
ditions.

Ten thousand trays of fruit spread oul
in one unbroken traet may be seen
Santa Clara in the drying season. When
sufficiently eured the prunes are stored
in separte bins and there allowed to
sweat, this proeess taking from 10 to
=0 days, when they are ready for mar-
keting.

MALAGA CROP SHORT.

Cables received last Saturday, at New
York, from Malaga stated that a regular
panie prevailed in the raisin market
there on account of the discovery of a
heavy shortage in the erop. The re-
ports stated that a large portion of the
expected output had been destroyed by
rain and named prices so high as to he
hardly understandable by the trade here

GRAPES AND PEACHES.

The grape output of the Niagara dis-
trict this year will be about 4,000 tons,
says the St. Catharines correspondent of
the Toronto News. Ile continues:

At present there are about one thou-
sand aeres of land in Lincoln, Welland
and Wentworth counties planted 1
grapes, each acre yielding an average of
about four tons. The aereage and yield
have doubled in a few years, and there
is no telling what the possibilities of the
future may be.

A good pereentage of the grapes grown
around here are used for immediate con-
sumption, and for transforming into
jelly, but the biggest part of them are
shipped to Quebee Provinee to be con-
verted into wine.

The grape erop this year looks splen-
did, and as in the ecase of every other
fruit but plums, which are secarce, the
yield will perhaps break all previous re-
cords.

A gentleman who travels extensively
through the distriet told the News ecor-
respondent last evening that there is a
tremendous peach erop this year. Though
the diy weather kept back growth of the
fruit, leaving peaches smaller than us-
ual, the trees are fairly loaded down,
the quantity more than making up for
the diserepancy in size.

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TOBACCO EXHIBITION.

Some Interesting Features of the Show
Now on in New York.

The Tobacco Exhibition in New York
would be an interesting place for every
handler of tobacco. The New York
(‘ommereial says of it :

Smokers will have an opportunity of
judging which is the better and best of
tobacco, by visiting the Tobacco Trades
Kxposition at the Madison Square Gar-
den, where 108 exhibitors will try to
prove the superiority of their goods in
the ensuing fortnight.

This is the first exhibit of independent
tobacco growers, manufacturers and
dealers, and if the crowd that filled the
carden last night is any eriterion, the
show will be a success. As the visitor
enters the garden and pays 50c., he im-
mediately makes money. Attached to
his ticket are seven coupons, each one
entitling him to a package of 25c.
cigarettes, a 10c. cigar or a package of
smoking tobacco. On the whole he gets
$1.35 ‘worth of smoking material, rang-
ing all the way from ‘‘Mrs. Miller's Best
(hewing and Smoking’’ to cigarettes,
such as are said to be smoked by the
King of England.

One finds entertainment on every
hand. An Indian band from the Gov-
ernment reservation at Onondaga plays
excellent musie, while Turkish girls,
Parisienne girls, and cigarette-making
girls from other countries strive for the
prize in the cigarette-rolling race. A
Virginia tobacco plantation, with gen-
uine southern darkies, attracted a
great deal of attention, particularly
when the negroes stopped working to
indulge in singing and buck-dancing.

The ideas in the booth building are
all clever. A large English cigarette
firm has built a reproduction of Wind
sor (astle, a native Sumatra hut has
been imported for a tobacco house of
that island; Cuban and Porto Rican
houses are plentiful. The most artistic
work of the whole exhibition perhaps,
is the large meerschaum pipe, the carv
ing representing the landing of Colum
bus. This is a magnilicent piece of
wmk.

Finally the cigar-smoking contest,
that is held three times every evening,
is worth the price of admission itself.
This is held on a raised platform and
is open to all, the contest lasting one
hour, and the prize of a box of cigars
goes to the man who can smoke the
greatest number in that time.

Many of the old men can smoke like
an engine burning soft coal, while the
heardless youth knowing only his pallid
cigarette strives to his utmost to cope
with the black Havannas, only to grow
paler with each puff until the perspira
tion comes and the cigar drops from his
trembling fingers.

TOBACCO LEAVES.

Unecle Sam’'s smoking outlay last year
was nearly $300,000,000. It included
over 7,689.337,207 cigars. The United
States have led in tobaceo-growing
since the dav when tobacco was used as
currency in Virginia. To-day they raise
just six times as much as their nearest
competitor, Russia, and one-fourth the
world's whole crop.

THE STREET DUST NUISANCE.

A novel street-cleaning appliance is at
present in use in the City of Washing-
ton. It consists of a hand sweeping ma-
chine, which is worked somewhat on the
principle of the carpet sweeper. The
city employs 115 men, who work with
hand-brooms, while 75 men operate hand-
sweeping machines.

Each man handling one of these
sweepers is required to sweep 10,000
square yanls of pavement, going  eon-
tinually over the area during the day and
depositing the sweepings at stated dis-
tanees along the curb. To every sweep-
er there is a bag ecarrier, equipped with
a pick-up machine, gathering the sweep-
ings in bags.

This deviece is a two-wheeled vehicle,
holding a bag upright, and fitted with a
scraper attached to the handle resting
on the ground, and when filled inverted
into the sack. The sacks, when filled,
are collected by the 10 wagons owned by
the department, and hauled to the publie
dumps, of whieh there are eight.

Each sweeper is also provided with
a sprinkling pot holding five gallons,
with which he is required to sprinkle
the area before sweeping. The foree is
divided into six distriets of about equal
extent, with 35 men in each. = Every dis-
trict is in charge of an inspector, pro
vided with a bieyele, whose duty it is to
see the work properly done and make a
daily report of men employed, area
covered and number of loads of sweep-
ings removed.

