of Reluiiance that nothing but a Senfe of our Duty can overcome.

The regular and impartial Adminifiration of Fuftice is fo effential to the
Happinefs, and we may fay to the Exiftance of every Gevernment, that no
wife Legiflature can be inattentive to it, but on the contrary they will ever
make it an Objeit of their firft, and moft watchful Regard.

On this Ground it is, we now inform your Excellency, that Complaints
bave been laid before us of the improper and irregular Adminiftration in Of-
Sfice of His Majefty’s Fuftices of the Supreme Court, the Proofs of which, as
they bave been offered tous, we beg Leave to fubmit to your Excellency, and
to requeft you will be pleafed to inftitute an Enguiry into their Condufl, in
