Story of the La Tribune
One of the noted old time trage­

dies of the waters on the coast of 
what is now Canada, was the wreck 
of La Tribune, a 36-gun war vessel 
which had been captured from the r 
French and was sent to Halifax in 
the autumn of 1797, with drafts ' of 
soldiers for the Halifax garison, and i 
many had their wives and children 
with them.
