In the case of sheep the
Sikh villager’s gorge will rise when
he sees meat prepared by the Mo-
hammedan butcher, who kills by the
halal or throat cutting stroke, just as
the Mohammedan feels it an outrage
that meat should be hung up for sale
that has been killed by the jatka—
the stroke at the back of the neck
affected by the Sikhs. In France
how a certain amount of tinned mut-
ton is eaten willingly by the troops,
but the great bulk of commissariat
meat.must be sent alive to railhead
and slain there in accordance with
prescribed rites. '

Hence the herd of sheep and goats
in the boulevard.

of sugar and tea. The huqua being
too cumbrous an article for servige,
equipment, the Indian soldier recei-
ves two packets of cigarets a week.
Even transport animals have their
ingrained fads, a kind of caste fasti-
diousness, Indian mules and country-
breds who might be having the time
of their lives nose suspictously our,
sweet English hay, preferring their
own shopped straw, the dryest of pro
vender. If an English cavalry regi-
ment ever finds itself lobbed off with
Indian fodder man:and horses show
disgust in their owti way.

GURKHAS FRIENDLY

The Gurkha is proverbially an ac-
commodating person and gives his
British officer, with whom he is on
the friendliest possible terms, as little
difficulty as possible. But in Bom-
bay when a regiment was embarking
the question arose as to whether
they would eat frozen meat. A con-
clave of officers decided that it would
be better to put-the case to the men.
The Subadar was called, and, after a
little wrinkling 4f the eyebrow, said:
“I think, Sahib, the regiment will be
willing to eat the iced sheep provided
one of them is always present to see
the animal frozen ‘o death.”
An Anglo-Indian asserts that _the
sight of so many conflicting and ir-
reconcilable sects now fighting side
by side for Great Britain is a phen-
omenon that should make the dis-
ciples of Tretischke look into their
politcal philosophy.

He suitably adds: “Whatever feats of
arms the German navy may hereafter
pérform, the stigma of baby killers of
Scarborough will brand its officers
ahd ‘men while sailors sail the seas.”

An imiportant incident is that the
Kings of Denmark, Sweden andNor-
way, after a meeting between them-
selves and foreign ministers, have en-
téred into a mutual agreement of neu-
trality. According to the latest official
reports, Denmark has an area of 15,-
560 square miles; population 2,800,000;
estimated war strength, 90,000. - Nor-
way—124,500 square miles; population
2,400,000;.  estimated. war. strength,
120,000. Sweden—172,900  square
miles; population, 5,500,000; estimated
war - strength, 195,000.

A great many notable things have
already resulted from this war, and
not one of them, it may be remarked,
in favor of Germany and her devilish
creed of world domination and Kul-
tur. ‘The absolute solidarity of the
British' Empire has been still further
demonstrated, if such a thing were
necessary; the almost civil war in Ire-
land was suddenly obliterated; John
Bull’'s Indian subjects are proving:
themselves to be trué as steel, and in
Africa old-time foes have under Botha
remainéd loyal to the flag. France
has secured s6 much of territory tak-
enén from her by Germany under the
térms of settlement after the war of
1870 that the French postal zone has
been extended there. In Russia the
Czar has promised the Poles many
long-deferred desires” = 'Poland used
to be a separate kingdom, but was
partitioned between Russia, Prussia
and Austria, and in 1795 a final distri-
biition. gave the Czar the bulk of it.

BERLIN, Dec. 21.—“The French
attacks yesterday at Nieuport (Bel-

gian territory) were repulsed.

“Between Richebourg L’Avoue and
the canal of La Bassee we attacked
the positions of the Angio-Indian
troops, stormed and captured . their
trenches and dislodged them from
their positions with heavy losses. We
captured one piece of artillery, five
machine guns, two mine throwers
and 270 Anglo-Indians, including ten
officers. The trenches we lost to the
enemy December 18 near Notre
Dame De Lorette have been re-cao-
tured. .

“In the neighborhood of . Souhain,

to the northeast of Chalons, French
troops yesterday delivered a fierce a:-
tack. In one place they penetrated
our outer trenches, but their attack
broke down under out fire. They left
four officers and 310 men in our
hands, and a large number of dead
French troops were left on the
ground in front of our position.
. “In the Argonne (we captured an
important wooded hill at Le Four De
Paris, three machine guns, one re-
volver gun, and 275 prisoners.

“The fierce French .attacks to the
northwest of Verdun have failed com-
pletely, The great activity shown by
the French along our ‘éntire front has
been explained by an army order
dated December 17 and signed by
General Joffré, commander in chief
of 'the French troops, which was
found on a French'officer.

Will You Help The Hospital |
for Sick Children, the Great
Provincial Charity ? —f»

Dear Mr. Editor:—

Thanks for the privilege of appeal-
ing through your columns on behalf of
the Hospital for Sick Children. The
Hospital takes care of sick and de-
formed children, not only in Toronto,
but in the Province, outside of*the city.

This coming year, of all the years
in the Hospital’s history, has a more
serious outlook, as regards funds for
maintenance, than any year that has
passed its calendar.

So many calls are being made on the
purses of the generous people of To-
ronto and Ontario, to help the soldiers
of the Empire, that as I make my
daily rounds through the wards of the
Hospital, and see the suffering chil-
dren in our cots and beds, the thought
strikes me as to whether the people
will as of old, with all the demands
made upon them, answer our appeal
and help to maintain the institution
that is fighting in the never-ending
battle with disease-and death, in its
endeavor to save the stricken little
ones in the child-life of Ontario.

Last year there were 394 in-patients
from 210 places outside of Toronto,
and in the past twenty years there
have been 7,000 from places in the
Province other than Toronto.

It costs us $2.34 per patient per day
for maintenance. The municipalities
pay for patients $1 per patient per
day; the Government allows 20 cents
per patient per day; so, deducting
$1.20 from $2.34, it leaves the Hospital
with $1.14 to pay out of subscriptions
it receives from the people of Toronto
and the Province. The shortage last
year ran to $18,000.

Since 1880 about 1,000 cases of club
feet, bow legs and knock knees have
been treated, and of these 900 had
perfect correction. Nearly all these
were from different parts of the Pro-
vince outside of the city of Toronto.

Remember that every year is a war
year with the Hospital; every day is
a day of battle; every minute the
Hospital needs money, not for its ewn
sake, but for the childrgn’s sake. The
Hospital is the battle-ground where the
Armies of Life have grappled with the
Hosts of Death, and the life or death
of thousands of little children is the
issue that is settled in that war.. Will
you let the Hospital be driven from
the field of its battle to save the lives
of little children for the lack of money
you can give and never miss? s
