case there is a virtual waste of paper. It _is to prevent paper 
Aastc .that the new regulation has been decided on.

Montreal Aviator Bears Tes­
timony to to State of, 

Affairs
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By Conrler Leased Wire

Italian Headquarters, Nov. IjL—- 
(By the Associated Press).-—G. D. 
McLeod of Montreal, an aviator, and 
C M. Young of Des Moines, Iowa, 
who were taken prisoner by the 
Austrians during the 'Italian cam­
paign, have been released and have 
reached the Italian lines, 
bring direct new® of conditions in 
the interttor of Austria, having trav­
elled from SalzePbâd, near Vienna, 
after being liberated.

“Horrible food conditions prevail 
in Austria,” said McLeod to-day, 
and it is quite possible that a mil­

lion persons will die there this win 
ter from lack of food, weakness ano 
disease. The country is quiet now. 
but another Russia may grow out 
of the .situation as soon as the 
troops returning from thç front, 
discover that the end of the war 
has not brought relief.

.along the railroads are like those 
on the battlefield. We Saw bodies 
scattered .here and there as a result 
of men crowding on the tops of 
trains and being swept off by tun­
nels. There were also bodies of 
wounded men who have been taken 
from Red Cross cars_and left to die. 
Terrible sanitary conditions prevail 
in little towns filled with returning 
soldiers. *

“Wh^t Austria needs is food. 1 
and other prisoners are alive only 
because of food received from out­
side of Austria. For three days J 
and a friend had between us only a 
little piece of broad. It was about 
as big as a man’s hand. Five hun­
dred newly arrived Serbian troops 
are keeping order at Laibach.
