LEEDS COUNTY FARMING

In a recent issue of The Sun, Mr. E.
C. Bulford thus presents tbis part of
the country to the readeis of that
popular farm journal :—

The first settlers in this part of the
country were the U. E. Loyalists, who
came in from the Eastern States .after
the war in sufficient numbers to take
up about all the best of the land.
Later on the remainder was taken up
by Orangemen principally from Wick-
low, Carlow, and Cavan. About
forty yeas ago English, Irish and
Sootch emigrants began to settle in
here, and they bave continued coming
ever since and are now scattered all
over the country. Being about all
agriculturists they continue a steady
march through the different stages—
first as hired men, then as tensnts, and
lastly as owners. 1t is a notsble fact
that the land of the U. E. Loyalists is
fast pussing into the hands of these
English, Irish and Scotch emigrsots
arnd their decendants,

The country surrounding Athens
is a thriving farming community de-
voted to the production of cheese and
bacon. While the western counties of
our province have pearly all good deep
land, mostly cleared of timber, Leeds
County is hills and valleys, rocks arnd
swamps, with plenty of timber. About
all tne tillable land is under cultiva.
tion, the remainder making ideal pas-
ture for dairy cattle. 'The thin
lund affords very early grass, while the
lower, damper l1and comes good in dry
weather. K

While the chief industry of Esstern

Ontario seems to be the production of
cheese in large quantities, Athens can
lay claim to be the ciadle of the in-
dustry, as it was here the first cheese
factory was built forty-five years ago
by Mr. Strong, who introduced it from
the other side, Part of the old factory
is still standing, and is used for a store
house. The Athens of to-day has a
large new factory, with all the modern
appliances for making first-class cheese.
Within & radius of about five miles
there are nine other factories, all in
working order, branched out like
spokes of a hub. . Athens station is
the chief shipping point. These
factories usually run eight months,
beginning April 1 and closing Dacem-
ber 1. While of those figures avail-
able from any of those factories to
skow their output or money regeived,
some of them being smaller and some
larger, they will average as good as
Athens, which is as follows :
Total pounds of milk...... 2,924,812
Total cheese, 1bs 271.880
Received for cheese $32,424 84
Patrons’ share 29,366.21
Number of cheese made. .. 8,100
Number of patrons 70
Average price per ton, for

the season’s milk........ $20.94

This we consider a good showing.
In fact it is the largest we ever re.
ceived, and we understand that all
these other fuctorier have done equally
as well. Such a large output in this
one line causes a large amount of
British money to be put in circulation,
and, as Athens is the chief depot
where the patrons draw their pay and
purchase their supplies, it is no
wonder that the general trade of the
town is booming,

Respecting the marketing of our
hogs,, I nolice by the reports of The
Sun that our Western farmers appear
to be tied up to the Davies packing
company, who gives to each drover a
certain territory with no opposition.
Fortunately we are not so situated.
We have drovers. who buy on their
own book and sell ok the Montreal
market. All partsof the territory be-
long ‘to the man who will pay the
biggest price. This sometimes causes
a lively competition, Although the
production of potk is on the increase,
as compared with two years ago, the
present high prices of feed will not al.
low it to expand to the limit of the
packers’ picnic some time ago.

Dominion. The Athens price, ranging
from eighty cents to one dollar per
gallon, fetches in a nice sum of monay
to be distributed in the spring of the
year.

Whilst the general run of our land
is not as good as Western Ontario
land, a men can buy a much larger
piece for the same prices, which gives
him wore range for all kinds of stock.

The members of the family
take watch and watch about to keep the
fire going.

This pseudo-hibernation lasts until
spring, or upward of six months, when
the peasants take up their humble tasks
again, and are busy until the succeeding
winter, when silence reigns oven the
frozen land once more.—New York Times.

Providence, R. T., Feh, 14—A new ele-
ment was injected into the horror at-
tending the loss of the gteamer Larch-
mont in Block Island Sound Monday
night, through a collision~with the coal
laden schooner, Harry Knowlton, when
Capt. McVey of the steamer. early to-
day admitted that his life-boat was
“one oi the first, if not the first to
leave the sinking ship.” This statement
was mad in reply to charges by ¥red.
Hiergsell, an 18 year old lad, of Brook-
Iyn,\pne of the survivors, Hiergsell alleg-
ed that the left for
themsel¥wes, the ship's crew crowded in-
to the bouts without attempting to pro-
vide for tne passengers and thai Capt.

llﬂ.\\k'“{.’!'l s were

MceVay was the first to desert the ship.
The statement of young Hiergsell ereat-
ed a sensation in view of the fact that
ten of the 19 survivors were employees
on board the ship, or in other words,
while approximately 20 per cent. of the
vesoel's crew was saved, only eight per
cent. of the passengers survived.

