Civil Strife Caused Separation
_of Noted ‘Churchmen. -

"Missionary Centennial Recalls Affec-

tion Between Bishop Mcilvaine and °

Bishop Polk, on Opposing Sides.

A striking memory of Civil war his-
tory is awak in ction with
the centenary of the. Episcopal Mis-
sionary soclety, falling this year,
which centers about two devout bish-
ops of the church. Bishop Mcllvaine
of Ohio and Bishop Leonidas Polk ef
Tennessee, life-long friends, whose
consciences made them ‘enemies’ when
the war divided the country. 2

Bishop Mcllvaine was the alder of
the two and was chaplain at West
Point when young Polk, scion of the
family which gave a President to the
United States, arrived at the academy
bent on a military career. At the end

of four years Polk was graduated into-

the army; but so marked was the in-
fluence that Mcllvaine had exerted
that, a few years later, the chaplain
bhaving in the meantime been elevated
to the episcopacy, Polk resigned from
the army and took clerical orders.

With the passage of the years it
fell out that Mcllvaine and Polk be-
came identified as leaders in the move-
ment within the church which resulted
in the dispatch of missionary bishops
into the unsettied areas of the coun-
try, and brought about those triumphs
which are being acclaimed now In the
missionary centennial. Polk was made
the first missionary bishop of Arkan-
sas and later first bishop of Loulsiana.

Then came the war between the
states, which arrayed father against
son and brother against brother; and
these two devout men of the church
did not escape the perplexities of the
situation. Bishop Mcllvaine answered
the call of Lincoln and went to Eng-
land with Archbishop Hughes, Henry
Ward Beecher and Thurlow Weed to
exert their Influence against British
recognition of the Confederacy. Bish-
op Polk answered the call of Jefferson
Davis and became a general In the
Confederate army.

Thus actively aligned on opposite
sides In the conflict, the stage was
set for one of the most dramatic epi-
sodes of the war. Back In the West
Point days the two men had entered
Into a solemn compact that when they
separated, wherever they might be,
they would pray, each for the other
by name, every Sunday morning. And
now, the one fighting in the field for
the South, and the other engaged in
a delicate diplomatic mission for the
North, enemles as to the political
principle which was Involved, their
solemn compact was sacredly carried
out until the end came with the death
of Bishop Polk at the battle of Plie
mountain,

History tells of the success of the
mission to England, of which Bishop
Mcllvaine was a part..

The kind of soldier Bishop Polk
was is related In the general orders
issued by Gen. J. E. Johnston, com-
manding the army of Tennessee on
June 14, 1864, the day Polk fell. It
Tead: .

“Comrades: You are called to mourn
your first captain, your oldest com-
panion-in-arms. Lieut. . Polk fell
today at the outpost of this army—the
army he raised and commanded, in all
of whose trials he shared, to all of
whose victories he contributed. In
this distinguished leader we have lost
the most courteous of gentlemen, the
most gallant of soldiers. The Chris-
tian, patriot, soldier has neither lived
por died In vailn, His example is be-
fere you; his mantle rests with you.”

There is a striking picture, too, of
this warrior-bishop contained In a let-
ter he wrote to his wife less than a
month before he fell

“You will be iInterested,” he wrote,
“in hearing that the first night of my
arrival with the army I baptized
Ligut. Gen, Hood. It was on the eve
of an expected battle. The scene was
a touching one—he, with one leg,
leaning on_his crutches, a veteran In
the midst his and my- officers and I
the officiliting minister. His heart
was fully in it” 2

A few nights later he also baptized
General Johnston.

CALLED MODERN ST. FRANCIS

Charles Caleb Pierce Tramped and
Preached Through California 42
Years—Welcomed Everywhere.

Memories of a host of picturesque
ifigures in the history of California are
.ewoked by the centennial of the mis-
slonary soclety of the Episcopal
ghurch,. which was celebrated No-
vember 8. The niind goes back to that
moming In January, 1848, when Jim
Marshall picked up some bits of yel-
low metal in the tail-race below Sut-
ter's mill up in the Sacramento valley,
and the cry of “Gold!” like the shot
fired at Lexington, was heard round
the world. The rush of the "49ers fol-
lowed, and In the vanguard was Rev.
Flavel Scott Mines, who erected the
first church bullding on the Paclfic
coast, Trinity church, San Francisco,
which was opened on October 28, 1840,

Probably no name has a more last-
Ing place in California annals, how-
ever, than that of Charles Caleb
Plerce, called by Bishop Moseland “a
modern St. Francis,” who, beginning his
missionary career in 1861, devoted his
life to the people of El Dorado coun-
ty. Without private means and scorn-
ing to accept a salary, Plerce estab-
lished headquarters in a rude parish
church at Placerville. Sunday always
found him there. Regularly each Mon-
day morning he packed his bag with
réligious literature and “hit the trall.”
Six days a week, week In and week
omt, he walked over the county, aver-
aging 60 mliles each week, every house
his home, a place at the table of what-
ever house he visited er a spare bed
always being certain wherever he hap-
pened to be, He always travelad on
foot. His charity was unbounded, and
he was the friend and helper of all.

For 42 yeays he tramped and
preached about El Dorado county, amd
in-all that time he never left the coun-
ty but twice, and on both occaslons
against his will. Then, March 15,
1008, the news flashed through the
county, “Father Pierce is dead!” Ual-
ver’l mourning followed.

A modest little
portable depot, a box car on the
ground, has done duty all these
years but with the proposed open-
ing of the Banff-Windermere road
on the fhirtieth of June, it is no
doubt thought that it is time the
old box car took a move.

Ottawa.—The Canadian National
Parks Branch of the Department of
the Interior is commencing the con-
struction of a hydro-electric gener-
.ﬁn, station in Cascade creek in
Banff National Park to supply light
and power for the town or %anfi,
Alberta. The dam at the outlet of
Lake Minnewanka constructed in
1912 to prrovide storage facilities,
will be utilized and will ensare a
steady flow of water for power pur-
poses without further impairing the
scenic attractions of the locality.
Electric power for Banff is at pres-
ent obtained from the steam plant
of the Bankhead Mines. The work
will be undertaken by day labor.

Winnipeg.—Seven thousand cars
of grain have been loaded between
September 1, 1922, and Feb. 1, 1923,
for the western coast by the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway. . This repre-
sents 10,234,000 bushels of grain for
export from Vancouver. The ship-
ments comprised 6,175 cars of wheat,
162 oats, 16 barley and 50 rye. Ex-
ports from the western cocast were
destined as follows: The Orient,
896,880 bushels, and the United
Kingdom 987,906 bushels. As at
January 381, there were 900,000
bushels of Canadian Paciffe grain
in the elevator at Vancouver and 500
cars in transit carrying 735,000
bushels of wheat. The present move-
é-:nt'wut is averaging 25 s a

y.

Fort William.—The contract for
the construction of a building to re-
place number five freight shed, was
awarded by Canadian Pacific Rail-
way officials to the C: '~r-Hall-
Aldinger Contpany, of Winnipeg. It
provides for two fire walls which
will divide the new structure into
three compartments.

The new dock along the new shed
will be of concrete. It is the present
intention® to use the end of the shed
nearest the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way subway for the handling of
local freight instead of the end near-
est the city subway dock as was the

«~ with the old shed. It has been
decided that the new arrangement
will be more satisfactory to com-
pany officials and to concerns hav-
ing business with them.

dent, said that the new structure
would be of frame construction very
much like the shed it will replace,
aside from the fire walls and the
concrete wharf.
