NEW LIEUT-GOVERNOR -
SWORN IN WEDNESDAY

The last of the present series of 
changes In officialdom In the admini­
stration of affairs of the Province of 
New Brunswick took place X Wednesday 
evening when a new Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor was sworn in at a public cere­
mony at the Assembly Chamber of 
Legislature, just one month alter a 
new Prpmier had assumed office.

Hon. William F. Todd, of St Step 
hen, became the Lieutenant-Governor 
succeeding Hon. William Pugsley, 
when Hon. Mr. Todd took the necess­
ary oaths of office, after the official 
commission of his appointment had 
been read by Rodolphe Boudreau,C.M. 
G., Clerk of the Privy Council, Sir 
Douglas Hasen, as Chief Justice of 
New Brunswick, administered the 
oathe, after the new governor had 
sworn allegiance to His Majesty the 
King.

The great seal of the Province of 
New Brunswick was then delivered 
to the new governor by the deputy 
Provincial Secretary, R.W.L. Tibbitts, 
and In scarcely 15 minutes from the 
thne it commenced^ £he deremony 
was completed with the )?rteaena­
tion of a huge bouquet of American 
Beauty roses and carnations to Mrs. 
Todd. The presentation was made 
by little Miss Mary Barker, grand­
daughter of Robert S. Barker, who 
•became official Secretary to Mr. Todd 
as the seventh governor under whom 
he served. Lieut.-Col. W.J. Osborne 
rwas also In attendance with the new 
governor, but was not In uniform.

Polk fell 
today at the outpoet of tbit army—the 
army he raised and commanded. In all 
ef whoa# triala he shared, to all of 
whoea victor!* he contributed. In 
this distinguished leader we have lost 
the roost courteous of gentlemen, the 

gallant of soldiers. The Chris­
tian, patriot, «Idler has neither lived 

died In vein. His example la be- 
fesw you; hie mantle resta with you.”

There la a striking picture; too, of 
thin warrior-bishop contained In a let­
ter he wrote to hie wife la* than e 
month before he felL

-Ten will be Interested," he wrote, 
“In hearing that the flret night at my 
arrival with the army I baptised 
Lieut. Oen. Hood. It was on the eve 
of en expected battle. The scene waa 

teaching one—he, with one leg, 
leaning ou his crotches, a veteran In 
the mldet tt hie and my- ofllcera and I 
the otBcttqlng minister.

CALLED MODERN ST. FRANCIS

Charles Caleb Pierce Tramped and 
Preached Through California 42 
Years—Welcomed Everywhere.

Memories of a host of picturesque 
figures In the history of California are 
evoked by the centennial of the mis­
sionary society of the Episcopal 
churchy which was celebrated No­
vember d. The mind goes back to that 
rooming in January, 1848, when Jim 
Marshall picked up some bits of yel­
low metal in the tail-race below Sut­
ter’s mill up In the Sacramento valley, 
and the cry of “Gold!” like the shot 
fired at Lexington, was heard round 
the world. The rush of the ’49ers fol­
lowed, and In the vanguard was Rev. 
Flavel Scott Mines, who erected the 
first church building on .the Pacific 
coast, Trinity church, San Francisco, 
Which was opened on October 28, 1840.

Probably no name has a more last­
ing place in California annals, how­
ever, than that of Charles Caleb 
Pierce, called by Bishop Moseland “a 
modern St. Francis,” who, beginning his 
missionary career in 1801, devoted his 
life to the people of El Dorado coun­
ty. Without private means and scorn­
ing to accept a Salary, Pierce estab­
lished headquarters in a rude parish 
church at Placervllle. Sunday always 
found him there. Regularly each Mon­
day morning he packed his bag with 
religious literature and “hit the trail.1 
Six days a week, week In and week 
cart, he walked over the county, aver­
aging 60 miles each week, every house 
hla home, a place at the table of what­
ever house he visited or a spare bed 
always being certain wherever he hap­
pened to be. He always traveled on 
foot. Hie charity was unbounded, and 
he was the friend and helper of all.

For 42 years he tramped and 
preached about El Dorado county, and 
In all that time he never left the coun­
ty but twice, and on both occaalona 
against his will. Then, March 15, 
1006, the news flashed through the 
county, “Father Pierce la dead !” Uni­
versal mourning followed.

MONTREAL NEEDS 
x OPENHOSPITAL

The Montreal Star of March 1st, 
refers to the address given by Miss 
A. M. Pish, Bacterilologist and Path­
ologist, to the Kiwanis Club of 
Montreal at their weekly luncheon.

In her speech on "Hospitals and 
their Relation to the Community, 
Miss Fish traced the history of hos­
pital development and showed how 
Montreal should have an Open Hos- 
. ital; so that people with moder­
ate means could receive Hoepit 
treatment, which they were denle ' 
at home.

Miss Fish has the largest Clinical 
Labratory In Montreal. She Is a 
daughter of our present Mayor, Mr. 
-C. E. Fish.

(The following Is taken from the 
Montreal Star)

Montreal needs an open hospital, 
where the people with moderate 
means may be taken by general 
practitioners and receive the treat­
ment "and benefits incidental to pri­
vate service such as they were deni­
ed at home.

This was the message of Miss A.

M. Flàb, bacterilologist and patholog­
ist at the Women’s Hospital, to the 
Kiwanis, at their weekly lunch to­
day, when seating accommodation 
was at a premium owing to the pre­
sence of a large percentage of the 
women and friends of members.

In her speech on “Hospitals and 
Their Relation to the Community,’’ 
Miss Fish traced the history of hos 
pital develbpment, characterising 

modern institutions as a magnificent 
tribute to the work of the medical 
profession. ^

It could not be said, however, that 
the hospitals served the people with 
moderate means as they might Sick­
ness at home was not amenable to 
the treatment given in hospitals 
where there was every convenience; 
the result was unsatisfactory. An­
other objection to home treatment 
was the restricted treatment owing 
to limited housing accommodations 
of today.

Proved In West

Therefore, it there was an open 
hospital—and" they had proved very 
successful in western Canada—many 
a tragedy would be avoided, "and if 
we had had one, It would have gone 
a long way towards reducing the In­
fant mortality of last year," she de­
clared.

The Women's Hospital of to-day 
was founded In 1873; since 1886, with 

■Its accommodation of 76 beds, it has 
treated 11,000 cases but the need for 
more commodious quarters now was 
very apparent and. In fact, very 
urgent.
