of Arthur Newbery, Deputy Pro-
vincial Secretary and Treasurer,

To the Electors of Prince
Edward Island.

As the Government haye issped
their mandate far a general elec-
tion on the 12th of December and
you will be called upon to choose
representatives to manage your
affairsin the next parliament of
this Province, it is fit and proper
that & retrospect be taken'and a
true estimate formed of our posi-
tion and financial standing as a
Province.

The term of the Legislative
Assembly, just dissolved,had many
months remaining, and much sur-
prise is expressed that the electors
should have been put to trouble
and annoyance at this unseason-
able time,

However, it is evident that the
Government are acting on the as-
- |sumption that the present time is
auspicious, owing to the result of
the recent Dominion eleetion.
They hope, by this sharp move-
ment, to obtain a snap verdict
from the electorate in order to
hold on to power for a further
term.

A stronger reason for this un-
constitutional appeal to the elec-
torate at this time seems to be a
desire to secure the vote beforg the
-| people have had time to examine
the public accounts showing how
rapidly the debt of the Province
has been rolled up.
Previous to the election of 1897%,
attention had been directed to the
reckless and wasteful extravag-
ance which obtained in the public
gervice, and it was hoped that
better methods would be adapted.
On the contrary, notwithstanding
the promises of the Government to
make revenue and expenditure
meet, it is found that the debt hag
increased enprmously, by leaps
and bounds, the balance against
the Province being many thou-
sands of dollars greater than g year
. It will be found, when the
accounts are before the -publie,

that the property holders will
have good cause for serious alarm.

The electors looked for great
improvements from the party in
power. This party -asserted that
they would manage affairs better
than any previous administration.
They solemnly declared that “ tax-
ation was a long way off,” and
L{)romised that they would reduce

he public expenditure. They de-
nouaced the iles of a Provineial
debt. The system of barrowing
at the banks was severely con-
demned.

They promised the electors that
the claims of thie province against
the Dominion government would
be speedily settled,—failing which
the matter in question would. be
submitted to arbitration.

It is not possible to enumerate
all the promises given and pledges
broken within the compass of this
brief address. Suffice to say, that
the people have been deceived and
disappointed.

The -public service has been de-
graded ; the system of expending
the moneys granted for road ser-
vice without competition, has be-
come a public scandal, and the
people have decided that the
money shall be applied to the pur-
pose for which it was vated, and
not to government officials and
their favorites.

It may be asked—What is the
policy of the Opposition %

The Qpposition hold that the
government should adopt mea-
sures to recover all moneys due
this province from the Dominion,

That the financial position of
the provinge shall be ascertained
exactly, and means devised for
making revenue and expenditure
meet for the future.

They-assert that the whole Road
System is corrupt and inefficient
and requires tq te re-modelled.

They demand that the law
which now permits absentee re-
presentation be so amended as ta
prevent a repetition of the reeent
abuses,

They condemn the mismanage-
ment of the Stock Farm, and the
failure of the government to give
proper. encouragement to agrieul-
ture and fruit-growing,

They inmsist that no public
money shall be expended in excess
of the votes of the legislature, un-
less in case of urgent peeensity.

Provision will be made for a
quarterly publication of revenue
and expenditure.

A radical change will he made
in the administration of the Pub-
lic Works Department so that the
money now misapplied, shall be
used for the purpose intended, and
not for the benefit of private in-
dividuals as is now the custom.

Hoonomy will be carried out in
every department.

As intimated in a recent issue,
the Farquharson Government
have ordered a general election
for this Provinee, to take place
on Wednesday, December the 12th,
Nowination will be Wednesday,
December 5th,  The Government’s
reason for springing the elections
on the people at this unfavorable
season of the year can be none
other than the hope of stealilg a
march on them under cover of
the glamour resultant from the
recent Dominion elections. It
therefore behooves the electors of
this Province to be on their guard

