ROME LETTER.

(From oar owo Correspondent).

Rome, April 13th, 1912. 
Three weeks ago Pope Pius X re­

ceived the thanks of lour tboaiaod 
children on the morning of their first 
Communion tot having issued the 
decree which enabled them to ap. 
proach the Eucharistic Banquet at a 
tender age; aod tomorrow three hun­
dred and fifty children, who have 
come from Paris by special train, will 
thank the Holy Father for the same 
reason, aod offer him au .1 jum con­
taining the signatures of 100 000 other 
French children

This act of the French children, 
c mbined with the lact that there are 
no less than three pilgrimages from 
France in the Eternal City at present, 
reminds one of the progress of Ca­
tholic organization io the Archdiocese 
of Paris, and ihe splendid efforts of 
Cardinal Amette to restore the French 
capital to her former position of pride 
and glory.

It will be recalled that ooe of the 
chief aims of the atheistic government 
of France after the Separation Law 
was passed, was the destruction Of 
religion to the people through lack of 
priests. So great did the scarct y of 
priests become in some parts of 
France as to give rise to grave pte 
occupations in the minds of many 
Bishops. In Paris, at least, ibis 
peril has been overcome. The ip' 
peal of Cardinal Amette for priestly 
vocations was answered last October 
by the entrance of three hundred 
students in the Secondary School o 
the Sacred Heart of Complans, of 
which number ninety have already 
embraced be ecclesiastical state. In 
the vast diocese of Paris priests will 
not bJ wanting in the future, for 
scarcely a day passes without the 
knock of some young man desirous 
of joiniog io the fight against infidel­
ity and its minions, being heard in 
tbe Grand Seminary Soil much 
remains to be done,

To cope wiib the growing spir­
itual needs of the people, especially 
in the suburbs, tbe Cardinal Arch­
bishop has recently erected twénty- 
four new parishes, and has opened to 
public worship no less than fifty- five 
chapels and churches. How con­
soling it is to know that all these do 
not affnd sufficient space for the 
Catholics, though accommodation 
was provided lor 50,000 persons who 
were previously without churches 1 

Another stimulus to tbe religious 
life of Paris lies in the formation of 
parochial committees, one hundred of 
which have been already founded to 
aid the clergy in promoting the 
moral, social and material well-bei'g 
of the people, Y(hen such strides 
have beeo made io a few years 
against the powers of Masonry aod 
rationalism, one may feel sure that 
France will merit again the title of 
‘Eldest Daughter of the Church ”

wills of Rome, io which that gen'le 
Pontiff, whoae life hid beeo one long 
martyrdom by reason of the trouble» 
to which he had been subjected by 
the enemies of the Cbnrcb, bad 
chosen to lie. When well ind strong 
he had erected his mausoleum under 
ihe High Al'ar in the Basilica of S.

Altera few years of waiting Pope 
Leo at length decided to remove the 
body of Pio Nooo from S. Peter’s to 
his chosen retting place outside the 
stalls of Rome, The »ad cortege 
ataiiêo trous S. Peter’s at midnight, 
only to be attacked at Castel 8. 
Angelo by a band of ruffian», who 
tried to get poisesaioo of tbe body
with the avowed intention of throwing 
it into tbe Tiber. Thank» to the 
sturdy young men of Rome that im­
pious rabble were beaten off. How­
ever this is one of tbe insults to tbe 
Papacy which tbe Catholic world is 
going to remember for the Italian 
Government ; for due notice of tbe 
inteotion of removing the late Pope’s 
body had beeo sent the day before 
the removal to the civil authorities 
with merely tbe ibove reiult. The 
funeral cortege arrived at two a. m. 
that even'ful morning, and after a 
hasty religious service tbe body was 
consigned amid tears to Its tomb.

Is it iheo any wonder why the Pope 
delays moving the body of Leo XIII 
to the empty tomb in 8. John 
Lateran'», tbe Pope’s cathedral 
church ?

