Since the war began in 1914
up to March 1st, when 8.8, Belgic
disembarked her returned gol-
dier passengers at Halifax 75:7}
400 troops have been carried on
special trains over the Canadian
Gossanment Railways.

: The first train' which . carried
troops over the Government
‘Railways the year the war was
declared was fumbered one and
all special troop trains to and
from Halifax since that time
have been numbered consecu-
tively,” The last train from the
Belgic was on Saturday Ne
1279.

To be an American Saint is a
great distinction, and entitles one
to a high place in the esteem of
&Americans of the Catholic faith.
To have accomplished wonderful
things in the active Catholic life
as well as in the domain eof per-
sonal holiness adds a new interest
for Americans in an American
Saint.

Such is the distinction of St.
Turibius, sn_inspiring figure in
the history of the Church in
Southr'America, says a- writer in
The Pilot. “He it was who foun-
ded vhe first American seminary
—at Lima, Peru, in 1591, He
was & great worker among the
native Indians, and this itself
should entitle him to a high place
in the interest of Americans.

The fact that he was not born
in America does not detract from
his claim to American interest.
He was a Spaniard by birth. He
was. born Nov. 16, 1538, at Castle
Mograbejo in Leon, Spain, the son
of a nobleman.

A Spiritual Malady

Ave Maria.

Among temperamental causes
of scrupulosity are the following :
A melancholy, suspicious, overs
timid nature; sheer weakness
of head ; ignorance of funda-
mental moral rules or principles:
and, worst of all, an obstinate
attachment to one’s owan judg-
ment, arising from a secret pride
and self-sufficiency, Indiscreet
susterities ; also overwork, over-
study, and even unregulated fer-
vour, may produce this condition.

Amongst the' exterior causes
of scruples, beside the direct
action of the devil, may be men;
tioned consorting witliScrupulous
persons, the reading of spiritual
books of a too rigourist type;
and, in some cases, the attempt to
attain spirituality of & mystical
kind, read of in books and in the
Lives of Saints, not properly
understood, and far ahove the
reader’s present graces.

The scrupulous person is known
by his, or her, actions. To one
afflicted in this way, scruples are
a real obsession. Such persons
can think of nothing else. In
the simplest actions they fear sin.
They are never satisfied about
past confessions. No sooner are
they out of the confessicnal than
they want to rush back again.
They feel unable to rely upon the
advice given them by the priest
because they are sure that he
misunderstood them, or they did
not explain the case accurately,
They are never in the same mind
an hour together; and are the
prey of numberless thoughts, per-
j)lexities, and strange suggestions
which seize hold of the imagin-
tion and present themselves, at
the moment, as realities, only to
be supplsnted by some other
imagined possibilities a few mom-
‘ments afterward. Scrupulous
people fear sin in actions which
ordinary good pevle do without
hesitation; their prayers are ‘a
burden, by reason of constant
repetitions, gone through for fear

- that they have not been said well
enough. . Examination of con-
science is unending, and the same
gins, already CGonfessed, are told
in confession over and over again.
Some or all of these signs betray
a scrupulous conscience ; and the
thing goes so far sometimes that
the unhappy sufferer will break
out into odd exclamations and
gestures. That way madness lies ;
and many priests have had ex-
perience of persons whose ob-

stinate scrupulosity has led to) :

hopeless insanity.

removed. The scrupulous person
must put himself entirely and
unconditionally into the hands
of a spiritual physieian, his con-
fessor, and give him blind, un-
questioning obedience. He, by
reason of his knowledge and ex-
perience, and with that light from
above, which will not be denied
him, will discover the root of the
‘malady, will prescribe remedies
and protective measures.

He will insist, for instauce,
that his penitent having once had
a solution of some difficulty given,
shall never reconsider that par-
ticular matter, but take it as once
for all settled. - He will force the
patient, in case of doubt to act
like other good people who are not
scrupulous. He will not permit
him to judge that an act—past,
present, or future—is sinful, un
less it be quite evidently and
plainly so. He will forbid all
idleness, and the brooding for
which idleness pirovides the op-
portunity. He will accustom his
penitent to follow the milder
opinion of theelogians in disputed
questions ; and ingulcate upon him
the earnest cultivation of trust
in the unabounded mercy and
goodness of God, whom scuh
people must unjustly represent
to themselves as a harsh tryant,
always watching to catch them
in some fault.

But the confessoris not always
at hand. Further, it is not well
for scrupulous persons -to -be
always running to a priest. It
is all-important for them to learn
to make up their own minds and
act courageously for themselves.
A general rule, thersfore, is
needed, that can be acted upun ab
any time. ; &

A twofold rule is given by
spiritual writers: first, in any
matter in which the confessor
has once decided that the penitent
is scrupulous, the latter must act
directly against the scruple: in
other words, he must/ make him-
self do what his scruple makes
him afraid to do. For instance,
there are persons who would be
afraid to step near the Com-
munion rajls in a church for fear
that a minute particle of the
Blessed Sacrament-might be there,
They should deliberately go and
walk over the place. The socord
is a golden rule, available at all
times, and at all times to be put
resolutely into practice. It is
simply this: Act boldly when-
ever there 48 no evident and per-
fectly certain sin, mortal or verial,
in any action. This rule, be it
remembered, is for scrupulous
persons, properly so cgllad. It is
perfeetly safe. A recent spiritual
writer says of it in.effect :

“ So soon as you (vhe scrupu-
lous person) find yourself discus-
sing whether or no an act is sin-
ful, do that action without fear;
for the very fact that you are
discussing the matter shows that
it is not an evidently and certainly
wrong act; for real evidenee
precludes even the possibility of
discussion. This principle holds
good for all ‘scrupulous people,
and for all the ideas which obsess
them, notwithstanding all the
fears and vain reflections that
may suggest themselves ; notwith-
standing also the fear that a
scrupulous penitent has that the
confessor may not have under-
stood the case rightly, or that it
was not accurately put to him.
Every director of souls has had
proof again and again of the
efficacy of this rule in curing
obedient penitents affected with
serupulosity.” It will be seen
from this how_entirely necessary
