President Yuan Shi Kai received a 
number of secret messages from Gen­
eral Lu en Heng, Vice-President of 
China, proving the complicity of the 
generals in the recent abortive revolu­
tion. and the President acted with 
such swiftness that escape was im­
possible. The generals were seized 
in the dead of night, and two of the 
leaders were shot after being tried by 
a drumhead court-martial. The other 
officers were returned in chains to 
Hankow, and there executed.

A thrilling tale of impenetrable fog 
and deadly ice. is told by Capt. Ander­
son. of the Norwegian steamer Spiral, 
which docked to-day with pitch pine 
from Jacksonville. Florida. The Spir­
al was eleven days on the voyage; she 
was two days lying off Green Islands. 
She had a narrow escape colliding 
with ice off Newfoundland. The ship 
was creeping along very slowly when 
ice was seen ahead.

Root Them Out.
The call for tenders for the pur­

chase of the Government farm and the 
implements on it, marks the last stage 
in the wrecking by the Morris govern­
ment of an attempt to place agricul­
ture oil a scientific ami rational basis.

The revolutionising of Danish 
farming by its means and the turning 
of Denmark from a bankrupt farming 
country into a land flowing with milk 
and honey is passed by as of no ac­
count. The success of the effort in 
Ireland is passed by. The lesson of 
Canada avails not. Dr. Robertson is 
brought down here to inspect and ad­
vise. But his life-work is ignored. 
Sir Edward Morris speaks of Dr. Rob­
ertson as the Miracle Worker on 
Agriculture, but the means by which 
Dr. Robertson worked the miracles is 
slighted. And for what. For a policy 
of sops to heelers and supporters. The 
policy instituted included the payment 
of large sums in the way of salaries 
and expenses to three members of the 
Morris Party in the House of Assem­
bly. whose services would have been 
flouted in Canada. Ireland. Denmark 
or England as managers of an Agri­
cultural policy, the payment of salar­
ies to school teachers as secretaries 
of Agricultural Societies, and the 
squandering of money recklessly as 
in the case of the Agricultural exhibi­
tion in St. John's. In short, the policy 
u as a policy of givings-out. It has 
earned the derision of the electorate, 
and to-dav is looked upon as one of the 
big failures of the Morris administra­
tion. It is an outward and visible 
sign of the delusion of the Morris ad­
min isi ration that the electorate can 
be captured in the distribution of sops 
among a crowd of grabbers through- 
cut the Colony. At the General Elec­
tion the Morris Administration will 
have a rude awakening. Its members 
are past political regeneration. The 
only cure is to root them out and root­
ed out they will be.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
The Panama Canal Bill has been 

agreed to by a conference of senate 
and House and passed House by a 
viva voce Yote. As passed, the bill 
which provides for the government 
and administrations of Canal, contains 
porvlsions for the passage of Ameri­
can coastwise vessels through Canal 
free of tolls and the admission of ship­
building material to canal zone free of 
duty. The bill already had passed the 
senate. It now goes to President for 
his signature. President Taft and his 
cabinet discussed the Panama Canal 
bill and the question of a possible 
presidential veto of the measure. No 
decision was reached. The President's 
inclination is to approve of bill, but 
he is anxious to have a provision made 
for a legal test of the matter of free 
tolls for American ships. The cabinet 
it is understood, agree with him that 
there is a basis for believing the bill 
with the free tolls clause in it is not 
ill conformity with the Hay-Paunce- 
forte treaty. When the conference 
over, the president was still of opin­
ion. that the best way to test the bill's 
agreement with treaty was to have the 
States Supreme Court pass upon it.

Soldier Died 
in Needless

Terror.
West Chester, Aug. 13.—Colonel 

Gibbons Gray Cornwell, commander 
of the Sixth regiment. National Guard 
of Pennsylvania, who committed sui­
cide on a Pennsylvania Railroad train 
returning here to face, as he thought, 
charges of embezzling nearly $300.000. 
was not to have been prosecuted. His 
family, friends and officers and men 
in his regiment, had arranged to meet 
the entire deficit brought about 
through the speculations of Colonel 
Cornwell from the trust funds over 
whch he had control.

All of this came out through F. P. 
Eberman, a brother-in-law. Mr. Eber- 
man had prepared to throw his entire 
fortune in the financial hole, which 
grows larger as the investigations of 
the shortage progresses. The men of 
the regiment were standing solidly 
behind the Colonel and had prepared 
to help. “There was noxneed for Col­
onel Cornwell taking his life,” said 
Mr. Eberman. "The shortage would 
have been met.”

WIDOW TO GIVE UP INSURANCE.

It was learned to-day that Colonel 
Cornwell carried $50.000 in life in­
surance in three companies. Mrs. 
Cornwell is named as the beneficiary 
in all the policies, but she has an­
nounced that she will give up every 
cent to reimburse the persons who 
have lost money through her hus­
band’s speculations.

All of these policies were taken out 
before 1903.

Friends of Colonel Cornwell said 
they believed he was demented for 
some time. Colonel Colgate, a Na­
tional Guardsman and a close friend, 
told of how Cornwell had wired him 
some weeks ago for an immediate loan 
of $30.000. This loan was to be made 
without security, and simply on the 
strength of friendship.

LOST TRUST FUNDS IN STOCKS.

Experts working upon the accounts 
of Colonel-Corn well find that some of 
the trust funds left in the care of the 
Colonel have disappeared entirely, 
while of others very little are left. 
The speculations have covred a period 
of eight years. Figures now obtain­
able would indicate a shortage of 
$277,000 every dollar of which ap­
parently was lost in the stock market.

Bonds belonging to the estates in 
the care of Colonel Cornwell have 
been traced to two brokerage houses 
where they are held as collateral. If 
the stock upon which these bonds 
were given as collateral should rise 
the losses would be reduced consider­
ably. provided the brokers can be 
persuaded to close out the accounts 
and turn over the money to the exec- 

\ utors ot Col. Cornwell’s estate.

Gamblers and 
Police Allied.

Barring The Corrupt Alliance In New 
York.

New York, Aug. 13.—Powerful bank­
ing interests, acting through the New 
York clearing house commission, 
came to the aid of District Attorney 
Whitman to-day in his efforts to lay 
bare the alleged corrupt alliance be­
tween the police and the gambling 
fraternity, founded on graft and 
blackmail. A virtual command was 
given by the committee to-day to all 
things in the clearing house to furnish 
the district attorney with a record of 
deposits they have received from any 
of the high police officials whom the 
district attorney suspects of having 
been a collector of blackmail from the 
disorderly elements of the city. As a 
result records showing that within 
the last eight months police Lieuten­
ant Chas. Becker charged with ' the 
murder of Herman Rosenthal and 
accused of gambling graft has made 
bank deposits of $56,845 in his own 
name or that of his wife, were placed 
in the hands of the public prosecutor.

These deposits, the records show, 
were first made in November 1911, 
shortly after Becker became head of 
ihc “strong arm squad" of gambling 
aiders and continued all during the 

time that Jack Rose says he was col­
lecting graft for Becker, and until 
after his arrest. The table of deposits 
presented to the district attorney 
was as follows: —

She declared she could celarly 
see how the head of the church, not­
withstanding his great age, will live 
for a long time in good health and 
that his attacks of gout would become 
less frequent and severe. She added 
that the second part of the pontificate 
would be marked by great political 
and religious triumphs, notably by the 
return to the old terms of friendship 
of two Catholic countries, which in re­
cent years had been estranged and 
had violently fought against the 
church and its head, and by the 
growth and spread of Catholicism 
throughout different countries which 
speak the same language.
