A COLLECTOR’S ADVENTURES IN SEEKING VAL­
UABLE OLD FURNITURE AND CHINA AMONG 
THE FISHER FOLK IN THE WILDS OF NEW­
FOUNDLAND.

Every profession lu\ its secrets ; 
perhaps that of the collector of an­
tiques possesses more than its share. 
The collector’s secrets do not always 
relate to authenticity. Take, for in­
stance, the matter of locality. The 
collector who discovers an unexplor­
ed region takes as much pains to 
hide his foot tracks as the man who 
has discovered a gold mine and has 
not yet staked his claim.

About five years ago a collector ap­
peared in New York, opened a small 
shop and sent out pamphlets to- pri­
vate collectors and dealers announc­
ing that his stock “represented part 
of an important English collection 
formed in places .hitherto unexplor­
ed.’’ The word “English” possibly 
misled his readers; at any rate few 
of his rivals suspected the source of 
his wares. Now the collector in ques- 
tipn, John Murray Anderson, having 
made his last trip to the treasure land 
he discovered is willing to tell every­
body that it is Newfoundland.

A Canadian lîÿ birth, a cosmopoli­
tan by profession and American by 
affiliation, he tells an interesting 
story of his finds. He did not go to 
Newfoundland as a collector, but he 
became a collector by the natural 
course of events.

His first trip to Newfoundland was 
made as a fisherman in the days when 
salmon fishing was not restricted and 
when a catch of fifty a day was not 
'extraordinary. His fad for the time 
was the collection of postage stamps 
and he stumbled across whole sheets 
of an issue catalogued as worth a shil­
ling or so a stamp. He took the en­
tire lot of 22,000, paying about $1,200,
and knowing that he could dispose of
them advantageously he went to Eng­
land, opened an office on the Strand 
and finally sold them complete to a 
German collector.

i This episode was merely prelimin­
ary, for during that summer excur­
sion, hobnobbing with fishermen and 
other native folk,-he located many an- 

| tiques worth having Chippendale, 
Adam and Sheraton furniture, hob 
grates, Bow and Staffordshire ware, 
silver, lacquer. He watched the old 
wives making the famous "hook” 
mats from inherited designs, and be­
came convinced that if it had not been 
for the disastrous fire of 1892, which 
ravaged St. John’s and left 30,000 
homeless, Newfoundland would have 
been unique in the history of an­

tiques, particularly of the Colonial 
periods.

Nor was Newfoundland entirely 
undeserving of the suspicion that fell 
upon her in the days of smugglers 
and professional wreckers. Certain it 
is that many of its unearthed treas­
ures bear out the idea that there was 
a reason for keeping their where­
abouts secret for many years. Some 
of the stories told emphasize the fact 
that collecting antiques, like collect­
ing orchids, is a profession often 
hazardous to life and limb.

There was, for example, one story 
persistenly prevalent when Mr. An­
derson first went to Newfoundland. It 
related to the loss of the steamer 
Anglo-Saxon. Rumor had it that 400 
bodies were washed ashore and rifled 
of jewels by the wreckers, after which 
they were buried on the beaches of 
that part of the coast called Seal Cove, 
near Cape Race. In the fishermen’s 
huts along the coast, rumor said, 
were still to be found some of the 
Anglo-Saxon’s spoils.

Mr. Anderson determined one Winter 
to find out the truth of this story and 
made a journey to Seal Cove on a 
catamaran, which he describes as a 
biscuit box on runners. He was un­
der the convoy of Larry O’Rourke, an 
Irish guide, who made through a 
beard dripping with icicles one re­
mark on the twenty mile ride. That 
was merely to inquire if his passen­
ger was warm enough, and the re­
mark was later companioned by a 
friendly gesture of rubbing snow on 
the frostbitten nose of his face. After 
changing horses and substituting one 
reticent guide for another the journey

was completed. All that was left of
the settlement was two fishermen's
huts and the story of the rifled bodies 
resolved itself into the fact that the 
400 passengers were poor emigrants, 
coming to the island without a penny.

In every settlement, no matter how 
unpromising at first sight, there was 
usually to be found one family of 
prominence, comparatively speaking. 
A wondérfiil block desk was found at 
Topsail which is an almost exact dou­
ble of the one presented by Mrs. Rus­
sell Sage to the Metropolitan Mu­
seum. This he sold to a Madison 
avenue dealer for a large sum. Vin­
cent Lockwood, an authority, said, 
that it was probably an early Ameri­
can piece and was possibly made in 
Newport.

