From reports received here 
in both official "and business quarters 
from Berne and Rotterdam, It Is evi­
dent that, following on the German 
Parliamentary elections, there has 
been formed a species of secret Na­
tional Council, the moving spirits in 
which may be looked for In the per­
sons of at least four ex-Minlsters un­
der the old Imperial regime. Among 
these are Von Zimmermann and Von 
Kuehlmann, both former Foreign Sec­
retaries, the latter, It Is understood, 
being the nominee of Prince Von Bue- 
low, the ex-imperial Chancellor, while 
Hlndenburg is said to be clearly the 
directing authority In all military 
matters. In connection with the ex- 
Kaiser’s present status, it can be 
gathered that the Netherlands Govern­
ment have bought an opportunity to 
lay before President Wilson in Paris, 
the report of the committee of three 
jurists appointed in December to en­
quire Into the legal position of the 
ex-Kaiser and the ex-Crown Prince, 
and their liability to extradition under 
international law. In view of the ex­
pert report laid before the Peace Con­
ference by M. Clemenceau on the sub­
ject, however, little expectation seems 
to be entertained at The Hague of a 
favourable response.

THE JAPANESE SAILORS.
The five or six hundred men from

Paris AssociationDIAMOND CUTTING AND THE 
DUTCH.

I learn from a conversation with 
an authority on the subject who has 
just arrived in London from Amster­
dam that both in that city and in the 
Netherlands generally there is a feel­
ing of considerable alarm âs to the 
progress which is being made in the 
United jtingdom in the diamond cut­
ting and setting industry. That that 
industry in Holland should have de­
clined almost to zero during the war 
was to be looked for, but arrange­
ments are now apparently to be made 
by some of the leading Dutch houses 
to establish themselves in England 
for the purpose of recovering their 
trade not only in connection with dia­
monds, but cheap jewelry. As to the

The Peace Congress nt Versailles 

has apparently struck Ht new gait,
■ with the. adoption of the Constitution 

of the Society of Nations safely car­
ried, and in getting down to the prim­
ary work of the Conclave, whièh was 
the settlement of the terms to be im 
posed upon Germany and the conclu 
sion of peace with that nation. Net 
withstanding that there has been t 
cessation of hostilities, a state of war 
practically exists between the. Allied 
and German Governments, the arm-* 
istice being but an agreement, under 
certain conditions, for a suspension of 
the struggle, preliminary to the set­
tlement of the peace terms, but in 
order that the late enemy may be ren­
dered impotent during the period 
which it will take to consider and de­
cide on the final conditiohs, certain 
demands were made on Germany, to 
which, having requested the armis 
tice, she has been compelled to agree. 
The several renewals of the agree­
ment since November 11th, 1918, have 
added new conditions additional to 
those of the original, which are in­
cumbent upon Germany to fulfil. One 
particular failure of the latter, which 
has been repeatedly emphasized, is 
her unwillingness to demoblize her 
army, and the enthusiastic manner 
in which returning German soldiers 
were greeted in Berlin caused a great 
deal of surprise in allied capitals, 
with no little alarm, because the men 
of the armies which had been driven 
out of France and Belgium were hail­
ed, not as vanquished, but as victors, 

The Bolshevist movement in Ger­
many, with its growing ramifications 
appears to have been utterly over­
looked by the Peace Conference, or at 
least if not overlooked, not considered 
of sufficient consequence to merit no­
tice yet day after day the revolution­
ary spirit in Germany is gathering 
way and weight, and stories of plot 
and counterplot for the restoration of 
the Hohenzollem dynasty, are being 
told in the press despatches. Rioting 
is rife all over the German provinces, 
and the Spartacan element has :.ot 
been put down by any means. In 
Bavaria, where the Premier of the 
new republican form of Government 
was assassinated a few days ago, 
there is general unrest, and it is re­
ported that the ex-Crown Prince of 
that province said before his escape 
into Holland that he did not recognize 
the newly formed Bavarian Republic, 
and that he neither renounced nor 
abdicated the crown. In Baden seri­
ous disorders have resulted and 
Mannheim, the chief trading town of 
that duchy, is in a state of seige. The 
Soldiers’ Councils are growing more 
powerful, and it is not unlikely that 
they may yet co-operate with the 
Bolsheviks, *nn eventuality which 
woijld further defer any settlement or 
acceptance of peace terms.

