CONVENTION DEADLOCKED.

CHICAGO, June 11.

The Republican National Conven-
tion in a ten hour continuous session
to-day, cast four ballots in an unsuc-
cessful effort to nominate a candidate
for the - Presidency. Wood, Lowden
and Johnson led in the ballots in that
order, but without cnough at any
time to give any one of them a ma-
jority of votes, On the fourth ballot
the Wood strength had climbed up to
three hundred and fourteen and a
half votes; Lowden’s strength to two
hundred and eighty-nine, and John-
son’s strength stood at one hundred
and forty and a half. Herbert Hoo-
ver's maximum vote on the day’s ses-
sion was five votes, and Nicholas
Murray-Butler’s strength gradually
decreased, much of it going to Low-
den. Other votes were scattered
among eight of the eleven candidates,
who were placed in nomination, Af-
ter the second ballot Lowden and
Wood men, feeling encouraged by
their steady gains, defeated a motion
to adjourn, and held the conventian
in session for two more ballots. Wood
and Lowden were making gains when
the balloting closed. It was the first
Republican Convention in many years
which had gone past the third ballot
before finding a Presidential nomin-
ee, For nearly ten straight hours,
delegates sat in the convention hall
in“broiling weather and, without rest
or refreshménts, demanded to hear
in continuous session the-pominating
and seconding speeches. for eleven
candidates, and go through four suyc-
cessive ballots. When the Conven-
tion adjourned,, soon after seven
o'clock, Chicago time, no one in it
had eaten since breakfast, and the
adjournment of the convention only
marked the beginning of a series of
all-night conferences, and manoeuv-
ring, which chiefs of the various for-
ces believe will bring accessions to
their forces for the re-opening of
balloting to-morrow morning.

SABLE 1. HELD UP.

SYDNEY, June 11.

The first sensation of the ’Long-
shoremen’s strike, which for three
days has practically tied up the port
of North Sydney, came to-day, when
a large crowd of strikers made their
way to the terminus of the Reid Nfid.
Co. and forced the crew of the steam-
er Sable Island from loading part
cargo of meat, consigned to mer-
chants in St. John’s, Nfid. Striking
'‘Longshoremen made their way to the
wharf and tried, firstly, persuasion to
induce the crew of the steamer to
cease operations and leave the "ship
tied up. The crew refused, however,
and continued to work. Seeing this
the strikers, numbering over fifty,
crowded about the freight car from

which the meat was being unloaded,

and loaded into the ship, and moved
it along the track to a point where
the ship’s derricks could not reach,
For some time they remained by the
car, so as to prevent members of the
ship’s crew from moving it back to
its original place alongside the Sable
Island. When the crew of the steam-
er announced their intention of mov-
ing the freight car back to the steam-
er, the strikers threatened violence.
Secing this the officers of the ship
summoned the police to the wharf.
Order was restored and the crew was
told that if they wished to continue
loading the ship they would be pro-
tected from interference. The Sable
1. sails for St. John’s, Nfid,, at noon
to-morrow. As a result of the action

A Daylight Air

Raid on London.

The first time the Germans attack-
ed London from the air in force dur-
ing daylight was on June 13, 1917. A
number of aeroplanes, variously esti-
mated at about forty, arrived about 11
a.m., in sunny weather. Much dam-
age was done and many- lives. were
lost in the poorer districts, the casual-
ties being 104 killed and 423 injured.
No fewer than 120 children were killed
or injured. At Liverpool ‘Street sta-
tion an Ipswich train, which had just
| come in, was bombed and a number of
passengers were killed. The roof of
the station was damaged. Farther
east there were terrible scenes in the
Poplar district. A bomb fell on a
school, killing and mautilating many
children. It penetrated the roof, and
after killing a little girl, passed
through the top storey door into the
room below, where several boys were
killed—finalling exploding in a class

of infants, where there were sixty-
four mites. Twenty children were
taken to the hospital, three of them
were dead and four died afterwards.

-1 Twelve of the wounded children were

five years old. Many small houses in
this quarter were destroyed, and there
were many deaths in consequence. A
bomb also fell on an Islington school.
Thus did the Germans make war on
little chjldren, and would do so again
if they had the power. Let us never
be friends with that nation of child-
killers again.

Charles Kingsley,
Clerical Novelst.

