Y Adam Beck introduced a new power

Bill in the Legislature, creating the
Hydro-Elactric Power Commission. He'
was appointed Chairman of the Hydro-
Electric Power Commission in June
of that year . This position he con-
tinued to hold up to the time of his
death. He was first elected to the
Legislature for London in 1902, and
was re-elected for each succedding
term, until the Provineial General
Election of 1919, when he was défeated
by H. A. Stévenson, Labor representa-
tive. Sir Adam was again elected Lo
the Ontario Legislature as member for
London, in the General Eléétion of
1923, and was appeinted Minister with
out portfolio in the Govérnmeént ¢f
Hon. G. Howard Ferguson.

“Remember, Beck, $6,000,000 is theé
limit,” Sir James Whitney 1& said to
have cautioned Beck when the first
government guarantee of hydro bbnds
was demanded. Mr. Beck found jittle
difficulty in getting the Whitnéy limit
raised to hundreds of millions after
hé had shown him what he could Qc.
The first provincially owned current
from Niagara was turnéd om in the
town of Berlin, now of Kitchenev, in
1910. - The seond transmission line
was built to Toronto. Beck continued
to represent London in the Legisla-
ture until 1919, when he went down
with the Conservative party m the Pro-
vincial general electiop.

Careful study brings the.convention
that there is a national need to-day |
which in Great Britain surpasses all
others. It is expressed by the ques-
tion: What is the country to do with
the surplus of her population?

A natural law exists which imposes |
a limit on the number of people able
to oxist on a square mile of land in
proportion to its natural and agricul-
tural food resources. This number is
exceeded if additional résources are
provided by industriil development,
by transport facilities, or by the in-
creased buying power of accumulatéd
wealth. “This is the law_of the so-
called “civilised surplus.” If industry
goes back or disappcars, if transport
facilities dwindle, if the flow of wealth
{s arrested, the civilised surplus suf-
fers.

In Great Britain more than three-
quarters of the population belong to
that surplus, and suffer from the set-
backs mentioned., New Zealand,
measured in square miles, ig of the
size of Great Britain. Yet, ap compar-
ed with the forty-two millions of the
latter, the Dominion can support only,
three million people. This because,!
being an agricultural country, New
Zealand doés not carry a civilised sur-
plus. The war, by resericting the buy-
ing power of the world and by calling
forth the development of industry in
other countries, has hit industry and
trade in Great Britain badly, . The

During a dark night one of the
smugglers will set the bells ringing
purposely in his section, and when the
officers rush to the spot other smug-
glers cut the wire a few hundred
yards away and escape across the
frontier wiilh the contraband goods.

The training of dogs has. become
a fine, though cruel art. The smug-
gler lends his dog to the “trainer,”
who is always dfessed In a Customs
officer’s uniform. He beats the ani-
‘mal frequently, so that in a few weeks
the dog wﬂl detest and fear a man
in unltorm and avoid him anywhere
in future. This is exactly the result
desired by the owner.

The Italian smuggler then takes
the dog with him across the frontier
and teaches him to return home alone.
The animal wears a . coat provided
with small pockets which contains the
contraband goods, and becomes in
time an accomplished smuggler. The
dogs are shot at on sight by the front-
ier guards, and this makes the ani-
mals even more wary any cunning.

The larger dogs carry their loads
with great speed over the Alpine pass-
es, and it becomes practically impos-
sible to prevent this form of smug-
gling. A .well trained dog is worth
a large sum of money, but he cannot
be sold, for he will constantly return
to his master’s home, where, owing
to his value, hé has always been well
treated. ; :

The Italian: autharities -have found
the system of bells unsatistactory,
and have recently replaced ‘them by
small electric lamps . on :the wire
fence, as most of the smuggling takes.
place- at night.

It is doubtful,

however, whether
it i8'a comparatively. easy matter for
the smugglers to cut off the electric
current.

