Business Education !

rIE importance of a thorough Business Edu­
cation is pressing itself upon the attention 

of commercial circles more and more every day,

ground on which it places the fully trained clerk 
above the imperfectly trained one, when looking 
for a situation.

The Community System in Bavaria, is
In Bavaria the old system of commun!-, 

ties still exists in full force. Each com­
munity is bound to support all the ihem*r 
hers who. cannot support themselves. As 
a consequence great pains are taken to 
.keep people from coming upon their 
hands for support To do this, the-gov­
ernment undertakes the regulation of 
marriage, saying who shall and who 
shall not be permitted to wed. Though 
there are thousands of stout daughters of 
Bavaria sighing to be married, and thou­
sands of beer-soaked young men hunger­
ing to marry them, it cannot be done un­
less the men can show that they have 
an assured means of support. What 
this must bo depends very much upon 
the notions of the authorities who have 
the power. I made frequent enquiries as 
to the essentials, and found them quite 
variable. A bookseller told me that If a 
young man could show that he was get­
ting about $20 a month, and there was s 
probability of his continuing to get it for 
a year, he could marry. Another said if 
a young man had $400 or $500 he might 
marry. To you, in America, where pop­
ulation is what is wanted, such restric­
tions are highly absurd. But here, where 
the danger lies in excess, it seems not so 
unreasonable in itself. Besides, limiting 
marriages has some high authorities on 
its side. No less authority than John 
Stuart Mill has maintained the right of 
a government to regulate marriage with 
a view to the general good, But nature 
regulates all this much better than a 
government as Is evident from the prac­
tical results here in Munich and through­
out Bavaria—Correspondence Clecdond 
Herald.

EDUCATION IN ENGLAND.
A cotemporary has the following : 

“ A prominent English politiciu-i in a 
recent syce- at Bolton, assertuc that 
‘from twuii seven to thirty-four per 
cent, oi'tlu se married in the parishes 
around London are unable to write 
their names, and that there are forty 
thousand children in the city of Man­
chester attending no school.' The 
passage of the Reform bill has had its 
natural effect in stimulating the cause 
of education. Those who have just 
acquired the right of suffrage are more 
ready to be taught, and the more in­
telligent classes see the necessity of 
teaching those who are to help nilé” 
the country.” It is too bad that it 
should thus be written of the educa­
tion of the masses of England, the 
great centre of the world’s manufac­
tures, of commerce, and of civiliza­
tion. The eyes of English statesmen 

, as well as those of the people them­
selves, see that there must be a more 
general diffusion o‘f education. If 
Englishmen should take it into their 
heads to demand, as a measure of re­
form, the establishment of schools on 
the model of the Irish national schools 
or on any other model, they are just 
the mon to struggle for the attainment 
of that object with the dogged resolu­
tion which is one of their chief char­
acteristics—and struggle, too, with 
unfaltering hope, since they have more 
than once satisfied themselves that 
the popular voice is an irresistible 
power in influencing the counsels of 
legislators. It is a sad story, if it is 
true, that so large a proportion of those 
who have entered that state of life in 
which Bacon says they “ give hostages 
to Fortune,” and when their duties 
are more numerous and important, 
should yet be so ignorant as it is as­
serted they are by this “ prominent 
politician.” It would be opening up 
the question of compulsory education, 
and creating a necessity to meet and 
overcome all the arguments that have 
been used against the adoption of such 
a system, if we were to say that the 
intellectual condition of married peo­
ple in Prussia forms a much more 
pleasing picture, for there no man is 
allowed to marry who cannot read and 
write and cost up accounts. How 
much soever compulsory education 
may interfere with personal liberty for 
a season, it would perhaps be difficult 
to prove thatPit does not conduce to 
individual and social happiness in the 
long run.

Latest from Ottawa.
It is reported that Mr. Rose is

They are as industrious as 
bees, and dispatch in eight days more 
business than our Congress in a whole 
season.’’

We would recommend the foregoing 
paragraph to the notice of the gentle­
men at present in Parliament assem­
bled, legislating for the good of the 
Dominion of Canada. We presume 
that they are engaged in legislation, 
and that they will continue to engige 
in it until the session is adjourned, 
and not waste their time in unworthy 
effortsîo show which is the more clever 
man. Lengthy debates may be pleas­
ant to those who engage in them, but 
they are far from pleasant to those who 
have to listen to them, to those who 
have to report them, and to many who 
have to read them. Almost every per­
son in Canada is willing that mémbers 
of Parliament should be paid for the 
time honestly spent in deliberating 
and debating on matters of vital im­
portance to the country, and only 
complain when their law-givers be­
come idle and indifferent. Canada, 
unlike Germany, could not find men 
enough to fill,unremunerated,the scats 
in her legislative halls ; but it would 
be no more than strict honesty on the 
part of paid members of the Canadian 
Parliament to act like unpaid Ger­
mans, and (to use a figure as old at 
least as the days of Æneas and 
Dido,) be “ as industrious as bees,” 
and “hotly ply the work.”
