The Miton Clhampion is indebted to
Mr.John Duff, of Equesing, for the fol-
wing letter from John Mclean, of Por-
la P ie, dated January 17th,

30. It will be intéresting to many of
cur readers. He says:

“ This has been a mild winter, with
little snow so {ar ; our cattle do not care
about being housed and fed, we have to
drive them home at night, or they would
stay in the long grass. There is at our
door a flat, or lake bottom about twanty
chains wide, encircling about three or
four thousand acres of woodland, like an

i igland, nearly round. ' The velley was
full of reeds and water when ¥e came
here ; it is neariy dry now,.with fine
grass about five feet long ; hard to find
cattle in it; as it covers them, We have
plenty of good hay and good stabling ;
I keep in four horses, and three winter
out ; we are hauling rails with two yoke

| of oxen——dry poplar poles which the fire
had run through ; the bark is off ; they
will last twenty years when geasoned
standing, and are light to haul. I have
about four thousand cut; we get plenty
of oak and poplar for firewood and fen-
cing close at hand—woodland is all free,

&0 is hay ground and pasture,

You will be anxious to know how we
are off for provisions. We are living as
well as you do in Esquesing; I have
plenty of wheat, beef, potatoes, and but-
ter. We raised no grein last year;
planted about two acres and ahalf of
potatoes the 1st of July, when the grass-
hoppers left, and got over one thousand
bushels of large potatoes. I mean to
sow forty acres of wheat in the spring,
as I have plenty of sced wheat. There
are but few white men here who need
anything—if they did they would have
to beg it of the clergy, who seem to have
the whole management, and they use it
in making‘eonverts ; it will be a bone of
contention like the Clergy Reserves; it
has hurt the halfbreeds, for instead of
going to hunt and fish as usual, they de-
pend on'what they were.led to -believe
wcald be abundantly supplied, more
than they had in their lives, without toil
or trouble ; the Church of England, the
Church of Rome, and those who promise
to join the Methcdists will get it all.
