The special correspondent of the Daily
News in India telegraphs that the villa-
gers of Eastern Tirhoot are slowly starv-
ing to death, and the future in other
districts looks terribly ominous.
London, March 2.—A despatch from
Blackburn, Lancashire, brings the in-
telligence of explosion,
causing a startling loss of iife in that
town to.day. Twenty persons were in-
stantly killed and thirty injured.

The annual missionary meeting of the
Guelph Wesleyan Methodist Church was
held on Monday nigh’ in. the Church.

v Both, the body of the church and the

gallery were well filled.

The meeting having been opened with
singing and prayer, a fno anthem was
well' sung by the choir, several bold
unison passages being rendered with
excellent effeet.

Rev, L. B. Howar«l,\\'vi:\o was chairman
for the evening, opened the proceedings.
He spoke of the great increase of the
Wesleyan Missions, and noticed the fact
that they had on the platform a deputa-
tion cansisting of men from the far East
and tho far West—{rom the very ends of
the earth, He concluded a brief speech
by ealling uwpon the Secretary to read
the report.
Mr. Wm. Stevenson read the apnual
report for tie year ending June 1873.
The record of the society had never been
g0 prosperous as it was for the past
year. The report referred to the great™
success of the missions. in Manitoba,-in
tho Saskatchewan district, in British
Columbia, and in the domestic mis-
sions in Ontario and Quebet. A sum-
mary of the work showed that there were
twelve mission stations in British Colum-

At the meeting of the Council on

Monday night,three importantsubjects
were brought up for consideration,
all of them of special interest to the
“people of the Town.

The first had reference to. a better
system of drainage, especialiy in the
principal streets, and the adoption of

"2 more thorough and efficient plan
for carrying out repairs and improve-
ments m our streets and sidewalks,
Hitherto the proper dramage of the
Town has been almost .entirely neg-
lected, and even those dramns which
we have are detective, and especially
in spring fail to carry oft thé water,
thereby entailing great loss and an-

noyance to storekeepers and private |

individuals. The  time las come
when we must have a beiter system,
‘and the sooner we begin the better,
and keep on constructing good
leading serviceable .drains as the
funds will allow, It is also admitted
that the old plan of doing the work
on our roads and streets 1s about
the worst that could possibly be im-
agined. A great deal of money has
been spent every yer= ‘o little pur-
pose, for the results have ... been at
all commensurate w. .t outlay.
We are glad to see that . - Counecil
have determined to effect a reform in
this ma.ter; and we hope they will not,
rest-satisfied till they have  in opera-
tion a thorough and efficient system
for doing all our road work.

The second .subject was the crec-
tion of & new town hall. Such a
building has got to be & necessity, for
the present hall is not -only far too
small, but in appearante it is a dis-
grace to a town of the size and pre-
teusions of Guelph. The Committee

proposed to build the Hall'on
®the site of the present vegetablesheds,
but the feeling of the Council ‘favored
the extension of tho -present
building a wing to the Ma
roposal was adopted.
think this is the st course, th
perhaps it may be the most expensive,
but before the Council proceeds in the
matter, the ratepayers will have to be
consulted, when the By-law for the
issue of debentures to defray the coct
will be submitted for their approval.

The third and last question under
consideration was tho creation of a
new Ward in town, to be called the
Centre Ward, the larger portion of it
to be, taken off® the West Ward,
with the  addition ‘of a small
part from the ~South Ward. The
present West Ward is much larger
than any of the other Wards, and the
objectris to equalize them, which the
plan submitted to the Council would
accomplish.. - The scheme is a good
one and we are sorry to see that 1t
failed to carry, as it re juires a two.
thirds vote to make any change in
the present boundaries. The total
vote in the four Wards now is 1,477,
and these equally divided would
give 2905 to each of the proposed five
Wards. T'o make the representation
asnearly equal as possible, the boun-
daries were so arranged as to give
202 votes in the Kast Ward, 290 in
the Centre, 301 in the West, and 299
in the North., Nothing. could be
more fair thamthis division,%et the
scheme failed to ca although the
objections made to it are of a very
frivolous ¢character. - We -suppose
there is no hope. of carrying it into
eftect this year, but it should not be
lost sight of, and must sooner or
later be adopted.
