BERLIN, Sept. 8.—The privi­
leges accorded by the Pana­
ma Canal Act to American 
vessels engaged In the coast­

ing trade Is a violation of the 
Hay-Pauncefote treaty, according 
to Wilhelm Kaufmann, the well- 
known professor ,of International 
law at Berlin University.

In an article published In to­
day's Tageblatt, in which the

professor deals, point by point, 
with the controversy, he gays that 
In many respects the United 
States Is entitled to Impose com­
pensatory dues or exclude entirely 
the ships of nations which pay 
subsidies and thus violate the con­
ditions of entire equality provided 
for by the treaty. The exclusion 
of railroad-owned shipping la, he 
says, justified because those ves­
sels are practically subsidized.

persons who stood for nearly an 
hour under a pouring rain, Their 
Royal Highnesses the Duke of 
Connaught, the Duchess, and the

o’clock Saturday night for Coch­
rane. The bad weather, which 
has interfered so seriously with 
the visit of the vice-regal party 
here, seemed to reach a climax at 
their departure, and one of the 
worst rainstorms of the season 
swept over the city.

arid Mrs. Loiigheed. ’In the evening 
theft Royal Highnesses enjoyed a quiet 
dinner at Senator Lougheed’s home, at 
which none but members of the vice­
regal party were present.

Rain Interfere» With Plans.
It had been Intended to take the 

members of the party on a short motor 
trip previous to their departure, but 
the bad weather precluded this, and 
they enjoyed a quiet evening, resting 
at the Lougheed residence.

Previous to their departure, a cor­
don of mounted police and conetables 
lined off Centre street and cleared the 
passage way to the station. . When the 
uniformed men lined up, the crowds 
began gathering, despite the pouring 
rain and gusty wind, and . stood 
patiently until the vice-regal party ar­
rived.

The National Insurance Act

SYDNEY BROOKS, writing in
The ..Independent, expresses

a “doubt whether thebe are 
mere than a dozen Men in

Great Britain at this moment who 
could score 75 out of a possible 100 
marks in an examination paper on 
the provisions of the National In­
surance Act"—the most widely dis­
cussed piece of legislation, in Great 
Britain in years The average 
man, befogged to begin with by 
the revolting complexities of the 
whole project, has found it frankly 
impossible to k*ep up with its 
manifold transformations; and ' 
people generally have a feeling 
that seme thing big and fine and 
disagreeable has happened without 
quite knowing what.”

15,000,000 People Affected 
And yet some 15,600,006 people are 

likely to be affected ty the provisions 
of the act. Following so closely on 
the heels of the Old Age Pension Act, 
it marks one of the most daring ad­
vances in the field of social legisla­
tion that has ever been attempted fry a 
single parliament. It has been said 
that the Insurance Act will carry the 
people up to the pensionable age, while 
the Old Age Pension Act will take 
them right up to the gates of heaven. 
Every workman's life, from the time 
the act came Into force until he closes 
his eye» in death is provided for by 
the two acts named, in the sense that 
they seek to prevent hie descent Into 
utter destitution.

Sickness and Unemployment 
The National Insurance Act is divid­

ed into two parts. Part 1 deals with 
insurance against sickness and inva­
lidity, and Part 2 with insurance 
against unemployment. The principie 
of the act is compulsory, and; with 
certain exceptions, It Includes every 
men, woman and young person in the 
kingdom who works for an employer 
and !» over 16 years of age. What­
ever be the nature of the employment, 
all workers who earn less than 
£160 ($860) a year will be compul­
sorily insured; whilst in the case of 
ltiaptial workers the provisions of the 
act will apply, even though their earn­
ings may be three, four or even more 
pounds per week. The exceptions in­
clude (a) such as are already provid: 
ed for, as pensionable civil servants, 
etc., and persons who have already a 
private Income, independent of em­
ployment, at least equal to the amount 
of benefits receivable under the act; 
and (b) seamstresses, charwomen, job­
bing gardeners and others working on 
their own account and employed only 
casually. The principle of the act 
renders is necessary that the relation 
of master and servant shall exist in 
order to bring peroene within its scope. 
Persons, however, whose income is not 
more than £ 166 per year, and who are 
not working for an employer, will be 
allowed to Join as voluntary contrib­
utors. and will receive the same bene­
fits as those In the compulsory sec­
tion.

Contributed by Three Partie»
The weekly contributions of all 

workers whose earning» are 15 cents 
per week or over are: men. fourpense, 
and women, threepence. To this the 
employer must contribute threepence 
per week or over are: men, fourpence, 
while the state contribution is two­
pence In each case. The total weekly 
payment is. therefore, ntnepence In the 
cade at. ’men and eightpence in the, 
case of women. As tending to dis­
courage sweating, the contributions of 
persons over 21 years of age, whose 
earnings do not exceed 2s 6d per day, 
are fixed at threepence per week, 
while the employer is required to pay 
fourpence for each man and three­
pence for each woman so employed ; J 
those whose earnings are 2s or under 
per day, one penny per week, the em­
ployers' contribution being fivepence 
for men and four pence for women; 
whilst those earning not more than 
Is 6d per day are exempt from pay­
ment, th eempioyer paying eixpense 
for men and five pence .for women. In 
the latter two cases the state pays 
threepence in respect of each worker, 
tbils bringing it up to the required? 
total of nine pence per week for men 
and eighteen per week for women.

This flat rate system of contribution 
enables each person, of whatever age, 
to enter on the same terms as though 
aged sixteen. Certain reductions In 
the scale of payments are allowed in' 
cases where employers pay full wages 
to their employee during not less than 
six weeks' sickness, Affl contributions 
cesse at 70, at which age the non-con­
tributory Old Age Pension becomes 
payable.

Method of Collection
The method of collection of contri­

butions has been carefully worked out. 
Each insured person will be required to 
Join some “approved1 society,” and will 
be supplied with an Insurance card. 
The workmen's share of the contribu­
tion wilt be deducted from his wages 
by bis employer each pay day, and will 
be attache dto the card, along with 
the employer's contribution, in the form 
of stamps, which the employer is re­
quired to obtain from the post office. 
The "approved society" to which the 
workman belongs will then be credited 
with the amount affixed. The employ­
er is forbidden . to deduct his own 
share of the contribution from the 
workman's wages. So long, therefore, 
as a man or woman is in- employment, 
his or her contribution will be regu­
larly paid.

When a member Is 111, whether from 
ordinary sickness or from accident, no 
contributions will be required-, nor will 
Such unpaid contribution» be counted 
against him as arrears of payment. 
Arrears can only accrue when he is 
out of employment, whilst three weeks’ 
arrears due to this cause will be dis­
regarded for every year a person is 
Insured.

The Benefits Provided j
The sickness; disablement and ma­

ternity benefits wtH be administered by 
"approved societies,” i. e., friendly soci­
eties, ft-adea union*, sick societies and 
others which have been approved by 
the insurance commissioners for the 
purpose. The conditions of approval 
are that the societies must have abso­
lute self-government, and muet not be 
carried on for profit. Security must 
atoo be given agatnet misappropriation 
of fun-de, whilst th© accounts muet be 
audited periodically by government 
auditors, and an actuarial valuation 
must be carried out evgry three years 
in order that the solvency of the soci­
eties may be preserved.

A. point of Importance, however, is 
the amount of benefits that will be in­
sured under the act for the contribu­
tions which muet be paid. Every in­
sured man who has paid 26 weeks’ con­
tributions will be entitled to rick pay 
at the rate of 16a per week, and every 
Insured woman at the ratfe of 7s *d per 
week, for a period of 26 weeks In each 
case. After being insured for two 
years, eM insured persons, whether men 
or women, win be entitled to disable-, 
ment benefit at the rats of 5a per weke, 
which they wfll receive, If necessary,

until death, or until they reach the age 
of 76, when the Old Age Pension be­
comes payable. An insured person win 
thus be provided for throughout life. 
Every insured1 woman, and the wife of 
even" insured man, will be entitled to 
the maternity benefit of 30s for each 
child to which she gives birth. Every 
insured woman confined of a child will 
alsq, be entitled; to -sick pay for four 
weeks after confinement, the amount 
of benefit to these cases thus amount­
ing to .66b. «s':

A panel of doctors willing to work 
under the scheme is provided in each 
district; from which the patient may 
select apy medical man he chooses, 
who will prescribe for him, and give 
him an order on a local chemist for 
such medicines as bis case requires.