Shipping Business Pretty Good at Present—Movement of Grain Scarcely Be-
gun as Yet—Some Apples in Outgoing Cargoes—Low Water
Still Causing Inconvenience,

Low water in the harbor and rivers,
of course, prevents boats being loaded
as tiey have been in previous seasons
when sueh eonditions did not exist.  The
end of last week the water in the harbor
was 26 feet 6 inehes deep. This neces-
sitated the restrietion of outgoing boats,
according fo size. Take the Vietorian,
of the Allan line, which eleared Septem-
ber id. for instanee; this vessel was re-
stricted to 24 feet 6 inehes,

Cheese has not heen moving out very
well recently owing to market conditions
Jutter has heen somewhat the same. Al-
though prices on the latter are a little
lower, demand has not been any larger
on that account. Nevertheless, there are
some shipments goig forward in both
lines whieh are fair to good in size.

There is not a great deal of grain be-
ing shipped at the present time. Wheat,
which may be ecalléd the staple Jine, is
just between seasons.  The amount in
the elevators of the port is not large.
Old erop wheat is almost eleaned up, al-
thouzh there is still some held. Tt is
vet a little too early for the new wheat,
which will not begin to arrive for ship-
ment in earnest until about thé end of
this month. Barley, oats and other
orains are moving out to a ecertain ex-
tent. but trade iz not laige,

Apples are commeneing to oceupy a
place in ontgoing boats.  Several ship-
ments have heen made during the past
week or two. whieh show that there is
some inguiry from the other side.  The
crop of apples in England, however, is
sufficient this year to take ecare of all
trade until the time onr Fall apoles are
ready for export, which will not he for
some httle time yet.

It is remarked in shipping cireles that
the number of sugar boats arriving in
Montreal this season 1s larger than last
vear, considerably. To date, according
to reports from Melean, Kennedy &
Co., and Elder-Dempster & Co., whose
Loats are engaged in this trade, the num-
Ler of hoats, and the tonnage, entering
the port this season are in excess of
last year,

The Sarmatian, of the Allan line, elear-
ed for London and Havre, with a gen-
eral cargo on September 14.

The Manxman, of the Dominion line,
with a general cargo, left for Bristol on
the same day.

BEATING THE PEDDLER.

At the recent annual meeting of the
retailers of Pennsylvania a speaker, Mr.
Bloom, of Sunbury, on the peddling
question said :

“Years ago when any man took an
active interest in anything they called
him an enthusiastic worker ; later on
they called him a crank, and to-day they
call him a fanatic. That is what the
Sunbury people call Bloom on the ques-
tion of peddling. The business of your
town belongs to you, not by right of
possession or inheritance, bhut because
you pay your tax on 0(‘('upuliull as a
merchant, you pay your tax or license
for being a merchant. You are expected
to head the list on all subscriptions for
any and all charitable purpeses. You
are the financial backbone of your town.
You have invested your money in mer-
chandise and are giving your time to
serve the people. Is it right for peddlers
to come in and do the business that be-
longs to you ? There is a remedy. Have
your borough or city council pass an
ordinance that carries a penalty without
a license for each and every one, includ-
ing your own merchants. Make the fee
high enough that it will not pay the
peddler to take out a license. Go to
your county courts, have a man licensed
as a county detective. By having this
oflicer, the cost of suits outside of attor-

neys’ fees, if you lose the case, will fall
upon the county. Get your merchants
together and agree to stop soliciting or-
ders from house to house. Cut down
your expenses of this employe. Notify
your customers of this change and have
them come to your store. KEducate youl
people to this new order of business, and
in two years’ time you will not have a
peddler where you now have thirty. This
is the experience of the Sunbury mer-
chants. And what we have done you
can do. By doing this you protect your-
selves and protect the unwary or the
‘‘easy mark.”

Mr. Bloom here gave an illustration of
where a peddler had come into his store,
purchased a lamp and sold it at a con
siderable profit. Continuing he said
“There are thirty-five merchants in Sun
bury doing business who were there
when 1 went there, but of all that vast
number but two quit business, retiring
with a competency. I attribute that
to the fact that you sell your goods
without a profit.”

ALLSPICE GROWERS COMBINE.

Herbert L. Northey, of Kingston, Jam.
aiea, told an interviewer in Montreal re-
cently that the growers of allspice, or
pimento, had formed an association to
secure themselves an inereased share ol
the price paid by eonsumers for their
produet. Allspice is grown almost ex-
clusively in Jamaica.

““Though substitutes for allspice,”’
said Mr. Northey, ‘“‘have been and can be
manufactured—echiefly by the combina-
tion in proper proportions of pepper,
cloves and cinnamon—-none of them can
compare with the real article. Foreign
consumers will therefore be always
ready and will even be compelled to pur-
chase pimento, unless the prices are run
up to an unnatural figure.

“*Although very little pimento has
heen sold in New York of late, the manu-
facturers drawing upon their reserve
supplies instead of buying more, they
will soon he compelled to follow the
market in Europe, and buyers are even
now preparing to pay 5 and 5 l-de. a
Ib. instead of 4 and 4 3-8c¢., as was the
custom before the formation of the syn-
dicate. This is proof conelusive of its
good effeets, and the advanee will not
stop there. Before long the price will go
to 5 and 5 3-4e. per 1b., and even be.