Captain McVey explaived that, while
his boat may have been the tirst in the
water, 10 was because he had a good
crew and despite. the fact that he was
among the fiest off the deck he remain-
ed by his ship until she weut down, He
said that he had made no move to get
into the boat until he had given crders
to his men to lower all the boats and
clear away the rafts. While his hoat
was in the water it was fastened to the
ship by a rope in the running gear thet
had become caught and this was cut
by Boatswain Andrew Robson, who saw
that with the ship settling rapidly, the
boat and its occupants would be caught
in the whirlpool and sucked beneath the
surface. 'The captain’s boat was on the
windwand side and he said he culed to
the passengers to jump into his boat
which would hold abou§ 22 persons in
all, but the electric lights had b2en ex-
tinguished in the collision and in the
darkness and confusion no one heeded his
summons, Everybody was on the lee-
ward side of the ship and he oriered
hig men to row around there, he says,
but the gale balked this plan and as the
boat was dirven away from the steamer
his men had to give up their task and
crouch down in the bottom of fae bout
to escape the piercing wing.

At 8o'clock this morning the num-
ber of known lost in the frightfal cal-
amity stood at 138. At least 157 pevsons
were known to be on the steamer aund
there is every indication that the num-
ber was nearer 200, 71 bodies had been
recovered to 8 o'clock, and 49 of these lie
in the morgue here awaiting identifica-
tion. The stream of anxious relatives
and friends that passed . through the
chamber of death to seek some missing
dear one did not cease until after mid-
night this morning. The work oi iden-
tification proceedad more rapidly than
when the corpses lay in their caskets
of ice on Block Island, from which place
they were brought yesterday afternoon
by the steamer Kentucky, and when
the doors of the margue closed the lisl
of identified deasd numbera 38.

A number of persons were early on
hand to file once more through the lines
of the dead and every train broughi
more persons on the mournful quest.

Block Island to-day -was given a
chance to rost from the high tension ot
the tragedy of the past two days. é

Life guards patrolled the coast ag§ ns-
nal, but the sea cast up no more of its
dead.

Passing ships may pick up bodies and
a!l other. shore points along the Sound
a few corpses may be cast up, but the
life-savers here do not anticipate that
the list of recognized bodies will be muech
lengthened until the hull of the Larch-
mont is blown up. for it is known that
many passengers and some of the crew
perished below deck.

AGAINST CAPTAIN.

Miss Gallup Makes Serious Charge
Against McVey.

Block Island, R. L, Feb. i8.—On the
lll.‘l‘,ls of the grave charge of deserting
his - ship, made against* Capt. G. W,
McVey by  Frederick Birdsoll, the
Brooklyn boy, comes the startling
charge by one of the Larchmont’s few
women survivors. Miss Sadie Gallup,
of Bostom, who was revived after be-
ing given up for dead, to-day declared
that when she begged either Capt. Mec-
Vey or Purser Young to take her in
their boat, they pushed her back and
the lifeboat left the Larchmont .with
only six in it, although it would have
held twenty more.

When the steamer sank Miss Gallup
says she found herself on a piece of
wreckage, and remained on it until
picked up ten hours later by the crew
o the fishirg cruiser RKlsie, Miss
l.ul[u;v was very emphatic in her charge
against Capt. McVey and the officers of
the Lavenmont.

Miss Gallup, who had remained uncon-
scious since being brought ashore, regain-
ed her senses this morning.

I retired at 9 o’clock,” Miss Gallup
said. “and T was awakened by a terri-
ble crash that threw me from my
berth. 1 slipped on part of my clothes
and rushed out with my waist in my
hands.  Everyone was running on deck.
I was in the saloon deck and saw a
boat being launched. T tried to get in
it, hut the sailors pushed me back.

* “This is the captain’s boat.’ they said,
‘and no one goes but him.’ The saildrs
ot in 1 when the captain came T said,
‘For-God's sake take me, 1 will die.’ ‘You
can’t go in this boat,” he replied, shoving
me away.