and fiot allow themseives wo be
deceived by the tactics or special
pleadingofthe Government. Apart
altogether from the trouble and
inconvenience of contesting elec-
tions at this unpleasant season
of the year, the Government are
guilty of the most glaring injustice
in bringing con the elections so
close to the end of a year of whose
public transactions the peeple
know nothing. The Government’s
financial year ends on the 31st of
December ; yet they bring on a
general election within a fortnight
ofithis date, well knowing that the
electors have no cognizance of
how the revenues of the Province
have been spent or mis-pent for
the past twelve months, as no
public accounts are issued or will
be issued till some time after the
begining of the new year. The
Government may have run the
Province a hundred thousand dol-
lars in debt since they last report-
ed to the people; yet they come
before the electors and ask for a
renewal of confidence without af-
fording one seintilla of evidence as
to how they have administered
public affairs for the last twelve
months. - They simply attempt to
impose upon the people and ask
the latter to support them blindly
without asking any questions as
to how the Government has con-
ducted the business of the Pro-
vince. Are the intelligent electors
of this Province prepared to ac-
cord their support tor & Govern-
ment that insults them in this
fashion ? In the absence of any
official statement of the Govern-
ment’s transactions for the current
year, now almost closed, we must
only refer to their past record as
the next best evidence of what
they have been doing for the last
twelve months. Thers is every
reason to believe that whatever
worse than the record the year
coming to a close has been, it has
not been any better. We must,
therefore, conclude, that the finan-
cial affairs of the Province areina
very. bad position. Here is the
record: On the 31st day of De-
cember last, according to the state-
ment of the Provineial Auditor,
the debt of the province was as
follows :
Balance against the
$136,756.77
220,000.00
160,464.89
$517,221 .66
Regarding the debenture debt, the
Public Accounts contain two items
amounting to $16,532.80, which
are credited to debenture account
under the head of sinking fund;
but according to a statement of
the Provincial Auditor, submitted
to the Legislature on the 23rd of
Muy, 1900, the sum of $11,030.30
of this amount has no existence as
a sinking fund. The amount was
said to be on call in the bank ; but
it is well known the Government’s
account wasatthat time gverdrawn
at the bank ; therefore the amount
in question had no existence ex-
cept in imagination. This is how
matters stood, according to the
public aceounts, on December 31st
last. On the 22nd day of May,
1900, a statement was submitted
to the Legislature by the govern-
ment, showing that the amount
due to the banks on that date was
$22, 608.23 over what the public
accounts showed to be due on
December 21st, 1899. This would
bring the debt up to $539,829.89
at that date, admitting that the
loans account and debenture ac-
count remained the same as they
were on December 31, 1899. This
is the last statement the public
has had from the Government re-
garding the finances of the Pro-
vince. At the last session of the
Legislature, the Government pass-
ed an act empowering them to
jssue debentures to the amount of
$48,750.00. If these debentures
have been sold the debt of the
Provinee has been increased by
that amount, bringing it up to
$588,579.89. Should it so happen

that they have not been sold, we
may be sure the deficit on the
year’s transactions equals the am-
ount of the debentures and more.
Whether the debentures have been
sold or not, we may take it for
granted that the Government, in
accordance with their past record,]
have this year added to the Pro-
vincial debt considerably more
than these debentures amount to.
Placing the quarter salary due the
teachers on December 31st at
$26,000, and the half-year’s inter-
est on the public debt falling due
on the same date, and adding
these two items to the above fig-
ures we shall have in round num-
bers the sum of $624,000.00, which
we may be sure isa moderate es-
timate of the debt of this Province
at the present time, or in a few
weeks hence when the year
closes.