So all the we»ry years employed by 
M. Combes, M Clemenceau, M. 
Bnand and their fellow atheists to 
déchristianisé France seems doomed 
to failure, for the French Catholics 
decided long since not to submit to 
the ‘ neutral schools 1’ Following the 
example of tbe Catholics of the 
United Stales, the Catholic families 
in a large number of the French sec­
tions have founded Christiao schools, 
which they maiotain at their own 
expense. How well these can com 
pare wiib regard to attendance with 
their 1 neutral ' neighbors is seen from 

report taken from the Démocratie 
de Ardeche, a Radical paper. In 
tbe district of Tbourooo there are 
sixty-five 1 neutral ’ schools, splen 
didly financed by the French Gov­
ernment. Of these five schools are 
attended by oine pupils ; three by 
eight ; nine by six ; eighteen by 
fif eeo ; seven by four ; six by three 
five by two , eight by one ; and ten 
are absolutely deser'ed. In all these 
schools there are 277 pupil», that 
an average of four pupils to each 
school. Oo the otb?r hand the O 
tbolic schools, which also numhe 
s xty-five, haye ao atttadaoce of 
3602, that is ao average of fifty-five 
to each school The figures are 
worth remembering, for their elo 
queoce will make itself beard through 
France,

The Ris er 11 feste, ’ so dear to tbe 
Romans, are passed, and tbe Eternal 
Ci'y has again settled down to its 
occupation ol seeing after the want! 
of the foreigners who are presently 
thronging Rome from every quarter 
of the globe. Passing to the ever, 
busy Corso, visiting the great basil­
icas and churches, the museum- of 
the Vatican, the Capitol, of the 
Lateran Palace, strolling out the Ap- 
pao or Ostian Way, ooe meets the 
foreigner everywhere. For April is 

ne of tbe most beautiful months of 
the year io the City of the Popes: 
cool bracing wind, glorious sunshine, 

joyous people and the endless num­
ber of places of excursion among tbe 
Alban and Sabine Hills, to which 
electric trams take one in an hour or 
two, make life in Some full of plea- 
ure. Aod the concourse of (oreign- 

s will continue until ihe hot weather 
comes on, whtcb is usually about the 
middle of July, when everyone who 
can either leaves Daly or flies to tbe 
hills or tbe seashore.

There are few of the thousands of 
foteigners, Catholic and Prolestant, 

ho visit St. Peter’s these days who 
do not look for the niche high up in 
the wills of the mighty temple which 
serves as a resting place for the re* 
mains of a Pope an il they are laid 
in the place of sepulchre which be 
has chosen for himself.

Passing up one of 'be great aisles 
f tbe basilica one finds the ruche is 

s'.i 1 occupied, for though Pope Leo 
XIII died in 1903, his snocessor has 
never thought ii prudent to remove 
ibe body to S, John Laieran's, where 
the great Pontiff declared he would 
lie. For nearly nine years tbe tomb 
prepared for tbe reception of Leo's 
body has remained vacant. He had 
chosen to remain beside ooe ol the 
Innocents, and his colossal staiuehas 
long since been placed above the 
beautiful tomb ; but there Is 00 more 
sign of filling the sepulchre than if 
Pope Leo had died but yesterday.

For the authorities of the Vatican 
do not forget that night in 1881 when 
tbe body of Pope Pius IX was being 
borne so S Lorenzo, outside the

Though tbe Holy Father merely 
smiled 00 hearing that a report of his 
death had been sp ead throughout 
Spam through the misioterpretation 
of a telegram to the Papal Nun- 
1 iature, the Osaervatore Romano 
takes tbe Spanish Premier severely 
to task for the lightness with which 
he gave the starling news to journal­
ists. On tbe 12 b lost it seems 
telegram from Rome reached the 
Auditor of the Nuncio with the words,
1 Papa is dead. Come at once ’ 
Mis aking ‘ papa ’ not for father, but 
as referring to II Papa, the tele­
graph office in Madrid repotted the 
matter to Seoor Canalejas, President 
of the Council, who communicated 
immediately to the J£mg, the Gov- 
e nment and the Press that the Holy 
Father bad suddenly passed away. 
Very soon the wires had the 'grave 
news' spread over Spain, causing a 
deep seniatjop atpcmg the people 
The Fung cancelled his appointments.

he other German—at that awful 
moment were not unmindful of the 
duties of their saored calling.