Sir William Morris is the present 
Premier of Newfoundland and “any 
money” is the term the native folk 
use to express munificence, for which 
they sometimes substitute forty dol­
lars, their imagination never wander­
ing to loftier flights.—N. Y. Sun, 
April 6.

be some 325 days. When Sundays and 
school vacations are taken out of the 
year, as well as Saturdays, which 
must be omitted as the equivalent 
time for travelling—an allowance 
which is. I fear, too small—it wili be 
seen how ridiculous It is to imagine 
that any one man can inspect each 
school once a year, and yet how very 
necessary it is that this, at least, 
should he done! In fact, with so 
c any of our teachers young and in­
experienced and iU prepared for their 
work, the efficiency of the schools as 
a whole would be enormously in­
creased if many of the schools could 
be officially visited three times a year. 
We find the majority of the teachers 
very glad to see us; they welcome the 
visit of the Inspector and would be 
most thankful if he could call and 
come with his counsel, guidance and 
encouragement two or three times in 
each school year. Sympathetic in­
spection must be of the utmost bene­
fit to teachers and scholars, for it is 
perhaps the greatest of all influences 
towards efficiency. There can be do 
doubt that our educational system 
loses very much on account of the in­
adequate provision made for super­
vision."

C. L School Report.
We have before us the report of Mr. 

Blackall. on the schools under his 
superintendence. Mr. Blackall sets 
forth prominently the growth of office 
work. Some 4.044 letters were sent 
out. 1.500 quarterly return forms. 400 
annual ones were dealt with, the fin­
ancial statements of 64 Boards check­
ed and tabulated, conferences held 
with boards, chairmen and teachers, 
building grant administered, and not 
one cent of educational funds issued 
without a requisition being made out 
and signed by the Superintendent. All 
this and much more of the same na­
ture took up considerable of the 
time of the Superintendent and his 
assistant. Mr. Blackall asks for more 
assistance. We would much prefer, 
however, to see most of the clerical 
work of the superintendents consoli­
dated and transferred to a central 
office, in order that the superin- 

■ tendents might devote more of their 
time and energy to inspection of 
schools advice to teachers, and a 
more intimate association with the 
technical side of teaching.

This estimate has been made by 
Mr. Blackall and Mr. Tbcmpauc, both 
cf whom are experienced in scBooi in­
spection. on the time it would take 
to make an adequate inspection and 
the time taken up in travelling from 
place to place. Mr. Thompson, if we 
mistake not, has been travelling from 
school to school for seventeen or 
eighteen years. Thorough inspection 
is good enough in its way as a means 
of government control, but if an ade­
quate educational value is to accrue 
from it. it must be something more. 
After the inspector has studied the 
situation on the spot £s an education­
al expert and got a grasp of the par­
ticular difficulties of the local author­
ities. the teachers and scholars, it must 
be followed up by counsel and con­
ference with the teachers. That is 
the real value of the visitation, other­
wise inspection becomes merely in­
quisitorial, and the inspector a mere 
educational detective. •

Miss Herder made a good impres­
sion. especially in the first part of

voice anticipates an excellent mezzo- 
soprano and she promises to ‘go far.* 

Mr. Seymour sang his recitative and 
solo at the beginning very well in­
deed. Tenor voices are rare here and 
with a little more force Mr. Seymour 
premises to do much towards remov­
ing the want.

Mr. McCarthy was In good form and 
gave a splendid rendering of "Bat 
Who May Abide," “Why do the Na­
tions." and "The Trumpet Shall 
Sound." the latter being accompanied 
by Mr. Mew on the cornet. We 
ought to hear Mr. McCarthy more 
often than we do.

F^as-'al the concert, 
and a more or<tqg^' ct.Qwd I never 
saw in any hall. True, there was 
some loud talk and arguing outside, 
but no fight continued all night. I 
strolled around quite a bit, but failed 
to see any flgbijfog. What trouble 
there was, was çtwjsed by non-Union 
men. The felloW^vho talked of “gut­
ting ont” the hall wasn’t a Union man, 
but he didn’t “gut out” the hall. Oh, 
no. Another non-Union man got a 
black eye, given, I believe by another 
non-Union man who is not even a na­
tive of Fortune Harbof. The only one 
who got anything worth noticing was 
the one mentioned by him. His face 
was scratched but not “badly cut," 
nor did he have to stay indoors for 
several days. I know him well; he is 
an upright, honest, good-natured chap 
and I am sure it wasn't cowardice that 
kept him from fighting Sunday. I 
guess not. If he was so terribly 
scandalized at Monday night's doings, 
would he go. witness a fight on a Sun­
day? I notice he said “when we went 
to the appointed place, etc.” Truly 
he is a kind of a muddle brain, shock­
ed at a “row” Monday night and call­
ing a man a coward because he 
wouldn’t fight on a Sunday. The 
fellow in question did imbibe too free­
ly Easter Monday night, but when he 
became sober, fighting on a Sunday 
was the last thing he would think of 
doing. And those who did want to 
fight as well as all who went to wit­
ness it are not worthy the name of 
Christian. He also said “The she- 
beeners are the only people who de­
rive any benefit from the Union.”