The last extension of the period of 
the armistice was made only after the 
Germans had solemnly promised to 
carry out demobilization, but so so far 
no great haste has been shown in 
abiding by this. Had the Military 
authorities made so sure of the gen­
eral surrender and disarming of the 
troops as • the Admiralty did of the 
giving up of the German Navy, peace 
would have been measurably nearer. 
As it is there are many obstacles in 
the way, though with the Conference 
on an altogether new track there may 
be something in M. Pichon’s state­
ment that May will see the signing of 
the document for which the whole 
world anxiously waits, though the 
necessary foundations which have yet 
to be laid may take a longer time in 
laying than the builders think. How­
ever it is very refreshing to know 
that at last peace is on the way.

Arrested on a

St. George’s Coal.
Samples Received.

We thank Mr. T. J. Freeman, Secre­
tary and manager of the St. George’s 
Coal Fields Co., Ltd., for samples of 
the St. George’s coal, just received in 
the city. This coal, which was taken 
from the Juke’s seam, is of an ex­
cellent quality, and .compares more 
than favorably with the best produc­
tion of the Cape Breton mines. It is 
bright, easily broken, containing nei­
ther slate nor stone, and we should 
judge that its heating properties are 
equally powerful, if the sample we 
have received is a fair specimen of 
the general run of the lot now mined 
and on the bank near the pit head, 
The men engaged there now have 
driven two tunnels in different direc­
tions on the Juke's seam, and are 
about 140 feet underground. The 
seam is Y feet 4 inches thick, contain­
ing 6 feet 6 inches of pure coal. Ac­
cording as advance is made into the 
ground the seam is gradually filling 
and indications that it will eventually 
fill out to the whole 6 feet 4 Inches 
are likely.. This compares very fa­
vorably with the North Sydney coal 
seams which averages 6 feet The 
and 7 feet seams are considered to be 
the best paying in the world. We are 
informed that in the Spring a thor­
ough examination of the country there 
will be made for further seams. As 
soon as weather conditions permit 
shipment of this coal will be brought 
to the city, to be used for demonstra­
tion purposes. The company Js now 
down to real work, and we trust that 
it will not be long before the entire 
country will be burning the coal tak­
en from the St. George’s areas.

Bishop Spencer College.
Yesterday evening we had ‘the prl 

vilege and pleasure of going through 
the new quarters taken over by the 
.Directors of Bishop Spencer College, 
in what was formerly known as the 
British Hall. To one conversant with 
the old college the new rooms strik­
ingly show the vast improvement 
made by the removal from Synod 
Building. On the lower floor there 
are situated the music room and cloak 
rooms. On the second floor we find 
classrooms for the kindergarten 
third, fourth and fifth forms.

On the third floor there are the As­
sembly Hall, and class rooms tor the 
sixth, A.A. and lower fourth forms. 
These rooms comprise what was for­
merly the “British Theatre.” As na­
tural, of course, all the fixings of the 
rooms are not yet in place, but a, very 
few days will remedy this. The child­
ren use two entrances, the main en­
trance and also the western side en­
trance. There is one great advant­
age to be commended throughout the 
whole arrangement, and that is that 
any class can leave the building with­
out going through another class room. 
All of the rooms are well lighted, have 
high ceilings and are well heated. In 
the new building we can rest assured 
that the good work which has always 
characterized Spencer College will be 
kept up, and in many ways both the 
teachers and children will profit and 
derive pleasure from their new school 
environment

The excellent report by Miss Mc­
Kay of the “Christmas Gift Fund” 
published in the press last week, has 
shown how the money was expended, 
and letters of thanks have already 
been received from a number of the 
recipients. ■

We are now leaving Sutherland 
Place, which has been for so long 
generously placed at our service by 
Mrs. Pitts. For the present we shall 
have an office in a room belonging to 
the Legislative library in the Colonial 
Building, and we have been promised 
the use of other rooms there later in 
the season. Meanwhile, we hope that 
the different working parties, and 
also individual members in their 
homes, will continue the work of mak­
ing socks and shirts for the men who 
are returning.