On Saturday, June 12, 1819, the Rev.
Charles Kingsley, the famous author,
was born at Holne Vicarage, Dartmoor,
in Devonshire, his father, of the same
names, an hereditary country gentle-
man, having been forced through the
carelessness of his guardians, to fol-
low some profession, and chosen the
clerical one. This son composed and
wrote prose and poems from four
years of age, and after studying at
various schools, became an under-
graduate at Magdalene College, Cam-
bridge, in 1838, and a scholar of it
next year. In 1842 he was ordained
curate of Eversley, in Hampshire, and
two years later was appointed its
vicar, as the parishioners anxiously
desired. When crossing its heather-
covered common, for visiting them, he
sometimes stuck his tobacco pipe into
one of the bushes till he should pass
again, and a stranger wds going to
take it out, but his companion forbade
him, saying, “That is our parson’s.”
His “Yeast,” “Alton Lock,” and “West-
ward Ho!” belong to the highest class
of novels, but his thirty-six published
works include ten volumes of sermons,
and others on scientific and practical
subjects. Honours were bestowed up-
on him, for in 1848 he was appointed
Professor of English Literature in
Queen’s College, just then founded in
London, and in 1859 Queen Victoria
appointed him one of her chaplain in
ordinary, and next year Regiys Pro-
fessor of Modern History at Cam-

bridge, whose salary has since risen
from £371 to £800 a year. In 1869
he was appointed a Residentiary Can-
on of Chester, with £500 a year, and
in 1873 was promoted to one at West-

minster Abbey with £1,000 a year. He |,

died at Eversléy on January 23, 1875,
and his burial there was attended by
a great concourse of friends, includ-
ing distinguished political and mili-
tary men, besides villagers and hunts-
men, whose horses and hounds waited
for them in the churchyard. By his
wife, who survived him, he left two
sons and two daughters.

During the last few days Sir Thom-
as has received innumerable messages
from all parts of the world wishing
him good luck in his efforts to “lift”
the historic cup. Dowager Queen
Queen Alexander, in expressing her
hope that Sir Thomas would win with
the Shamrock IV., said:

“Certainly I am confident. But I am
glad I am not too sure, for then there
would be no sport for anyone.”

Sir Thomas before his departure
said he had every confidence in the
Shamrock IV. ‘adding: “Well, we’ll
soon know.”

Frenzied Finance.

The astounding amrnouncement that
the Government intend in the Esti-
mates to be submitted to the Legis-
lature, to increase the Expenditure
one and thrge quarter millions of dol-
lars over and above the vote asked by
the Cashin Government last session,
will be a severe jolt to those who sup-
ported the Squires-Coaker Party.
The Prime Minister in his manifesto
promised reduction of taxation and
reasonable economy. These, with
other promises, fiduced the electorate
to support the Liberal-Reform Party,
and the very first act of a financial
nature is to disregard those promises
entirely and enter upom a riotous
extravagance unprecedented in legis-
Jative annals. The powers that be
are careful to remember themselves
and provide for their individual needs
by generous increases to the heads of
the Departments and as a sugar coat-
ing to this disagreeable pill, they
undertake to increase sessional al-
lowances to the members of the
Legislature from two hundred to one
thousand ‘dollars. Premier Squires
heads the list with a salary totalling
$15,000, followed by the various De-
partmental heads with salaries of
$5.000 each. As is well known that a
period of serious depression is now
hanging over this country, hastened
by the injudicious and vicious legis-
lation forced upon the country by the
Hon. W. F. Coaker, who insisted on
the enforcement of fish regulations
which paralyzed our export trade.
The price of fish had dropped from
$12.00 easily obtained, to $£.00 which
is hardly procurable, and the worst
is yet to come. Still, in the face of
such depressiorn and falling prices,
we find the Squires-Coaker Party en-
gineering a disgraceful raid upon the
public treasury in order that the par-
ty which they lead may be enriched
at the public expense from a rapidly
depleting Treasury. The poor of the
Deminion are receiving no considera-
tion at the hands of this mercenary
crew. ,The aged and infirm pension-
ers are still to receive the paltry dole
of fifty dollars per year, whiist the
widews and orphans are left to starve.
No wonder that a blight has fallen
upon the land which is now cursed
by the greatest gamng of political
grafters that éver disgraced a civil-
jed land. We see prices soaring and
profiteering rampant without any
serious attempt being made to check
those conditions. We find the profit-
eers gloating over the favorable con-
ditions which permit them to grind
the faces of the poor and keep the
working men and office hands in want
and deprivation. The orgy of exirava-
gance which the Government has
adopted is im line with the conduct