Most of the smugglers are known
to the police and Custom-house em-
ployees, but they cannot be arrested
unless caught red-handed, which is a
difficult affair.
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Offers Huge Cash Prize
for Morphine Substitute

One hundred thousand dollars |is
the dazzling prize offered chemists to
induce them to discover how to manu-
facture a cheap substitute for mor-
phine, The discovery must be made
within the next five years. Herman A.!
Metz, of New York City, is making the:
offer in the hope of doing away with
the drug evil.

Morphine is now  derived from
opium. If it could be made syntheti-
cally, much cheaper than that derived
from the poppy, Mr. Metz believes that
the suppiy of opium would be killed at
its source. It would no longer pay to
grow the poppy.

The photographs obtaincd are not
trie pictures; but onlv silhouettes, and
the plate {8 not enclosed in a camera
but’ exposed to the light of a bright,
brief electric spark.

A Law That
is Disregarded

Judging by the numerous
complaints made it appears that
the law governing the lighting
of vehicles outside the city limits
is being totally disregarded,
particularly by owners of horse-
drawn conveyances. It is mo
uncommon sight on country
roads to witness a string of a
dozen or more vehicles, guided
alone by the instinet of the
animals drawing them, proceed-
ing homewards, after dark, and
without any meanse of giving
warning to approaching traffic.
the owners of the econveyanees
are invariably to be found at the
head of the procession, and

should one of the animals shy |

or cross the road when a moter
car happens along little can be
done to avoid an accident. The
Highways Traffic Act under re-
quirements and equipment, Sec-
tion 10, Sub-Section L, says:

“Except as herein otheryise pro-

vided outside the limits of the city |

of St. John’s every vehicle shall after
sunset and before sunrise carry on
the right side of such vehicle a lamp
or lamps which shall be so jcon-
structed and carried as to exmyit a
white light in the direction in which
the vehicle proceeds, and so  lighted
and kept lighted as to afford ade-
quate means of signalling the ap-
proach or position of such vehicle,
This sub-section shall apply to spring
carts, but shall not apply te common
two wheeled carts or drays or cata-
marans or sleighs.”

As will be noticed by the last
paragraph, spring carts must
carry lights, but two-wheeled
carts or drays are excepted.
his does not mean, however, that
the drivers of such are not to

take all necessary precautions to | ledges the receipt of the sum of

Within the
city limits every driver is
obliged to have control of his
animal and the police see to it
that the rule is observed.

“A motor vehicle while standing
upon any highway at such times as
lights are required by the provisions
of this section for such vehi¢le may,
in leu of the lighting equipment
specified in this section show one
light carried on the right side of the
car in such a manner as to ge clearly
visible to the front and rear for .a
distance of at least two hundred feet,
and to show white to the front and
red to rear of the vehicle, provided
however, that such light shall not be
displayed while the motor vehicle is
in motion.”

I went outside to
get a drink of water and found  the
place filled withssmoke and the girls
in the workrooms opposite screaming
with terror. I ran to the staircase.
It was impossible to gét down owing
to the emoke and flames, but T man-
aged to get through a skylight on to
the roof.

I walked along tte
roof and fell over something, cutting
my leg ,and got round to the Worshid
Street side of the building. I did not
know what to do.

I saw smoke begin
to come up through the roof. I shouted
down to the crowd in the street,

thought I was going to jump off the
roof, for they shouted baek, “Don’t
jump.”

Thefe is really an undeértow, al-
thgugh that is a bad name for it,
thinks M. P. Hite of Elizabéth City,
North Carolina. Mr. Hite beligves
that the flat sandy beaches of our
Atlantic Coast have a menace - for
bathérs known by “a grossly mis-
leading térm.” He says:

“This menace is elusive, for it
varieg widely in violénce and at times
is entirely absent so that even some
scientists suspect it to be a myth.
Generally speaking, it ig real when
a wind is blowing qnshore and with-
in an hour or so, either way, of
high tide.