If an insured, person be certified asi 
requiring treatment in a sanatorium, 
such treatment" wfll.be provided, and 
while ÿe is resident in the institution 
his dependents at heme will receive the 
10s per week to which he would be 
entitled in case of ordinary sickness. 
For the purpose of this benefit sums of 
money amounting in the aggregate to 
£ 1,000,000 a year will be granted to the 
various insurance committees ; in addi­
tion, one- and a half millions sterling 
will be provided by parliament for the 
building of sanatoria for the treatment 
of tuberculosis, and about £60,000 per 
year for the purpose of devlslpg Im­
proved, methods of preventing and 
treating the disease.

Voluntary Contributors
A society is not required to accept 

Indiscriminately all who offer tor mem­
bership. There is eure to be a certain 
proportion of applicants suffering from 
bad health; or of bad' character, whom 
societies will feel bound, in their own 
interests, to reject. These will be plac­
ed in a special class, known as post 
office colntrlbutore. Their contribu­
tions will be the same as those who are 
members of "approved societies," and 
they will receive the same subsidy 
from the employer and the state. 
These contributions being credited in 
each case to the Insured persons’ spe­
cial account in the post office, the ben­
efits will also be the same as in the 
case of "approved societies," but will 
cease as soon as the amount credited in 
any particular case Is exhausted. On 
the death of a depositor, an yb a la nee 
remaining will b epald over to his per­
sonal representatives. The existence 
Of this class of persons is an admitted 
difficulty. The expedient, however, is 
only an temtwrary one, and will cease 
on January 1, 1*15, the experience 
Stained in the meantime forming the 
basis of an amending bill which will 
be passed prior to that date.

This is still another class, viz„ vol­
untary contributors. This class will be 
insured through the "approved socie­
ties,” and will consist of persons whol­
ly or chiefly dependent on their own 
earnings, whose income is less than 
£160 per annum, but who are em- 
ipoyed. not for a master, but on their 
own account. Persons in this class will 
contribute the same amount per week 
as those working for an employer 
Plus the share of the latter. Ttyye 
will. In addition, be credited In each 
case with the State contribution, as 
in the compulsory section, and will 
receive the saine benefits.

Special arrangements are made in 
the case of soldiers and sailors, clerks 
state and municipakemployes, domes­
tic servants, aUeM, fishermen, agri­
cultural laborers,^ outworkers and 
others who ere employed under ex­
ceptional and varying conditions.

For the Unemployed.
So fflnich for Part I, of the Act or 

e0um.‘*C> bare outline of
what Part t. contains. Part II. is 
taken up wiigi a scheme of compulsory 
Insurance *alnet unemployment ini
the followintkeeven trades: Building, 
mechanical engineering, iron founding 
construct!» nof vehicles, saw milling.' 
The Board- of Trade, which will ad­
minister this part of the act, has power 
to Include other trades In the scheme 
but for the present it will be conffced 
to the seven mentioned. It is esti­
mated that some 2,400,606 work­
people of eighteen and upward will 
come within its pro virions at the out­
set The unempmyonfeehr eta shrdic 
set. The Ufa employment Insurance 
fund will be raised by weekly contri­
butions from employer and employee 
of five cents each tor each period of 
a week or leas: but whefo the period 
of employment Is two days or less the 
contributions of workman and em­
ployer are two cents a day each.
• Discourages Irregular Employment

In order ito discourage irregular em­
ployment, it is provided that an em­
ployer who has employed a man con­
tinuously throughout a period of twelve 
months may recover one-third of his 
own contributions paid for that man. 
The State contribution to the fund will 
be one-third of the total contributions" 
from workmen and employers. No con­
tribution Is required while the work­
man is unemployed' for any cause The 
benefits provided consists of weekly 
payments to the workingmen while 
unemployed of $1.75 a week up to a 
maximum of fifteen weeks in any 
twelve months. No benefit will be 
paid for the first week of any period of 
unemployment, and not more than one 
week of benefit can be drawn by any 
«nan for every five weekly contribu­
tions paid by him. A workman will 
receive, this beneft only if he (a) has 
been employed in an insured trade for 
twenty-six weeks during the preced­
ing five years, (h) has made proper 
application for the benefit, and has 
been continuously unemployed since 
his application, (c) 1» capable of work 
and unable to get it. and (d) has not 
exhausted hie right to benefit. Even 
If he has fulfilled- these conditions a. 
workman will not receive benefit if 
he has lost employment through a 
strike or lockout, or through miscon­
duct, or has voluntarily thrown up his

SWORDFISH FIGHT T8 
DEM SHARKS

Steamship Caledonia Arrives 
in New York Bringing Story 

of Sanguinary Battle
New Yçrk, Sept. 8.—Tales of a des­

perate battle between sharks and 
swordfish were told when the steamship 
Caledonia came in from Glasgow. This 
battle, about sixty mile» east of Mon- 
tauk Point, was witnessed by many of 
foe passengers and officers of the Cale-' 
doriia, including her 'captain, F. H. 
Wadsworth.

Marine naturalists have frequently 
asserted that the swordfish and a cer­
tain kind of shark were on the most 
friendly terms, t}ie fighting fish taking 
the man-eater under his protection. 
Just what sort of, a shark bears this 
fa bled relation to the swordfish has not 
been made known to the sailors of the 
North Atlantic. At any rate, that la 
not the kind of a shark that this yarn 
ia about.

A commotion in the waters about the 
bow gave the first notice of the combat 
Then scores of swordfish and sharks 
were zeen playfully bounding over eacji 
other and racing from end to end 'of 
the vessel. The swordfish averaged 20 
feet in length, and the sharks, not so 
large, were no less agile and playful. 
The swordfish ran their swords beneath 
the sharks and tossed them high In the 
sin then deftly caught them and re­
peated the performance. The sharks, 
in turn, took playful nips at the sword­
fish and chased them all around the 
ship.

BharkVCareer Ended \
This continued for an hour, when

one of the swordfish erred In his Judg­
ment of distance and caught a shark on 
the point of his bony nose, the weapon 
piercing the shark and ending his car­
eer then and there.

This started a “rough house." Every 
j shark seemed Immediate to become the 
bitter enemy of every swordfish. The 
water boiled with the movements of the 
sharks and fish, and the pale green, 
changed to crimson as the bodies of 
the sharks were pierced by the'sword­
fish and the razor-like teeth of the 
man-eaters bit chunks out of the armed 
knights of the deep. Round and round 
the ship the angry throng raced, the 
water becoming redder with every 
passing moment, and bodies of sharks 
and swordfish floating here and there.

One particular shark and swordfish 
were watched by Purser Johnston, who 
said that the sword of the great fieh 
broke off when he ran Into the side of 
the Caledonia after missing a vicious 
rush at his enemy. Before he could 
save hlmseflf by flight the shark had 
killed and began to devour him. Soon 
after this the fighting moss began to 
sag astern and was lost to view.

The 
man left the store carrying the gun 
and thereatened to kill everyone who 
approached. Then Dyer walked up one 
side of the main street and down the 
other.

At daylight he entered the store and 
replaced the gun. A clerk in his em­
ploy entered by a rear door and ob­
tained the weapons. When Dyer again 
went inside fifteen men entered the 
building and held him. He was brought 
Into Springfield tonight and placed 
In a hospital, where he is being treat­
ed.

Dyer is a publican and was four 
years ago defeated in the primary 
election for sheriff. He then threw 
his support to the democratic nominee 
and defeated the republican candidate 
in a county republican by eight hun­
dred.

THE JINGO IN DESPAIR

The Montreal Star, mcfet belligerent and loud- 
voiced of the Canadian family of jingo journals, is 
in despair. Its faith in the militarist instincts of 
Canadians is at low ebb. For weelqs it has bel­
oved daily of the German menace, marshalling 
eVery argument that might be expected to con­
vince us that it was only a -matter of days, or even 
hours, until we would be- called to forsake the 
office, the field and the workshop for the gun. It 
has given expression one day to its unbounded 
confidence in the loyalty of Canadians and on the 
next to its unalterable conviction that all who are 
not Conservatives are incapable of that sentiment. 
Bv turns it has used every available weapon to 
stir the Canadian people to that condition of fury 
which might be expected to make the Germans 
•apprehensive of trouble and fill the heart of Col­
onel Sam Hughes to overflowing with supreme 
happiness. It has tried appeals to prejudice, mis­
representation, argument, entreaty, and even 
threats; but all to no avail. It is now in a state 
of the most' profound depression, from which it 
delivers itself in the following jeremiad : “We 
confess," it says, “that it is difficult for us to con­
tinue to debate the reality of the German menace 
with that proper Christian patience that is. so de­
sirable. This belated and localized scepticism— 
for it is only to be found in Canada—seems to be 
remarkably perverse,, and surely can only be gen­
uine in persons who have been asleep for the last 
ten years."