“A woman with a little boy in her
arms  was pleading to be taken. She
was  thrust aside, ‘My baby,’ she
cried, ‘if he must die. we will die to-
gother.  She smuggled] her baby to
her breast and jumped overboard with
the child clasped to her breast.”

Miss Gallup owes her life to the brav-
ery of Samuel L. Combe of Manchester,
N. I, who at different times saved her
from being washed away from the
wreckage. She was picked up after ten
hours at sea by the erew of the schooner
Elsie. -

Leader in

New York, Feh. 18.—Alexis Aladayn,
leader of the peasant party in the Rus-
sian Douma, arrived Lere to-day on the
steamer Majestic. Mr. Aladyin proposes
to make a tour of the country deliver-
ing lectures in the cause of freedom in
his native land. He already has been
invited to speak at Harvard and. Yale.
Mr. Aladyin said, upon his arrival to-
day, that he would not be astonished if
the new Douma is never organized. “It
is now too late to stop the progress of
liberty in Russia,” said he. “The Liber-
als sentiment is so broadcast and gen-
eral throughout Russia that it will come
to the front in spite of all government
opposition. = Its progress is assured.”

Although born a peasant Aladyin stud-
ied at the university of Kazan, from
which he was expelled for voicing liberal
opinions.

It
is asserted that over ;’;00 police were em-
ployed to restrain the women, that many
innocent persons suffered by the charges
of the mounted men, and that the sufi-
ragists themselves in many cases were
badly mauled. Among the women arrest-
ed are Mrs. Despard, a sistér of General
Freneh, who had been the uncaptured
heroine of many previous demonstra-
tions, and who led in the agitation of
yesterday, and g4wo Misses Parkhurst,
who also were prominent in the scuffling,

MET FATE IN
AWFUL STORM.

SURGEON FLOOD, LOST IN THE
WILDS, FROZE TO DEATH. *

Body of His Leading Dog Found Beside
the Corpse—Evidence That He
Guided the Animals Instead of Trust-
ing Their Instinct.

Winnipeg, Feb. 18.—Further details of
the tr\agic death of Surgeon Flc{oc},/p. N.
W. M. R, at Fort Ghurchill, where he was
frozen to Weatdr’in the great storm of
November 29th, have been learned from
W. Beech, the courier who brought the
first tidings to eivilization. According to
Beech’s story: Dr. Flood, Major Moodie
and Engineer Thibadeau, who had been
surveying the harbor and dock reserve,
for the Federal Government at Fort
Churchill, left home on November 28 for
the purpose if exploring for timber.
When they left the weather was fair
and everything  locked favorable for
them. They had prepared a camp up
country and proceeded to that, but when
they arrived they found that they had
dropped their grub box on the way and
were without food. Laughingly the fact
was noticed by Dr. Flood, and it was
thought that it was not far away. With
a light heart the doctor said that he
would go back for it, and he jocularly
treated Major Mocdie’s offer of assist-
ance. He togk the dogs back, and as he
disappeared @ver thlel snow the last of
him was seerfGimntil his dea y was
found by a mournful search padty three
days later.

While he doubled back over the track
a snowstorm which was destined to bury
him came up and he lost the trail. Over
the bleak wilderness, miles away from
any chance of succor, unless he cculd
find his way to the camp, he wandered
until he dropped from exhaustion. The
search party found that he had guided
the dogs, and when- they instinctively
turned towards the camp he turned their
heads away and went further into the
wilds as the faithful leader took the
trail in the dirceticn indicated by his
driver. That w rful instinet which
has been noticed in horses and dogs, who
never seem to lose their sense of diree-
tion, guided them, and had he let them
go they would have taken him to safety,
but he trusted to hLis intelligence in the
blinding snwow and perished. “Whenever
the trail left by 1 showed that the
dogs were given th licads they turned
towards the camp, and made for it, only |

Are We Really Dying Earlier Than
Our Grandparents Did?

In part one of the third volume of the
United States census for 1900 will be
found a tabular statement which
shows in a very striking way the rise
in the death rate during the decade
from 1880 to 1900 for all ages from six-
ty up) The figures given are now six
years 0ld, and so I have brought them
up to date with the help of fresh infor-
mation from Washington, a matter of
no little importance, inasmuch as the
increase has been marked ever since
1900. Thus corrected for accuracy the
reckoning shows that sidce 1890 there
has been this increase in the death
rate for the entire United States:
ce17'<t)rpe le of ages from 60 to 64, 7 per

nt.