power. Well, we do not wish to
accuse the Government of any
political erimes of which they are
not guilty, and will admit that
they inherited some debt from
their predecessors in office. Dur-
ing the discussion of the budget
in the Legislature last session, the
Premier placed the debt @ssumed
by the Liberal Goyernment from
their predecessors at $128,429.
We are not disposed to tontrovert
these figures; but will assume
they are correct. When the Con-
servative Government came into
power they, too, inherited from
their predegessprs, in office a debt
of $51,740. Subtracting this
amount from $128,429, we have
$76,689 as the correct amount of
debt chargeable to the Conserva-
tive Government. If we divide
this by the twelve years they held
office, we shall find that they in-
creased the debt at the average
yearly rate of $6,390. Let us now
see at what rate our Liberal
friends increased the Provincial
debt. Subtracting the $128,000,
assumed by them, from the pre-
sent debt of $624,000, we see that
the Liberals increased the Provin-
cial debt to the amount of $496,-
000, or a yearly average increase
for their nine years of office of
$55,112. This, in brief, is the
statement of the public debt and
the amount of it, for which the
Liberal Government are respon-
sible, as well as the rate per year
at which they increased it. When
the Liberals assumed power they
proclaimed it as part of their pol-
icy to make revenue and expendi-
ture meet. The figures of the
enormous public debt ppder which
we are now groaning as shown
above, exemplify the Govern-
ment’s method of carrying out
this part of their policy, and the
saeredpess with which they regard
their promises to the people in
this particular. The following
list of deficits will afford our read-
ers some idea of the facility with
which the Liberal Government
have rolled up our Provincial
debt :

All will surely admit that this
is a considerable amount of tax to
be extracted from the people of
this Province by a Government
that declared on their advent to
power, that the day of taxation
was far off ; by a Government that
deglared they would not resort to
direet taxatiop wjthont first con-
sulting the people.

A debt is fairly measured by
the amount of interesi paid upon
it; therefore the magnitude of
of our Provincial debt may be ap-
proxiwately gauged hy the inter-
est charge upon the same. Vhe
extraordinary growth of this in-
terest since the Liberals eame into
power will be shown by compar-
ing the interest charge for 1890,
the ]ast year for which the Con-
servatives are respopsible with
that of 1899 the last year fop

which we have the public ac-
counts. In 1890 the interest paid
by the Government, as shown in
the public accounts, amounted to
$2,697.44 From this modest sum
paid by the Conservatives in 1890
the interest charges against the
Province have gone on increasing
under Liberal rule until the en-
ormous amount of $19,075.51, was
reached in 1899. At this rate of
increase we may be very sure the
interest paid this “year will be
considerably over $20,000.00 In
connection with this interest, the
Liberals say they are paying a
lesser rate than was paid by the
Conservatives. If that be the
case it only shows that they have
accumulated a larger debt than is
apparent to the public. Surely
this question of interest is suffi-
cient of itself to condemn, most
empha;tically, the Government
that preached economy and pro-
mised to make revenue and ex-
penditure meet. Their actions
have most glaringly belied their
wr\rdﬂ‘) and its by their actions

they must be judg:ed.

Having scandalously deceived
the people and falsified all the
promises of economy made in
1898, the Government found it
necessary to invent a new shib-
boleth when they again appealed
to the electors in 1897. This time
the people were told the matter
of our claims against the Federal
Government were to be submitted
to arbitration, with the contident
expectation that our Provineial
treasury would benefit thereby, to
the extent of a million dollars or
two, in actual cash. This, the
people were told would be the
means of obviating direct taxation
for all time. Events have proved
that these roseate statements had
no foundation in fact, and, that
they were simply made for the
purpose of deceiving the elector-
ate; for, the then Premier, who
embodied this alluring language
in his election address, knew he
would be starting for British Col-
umbia as soon as the election
should be over. The trick accom-
plished all that was intended ; the
people were deceived; but from
that day to this we have heard
nothing about arbitration. No
money has been recouped to the
Provincial treasury in virtue of
our claims at Ottawa ; the deficits
have gone on as usual, the tuxes
have been extracted from the
pockets of the people and the Pro-
vingial dept has been piled higher
and higher. The people now have
an opportunity of resenting all
this falsehood and deception. Will
they avail themselves of the op-
portunity ; or will they condone
all this wrong-doing apd allow the
Government to deceive them once
more ?