If they turn their 
eyes towards tha wild was'e ol 
wa'ers they sr-o the roaring waves 
leaping toward them, like so many 
wolves ravenous for their prey. The 
last glimmer of earthly hope ha- 
died our. There rises up before 
them the form of a Catholic p-ic»1, 
who is the only one in that panic 
stricken crowd who has a message 
of cheer for thçm- Ht« words are 
heard above ihe roar of the wavig 
that are ready to engulf them. He 
speaks of God, of eterni y, ol the 
need of preparing for flnal judgman1. 
Then follows a roeitsl ol the ILssry. 
Tbe Mo'her of G id is asked to in- 
tCToede for them with her Divine 
Son, that He may pardon their 
earthly transgressions. Tuoee among 
them who are Oath dice repeat the 
prayer they bad lisped at tbeir 
mother’s knee, as they bad never 
repealed it before Far them there 
is a solemn meaning in these words,
' H ly Mary, Mother of God, pray 
for us sinners, now and at Ihe hour 
of our death.' That hour, which 
they had ao often mentiooel in re- 
oiting the Hail Mary, had now 
struck. A few miuu'es more and 
the voices lifted in supplication to 
the M itfier Qf BJerey are «tilled. 
The priests and tho-e who prayed 
with them on thedeek of ihe Titanic 
have found a comm u grave at tbe 
bottom of tb$ Atlantic.

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The Legislative Session.

The Legislative Session 
which closed on Thursday 
last will certainly take rank 
as one of the most important 
in the history of this Province. 
It was the first session of the 
new Conservative Govern­
ment, so ably led by Premier 
Mathieson ; it was the inau 
gurator of many reforms in 
the methods of conducting the 
public business of the Pro- 
vince, and it produced a re­
markably large •'number of 
important enactments.

Fifty four acts in all were 
placed on the statute book as 
the result of the session’s 
work. Thirty of these were 
public acts, and twenty-four 
private acts relating to mat­
ters of importance in different 
walks of life. A remarkable 
feature of the private legisla­
tion was the large number of 
acts passed for the incorpora­
tion of fox breeding and fox­
farming companies. This goes 
to show that interesting in­
dustry has increased, and that 
wonderful possibilities for the 
future are bound up in it.

The session lasted five 
weeks and two days, and was 
decidedly a working session. 
Very little time was con­
sumed in speech making. 
Every bill that came up for 
consideration was advanced 
from stage to stage as ex 
peditiously as the rules of the 
House permitted, without un­
necessary discussion. T h e 
Government had their work 
well in hand, and were always 
ready when called upon to 
explain the why and the 
wherefor of all legislation in­
troduced by them.

The public road act ; the 
amendments to the school 
act ; the audit act ; the chan­
ges in the acts regarding the 
collection of taxes are all of 
much importance, and affect 
the whole community. These 
will all now be put in opera­
tion, and their working out 
will be fairly tested by the 
time the Legislature meets 
again. If by that time it may 
be shown that improvements 
are desirable here and there, 
they can easily be amended 
and brought as near perfection 
as possible. The legislative 
product of the inaugural ses 
sion of the Mathieson Ad­
ministration now becomes part 
of our 'political history to be 
judged by results.