IPSO FACTO.

That Tragedy.
Special to Evening Telegram.

PITTSBURG, April 24.
With the dawn, fresh crews took 

the places of the tired workers, who 
had toiled incessantly through the 
night, braving death in their efforts 
to penetrate the dark recesses of the 
Cincinnati mine of the Pittsburg Coal 
Company, at Ftnleyville, where an ex­
plosion of firedamp yesterday, killed 
many men and wrecked the mine. 
Eighteen bodies were brought to the 
mouth of the principal opening this 
morning. Until the mine’s main cross 
entries have been explored, the ex­
tent of the catastrophe cannot be de­
termined. As these are choked by 
fallen timbers and rocks, to do this is 
most difficult. Artificial methods for 
forcing air through the gas-filled 
galleries help the workers. The 
bodies were found not far from the 
principal entrance, among them that 
of a miner named McCullough, who had 
volunteered for rescue work, and who 
was .known as one of the best and 
most careful miners in the district. 
He was among the first to enter the 
mine after the explosion. Advancing 
further than his comrades, he became 
lost, and is believed to have been 
killed vby a falling roof, as he was 
provided with a helmet, and was in 
no danger from gas. The rescuers re­
ported that 21 bodies had beeen seen, 
the majority of whom were killed by 
the explosion. Latest estimates of 
the dead reach the hundred mark.

TOKtO, April 24.
Relations between Japan and the 

United States were discussed to-day 
by Premier Yamanoto, who declared 
that they must remain peaceful, in 
spite of local disturbances.

SACRAMENTO, April 24.
No further action will be taken as 

to the proposed Alien Land Laws for 
California, until after the arrival 
here on Monday, of Secretary of State 
Bryan.

LONDON, April 24.
“Ta.ke immediate action to turn the 

Montenegrins out of Scutari, or we 
,shall do it alone,” is in effect a cir­
cular note sent by the Austro-Hun­
garian Government to the Powers. 
The note is regarded as virtually an 
ultimatum.

ROME, April 24.
The Tribuna, which is considered 

the mouthpiece of the Foreign Office, 
says that the international situation, 
brought about by the capture of Scu­
tari. is grave and exceptionally diffi­
cult. It adds that collision between 
conflicting interests can be avoided 
only by the maintenance of the unity 
of Europe, which must find energy 
for immediate and precise action. 
Any hesitation might compromise 
European peace.

LOS ANGELES. April 24.
Some time next month, a ship will 

leave San Pedro with- the most grue­
some cargo that ever left Southern 
California, consisting of the remains 
of six thousand Chinese, who have 
died in this country during the last 
fifty years. Nearly a year ago the 
Chinese Benevolent Association of 
San Francisco- took out permits for 
the removal of the remains. Already 
5,000 skeletons have been exhumed; 
and prepared for shipment. Each 
body is wrapped in a piece of cloth, 
then placed in boxes and carefully 
sealed.

BERLIN, April 24.
According to high diplomatic offi­

ciais. the situation has entered an­
other crisis, as grave as that which 
preceded the Austro-Russian demobil­
ization. The Press Bureau of the 
Foreign Office, contrary to custom, 
was not prepared to-day with a stati- 
ment. either ;r regard to an ultimat­
um to Montenegro, or to the genera' 
situation. An official, however, be­
lieved it probable that force would 
ultimately have to be employed to ex­
pel the -Montengerins who, it is 
thought, will not retire from Scutari 
voluntarily, or in return for a loan, or 
compensation elsewhere. It is the 
official view here that all the Powers 
will work together until the problem 
is settled.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 24.
The capture of Scutari has caused 

great activity in diplomatic circles 
here. The Russian Foreign Minister 
is busy conferring with the ambassa­
dors, and exchanging telegrams with 
the European chancellories. It is 
understood that Russian diplomacy 
prefers to leave the initiative to Brit­
ain and France. It is believed that 
neither will countenance any force 
with respect to Montenegro. Russia 
herself cannot do so without strain­
ing to breaking point, the feelings of 
her Slavophile ruling classes. Under 
the circumstances, according to opin­
ion in well-informed quarters here, 
the only possible course is for the 
Ambassadorial conference at London 
to reconsider its decision regarding 
Scutari.