Reports by the Hon. Treasurer, Mrs. 
Emerson and Miss Lauder, convener 
of the Central Workroom Committee, 
and which will appear in a subse­
quent issue, were then presented aft­
er- which a vote of thanks proposed 
by Mrs. Clift and seconded by Mrs. 
Brehm was passed Mrs. Pitts, Vice- 
President of the Association who by 
her personal interest and in placing 
Sutherland Place at the disposal of 
the members so greatly forwarded 
the war work. Next came an address 
by His Excellency the Governor of 
which the following is a synopsis •

He was obliged to the ladies of the 
Association for giving him the oppor­
tunity of addressing them. The prob­
lem which he was called upon to ex­
amine with them was that of their 
continuance in activity after the war. 
He referred to the meaning of the 
word ‘Patriotic’ and pointed out that 
love of one's country carried with it 
duties to the country even in time of 
peace. The fine work done by the 
Women’s Patriotic Association need 
not therefore cease with a declaration 
of peace. The Executive had alrealy 
shown this and he referred to the cir­
cular which they had issued to the 
Outports. His Excellency observed 
that the immediate problem 'before 
the country was nowadays usually 
expressed in the word ‘Reconstruc­
tion.’ That perhaps did not fully apply 
to Newfoundland; but in its simplest 
form the problem was to see that no 
man who had served in the war was 
left at a disadvantage, and per contra 
that no slackers should be encouraged 
to take advantage of the kindness of 
the community.. The responsibility 
primarily rested on the Government 
and he was glad to bear tribute to 
the way in which the Government

It was necessary to imagine that 
education and all sorts of tilings 
Might be given in addition; it was ra­
ther desirable to help those who 
needed help to expend to the best ad­
vantage the money they received'from 
the Government. Now although this 
was the duty of the Government the 
ladles could help, and if they decid­
ed to approach the Government and 
offer their help two main lines occur­
red to him.

(X)—That of teaching, and
(2)—That of the care of the homes 

of the soldiers who heeded it.
The latter would readily commend 

itself to the Association because their 
Visiting Committee had done such 
good work already. Help in the home 
might take two forms—(a), Interest 
in the employment of the women ; 
(b), Interest in the children and care 
for their health. These efforts in re­
gard to the soldiers led up naturally 
to a broader field which was in every 
degree consistent with the desire for 
patriotic work. The ladies of the As­
sociation might for instance get into 
touch with the members of the wo­
men’s section of the N.I.W.A. and 
see how far they could9 help them. 
There was another problem, that of 
infant mortality, etc., which was be­
ing "canvassed In the community at 
the present time without any direct 
help from the ladies; yet questions 
of maternity, etc., were eminently 
those in which the ladles could help 
with wise advice.

There was one mere object which 
ought thoroughly to appeal te- all of 
them, namely that of beautifying St. 
John’s. The town had great capacity 
for improvement and it did not mean 
that it was necessary to spend much 
money, a great deal could be done 
with paint brush and wheel-barrow, 
although His Excellency did not 
necessarily suggest that all the ladies 
should go about with paint brush and 
wheel-barrow, only see that some­
body else took them. Finally he ob­
served that co-operatlpn meant a 
sinking of self and of personal views 
both on the part of the Government 
and of those who wanted to help; and 
he suggested that the Women’s Pat­
riotic Association should take up the 
question of appointing committees.

(1) —To wait on the Government to 
offer help.

(2) —To see what aid could be giv­
en in the education of soldiers.

(3) —To visjt and help in the homes 
of the soldiers.

(4) —To co-operate with the women 
of the N. I. W. A. in regard to the em­
ployment of women.

(6)—To supervise generally ques­
tions affecting the Infant life of the 
capital.

(6)—To supervise generally the 
beautifying of the town.

He concluded by saying that it 
would be a vast pity if the fine work 
done by the W. P. A. ceased with the 
declaration of peace. If they saw 
their way to take up practically even 
some of the suggestions he had made, 
there would be every hope for the 
continuance of work which he had 
already learned to respect, which had 
brought credit on the Colony both at 
home and abroad and would leave 
such a mark on the life of the com­
munity that the daughters of those 
who were present to-day would feel 
thankful and proud that their mothers 
had seen well to take up the problem, 
at the present crisis.