. of other profiteers who are determin-

ed to fleece the country, and the
Government, owing to their own mis-
deeds in this direetion, dare not at-
tempt any check to the exorbitant and
indecent profits which are now gener-
al throughout the Dominion. The
Minister of Finance and Customs was
loud in denunciation of late Govern-
ment’s extravagance, and during the
election strongly condemned the pol-
icy of his predecessors in this re-
gard. There was a warrant for Liber-
al expenditures from 1909 to 191°.
The fisheries were good, trade was
flourishing, and high prices obtained.
Finance Minister Cashin was always
in a posittion to assure a surplus
over expenditure and he undertook to
hand back to the people any excess
surplus by way of road and other pub-
lic expenditures. The conditions to-
day are entirely changed. The coun-
try is on the brink of insolvency; but
the present Minister, blind to those
conditions and heedless of the con-
gestion which threatens, does not
hesitate to increase his current ex-
penditure by one and three quarter
million dollars. Talk about frenzied
finance, why no sane Government or
body of men would attempt such
waste of public monies except with
the motive of driving the Dominfon to
financial bankruptcy. The increases
in the Civil Services are in some in-
stances commendable, but abnormal
increase of sesstonal allowances and
the increases to salaries of deputies
and ministerial heads is criminally
disgraceful.. The time hu/eome nOw
for economy and curtailment as far
as possible of “expenditures under
such heads, and a Government, so
lost to a sense of fts obligations to
the people. which would raid the pub-
lic exchequer in such a cold-blooded
manner, must be entirely lost to all
sense of honesty, homor, or self-
respect.

The House met at 4 p.m.

An Act to authorize the Montreal ;
Trust Co. to do business in the Col- |

ony, and an Act respecting Pogtal
and Telegraph Services passed the
third reading.

An Act respecting Certificates of
Masters and Mates passed the Com-
mittee stage.

The Hxportation of Salt Codfish
Bill occupied the attention of the
House for the rest of the evening,
Hons. D. A. Ryan, Sir P. T. McGrath
and R. K. Bishop taking part in the
debate. #Hon. Geo. Shea in submitting
the Bill for consideration of commit-
tee, sald it was part and parcel of
the legislation of the Government's
regulations respecting our staple in-
dustry, which were necessarily of an
experimental character. Hon., Mr,
Grieve opposed the bill which he
thought was caloulhted to do im-
mense harm to exporters, and cause
damages which will react on the
whole industry of the colony. The
principal points in his speech were
that the establishment of arbitrary
prices have been the cause of sevare
monetary losses to the trade. The re-
strictions, while not whelly respon-
sible, helped considerably to bring
us to the conditions in which we find
ourselves to-day. He pointed out to
the House that already the law* had
been evaded and fish was sold at 98/
while the contral price was 102/6 and
that the Advisory Board was cogniz-
ant of the fact, but had taken no ac-
tion. Continuing he quoted a west-
ern outport shipper who was offered
76/- less 1% at Oporto but the Board
refused permission to sell under the
regulation price which was 84|-. The
fish was later sold at an enormous
loss, “I state,” said the Hon. mem-
ber, “that if this bill passes nothing
shart of a miracle will realizé $12 for
shore and $10 for Labrador fish this
fall. Competition is necessary in or-
der to maintain prices. An immense
quantity of eld fish still unseld will
overlap the new and .the disaster in
in the fall of the year wlil be such
that it will sweep away the strong-
est Government. I am not a poli-
tician, but if T were in the Oppesi-
tion I would say let the regulations
go through. I view the Bill as a
great political blunder, and a greater
commercial blunder.”

Hon. R. K. Bishop, in replying; said
he thought there were many safe-
guards in the Bill, The shipping of
fish on consignment might have en-
tailed very heavy losses on Hon. Mr.
Grieve, and as te the Western outport
man he may have sustained losses on
a cargo which he thought he had
sold. Such losses are often met dur-
ing the course of negotiations. He
did net, however, think there were
any hope of ohtaining $10 per quintal
for Labrador fish this fall or $12 for
Shore. It was a serions mistake on
the part of the Minister to send the
fishermen away with these prices in
their minds. A great many men
were not risking the fishery this
year, but he thought the voyage
would not be less than that of other
years. And by care on the part of
the Board he hoped that the results
of the fishery regulations would net
be as disastrous as thought.