“Waves are of two kinds—‘oscilla-
tion’ and ‘translation.’” Deep-water
| waves are of the oscillation type, in
which the water undulates but does
not move forward. When this type
reaches shoal water it changes and
becomes the translation type in which
the water itself is carried forward
with the wave. Under favorable
conditions these waters ‘heap up'
and fill this basin to overflowing.
Obviously there must be an escape
for these heaped-up waters and the
misnamed ‘undertow’ ig their method
and means of escape. Low points
form in the outer bar and widen and
deepen until a sort of river appears
every few hundred feet along the
beach. This iz misnamed ‘under-
tow,” the heaped-up waters, carried
ghoreward by wind .and wave, es®
caping back to the sea.”

Prof. Davis contributes the follow-=
ing comments, among others:

“Mr. Brant misunderstands me if

Famous Designer Plans
° L * L
a Gigantic Air Liner
TO CARRY 75 PASSENGERS,

Within the next five years we shall
see giant transatlantic airpfanes that
will earry at least 756 passengers from
New York to Paris in 26 hours, and at
a cost of less than present passage
on large steamships.

This prophecy -comes, not from an
idle dreamer, but from a hard-headed,
practical designer of airplanes, a pio-
neer in aviation. He is Louis Breguet,
French airplane manufacturer, whose
factory in Paris is said to turn out
more machines on a commercial basis
than any other plant in the world.

The working plana for such an air
monster already have been completed,
according to reports from Paris but
M. Breguet expects that the machire
will not be built,” tested, and ready
for trial flight before five years.

The machine will be of all-metal
construction, with twin bodies, cap-
able of alighting on either land or
water. With a load of 756 passengers,
freight, and baggage, it will weigh
55 tons. Power will be supplied by
eight motors developing a total of
about 5,000 horsepower.

Luxurious passenger quarters in
the two hulls and in the wings will
include eight first-class cabins, 52
second class, and 15 third class. The
first class cabins will be six feet high,
six feet wide, and 10 feet long. In
addition, there will be a restaurant
with electrical cooking equipment
throughout, and a reading-room and
lounge where smoking will be permit-
ted.

The crew of the glant seacraft will
include, besides the commander, a
chief electrician and assistant, two
pilots, eight mechanics, four cooks,
and a wireless operator.

It has been estimated that the cost
of building the plane—about $2,000,-
000—will be covered by receipts from
2,000 hours’ flying time. The passen-
ger fare for each trip, it is predicted,
will average about $200.

According to present plans, the
transatlantic flight in summer will be
charted on a non-stop course between
New York and Paris by way of New-
foundland, while in the winter a-
southern route will be taken by way

But in 1878 Great Britain oc-
cupied it, pa_v‘fng £92,800 a year to
Turkey. Two years after this the ad-
ministration was transferred i{rom
the Foreign to the Colonial Office, and
in 1914 Cyprus was formally annex-
ed to the British Empire. It received
full Colonial status this May.

Years ago Cyprus was, of course,
famous for its forests, but these
have sadly diminished, owing to bad
usage. Twd things still tend to de-
stroy the forests. Goats are allowed
to browse on the t’wlgs and shoots,
and the goat herds, a wild, lawless
tribe, have a strange habit, when an-
noyed by anything,
on fire!

In consequence, the British Govern-
ment started a special force of forest |
police and had fire paths cut through :
the woods, along which the police
could patrol. ‘
The Cypriotes themselves are re- !
markably primitive in many ways.’
They still plough with oxen and carry ;
their goods on camels and donkeys.
Cyprus silk is very fine indeed, and '
to encourage its manufacture, Queen
Mary, in 1923, ordered Cyprus cocoons
to be used in the manufacture of silk
for the redecorations of Buckingham
Palace.

With its fine climate, Cyprus pro-
duces all manner of fruits in ‘profus-
ion. Yet there is ho grass in Cyprus,
so barley is grown as fodder for the
cattle instead.

To-day, besides copper, the chief

High Blood Pressure

High blood pressure means too great
a pressure of blood within the arter-
ies; the circulating fluid strains at the
walls of its conduits, and, if there be
any weak spots in those walls, the
fluid forces its way through. It is,
therefore, obvious that a person with
high blood pressure may conceivably
bleed from anywhere. It is, neverthe-
less, a case that he shows certain pre-
ferences in the matter.