Many will notice the smug self-complacency 
with which The Star assumes that its hysterical 
. .no'.mcem&nts on this question have been 

characterized- by Christian patience. Of much 
greater interest, however, is its frank admission 
that the onslaughts Of the jingo press.have failed 
to shake the sanity of the Canadian people. In 
every city from the Atlantic to the Pacific one or 
more of these journals has bellowed or bleated, 
according to. its capacity, of. the German menace, 
admittedly without effect. The Canadian people 

.hurt tea much sturdy,ppmtptqt^ense to alloy; tfieq)- 
selvcs to becotne excited to no purpose. Their 
patriotism is made of sterner stuff than that of the 
jingo. They have a duty to perform which they 
will not shirk >vhen the time comes to act. If 
Mr. Borden can present them with a naval policy 
which - will satisfy their conception of that- duty,, 
even The Star will have no'rèason to lament a 
want of enthusiasm in the support that policy 
will receive. Meanwhile; they'see no reason for 
neglecting useful work or losing sleep in order to 
hunt for German soldiers whom The Star believes 
to be hiding in the back yard.

vantage. Its purpose in extending or developing 
its system is to make monêy, not to benefit mun­
icipalities. It merits no favors from them and 
should get none. Nevertheless, when favçrs are* 
offered it is not to be expected that they will be 
refused. It is not to be blamed for receiving such 
plums when all that it is required to do is to open 
its mouth in order that they may be dropped in, 
and its quite excusable liking for such dainties 
naturally leads it. to pretend that it has been in­
fluenced by the gift.

Commenting upon the Pembroke incident, The 
Toronto Mail and Empire points a moral from the 
experience of Hamilton. Efforts were made .some 
tige ago by the International Haryester company 
to secure valuable concessions from that city in 
return for locating there. Hamilton refused, re­
spite enticing offers made from other cities, with 
the result that the company located at Hamilton 
without concessions.

Some means should certainly be devised to 
save municipalities from this policy of purposeless 
competition. The bonus in most cases is nothing 
more or less than robbery of the ratepayers, the 
more to be condemhed because it is given under 
the impression that value is being received. One 
fact that cannot be too deeply impressed on the 
minds of the ratepayers is that what is given must 
be paid for. Exemption of a corporation from its 
just share of taxation means nothing mqre nor less 
than that a corresponding burden must be borne 
by the remaining taxpayers.

THE GAME OF POLITICS

The murder of the C.P.R. detective and ^the 
commissioti of similar crimes of recent date, sug­
gest that it might be well to consider the closer 
regulation of the sale of firearms in the city. The 

.suggestion that the sale of firearms be prohibited 
altogether save by dealers who have procured a 
special license and to purchasers who have obtain- 

I ed a permit, might accomplish much tb reduce the 
number of crimes of violence. The alarming 
frequency of. such crimes in Montreal and Toronto, 
more especially among the foreign population, led 
io the enforcement of similar regulations in those 
cities and the prpseçution of a vigorous campaign 
against the carrying of firearms, which has re­
sulted, according to recent reports, in a market! 

. -’eduction in the number of offences. The display 
j °f firearms in store windows is in many cities pro­

hibited, a provision that is admitted to have done 
much to discourage their sale. In Calgary at the 
present time not only are they to be seen prom­
inently in the window of every second-hand store, 
but no regulation is in force requiring even the 
registration of sales.

While the West has, on the whole, been sing­
ularly free from lawlessness, it must be recognized 

i that the development of large centres of popula- 
; tion is invariably accompanied by dangers which 
' can be guarded against only by the exercise of 
1 every precaution on the part of the authorities. 

The needs for close regulation in such matters 
gathers greater urgency when it is rejnembered 
that our 'cities absorb each year thousands of 

| foreigners who have to be taàght respect for law 
I, and order.

A certain degree of publicity is essential to 
the character of the man engaged in politics. Un­
der the system of party government, measures 
deemed important by individuals must often be 
sacrificed in order to secure the passage of mea­
sures approved by the majority in the party. A 
too clear definition of party lines is to be deplored 
as tending to restrict that free inter-play of in­
dividual minds from which come the best results. 
Compromise, however, if the essence of the 
system. The man whose back is so stiff that it 
can bend to no occasion does well to satisfy his 
desire to serve the public in some other sphere. 
Such a man apparently was Sir George Kemp, 
formerly M. P. for Northwest Manchester. If he 
is reported correctly, Sir George’s experience in 
parliament served only to develop in his mind a 
hatred for politics. He stated that he had “noth­
ing but unhappiness out of politics,” and told an 
audience recently that if they wished fo see the 
lower side of life “let them go into politics and 
the House of Commons.”

There is a type of mind, and that not an ignoble 
one, which finds many of the conditions of success 
in public life irksome. Minds of fine mould, en­
tering the arena with high piitpose, are sometimes 
disappointer with the character of'the /weapons 
they are called upon to use. Irijeresting light is 
thrown upon this Aspect of, public life by the fol­
lowing passage from the correspondence of a pub­
lic man of np less distinction than Richard Cobden :

“You must not judge jpif by,<■ saX at 
“these tumultuous public'-" meetings, TT Eg ! writes. 
“I constantly regret the Tïecïssity df vidlilting good 
“taste and good feeling in my public harangues. 
“I say advisedly necessity ; for I defy anyone to 
“keep the ear of the public for seven, years with- 
“out striving to amuse as well as instruct. People 
“do not attend public meetings to be taught, but to 
“be excited, flattered and pleased, ii they are 
“simply lectured they may sit out thé lesson for 
“once, but they will not come again ; and as I have 
“required.them again and again, I have been oblig- 
“ed to amuse them, not by standing on my head 
“or eating fire, but by kindred feats of jugglery, 
“such as appeals to their self-esteem, their com- 
“bativeness or their humor. You know how eas- 
“ily in touching their feelings one degenerates into 
“flattery, vindictiveness or grossness.”

Few of the questions with which the public 
man deals are simple. Few of the suggested soltv 
tain. On all'differences of opinion, and therefore 
tions of the problems which he confronts are cer- 
conflict, is inevitable.

CAMPAIGN funds are money which is contributed by 
generous and financially dropsical fcitizens in an ef­
fort to make the common people do what they always 

intended to do anyway—vote as they blamed please at 
elections.

A campaign fend consists of such a large pile of 
money that it keeps a national manager and a large num­
ber of assistant sbusy all summer spending it. Some of 
this money Is spent for bands and flags and red fire 
and cigars and a large white water sooler for the head­
quarters. The rest goes into literature and speakers. 
Early in the campaign year a large number of eloquent 
orators become politically confused and -uncertain and 
cannot tell whom they are going to favor with all their 
hearts until they Hefted the rival campaign funds. One 
fo the most persuasive sights for the doubtful voter in 
this nation is that pf a fmous speaker who te exhorting 
the common people to arise and shake off their shackles 
for $10*0 a day and carfare—for the orator, not the com­
mon people.

In the good old times it was customary for the ord­
inary citizens to refrain nobly from contributing to the 
campaign fund while the prominent capitalists took 
charge of the Job ‘and finished it In no time by chip­
ping In $100,000 apiece, taking a few congressmen and 
a federal judge or two as souvenirs'when the campaign 
was over. We are now so particular, however, in our 
politics that if a capitalist were to come around to a 
political headquarter and ask in trembling tories to be 
allowed to leave a $2 blft there a* a token of his interest 
he would be chased four miles by the Janitor while the 
agitated secretaries fumigated the place. When a rich 
man wishes to contribute to his party nowadays he 
doesn't do it in person. He hires a burglar to break 
into the treasurer's office at night and put the money 
in the safe.

As a result of this reform we now have no campaign 
funds worth speaking of and the starving managers of 
our great political parties have to play barrel organs 
outside their offices in order to get enough pennies to 
pay the rent for the day. There is now a movement 
on foot to raise funds by soliciting $1 bills from the 
common people and several of the latter have already 
shown their Interest by promising to contribute such

Peculiar Power of Human Eye
When the 44th Massachusetts regi­

ment was besieged in Washington, N.

I subdued thqt animal by throwing 
myself on all fours, and springing to­
wards him with catlike snarls. He 
retreated into his kennel with piercing 
howls, and nothing could bring him 
out. I am certain that savage dogs 
can be completely cowed by the eye 
of man while his body is absolutely 
still, or by an intense and mysterious 
action with a côrtréspcmding look of the 
eye. —.

The following, incident I relate as an 
example of this silent but effective 
method: Several years ago I, was 
sketching in an orchard, which I aft­
erwards learned had been repeatedly 
fobbed by roughs from a settlement of 
hard characters a half mile away. Sud­
denly a large Newfoundland dog 
sprang out from a hedge that sur­
mounted a series of terraces. With 
threatening growls he bounded toward 
me, his eyes glaring^ and foam run­
ning from his mouth. I ceased sketch­
ing and fixed my eyes on him as he 
descended, with all the intensity I 
could command.