Fgr people of ages from 65 to 69, 61 per
cent.

They show
that, notwithstanding improved medie-
al knowledge and the benefits of mod-
ern sanitation, we are dying earlier
than our grandparents did. The rea-
son why offers a topic for a considera-
bie disenssion 7::1 is not to be summed
ap in a word. But oue may discover
it without mueh difficulty in the more
complex and luxurious life that we
lead. The lives of our forbears were
comparatively simple, and their consti-
tutions, unweakened by the luxury and
intense nervous strain of an existence
like that of today, were stronger than
ours and bgtter able to withstand the
approaches of disea’se}Render Maga-
zine.

Defying the Tooth of Time.

The Hungarian chemist Brunn claims
to have discovered a liquid chemical
compound which renders certain kinds
of matter proof against the effects of
time. He asserts that it doubles the
density of nearly every kind of stone
and renders it waterproof. It imparts
to all metals qualities which defy oxy-
gen and rust. The professor says that
while traveling in Greece some twen-
ty-five years ago he noticed that the
mortar In stones of ruins which were

| known to be 2,000 years old was as

hard, fresh and tenacious as if it had
been made only a year. He secured a
plece of the mortar and has been work-
ing on it ever since, until now, when,
he says, he has discovered the secret.
His discovery, he claims, will at the
least double the life of metal exposed
to the air, such as in bridges, rail-
roads, vessels and tanks. — Consular
and Trade Reports.

A Jewish University.

BUYING VOTES.

When British Electors Got Golden
News From the Moon.

Votes have been purchased shame-
lessly and on a huge scale in British
elections. An arrangement was once
made in the borough of Wendover by
which two candidates were to be elect-
ed after a distribution of £6,000 ($30,-
000) among the voters. The account
reads: “This being settled, a zentleman
was employed to go down, when he
was met according to previous ap-
pointment by the electors about a mile
from the town. The electors asked
the stranger where he came from. He
replied, ‘From the moon.’ They then
asked, ‘What news from the moon?
He answered that he had brought from
thence £6,000 to be distributed among
them. The electors, being thus satis-
fied with the golden news from the
moon, chose the candidates and receiv-
ed their reward.”

At Hindon a man dressed fantastic-
ally as the dancing Punch called at the
houses of the voters and left behind
him sums of 5 to 10 guineas ($25
to $50). Another device was to collect
the citizens at the inns and hand them
their peward through a hole in the
door.

He went
about” openly distributing money and
did not appear to be in the least
ashamed of his occupation. At Dub-
lin' in 1868 a hole in the wall served
the purpose of a distributing center for
five pound notes, while at Shaftes-
bury an alderman pald through a hole
In the door of his office a sum of 20
guineas ($100) to'each elector.

Harlem In New York.

~-In 1636 there was a settlement at
the foot of a little hill on Manhattan
Island which the settlers called Slang
Berge, or Snake Hill, but which is
now. called Mount Morris. As the set-
tlement grew each Dutchman who liv-
ed there wanted to name it after his
native town. But as each one had
come from a different place in Holland
they could not agree. Governor Stuy-
vesant made careful Inquiries. and,
finding that no one had come from
Haarlem, he nipped all neighborly jeal-
ousies in the bud by naming it Nieuw
Haarlem.

Your eye will first be
caught by the wheel or wheels, for of-
ten there are two or more of them, one
first of these is an significant Jook-
ing affair perbaps a foot or so in diam-
eter, which seems out of all proportion
to the work it must accomplish. Di-
rectly in front of it stands the ship's
eo?pns. while back of it are massed
many complicated wheels and levers
which transform the slightest motion

of the wheel into the great force which |

guides the ship. *

All the great steamers are steered
nowadays by the aid of steam or elec-
trielty. In the old days half a d
men at times would struggle with
wheel in high seas, and sallors have
been killed by the rapid revolving of

the projecting spoke handles. The- |

modern steering gear makes it possi-
ble to guide these great ships with ‘the
slightest pressure. The rudder, weigh-
Ing many tens, 1s perhaps 500 feet
astern, yet with a touch of the polish-
ed wheel the great 700 foot ship will
swing from side to side with almost
the delicacy of a compass needle. The
wheel ‘that the steersman operates
merely governs the steering engine,
which, in turn, moves the great rud-
der.