The above enumeration of facis
does not by any means embrace the
full catalogue of the Govgrnment's
political crimes. They bave set at
naught the provisions of the cor=
stitution and have trampled under
foot the principles of responsible
government, by retaining in ' the
cffice of Attorney-General, for the
space of abouta year, a man who had
been rejected by the electorate when
he appealed to them for confirmation
of his office. During all the years
they have been in office they have
squandered the public revenues and
continue to squander them in the
matter of our rpads and bridges.
Necessary repairs on our roads are
not let to public competition ; nor is
the work done on the roads at a sea-
son of the year when it would be
most beneficial, from the view-point
of convenience or economy. The
public are allowed to suffer during the
season that the road work should be
done, and whatever money is expend-
ed is paid out on the approach of an
election, not for the benefit of. the
public ; but with the object of secur-
ing votes for the Government. The
consequence is that the wmouey is
wasted in attempts to debauch the
electorate, the roads are left as bad
as, or worse tham, before and the
travelling public are obliged to suffer
all this inconvenience without any
means of redress.

There are several other counts in
the indietment against the Govern-
ment ; but space does not permit us,
at the present writing, to enumerate
any more. We think we have said
enough however, to prove beyond the
possibility of doubt, that they have
forfeited the confidence of a free and
independent electorate. We have
shown from their own official state-
ments that, although they took from
the peckets of the people, jo the
shape of taxes, the sum of $288,646,-
06 ; they have accumulated deficits
amoypnting to $355,888,60, they have
increased the dept of the Provipce by
nearly $500,000; they bave increased
the interest charge against the Pro-
viuee to the egtent of $16,378,07, or
pearly twice as much as the revenue
derived from the land office last year.

The recount of the ballots in Eist
Queen’s which began before Judge
McDonald on Fiiday, concluded y-s
terday afternoon, with the result that
Mr. McKinnon was awarded the sea:
by a majority of seven votes, The
recount developed the fact that a
large number of ballots were not in-
itialed by the deputy returning « fficers
and certain marks on the back of
almost every bzllot paper of the
Murray Harbor North poll caused
them to be rejected. These marks
are supposed to have been made by
the deputy returning officer improper
ly numbering the ballots on the back
instead of on the counterfoil and
afterwards illegally and improperly
trying to erase the pencil maiks.

The result, of Saturday morning’s

bad numbers, indistinctly, it is true,
on their backs. Of these six five were
marked for Martin and one for Mc-
Kinnon. Martin had a majority of
fourteen votes in the whele poll.

In South Africa !

The War Office has published the fol-
lowing despatch from Lord Roberts,
dated Johannesburg, Nov. 26 :

** An reports of a plot against my life
will probably reach you, I think you
should know tte facts. It is believed
that there was a plot in existence, and
five Italians, four Greeks and one
Frenchman were arrested Nov. 160 and
ate now awaiting trial. Their inten-
tions were to explode a mine under 8t.
Mary’s church during the morning ser-
vice held at 11 o’clock on Nov. 18.”

General Smith-Dorrien’s column has
retarned to Belfast after a five-day
march from Ballstroom. They had
only one casualty. On the return jonr-
ney the Canadians, while scouting, rode
close to an ambush prepared by the
Boers. Realizing their position, they
sprang from their horses. turned them
loose and sent them galloping back to
the column. They then sought cover
on a slight ridge and poured a hot and
accurate fire into the Boers, = killing
several of them. They held their posi-
tion until the column of infantry arriv-
ed, and did not sustain a single caso-
alty.

Lord Roberts cables from Johannes-
burg, underjdate of Wednesday, Nov.
28 : **The Dewetsdrop garrison, of two

|

with detachments of the Gloucester-
shire Regiment, the Highland Light
Infantry, and Irish Rifles, 400 in all,
surrendered at 5.30 p. m. Nov. 23. Oar
losses were 15 killed aad 42 wounded,
including Major H. J. Anson and Cap.
Digby. The enemy is said to be 2,500
strong. Fourteen hundred men were
despatched from Edenburg to relieve
Dewetedorp, but they did not succeed in
reaching there in time. Knox joined
this force and found Dewetsdorp evac-
nated. Seventy-five sick and wound-
ed had been left there. Knox pursued
and is reported to have successfully en-
gaged Steyn and DeWet near Vaalbank,
Nov. 28 They retired west and sonth-
weet. Knox’s messenger failed to get
through, so I have no details.”