Nei- 
ier Haythorne nor Mont 
omery nor McDonald nor 
rergu*on nor Prowse, all of 
iiem Senators for Queen’s 
lounty at one time or another, 
ver held a seat in the Houfe

of Commons. As a matter of 
fact, Messrs. Yeo and Rob­
ertson are the only two Island 
Senators that had previously 
been in the Commons. To 
be a jolly good fellow and 
popular with certain congen­
ial spirits, not overly fond of 
hard work, should not we 
think qualify a man for a 
Senatorship. These qualities 
in their way are very good ; 
but something more is needed. 
A good deal has been said, at 
one time or another, about 
reforming the Senate. We 
do not know just what Pre­
mier Borden’s ideas are in 
this connection ; but we are 
inclined to believe that he 
would not be favorable to 
filling vacancies, as they oc­
cur, by the appointment of old 
men, who, whatever their 
past activities may have been, 
have outlived their energies 
No doubt the Senate has suf­
fered in the past by the ap 
pointment thereto of easy- 
goers and political back 
numbers. But we incline to 
the belief that Premier Borden 
will not consider himself 
bound by any such traditions 
as these, and that, in order to 
have the Senate a live legis­
lative chamber, he will ap­
point thereto men of some 
activity and en.ergy, who have 
not yet fallen into the sear 
and yellow leaf, Such a 
course, we feel sure, would 
meet with the endorsation of 
all reasonable men through­
out the Dominion.

A Means to an End.

The attempts of the Liberal 
press to belittle the signifi­
cance of President Taft’s state­
ment that Reciprocity would 
make Canada “ an adjunct to 
the United States" have prov­
ed singularly ineffective. It 
is nut surprising to discover 
that Mr. Taft's more detailed 
explanation that “ it would 
transfer all their important 
business to Chicago and Ne 
York with their bank credits 
and everything else,” has been 
received in stony silence. 
Spasmodic attempts have been 
made to demonstrate that the 
loyalty of Canadians should 
rise superior to all such con- 
sinerations. One journal to 
minimize the stock has sug­
gested that the United States, 
with her go millions, would, 
under Reciprocity, become “ a 
trade adjunct of Canada.” 
We h.avg pot heard that this 
contingency was contemplated 
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier even is 
his wildest dreams.

Not only the loyalty of Can 
adians but their sound busi­
ness judgment prompted them 
to refuse Reciprocity. They 
realized that it was not a mere 
trade agacement but a means 
to an end. They knew before 
the general election from Mr. 
Taft’s admissions in his own 
campaign that the Agreenvsnt 
meant something more than 
“ larger markets,” that it was 
devised as an agent to strike 
a blow at Imperial Preference, 
as a means to destroy the 
bond uniting the Dominion 
with the Mother Country, be­
cause the bond was “ light and 
almost imperceptible." Know­
ing these things and realizing 
that it was not a fair business 
proposition they rejected it. 
By the further disclosure of 
Mr. Taft's mptives, in the 
Roosevelt correspondence, 
their judgment has been un­
mistakably confirmed. — St 
John Standard,

Sessional Notes.

The House opened on Mon 
day, April 29th, at 3.40. 
After the usual routine, public 
bills were taken up. On mo 
tion of the Premier, the order 
for the third reading of the 
Road Act, 1912, was dis­
charged, and the bill was re 
committed to committee of the 
whole for the consideration of 
certain further amendments. 
Among the amendments were 
the tax to be paid for horses 
and also the constituting of 
the road masters collectors of 
taxes on dogs, one dollar for 
males and three dollars for 
lemales, as recommended by 
F-irmers’ Institutes In the 
committee the tax upon horses 
was changed to 40 cents and 
the aliowati ce for horses work 
ing on the road wa*> m-uâe-75 
cents. The taxes on dogs 
were made $ 1 and #3 as above. 
Mr. Richards thought 25 
cents was enough tax on a 
horse, especially where, in the 
case of most farmers, they 
have a number of horses. 
Premier Mathieson said that 
in Ontario for every $300 of 
property each man gave a 
day’s work on the road. He 
believed the people of this 
Province would cheerfully pay 
what is required to maintain 
the roads in proper shape 
Mr. J. A. Dewar thought the 
40 cents taxon horses was too 
high. These and other mat 
ters of a kindred nature occu­
pied the attention of the 
House till six o'clock,