BERLIN, April 24.
A feeling of helplessness and con­

sternation was displayed at yester-. 
day’s conference of the Ambassadors 
at London, according to advices re­
ceived here. Representatives of all 
the nations, including Russia, agreed 
that the decision of the Powers con­
cerning Scutari must be adhered to 

'and enforced, but all were non-pluss- 
ed by the question how Montenegro 
was to be coerced. Thp cancellation 
by the Kaiser of his proposed trip on 
the Imperator, and his determination 
to return to Berlin from Hamburg on 
Monday, are attributed to the present 
crisis. The stock market is dmoral- 
ized through fears of grave political 
complications.

LONDON, April 24.
Owing to the fall of Scutari the 

Powers find themselves in a position 
which is, at once, ridiculous and diffi­
cult. After critical negotiations the 
Powers have unanimously decided 
that Scutari should belong to Albania. 
An international squadron has block­
aded the Montenegrin coast to com­
pel King Nicholas to give way. The 
demonstration proved non-effective. 
Then the Powers attempted to pur­
chase Montenegro, offering $6,000,000 
if she would abandon the siege. Mon­
tenegro rejected the offer. Alternative 
territorial concessions were also re­
fused. The Servians withdrew, and 
Russia issued a hectoring letter, al­
though she had almost up to the last 
moment urged Montenegro to contin­
ue the siege. Deserted by the Allies, 
and confronted by the might • of the 
Powers, the Black Mountaineers be­
came more determined, and in the 
face of the world and the threats of 
Europe has vindicated her courage 
and her honor. It is not unlikely that 
the presence of the European fleet 
has been the immediate active cause 
of her successful capture of Scutari, 
and the redoubtable stronghold at the 
foot of the Mountain which for many 
years was the bulwark of Turkish 
power, now, for ever, passes away 
from Ottoman rule.__________

Visits the 

Poor House

A HELPLESS INEBRIATE. -Yes­
terday afternoon a man was found
lying on Prescott Street in a stupor 
from liquor, being tripped over by a 
pedestrian. Luckily Detective Byrne 
came along and had the helpless ine­
briate conveyed to the police station 
in a cab. . '

Mrs. Tucker visited the Poor House 
the other day and had a chat with 
some of the inmates. After taking in 
the general surroundings she Is <jf the 
opinion that the time hangs heavily on 
many, who though they may not be 
able to perform any heavy work, 
could do many little tasks that would 
bring in a little revenue, and at the 
same time prove interesting to the un­
fortunates who are ending their lives 
’neath the roof of the Asylum for the 
Poor. The monotony of a do-nothing 
existence must be burdensome and in­
stead of being a "blessing is nothing 
short of an affliction. At Xmas time 
some charitably disposed citizens send 
fruit, candy and tobacco to the in­
mates. but through the rest of the 
year they see little or nothing in this 
line. Mrs. Tucker thinks that some 
work could be found for many of 
these inmates and a portion of the 
earnings derived from such labour 
could be expended for little luxuries 
for them. Any one passing up by the 
Poor Asylum in summer can see male 
inmates of the Poor Asylum lying on 
the bank near the Brewery, and Mrs. 
Tucker thinks that if these men were 
employed at gardening or some such 
work the time would go along more 
pleasantly, especially if they knew 
that they were to receive some com­
pensation for their labours. We see 
inmates of the Asylum wheeling big 
barrows of fresh fish up Water St. 
In the summer mornings, and this ef­
fort on their part clearly prove» that 
they are capable of performing other 
work if they had a chance to do so. 
Mrs. Tucker says that it isn't because 
a man or woman is an inmate of the 
Poor Asylum that they lose their ap­
petite for nice things to eat, and if 
these nice things could be secured by 
performing a little labour that would 
not be too tiresome, 'tis only reason­
able to suppose that the inmates 
would be only too glad to welcome 
such work, for by having their minds 
employed it would help to drive dull 
thoughts away and make them feel 
that their usefulness in the world 
wasn’t a thing of the past. As it is 
now it appears to Mrs. Tucker that 
being an inmate of the Asylum simply 
means awaiting death, and this must 
be a terrible feeling. We are trying 
to be kind by givng them nothing to 
do, but let us stop and ask ourselves 
are we not in many cases inflicting a
monotonous torture in the braid of
kindness that we are doling out. _

No Wedding
Bells Rang.