After a vote of thanks duly propos­
ed and seconded and thjsn put to the 
meeting by Lady Horwood the Gover­
nor introduced Sergeant Ricketts to 
the notice of the ladies, who present­
ed an illuminated address which was 
read by Mrs. Macpherson and $250 in 
Victory Bonds which was presented 
by Lady Horwood. His Excellency 
observed that he was sure Ricketts 
would feel more honoured in receiving 
these presents direct from the hands 
of some of the most prominent ladles 
of Newfoundland. He then once more 
congratulated Ricketts, referred spe­
cially to the tpet that the members of 
the W. P. A. had decided to give 
special memorial present to every 
man in the R.N.R. and the Royal 
Newfoundland Regiment who had 
v7on a “Fighting Medal.” He consid­
ered that this act was specially wor­
thy of the W.P.A. as representing the 
general sentiment of all the women 
of the whole of Newfoundland and he 
personally attached the greatest im­
portance to such action because he re­
cognized that not only had one man 
done well but that there were men 
throughout the Colony who had earn­
ed the highest commendation and 
might possibly have deserved the 
greatest awards.

The address presented to Sergt. 
Ricketts was the work of Mr. T. R.

Thus a long period would 
elapse before it could possibly rival 
existing national fleets, but as confi­
dence in the League of Nations de­
veloped, and as the financial strain of 
computing armaments became more 
acutely felt, the tendency would be 
to* transfer sea power more and more 
to the international field.”

When 
the war came and the Canadian Gov*- 
ernment needed horses, the task was 
committed to McCrae, and he did it 
so well that he was next entrusted 
with the organizing of supply and 
transport, saving milions of pounds 
by checking waste.

He established the famous Cana­
dian ration system, and introduced 
reforms and economies, until the 
Canadian army was the best and most 
economically fed army in Europe.

On his appointment as Quarter­
master-General In 1916, he did still 
more brilliant and useful work on a 
large scale, notably by the clever 
disposal of surplus and obselete stores 
at many times the price they would 
have fetched now.

He was a marked man; and when 
business ‘organizer was wanted for 
the Information Ministry, there was 
no difficulty in the selection. Mc­
Crae was the one man for the post, 
and he got it

In appearance General McCrae' is 
tall, well-built and soldierly, with a 
strong, clean-shaven face, keen eyes 
and a resolute mouth and chin. He 
looks what he is—a man of clever 
head and iron will, who always 
knows what to do and how to do it, 
and sees that it Is done. Such a man 
cannot fall to go far; and those who 
know McCrae best predict for him 
much bigger things than he has ac­
complished so far.—Pearson’s Week-

‘liberty Fuel.”
A good deal has appeared within 

tiie past few weeks upon the motor 
fuel invented by two army officers 
and the general tone of these notices, 
coupled with the suggestion of gov­
ernmental acceptance carried by the 
name under which the new compound 
was announced, has led to a rather 
enthusiastic acceptance of the very 
broad claim that this fuel Is soon to 
replace gasoline on a wide scale. It 
was not for a long time possible to 
get date on which to base intelligent 
comment; but press despatches of 
January 14th at last met this need.

It appears that some 65 per cent of 
the new fuel is benzol, while of the 
kerosene previously announced as its 
“base” there la present hut 25 or 30 
per cent To anyone acquainted with 
the supply and demand for benzol, 
this puts the "Liberty Fuel” on the 
defensive at once. It all the benzol 
which we are now producing could go 
Into its manufacture, it could not be 
made in sufficient quantity' to replace 
more than two per cent of the gaso­
line which we now use.

Of course this does not mean that 
“Liberty Fuel" or somethin c like it 
would, not some day be a fine thing. 
But it does mean that for F‘e present 
It Is not to be thought of. Only by a 
complete revolution In the « ways of 
getting benzol, and probably in the 
eources of supply as well, could a fuel 
containing 65 per cent of this sub­
stance become a commercial proposi­
tion. When to this is added the fur­
ther circumstance that the inventors 
would not supply the Bureau of 
Standards with their formula for test­
ing purposes, and that when the Fuel 
Administration finally got some of it 
for test it found Several grave techni­
cal defect®, it seems quite clear that 
the whole thing Is more or less of a 
bubble.—Scientific American.