Hon, D. A. Ryan followed, and said
he agread with what Mr, Griave had
sald. “We have enough already of
regulations; yes, and more than we
know what to do with.” He confirmed
the statement of Hon. Mr. Grieve by
referring to a fish transaction of his
own. He had 110 5-qtl. casks of fish
to sell about March 1st, and he wired
to his agents in Liverpool for best
prices obtalnable. They wired back
that the best was 65/- (the regulation
price then was 70/-) He was willing
to sell this fish at 65/- and he asked
the Advisory Board for permission to
do so, showing it all the correspond-
ence. Permission was refused, the
Board claiming that 70 shillings could
be obtained, He offered the fish to
the members at 60 shillings and he to
pay expenses, but they would not ae-
cept. It was later shipped by s,
Digby through Hawes, who sent it to
Alicante, where it could not be sold.
Next®it was shipped to Valencia. On
the second day of June he called on
Hawes' Tocal agent to know if his
brokers had been paid for the fish,
He was told\that the fish had net
been sold yet: The fish was in splen-
did condition when it reached = Al.
cante, Continuing, the speaker said,
there are stores of fish in Spain
which he suppose Hawes was trying
to get the regulation price for, while
the Norwegians, Icelanders and others
were selling under him. We hold our
fish for the regulation price, and in-
deed we are holding it.
oppose the regulations, and if enfore-

The story of two cars of sugar as
unfolded before the Board of Com-
merce at Ottawa recently {is one
of misdirected enterprise at the ex-

The lot was sold by the refiners
at $19.98 per hundredweight to a
Montreal buyer, who had no desire
to. consume it himself. He ‘turned
it .over to dealers at Magog, Que.,
and they disposed of it to a Mon-
trealer, who 'had, like themselves,
only a speculative interest ‘in sugar.
The Montrealer No. 2 resold it to an
Ottawa wholesale firm, who charged
some retail grocers 27 cents a pound.
The retailers sold it to comsumers at
30 cents a pound. Thus the sugar
passed through five' stages between
the factory and the home, the price
rising with each change of hands.
Whether in following these transac-
tions the two cars took a side-trip
from Montreal to Magog, or remained
in Montreal until their final destitu-
tion was decided by the energetic
mid¢dleman, the despatches do not say.
The Acting Chairman of the Board of
Commerce used somewhat vigorous

Very soon our roads will
be carrying a. greatly increased
amount of fast motor traffic, and un-
less greater care and consideration
are exercised all round, the element
of danger atlendant on motoring of
any kind will become far too promin-
ent.

‘So soon as danger is mentioneéd -in
connection with motoring, the ques-
tion of speed arises, With the varying
types of cars on the road at the pres-
ent time, it is impossible to lay down
hard and fast rules as to what. does
or does not constitute a ‘“safe” speed.
Some cars are easier to control. at 40
mp.h. than are others at half that
speed. The rate at which a car can
reasonably be driven on normal roads
depends on its powers of deceleration,
and although most modern models are
fitted with adequate brakes, the way
in which they take their braking
differs widely.

Bear and Forbear.

Apart from the capabilities of the
car, the way it is driven is naturally
the deciding factor. We have only
one rule of the road to observe—to
keep to the left—and yet in many
minor ways the spirit, if not the word,
of this rule can be broken. We all
know the type of barbarian who hugs
the centre of the road and: forces us
further into the gutter than normal-
ly should be necessary to let our cars
pass. There is a great deal too much
of this weakest-to-the-wall spirit
abroad these days, and unfortunately
it cannot easily be punished or pre-
vented.

Mr. Munish does not mind his wierd-
ly garbed chauffeur taking far more
road than he requires, even though it
does entail the pushing of smaller
cars and a host of cyclists into the
ditch, and so no reprimand is forth-
coming. There is only one motto for
all road users, and that begins, “Do
unto others—"

I suppose there can be no greater
compliment payable to a motorist
than for him to be styled a really
good driver. And yet a good driver

is nothing more than a considerate
one. He considers his passengers,
his car, and everyone else on the road.
No passing on blind corners ahd no
dashing through hazardous openings.
, Possibly under the angelic wing of
comprehensive insurance policies
some of our modern motorists feel

- 'ju’stiﬂed in taking. risks. for the sake

of ' emphasizing their flamboyant re-
putations. At the same time, it is
sheer bad manners, causing danger
.and annoyance for purely selfish rea-
ssons. and eventually they will pay
the cost.