When the dog had reached the middle 
terrace he stopped, and, though he 
barked furiously and showed his shin­
ing teeth, came no further. I stood 
moUonless and with eyes fixed as ad­
amant. All at once he turned and, run­
ning up the terraces, disappeared be­
hind the hedge. I resumed my sketch­
ing, but it was with a sense of weak­
ness resulting from the intense con­
centration of my will upon the dog.

Five minutes passed when the New­

foundland again appeared. He did not 
stop to bark this time, but down he 
came upon me, clearing a terrace at 
each spring. Why this unhalting 
charge? Ah, there it is! A huge mas­
tiff is close behind, making springs 
like a wild beast.' Both dogs, were 
growling fiercely, and this, with the 
foam that glistened on their teeth, 
told too plainly what awaited me. The 
Newfoundland had gone to get help, 
and he got it.

I saw that the mastiff had lost an 
eye, and so I had only three eyes to 
magnetize. As before, I stood, fixed, 
not even permitting my lids to wink. 
The Newfoundland leaped first and 
planted his great paws so heavily on 
my breast as nearly' to knock me over 
backward.

The moment the mastiff 
dropped to the ground for the third 
time both of the dags turned and ran 
up the terraces as if I had charged 
them with buckshot. They disappeared 
behind the hedge, and, though I was 
half an hour fiinshing the sketch, they 
did not appear again. I could have 
Tabbed that orchard with impunity.— 
Darius Cobb, in Our Dumb Animals.

Bath Tubs Provided for Mules
Bath tubs supplied with warm and 

cold water, showers and vacuum 
cleaners have, been installed for the 
benefit of the mules in one of the col­
lieries of a coal and iron company. 
The tubs are of concrete, and are built 
in the stable yard, where the ani­
mals can be easily driven into. They 
are four feet deep, six feet wide, and 
thirty-seven feet long, with inclined 
planes, furnished with cleats at either 
end for the mules to enter and pass 
out. Directly over the centre of the 
tub, and fastened to the railings, are 
two arcs, which act as a support for 
a detachable shower, which is six feet 
long and a foot and a half wide. This

j is iriade of perforated pipe, and gives 
a thorough bath to the animals stand­
ing in the tub. In cold weather, the 
water in the basin is heated by means 
of a steam jet. The mules enjoy this 
bath so much that is is necessary to 
keep, the entrance channel chained so 
as to lceep them oiit'when not wanted.

Another cleansing device is the va­
cuum massage, which operates by elec­
tric power. The suction curry comb, 
as it might be termed, is passed light­
ly over the animal’s coat, removing 
dust and leose hair much more thor­
oughly than an hostler would do it by 
hand in the same time.—The Technical 
Magazine.

Science Wrestles With Eugenies
It is not at all surprising to learn 

that women, the mothers of the race, 
outnumbered the men at the recent In­
ternational Eugenic Congress In Lon­
don. There at the Imperial Institute 
over four hundred delegates discussed 
laws by which the race may be im­
proved.

"As an agency making for progress,” 
declared Major Darwin, "conscious se­
lection must replace the blind force of 
natural selection, and man must utilize 
all the knowledge acquired by studying 
the process of evolution of the past In 
order to promote moral and physical 
progress In the future. The nation 
which first takes that great work thor­
oughly in hand will not only win In all 
matters of international competition, 
but will be given a place of honor in, 
the history t>f tie world."

Improvement of the stature lit many’ 
European countries during the last 50 
years was the subject of a highly In­
teresting paper read by Dr. Soren 
Hansen, of Copenhagen.

“In Denmark,” said Dr. Hansen, 
"there has beèn an unmistakable in­
crease of one and one-half inches in 
the average height of the adult Dane 
during the last fifty years. Similar 
Increases have been noted In 
Sweden and Holland, end the, increase 
suggests that there may have been 
more or less-periodic waves of Increase 
or decrease In height, since, on one 
hand, we cannot Imagine such an In­
crease continuing Indefinitely, and on 
the other we know that man of, say, 
1,000 years ago, were quite as till as 
those of today.

"The weight of new born children is 
stated to have increased m England by 
two or three ounces during the last 
twenty years, and in Denmark,, there" 
has been an Increase of one and one- 
hair ounces in- .thirty-five years. The 
average height of an adult woman In 
France has also increased by ojfe and 
one-half Inches In the last eighty 
years.”

Blonde and Brunette Types.
It has long been maintained that the 

blonde type is simply the loss of color 
from the brunette type, as .in the cas* 
blonde type is simply the loss of color 
gradually with time. Eugenlsts, how­
ever, differ from the general view, 
and contend that the brunette type and 
blonde type are two characters, clearly 
mirked out. In a paper presented by 
Professor Gulffrlda Ruggleri, a famous 
Italian eugenist, he says one may gen­
erally accept the rule that blonde par­
ents have only blonde children,-In view 
of the researches of eminent eugenlsts

such as the Davenports, that a total of 
115 families, in which both parents 
were fair, had 513 children, of whom 
only 1 3-4 per cent, were dark.

“If," -contended Professor Ruggleri, 
"there are, for Instance, four children 
In a family, two blonde and two bru­
nette, it amounts to saying that 50 per 
cent, of the children’s ancestors were 
blonde, and the other 60 per cent, bru­
nette. Again, the rule which applies 
to the color of the hair is equally ap­
plicable to the color of the eyes. If 
two men with blue eyes marry two 
women with dark eyes, they may have 
children with dark eyes, and If these 
individuals marry amongi each other, 
one child In four has the blue eyes of 
its grandparent. But parents With 
blue eyes can only have children with 
blupeqyes." 5 k

Professor Metro's paper on the In­
fluence of parents’ age upon children's 
characters contained remarkable 
theories. He said the defects of chil­
dren of too young parehts were due to 
incomplete development. Among 
swindlers the proportion of children of 
aged parents was as high as 37 per 
cent., but the proportion rose to 56 
per cent. If one included criminals who 
were themselves aged. His researches 
proved that swindling was the crime of 
mature age.

Assassins gave the large proportion 
of 52.9 per cent, children of fathers of 
advanced age. Professor Marro had 
numerous cases of longevity among 
ancestors of criminals. He recollected 
two brothers, one a homicide, the 
oth^r an habitual thief, whose pater­
nal grandfather had reached one hun­
dred and ten, and there were other cen­
tenarians In the family.

Among the insane he found chlPren 
born of fathers either too young or too 

} old showed a large proportion as com­
pared with normal persona and with 
criminals.

Taken In general again. Professor 
Marro found among elementary school 
children whose fathers were under 
twenty-six years of age there was a 
maximum of bad conduct, and a mini­
mum of good results obtained with 
pupils who were children of aged 
fathers. This seemed to contradict the 
theory obtained by an examination of 
criminals; nevertheless, the crimes in 
which the descendants of aged fathers 
showed predominance were generally 
committed by Individuals who either 
showed delusion of persecution or 
great facility for lying.

Professor Marro further asserted the 
greatest number of Intelligent children 
were born of young parents.

and Canada count about 12,900,000 
members. Their strength increases at 
a much greater rate per cent than that 
which measures the growth of the 
countries In which they flourish.

Some of the youngest have made 
wonderful progress. The Eagles, for 
example, are only fourteen years old, 
but already they number about 360,- 
000, and they have distributed more 
than 18,000,000 In benefits. Now they 
are paying out $1,500,000 annually, in 
round figures, to members who have 
Just claims upon the treasury of the 
order. "

Here Is. an organization which has 
gained In a brief space a membership 
equal to the adult made population of 
a city of 1,000,000 Inhabitants and ,1s 
disbursing about $5,000 every business 
day to Its beneficiaries. Its field Is as 
wide as the Republic and the Domin­
ion, and its growth promises much 
greater things in the near future.

All this Is a natural phase of the 
progress of the age. The movement 
of the world Is more and more toward 
close and complex relations between 
great masses of men. There was 
never a time when the Individual was 
so little able to be sufficient unto him­
self. The hold of society upon the 
units which compose it is tighter than 
ever before. The need of the strength 
which union gives is constant and 
imperative.

So countless fraternal societies, or­
ders and unions flourish. Clubs and 
lesser organizations multiply. ♦he 
power and popularity of such bodies 
are one of the salient features of the 
age.

The service they render Is beyond 
measure. R affects many millions of 
families, and It is one of the great 
conservative, upbuilding, protective 
forces of the times, which has most 
hopeful prospects for still wider and 
richer development.