The 'most astonishing thing abeut
the bridge is to find the wheelhouse
with all its cuttains tightly drawn, as
often happens, and the man at the
helm steering the boat without see-
ing ahead at all. At night or even by
day if the light of the binnacle is con-
fusing the wheelhouse is often com-
pletely shut in. The man at the wheel,
it is explained, does not need to look
ahead. The lookout high up in the
“crow’s nest” and the officer on watch
on the bridge will keep him informed
if any object is sighted. The duty of
the man at the wheel i8 to keep the
ship on her course. Throughout his
watch of four hours he must keep his
eyes on the compass and nowhere else,

On one side of the wheelhouse are
posted the sailing directions, which
give the wheelsman explicit orders.
The course to be followed for the day
is placed in a mneat little rack called
the compass control. It suggests the
rack in church at the side of the pul-
pit which announces the number of
the hymns and psalms for the day’s
service. The compass control will an-
nounce, for instance, N, 7, 8, W, or
some such formula. The wheelsman
glances at this as he takes his watch

at the wheel and holds the great ship

exactly on this course until he is re-
leved.—Franeis Arnold Co'’ g In 8t
Nicholas.

NOTICE GIVEN OF: BILL FOR AN
IRISH COUNCIL.

New Body to Have Wide Administrative
Powers—Will be Partly Nominative
and  Partly ~ Elective—Legislative
Powers to be Circumscribed.

London, - Feb, 18.—Following closely
upon his announcement, of the inten-
uon oI Lue Govermment o introduce
measure to improve the government: of
Ireland, Augustine Birrell, Chief Secre-
tary for Ireland, gave formal notice
to-day that a bill “to establish an Irish
Council and for other purposes connectad
therewith” would be introduced. Thus
the Liberal Governm@nt is keeping its
promise to . the Nationalists to place
Arish iegisiation in the forefront of the
present session of Parliament,

The bill, although all the details have
not yet been made public, will provide
for a Council in which the elective ele-
ment will predominate. A number of
nominative members are retained in or-
der to placate those Liberals who aye op-
posed to an entirely representative body.
It is understood also that this Coumcil
will have extensive adinistrative pow-
ers, but its right to legislate will be limi-»
ited.

This feature has been accepted by the
Irish leaders. Nothing definite is known !
as to the amount of financial control '
to be entrusted to the Council, but to
satisfy Irishmen thig will have to be
large.  There is no doubt that the
Powers now centred in numerous boards
controlling the administration of Jye-
h'llnd will be handed over to the Coun-
cil,

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WORK OF THE LIFE SAVERS.

Represented in Year Just Closed by 8ix
Lives and $12,000,000 Property.

The report of the work of the United
States life savers during 1908 emphatic-
elly shows the really great value of
their services. No less than 811 lives
were saved by the men at the various
stations, while the total value of pro-
perty saved was $12,266,100. Work that
bears such fruit certainly deserves to be
encouraged and enlarged, and the recom-
mendation of General Superintendent
Kimball that retirement pensions be
grovided for members of the life-saving

cpartment is not without merit. 7The
time for civil pensions has not yet come,
but the service of the life-savers is ono
of such hardship and dasiger that’it ap-
proaches nearly to the pacils and the
dignity of the army and navy. It is in
time of peace that these soldiers win
their greatest victories and perform their'
deeds of valor.

The United States life-saving service
controls 278 stations, of which 200 are
on the Atlantic coast, sixteen on the Pa-
cific coast, one in Alaska, one on the
Ohio River and sixty on the great lakes.
The work of the men who are stationed
along the lakes is well appreciated. They
form emergency departments in each of
the large cities, as well as guards of dan-
gerous localities along the course of navi-
gation. In' Cleveland these men are
ready and anxious to assist in whatever
their services may be desired.

A striking example of this willingness
was afforded during the last flood of
the Cuyahoga River, several years ago.
Word was received that a Baltimore &
Ohio train' was stalled at Brecksville,
with water in front of it, water behind
it, water on each side of {t. The life
savers loaded their boats on a wagon and
drove all night over winter roads almost
impassable, only to find their services
not needed. - .

The cost of the life-saving service dur-
ing 1806 has been only $1,832,365. When
it is considered what has beer accom-
plished at this outlay it seems very
small.—Cleveland Plain Dealer.