Lord Roberts, in a message from
Johannesburg, dated Wednesday, Nov.
8, says that General Knox re-occupied
Dewetsdorp Nov. 26. The Boers, he
adds, bad attacked the place Nov. 21.
and the town had surrendered Nov
24,

Gen. Knox at 1ast accounts was pur-
suing the federal commander.

The digaster at' Dewetedorp has sent
a thrill of alarm throoghout Great
Britair. The censorship continues so
strict that there is no hope of arriving
at a clear 8nception of the actual posi-
tion of affairs in South Africa.

Col. Pilcher had a smart skirmish
Tuesday, Nov. 27tb, with a part of Gen
DeWev's command, which was convey-
ing loot captured st Dewetsdorr. The
Boers retreated, abandoning a portion
of the loot ang @ large number of horses.
Former President Steyn and Geners)
DeWet were in close proximity to the
scene of the fighting, but they eluded
the British. The Boers were so ten-
acious that Col, Pilcherls men actually
reached a position within thirty yards
of them, where revolver shots were ex-
changed. The Boersshelled the British
with fifteen pounders captured at De-
wetsdorp. Ex-President Steyn and
General Dewet, who were breakfasting
at a farm ne;rby, rode off to the west-
ward, leaving the British front clesr.
The British casualties were one man
killed and six men wounded. Several
Boers who had been wounded were
found by the British. Steyn and De-
wet have since been rgported to be
encamped to the westward between
Helvetia and the railroad, but the
commeand appears to bave broken up
into three bodies. District Commis-
sioner Boyle of Dewetsdorp remains in
the cpstody of the burghers. Many
farmers in the digtrict have joined Gen:
pral Dewet,

The war office announces that Lord
Roberts has handed over the command
of the Britisb troops in South Africa to
Lord Kitchener. It is farther an-
nounced that the Queen approves Lord
Kitchener's promotion to lieutenant
general, with the rank of general while
in command in South Africa. A lieu-
tenant general is the next highest rank
to a general in the British army. Lord
Kitchener is the youngest lieuterant
general in the British army. He was
born in 1850, and entered the army in
1871. He was created a baron about
two years ago for destroying the
Mahdi’s power in the Soudar,

The first despateh from General
Kitchener, in bis capacity of command-
er-in-chief of the British forces in South
Africa, dated Bloemfontein, November
30, confirms the reports of fighting be-
tween (Geperal Pilcher and General
Dewet, as ¢abled November 29, and
adds the latest reports regarding Gen-
eral Kncx being in touch with General
Dewei's force.

General Kitchener also reports that
G_engul Paget was fighting November
98 and 29 with the Viljoen and Eras-
mus commando, and that he drove the
Boers to a position in the vicinity of
Reitfontein.

The British casuczlties were heavy.
Colonel Lloyd and five other officers
were woutided, five meén were killéd and
fifty were woupded,

CANUCKS IN LONDON.

The members of the ;?.oynl Canadian .
Regiment who have just returned from
South Africa, were enthusiastically re-
ceived by the people of the town of Wind-
sor, where they went, at the command of
the Queen, from London. The soldiers
then proceeded to the Castle and were re-
viewed by the Queen in the quadrangle.
Her Majesty, addressing the Canadians,
thanked them for the immense services
they bad rendered to the Empire. The
officers were then presented individually.
Then the Queen summoned Private Arm-
strong, of St. John, N. B., who had lost a
leg during the campaign, and who joined
in the march on crutches. He was brought
to the royal carriage, and Her Majesty
expressed sympathy for him. After the
soldiers had been shown over the State
apartments, they were entertained at
luncheon in the Royal Riding School. The
Canadians marched past to the tune of
“Vive La Canadienne.” The Regiment
was afterwards photographed at the special
request of the Queen.

The Queen’s speech to the Canadians
was as follows : ““I am very glad to see
you here today and to express my warm
thanks for the admirable services rendered
during the war by the Canadian troops. I
wish you a safe and happy return to your
homes.”