The House met in the 
evening at 8.10. The first 
business was the second read 
ing of the bill to incorporate 
Sinclair & Stewart. The bill 
was then put through the 
committee stage, Mr, Dobie 
in the chair. It was duly 
reported and held for a third 
reading. Premier Mathieson 
then delivered his budget 
speech, to which atteptjon was 
directed in our last issue.

On Tuesday afternoon, 
April 30th, the House met at 
3.40. After routine, Pre 
nyier Mathieson presented a 
message from the Lieutgnant 
Governor submitting supple 
mentary estimates sufficient to 
carry on the public service 
from the 31st December, 
1912, until tfie fjnal passage 
of the estimates at the session 
of the Legislature for 1913. 
By leave of the House, the 
supplementary estimates were 
submitted fp a committee of 
the whole House %nd reported 
agreed to, On motion of the 
Premier, the House concurred 
in the resolutions of the main 
estimates, as well as the reso 
lution just passed granting 
supplementary estimates. The 
Premier then mtroducpff the 
appropriation bill, which was 
read a first time and set down 
for second reading op ffie fol­
lowing day.

On motion of Hon. Mr. 
Stewart, the bill amending 
the Charlottetown Water 
Works Act was read a third 
time and passed. Several 
other bills were then advanced 
a stage, and the House ad­
journed at 6 o'clock.

When the House reassem­
bled at 8. To p m., the Pre­
mier moved the second read­
ing of the hill to revise and 
consolidate the Statutes of 
this Province. The bill was 
committed to a committee of 
the whole House, Mr. Feefian 
in the çhair, Thg Premier 
explained that ng real con­
solidation had been effected 
from the establishment of our 
Legislature in 1773. About 
23 years ago a consolidation 
had been effected ; but a Lib­
eral Government had come 
jnto power, and refused to ac­
cept the report flf the com­
missioners who had done the 
xyprk, Mr. Richards, Leader 
of the Opposition, Mon. Mr. 
Arsenault. Hon. Mr. Stewart 
and Mr. McWilliams par­
ticipated in the discussion

that ensued. The bill was 
duly reported from commit­
tee and ordered to a third 
reading. A number of other 
bills were advanced a stage 
before the House adjourned.

During the sitting cf the 
House on Wednesday after­
noon, the time was occupied 
with the finishing up of the 
sessional work, as far as pos­
sible. Bills were advanced 
from stage to stage, and many 
of them completed.

After recess, the House re­
sumed at 8.20. A bill to 
amend an act respecting the 
garnishment of debts was 
presented, read a first time, 
and on suspension of rules, 
read a second time, committed 
to a committee of the whole 
reported and held for a third 
reading.

On motion of Premier 
Mathieson, a bill respecting 
our oyster fisheries was read 
a second time an 1 committed 
to a committee of the whole. 
In committee the Premier ex­
plained the scope of the bill. 
He recited the history of the 
oyster industry, so far as the 
Province is concerned. He 
held that the potential wealth 
of oyster culture around 
our shores was greater than 
in the forests of New Bruns­
wick and the mines of Nova 
Scotia. It was the intention 
of the Government, he said, 
to proceed at once to the de­
velopment of this source of 
great wealth. He claimed the 
areas equalled, at least, 100,- 
000 acres. After some fur 
ther remarks by the Leader 
of the Opposition, the Hon. 
Mr. Arsenault, Mr. Dobie 
and the Premier, the bill was 
reported and held for a third 
reading.

Some other bills were put 
through several stages. The 
appropriation bill was then 
read a second tinte ; put 
through committee and re­
ported for a third reading. 
After some other routine 
matters the House adjourned.