Bridegroom Missing on Marriage. Morn
—Disapiwintinent of a Grief-Strick­
en Bride.
Bitter was the disappointment of a 

bride who learned, on the marriage 
morn, that her intended husband had 
disappeared. The sensational affair 
occurred at Gloucester, the absent 
bridegroom being Mr. Herbert Charles 
Deavin. A.R.O..O, son of Mr. C. H. 
Deavin. also A.R.C.O.. of Hillsfield- 
parade. London-road, Gloucester, who 
disappeared mysteriously from home 
about two hours before the time fixed 
for his wedding at St. Mark’s Church, 
where he occupied the position of or­
ganist. He was to have been married 
to Miss Voyce, daughter of Mr. Thos. 
Voyce, of Dean's-way, Gloucester. Mr. 
Deavin had given no indication that 
the ceremony would not take place as 
arranged, and was writing letters until 
a few minutes before the time of the 
ceremony. He then put on his ordin­
ary outdoor clothes, and went out at 
9.45 a.m. He proceeded down London- 
road, telling his sister that he was 
going to transact some business In the 
city, and would be back in a few 
minutes. He did not return, and his 
father, upon going to his son’s bed-

room, found on a table a note bearing 
on the outside in large plain letters
the word “Dad." In it the young mail 
expressed his sorrow for what he was 
“going to do," and the hope that he 
would be forgiven and that his frimds 
would think kindly of him. The let­
ter also contained this sentence: “I 
have undertaken too much with re­
gard to the house, and am in a tight 
corner." This the father understands 
to refer to obligations which his son 
had entered into with regard to the 
purchase of a house. It is said that 
no other reason can be assigned for 
Mr. Deavin s disappearance, and that 
he and the bride-elect were on terms 
ul such great affection as to preclude 
any suggestion of a lover's disagree­
ment at the last moment. News of 
the bridegroom’s disappearance was 
at once conveyed to the residence of 
the bride’s parents, where prepara­
tions were well advanced for proceed­
ing to church for the ceremony. The 
bride, who was in her wedding dress, 
was
at the painful and unexpected Intelli­
gence. Later In the day a letter was 
delivered at the house from her prom­
ised husband. In it he said, “By the 
time you get this I shall have gone out 
of your life and you will never see 
me again." Six bridesmaids were 
ready for the wedding, and the service 
was to have been fully choral. A 
good deal of public interest had been 
taken in the weding, and a large uum- 
be: of people assembled outside the 
church waiting for the doors to be 
opened. They were informed, how­
ever, by the church officials that in 
consequence of the unexpected ab­
sence of the bridegroom the ceremony 
would not take place as arranged, and 
the crowd then dispersed. At ten 
o’clock Mr. Deavin was seen by a 
lady and one of his choir boys posting 
a letter at the George-street post office 
and half an hour later he was seen 
emerging from the booking hall at 
the Midland Station and entering the 
platform. He had no luggage, his 
packed portmanteau having been sent 
to the bride's house prior to the hour 
fixed for the marriage. In readiness 
for departure for the honeymoon later 
In the day. The Rev. Li A. Lyne, vicar 
ot St. Mark's, Guoucester, has since 
authorised the statement that he has 
got into communication with Mr. Dee- 
vln, who is said to be not many miles 
from Gloucester, but further enquir­
ies have failed to elicit any further 
information as to his whereabouts. 
Mr. Deavin, sen., has not the faintest 
idea why his son chose to leave in 
such an extraordinary fashion. It Is 
stated that Mr. Deavin. jun., has al­
ready received an offer to become an 
organist at a church in Newfound­
land. a post which be refused on ac­
count of his approaching marriage. 
Mr. Deavin, who is 24. was an uncer­
tified teacher at a local Council School 
and also had a number of music pu­
pils. He was a keen musician, and 
had composed several songs. He was 
studying for -his F.R.C.O. degree. His 
father is a member of Gloucester 
Board of Guardians and a prominent 
Good Templar. Mr. H. C. Deavin is 
described in information furnished to 
the police as 5ft. 3in. in height, and 
wearing a dark suit and a fawn water­
proof coat, with a mourning band on 
the left arm. He had on a “Trilby" 
hat of greenish tint.