Cheap Fuel.
The search for a fuel that will be 

cheaper than gasoline, and equally as 
efficient, appears to be about as elus­
ive as that for perpetual motion, and 
so far appears to have many of the 
same characteristics. Tests of the 
latest widely heralded fuel, which ap­
pears to be only a mixture having 
benzol as a base, do not seem to bear 
out the claims made for it; and, in­
deed. similar mixtures have been ex­
perimented with for at least five years 
in England without anÿ very practi­
cal results. Undoubtedly benzol, eith­
er alone or combined with other in­
flammable liquida tiiat can he vapor­
ized or properly atomized, will form 
a valuable addition to our fuel sup­
plies, but there is little probability 
that these compounds will supplant 
gasoline. So tar little benzol has 
been used, as most of the supply has 
been required in the manufacture of 
explosives; and its future application 
will depend largely on the quantities 
in which it will be produced now that 
war demands are diminishing. In a 
sense benzol is a by-product, and as 
such but little attention was given 
to saving it before the war, except 
in Germany; but the experiences of 
late have warned us the world cannot 
tolerate waste, and it is hoped that 
greater quantities of this undoubtedly 
valuable motor fuel will be available 
in the^ future.

Strange Prophecy
Recalled.

“Brother Johannes” ' Foretold the 
Great War.

Boon after the great war began, the 
press published a cable from Paris, 
carrying extracts from an article in 
the Paris Figaro upon a series of 
prophecies alleged to have been writ­
ten by a monk three centuries before 
the outbreak of the war. These al­
leged prophecies foresaw mapy of the 
events and conditions of the war, and 
are reprinted, so that a comparison 
of the text with recent events may be 
made. The special cable sent, out 
Sept. 10th, 1914, said:

The Figaro, which is now issuing 
a small edition in Bordeaux, besides 
its usual four pages in Paris, on Its 
first page publishes an extraordinary 
translation of a Latin prophecy al­
leged to have been written by a monk, 
Brother Johannes, In the year 1600, 
describing the destructions of Anti­
christ in a great war. Following are 
eoe significant passages:

“The real Antichrist will be one of 
the monarchs of his time. A son of 
Luther will invoke God, proclaiming 
himself his envoy. He will have only 
one arm. His armies, which will ap­
pear innumerable, will take for their 
device the words, ‘God with us,’ (the 
motto actually stamped on the Prus­
sians’ belts). He will long act by 
ruse and treachery, and his spies will 
overrun the earth, but a war will 
furnish the occasion tor his throwing 
off the mask—not that war waged 
against the French monarchy, hut an­
other easily recognized, because in 
twer weeks it will become universal, 
bringing into battle the most distant 
peoples. Armies will form at the 
four corners of the earth. Antichrist 
will massacre priests, women, chil­
dren and the aged. He will show no 
mercy, holding the torch like the 
barbarians, but invoking Christ 
There will be an eagle in his arms, 
also In those of his acolyte, the other 
bad monarch, who, a Christian, will 
die through the curses of Pope Bene­
dicts s.

“To conquer Antichrist, more men 
must be killed than Rome held. It 
will require the efforts of all the 
kingdoms. This will happen twenty 
centuries after the incarnation of 
God’s Word.”

The prophecy is contributed by a 
writer signing himself “Peladan, 
who, aftv showing its application to 
the present waif, says that it is only 
the first part, and that he will give 
the rest later. The Figaro makes no 
comptant.

The Petit Journal prints another 
prediction, said to have appeared 
early this year in an almanac, pub­
lished in the Indian native state of 
Jodpore, and to have been brought to 
the editor’s notice by a Hindu, named 
Vanna, living in Paris, whose two 
sons have just joined the Foreign 
Legion.

"In the month of July," says the 
prediction, “all Europe will be upset 
by a war, setting In conflict the 
greatest powers, accompanied by en­
ormous disaster. In November, 
great Emperor will lose his crown, 
and the war will end.”

Many persons, remembering the 
prophecy, which seemed a bit ex­
travagant, in 1914, have called atten­
tion to its accuracy.