UNSOPHISTICATED 61 IS

Sister Connived at the Unnat­
ural Alliance in Order to 

Spite the Mother

Girl Was Oniy 14 Years Old at 
the Time; Case is Being 

Investigated

Seattle, Sept. 8.—Married to a Fili­
pino under an assumed name at the 
age of 14, so she claims, at the behest 
of her'older sister in order to spite her 
mother, Sarah Walthrop, a young and 
unsophisticated girl, whose heme Is In 
Bellingham, today awaits in the deten­
tion station of the local Immigration 
service the outcome of an Investigation 
being conducted by special agents of 
the department of justice and immi­
gration officials which, If the pathetic 
story told by the girl Is found to be 
true, will result in the unraveling of 
one of the strangest -mysteries that has 
■yet attracted the attention of the gov­
ernment sleuths.

According to the story told by the 
young woman, her mother criticised 
the older daughter continually at their 
Bellingham home, while Sarah herself 
received practically no censure. This 
aroused the anger of the plder sister, 
Sarah asserts, until finally her pa­
tience, strained beyond the breaking 
point, she took the young girl to Ta­
coma and induced her to marry a na­
tive Filipino, whose name the govern­
ment sleuths refuse to reveal at pres- 
,ent. , '

The sister did this, says the girl, In 
order te have revenge on her younger 
sister and to wreak spite on the 
mother. Sarah says that she was too 
young to. know what was going on, 
and could not prevent the marriage.

According to the information given 
by the girl to the immigration officials, 
her sister Is now married and lives in 
Douglas, Alaska. Steps were taken to­
day to find her If possible.

The girl was taken in charge yester­
day afternoon near the Federal build­
ing at Third avenue and Union street, 
t>y Grossing Patrolman Frank Spier, 
whom she called to her assistance. 
Patrolman Spier Investigated her com­
plaint for a moment, and then turned 
her over to the government officials, 
inasmuch as the case came within their 
jurisdiction.

According to the tale told by the 
young girl to the government officers, 
her tot since she was left In Tacoma as 
the wife of the Filipino has been a sad 
one. Entirely without friends, with no 
qne to advise her and absolutely pen­

niless, she came to a realization of her 
position and tried to break away.

Through an employment agency she 
-obtained a position as housekeeper for 
Robert Tait, a -Scotchman, who was 
engaged in railroad work for the Chi­
cago, Milwaukee and Puget Sound 
Railway company, who later went Into- 
business for himself.

Not long afterward she fell in love 
with Talt, according to her story, 
which Tait corroborates, only to re­
ceive a letter from her sister threaten­
ing to expose the girl's past marriage 
unless she sent her money. Both Tait 
and the girl say that a small sum was 
sent to the sister, all that they could 
spare.

Has Wife in Scotland.
Apparently Tait, had knowledge of 

the former marriage, for he advised 
strongly against the sending of the 
money, so he tells the government offi­
cials. However, the love-dream of the 
young girl with Talt was shattered 
yesterday when Talt admitted to the 
Immigration authorities that he had a 
wife and two children back in Scot­
land, and arrangements have been be­
gun to deport him as an undesirable 
citizen.

Entirely destitute and guilty of no 
crime, with an Impassable barrier be­
tween Talt and herself, the girl faces 
many hardships unless government 
officials succeed in their search for the 
mother, who Is said to reside In Bell­
ingham. If she Is found- the girl will 
be sent to begin life over again with 
her. In the meantime a thorough In­
vestigation of the girl’s story has been 
begun. ( As a result, legal proceedings 
may be instituted against the persons 
responsible for the girl’s situation.

)L SYSTEM OF

W, Harbord, London Educator, 
is Investigating Conditions 

in Canada

He is Interested in Emigration 
Scheme of Bringing Out 

Young People to Canada

Plan of Educating Boys and 
Girls in England for Life in 

Colonies is Proposed
Walter Harbord, who has been ap­

pointed by the London County Council 
Education Committee to Investigate 
educational conditions tn Toronto, 
and Western Canada, spent .Sat-- 
Wday in Calgary with Superln- 
ièrident Scott of the public Schools.. 
Mr. Harbord expressed himself as 

'much pleased with the public school 
system of Calgary, and when 
he returns to England will make a fav­
orable report of the educational system 
in this city.

While Mr. Harbord is much Interest­
ed In tavesttçating educational mat-' 
ters.in Canada; ho is more interested in 
the propurigatiqn of a scheme for bring­
ing emigrants to this country from 
England selected from the schools and 
colleges of the old country.--

Mr. Harbord’s scheme originated in 
his observation that London children 
after they left school deteriorated. 
Their associations after their school 
age harmed them. It is Mr. Harbord’s 
idea to bring out from the old country 
young men, boys arid girls of the desir­
able type before they have been Influ­
enced by the turmoil of London life.

He proposes to form an association of 
leading educationalists and imperial 
minded public men of the Old Country 
and who will select suitable 
material from the schools of the old 
country and if necessary give them as­
sistance in coming here. The younger 
people will be placed in residential 
schools for a certain number of months 
of the year. These residential schools 
will be in charge of Canadians, which 
will tend to thoroughly Canadianize the 
boys and girls from the mother land. 
These residential schools win teach 
practical subjects, the girls being 
taught domestic training and the boys 
the most improved methods of manual 
training and Canadian farming 
methods.

The scheme for the older boys is 
more comprehensive. These young men 
are to be carefully selected from the 
schools and colleges of the old country. 
The idea is to get this desirable class 
to settle upon homesteads, but conces­
sions must be obtained from the Do­
minion government before this idea 
may be carried out. The government 
will be requested to turn over plots of 
hand as great as a township to the com­
mittee in charge, who will act as trus­
tees for the government.

In the centre of each town­
ship Will be a demonstration farm. 
The land around the experimental 
farms is to be filed upon as homesteads 
and the young men will do their settle­
ment duties similar to the present reg­
ulations, only the monotony of home­
stead life will be largely removed by the 
presence of the ccfony of young men 
of equal class and with the same ends 
in view.

When these young men first come to 
this country they will be required to 
put in 18 months as farm laborers, 
where they will get an idea of the 
practical side of farm life. They would 
then be established upon quarter sec­
tions with the rights of pre-emption of 
the adjoining quarter.

Mr. Harbord has been the principal 
of one of the large county schools of 
London for the past 31 years. He is 
known as one of the leading educators 
in the old country and Is a member of 
the National Union of Teachers and 
various other educational organizations. 
He left Saturday evening for Victoria 
where he will spend a few days Inspect­
ing the schools of that city, after which 
he will return to Calgary and study the 
methods in vogue In this city.

Tomato Salad*.
A plain tomato salad in the real to­

mato season is a sweet and delicious 
thing. It is then the time to eat raw 
tomatoes, if ever—in September and 
October. There le: really nearly or quite 
as much difference between the ordin­
ary tomato of the market and those of 
the great ripening time as between 
the early strawberries and those home 
grown. ' v.

The tomato satla-ds most, in vogue Just 
now, perhaps, are those of sliced to­
mato with some raw, chopped vegeta­
ble on ,each slice-—chives, onion, celery, 
cress, peppers, or even cabbage with 
celery seed—the green and white salad 
lngiredlenits.

Miss Farmer has a Hindoo salad of 
four slices of tomato on shredded let­
tuce, on two of which are piled shaved 
celery and on the opposite slices finely 
cut water cress, finally garnished with 
small pieces of tomatoes shaped with 
a circular cutter and served with 
French dressing.

If people will eat tomato with may­
onnaise this dressing may be put over 
It and the chopped green put on top of 
that.

For a summer salad sandwich a slice 
of tomato with a mixed hash of cel­
ery, etc., dressed with some mild, cook­
ed dressing as a filling, is both cool to 
the t&ste and charming to the eye.

A decorative salad may be made of 
equal quantities of little red and yel­
low plum tomatoes. To make "this, scald 
the tomatoes quickly, take off the 
skins, and chill. Arrange on lettuce,

Serve with 
French dressing made of tarragon vin­
egar and highly seasoned otherwise, 
with a few drops of onion juice or a 
cloye of garlic rubbed on thé salad 
bowl.

A filled tomato salad has been much 
fancied as a decorative dish. The 
choice for filling is wide. It may be 
of meats or of vegetables. A nice 
coolced salad dressing is suitable for 
these salads, but many people think it 
necessary to have a bit of mayon­
naise.

Firm, smoo»th tomatoes of about the 
same size are needed for this variety 
of tomato salad. Cut off a slice from 
the stem end and scoop out the centre. 
If it is wanted to be particularly nice, 
work out the seeds. Mix the pulp 
with finely minced cucumber which 
has been thoroughly chilled. .Season 
the filling with salt.and pepped,xuiion 
Juice to taste, and a pinch of celery 
seed, if liked. Fill the tomAtd" shells 
and place a spoonful . of dressing on 
top.