Col. Otter, Lt.-Col. Buchan and Capt.
MacDonald remained at the Castle by
command of the Queen to dine with her

Majesty and the Roya] Family that éven-
ing. When our soldiers went to Windsor
they were headed by the Grenadier’s
band. The Queen, accompanied by Pria-
cess Beatrice and Princess Alice of Albany,
arrived at the Quadrangle Court at sharp
noon and received a salute from the men.

A London despetch of the 3rd inst says:
The returning members of the Royal Can-
adian regiment and the composite regi-
ment of the household cavalry were
inspected this afternoon by the Prince of
Wales at the Albany street barracks. The
Princess of Wales, the Duke and Duchess
of York, the Duke of Cambridge, Field
Marshal Lord Wolseley, Geaeral Sir
Evelyn Wood, the adjutant general to the
forces and the secretary of state for war,
Mr, Wm. St. John Broderick, were among
those present and participated in the in-
spection. The Canadian officers were
introduced to the Prince of Wales, who
in a brief speech, heartily welcomed them
to England. He said it had been great
satisfaction to him to hear how gallantly
they had fought and he mourned with
them the loss of so many of their brave
comrades. The prince also said he re-
membered with the greatest pleasure his
visit to Canada. The spectators at the
function were warmly enthusiastic.

HORRIBLE ACCEDENT.

Nine persons were killed and fully fifty
badly injured by the collapse of the roof of
the Pacific Glass Works on 15th street,
S8an Krancisco, Cal,, on Thursday last,
while it was crowded with men and boys
watching a football game on the field ad-
joining. About seventy-five people fell
through the roof upon the red hot furnaces
and glass vats below. All were horribly
burned, and it is feared'that in addition to
the seven deaths already reported there
will be several more. The fires in 14 fur.

‘naces had been started f51 (1o first time

S Th“"’l’ny, and the vats were filled with
liquid glass. It was upon these that the
victims fell. Some were killed ingtantly
and others were slowly roasted to death.
Some of the dead are boys, ranging in age
from 10to 15 years, and many of them
were badly mangled. More than 200
people were on the roof when it collapsed,
and of these at least 60 went down with
a crash. Charles Yost, overman of the
glass works, was raking the fire when the
crash eame, and he narrowiy escaped being
struck by the falling bodies. He said that
those killed either struck the heavy bands
that surrounded the glass oven or were
crushed by others falling on them. Many
succeeded in staying their descent for g
moment by holding on to the broken beams,
but before they could be reached they were
obliged to let go their hold and drop to the
ftoor, a distance of 45 feet. Clarence Jeter,
a furnace tender, pulled two people out of
the top of the retorts where the heat was
about 500 degrees. Some of the men and
boys were drawan away from the retorts
with long iron pokers used in testing the
glass. While aiding in removing the dead
and wounded, J. T. Parkera, fireman,
found his own son among the injured.
The lad will probably die. The manager
of the glass works atates that it was impos-
sible for them to keep the people off their
buildings. They “disclaim any responsi-
bility for the accident. It is estimated
that over 300 people were on the ventilator
when it collapsed for its gntire length
of 100 feet, Some were thrown to the
rear of the building and escaped unhurt.
Of those who fell into the structure nearly
all were killed or seriously maimed.

KR VGER NOT WANTED
IN GERMANY.

Mr. Kruger has abandoned his pro-

ceipt of an official telegram that Em:
peror William yegrets in eonsequence of
previous arrangements he will be un
able to receive him. - He telegraphed to
this effect Monday afternoon.

The Cologne Gazette, in an inspired
communique, says; ‘‘Mr. Kroger's
visite g not agregable in Germany, his
aim heirg ta obtain intervention in
South Afrigs. It would be a grave
politieal mistake, it wounld be even a
great crime to allow him to entertain
even s spark of hope that Germany
will render him any practical amp-
port,

This deelaration is accompanied with
reproaches, Mr, Kruger being charss?
with ‘“having encouraged a useless
guerilla warfare and having disregard-
ed Germany’s advice when he might
still have followed it,”

third of a mile from either shore,
the mainland on one side and Skele-
ton Island on the other.