Thursday forenoon, May 
2nd, the Mouse helc} a short 
session. Whatever bjlîs had 
not previously been completed 
were put through their final 
stages, and everything was 
cleared qp ready for proro­
gation,

Ac 2, o’clock prorogation took 
place with the usual formalities.

Forced men back.

New York, N. Y„ May 3.— 
Daniel Buckley, who was a ste­
erage passenger on the Tintanic, 
in his testimony today before 
Senator Smith, who is investigat­
ing the pause of the wreck stated 
that a fire man who was on the 
steamer told him that the Titanic 
did not, he believed, hit an iceberg, 
but that while trying to make a 
record for the first trip, the boilers 
burst. In answer to questions 
asked by Senator Smith regard­
ing treatment of steerage pas­
sengers, Buckley said that he 
thought they were given as good 
an opportunity to escape as the 
first and second passengers. He 
?aid he got into the sixth lifeboat 
to leave the ship and when the 
prder cqme for men to leaye the 
boats, he was crying. A woman 
whom he thought was Mrs. John 
Astor, saw him, and covered him 
np with a shawl, ip order that he 
might escape. He testified that the 
officers fired pt men in the life­
boats, and made them come back 
to tfip ship.

Bodies of the Titanic 
Victims.

The work °* werphlpg fpr the bodies 
of the victime of the Titanic disaster, 
going on for the past week, continues. 
On May let the cable ship McKay-Ben- 
net strived at Halifax bearing the 
bodiee of 190 of victims of the ill-fated 
ship. |t was announced that the total 
nqtpher of bodies on board was 190 and 
it bad been found necessary to bpry no 
less than 116 at sea. Among those 
brought to port were tbe bodies of two 
women. Excellent arrangements had 
been nude for disposing of the bodies. 
The bodies were in many cases erp-1 
balmed ; relatives were afforded every 
facility for claitping tbe bodies of tbeir 
friends, and those unclaimed were, with 
all solemnity, buried at Halifax. Tbe 
cable steamer Minis, which had relieved 
the McKay-Bennet in the search for tbs 
Titanic dead, reached Halifax on Mon­
dap morning of this wees with ^fteen 
bodies. Tbe Mit)ia, in tarn fias been 
relieved by tbe Oaoadian'Oovernement 
steamer Montmagny, generously placed 
at tbe disposal of the White Star Com­
pany by the Borden Government.

Is It A Waste Of Time 
To Bathe ?

Rt. Hon. R. L. Rorden ar­
rived home in Ottawa at noon 
on Wednesday last, ist inst., 
apparently in the best of 
health, after his couple of 
weeks sojourn at Hot Springs, 
Virginia.

Premier Borden received 
on Monday, a message of 
thanks to Canada, from the 
White Star Line Company, 
for despatching the Govern­
ment Steamer Montmagny to 
search for bodies of the Ti­
tanic victims.

Archibald Blue, head of the 
census and statistics branch 
of the department of trade 
and commerce at Ottawa, has 
asked for leave of absence 
owing to ill health. It is 
thought that a permanent 
change in the office will follow.

The village of Cronham, 
Lewis County, N. Y., was 
practically wiped out by fire 
on Tuesday of last week. 
Two persons were burned to 
death ; forty four buildings 
destroyed, and several hun 
dreds of inhabitants left home­
less.

We tender our profound 
sympathy to Alexander Mar­
tin, Esq., Valleyfield, on the 
death of his wife, which oc 
curred at their home, Valley- 
field, on the ist inst. Mr. 
Martin will have the sym 
path y of his many friends 
throughout the country in his 
sore bereavement.