Another filling is of chopped sweet 
pèppers, and the salad is served with 
whipped cream and a dash of sugar, or 
with any thick dressing.

It seems fantastic to fill tomatoes 
with berries, yet it has been done. 
Another filling is of -cottage cheese and 
sweet red peppers minced with a sprig 
of parsley. Or, again, a cup of cook­
ed diced carrot, one minced onion, one 
celery stalk, etc., are prepared for a 
filling, the whole to be served with a 
white sauce, perhaps flavored well with 
cheese.

In any case the tomato shell should 
be prepared and kept on ice so as to 
be thoroughly chilled before being 
served. It may be garnished to suit 
the taste—set in a lettuce bed, in a 
wreath of cress, or In a bed of chopped 
white of egg with the yolks rioed over 
It, or in the centre of a slice of green 
pepper with shredded pepper around.

The tomato itself may be used as a 
salad dressing for lettuce. Under such 
circumstances there is more -of an at­
tempt to please the palate than the eye. 
Fry the tomato, either plain or after 
dipping it in crumbs or flour. Almost 
without other seasoning this makes, 
with lettuce, a homely but ftalafraftle 
salad. Do not skin the tomato; cut ‘k 
in thick slices and fry over a slow firfe.’

There are imamy food® which’ -have a 
healthy effect upon the teeth—brown 
bread, beans, nuts, end even sugar.

Teeth are very grateful for 
any little attention, and tbeÿ resent 
neglect.

Remember: Have faith, in the in­
tegrity of your teeth and respect them.

TELEPHONE LINE Gen, Lan Tien Wei Tells Chi 
cage Celestials How Repub- 

fic is Being Reared

PERTINENT FACTS ABOUT 
WALTER JOHNSON

«SON BY RED SOX LEADER Oamrose. Alta., Sept. 8.—No better 
example of the benefits that may be re­
ceived from modern science can be 
cited than the experience on Sunday 
evening of Miss Barbara Jones, an in­
valid living in a tent near Bllersliê, 
who, while sitting in her little canvas 
home, heard with positive clearness the 
anthems, hymns, and sermon as they 
were sung and pronounced seven miles 
awajt in the Metropolitan Methodist 
church at South Edmonton.

In the Metropolitan church an 
acoustic apparatus has been instil­
ed that people hard of hearing who 
attend the church , may receive the 
full benefits of the service. Partially, 
almost wholly secluded, in front of the 
pulpit is a large transmitter, which is 
directly attached to a number of tel­
ephone like receivers, which may be 
used by the listeners, and which make 
very audible all the words that açe 
spoken.

Through the kindness of church of­
ficials and the telephone department 
one of these receivers was attached to 
rural phone No. 7128, which was in­
stalled in Miss Jones’ tent five miles 
away. Here, sitting comfortably in her 
cH-air, the invalid listened to the words 
of the pastor- and the music of the 
choir.

He was bornJg Kansas. 
First engagement, Chicago, Sept 8.-^The alliance of the 

peopa^ of all Chlneee provinces for the 
unqualified support of the new republic 
of China, the elimination of “tongs” 
and secret societies hostile to « each 
other and the handing together under 
a common patriotism for the govern­
ment by all Chinese people were the 
things for which Qen. Lan Tien Wei, 
noted revolutionary leader, pleaded at 
a meeting of the Chinese population of 
Chicago.

The meeting wae held in F\oo Chou 
hall, 511 South Clark street. To con­
vey his remarks to his auditors, Gen. 
Lan Tien Wei used two Interpreters. 
He Is a Manchu, although one of the 
strongest supporters of the new re­
public. Hie remarks, delivered In the 
Manchu language, were translated by 
C. P. Yin Into the English language, 
and another interpreter again trans­
lated them Into Cantonese, which is the 
language spoken by the Chinese of 
Chicago.

The new government of China Is be­
ing founded on the same fundamental 
principles as the American govern­
ment. The American constitution, the 
court system, the civil and- criminal 
court procedure, are all being adopted 
by the new republic as typifying to the 
greatest extent the alms and desires 
of those who have overthrown the 
Manchu dynasty, according to Gen. 
Lan Tien Wei.

“China has awakened," said • the 
speaker. “The' era of progress is at 
hand. We now are a nation of. the 
people. We stand equal before the 
law. We shdll bring within our doors 
the civilization of the Western nations 
and we shall do as have the people of 
Japan. We no longer sleep.

“The new Chinese Joss Is a Goddess 
of Liberty. In the future every man 
Is free and equal 'before the govern­
ment, and human life may not again 
be taken without the due process of 
our republican lews and the utmost 
protection of the rights of the Indi­
vidual. We recognize the individual 
as the mainspring of the government 
and declare that our government Is of 
the people, comes from them and ex­
ists by them.

Will Eliminate Faotiona
"We must eliminate factions from 

among ourselves. To secure the suc­
cess of the great movement In which 
we are engaged we must stand as 
brother beside brother. Our republic 
cannot live with the people divided 
among themselves. It Is for us to say 
that the .tongs' must go, and in {Ijelr 
stead a common patriotism be estab­
lished.”

When reference was made to the 
great ovation given Dr. Sun Yat Sen 
by his countrymen in Pekin recently, 
applause came spontaneously from the 
auditors.

Revolutionary activities, looking, to 
the establishment of a republic In Chi­
na, have been In progress In Chicago 
for several years, according to leaders 
of the local colony. While Wu Ting 
Fang, was Chinese minister to the 
United States, on one occasion he 
came to Chicago, where, It is said, he 
participated In a revolutionary con­
clave In Foo Chou hall. At that time It 
was decided that he should be the 
premier of the new republic, a position 
he now holds.

When Dr. Sun Yat Sen first began 
his revolutionary activities he made a 
close inspection of all governments of 
the world. While tie favored the re­
publican form of government, yet he 
inspected kingdoms and empires in the 
hope that he might find In them some 
great development, springing from the 
people and serving as a safeguard to 
the rights of the masses, which could 
with advantage be incorporated In the 
new Mongolian government.

Three things he decided upon—the 
organization of a modern system of 
finance, the organization of the young 
Chinese Into a progressive party, and 
the evolution of a scheme of govern­
ment.

Chicagoan Frames Constitution
In undertaking the development of 

the last of the three things, he came to 
Chicago and sought the advice and aid 
of Attorney Patrick H. O'Donnell. The 
revolutionary plans were fully revealed 
to Mr. O’Donnell, and for weeks they 
worked together, discussing conditions 
In China and considering the most 
practical way of applying the consti­
tution of the United States and the 
American court and legal system to the 
Oriental nation, a thing upon which 
Dr. Bun Yat Sen had already decided.

Dr. Sun Yat Sen had the co-opera­
tion of the young Chinese students and 
the progressive element In the United 
States. On the advice of Mr. O'Don­
nell, these young Chinese sought, end 
In a great many instances obtained, 
positions as interpreters to the federal 
Government and as clerks In the 
American courts.

Behind the Immobile faces of these 
Chinese blazed an enthusiasm fierce 
and compelling. Carefully through the 
day they listened to all they heard, and 
at night translated it on paper, sending 
It to the Chinese revolutionary leaders 
In Chicago, who in .turn conveyed It 
to Mr. O'Donnell. Upon the latter de­
volved the work of 'briefing and ex­
plaining the legal points put forward 
by the young revolutionists In their 
correspondence.

As Mr. O'Donnell concluded his 
briefs they were sent to a Chinese exile 
In Mexico, whose real name has never 
been made known. He is known as 
"Kang,” and stands next to ]?r. Sun 
Yat Sen in the estimation of the young 
Chinese.

I papers put columns in about him, but why don’t they say 
1 something once in awhile about Walter Johnson?” This re­

mark was made the other day by a well-known local fan down in 
Chan's "Home Plate”. The remark was directed chiefly toward a 
local newspaperman who happened to be present.

It was his first defeat in seventeen straight games.

But if Johnson has been overlooked in the dope so far, an in­
cident which happened last week will gain him all the publicity that 
he deserves.

Jurisprudence Into effect when he 
should sweep the Manchu dynasty into 
the past. And- this scheme of Juris­
prudence Is now the one which is in 
effect in the new republic.
• The young Chinese who have closely 
and carefully followed the procedure of 
the federal government, the hearing of 
cases and the arguments in the Ameri­
can courts are now returning to China 
to put Into effect the system which 
"Kang" has evolved.

These young Chinese have been 
sprinkled all over the world. Their 
knowledge is not merely a knowledge 
of America, but a knowledge of all 
Western nations. There Is scarcely a 
phase of criminal law, criminal pro­
cedure or criminal Jurisprudence which 
they have not discussed with Mr. 
O'Donnell. While, he advised them on 
their scheme of government, he devot­
ed himself principally to matters of 
criminal law and Jurisprudence. This 
included the organization of courts and 
the selection of Judges.