A Paris despatch to a New York 
paper of recent date announced 
that the Matin had published a 
symposium of ‘ leading microbiolo­
gists of thV world’ who had agreed 
that a bath leaves the skin in a 
dirtier condition than before. A 
Japanese scientist is stated to 
have subjected three men to 
thorough scrubbing and bathing 
with clean water with the result 
that three or four times as many 
microbes were found on their 
backs as previously. Another 
scientist is reported to have cha­
racterized the idea of cleansing the 
skin from microbes by soap aud 
water as a pathetic delusion.

In commentingou this statement 
which is revolutionary to all pre­
conceived ideas, the New York 
Sun Points out that it is well to 
bear in mind that countless obser 
vatiuns by surgeons have afforded 
practical refutation of this absurd 
proposition. The chief point of 
interest in connection with this 
subject lies in the ordinarily unap­
preciated fact that the sanitary 
value of the bath dose not arise 
from the removal of microbes . the 
latter are innocuous to the unbrok 
en skin. Nor does the presence of 
microbes always indicate a dirty 
skin. Nor is the chief benefit of 
the bath derived from removal 
of dirt or opening of the pores, as 
is almost universally belived.

A physician who has made it a 
life mission to secure free cleansing 
baths for the working'people may 
be quoted as an authority in sup­
port of this statement. In a lecture 
before the Teachers College of 
Columbia Uuiversity he stated 
that while bathing for cleanliness 
is of the utmost aesthetic impor­
tance, its sanitary value does not

dull, and even during the winter 
months there is much of scenic in­
terest in the day’s ride through 
the Province of Quebec. Montreal

Tbe facta 
of ber eh or career were so extrtor- 
dmary that the Bishop of Cork per 
nki ted them to be delated to Rome 
and wrote a letter giving them 
formally the weight of hie authority 
and tbe Holy Father addressed an 
autograph reply to bet schoolmates 
in which be expressed tbe with 1 that 
they ,may always keep as good as
their companion Nellie who waa cal 
led to heaven while still a child.’ Her 
life has been since written in Italian 
by a priest attached to tbe Vatican 
and dedicated to Pope Pius X by the 
express permeseion of Hie Holiness, 
and ‘ A Priest of the Diooeee of 0 irk 
baa given a charming aoooont of her 
in a penny brochure of gopse 20,000 
words under the title, 1 Little Nellie 
of Holy|Qod,’ (Cork : Guy & Co), 
which bas the exceptional merit of 
lefing the beautiful story tell itself.

Nellie Organ or Horgan was born 
f poor bu truly Irish parenie Aug­

ust %4 1903 When she was three 
years old her ga|ntjy mother died, and 
the four children were placed with 
heritable institutions in Oork Nellie, 

with ber sister, gojng to 9t. Firi bar's 
industrial School, oondne ed by tbe 
Sisters of the Good Shepherd . She 
way sickly from the first, an inberi- 
ance fr >m bar Another's disease 

tubuerculosis, and was a constant 
Upfferer from other painful maladies, 
but she wtg always cheerful, insisted 
on eharipg with others whatever was 
offi-red ber, and npypf complained 
after she hao become acquainted 
when e linle over three, with 1 tbe 
story of Holy God.’

Seeing a statue of the Infant of 
Prague on an altar in tbe Infirmary 
she Brkt'd what it was, and being told 
|t wss as image of the Child Jesus, 
she wanted to gng$y His whole story. 
She then called Him ' Hojy God,' 
and spoke of Him by no other name 
thereafter. She would ask Him for 
many things, chiefly for others, but 
one day she was rebuked by tbe nurse 
for asking the glebe in the hands of 
of thg C'>|d'8 statue in exchange for 
her ‘ little shoeaeg-f ‘ Qh', ebg replied,
1 He can give them1 i! He like*,' In­
deed, it appears she had special war­
rant for thinking so from tbe many 
instances related of her personal re­
lation* with jjrp Child J eus and the 
unueual favors she received fropn 
tiim. When she made the way of 
tb - Gross in ber nu'se’s arme, Nellie 
bppame agitated at the Crucifixion, 
and wan id to ji ow 1 why are they 
burtiiTg him,' and why H lÿ Qcd' 
allows them. On beat ing the explan­
ation she burst into tears, crying 
between sobs :1 Poor Holy God I' 
She used the same expression when­
ever ber eyes fell on tbe Crucifix.