Dr. Sun Yat Sen began the Chinese 
revolution in the most practical way 
of any modem revolution. After Mr. 
O'Donnell had pointed out the funda­
mental theory of American criminal 
jurisprudence, Dr. Sun Yat Sen said 
that the revolution should begin with 
the declaration that thé criminal law 
should be reformed, and In the stead of 
the ancient doctrine of the Manchus 
that the life of every man belonged to 
the throne, the new republic would 
hold that every man Is equal before 
the law, Is innocent until proven guilty" 
and that human life cannot be taken 
without due process of the law, prov­
ing the guilt of the accused' and to the 
last protecting him In his rights.

Chinese Rally to Cause
There was no constitutional law, for 

the constitution had not then either 
been written or placed In effect. But 
with the déclaration that no longer 
could lives be taken without an Im­
partial trial, the Chinese rallied to the 
cause and the overthrow of the dy­
nasty was a matter of days only. The 
American constitution is the scheme of, 
the Chinese government, but of all the 
things which the new Chinese Joss has 
brought, the thing most prized. Is the 
abrogation of criminal punishment as 
exercised during the Manchu dynasty 
and' the inauguration of the system of 
criminal Jurisprudence In vogue In 
American courts.

Money from all parts of the world 
has been contributed to the aid of the 
revolutionary cause and the support of 
the new government. The liberality of 
the young Chinese in, Chicago is shown 
in the fagt that they at this time and 
for several months past have been 
sending thousands of dollars to the 
republican leaders in China each day.

Recently, tor four days, this money 
contributed In this Instance entirely by 
Chinese outside the loop district left 
Chicago at the rate of 510,000 per day, 
according to the figures which Mr. 
O’Doiuiell has In tils possession.

The small laundrymen, the small 
restaurateur and the small tea sales­
men were the principal contributors of 
this money. To them a new sun was 
arising in the/ Eastern nation they call 
home. Behind their taciturn demeanor 
they gloried in the realization that a 
new era is at hand'—as propitious as 
the signing of the Magna Charta- In 
England, the amalgamation of thp Ger­
man states, the coming of Martin Lu­
ther or the writing of the American 
Declaration of Independence.

Local Funds Assured Success
The money which these young Chi­

nese In Chicago contributed to the 
cause, according to Mr. O'Donnell, as­
sured the success of the work of Dr. 
Spn Yat Sen. Without the funds from 
this city, in Mr. O'Donnell's opinion, 
the revolution might not have been 
successful—In fact, might have utterly 
failed.

Chinese as a whole In the loop dis­
trict of Chicago contributed heavily, 
while from every city In the country, 
where maybe there were, only a few 
Chinese laundrymen, the contributions 
came In large and small amounts.

The American system of education Is 
to be Incorporated In China. Chinese 
literature, as/fgstered under the Man­
chu dynasty, Is much too difficult for 
extensive study either among the 
masses or upon which to build a na­
tional literature. ,

The mastery'of thé language in the 
Chinese schools depends upon the 
memorizing of thousands of symbols 
Instead of learning the phonetic meth­
od used In America. The Chinese 
school boy studies for ten years before 
he can read with airçr degree of fluency. 
By that time his school days are over, 
and all he has accomplished Is the de­
velopment of a prodigious memory 
and which has afforded Mm no time 
to so train himself for further research 
or higher learning.

Is Entertained at Luncheon by 
Calgary City Planning 

Commission

Tells of the Steps Edmonton 
and Saskatoon Are Taking 

in Civic Planning

RA. M. MORELL, the landscape 
architect and city planner, of 

e Minneapolis, Minn., who has 
been engaged by .Saskatoon and 

Edmonton to lay out a comprehensive 
scheme for their future growth, was en­
tertained on Friday at an informal 
luncheon at the Grosvenor by thç. Cal­
gary City Planning Commission. De­
spite the fact that the Duke and 
Duchess were in the city and the Stam­
pede had a fair day—for once—a group 
of local members were gotten together 
to meet the visiting expert.

President James W. Davidson asked, 
Mr. Morell to jrelate the steps Edmon­
ton and Saskatoon had taken toward 
beautification and utility and, before 
the* city planner got through, those 
present were amazed at thé enterprise 
being shown by the younger western 
cities. Saskatoon has laid put a broad 
arterial highway for the main traffic 
and 100-foot boulevards down the. cen­
tre of which small shrubs and flowers 
will bS planted. Both Saskatoon ‘ and 
Edmonton are planning cjvic jcentres, 
but not of the elaborate design affected 
by cities like Cleveland or Chicago.

“I do not advise, in fact I strongly 
deprecate the spending of very large 
sums of money, on one centre,” ex­
plained Mr. Mor.eli, “and then neglect­
ing other parts of the ’city. I believe 
we should have something to show the 
visitor in all parts of a city—not just 
take him to çne great beauty spot and 
then have to say: ‘Tfris is all there 
isiv

Mr. Morell has just spent ten days in 
Edmonton carefullÿ investigating that 
city’s problems. He said his report, to 
be presented to the citizens early in 
the spring, would embrace not only the 
present olty limits, but land outside 
which the city will require 50 years 
from now. Of the courtesy of the city 
officials of Edmonton “from the mayor 
down” the expert spoke in the warmest 
terms.

“My wcrk has been a pleasure so far,” 

he said. “The park superintendent, the 
city engineer, his assistant, the city 
architect—all have shown me the great­
est kipdness. My idea when I go to 
a city is to get at things from every 
point of view.

WINNIPEG WATER SYSTEM 
CONDEMNED BY EXPERT

Recommends That City Pro­
ceed to Shoal Lake for. Per­

manent Visible Supply

Would Take Until 1916 to Com­
plete System, Which Would 

Costal 6,000,000

Winnipeg, Sept. 7.—Prof. Siiehtar 
the expert appointed by Public 
Utilities Commissioner Robson to 
assist him in hie investigation of 
the water supply system for the 
city of Winnipeg, has handed in 

his report, and, much to the sur­
prise of the civic officials, he has 
recommended that the city proceed 
at once to Shoal Lake for a perma- ■ 
nent visible supply.
The coat of a single pipe line which 

he advises shoulfr be constructed at 
once is estimated: at *6,000,00», and he 
states that the line that would supply 
about 35,000,000 gallons of water dally 
could be completed, if undertaken at 
once, by July 1st, 1916.

The present water supply of the city 
Is strongly condemned, and the pro­
fessor also advises that the Poplar and 
Crystal springs project and the Win­
nipeg river project be not undertaken. 
To tide the city over until the new 
pipe line to Shoal Lake could be con­
structed, he advises that fifteen addi­
tional wells should' "be sunk at once 
northwest of the city, and he points 
out that die well system with all the 
machinery intact should be kept as a 
reserve supply In case of emergencies 
eyen after the line to Shoal Lake Is in 
operation.

Ultimately the pipe line system to 
Shoal Lake Wjould cost *12,000,00» ac­
cording to the professor’s estimate, as 
with the growth of the-city a second 
line would have to be built, and this 
would cost just as much as the first 
line. The professor speaks very highly 
of Shoal Lake ae a source of supply, 
remarking that It is as near Ideal as 
it is possible to find; and that the city 
Is very fortunate to be within a reason­
able distance of It. The water, he 
says, will always remain pure. He 
was much Impressed' with the possi­
bilities of the -city -as an Industrial, 
centre, and declares that it is of the, 
utmost Importance that the water 
supply of an Industrial* hentre which 
wishes to make progress shall 'be soft 
as well as -pure and abundant. Shoal 
Lake is situated about ninety miles 
from Winnipeg, being to the northwest 
of the Lake of the Woods. The north­
western part of the lake just crosses 
the Ontario boundary into Manitoba.

trjck that has sent 129 men to earth. 
He reared straight up and1 feinted as If 
to throw himself backward, then took 
prodigious leaps and twisted and cork­
screwed his body in a fury of contor­
tions that threatened to tear him In 
two. The Indian sat his saddle as If 
glued to It, With hands up and a chal- 
Iege to “Cyclone" to do his worst.

Again and again the horse stopped, 
hut only for. a few seconds, when he 
renewed the struggle. Again he tried 
to throw his rider backward, and then, 
acknowledging he had met his master 
in the aborigine, he surrendered.’'