She quickly grasped the ey-tery 
of the Real Presence in the Taber­
nacle, or, as she put it why Holy God 
was 'Shut up in that little bouse,' 
and was quits glaj that fie was nit 
‘-queened ’ S- on her searching 
questions about religious mya eties 
and practices exhausted the inform­
ation of !he nurse, who had not been 
long a Catholic and who confesses 
that Nellie cored her of many reeid • 
□ si am Ipatbiea against Catholic 
ways. Toe, nurse though usually a 
daily communicant, some times failed 

icCeive and on such occasion- 
Nellie, inlprmed by some spiritual 
instinct, would Ox rep-ogcbful eyes

exposed, and would cry : 1 Holy God 
is not in the look up today ; take me 
down to him.’ Then in ber childish 
language she would -peak vhe 
hougbta of God’s saints. As despite 

ber begging, tbe could not yet 'get 
Hnly God,' she insisted that a Sister 
would onroe immediately s'ter re­
ceiving Holy Communion and kiss 
ber, Syon the Bishop alter a Jesuit 
Father pronounced the child extraor­
dinarily endowed with God’s love, 
arrived at the age of reason permitted 
ber to receive Holy Communion. 
The obild,’ writee the Father, 'hun­

gers for ber God and received him 
from my bands in a transport of love.’ 
In the remaining two months she 
received ' Holy God' thirty-two times 
and spent nearly all day in thanks­
giving. A noisome odor from 
diseased bone in ber jaw had been 
hitherto almost unbearable but dis­
appeared completely alter her First 
Communion. She insisted on being 
dressed in spotless wbitejwhenreoeiv 
mg Holy Communion, and she would 
have none bat fresh natural flowers 
1 Holy God’s own flower»,' around 
Him,

Asked to pray for certain sick 
persons she told wbat would happen 
in each oaae, and it proved true Sh 
bad announced that she woult 1 fly to 
Holy God on Holy God’s own day 
With tears of j iy in her eyes which 
were fixed longingly on something 
invis ble, and trying to move towards 
it, she died on Sunday, the Feast of 
tbe Purification of Mary and of tbe 
Preaentation of the Child Jesns 
the Temple. 1 Holy God and IJoly
God's Mother came for her,' wrote 
her schoolmates to Pius X.

Many other extraordinary things 
are told oonoerniog ‘ Nellie of Holy 
God.’ that happened before and after 
ber death. A most touching lette 
written by the children of S . Fin 
bar’s School, to ‘Our dear Holy 
Father,’ recites that soon after ber 
death they bad 1 made a novena that 
she would obtain for her little com 
panions and all little children over 
tbe whole world the great favor of 
receiving Holy Communion as near 
to the age (bat she received it as poj 
si ble. ' They deftly insinuate that i 
was through Nellie's intercession 
that the Hull Father issued the Da 
cree in favor of Ohildrei 'a Commum 
on : 1 And if it is not wrong to thin 
so, we would be so happy, dear H ly 
Fl'bef, it yon mide our lit le flower 
a saint, the tit le saint of obild Cnm 
munion; all we know Is that she cried 
for Holy God and she jot Him. and 
now she has asked Holy God 
ootfle to us and we too have got Him 
They finish by asking ‘ pear Holy 
Father’s special blessing for all i 
ibis bply house, for all Irish children 
and lor the land where this little 
fl wer grew—dear old Ireland.’ Th 
Holy Fa her sent them the blessing 
written with his own ba d, an 
though he should not grant their 
further reqsejt to j$ake a saint of 
Nellie, her life should tend to warm 
tbe faith and love of1 all lit le obil 
dren over the whole world’ who may 
read it, and even of the elders.