The shout from the audience and the 
fine riding told who would blossom 
(grth champion unless someone else 
essayed to try conclusion# with the 
horse or some other outlaw could 
equal his performance. Enjoying the 
thrilling spectacle equally with the 
thousands around the big arena was 
Princess Patricia and the Duchess" of 
Connaught.

the greatest reforms at “The Yard ’ by 
breaking down the rule of maintaining 
silence toward the press. He showed 
them this policy was all wrong and, at 
the time of the Crippen case, was am- 
Dly vindicated by the accuracy whicfh 
characterized all the newspaper stories. 
The first day the story of the crime 
was published he wrote for the press a 
complete summary of the details so far
as known. . _

Freest had made several business 
trips to the United States. The visit 
he remembers with the most satisfac­
tion was in 1892, when he was here five 
Bonths and was given tbe thanks of 
the American government for his work 
in convicting William Lord Moore* for 
using the United States mails for fraud­
ulent purposes. Moore's method was to 
write to credulcus people lit England 
and on the continent offering to help 
them get their shares of unclaimed 
millions lying in banks. He was tried 
in Jackson, Tenn., and the jury dis­
agreed twice, but the third time found 
him guilty, and he was sentenced to 
nine years in the penitentiary.
Restored $100,000 Worth of Jewels 
Freest also came to America to un­

ravel the mystery of the Townsend 
Burden jewel robbery in 1896. The 
jewels, worth $100,000, were stolen from 
the wealthy American by two English 
servants who, it developed, tried to 
cloak their crime by showing the gems 
were taken by burglars. Freest dis­
covered this in time to be able to re­
turn the jewels -before they had been 
separated and lost.

Altogether Freest has either direct­
ly or indirectly been concerned In thé 
arrest of more than a hundred Ameri­
can criminals. A correspondent asked 
him which he remembered with the 
greatest satisfaction.

“My arrest of Cowboy Kuhn at 
Queenstown is the one I think which 
gives me the* greatest satisfaction,”7 was 
his reply. “Kuhn came from Primrose 
City, Wis. He had murdered five or

New York is the first city in the 
world, to adopt the moving platform as 
an essential part of its transit system. 
The public service commission of New 
York City has laid out a route for "this 
novel method of transportation under 
Thirty-fourth street, from Second ave­
nue to Ninth avenue. This is one of 
the busiest parts of the city. In a 
space of one mile the route crosses 
seven north and south rapid transit 
lines and ten street car lines.

The moving platform is by no means 
an experiment. Visitors to the Worlds 
Fair at Chicago in 1893 will recall the 
one that occupied the long .pier on the 
lake front, and that carried .2,700,009 
persons without an accident. The 
moving platform usually consists of 
three continuous Unes or platforms of 
rubber covered steel plates. The first 
line runs at a speed of three miles an 
hour, the second at six .miles and the 
third at nine miles an fcour. The first 
two platforms are called .stepping plat­
forms, and the third, which is consid­
erably wider, Is provided with trans­
verse seats. The great advantage of 
the moving platform is its enormous 
capacity, which is far greater than that 
of any other form of transit, and 
makes it an ideal system for opera­
tion where traffic is greatly congested.

white garbed sthreet sweeper whin th’ mil- 
lyonaire’s autymobill runs over his foot.

“Distinguished people may be seen on all 
sides. 1^ may be on’y th’ commissioner iv polis 
bein’ led through wit hblinders an’ ear muffs 
on, but it may be some gr-reat civic dignitary 
like a retired polis captain who has tired iv th’ 
fancy dhress ball at his brown stone mansion 
on Fifth avnoo an’ is glad to be ‘back in th’ old 
surroundings. Or it may be a financeer who 
with no other capital thin forty cents’ worth 
iv dinnymite borrowed a millyon fr’m th’ Bank 
iv England, or th’ well known charackter who 
copped th’ jools iv the Sultan iv Zooloo. Or it 
may even be th‘ leader iv wan iv th’ most pow­
erful gangs iv th’ whole city goin’ gravely to 
his night’s wurruk, elbowin’ his way almost 
unnoticed through th’ throng, but stoppin’ now 
an’ thin in a fatherly way to disthribute a few 
wurruds iv advice or catridges to his retainers.

“Wan o’clock is usually th’ hour assigned f’r 
th’ cannonadin’ to begin. Too much cannot be 
said f r this feature iv methropolytan life an’ 
it shud be encourage dat anny expinse. It will 
sind more people to our ladin’ city thin th’ Ful­
ton cillybration. Some iv thim may not return, 
but that’s another matther. If a man iver goes 
to New York he sildom laves it alive if he can 
help it. A carpin’ press has complained iv th’ 
pclis arrangements at these out dure spoorts. 
But it is always aisier to criticise thin to build 
up. I won’t say thy’re perfect. They ar-re not. 
At a recent intertainmint there was much jost­
lin’ be th’ spectators an’ wan iv th’ most cillv- 
brated assasins had his hat knocked off, but 
an officer in charge recovered it ah’ give it to 
him befure anny gr-reat harm was done. It is 
also onforchinitel ythrue that th’ polis were 
obliged to use their clubs on manny iv th’ spec­
tators to keep thim fr’m interferin' with th’ 
games. But these things cannot be helped. 
Th’ polis, like th’ rest iv us, must larn fr’m ex­
perience. There were too few polis deetailed, 
less thin a hundhred. This was due to th’ fact 
that th’ foorce was all used up be th’ daily cus­
tomary rootene iv suppressin’ baseball games 
an’ dangerous meetin’s iv single taxers an’ 
other enimies iv society.

There was a pressure ■ against cer 
tain bond issues but in the main the 
tone was improved. U. S. bonds were 
unchanged on the week.

empire. The diplomatic instincts of the Duke were excellently shown 
by his brief public address here, in which, with the utmost dignity, 
he assured the American cousins immigrating to Alberta that “we 
are ready to extend to them the hand of hospitality which they have 
extended to our young men in the Western states during the past”

Coming at a momnt when an aroused national spirit of Canada 
is exceedingly jealous of any concession that smacks of catering to 
American commercialism, the Duke’s utterance was exceptionally’ 
well timed to ease the natural friction that is bound to arise occa­
sionally between two proud and jealous races living iq such close 
proximity. In the mouth of anyone else, the ducal utterance might be 
twisted for sordid political purposes into a subject of controversy. 
The absolute integrity of the Duke's purpose, and the impossibility of 
his remarks being given a meaning other than the real and sincere 
intent of hospitality, makes them of untold value in the strengthening 
of the tises between our new citizens and the empire. It was the kina 
of utterance that, almost unmarked at the time it is made, has far- 
raching results in the future.

With such a diplomat as Governor General, and with such a 
daughter for his aid, the people of the Western provinces are realiring 
more than ever the wisdom that was exercised in the appointment of 
Field Marshal His Royal Highness the Duke of Connaught and 
Strathearn, and are willing to agree that the bonds of empire were 
thereby very appreciably strengthened.

What Makes Beautiful Sunsets
Watching the sunset I9 a joy that 

never pales, yet only a few people who 
see the wonderful colors understand 
how they are made. Merely to say that 
it is due to the dust or to the moisture 
does riot explain, yet the matter is en­
tirely simple. Indeed, if one were abl«? 
to tell exactly the amount of dust or 
moisture that existed in the path of 
the air that we^see ait the time of sun­
set, he would b£ able to prophesy ac­
curately the colors of the sunset with­
in a second’s tfme.

Sunlight is a mixeurs of nearly all 
colors known, fused to form white, and 
which are seen separated in the rain­
bow or on a prism or glass. Color Is 
dependent upon the length of the wav* 
es of light, the orange and yellow be­
ing the long waves and the blue and

green the shortest The effect of dust 
In the air is to stop the direct passage 
of light, because the light is reflected 
from every piece of duet. The long 
rays of light, that is to say, the yel­
lows, come through easily, the short 
waves, that is to say, the blue, are 
more easily broken up. It follows, 
therefore, that the sunlight which 
reaches • the earth contains & yellow 
tinge—we speak of golden sunlight— 
but the light that is stopped Is scat­
tered in the sky and forms the blue.

Ottawa, Sept. A—The Dominion 
financial statement far Auguet out 
today shows continued evidenooa df 
gratifying growth in revenue.

"Di» total for the month was $14,- 
446348, an increase of three mil­
lion» ever the corresponding period 
last year.

For the five months ended with 
August the aggregate waa $66,903,- 
167, an inereeae ef $14,000300. Ex­
penditures en consolidated revenue 
for the five menthe was $36,391,137,

an increase of five millions. In 
August $6,953,065 was spent.

Outlays chargeable to capital In 
the five months totalled $8,701,167, 
a decrease of $280,000. The August 
expenditure on capital waa $4,80$,.

Between July first and Auguet 
the public debt was decreased by 
$3,097,926. The net debt is how 
$319,628,099. Thie j» « decrease ef 
eight millions compared with a 
year ago.
